We did not care, on coming in to
Chatham first,to haye too many things
to say at once, because in doing sv we
might be put down by even our
friends as being somewhat of a bney-
body. But now that weare established
here, and have taken careful note of
the publc pulse, and how the two
parties stand here, we must, withont
asking anybody’s pardon, air a tew of
our opinions.

A Night of Horrors on the
Miramichi.

[WRITTEN FOR THE STAR.]

Lately redding the Star, which seems
to have engrossed all the hunttg stories
of the Province, I thought that I could
detect the narrative of a brother hunter
in ‘““Hunting on the Miramichi with u
clergyman,” and was thereby reminded
of an occurence of my youth, when in
th2 early morning of life full of prid-
and vigor, I followed after the avild
@uimals  which frequented the deep
recess of the Miramichi foregts.  The
greatest poet of Italy has said
“Midway in this my mortal life I lost my

road. ;

And discribes how in his great error
he was beset by savaze beasts of differ
ent kinds. This was exactly my case,
I will call o my aid ‘‘memory,” time
and oblivion's foe, and relate all the
circumstances of my adventure, whic
are yet as vivid before me in the eveniny
of Jife ws they were in thuse early days

* Brevity ig the soul of wit. I may add
also that it is the sou! of interest, and
governing myself by this maxim, [ pro
ceed to my task.  Thirty years ago I
hud a line of sable traps which extended
from the head ° of the Mamozekel, a
branch of Tobique to the head lake
of the Little 8.
