Application of the Monroe Doc-
trine to the Panama Canal

M. DE LESSEPS' STRATAGEM.

The Times publishes this merning the
following editorial on the Panama canal :
—% The Isthmus is a heavier tax on the
industry of mankind than is either war or
famine. A few miles of oozy quagmire and
jungle, breeding pains and fetvtezn and l:;;-

zy negroes for a squatting ground,
::lf . thair mark on every bale of goods
between the old and a large part of the
new world. The engineers, headed by M.
de Lesseps, have planted the standard of
rebellion against this inconvenient geo-
graphical fact. In these times of stagna-
tion, M. de Lesseps might have failed, but
he has relieved himself of half the respon-
sibility by shifting the burden of assent
upon the United States, out of whose op-
tion he has fashioned a weapon to
subdue them to his purpose. M. de Lesseps
offersito the world a boon greater than the
Suez Canal. If it now be rejected in the
form he proposes, he will be_able to argue
that it is becanse of American jealousy.
Most patriotic Americans must teel
tbat their country cannot withhold
on selfish grounds from the rest
of the world and from themseives
the benefit promised by a stranger, with-
out assuming the liability in his stead. In
the view of most Americaa citizens, th.e
Monroe Doctrine is a law to; n:‘ture. })t is
propounded that b, e Monroe Doc-
:L a canal threughy the Isthmus of
Panama or Nicaragua, or any other isthmus
which shortens the distance between the
American continent and Europe, is vir-
tually part of the coast line of the United
States. Great Britain may congratulate
herself that the Caledonian canal is al-
ready dug, or it would otherwise give rise
to international complications. The Mon-
roe Doctrine, even in its most restricted
shape, was never admitted into the law of
nations. Its present application is a claim
to indefinite suzsrainty from Mexico to
Patagonia, though throughout this vast
region the Government of Washington ex-
ercises no power and acknowledges no
duty to the populations which inhabit it
Europe could not recognize so gratuitous a
demand. An inter-oceaniocanal would, for
every practical purpose, form as much, or as
little, a part of the European as of the
United States coast line. But while
Europe cannot concede the bare
principle asserfed by the President
of the Committee, there is no objec-
tion to the United States uiring
all the power it wants by subscribing the
necessary capital. « All that Europe wants
is that the black earth, which the world
regards as it might a sunken ship in the
Medway or the Loire, should be cleared
away. That the United States by fur-
nishing money should obtain a special
right to watch over the safety and peace-
able use of the new chanmel is what
Earope, and particularly Great Britain,
most desire. Bat the world is entitled to
ask the United States to make up its
mind either to let M. de Lesseps .ild the
thing himself with the rescurces at his
command, or to charge thens "ves with
the task.”

Who
in the world am I injuring—what conceiv-
able wrong ‘am I doing—where or how.am
I thwarting *‘ the will of God”"—if I let
the oompn:zlhnve my £1,000, and have
been receiving from them £40 s year
for the use of it ever since? Unless the
money had been forthcoming from some
uarter or other, a work which was
absolutely necessary for the prosperity of
the nation, and which finds remunerative
employment for an immense number of
Englishmen, enabling them to bring up
their families in respectability and com-
fort, would never have been accomplished.
Will you tell me that this method of
carrying out great commercial entegprises,
sanctioned by experience as the most, if
not the only, practicable one, is ‘* not ac-
cording to the will of God ?’ Take ano-
ther instance. In Lancashire a large num.
ber of cotton mills have been erected on
the joint-stock principle, with limited
lLiability. The thing has been pushed too
far, probably, and at one time was &
good deal of unwholesome speculation in
floating companies. But that is not the
question before us ; and the enterprises
gave working men an opportunity of in-
vesting their savings, which was a great
stimulus to thrift, and, so far, an advan
tage to the country. In a mill, which it
would perhaps cost £50,000 to build and fit
with machinery, the subscrihed capital,
which would be entitled to a division of
profits after all other demands had been
satisfied, would not amount probably to
more than £20,000. The rest would be
borrowed at rates of interest varying aec-
cording to the condition of the market.
You surely would not maintajn that those
who lent their monoy for such a purpose,
and were content with 5 or 6 per cent. for
the use of it, thus enabling, in good times,
the shareholders to realize 20 or 25 per
cent. on their subscribed ecapital, were
doing wrong either to the shareholders or
to any one else, or could in any sense be

Nay, positive evil has sprung
from the imtroduction of the foreign
features that pervade the school laws
passed since 1871, The operation of these
laws is inordinately elating those who have
passed the examination ordeals, with which
they are characterized, angd are correspond-
ingyde‘?un' to those who fail to suc-
ceed. Youth a period of enthusiasm.
All are not equally bright, quick or sharp,
The educationists of the world agree in
condemning those systems of rewards
which depress or damp the ardour of young
people. Yt is useless, they say, for them

to contend, and therefore, becoming hope- -

less, they cease to exert themselves, and
will not even strive to attain that which is
easily within théir reach.

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Interesting Summary of News.

WHY THE TAY BEKIDGE FELL.

Some of the evidence given on Saturday,
the 28th ult,, at the Board of Trade In.
quiry reapecting the Tay Bridge
was of an important and even
character. The supporting columns of the
bri were cast in a small temporary
foundry, erected by the contractor at the

south end of the structure, and three of
the moulders—all experignced men—de-
scribed the character of the work they had
assisted in turning out, The iron was from
Cleveland, and was inferior to Scotch
metal. Two of the witnesses went so far
as to say that ‘‘ it was the worst they ever
saw.” A loam core was used in casting
the columns; but against this no
could be said, as it is an approved method
of executing sush work, But the
columns were badly cast. The speci-
fied diameter of the pipe was fif-
teen inches, and the =mpecified thick-
ness one inch. It is obvious that all the
columns ought to have been of uniform
substance. But the workmen examined
assert that this was notso, Not only were
soma of them under the specified thickness
of matal, but they even varied in this re-
spect. *“‘ One side might have heen be-
tween three-eights and a quarter of an
inch, and the other between ome and a
qusrter and eme and three-eights inch.’
The columns, it was stated by these wit-
nesses, were also full of cracks and holes,
some of the latter half an inch in depth.
These cavities were puttied over with
.- Roman cement, in its turn concealed by a
coat of paint. Seme of the columns used
in lifting the girders to the top of the
columns were cast without the ‘‘lugs.”
In such cases the lugs were. subsequently
burned on ; but from the ‘Eocuhu position
of the lugs om e column—it
“ was almost impossible that with
the materials used the lugs could
be solidly burned on, as in oooling the
lugs came away from the flanges and
adhered only to the column.” This ook
place frequently, Nor was the quality of
the metal n-et{ better than the casting
made of it. One of the ordinary risks of
moulding is what is technically known as
* goabbing.” Thisis the rising of the sand
from the under surface of the mould dur-
ing the time that the molten metal is run.
ning into it, The sand being thus mixed
with the metal, of course produces an in-
uslity of strength on the opposite sides

work, Some ‘‘base plates” were sent from
Bathgate, but, according to the witness
McGowan, the manager objected to them
being mixed with the English iron, **for
they could get pig from Middlesborough,
and then they could at the close of the job
sell the Scotch plates at a good price,” A
diver who had also been employed superin-
tending the painting of the bridge, looked
for empty bolt holes, or bolts slack, but—it
is satisfactory te note—found only two.
Fortunately, some of the e¢clurans which
one of the witnesses declared were not only
cracked in the body, but also in the flanges,
are still standing, and can be put in evi-
dence as to the veracity of the statements
made. Some of the others, it was declared,
were used in the portion of the bridge thas
fell. 1t is imperative that the statements
should be thoroughly investigated, for-if
they are only half true the wonder would
be ngt that the Tay bridge fell, but that it
atood even so long as it did.

A GALLANT RESCUE.

The gallant captain of her Majesty’s
ship Invincible, the Hon. E. N, Fremantle,
C.B., C.M.G., hasonce n distin
himself by saving the life of one of his
orew daring the recent passage of that ship
from Alexandria to Aboukir Bay. The
Invincible was steaming along at about six
knots, when the ory ‘‘man overboard”
rang through her. The engines were re-
versed, life-buoys let go, and boats called

‘away in less time than can be described.
Meanwhile the man was observed to seize
hold of the lead-line, and as a consequence
he was dragged completely under water
for several seconds, $ill, almost suffocated,
and becoming unconacious, he lost his hold,
and floated astern a mere lifeless mass, his
head being under the water, The captain,
at the time on the bridge, saw that a
moments delay would be fatal to the
drowning man, and, having given his ne-
cessary orders, overboard he sprang, just as
he stood, cap, coat, boots, &c., and he was
not a moment too soan, for, after straining
every perve, when he reached the spot
where the man was last seen his rescuer
found him already some distance under
water, Having brought him to the sur-
face, heavily weighted as he was, he felt
much exhansted, and had some difficulty
in keeping the man’s head above water,
till Sub-Lientenant Moore and Cunning-
ham, blacksmith’s mate, jumped overboard
to the assistance of both, and, the boats
arriving, all were brought safely on board.
The rescued man was instantly removed to
the sick bay, where, under the skilful
treatment usual in such cases, he was soon
restored to cons¢iousness, and is now quite
recovered. His gallant rescuer was, with a
little rest, soom all right again, It was a
brave act on the part of Captain Fremantle,
and, though attended with considerable
risk, was rewarded by the saving of the
man’s life, Captain Fremantle already

universally claimed. In Germany if a
country customer desires to order a com-
modity from a Berlin tradesman, he has
only to send the order. The tradesman
es a parcel of the article, charges it
with the payment of a certain sum (in
effect, the price and the postage) and for-
wards it to his customer by post. The
consigner does not receive the article till
he has paid the price charged on it, which
is ultimately remitted to the sender
through the same department. It is clear
that our Post Office affords no machinery
analogous to the German system, and it is
also clear that its introduction or adoption
would be a great public boon, Possibly
the scheme at present under consideration
at Berne might lead to this result, It is
proposed to have a uniform charge for the
postage of all parcels of  or under 6lbs.
weight within the countries included in
the union. If this measure were adopted,
a Londoner could receive a parcel ted
in Vieana which the Post Office would not
accept had it been despatched from Wind-
sor. The absurdity of such a state of
things would soon be felt, and we might
hope in time to have it corrected. Butthe
Berne scheme has met with dissentients.
It will be remembered that France hung
back for two years from signing the Con-
vention of 1874 ; and she still opposes
difficulties in the way of a uniform tariff,
Her influence is great, but it would be bet-
ter to forego the advantage of her co-
operation than that the scheme of a uniform
parcels post should utterly fall through.

To
insure the best results with the greatest
economy, it is essential to burn gas under
low or very moderate pressure, with the aid
of good burners and efficient regulators,

stance was frozen over last winter

WESTWARD, HO!

THERE every indication that the
season, which has just opened will wit-
ness a rush of Canadian and other emi-
grants to Manitoba and the North-
West, hitherto unprecedented. The
recent exodus of six hundred persons
from Qnta.rio to that region is but an
earnest 6f the wave of emigration which
is likely to set in so soon as the spring
is fairly upon us. The columns of our
rural exchaliges teem with evidences of
the tendency towards Westward migra-
tion. No class of items is more fre-
quent in the local press of late, than
notices of actual or prospective depar-
tures of old citizens or enterprising
young men for whom thé conditions of
life in the older partions of the country
have become too straitemed, and who
see chances of bettering their position
on the prairies or in the rising towns of
the Great North-West. That the in-
flux should have set in thus early, fore-
shadows a very large volume of emigra-
tion when the season advances and the
conditions for seeking a new home are
more favourable. The liberal policy of
the Dominion Government in relation to
the North-West is bearing the desired
fruit, and though on many aceounts
the departure of so many of the agri-
cultural class from Ontario and other
older Provinces is to be regretted, it is
a source of satisfaction to know that
they will at least remain under the
British flag, and that the attractions
formerly offered by the Western States
are counterbalanced vl;y the advantages
of our own North-West. The West-
ward movement of large masses of the
population seems to be a law of nature,
and in no respect an exeeptional and
disastrous thing, evidencing approach-

continue on both sides of the line so
long as the West offers the attractions
of cheaper lands and a broader arena
for adventurous spirits.

While the emigration from Ontario
has generally been of a character likely
to prove advantageous to the newly-
developed section, the Winnipeg press
utters & werd of caution to intending
settlers of a similar character to
the counsels which Canadian newspapers
have been accustomed to offer in re-
tion to European emigration.

In-
deed, about the same space is devoted
to ridiculing some of the vagaries of
half-trained feminine intellect as is
spent elsewhere in expatiating on the
debutantes st & drawing-room, or the
good points displayed by fashionable
loveliness elsewhere. This concession
to the mentalside of the fair sex is only
in seeming, however. The editor of a
¢ gociety”’ journal is bound to insist
upon it that to be handsome and to be
fashionable is the chief end of woman.
The moment she dabbles with polities,
with ““ acids and gases;” or witgo“ the
‘“ entire vocabulary of the cant of
“ Darwinism,” she becomes an un-
sexed Pariah, contemned and re-
jected by the elite of her sex, and the
men who dangle after them at the
opera or in the ball-room. In the first
place, it is very wrong for a lady to act
8o lightly as to use the witchery of her
smile on behalf of a husband or a
brother who seeks a seat in Parliament.
The cases of Lady Ramsay and Lady
PorrsmouTH, at Liverpeol and Barns-
taple respectively, pointed out as
unworthy imitations of GroRreIANa,
Duchess of Dew i in a
and coarser age. It does not seem
to have occurred to the censor
that neither of the noble ladies referred
to went so far as to kiss a butcher in
front of his shop, or did more than to
exercise the eloquence of persnasion
with an added charm, the employmént
of whjch was surely pardonable under
the circumstances. The real objection
of the ** society ” man is to any display
of female intelligence outside the con-
ventional round of fashionable life.
Examples of devotion to science, or even
to msthetical pursuits, are uniformly
satirized, travestied and caricatured. It
is of the utmost importance to the gublic
to know that a marchioness has been
prostrate with the measles, and that
a countess has recovered from the
same disorder, but of none at all that
women of intelleet are stirred
by the pressing difficulties of the times.
The Duchess of MARLBOROUGH'S state
ball is infinitely more interesting than
her grace’s Irish relief fund to people
of refined taste.

The fact seems to be that there is an
unmanly jealously abroad amongst a
certain type of man against the elevation
and development of female intellect,
In many cases, no doubt, there is a well-
founded apprehension that if women
were generally cultivated, the curled
darlings of the salon would find their
occupation as good as gone. Hence the
conventionally formed masculine mind
is shocked to hear of hygiene,
sanitary referm or the doctrine of evolu-
tion from female lips. A lady may read
Gzorae Sanp, Ouma or Miss Brappon
to her heart’s content, but woe betide her
if she txnl the forbidden pages of FAra-
pAY, Tyspari, Huxigy or SpENcEr.
Society has saved woman the trouble of
thinking, since all her normal ways are
hedged about with an imperious eti-
quette. The weakness sometimes dis-
played by amateur female sciemtists or
Agnostics may be a fair subject of
ridicule, still it-must not be forgotten
that in the dawn of intellectual develop-
ment, men were quite as rash and trifling
as some of their sisters are now. Any
one who will turn over the records of
the Royal Society for some years after
its foundation will be convinced of that
fact. It is natural that it should be so.
There is more than a grain of truth in
Porz’s rather doub remark :

Drink deep, o taste not the Plerian spring,

For shallow draughts intoxicate the brain ;

But drinking deeper sobers us sgain.”

Until female culture is further ad-
vanced, we mpst expect to meet with
extravagancies ; but they will disappear

ANGLICAN DIFFICULTIES.

It is much to be regretted that the
prospect of conciliation opened up by
the cheice of the present Bishop of To-
ronto, seems likely to prove a visionary
one. The Church of England,whether at
home, or in the Colonies, is bound by
its original constitution as a National
Church to be a liberal body within cer-
tain readily defined limits. Theoretic.
ally, the English Church is simply the
nation regarded from a spiritual stand-
point. Hence the latitude allowed,
not merely in matters of ritual, but also
of doctrine, with the reservation above
noted. It seems to us the glory of the
Church of England, that her forms and
her authoritative standards admit, by
their flexibility, of that free play ef in-
dividual thought and predilection
which seems to be a stumbling-
block outside her fold. That this
liberty of opiniqn and of cere-
monial is purchased, like the chief cap-
tain's Roman privileges, at a great
price, is certain ; yet the comprehen-
siveness of the Church system appears
to men like Dean StaNLEY dnd Mr.
Tromas HueHES more than an equiva-
lent. However this may be, it is clear
that, from historical causes, the Church,
both in England and in Canada, must
inevitably embrace men, lay and cleric,
of diverse views. It is evident also,
that unless the Church is to fall to

ieces, rent apart by foes of its own
Eomhold, there must be mutual for-
bearance between the various sections of
the Church. So long as either the High
Church party or the Evangelicals persist
in arrogating to themselves the posses-
sion of all spiritual truth, there is little
hope of any modus vivendi between
them. It does not fall within our pro-
vince to attempt any investigation into
the claims of the two belligerent parties
in this diocese. Those who cling to the
Calvinistic articles and’ those who pre-
fer the Arminian liturgy are both, pér-
haps, partly right and partly wrong.
The Anglican Church was from the first
a compromise, arld can only maintain its
external unity on the give-and-take
principle.

The Volcanic Activity of Asia
and Africa.

In two previous “ Notes” we have

chronicled the manifestations of volcanic

force in Europe and in America during the

,year 1879, and we purpose to complete the

review of the earthquakes and eruptions
of the year by recording similar ocounr.
rences in Asia and Africa during the same
co'iod—the 'absence of disturbance in
Australia and in the voleanic region of
Nbw Zealand enabling us to leave out of
the question that part of the world, The
records of ontbre&l of seismic force at any
period in the Dark Continent are rare,
though the recent discovery there of active
voloanoes shows that our knowledge of
Africabeen as intimate as that even of
Central Acia, the number of recorded
earthquakes and eruptions throughout the
world would have been largely increased.
The frequent observance of submarine vol.
cances of both the eastern and western
coaste of Africa tends to confirm this
belief. Last spring the voleanic district
between the mainland and the Canaries
was unusually active, and at the same
time Madagascar was visited with several
shocks of earthquake. Towards the end
of this. year these were repeated and ex-
tended to the mainland of Africa, the
town of Ibo, in Mezambique, being de-
stroyed in the early part of November.
With the exception of three severe shocks
of earthquake felt on July 11th, at Cairo,
and in the neighbourhood of the Great
Pyramid, these are all the records we have
of the kind from Africa, Asia, on the
other hand, has been in one part or another
the scene of incessant and most severe
outbreaks. Early in March the Hima-
Iays region was generally subject to
“* shocks,” which were followed at the end
of the month and till April by a series of
disastrous earthquakes in Persia, Be-
tween March 22nd and April 3rd, twenty-
one considerable villages were destroyed,
and over fifty seversly damaged, while
the loss of human life was computed
at over 2,000, The villages of Mianeh,
Manan, and Tark, which were completely
demolished with nearly every soal within
them, contained 500 inhabitants a-piece,
The same period was one of unusgal ac-
tivity in Java. From March 28th to June
5th incessant uakes were felt in all
gntl of the island. The wvolcances of
meru and ' Gedé emitted enormeus quan-
tities of lava and ashes, the latter being
carried great , and several towns
and villages were injured or destroyed, and
many lives lost, especially at Tjandjoer,
near Batavia. On June 19th the scene was
ch to North-West China, and thron;h-
out that month and the next a succession
of earthquakes were experienced: ths
gronnd opened, water was thrown out
from the fissures, whole towns were lovel-
led to the earth, and nearly 1,000 souls
perished in different towns hout the
vinces of Kansu and Shenshi. The total
oss of life, therefore, from earthquakes in
Asia during the past year must have ex-
ceeded 4.000.

foot. This was the origin of -the schools
that sprang up in different parts of the
empire. It said that the Governor of
Mescow wrote to her one day to say that
the schools were a failure, and that the
Muscovites would rot send their children
to them. *‘* My dear Prince,” the Em-
press replied, ** do not distress yourself
because the Russiins have no desire lor
knowledge ; if I institute schools it js not
for ourselves but for Europe, in whose
estimation we must maintain our standing ;
but if our peasants should really wish to
become enlightened, neither you nor I
could continue in our places,”

The Emperor Paul conceivdd as great an
affection for anything German as Peter and
Catharine had evinoed for anything that
was French. Courtiers were expected to
come to court dressed in the Prussian
mode, with the cocked hat, the pig-tail,
the bag, and the other a ces,
which were in favour at the capital of the
Great Frederick ; even the harnessing of
horses after the Russian fashion was pre-
hibited by an ukase of the Emperor ; and
his police were ordered to cut the traces of
every carriage the horses of which were not
harnessed in the German manrer. Paul’s
raid upon reund hats was a subject of even
greater inconvenience, both to the Russians
themeelves and any foreigners who might
be sojourning in St. Petersburg or Moscow,

Should an infant be purged during teeth-
thing, or indeed, dm’h::r’ other time, do
you approve of either absorbent or astrin-
gent medicines to restrain it ?

Certainly not. I should look upon the
relaxation as aneffort of naturete ve it-
self. A'child isnever withouta cause;
that oause, in the generality of instances,
is the of either some undigested
food, or acidity, or depraved motions,
that want a vent.

The better plan is, in such a case, to
give a dose of aperient medicine, such as
either castor oil, or magnesia and rhu-
barb ; and thus work it off. If we lock
up- the bowels, we confine the enemy, and
thus produce mischief, If he be
more than usual, attention should be paid
to the diet—if it be absolutely mecessary
to give him artificlal food while sucklin
—and care must be taken not to everl

A cough is an effort of nabure to bring
up any . secretion from the lining mem-
brane of the lungs, or from the bronmchial
tubes, hence it ought mot to be interfered
with, I lnvohiknown ithe ld:!ninhtntlon
of syrup of white poppies, or of paregoric,
to ltopp the oougE,o and there:{ to pre-
vent the expulsion of the phlegm, and
thus to produce either inflammation of the
Tu or bronchitis, Moreover, both
goric and syrup of white poppies are, for
a young child, «dangerous medicines (un-
less administered by a judicions medical
man), and ought never to be given by a
mother,

In the month of April, 1844, I was sent
for, in great haste, to aninfant, agedseven-
teen months, who was labouring under
convulsions and extreme drowsiness, from
the injudicious administration of paregoric,
which had been given him to ease a cough.
By the prompt administration of an emetic
he was saved.

A child, who is teething, is subject to a
‘ breaking-out,” more especially behind
the ears—which is most disfiguring, and
frequently very annoying: what would
recommend ?

I would apply no external application to
cure it, as I should look upon it as an

effort of the coustitution to relieve itself ;
and should expect, if the ‘‘ breaking-out”
were repelled, that either convulsions, er
bronchitis, or inflamimation of the langs,
or water on the brain, would be the con-
sequence. The ‘only plan I should adopt
would be, to be more careful in his diet ;
o give him less meat (if he be old enough
fo eat animal food), and to give him, once
or twice a week, a few doses of mild
aperlent medicine ; and, if the irritation
from the *‘breaking-out” be great, to bathe
it, occasionally, either with a little warm
milk and water, or with rose water,

EXERCISE,

Do you recommend exercise in the open
air for a baby ? and if so, how soon after
birth ?

I am a great advocate for his having ex-
ercise in the open air. * The infant in
arms makes known its desire for fresh air,
by restlessness; it cries, for it cannot
spesk its wants ; is taken abroad and is
quiet.”

The age at which he ought to commence
taking exercise will, of course, depend up-
on the season and upon the weather, Ifit
be summer, and the weather be fine, he
should be carried in the open air, a week
or a fortnight after birth ; but if it be
winter, he ought not on any account to be
taken out under the month, and not even
then, unless the weather be mild for the
seadon, and it be the middle of the day.
At the end of two months he lhon{d
breathe the open air more frequently, And
after the expiration of three months, he
ought to be carried out Q"de.{' even if
it be wet uader foot, provi t be fine
above, and the wind be nsither in: an
easterly nor in a north-easterly direction :
by doing 80 weshall make him strong and
hearty, and give the skin that mottled ap-
Eunnce, which is so characteristic of

ealth. He must, of course, be well
clethed.

I cannot help expressing my disapproba-
tion of the practice of smothering up an in-
fant’s face with a handkerchief, with a
veil, or with any other covering, when he
is taken out into the air. If his face be so
mauffled up, he hay as well remain at home;
as, under suck circumstances, it is impos-
sible for him to receive any benefit from
the invigorating effects of the fresh air.

USEFUL RECEIPTS.
. SOUPS,

To make nutritious, healthful, and pala-
table soup, with flavours properly com-
mingled, is an art which requires study
and practice, but it is surprising from
what a scant Allotmésit:;:l of m::rul a deli-
cate and appetizing may be produced,
The base o‘; soup should always be lean un-
cooked meat, to which may be added
chicken, turkey, beef, or mutton bones,
well broken up.  To four pounds of“lean
beef (the inferior parts are quite as good for
this urm), put five quarts of cold water
(soft is ), wash the meat and put it in
the water without salt ; let it come slowly
tobollh?point. and then skim well, set it
back and let it simmer gently for six or
eight hours until the meat is in rags ; rapi

made all the various kinds of soups by
adding onion, macaroni, celery,
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meat with cloves in it, or browned with
butter. Poached eggs are an excellent
addition to some soups. They should be
added ju;hbdm - ing, :ehfor each
ey may be poach water or
s::ppod into the soup, or two or
eggs, well beaten and added just be-
fore pouring in tureen, make a nice thick.
ening. Oayenne pepper or a bit of red
pepper pod, Worcestershire, Halford, or
Chlﬂc:.uoo, anfl catsups, are considered
by many an improvement to soup, but
must be cautiously used, Force-meat
balls, made of the meat boiled for the soup
(chop fiae, season with salt, pepper, parsley
or onion, and bind together with a raw egg
mixed with a little flour ; make inte b
and fry or boil before adding to soup), are
also used.

BEEF SOUP.
Take the cracked joints of beef, and

pare- | after putting the meat in the pot and cov-

ering it well with water, let it come to a
boil, when it should be well skimmed, Set
the pot where the meat will simmer slowly
unﬁfoit is thoroughly dome, keeping it
closely covered the time. The next
day or when cold, remove the fat which
hardens en the top of the soup. Peel,
wash, and slice three good-sized potatoes
and put them inte the soup ; cut up half
a head of white cabbage in shreds, and add
to this a pint of Shaker corn that has been
soaked over night, two onions, one head of
celery, and tomatoes if desired. @When
these are done, and they should simmer
slowly, care being taken that they do not
burn, strain the soup and serve, The dif-
ferent varieties of beef soup are formed by
this method of seasoning and the ffifferent
vegetables used in preparing it, after the
joints have been well boiled. Besides
onions, . celery, cabbages, tomatoes and
otatoes, matiy use a few carrots, turnips,
ts, and force-meat balls seasoned with
spice ; rice or barley will give the soup
consistency, and are to be preferred to flour
for the purpose. Parsléy, thyme and sage
are the favourite herbs for seasoning, but
should be used sparingly. To make force-
meat balls, add $o one pound chopped beef
one egg, a small lump buster, a cup or less
of bread-crumbs ; season with salt and
pepper, and moisten with the water from
stewed meat ; make in balls and fry brown,
or make egg-balls by boiling eggs, mashing
the yolks with a silver spoon, and mixing
with one raw yolk and one teaspoon flour ;
season with salt and pepper, make into
balls, drop in soup just before serving,

BEEF SOUP WITH OKRA.

Fry one pound * round” steak cut in
bits, two tablespoons butter, and one sliced
onion, $ill very brown ; add three or four
uarts cold water in soup-kettle, and boil
slowly one hour; then add pint sliced
okra, and simmer three hours or more ;
season with salt and pepper, strain and
serve,

BEEF SOUP,

Take bones and trimmings from a sirloin
steak, put over fire after breakfast in three
quarts water, boil steadily until about an
heur before dinner, when add two oniens,
one carrot, three common-sized potatoes,
all sliced, some parsley cut fine, a red
pepper, and salt to taste. This makes a
a-delicious soup, sufficient for three per-
sons. All soups ace more palatable sea-
soned with onions and red pepper, using
the seeds of the latter with care, as they
are very strong.

GRANDMOTHER'S BEAN SOUP,

Take one pint beans, wash well, put on
to cook in ome quart of cold water ; when
water boila pour off and add quart cold
water agsin ; put in piece of pork the size
of the hand, salt to taste; as water bolls
away add so as to keep covered with water;
cook till the beans mash easily ; beat two
eggs well, add two tablespoons water and a
inch of salt, stir in flour till as stiff as can
Be stirred, then drop t::ﬂ:tter ;ithls
n into the soup ( previously
mn two-thirds of the beans out into a
pan, laid the piece of pork on the top with
a sprinkle of salt and pepper, and put all
into the oven to brown) ; when the dump-

Study of Paleolithic Man.

‘We have very few materials from which
