THE POLITICAL SITUATION.
A Clear and Impartial View of the 

Question of tbe Day.

(From The Week.)
The independent enquirer, desirous of 

knowing just what is the new policy, or 
proposed policy, which the Canadian gov­
ernment is asking the people to ratify in 
advance, naturally turns for light to the 
addresses delivered by the ministers of 
the crown. Of the four ministers who 
addressed the citizens of Toronto a few 
days since, Sir John Thompson especially 
undertook the task of unfolding the con­
servative policy. That policy was ex­
plained as in accord with the document 
previously published in the press. It in­
volves, Sir John Thompson tells us, an 
offer to the United States to consider the 
renewal of the Reciprocity Treaty of 1854, 
with such modifications as the altered 
circumstances of the two countries might 
call for, to reconsider the abortive treaty 
of 1888, which settled the fishery dispute 
along with trade questions, to enter into 
negotiations which would settle the 
Behring Sea difficulty and all questions 
upon the Atlantic coast with regard to 
fisheries, and to reciprocate in the coast­
ing and wrecking business between the 
two countries. There is undoubtedly 
much in these announcements that ap­
peals to Canadian sentiment, and that is 
likely to be approved by those who pride 
themselves on their loyalty to the Mother 
Country. But from the practical point of 
view they are less satisfactory. These 
statements are made, it must be remem­
bered, not simply as a declaration of gov­
ernment policy, but as the reason why 
the government has seen fit to advise 
his excellency the governor-general to 
dissolve parliament a year before the 
period fixed by the constitution and ap­
peal thus prematurely to the people for a 
new lease of power. Does any impartial 
observer who understands the situation 
suppose that there is the remotest proba­
bility of negotiations for reciprocity being 
conducted to any successful issue along 
the lines indicated? We fear not. To 
say nothing of Mr. Blaine’s disavowals, 
explicit almost beyond the limits of dip­
lomatic courtesy, no one who has watched 
the trend of thought and feeling in ihe 
United States from the days of the abro­
gation of the Reciprocity Treaty of 1854 
until now can have any reasonable hope 
of a renewal of reciprocity on any such 
basis as that indicated. We find it hard 
to suppose that the members of the gov­
ernment themselves have any such ex­
pectation. It would have been, in our 
opinion, much more candid to have made 
the appeal to the country on the real is­
sue involved ; that of the present pro­
tective system as opposed to the liberal 
program of unrestricted reciprocity, with 
at least partial assimilation of tariffs 
as its almost inevitable outcome.

If any further proof than that afforded 
by the speeches of Sir John Thompson 
and his colleagues in Toronto were needed 
to show that the question is not really be­
tween a lesser and a larger measure of 
reciprocity, as the London chronicle as­
serts, but between the national policy and 
unrestricted reciprocity, that proof would 
be abundantly supplied in Sir John A. 
Macdonald’s own address to the electors 
of Canada. From the present point of 
view that is, certainly, a most astonishing 
address. When the announcement was 
made that parliament had been dissolved 
because of certain negotiations looking to 
reciprocity that had been opened, and in 
order that the government might be 
clothed with full power by the people of 
Canada to conduct those negotiations on 
their behalf, what was more reasonable 
than to expect that the premier would 
take the earliest opportunity of unfolding 
to the electors the views and purposes of 
his government in that regard? Who 
could have deemed it possible that, im­
mediately after dissolving the house on 
the ground of alleged negotiations for 
reciprocity, Sir John A. Macdonald should 
address the people in a manifesto in which 
the subject of reciprocity is not once men­
tioned ? It is not for us to say whether 
this is flattering to the intelligence of 
Canadian electors, or the kind of appeal 
they had a right to expect. All this, 
however, regards merely the pretext on 
which the premature appeal is made 
to the constituencies. The question 
of vital interest and importance is that of 
the real principles and policies of the two 
rival parties. Nor is there any great dif­
ficulty in discovering these. The question 
before the electors of Canada is clearly 
that of national policy, or protection, as 
against unrestricted reciprocity, which, in 
the opinion of most of those who have 
studied the subject, means really commer­
cial union. Not for many years have the 
people been called on to decide between 
two policies so broadly distinguished. It 
is not the.-province or purpose of The 
Week, as an 'independent journal bound 
to keep its editorial columns free from 
party bias, to take one side or the other 
on what is now so clearly a party question. 
We have never concealed our opinion 
that, if it were attainable on terms con­
sistent with her own self-respect, and with 
the duty owed to the mother country, un­
restricted trade to the United States would 
be a great boon to Canada, bringing her 
the wealth and population needed for the 
development of her resources more speed­
ily than she can hope to gain them in any 
other way. While not without admira­
tion of the patriotic and hopeful tone of 
the premier’s stirring address, we are un­
able, on a calm review, to admit that the 
state and progress of the country are so 
satisfactory as therein claimed. While it 
may be true that on the average the 
Canadians now in the country are as 
comfortable and prosperous as their 
neighbors, we cannot lose sight of the 
fact that whatever degree of prosperity is 
enjoyed by those who have remained in 
the country has been to a large extent 
made possible by the expatriation of 
hundreds of thousands of Canada’s most 
enterprising sons who have gone across 
the lines to seek, and in many cases to 
find, the remunerative employment they 
were unable to find at home.

The evening service was largely attend­
ed and the Rev. J. Shenton’s sermon on 
the text, •* Feed My Lambs ” was specially 
directed to the important work of the 
teachers, and their duties.

The London Star says : The Prince of 
Wales will shortly appear as a witness in 
a court of law. During the St. Leger race 
the Prince of Wales stayed at Arthur 
Wilson’s house at Doncaster. The Prince 
seems to have played at baccarat with a 
wealthy military baronet and about 
twenty other players. The baronet was 
suspected of cheating, and, after consulta­
tion among the other players, the latter 
appointed a committee, composed of two 
ladies and three gentlemen to watch the 
baronet. This committee some time later 
deputed General Owen Williams and 
Lord Coventry to enter into communi­
cation with the baronet referred to. Gen. 
Williams and Lord Coventry, without 
personally endorsing the charges, fulfilled 
the unpleasant duty assigned them. 
When the baronet was informed that he 
was suspected of winning money at bac­
carat by unfair means he was extremely 
indignant, and flatly denied the charges. 
The Prince of Wales, dreading the un­
pleasant notoriety and disagreeable com­
ments of the radical press which would 
be sure to follow if the scandal was made 
public, interposed in the dispute. The 
baronet has retained the services of Mr. 
Cellar, his counsel and the committee has 
retained the services of Sir Charles Russell 
and George P. Lewis. In the meantime 
the military baronet’s fellow-officers ad 
vised him to retire from the service 
pending the result of the trial. The 
baronet adopted the suggestion.

PREPARING FOR WAR.

Berlin dispatches state that the German 
authorities are pushing forward military 
pre parations with a rapidity and earnest­
ness unexampled in many years. Two 
hundred artisans have been added to the 
number employed in the powder works 
at Spandau, and the works are run day 
and night in the production of smokeless 
powder. As the French army is abund­
antly supplied with the smokeless powder 
the Germans would be at a decided dis­
advantage in the event of war, and for 
this reason the military authorities of the 
empire are hurrying forward the manu­
facture.

The Kaiser has ordered a denial of the re­
port that he had expressed apprehension 
as to the effect of the powder upon the cour­
age of his troops,but by a strange contra­
diction of conduct he is at the same time 
trying to find out what subordinate heard 
and betrayed the conversation.

A Singular Disease Which Attacks A 
Montana Miner.

In one of the office-rooms of St. Eliza­
beth’s Hospital hangs the strangest picture 
that can be seen in Chicago or the United 
States for that matter. Within the frame 
are four photographs representing a man 
in the act of shedding his skin. The most 
characteristic parts of the skin are in the 
frame also — both hands perfect with the 
exception of the finger nails, and the soles 
and heels of both feet, with a little of the 
upper portion — in fact, a perfect pair of 
gloves and a pair of moccasins. In the 
center of the picture are half a dozen per­
fect nails, which formerly belonged to 
this skin-shedding man. Then there are 
several large plates of the cuticle taken 
from various parts of the body.

One of the photographs shows this 
strange human being with his arms out­
stretched, the old skin peeling off and 
hanging from his body in shreds like a 
tattered skirt, while the new skin can be 
detected by the whiteness of the photo­
graph. All the skin has been oiled,and some 
of the pieces are perforated, while others 
could be used as a gourd without a drop 
of water escaping. The hands and feet 
are of a yellow tint, from being handled 
professionally, and from being used as 
gloves and slippers by the former owner, 
the rest of the skin being of a milky hue.

The man who once wore this skin for 
natural purposes is now at work in full 
possession of a new skin, which will leave 
him next summer. He has been peeling 
off his skin from the crown of his head to 
the sole of his feet for 33 years the same 
day of each year, and it was only on the 
last occasion that publicity followed and 
the medical profession became aware of 
this phenomenon of nature.

He is the second eldest child of a family 
of 13, all of whom are living, and his 
grand-mother is 97 years old. In the 
winter of 1857 the home of his parents in 
Franklin, Mo., was burned down during 
the Kansas-Missouri troubles. His father 
was away, and his mother escaped to the 
banks of the Meredensen River, where 
this remarkable man was bom, exposed 
to the open air. This may or may not 
have had something to do with his skin- 
shedding. At any rate, at six months of 
age his first crop of new skin appeared all 
over his body. At that time and for sev­
eral years afterwards his mother thought 
it was only the eruptive fever of child­
hood and paid little attention to the year­
ly event. He remembers distinctly shed­
ding his skin at five years of age while 
playing around his old home. He has 
always been healthy in other respects.

A photograph which was taken of him 
just before he shed his skin in this city 
shows a tall, well-proportioned man of 
splendid physique, his muscles standing 
out like those of a prize-fighter. He has 
an intelligent countenance, wears a small 
light mustache, and is without spot or 
blemish.

Last July he left his home at Phillips- 
burg, Mont., intending to go to Phil­
adelphia. He arrived in Chicago the lat­
ter part of the month, and as his skin­
peeling spell of sickness always begins 
July 26th of each year he decided to use 
a letter of introduction from a Montana 
friend to Dr. Jacob Frank, No. 17 Lincoln 
Avenue.

When he quietly informed Dr. Frank 
that he wanted to be admitted to a hos­
pital so that he could shed his skin the 
physician was incredulous, but when the 
Montana miner went on to say that in 
three days, between the hours of 12 noon 
and 6 p. m., he would be taken sick with 
fever and vomiting, and would be sick all 
that night, that within a day or two an 
eruption resembling scarlatina would ap­
pear, that the skin of the hands and feet 
would come off first like gloves and 
moccasins, that his hair would Ml away, 
and that all his nails would come off, Dr. 
Frank mentally decided that the man was 
either a lunatic or a practical joker. But 
the doctor arranged for the patient to be 
given a room at Elizabeth’s Hospital, and 
invited Drs. Montgomery, Newburg, Mc­
Arthur, Hyde, Sanford, Anthony, and 
other skin specialists to abserve the case.

As predicted — and this is the most re­
markable feature of a remarkable case — 
at three o’clock on the afternoon of July 
25th the patient had to be put to bed. 
Then came a fever followed by vomiting, 
and the neck, face, and hands became as 
red as a lobster. It took two days for the 
old skin to resume its normal color. After 
the sickness the old skin began to loosen, 
and a whole new skin took its place with­
in two weeks. It takes between two and 
three weeks for the nails to come off.

People who noticed in the “Examiner” 
window recently a splendid cast of the 
head of Sitting Bull will be interested to 
hear the pretty romance of the young 
artist whose work it was.

It was modelled by Miss Alice Rideout, 
a young lady of less than eighteen years, 
who has already shown such talent that 
she bids fair to take rank among the 
hosts of artists that the Pacific slope can 
claim as its own.

Her first start in her chosen profession 
can be indirectly traced to a large English 
mastiff owned by her family, although 
her artistic aspirations date back to her 
early childhood. One day while ac­
companied by the mastiff, she passed the 
open door of a sculptor’s studio.

He took 
in the situation at a glance, and, unnotic­
ed by the occupants of the room, watched 
the work. Finished, explanations were 
in order and given. The artist is charm­
ed, declares the work of restoration has 
added new charms to the piece, and hav­
ing heard from the girl the great ambit­
ion of her life, went with her to her home 
and insisted that her parents should al­
low her an opportunity to learn the art 
for which she had evidently so much in­
herent talent.

WHITECHAPEL MURDER.
Was the Crime Commlted by a Woman?

“ I left my engine on a great railroad,” 
said an elevated engineer, “because I lost 
my nerye, I ran for years one of the fast­
est trains on the road. From the time 
wepulled out from Jersey City until my 
run was ended, we went like a streak of 
flame. I did not mind it at first, but one 
night when we were outracing the wind 
to make up time, I had just time to see 
the blinding flash of a head light before 
I was smashed through my cab. That 
was one of the worst wrecks that ever oc­
curred on the road. Both the engineer 
and brakesman of the other engine were 
killed instantly, and my own fireman was 
so badly cut to pieces that he did not live 
to reach the hospital. I was little more 
than alive myself, but I pulled around 
after awhile and went back to the throttle.
I was shaky for some weeks, but gradually 
got back my nerve so that I could drive a 
fast express without trembling. Well, I 
got into another wreck in the course of 
time. That shook my nerves again. 
Once I was arrested charged with causing 
the death of a lot of people. God knows 
I had no more to do with it than you. I 
was running a wrecking train at lightning 
speed. The division superintendent stood 
close at my side and kept encouraging 
me to let her out. We dashed around a 
curve clear through a freight train. The 
superintendent himself had cleared the 
track, but forgotten this train. He was 
killed and my fireman was cut in two. 
When I got out of the hospital I was put 
on trial. Of course I was acquitted. I 
was simply running on orders. But I left 
the road after that. I tried another one, 
but I could not trust orders, signals, or 
switches. I was always uneasy. It takes 
a good deal of nerve to go jumping past a 
switch in the dead of night when you 
know if some one has made a mistake 
you are sure to be in a terrible wreck. 
You have got to have absolute confidence 
in all the machinery of the road or you 
can’t do it and keep sane. It’s no trick 
at all running one of these dummies, just 
child’s play, but it’s safe as the Bank of 
England.”

THE TRAMP COULD FIDDLE.
A down town music store in Lewiston 

was surprised a few days ago at the en­
trance of a tramp — a ragged, veteran 
tramp — who said that he was not vicious 
but only unfortunate.

“ What made you come into a music 
store ? ” asked the proprietor. The thin 
cheeks of the tramp flushed as he said, 
“ I’m a musician.”

Having said that he played the violin, 
they handed him one, and he laid a loving 
cheek against the fiddle and drew a bow 
of finished power across the trembling 
strings. For half an hour he played to a 
rapt audience, preluding with the skill of 
the improvisator and weaving the theme 
into many an airy fancy of the strings. 
Sometimes he marched up and down the 
floor playing and talking. A new light 
was born in his eye. His rags were for­
gotten by all who saw him. His cheeks 
were flushed and his gray hair tossed back 
by an impetuous wave of the head. In 
the imagery of the strings were palaces of 
delight and strange visions of wasted 
hopes and years. In the pleading voice 
of the violin one heard a voice of long 
ago, a mother’s tone and a baby’s cry.

“ That’s all right,” said he, as he laid it 
down, and a silence fell upon all around 
broken by the querulous voice of the tramp 
as he said : “ Gim’me the price of a sup­
per?” ___ ________ _

Women are not slow to comprehend. 
They’re quick. They’re alive, and yet it 
was a man who discovered the one remedy 
for their peculiar ailments.

When the policeman found the victim 
under the railway arch her eyes were still 
opening and closing, and her hands con­
vulsively twitching in her death throe. 
The officer who found the body must have 
been almost within 100 feet of the scene 
of the crime, and yet he heard not a sound 
of escaping footfall, or the slightest noise 
of a struggle.

This lends interest to Dr. Lawson Tail’s 
theory that the murderer is of the same 
sex as the several victims. Said Dr. Tait : 
“Nothing is more likely than that Jack 
the Ripper is some big, strong woman, 
engaged at the slaughter house in clean­
ing up, and now and then in actually cut­
ting up meat. The fact that the police 
were so close upon the criminal goes to 
prove to a wonderful degree that the op­
erator is a woman. The police promptly 
made a circuit around the neighborhood, 
but they did not look for a woman. It 
must be clearly understood that whoever 
was the criminal would be thoroughly 
splashed with blood. It would be impos­
sible to hack and hew a warm body in the 
‘Ripper’ fashion without getting all over 
blood. A man who thus besmeared him­
self could not possibly have got clear away 
time after time. The thing would be per­
fectly easy for a woman. Conceive the 
murder done, and the woman is all splash' 
ed. All she has to do is to roll up her 
skirt to the waist, leaving her petticoat, 
and fold up the shawl that is over her 
shoulders and tucked in at her middle. 
Then she might dash through the crowd 
with the very slightest risk of detection.’ ’

Since Christmas week in 1887 eight 
women have been murdered in the East 
End of London under mysterious circum­
stances. The following are the dates of 
the crimes and names of the victims so 
far as known :

1. Christmas week, 1887. — An un­
known woman found murdered near 
Osborne and Wentworth streets, White­
chapel.

2. August 7. 1888. — Martha Turner 
found stabbed in thirty-nine places on a 
landing in model dwellings known as 
George Yard Buildings, Commercial street 
Spitalfields.

3. August 31.—Mrs. Nicholls,murdered 
and mutilated in Buck’s row, White­
chapel.

4. September 7.—Mrs. Chapman, mur­
dered and mutilated in Hanbury street, 
Whitechapel.

5. September 30. — Elizabeth Stride, 
found with her throat cut in Bernier 
street, Whitechapel.

6. September 30. — Mrs. Eddowes, mur­
dered and mutilated in Mitre square, Aid- 
gate.

7. November 9. — Mary Jane Kelly 
murdered and mutilated in Dorset street, 
Spitalfields.

8. July 17, 1889. — Woman murdered 
in Castle alley, Whitechapel.

PROFESSOR KOCH'S EARLY LIFE.

In contrast to the large grant of money 
which is to be made to Professor Koch by 
the German Reichstag, it is of interest to 
recall a time when he was unable to earn 
more than $2 a [month ! In the reminis­
cences of the great physician, published 
recently in a Breslau paper, one of his 
friends writes as follows : “Years ago, 
there lived in Wollstein, a small village 
of Posen, a physician who had a peculiar 
liking for white mice. There was, how­
ever, a special reason for this liking. 
White mice, as we have learned since 
then, are excellent subjects for certain 
physiological experiments, and this 
physician was studying, at that time, the 
nature of bacteria. One morning, our 
professor, the celebrated Dr. Cohn, an­
nounced, in the course of bis lecture to 
the students, that the young physician of 
Wollstein had asked permission to make 
some demonstrations before the class. On 
the following morning a well-dressed 
young man entered the room, bowed to 
the professor, and introduced himself as 
Robert Koch.’ The name was not a 
familiar one to us, and we received him 
with indifference. Our indifference, how­
ever, soon changed to admiration and as­
tonishment upon listening to Koch’s ex­
planations of his experiment. Professor 
Cohn was as much astonished as ourselves 
and determined at once to bind him to 
Breslau. He wrote to the Minister of 
Public Instruction in praise of the young 
man and asked for his appointment to 
some office. ‘Gladly,’ came the answer, 
‘but we have no money.’ However, the 
physician of the District Nickolai died at 
that time and Koch was appointed his 
residence in Breslau and continued his 
studies, but found nothing to do. After a 
time he wrote to his friends that it was 
doubtless an honor to live in Breslau, but 
that he could not live alone on honor. 
He had earned 8 thalers in three months! 
Koch packed up his effects and returned 
to Wollstein, where he was welcomed by 
the whole town. However, he did not 
remain there long. His name had be­
come known, and at Bismarck’s sugges­
tion, he was invited to Berlin.”

A CLASSICAL FIND.
The authorities of the British Museum 

are claiming to have made the greatest 
classical find of the last three centuries. 
Some time ago they purchased a number 
of papyrus rolls unearthed in the buried 
cities of Egypt, and one of these now turns 
out to contain what is believed to be 
Aristole’s treatise on the Athenian Con­
stitution, which has been lost sight of for 
over a thousand years. The interest of 
the discovery is not wholly confined to 
scholars. In these democratic days the 
description of the first great democracy of 
the world by the greatest political think­
er of antiquity is a matter of wider con­
cern as well.' The better side of the 
papyrus is filled with the bailiff’s accounts 
of a private estate in Egypt, dated, month 
by month, in the eleventh year of Ves­
pasian, and, on the back, the treatise is 
copied in four different hands. To forge 
these accounts would have been a very 
difficult and perfectly useless undertaking.
It is, of course, conceivable that the 
treatise is a modern forgery copied on to 
an ancient roll, but the Dest. argument 
against this supposition is that when 
the Museum purchased the roll among 
others, neither buyer nor seller had any 
idea of the valuable nature of its contents. ^ 
The treatise itself, it is believed, was one 
of 158 which Aristotle drew up regarding 
all the political constitutions known to 
him before undertaking his great work on 
politics.

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A POLITICAL CATECHISM.

1. Wliat are the issues in the present 
election ? There are two principal issues :

1st. Shall we have reciprocity with the 
United States.

2nd. Shall the liberal policy of retrench­
ment and reform, or the conservative 
policy of extravagance and corruption 
prevail.

2. Is the conservative party favorable to 
reciprocity?

It is not. Sir John Macdonald in his 
manifesto to the electors does not mention 
reciprocity.

3. Do they not claim to be favorable to 
reciprocity in natural products ? Yes ! but 
they know this cannot be abtained.

4. What do you mean by natural pro­
duce ? Those products of the country such 
as fish, farm produce, lumber and miner­
als as distinguished from manufactured 
articles.

5. What proof is there that reciprocity 
in these cannot be obtained ?

Sir John Macdonald speaking in the 
house of commons in 1884 said. “You 
will never get a treaty between the Unit­
ed States and Canada for reciprocal trade 
in the natural products of the two 
countries.” (See vol. 2 official debates 
1880, p. 1187).

Mr. Blaine, United States secretary of 
etate, said in a letter to senator Baker :

“There are no negotiations whetever 
on foot for a reciprocity treaty with Can­
ada and you may be assured that no 
scheme for reciprocity with the Dominion 
confined to natural products will be 
entertained by this government.”

Senator Carlisle, a leading democrat, 
has introduced a resolution into the Unit­
ed States senate to the same effect as Mr. 
Blaine’s letter.

6. Then the Canadian government, the 
Canadian opposition, the United State* 
government and the United States op­
position are all agreed that reciprocity 
treaty between two countries confined 
to natural products can not be obtained ?

They are, and this settles the question 
beyond a doubt. And for this reason 
that there could be no demand in Canada 
for the natural products of the United 
States, and unless the treaty could em­
brace articles that they can send us in ex 
change for our products they could not be 
expected to admit ours duty free and 
there could therefore be no treaty. Sir 
John Macdonald himself stated this in 
parliament

7. What is unrestricted reciprocity ?
It is reciprocity not restricted to natural

products and would embrace such manu­
factured goods as might be agreed upon 
in the treaty.

8. Can this be obtained ? Yes, if Canada 
is willing.

9. Will not Great Britain object?
No. The right hon. Joseph Chamberlain

when representing the British government 
at Washington on the fishery question, 
■aid “ if Canada wants commercial union 
with the United States, Canada can have 
it.” The London Times says that the 
imperial government will not object.

10. Is the United States government 
willing to negotiate such a treaty ?

Sir John said in 1884: “Unless the 
United States will come at some time or 
other to a conclusion that they would be 
willing to enter upon a reciprocity treaty, 
not only for our natural products, but for 
our manufactures as well as our natural 
products, we will never have a treaty.

Congressman Hitt, who is chairman of 
the United States committee of ways and 
means, and fully in the confidence of Mr. 
Blaine, has placed on the table of congress 
a resolution favoring unrestricted reci­
procity.

The New York Tribune, organ of the 
United States government, says that “a 
treaty on the basis of unrestricted reci­
procity is practicable, but one on the 
basis of restricted reciprocity is not.”

Then England and the United States 
are favorable to unrestricted reciprocity ?

Yes, and only the consent of Canada is 
necessary to enable a treaty to be nego­
tiated.

11. Would the revenue of Canada not 
be reduced in consequence of unrestricted 
reciprocity and would such reduction not 
involve direct taxation ?

There would be a reduction in the 
revenue from duties on present imports 
from the United States of about $7,000,000 ; 
but this w’ould not involve a direct tax; 
because under an economical administra­
tion a large saving in expenses could be 
made, and the tariff on imports from other 
countries, and the excise duties on spirits 
and tobacco could be so imposed as to 
raise sufficient revenue without a resort to 
a direct tax. This is the view of Mr. 
Laurier, leader of the Liberal party. 
Moreover the increased prosperity of the 
country and the enlarged purchasing 
powers of the people would lead to an in­
crease in imports of dutiable goods, and 
consequently to an increase of revenue.

12. Would not imports from the United 
States take the place of imports from 
Great Britain ?

Not to any serious extent. The United 
States now imports from England practic­
ally the same amount per head as Canada 
does. The principal part of the articles 
which we import from England, such as 
cutlery, broadcloth, silks, satins, etc., 
are not produced in the United States but 
are imported by that country from Eng­
land.

13>It is said that unrestricted reci­
procity will be hostile to British interests 
is this true ?

It is not true ; but on the contrary it is 
of the utmost importance to British in­
terests that all questions between Canada 
and the United States should be settled, 
and the only possible basis of settlement 
is a treaty for unrestricted reciprocity.

14. By whom will such a treaty be 
negotiated ?

By the British government with the 
United States, of course with the subse­
quent sanction and consent of Canada.

15. Then the British government will 
be in a position to protect British interests 
at every stage of the negotiations ?

It will be able to do so ; and so far as 
trade questions are concerned the British 
people are governed by what they believe 
will be in their own interests. They do 
not discriminate in favor of the colonies, 
but leave each colony to do what they 
do — namely, what is best for themselves.

Sir John Macdonald professed to be 
doing what was in the interest of Canada 
in adopting the policy of protection. 
When it was pointed out that the N. P. 
might prejudice British connection, the 
conservative organ said : “ Then so much 
the worse for British connection.”

16. Will unrestricted reciprocity lead to 
annexation?

It will not On the contrary by stimu­
lating the prosperity of Canada it will 
remove every vestige of discontent with 
our present condition, just as the old 
reciprocity treaty removed all desire for 
annexation existing at that time.

17. Will unrestricted reciprocity not 
destroy our manufacturers ?

It will not. The independent manu­
facturers want unrestricted reciprocity 
because it would give them wider 
markets.

18. Will you name some of them ?
Thomas A. Rankin, liberal candidate in

St. John.
F. P. Thompson, liberal candidate in 

York.
A. F. Randolph, manufacturer of lum­

ber ; T. McAvity & Sons, brass works ; the 
New Brunswick red granite works ; J. 
Hurley, boot and shoe maker, and many 
others in St. John.

In the town of Brantford, Ontario, alone 
twenty large manufactures, including 
Waterhous, have declared for unrestricted 
reciprocity. Patterson, the liberal candi­
date there, is a manufacturer. Frost & 
Sons, large agricultural implement makers, 
and scores of others could be named. Mr. 
Frost is himself a candidate of the liberal 
party.

19. Are any manufacturers opposed to 
unrestricted reciprocity ?

Yes, those who are in the combines, 
that is, those who are united to reduce 
the production of articles and raise the 
prices of their products.

20. Is not the present cry of disloyalty 
to England a mere election canvass ?

Yes, Sir John Macdonald made the fol­
lowing remark when taunted with the 
fact that the N. P. tariff bore more heavily 
on the Mother Country than on the U. S. 
said, “ I am as far as the question goes, up 
to the handle a home ruler. We will 
govern our own country, we will put on the 
taxes ourselves. If we choose to misgovern 
ourselves we will do so, and we do not de­
sire England, Ireland or Scotland to tell 
us we are fools.”

21. You have said the policy of the 
conservatives is extravagant What proof 
have you?

The expenditure of the liberal govern­
ment during the last year of their admin' 
istration was $23,503,158. This was de­
clared by the conservatives to be at least 
a million dollars too much, and they said 
that Canada could be governed for many 
years to come at an expenditure not ex­
ceeding $22,000,000. Notwithstanding 
this, in the first year of the present con­
servative administration the expenditure 
rose to $24,455,381, and it has so increased 
that in 1889-90 it was $35,999,031. The 
estimate of the present year was over $38, 
000,000.

22. Have the taxes increased ?
Yes, from $17,841,938 in 1878 to $31,- 

587,071 in 1889, an increase of nearly $14,- 
000,000 in eleven years.

23. In what has the greater part of the 
increased expenditure taken place?

In what is known as the controllable 
expenditure, that is the expenditure 
directly under the control of the govern­
ment. This increased from $11,843,634 in 
the last year of the liberal regime to $20,- 
314,621 in the fiscal year 1889-90.

24. Has the debt of Canada increased ?
Yes, our net debt has increased from

$140,362,069 in 1878,to $237,633,211 in 1890.
25. Are the reciprocity question and the 

extravagance of the administration the 
only issues involved in this election ?

No. The history of the admistration of 
the conservatives abounds in instances of 
corruption, such as the Rykert scandal, the 
McGreevy scandal and other gross in­
stances where the public funds and pub­
lic property have been prostituted to party 
purposes.

26. What effect will the dissolution of 
the house a year ip advance of the expiry 
of its term have upon the electorate ?

It will disfranchise according to careful 
calculation at least 150,000 electors and 
leave on the list the names of thousands 
who are either dead or have left the 
country. This is done in distinct viola­
tion of the pledge of the government made 
during the last session that there would 
be no election until after a new revision,

27. Why have the lists not been re­
vised?

Because the Dominion government took 
the right to revise them away from the 
municipalities and put the power in the 
hands of officers appointed by themselves, 
and the expense of such a revision was so 
enormous, that the government were 
afraid to ask parliament for an appropria­
tion for an annual revision.

Electors ! Every statement in the afore­
going questions and answers can be veri­
fied from the public records.

If you want an honest electoral list— 
vote for the liberal candidates.

If you want an honest administration of 
affairs — vote for the liberal candidates.

If you want to have inaugurated a 
policy of retrenchment and reform — vote 
for the liberal candidates.

If you want free bread — vote for the 
liberal candidates.

If you want reciprocity with the United 
States, whereby the prosperity of the 
country will be increased and the value 
of your farm products and every other 
article produced in the province will be 
enhanced — vote for the liberal candidates.

It seems probable that the Hon. O. J- 
LeBlanc will be a candidate for the liberals 
in Kent county and that Levite Therriault 
will oppose Hon. John Costigan in Vic­
toria.

Advices from Kings are to the effect 
that Mr. Domville is meeting a splendid 
reception and that his chances for defeat­
ing Hon. Mr. Foster are excellent.

G. G. King is busy in Queens county 
and his meetings are a great success. It 
is generally conceded that he will have a 
majority over Mr. Baird this time large 
enough to make another steal of the con­
stituency impossible.

Dr. Day’s candidature is taking well in 
Sunbury. He will doubtless bring the 
county back into the liberal ranks.

It is said that Mr. Mowat anticipates 
carrying fifty seats for the liberals in 
Ontario. If he does this Sir John and 
his party will be annihilated. So mote 
it be.

The liberal speakers are meeting with a 
fine reception all through this county of 
York. The meetings in the committee 
room in the city are well attended. There 
is speaking nearly every night, but the 
best work is, of course, that which is being 
done by the ward committees. Notwith­
standing the fact that many voters are 
disfranchised, the complexion of the city 
is highly satisfactory.

Dr. Colter will carry Carleton hand­
somely. A. H. Gilmour is safe in Char­
lotte. In Albert H. R. Emmerson, and 
in Westmoreland W. F. George are the 
liberal standard bearers and their pros­
pects are admirable. Hon. Peter Mitchell 
will keep Northumberland safe. We are 
sorry to leam that Mr. Adams, the con­
servative canaidate, there is not well.

the issue stated.

Although cards bearing the legend 
“ Temple and Reciprocity ” are posted all 
over the county, there is no reciprocity 
plank in the conservative platform. Not 
only did Sir John Macdonald, in hie mani­
festo, omit all reference to reciprocity and 
take his stand squarely upon the old line 
of protection, but in all his recent speeches 
he has done the same thing. He could 
not well do otherwise. Restricted reci­
procity is absolutely unattainable. The 
United States government will not treat 
with Canada for a treaty to provide for 
the free interchange of natural products 
only. Sir John Macdonald himself took 
this position in 1884. Speaking in the 
house of commons during the session of 
that year he said ;

“ And I believe that the feeling which 
then existed still exists, ahd that you 
will never get a treaty between the 
United States and Canada for reciprocal 
trade in the natural products of the two 
countries. The Americans said—whether 
truly or not I do not know — that it was 
a nominal reciprocity ; that all the ad­
vantages were on the side of Canada. 
We had no market of sufficient import­
ance to offer them for their production of 
grain and cereals and fisheries. We on 
the other hand had to gain everything 
from them by their markets being opened 
for the articles which were specified in 
the treaty. That feeling, I believe, still 
exists, and unless the United States will 
come at some time to a conclusion that 
they would be willing to enter upon a 
reciprocity treaty, not only for our natural 
productions, but for our manufactures as 
well as our natural productions we will 
never have a treaty. I am quite satisfied 
that the United States will not agree, the 
country will not agree, the voice of the 
country will be against a repetition of the 
treaty of 1854. Then, Sir, the only ques­
tion is, can we have a treaty on a wider 
basis ? ”

Mr. Blaine, U. S. secretary of state, has 
distinctly declared not only that no reci­
procity negotiations are pending with the 
Dominion, but that the United States 
government will not entertain any pro­
positions for a treaty for reciprocity in 
natural products. For Mr. Temple to 
profess to favor reciprocity and at the 
same time support the Dominion govern­
ment’s policy is absolutely inconsistent. 
The Herald can well believe that Mr. 
Temple personally is in favor of recipro­
city. He is out of active business and of 
course it makes no difference to him in­
dividually, but his knowledge of this 
country and of the workings of the old 
reciprocity treaty must convince him 
that the country needs reciprocity more 
than anything else. But as he very 
frankly puts it in conversation, he has 
matters at Ottawa that he must see 
to, and to see to them to his own 
satisfaction it is necessary that he 
should be elected to support Sir 
John Macdonald. There is considerable 
human nature about this, but not very 
much patriotism. We are of the opinion 
that the welfare of the thirty thousand 
people who live in York is of more im­
portance than any private matter, even 
although that is of such consequence to 
him that to use his own words he “ must 
raise the money some way to get elected.”

The issue before the electors of York is 
unrestricted reciprocity or no reciprocity 
at all. This can no longer be disputed by 
the conservatives and hence it is not an 
honest canvass which Temple is making. 
The electors of York ought to distinctly 
understand that if the government of Sir 
John Macdonald is sustained no proposals 
for reciprocity will be made to the United 
States government, which that body will 
accept. A vote for Mr. Temple is, there­
fore, a vote against reciprocity. The 
electors are respectfully invited to give 
their aspect of the case the most careful 
scrutiny. It will bear it. The more they 
examine the situation, the more apparent 
it will be that the only hope for a reci­
procity treaty, which will admit our pro­
ducts free into the United States and add 
to the value of everything our farmers 
raise, lies in the success of the liberal 
party.

A vote for Mr. Thompson is a vote for 
reciprocity.

A vote for Mr. Temple is a yote against 
reciprocity.

This plain statement of the case cannot 
be truthfully disputed.

THE DISFRANCHISED THOUSANDS.

No more unjustifiable action was ever 
taken by a political leader than that of 
Sir John Macdonald in bringing on the 
elections before the voters lists had been 
revised and brought down to date. Not 
only are the names of thousands of dead 
men left upon the lists, thereby giving the 
opportunities for the perpetration of num­
berless frauds ; but what is ten times 
more serious, the names of more than a 
hundred thousand young men are not on 
the lists, and though they are possessed of 
all the requirements to entitle them to the 
privileges of citizenship, u^ey are debarred 
from exercising those privileges by the 
action of Sir John Macdonald. That 
gentleman spoke in his manifesto of ap­
pealing to the people of Canada. As a 
matter of fact 50,000 and more of the peo­
ple to whom he is supposed to appeal, 
that is the registered electors, are in their 
graves, and four times 50,000 are deprived 
by act of the right to respond to his ap­
peal.

But though the premier has been able 
to deprive these young men of their right 
to vote, he has not deprived them of their 
influence, and if they chose they can em­
ploy this in a way that will end such 
tactics as this forever. If they cast their 
influence, since they cannot cast their 
votes, for the liberal candidates, they will 
show themselves stronger than the party 
which has deprived them of their privi­
lege as citizens. In Ontario the young 
men are organizing and they propose to 
make Sir John Macdonald feel the full 
weight of their indignation. Let them do 
so in Fredericton. In this county alone 
there are more than a thousand disfran­
chised men — men who expect to live in 
this country and make a nation of it by 
the labor of their strong arms or of their 
busy brains. The greatness of the out­
rage that has been thus perpetrated upon 
the young men of Canada cannot be over­
stated. If we were to read 6f such a thing 
having happened in Mexico and were to 
hear of a revolution in consequence, we 
would applaud the sense of liberty, the 
determination to be citizens in the full 
sense of the word, which would inspire 
such a step. Will the young men of 
York county sit down quietly under the 
outrage that has been put upon them ? We 
do not, of course, counsel a recourse to 
violence. This is unnecessary. But we 
do advise them to organize promptly for 
the campaign, and to see, if they cannot, 
for every vote that Sir John Macdonald 
has disfranchised, gain one for the liberal 
candidates. They can do it if they set to 
work about it in the right spirit

One of the most amusing pieces of 
political management that St. John 
has ever witnessed is that which has 
landed Drs. Alward and Stockton high 
and dry on the tory strand. It is an open 
secret that a certain element in the con­
servative party set out deliberately about 
a year ago to destroy the two doctors 
politically and it has certainly dope its 
work well.

ABOUT DIRECT TAXATION.

This is the first of the tory argument 
in reference to direct taxation. They say 
the revenue will fall off some $14,000,000, 
and this is $2.80 per head and to make this 
up by direct taxation a man whose family 
consists of himself, his wife, and five 
children, will have to pay $19.60. There 
are several fallacies in this argument.

In the first place there cannot possibly 
be such a falling off in the revenue.

In the second place there can be a large 
saving in the expenditure so that so large 
a revenue will not be necessary.

In the third place no one ever heard of 
a direct tax being levied at so much per 
head for every man, woman and child.

There are scores of ways in which 
direct taxes can be and are levied ; but 
in no part of the world is a man taxed, 
under the direct system, in proportion to 
the size of his family. Under our present 
system of indirect taxation a man pays in 
proportion to the size of his family, in 
some particulars. If his family is twice as 
large as his neighbors, he pays twice as 
much on every dutiable article he con­
sumes.

Simply for illustration we give an in­
stance of how a direct tax might 
be substituted for an indirect tax. A is a 
poor man who burns oil for lighting pur­
poses. On every gallon he burns he pays 
eight cents and upwards in taxes, that- 
being the amount of the duty. B, his 
neighbor, is a rich man and bums gas ; 
he pays no taxes on his light. Now sup­
pose the duty was taken off oil, and the 
legislature desired to raise a revenue by a 
tax on light, does any one suppose the 
poor man would be taxed and the rich 
man allowed to go scot free ? Take an­
other illustration. We import sugar and 
molasses and pay a good deal of taxes on 
these articles in the way of duty. Let us 
suppose the duty is abolished, and it is 
necessary to raise the revenue derived 
from it by a direct tax, the government 
would not say to Mr. A, you have a family 
of six and, therefore, must have used twice 
as much sugar and molasses as Mr. B, who 
has only a family of three, therefore you 
must pay twice as much of the direct tax 
as Mr. B. No man in his senses would 
suppose such a thing possible. Yet the 
conservatives argue upon that line. In 
England, where the greater part of the 
revenue is collected by direct taxation, 
the plan adopted is designed to make each 
man pay in proportion to his ability to pay.

AS DEFINED BY SIR JOHN.

A Canadian fermer meets a United 
States fermer at the boundary. The 
former has a bag of oats, the latter a bag 
of com. The oats and com being natural 
products the farmers may exchange these 
without paying duty. But the bags being 
manufactured articles, to exchange these 
without paying duty is treason.

The Philadelphia lawyer, of whom we 
have all heard so much, would be puzzled 
to show where these two transactions are 
different in principle or wly one should 
overturn the British Empire and the 
other should not.

Edward Farrer is a journalist who has 
always been a conservative. Recently he 
was employed to write éditerais for the 
Toronto Globe: Previous to going on the 
Globe he was on the Toronto Mail, a con­
servative paper. When on the Mail he 
wrote a pamphlet showing how Canada 
côuld be coerced into annexation. Sir 
John Macdonald is now trying to make it 
appear that the liberals are responsible 
for this production. He might as well 
try to make the people believe that the 
liberals are responsible for his friend Sol 
White’s conservative speeches or his own 
declaration that he would “ prefer an­
nexation to independence.” 1

The conservative leaders are using the 
old flag for the same reason that it is used 
sometime in decorating a room — to hide 
stains. The flag is pretty big. It is large 
enough to protect the rights and property 
of every honest citizen of the Empire no 
matter in whn4 part of the globe he may 
be ; but it is n- t large enough to cover 
Rykertism and McGreevyism. It is not 
large enough to cover the breach of feith 
with the young men, to whom the gov­
ernment gave a solemn promise that no 
election would be brought on until they 
had an opportunity to get their names on 
the voters list.

The Sun publishes a list of the articles 
admitted free into the United States by 
the reciprocity treaty of 1854. Canada has 
outgrown any such treaty. We no longer 
want to ship only unmanufactured lumber, 
for example, from the country, but to be 
able to make it up into the thousands of 
forms in which consumers use it, and ex­
pect it manufactured. It is a fact that not­
withstanding the duty on sash and door 
factories up river send a part of their out­
put into Maine. Under unrestricted reci­
procity they would be overrun with orders 
from Aroostook.

Dr. Alward made a speech for the Re- 
strictionnests in St. John on Thursday 
night. Fredericton people will remember 
that it is not so very long ago that the 
eloquent Doctor made .the city hall ring 
with his denunciations of Sir John 
Macdonald, and many of them will re­
member his impassioned speech in the 
assembly in 1884 when he declared that 
“unrestricted reciprocity would be one of 
the greatest blessings that could be con­
ferred upon Canada.” His exhibition of 
turncoatism is positively indecent.

We have to inform our correspondent 
“ Inquirer ” that we do not know the 
amount of retaine which Mr. Jordan in­
sisted on being paid before taking the 
stump for Mr. Temble ; nor do we know 
that he received any retainer. Yet in view 
of Mr. Temple’s statement that he must 
get back to parliament to look after some 
matters of his own, it is not unreasonable 
that he should pass Mr. Jordan.

The Electric Light.

The electric lights committee of the city 
council have before them the proposals of 
C. F. Medbury of the Thompson Houston 
electric light company of Lynn, Mass : The 
cost of new and suitable buildings is esti­
mated at $15,000, and new machinery would 
be requisite. About 100 lights could be 
placed on the streets of 26 candle power, and 
the streets could be lighted free as the re­
venue derived from lighting houses and 
shops would be sufficient to pay all de­
mands, of course to do the latter, legislative 
powers, would have to be applied for, and a 
petition is being circulated in the city, ask­
ing that this might be done, and the neces­
sary debentures issued to meet expenses. 
The council will thus be enabled to see 
what the citizens think of the proposed 
measure, and whether they prefer the in­
candescent light system to the present in 
use.

Racket at Cork Alley.
On Tuesday afternoon a fistic encounter 

took place in Cork alley between privates 
Russel and Richardson of the R. S. I. corps, 
and a soldier of the name of Doran was 
present. The picket was summoned, and 
after an amusing struggle between the 
military police and the pugilists the latter 
were carried to the barracks. So desperate 
were their struggles the frog march had to 
be used. Private Doran went quietly to 
the cells, and did not show fight. Late at 
night before the call of lights out, Rus­
sel appeared on the streets, having succeed­
ed in escaping from the cells. The picket 
turned out again and after a desperate 
struggle succeeded in capturing the pugnaci 
ous soldier. The men will be tried by court 
martial, and it will probably go hard with 
Russel as he is a notorious offender.

Going for a Drive.
Private Morris of the R. S. I. corps ap­

plied for a horse and pung at George I. 
Gunter’s livery stables on Wednesday, and 
as the soldier was dressed in civilian’s 
clothes his request was granted. The soldier 
drove out to Marysville, and returned home 
to the barracks the next day, and left the 
horse and pung outside the school. Two of 
his comrades plied him with questions 
while he was in the barracks, and artfully 
contrived to obtain possession, of the horse 
and pung, with which they drove off in the 
direction ofKillamey. There they managed 
to have a smash up, and when Mr. Gunter, 
after a great deal of trouble, secured the 
horse and shattered vehicle, he was obliged 
to use force to get his property away. It is 
likely a complaint will be laid before the 
military police.

The Bible Society.

The annual 65th meeting of the auxiliary 
Bible society took place in Temperance hall 
on Thursday evening. There was a full at­
tendance of the clergy and laity, and the 
singing of the combined choirs was a pleas­
ing feature of the program.

Sir. Leonard Tilley in an able address re­
viewed the work of the society in this and 
other countries, and interesting addresses 
followed from the Revs. F. C. Hartley, 
Shenton, Pay son, Supt. Crocket, and the 
president G. E. Fenety. During the evening 
solos were sung by Miss Harrison, Mrs H. 
V. Bridges, and the choir led by C. H. B. 
Fisher rendered several anthems in good 
time and tune.

Grand Lodge.— The grand Orange Lodge 
of New Brunswick met at the orange hall 
at Woodstock on Wednesday. Grand mas­
ter Armstrong presided, and congratulated 
the meeting present on the steady increase 
in the membership, and the growing im­
portance of the order. The delegates present 
from this city were county master, William 
Rossborough, Joseph Walker, Alexander 
Haining, P. M., R. M. Boone, seijeant Coch­
rane, P. M., William Brown and J. Libby.

Plum Orchards. — Joseph Holyoke of 
upper Kingsclear has a small plum orchard 
of the famous moors arctic variety, which 
annually yields 250 pecks of fruit, valued at 
one dollar per peck. Miss Moffatt of the 
same place has 300 trees of the same variety 
Benjamin Long has 250, and J. A McIntosh 
150. These are all young orchards, and 
about two thirds of the trees bear fruit. 
Plum orcharding has been a success at 
Kingsclear.

A Wedding Anniversary.— W. C. Whit­
taker deputy post office inspector for New 
Brunswick who has many friends in this 
city, was surprised by a party on Tuesday 
last at his residence, St. John, who con­
gratulated him on the twentieth anniversary 
of his wedding. Mrs Whittaker was pre­
sented with a pretty chocolate service, a par­
lor lamp, a salad bowl, and other accom­
paniments. The Rev. Mr. McNeil made the 
presentation.

Lumber Operations.—A lumberman from 
Dumfries says that the operations at the 
upper St John, Nashwaak,and theMiramichi 
will fully equal the average cut of former 
years. The English market is dull at pres­
ent but a revival is expected shortly, and 
many of the lumber yards at Liverpool are 
being held over in anticipation of an ex­
pected rise in prices. He expects the camps 
to break up in a few weeks time.

S. P. C. A. — The tenth annual meeting of 
the New Brunswick society for the preven­
tion of cruelty to animals took place at St. 
John on Monday afternoon, when C. A. 
Sampson of this city attended and submitted 
his report. A grand total of 603 cases had 
occupied the attention of the society during 
the year, and most of the work was done 
by personal inspection.

No Road. — Between Fredericton and 
Harvey for some twelve miles there is hardly 
any road worth speaking of, nothing but 
snow to be seen along the route known as 
the St. Andrews road. It is only fair to add 
that most of the men of the district are 
away in the woods at work with their teams 
so that there are only a few left to break 
the roads.

Fire at Maugerville.—The residence of 
George A Perley, at Maugerville took fire at 
9.30 p. m. on Thursday, from a defective 
chimney. The inmates escaped only with 
what clothes they had on. Mrs. Perley was 
sick in bed at the time. Miss Baker, school 
teacher residing with Mr. Perley lost every­
thing. All the contents of the house were 
destroyed.

The Ice Track.—The track on the river 
from St. Marys to Nashwaaksis was cleared 
and put in order on Thursday afternoon. 
There is talk of arranging a series of races 
to take place on the ice during the next 
session of the house. A purse of $300 has 
been proposed.

PROMINENT CONSERVATIVE
Gives His Principal Reasons For Sup­

porting The Liberal Party.
The liberal meeting in Fisher’s building 

on Monday togfif was a large and most en ■ 
thusiastic one. E. H. Allen occupied the 
chair and introduced Fred. B. Coleman, 
who was received with cheers.

Fred. B. Coleman spoke at length and 
placed the policy of the conservative party 
squarely before the assembled electors. He 
said that policy had been a great failure as 
far as the agricultural and lumber interests 
were concernedv He was a conservative, 
and that party had always had his earnest 
support, but when questions of disloyalty 
and annexation were made the prominent 
features of Sir John McDonald’s recent 
manifesto, he for one could not conscien­
tiously support his party. The great farm­
ing and lumbering communities of the 
province would feel it to be a change for 
the better should reciprocal free trade with 
the United States be carried out. Take the 
item of horses alone, a horse valued at $100 
in this county becomes at once worth $150 
directly it had crossed that imaginary 
boundary line at Vanceboro. Butter pro 
duced here and carried to the home market 
produced 20 cents, but at Vanceboro its 
value was eight cents greater.

There is every appliance and an inex­
haustible field in this county for the manu­
facture of short lumber and reciprocal free 
trade with the United States would create a 
profitable market for the disposal of these 
commodities. He was therefore of opinion 
that reciprocal free trade with the United 
States would be of incalculable benefit to the 
great agricultural and lumbering communi­
ties of this county, and for these reasons he 
had much pleasure in signing Mr. Thomp­
son’s nomination papers.

Police Intelligence.

On Monday night last private Charles 
Cameron was arrested for unruly, indecent, 
and disorderly behavior in the Salvation 
army barracks, and on Tuesday brought up 
before police magistrate Marsh. Defendant 
pleaded guilty, and his honor in passing 
sentence said that the law was very plain on 
the subject of disturbing a Christian congre­
gation, and that the Salvation army had as 
much right to protection as the soldier had 
when marching to church with his company. 
He would therefore fine him ten dollars, or 
twenty days imprisonment but the maxi­
mum fine was twenty dollars or one month. 
Cameron having no goods or chattels on 
which to levy was removed to jail.

William Gormally a young lad was on 
Wednesday morning imprisoned in the lock 
up at the request of his mother who com­
plained of his unruly behavior. She stated 
he was beyond control and had stayed out 
at night in defiance of her orders. The boy 
was locked up until noon, and during this 
time made things pretty lively in the place 
with shouting and singing. He however 
shewed repentance at noon, when he was 
released and taken to school, where it is to 
be hoped he will benefit by the lesson he 
has undergone, and act better for the future.

Rather Amuwlng.

A York street man and a free trader had 
an amusing altercation a few days ago re­
specting the advantages Jof unrestricted re­
ciprocity as applied to the carriage trade.

“ I tell you, sir,” said the York street man, 
“a firm at Hainsbury, Mass., would flood 
our market in 48 hours with carriages, and 
undersell us too.”

“ Well, if they could do that why oft earth 
cannot they flood the market now under the 
present state of things. ”

“ Well, but I know of a firm at Machias 
that-----”

“ Where is Machias ? ”
“ Machias, sir, is on the coast of Bangor,

and-----But the free trader did not stop to
hear any more. That expression of Machias 
bordering on the coast of Bangor did the 
whole business. He says the York street 
man’s geography is as bad as his political 
economy.

The Fredericton Market.

Business has improved during the week, 
and a large amount of country produce 
has been brought into the city. We 
quote : — Pork, 6 to 64 cts; beef, 3 to 5 cts ;

hams, 12 cts ; sausages, 10 cts ; butter, 16 to 
19 cts ; cheese, 16 cts ; lard, 13 to 15 cts ; tur­
keys, 12 to 13 cts ; chickens, per pair 30 to 50 
cts ; ducks, 50 to 70 cts pair ; geese, 75 to 80 
cts ; eggs, per doz : 23 to 25 cts ; potatoes, 
$1.75 ; turnips, 50 cts ; carrots, 60 cts ; hay 
$7 to $10 ; straw $5 to $5,50 ; oats, per bush, 
52 cts ; cordwood green, $3,00 ; dry, $3,50 to 
$4 ; socks and mitts, 20 cts per pair.

Visiting Clergymen. — The Rev. A. G. 
Downey occupied the pulpit of the Free 
Baptist church on Sunday morning last, and 
at the evening service the pastor the Rev.
F. C. Hartley baptized three converts.

The Rev. J. A. Logan of Acadia mines 
N. S., preached at St. Paul's, and the Rev.
G. W. McDonald of Woodstock held special 
services at Temperance hall.

Evangelist Whittier still continues’to draw 
large congregations to hear him at the Bap­
tist church.

Mill Intelligence. — R. K. Jewett in­
tends opening his mill at the gulley early in 
March. John Sanson of Stanley has now 
got his newly erected mill in full working 
order, and the new mill at Kinsclear owned 
by C. Chase will put on extra hands shortly. 
Morrison’s mill has all the shingle machines 
in full blast, and Fred. Moore's mill at 
Woodstock is now in full running order. 
The west end mill is full of business.

Asked Protection. — A young lady ap­
plied for assistance at the Dunphey hotel on 
Monday evening, alleging that she had been 
assaulted by a drunken soldier who had 
pursued her along King street. She was in 
great distress and evidently exhausted. Two 
of the hotel inmates went out and escorted 
the young lady to her home on Brunswick 
street. The soldier was pointed out but de­
camped.

Qualified as Electors.— There is con­
siderable amount of comment among the 
young men of the city regarding their quali­
fications as voters being based on the lists of 
1889, many young citizens whose names 
have been eliminated, or purposely withheld 
from the lists, express their indignation 
freely at this strange action of the govern­
ment.

The Water System.— The annual report 
of the committee on waterworks states that 
the considerable changes and repairs to the 
pumping station have not added to the de­
benture debt of the, corporation. A new 
floor has been furnished to the engine room, 
and a new boiler added to the enlarged boil­
er house, and some parts of the machinery 
have been renewed.

In Male Attire. — A young woman in 
male attire, who stated she was going to 
Gibson, boarded the cars at Caribou a few 
days ago, and was pointed out to conductor 
Burpee by one of the passengers. The 
pseudo man the latter said was wanted on 
a charge of stealing horses. No steps were 
taken to arrest her and she left the train at 
Newburg junction.

Still Rushing. — The busy mill at Marys­
ville is now working at its utmost strength 
in order to supply the great demand for 
goods. F. S. Williams who has just re­
turned from a business tour, in the interest 
of the firm, to the upper provinces, met 
with great success during the journey, and 
a great many orders are booked ahead.

Plenty of Hay.—The market square on 
Thursday was crowded with teams, and 
there was scarcely any standing room. As 
many as twenty loads of hay could be 
counted that morning, and most of it was 
disposed of at prices ranging from seven to 
nine dollars per ton. One farmer obtained 
ten dollars and went home happy.

Recent Deaths.

On (Sunday ) last Mrs. Charles Petre of St. 
Anne’s three miles from Bathurst died from 
injuries received by a fall while out walking 
last week. She was 106 years of age and 
was in possession of all her faculties to the 
last.

The death is announced in the St. John 
papers of Capt. James W. Segee, a former 
resident of this city. He was bom in Fred­
ericton in 1818, and was for many years a 
faithful and consistent member of the Bap­
tist church in this city.

Mrs. Lafferty of this city died on Monday 
last at the alms house of paralysis. De­
ceased was relict of the late Peter Lafferty, 
and a member of the Episcopal church. 
The funeral took place on Wednesday morn­
ing at the Rural cemetery.

Charles Payne a respected colored resi­
dent of Kingsclear died on Monday last of 
inflammation of the bowels. Deceased was 
75 years of age, and was a regular attendant 
at the Episcopal church. The funeral took 
place at the church of England burial 
ground on Friday morning, the Rev. W. H. 
Montgomery officiating.

On Monday one of the largest funerals in 
this city took place at the Hermitage, when 
the remains of the late George Perks were 
interred in their last resting place. Many 
friends sent beautiful floral tokens of respect 
and affection, and the ancient order of 
Hibernians, of which deceased was a mem­
ber, followed the body to the grave, as well 
as a large number of prominent citizens.

The remains of the late Hon. R. D. 
Wilmot were interred in the church of 
England burial ground at Oromocto on 
Sunday last. The funeral services were 
conducted by the Bishop coadjutor and the 
Rev. Mr. Dibble. There was a large and 
representative procession, among those 
present being Lieut. Governor Tilley, Lieut. 
Colonel Maunsell, Major Gordon, Dr. Barker, 
Q. C., J. W. Laurence, M. Crookshank, J. 
Wilson, and J. McMillan of St. John.

A Wisconsin paper gives particulars of 
the death of John Wisely a former Fred- 
erictonian, which occurred at La Crosse on 
the 30th ult. Deceased who was fifty years 
of age was born at Fredericton in April 
1860, and emigrated from that city 21 years 
ago. He was a brother of James Wisely of 
lower St. Mary’s. He was a kind and in­
dulgent husband and father, a good neigh­
bour, and a highly respected and honored 
citizen. He leaves a wife and two little 
boys to mourn their loss. He passed away 
peacefully in the triumphs of the Christian 
faith and was a devoted member of the 
Baptist church.

GENTLEMEN :

Having received the unanimous nomina­
tion of the Liberal Convention for this 
County, as their Candidate at the forthcom­
ing Election for the House of Commons, I 
have accepted the same and respectfully 
solicit your support.

. The system of Protection and high taxa­
tion, called the National Policy, has been in 
operation for upwards of ten years and it 
must be admitted has altogether failed to 
benefit our County or Province. This failure 
to realize the needs and expectations of the 
country has given rise to a vigorous agitat­
ion for a change, and fearing amongst other 
things, that if the general Election were de­
ferred until the term of the present Parlia­
ment had expired, the demand for a re­
moval of trade restrictions between Canada 
and the United States would have become 
irresistible, Sir John Macdonald has precip­
itated an appeal to the people.

You are now confronted with the ques­
tion : Whether in your opinion the material 
interests of this County will be better served 
by adopting the policy of the Liberal Party 
or by continuing that of the Macdonald 
Government? The issue between the two 
parties is clear and distinct.

The Conservative leader declares for keep­
ing up the wall which closes against us the 
markets of the neighboring republic, which 
if opened would certainly enhance the value 
of all our products. It is true Sir John 
Macdonald professes to favor Reciprocity 
with the United States in natural products, 
but this is only a pretence,since he knows the 
people of that country will not accept Reci­
procity in this restricted form. They are 
ready to admit our lumber, fish, farm pro­
duce" and other products including our 
manufactures free of duty, if we will admit 
theirs.

When, therefore, the present Dominion 
Government says it is willing to accept 
Riciprocity with the United States, but so 
restricted that the arrangement must be 
confined to natural products, that is to what 
we produce and have to sell, and to what 
either they do not produce or would not be 
able to sell to us, it is equivalent to opposing 
Reciprocity altogether. We can have no 
trade treaty with the American people and 
cannot effect any entrance into their market 
unless we are willing to take from them 
something with which they are able to sup­
ply us. Moreover a treaty which is not re­
stricted to natural products would admit 
American manufactures into our country, 
and is therefore opposed to the essential
Ërinciple of protection, to which Sir John 

Eacdonald says his Government still firmly 
adhères. The Conserservative party stands, 
therefore, opposed in fact to all Reciprocity. 
On the other hand the Liberal Party is in 
favor of the freest possible interchange be­
tween this country and its neighbors, of all 
kinds of commodities which are produced 
by either. Even if Reciprocity, restricted 
to natural products, were preferred by the 
people of Canada to an unrestricted policy, 
it would be useless to advocate or propose 
such policy as the Government and people 
of the United States have refused to enter­
tain it.

A discreditable attempt is being made to 
brand the Liberal Party as disloyal to Eng­
land apd as favorable to Annexation, be­
cause of its views on the question of trade 
relations with the United States. With 
this imputation no intelligent person will 
agree. Our loyalty to our Mother Country 
and institutions is founded upon attach­
ments too firmly rooted to be thus impaired 
and with the prosperity which would follow 
the adoption of such a treaty as the Liberals 
advocate, there would come increased hap­
piness and contentment, and among a happy 
and prosperous people there would be no 
place for widespread discontent, out of 
which alone could a sentiment of disloyalty 
be created.

The increase in the debt and taxation dur­
ing the last ten or twelve years, accompanied 
as it has been, by reckless extravagance, 
is enough to excite the deepest anxiety of 
every well wisher of his countiw, and I 
cordially approve of the policy of Retrench­
ment and Reform to which the Liberal 
Party stands irrevocably committed.

I offer myself in this election as a candi­
date for your suffrages in sympathy with 
the platform and policy of the Liberal party. 
As a manufacturer, I believe we have noth­
ing to fear from its adoption ; but on the 
contrary, I am convinced we should in this 
Province enter upon an era of prosperity 
such as we have not known for years, and 
in which, not only the farmer and the 
lumberman, but all classes of our people 
would participate.

THE LOBSTER DISAPPEARING.

Notwithstanding all the laws made for 
its protection the lobster is disappearing 
gradually from the coast of Maine. In 
1890,20 millions of lobsters were taken on 
the coast, a falling off of five millions, or 
20 per cent from the catch of 1888 and of 
10 per cent from 1889. Conclusive evi­
dence of the decrease of the lobster supply 
is found in the steadily lessening size of 
the fish sent to the market. In 1889 and 
1890 the average length of the lobsters 
offered for sale was about 10J inches, and 
the average weight two pounds. Ten years 
ago the average length was 13 inches,:and 
the weight three and one-half to four 
pounds. There are 36 factories on the 
coast of Maine in which lobsters, sardines, 
herring, and mackerel are packed.

Mackerel are getting scarcer every year, 
and the fleet which once coined money in 
catching them is forced to seek other 
business. The Maine catch of 1890 was 
only 15,071 barrels against 17,239 barrels 
in 1889, and 40,766 in 1888. In 1884 the 
Maine fleet took 422,187 barrels of mack­
erel, and in 1884 the catch amounted to 
330,033 barrels, many of them large fish 
The mackerel taken last year were nearly 
all of the No. 30 size.

Last year menhaden suddenly reappear' 
ed on the Maine coast after an absence of 
12 years. It is estimated that 10 millions 
of these oily fish were caught last season, 
one steamer having taken 25,000 barrels. 
Four factories were in operation along the 
coast producing in the aggregate 17,500 
barrels, or 875,000 gallons of oil, valued at 
$183,750, besides 8,000 tons of scrap,worth 
$160,000. Four hundred men were em­
ployed in the business the average wages 
being $30 a month and board.

Large quantities of smelts and tom cods, 
or frost fish, are being taken on the 
Penobscot river this winter, and while 
some of the fishermen are simply in quest 
of sport a great many make their living 
by angling for the shiny little fish. Most 
of the large smelts are shipped to New 
York, where the best prices are obtained, 
The frost fish are eaten by the poorer 
people here or fed to poultry and hogs.
