A VERY SMALL JERSEY GIRL.

Two Weeks Ol1d, Height 13 Inches,Weight.
8 1-2 Pounds.

Cranford, N. J., has something in the
line of babies outside the general run.
She is thirteen inches long, weighs three
and a half pounds, and is a little over two
weeks old. She has feet the size of a
silver half dollar, hands the size of
quarteTs, ears the size of dimes, and eyes
about as big around as the old-time silver
thiee-cent pieces. Her head is about as
big as a small fist, and her body is no
larger than a big one. Her mouth is so

small that she can’t take her food in the;

natural way Her fingers are about the
size of cribbage board pegs. Her arms
are ag'large as a big man's forefinger, and
her legs are hardly twice as large. From
these figures it will be seen that the
infant is properly proportioned through-
out, and altogether is a remarkable
Alsoshe is an heiress. The
only grouble with her is that she was
born, prematurely. The description
given is of the exterior. The make-up of
the interior can be judged only from out-
ward signs, chief of which is a voice, and
judging from that her lungs are a little
bit moresthan normal.

Her father is in business in New York.
Her mother is*very sensitive as well as
proudf The younger Dr. MacConnell is
the attending physician, and because of
the sensitiveness of the mother he is dis-
inclined to talk about his charge. The
Doctor was more astonished than any-
body at the baby’s size. She weighed
when she was born, 2} pounds, and
nobody had any idea that she would
live. lncubators were talked about at
first, but. one could not be purchased in
the town, and as it would take so much
time to get one from New York the idea
was given up. If the baby lived the
length of time it would take to get one the
Doctor thought she would have as good
a chance of living without ome. The
mother had prepared a basket, lined it
with pink satin, and trimmed it with
bows of ribbon. It happened that the
baby just fitted this basket lengthwise,
and there was room at each side for a
bottle. The nurse wrapped the baby up
in soft flannels and the Doctor filled the
bottles with warm water, and the com-
bination was packed in the basket. The
basket has been the baby’s bed ever
since, but it only fits now when the baby
i laid in cornerwise, and a new basket
will have to be obtained.

For a little more than a day after she
was born, the baby did not take any
nourishment. The bottles beside her
were kept filled with warm water and
the basket was kept near the register.
The difficulty due to the smallness of the
baby’s mouth disclosed itself the follow-
ing morning. The Doctor ordered food
prepared and the nurse fed the baby with
aspoon. The infant relished the food,
ceased crying, and went to sleep for a
couple of hours. Then came the revel-
ation of its lung power. In an ordinary
baby the display of the power this baby
had would not have been remarkable,
but coming from this bit of humanity the
Doctor and nurse agreed it was the most
astonishing thing they had ever heard.
They . could compare it only to a steam
calliope. It lasted until the spoon was
produced again with more food, and then
the baby was silent. The nurse vows
it laughed and cooed. The use of the
hot-water bottles was continued the
second and third day, and then as the
baby appeared to be more comfortable
withafit them they were discontinued.

The baby has thrived from the first.
She has grown more than an inch and
has increased in weight a pound and a
a quarter. Her chances of pulling
through and becoming as big as any other
baby are now considered first class. She
eats as much as ordinary babies already,
and uses her expansive lungs as much.
She is well behaved, for she goes to sleep
at dark and doesn’t wake up until the
next morning. She is the wonder of the
neighborhood, and all the women have
been to see her, and have coddled her as
much as the nurse would permit.

The Doctor says she beats any incubator
baby he ever saw, and that she’s a heap
sight better than the average infant of
her age.

REARING YOUNC TURKEYS.

It is best to confine the brood for a week
at least after hatching. Should the mother
hen then become restless, she may be let
out during the middle of the day. As
the turkey retires early and dislikes being
disturbed after setting down for the night,
be sure and coop them before the sun sets.
The young turkeys will eat but little the
first week. Feed separate from the
mothar, for she will devour all the food
within reach. For downright greediness,
an old turkey hen has few equals. Dry
bread soaked in sweet milk is one of the
best foods for the young, as is curd from
fresh buttermilk. A whole fiock has been
raiged on warm curd. A custard made of
one egg to a pint of milk, thickened with
bread (no sugar) is a good food. When
about two months old, feed whole wheat
part of the time and mix corn meal with
their feed; this should not be fed ex-
clusively. Allow plenty of liberty, as
confinement will kill young turkeys.
When the mother begins tramping wildly
from one side of the coop to the other,
better let her out until the weather is un-
favorable.

When about the size of partridges and
old enough to follow the mother in long
rambles, the young will need but little at-
tention, simply a little feed morning and
evening, They much prefer bugs, grass-
hoppers, insects and seeds to a more
civilized ration. Do not neglect to bring
them home at night and put under shelter
until old enough to fly into trees and care
for themselves. Turkeys do not always
select wisely the best resting place for the
night, hence4ermin sometimes attack and
annoy them. Teach them to come at the
sound of your voice; it will save you
many a weary tramp in searching woods
and fields.

Six weeks’ time is sufficient to fatten
for market. Feed twice a day all the
whole corn they will eat, but do not at-
tempt confinement, as a turkey chafes
under restraint and will lose flesh rather
than fatten. They will not take more
exercise than is necessary to keep in good
health. ‘

The normal lesson “Sunday school and
church ” and teaching of next Sunday
school lesson ‘‘Zaccheus the Publican”
by the field secretary, were strong features
of the evening session, while the presence
and remarks of J. W. Spurden and W. G.
Clark of Fredericton,added to the interest
and profit. The singing was hearty, the
audiences earnest and appreciative and
the hospitality cordial and abundant.
Certainly the work in St. Marys parish
shows increased vigor and progress, this
being in advance of any convention yet
held. The election of officers resulted in
Mr. Bradley, Gibson, being president for
the third time ; Charles Goodspeed, vice-
president ; Mrs. Sharp, secretary treasurer.
An invitation to meet at Mouth of Tay,
St. Andrews church,was extended through
Miss McNeill ard accepted, time to be ar-
ranged later.

The field secretary, Mr. Lucas, has spent
a most profitable week in York county.
Conventions were held at Kingsclear,
French Village, Douglas, Bright, Queens-
bury, Prince William and St. Marys, all of
which showed interest and progress in
the work.

CARRIES A BULLET IN HIS BRAIN,

And a Sudden Jar May Kill Suessen-
bach at Any Time.

The physicians at the Manhattan Hos-
pital, New York, are much interested in
the case of George Suessenbach, a Ger-
man, who attempted suicide in Central
Park by shooting himself in the head just
one mokth ago, and who is rapidly re-
covering in spite of the fact that the bul-
let still lies embedded in his brain. Sues-
senbach is 39 years old, and bhad been in
this country only a few months. He was
educated in Berlin. He was unable to
gecure employment here, and his money
was soon gone, when he shot himself.
He was found unconscious by a Park
policeman and taken to Manhattan Hos-
pital, where his case was pronounced
hopeless.

Much to the surprise of the physicians
he lived through the night, and the next
day the house surgeon probed for the bul-
let, but failed to find it. Suessenbach re-
mained unconscious with an abnormally
high temperature for more than a week,
and then he began to recover. 'At pres-
ent his condition is excellent, and unless
he takes an unexpected turn for the
worse, he will be discharged in a week or
two. The wound in his forehead, just
between the eyes, where the bullet
entered, has healed, leaving only a slight
depression.

In speaking of Suessenbach’s case,
house surgeon Volce says that not more
than ten similar cases are on record. Dr.
Volce attributes Suessenbach’s promised
recovery to the fact that the bullet passed
between the two lobes of the brain, and
now lies at the back of the brain near the
skull. It has in all propability become
covered with secreted matter and is at-
tached to the brain tissue, where it will
remain unless broken loose by some sud-
den jar.

“We will discharge him from the hos-
pital as soon as he is strong enough to
leave,” said Dr. Volce. “But no ‘matter
how complete his recovery may seem he
will be in danger of sudden death at any
time. If he were to fall or receive a
severe jar there is danger of the bullet
breaking loose and causing almost instant
death.” Besides being rational, Suessen-
bach has perfect control of his limbs. His
appetite is good, and his system is ap-
parently in perfect condition. Superin-
tendent f'enn has wnade arrangements tc
send “him to his home in Germany as
soon as he is able to leave the hospital.

SALARIES FOR COMMONERS.

The Eaglish Lower ‘House Favors Them
by a Vote of 176 to 158.

William Allen, Radical Commoner for
Gateshead, moved in the Imperial House
of Commons, that the members reeeive
payment for their services. Hereminded
the House that a similar resolution was
passed in the session of 1893 with the
Government’s approval, although no sub-
sequent action had been taken. The
country wouldl not object, he said, to the
small additional t'axatien necessary to
cover members’ salaries.

Sir H. Stafford Northcote, Conservative
for Exeter, offered an amendment to the
effect that further burdens should ryfbe
imposed on the nation. :

Sir William Harcounrt, Chancellor of the
Exchequer, said the payment of members
was the logical outcome of the extension
of the suffrage. The house was now too
much of one class. He repudiated the
suggestion that the payment of members
would lead to corruption and the election
of unfit men. Democracy might be trust
ed, he said, to prevent such evils. The
proposal was wise and expedient, and its
execution would conduce to the honor of
the House. He promised to advance itin
every way possible. i

Mr. Goschen, Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer under Lord Salisbury, opposed
the motion. He was proud to be acquaint-
ed with the genuine Labor members now
in the House, he said, and he would wel-
come more, but the payment of members
would lower the status of Parliament and
taint the purity of public life without in-
creasing the number of workingmen in
the Commons.

Sir H. Stafiord Northcote's amendment
was lost, and Mr. Allen’s motion was pass-
ed by a vote of 176 to 158.

Events of Interest Provincial and
General,

Hon. 0. J. LeBlanc has received the
Liberal nominatioq in Kent.

Friends of Acadia College in New Eng-
land have raised an endowment fund of
$30,000 for that institution.

E. LeRoi Willis hassecured a five years’
lease of the Dufferin hotel, St. John, and
will open the hotel t6 the travelling pub-
lic May I5th.

Civic finance committee of Montreal
have decided to cut off the Mayor’s an-
nual allowance of $2,000 on the alleged
ground of economy.

Under protection the number of farmers
in Canada has been reduced from 656,712
in 1881, to 649,506 in 1891, so the govern-
ment census returns say.

A. Miller, a well known dry goods
merchant of St. John, died Monday. He
was a prominent curler and as such was
well known in Fredericton.

John Foster who kept a grocery store
on Prince William Street,St. John, suicided
Sunday morning by cutting his throat
with a knife. Ill health issaid to have
unbalanced his mind.

A pugilist named Lindsay, of Omaha,
has been sentenced to two years in the
penitentiary at Plattsmouth, for man-
slaughter in Kkilling Fletcher Robinson,
the prize fighter, last year.

Malcolm M. Macdonald, a well known
commercial traveler, died suddenly at the
St. Lawrence Hall, Montreal, the other
night from an over dose of morphine.
The deceased had been co-respondent in
the Lear divorce case, now pending in the
Halifax courts.

The marriage of Miss Mary Kennedy,
daughter of Alderman James Kennedy, of
St. John, to the Rev. L. G. Macneill, of
St. Andrew’s Presbyterian church, in the
same city, will be performed on Wednes-
day, April 18. Mr. Macneill and his bride
will spend their honeymoon in Europe.

The dairy school is to open at Sussex
April 9th. Arrangements have been made
by the Dominion and Local governments
that cheese makers who attend the echool
from a distance will be paid their railway
fares. It is expected that all the cheese
makers of the Province will take advan-
tage of this offer.

Drought and locusts have caused wide-
spread famine in eastern equatorial Africa.
Villages have been depopulated and mis-
sion schools and churches have been closed
and many natives are selling themselves
and theirchildren into slavery to obtain
food. The missionaries in Ugogo, Mpwa-
pwa, and Mamboia have joined others in
an appeal for aid.

The . Chatham World - (Conservative)
says that Mr. Adams, M.P., knows that
he hasincurred the opposition of the most
influential men in the county who sup-
ported him four years ago, large employers
of labor, men who carry hundreds of
votes in the hollow of their hands, and
his most sanguine friend must know that
his candidature will imperil the govern-
ment’s hold on the county.

Mr. and Mrs. W. E. Childs, an aged
couple who live near Smethport, Pa., were
robbed the other night after being tortur-
ed by four masked men. The thieves en-
tered the house and demanded Mr. Child’s
money. He refused to tell where it was
hidden and the robbers struck him upon
the head with a club, fracturing his skull.
Mrs. Childs was seized and bound and fire
applied to her feet until she told where
$640 was concealed. The thieves secured
the money and fled.

A bill to tax bachelors and establish an
“Old Maids’ Home” when the tax fund
shall have reached $50,000, has been in-
troduced in the Illinois legislature. The
bill defines bachelors s~ single men of
32 years or over who have never been
married, and exempts men who have
reiched 65, who are physically unfit, or
who can prove to a board of unmarried
women over 60 years that they have pro-
posed marriage at least three times to
marriageable females and been refused
each time.

ON THE WAR PATH.

(Winnipeg Tribune.)

The hierarchy have triumphed, and the
attempt is to be made to coerce Manitoba
into wrecking her public school system.
While we did not hope for much from the
Dominion government, still we always
harbored a far away impression that the
cabinet would not yield to the demand of
Quebec, that the sacred doctrine of Prov- ~
vincial rights, which secured for the
Jesuits compensation for their confiscated
estates, would not be violated in the case
of Manitoba’s echool system. It appears,
however, that the influence of the Roman
Catholic hierarchy is paramount at the
capital, and that arguments prevailed
when presented by Catholics in a case
which no fair-minded man would admit
had any merits; while arguments present-
ed by Protestants in a case where inter-
ence was necessary to insure justice to all,
utterly failed. The decision to grant re-
medial legislation is proof positive that
the doctrine of Provincial Rights, and the
more sacred doctrine of Equal Rights to
all, have been trampled under foot.

A DESPERADO KILLED.

Jim Morrison, the most desperate’ out-
law in Alabama sincde the days of Rube
Burrows, has been killed by Deputy Sher-
iff C. H. Cole. Morrison escaped twice
from Pratt Mines penitentiary. The last
time he led a gang of convicts and gained
liberty by using dynamite on a door. A
posse of Bibb county officers, headed by
Sheriff Dexter, went after Morrison and
came upon him with a pal named Davis
in a road. A sharp fight followed, in
which Dexter was killed and Davis badly
wounded. Morrison escaped. Rewards
for Morrison, dead or alive have been of-
fered. Deputy Sheriff Cole started upon
the case three months ago, and when he
came upon Morrison, the iatter was armed
with a shotgun and two-pistols. The out-
law was ordered to throw up his hands
He attempted to reach for his gun and
Jole killed him.

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THEY DON'T LIKE IT.

‘We have reason to believe that Mr.Gib-
son and his friends are very much an-
noyed at Tue HeraLD for showing up the
Fredericton Bridge business. We are
sorry that we cannot always please these
gentlemen. The truth must be told eyen
in an election campaign, and that is TrE
HERALD'Ss mission. The revelations print-
ed in our last issue have set a great many
people thinking, and the genéral opinion
is that Messrs. Gibson and Temple ought
to settle that little account of $60,000 with
the Dominion Government. An effort is
made to create the impression that THE
HEerawLp is doing an unpatriotic thing in
imparting information about the bridge;
that we are running down an important
public work, but that is only drawing a
herring across the trail. We have no ob-
jection to Messrs. Gibson and Temple re-
taining the $300,000 if they will only pay
the interest. That $60,000 comes directly
out of the taxpayers of Canada and they
have no right to lose it. We believe Mr.
Gibson is prompt in the payment of his
personal and business obligations. Why
should he make a distinction in the mat-
ter of the $60,000 ?

Speaking about the bridge: how many
people really believe that the structure
cost more than $300,000? Some of Mr,
Gibson’s defenders say that it cost $400,-
000. Sir John A. Macdonald stated in
parliament that it cost $376,000. An affi-
davit from the proprietors would settle
the question of cost. Can we have it?

But the main point, after all, is this.
Mr. Gibson’s company owe the Dominion
Government an interest account of $60,-
000, and Mr. Foster as Finance Minister
is the man to collect it. While it is still
due Mr. Foster is seeking a seat in parlia-
ment. Mr. Gibson nominates him for
York, and the people are wondering if Mr.
Gibson acts from purely patriotic motives
or for some other reason. We propose
keeping these matters fresh in the minds
of the electors until all are able to draw
their own conclusions.

THE SCHOOL QUESTION.

The remedial order passed by the
Dominion government on the Manitoba
school question, has been received at
Winnipeg and laid before the Manitoba
legislature, but no action has been taken
on it. The order was simply read, and
the legislature has adjourned until May
9th, as Premier Greenway says, to permit
the government giving the important
question full consideration. In the mean-
time it is evident from the tone of the
articles published in the Winnipeg Tri-
bune, Greenway’s organ, that the gov-
ernment have no intention of receding
from its legislation abolishing separate
schools. *‘Let Quebec and Ottawa,” says
the 'Tribune, “rest assured that the
restoration will never be made.”

The Manitoba Orangemen, who met
Thursday, passed strong resolutions
against the course pursued by the Domin-
ion government. They “view with the
greatest alarm the present state of affairs
which exists between the Dominion and
local governments, and desire to express
their approval of the stand taken by the
representatives in the provincial legis-
lature in Manitoba, our rights and privi-
leges in brooking no interference by the
central government in our educational af-
fairs, and call upon all Orangemen and
Protestants to support no candidate for
the house of common or the local legis-
lature who will not openly and unqual-
fiedly pledge himself to determinedly op-
pose any and all attempts towards the
breaking up of our public schools system
and the imposing upon us and our chil-
dren the accursed system of separate and
sectarian echools.”

The delay in dealing with the question
at Winnipeg will soméwhat upset the
plans of the Ottawa government, as the
matter cannot very well come up in par-
liament until Manitoba’s answer is re-
ceived. It is believed, however, by some,
that mention will be made of the reme-
dial order in the Governor General’s
speech at the opening of the session, and
that in debating the address in reply,
some member will move an amendment
bringing the whole question before the
house and dividing it on the important
issue, {

It is a pity that the school question
chould enter into party politics ; the peo-
ple of Canada are anxious to pronounce
directly on the trade policy of the ad-
ministration, and the real issue should
not be obscured by the introduction of a
question dangerous to the peace and good
will of the Dominion.

Mr. Weldon—1I do not see on what
principle the money is given. g

Sir John Macdonald — This is a subsidy,
a free gift. ;

Mr. Davies—He mustebe a very verdant
member of parliament who says that any
portion of this $300,000 will ever be re-
turned.

Mr. Ellis— It does not appear to me
that they have spent any of their own
money at all. .

Mr. Temple — The cost of keeping up
the bridge will not exceed $2,000 a year,
and we expect to get $30,000 a year out of
it.

Mr. McMullen — It bears all the marks
of a “job.”

Mr. Laurier— It is monstrous to pre
tend that this money is required to assist
him (Temple) in the bridge construction.

Mr. Jones — It is an outrage on consti-
tutional government.

Sir Richard Cartwright— It is to relieve
a struggling industry of that kind that he
proposes to now grant $30,000.

Mr. McMullen — We have unearthed,
throygh the confession of Mr. Temple, a
most scandalous job.

Mr. Davies —It is a vote which no man
can justify to his constituents or conscience.

Mr. Jones— A flagrant violation of the
rights of the public of Canada.

Mr. McMullin — This regolution is no-
thing short of a political scandal. It is a
scandalous transaction from beginning to
to end.

Sir Rjchard Cartwright — The payment
of $30,000 more under‘the circumstances
would be decidedly objectionable.

The Manitobans are in rebellion because
Patterson, ex-Minister of Militia, is un-
loaded on them as governor. He was the
first to recognize the certainty of the com-
ing disaster, and will go down with a life-
buoy around him.

COMING BYE ELECTIONS.

The Dominion Government have at
last summoned up sufficient courage to
call on the bye elections. The constitu-
encies vacant are Quebec West and Ver-
chgres in Quebec, Haldimand in Ontario,
and Antigonish, Nova Scotia, and polling*
in all these will be held on April 17th, the
day before gtrliament meets. Of the four
constituenctes, all, with the exception of
Vercheres, have recently been held by the
Conservatives. Haldimand has been va-
cated by Dr. Montague’s acceptance of a
portfolio, and he has to ask the confirm-
ation of his constituents. The majority in
1891 was 78. Itisalwaysa difficult task to
defeat a Cabinet Minister of the Crown
in a bye election, and we do not know
what course the Liberals will pursue. In
Quebec West, vacated over a year ago by
Hon. John Hearn’s death, the notorious
McGreevy is in the field as an alleged in-
dependent Conservative, and a Mr.Debell
it is said, will also run in the same role.
The Liberals will put up a candidate, and
believe they have fair chances of winning.
In Antigonish Sir John Thompson’s ma-
jority in 1891 was 227. The candidates
are Hon. Angus McIsaac, Liberal,and Jos-
eph Chisholm, barrister, of Halifax, and
brother-in-law of the late Premier, Con-
servative. Our friends in that county feel
fairly confident of winning, but as uvsual
they will probably have to count against
them the powerful influence of Bishop
Cameron. Vercheres is vacant by the
death of Hon. Felix GeoffrionypLiberal,
who sat” for the county for lR’irty-tvro
years, and whose majority in 1891 was 168.
The Liberal nominee will probably be C.
A. Geoffrion, a notable Montreal lawyer,
and if we mistake not, a brother of the
late representative for Vercheres. This
will be the last election in Vercheres as a
separate constituency, for under the re-
distribution Act it becomes,after the disso-
lution of the presen\e’g:lriament-, merged
with Chambly. The LiBerals have reason-
able hopes of winning.

1894 — The sum of $60,000 due from
Messrs. Gibson and Temple to the Do-
minion government for interest on the
$300,000 loan of 1887.

1895 — Hon. G: E. Foster, the treasurer
of the Dominion government, whose duty
it is to collect the $60,000 interest unpaid
by Messrs. Gibson and Temple, looking
for a constituency. Mr. Foster nominated
for York by Mr. Gibson, who earnestly
desires Mr. Foster’s election.

TUPPER IN THE SULKS.

A telegram from Ottawa, Wednesday,
announcing that Sir Hibbert Tupper,
Minister of Justice, had resigned from
the government because the Premier re-
fused dissolution, sent a cold shiver down
the back of every Tory in the country.
It appears that Tupper really was off two
days on strike, but he has been coaxed
back. The average Tory minister hesi-
tates long before giving up his $7,000 a
year. Probably Tupper wanted some-
thing he couldn’t get without sulking
and threatening resignation, and no
doubt he gained his point, for the totter-
ing Tory government are not in a position
just now to refuse anything their sup-
porters demand. And, besides, there is
Papa Tupper at $30,000 a year in London.
His goose might be cooked if Young
Charlie kicked entirely clear of Tory
traces; for family reasons, therefore, it
was better for the young Knight to get
back. Some day in the not very distant
future, the whole gang of Tory ministers
will be compelled to resign by the un-
mistakeable verdict of the Canadian peo-
ple, who, in the words of Cromwell in
dissolving the Long parliament, will ex-
claim: “ Get you gone and give way to
honester men.”

In the Dominion bye-election to
take place in Haldimand Ont., Hon.
Dr. Montague, the new Secretary of State,
will appeal for re-election. His majority
in 1891 against C.Wesley Colter, a former
York county resident, was only seventy-
eight. Haldimand has been gerrymand-
ered, converting it into a Tory hive, but
the new law does not apply to it until aft-
er the dissolution of the present parlia-
ment. The bye-election will therefore be
run in the constituency as it existed in
1891.

The Tory pressis making much of Hugh
John Macdonald’s flop-over oh the Mani-
toba question, but when it is“understood
that the son of the old chieftain is looking
for a judgship, it is not surprising that he
sees nothing but good in whatever action
the Dominion government may take.
Doubtless Mr. Temple is also'in full accord
with the government.

We publish today, as a supplement to
Tae Heravp, a full report of the speech
recently delivered at Sarnia by Sir Rich-
ard Cartwright, and from which we have
already made some extracts. The speech
will be particularly readable to York
county electors, as it deals with the financ-
ial fallacies of Mr. Foster.

SOUND ADVICE.

The Toronto Globe on the Remedial
Order.

What, the Government of Manitoba will
do with the remedial order remains to be
seen. Its tenor and language leave no
opening for compromise, and it seems al-
together likely that it will be rejected in
its entirety. A long step will then have
been made in the perilous journey upon
which the Government at Ottawa has set
out. The Dominion Parliament will then
be armed with jurisdiction to impose upon
Manitoba a law to which the overwhelm-
ing majority of its people, Conservative
and Liberal, are opposed. It will be wise
for Parliament, as Mr. Gladstone once
said, to “think once, think twice, think
thrice,” before so coercing a loyal and law
abiding community. Few in numbers
though they may be, they are amongst
the most energetic, enterprising and in-
telligent of the people of Canada. The
hope of the nation rests in-the develop-
ment of the great western region of which
Manitoba is a part. They have stood
manfully up for their own righte, but they
have never songht to impose their will
upon any other province. They pay
their fair share of the burdens of the
Dominion, they shirk none of the duties
or obligations as member of the confeder-
ation. They deserve better treatment at
our hands than to have the laws which
they have passed deliberately, and with
full knowledge of their own conditions,

| destroyed by a body to whom these con-

ditions are unknowon, acting witkout in-
quiry and without adequate considerat-
ion. Parliament may pass the law, com-
posed as it is of men who may never have
to face the people again. But in doing
so, it will be entering upon a coursefraught
with difficulty, if not with peril to the
confederation. It will be establishing a
bad precedent, the effects of which may
be suffered by others besides the people
of Manitoba.

We offer here no opinion upon the wis-
dom or justice of the law with which
Federal interference has now fairly begun.
We say that that question 'is for the
people of Manitoba, and that it is safer
and better in the long run to let them
make and repair their own errors. As-
suredly they are better judges of the case
than Premier Bowell, Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper, Mr. Ouimet and Sir Adolph Caron
and the parliament of Canada. The quest-
ion ought to be settled, not upon religious
grounds, but upon the broad ground of
provincial rights, a ground upon which
Liberal and Conservative, Catholic and
Protestant, French and English may
stand and work together for the unity
and prosperity of Canada. :

P. E. Island has a deficit of $20,164.

It is said that Gladstone may for a short
time again lead the Liberal party.

Premier Fielding of Nova Scotia, has
gone to Bermuda to benefit his health.

Percy Lear, the well known commerc-
ial traveller, has abtained a divorce from
his wife at Halifax.

Lady Tweedmouth is visiting her
daughter, the Countess of Aberdeen at
Rideau Hall, Ottawa.

All of the property of Ouida (Louisa de
la Ramee), the English authoress, has
been sold to pay her debts, and she is al-
most penniless.

John McKelvie, of Memramcook, in
endeavoring to cross the railway track
near his home Wednesday, was run over
by a train and instantly killed.

Hon. Wilfred Laurier is recovering from
an attack of pneumonia, and is now at his
home at Arthabaskaville recruiting for
the coming session of parliament.

The house of Phoenix Christenseen,
was burned at Minot, North Daketa,
Wednesday night, and five children, rang-
ing from three to fifteen years, perished
in the flames. e

John Bigelow, an actor, shot and killed
Amy Thrill, an actress, Wednesday, in
New York, and then turned the weapon,
a revolver of large calibre, to his own
‘head and blew out his brains. -2

There was a report current at Ottawa that
Lord Aberdeen has been recalled to take
the lord lieutenancy of Ireland, and that

his excellency’s household are already |

making preparations for an early de-
parture, but it is officially denied.

Timoteo Redriguez, one of the best
known bull-fighters in Mexico, met his
death in a bull-ring Sunday night. He
was trying to kill a ferocious bull, when
the animal got him down and gored him
to death.

At Quebec Mr. Laurier is credited with
the statement that if the government at-
tempte to gerrymander the Quebee dis-
trict, he and his friends will keep parlia-
ment sitting during the whole year, and,
if necessary, they will continue to hold
the fort until its legal time as a parlia-
ment expires.

Great consternation was caused at Nash-
ua, N. H., Tuesday, by the closing of the
Nashua Savings Bank by order of the
bank commissioners. The bank is o'g
of the oldest institutions of the kind in
the city. There were rearly $3,000,000
on deposit and much of this is the savings
of the working people.

A severe gale swept the south of Eng-
land—Sunday afternoon and evening.
Many houses were unroofed. In London
three persons were killed and three others
were injured severely by falling walls. A
race boat on the Thames was upset and
its two occupants were drowned. Many
isolated cases of death in the storm have
been reported from the provinces,

The report of the department of agri-
culture for the year 1894, contains a re-
port on the Tracadie lazaretto for lepers in
New Brunswick. There are twelve males
and nine females in the hospital, ten of
the patients being in the third or final
stage. The ages of the unfortunates run
from eight to eighty-one years. Only one
leper was admitted during the year.

Dr. Atkinson, M. P. P., for Carleton, left
on Monday for California and will locate
in the vicinity of Los Angelos: for the
benefit of his health. The members of
the local legislature used every effort to
procure him a pass on the C.P.R. and
failing in that they, irrespective of party,
made him up a purse of $150. He sold
out his good will at Bristol to Dr. Somer-
ville and if he returns will practice in
‘Woodstock.

Merrbers of the Church of England in
St. Jobn calling themselves Evangelical
Anglicans, met Tuesday night, Sir Leonard
Tilley in the chair, and organized an‘as-
sociation which has for its objects (1) To
maintain the reformation principles and
doctrinés of the Church of England; (2)
To preserve the simplicity of her public
worship and the purity of her teaching,
as derived from holy scriptures and set
forth in the litnrgy and articles of the
book of common prayer.

Public feeling is waxing very warm ov-
er the action of the Dominion Govern-
ment in ordering Manitoba to restore sep-
arate schools. In all the Winnipeg Pro-
testant pulpits Sunday the pastors preach-
ed strong sermons against any interference
with Manitob’as national school system.
The feeling of the people was evidenced
by liberal applanse which followed any
special reference made by the preachers.
The remedial order is now being discussed
in the legislature and will of course be re-
jected.

A horse owned by Rev. Dr. Hindley,
Congregationalist minister of Forest, Ont.,
was being led through the yard when a
piece of barbed wiré caught in the blank-
et which covered the horse. The fright-
ened animal broke away and dashed
through the streets, goaded by the cling-
ing wire. Coming down James street the
frenzied animal headed straight for the
G. N. W. Telegraph Company’s office;-and
went through the large plate glass window
of the office at a single bound, nearly
frightening the wits out of two young
lady clerks.

The affairs of the late Robert Connors,
the lumber operator of: St. Francis, are in
a somewhat involved conditi n’ as the
liabilities on the estate are understood to
amount to about $100,000. He left a
legacy of $1,200 for the completion of the
Presbyterian church at St. Francis and
several similar ones to servants and the
balance was @ivided among the deceased’s
brother and &o sisters. Applications will
be made to the courts to allow J. Fraser
Gregory, book-keeper of W. H. Murray,
executor of the will, to continue the lum-
ber operations.

PRINCIPAL GRANT’S VIEWS.

He Thinks the Government Did Wrong
In Interfering With Manitoba's Schools.

“What do you think of interference
with Manitoba ?” asked a &lobe reporter
of Rev. Principal Grant of Queen’s Uni-
versity, Kingston.

““I deeply regret that the government
should have taken the action which it has
in ordering Manitoba to re-enact the legis
lation with regard to schools, under which
the province was from 1870 to 1890. They
have taken an indefensible position. That
legislation had been proved to be'bad.
Remember that it was not a responsible
system like that of Ontario which Mani-
toba had then. I think that a modifica-
tion of the Ontario separate school system
would be adapted to Manitoba, and that if
left to itself Manitoba would adopt some-
thing of the kind. But to order Mani-
toba to re-enact a bad system will simply
unite every self-respecting Manitoban a-
gainst the Dominion Government, and,
unfortunately, it will make the people of
the province feel that they cannot expect
justice from the older provinces. They
were badgered long and badly enough a-
bout railway disallowance. They have
also long felt that the tariff was not in
their interest, but in the interest of the
manufacturers of Quebce and Ontario;
and now. to be told that they cannot man-
age the education of their own children,
and that people in Quebec and Ontario
will do that for them, is enough to fill up
the cup. Besides, it is an utterly absurd
principle that if a province has power to
legislate on a subject in 1870, it should not
have power to legislate for altered circum-
stances on the same subject in 1890. That
is a denial of self-government. Rememb-
er, I think the legislation of 1890 was un-
fair to the Roman Catholics of Manitoba,
in the same way, I think, that the legis-
lation of Ontario in, 1869, when it took a-
way from Queen’s the grant, on the faith
of which we had appointed professors for
life, was harsh and unfair, but did we
dream of appealing to other provinces to
coerce Ontario? No; and if the other
provinces bad tried to make Ontario con-

tinue the grant we would, as Ontarians, |

have resented their action. Every right
thinking man will be true to his own
province.”

“ What other questious will occupy the
attention of Parliament ?”

“ The tariff, of course, in the first place,
and the question of Newfoundland joining
our confederation, and other importaut
matters. It will be a most exciting ses-
sion, even if nothing should be done a-
bout the Curran bridge, the Tay Canal,the
Galops Channel, and other works for
which we are paying the price in the dim-
inution of our purchasing power, and in
the consequent enormons deficit with
which the year is likely to end. As long
as we borrowed money. or extracted it in-
geniously from the pockets of the people,
to make a few millionaires in Montreal

and Toronto, or to corrupt constituencies,

there seemed to be abundance; but that|

gort of thing cannot last. We shall have
to pay for it with many years of gcarcity.
I do not envy the next government of
Canada, whether it be Conservative, Re-
form’or vealition.”

VERY SUDDEN DEATH.

Of C. 8. Ingraham, a Well Known and
Popular Citizen of Fredericton.

The sudden death of C. Sidney Ingraham,
for many yearga prominent and popular
resident of Fredericton, will be heard with
sincere and heartfelt regret wherever the
deceased was known. Mr. Ingraham was
taken with a severe cold early last week
which confined him to him to his room at
the Queen hotel, but fatal results were not
feared until Thursday morning of thil week,
when he was suddenly taken very ill. Dr.
Coulthard was called and he found congest-
ion of thelungs developing very rapidly.
Everything possible was done to stay the
progress of the disease, but without avail,
and Thursday afternoon all hopes of the
patient’s recovery were abandoned. Mr.
Ingraham’s brother, Chas. B. Ingraham, of
Woodstock, and his sister, Mrs. Chas. A.
McKeen of the same town, arrived Thurs-
day evening, and were with the deceased in
his last moments. His suffering during
Thursday was very severe, and he was con-
scious only at intervals, but his passing
away was like falling into a gentle sleep.
Two hours before the dread messenger ar-
rived, Mr. Ingraham was able to recognize
his immediate friends, but could not speak
to them. He died at 9.20 the same evening.

Mr. Ingraham was a native of Bear Island,
parish of Queensbury in this county, and
‘was sixty-five yearsold. In his younger
days he taught school successfully in this
city; later he presided with firmness and
dignity over the civil court of the city, and
afterwards for several yerrs, he was the
trusted confidential clerk and bogk-keeper
with J. A. & W. Vanwart, barristers. Since
the dissolution of that firm and Judge Van-
wart’s appointment to the bench, Mr, In-
graham has been employed winding up the
Judge’s business in concert with A.R. Slipp.
For many years Mr. Ingraham, or the

‘Judge,” as he was familiarly called, was
a well known figure around the Queen
hotel where he board: 1, and with every in-
mate the from the proprietor and his
wife,to the humblest of the help, and among
his fellow boarders, he was held in the
highest esteem. Mr.and Mrs. Edwards es-
pecially, are very much prostrated by the
awfully sudden death of their old friend
and patron, and ever since the sad event
occurred, the flag at the Queen has floated
at half mast in respect to his memory.

Mr. Ingraham was a man of most kindly
instincts, an honest straightforward gentle-
man, warm in hisattachment to his friends,
and a bright, intelligent and genial com-
panion. To his parents and his other near
relatives, he proved faithful and generous in
a most practical way ; he had little thought
for himself, but was ever ready to do a
kindly act to others. He was never mar-
ried, but the attention he would have shared
with members of his own household, had
he possessed such, was measured out with
no unstinted hand to those nearest and
dearest to him.

The deceased was a member of the
Masonic order and a prominent and atten-
tive member of the Baptist church. It is
understood he carrizﬁ'c?insiderable life in-
surance — one policy in the Royal Arcanum
for $3,000 being payable to his brother,
George Ingraham, of Bear Island.

The funeral will take place from the
Queen hotel at 2.30 p.m. tomorrow, with
interment at Forest Hill cemetery ; services
by Rev.J. D. Freeman. The Freemasons
will walk in the procession as mourners
without regalia.

Rev. Canon Partridge who is coming to
Fredericton next month as Sub-dean of the
Cathedral, was honored by members of his
church at Halifax the other night. The
Herald's report says: ‘St. George’s hall
was well filled with members of St. George’s
benefit society and their guests, who as-
sembled to celebrate the tenth anniversary
of its existence.

CHAPTER I
IN THE BUNGALOW.

Tmve out of mind has Springside been
the chosen resort of retired Indian officers,
and of those civilians who, in the happy
days when the pagoda-tree was easier to
shake, and more productive inits drop-
pings than at present, were enabled, after
a comparatively short number of years
spent in the East, to return to England,
and settle down in comfort for the re-
mainder of their lives in-more than easy
circumstances.

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THE ARMENIAN OUTRAGES.

Sickening Details of Fiendish Brutality.

The London Daily Telegraph has a des-
patch telegraphed from Kars, thata depu-
tation of the survivors of the Sassoun
massacres have appeared before the Com-
mission cf Inquiry, and have narrated the
whole story of the butchery. They pre-
sented a written statement, of which the
‘Telegraph’ will print a copy. The state-
ment mentions that a cross and a bible
were flung at the feet of an Armenian
priest, who was ordered to trample upon
them. He refused, and, thereupon, the
Turkish soldiers gouged out his eyes and
flung him into a pit with others who were
dying. Of the three hundred persons who
were taken at the same time with the
priest only one,a merchant named Avaka,
escaped. He saved himself in an almost
miraculous manner. Another despatch
dated at Kars, gives the festimony of
Kurds who saw Turkish soldiers take chil-
dren by the feet and dash them against
stones. ‘A Turkish sergeant,” says the
despatch, bound an old Armenian head
downward to some branches, and.slowly
cut his throat with an axe. The same
Kurds saw the soldiers take pregnant wo-
men, offer bets on the sex of the children,
and then cut the women open. The
money was paid to the man who guessed
correctly. The ‘Telegraph’ says-that it
has received other details too horrible to
print.

THE FARMERS DECREASE.

During the tariff-for-revenue decade the
population of Canada increased over 17
per cent.; during the protection decade it
only increased 11 per cent. Instead of
bhaving a population of five and a half
millions in 1891, as it should have had, in
view of the great efforts made to encourage
immigration and in view of the hundreds
of millions spent upon public works dur-
ing that decade, the population was found
to be only 4,833,239. What was the effect
upon the farming population of Canada.
In 1881 there were 656,712 farmers in
Canada, while in 1891 there were only
649,506, even thougb the census-takers
were stimulated by a bonus of 15 cents
per farm to discover farms in 1891. In
1871 there were 476,922 farmers in the old
provinces of Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, and under a revenue
tariff these increased to 619,331 by 1881,
and fell off under the protection tariff to
583,054. The protection policy reduced
the growth of the home 'market and re-
- duced the numbers of the farmers, that is,
if we are to believe the census figures
wlich Mr. Johnson, the government stat-
istician, has so carefully prepared for the
purpose of booming protection, though
with such poor success.
