And yet human beings
are expected to make a living off
this wild and bleak country; yea,
and to pay rent into the bargain
In Kerry there are some very
rugged mountains, but betweén them
are a few small, green . valloys.
Connemara is one dreary, unbroken
stretch of moor, mountain, water
and You can go miles and
miles without seeing a tree or a
rmlch of really fertile land. What
ittle land there is has been made or
reclaimed by the tenants, at the cost
of what labor God alone knows
Aund yet, for all that, the people in
Connemara have not that utterly
wretched and poverty-stricken look
that characterizes some of the tem-
ants in Kerry. Between Galway
and Westport 1 saw none of that
distressing, painful begging which
made my heart ache and bleed all
the way from Baotry to Killarney.
