The Louvre, the Tuilleries and

extent to the Vatican, with its 
thirty magnificent halls, nine gal­
leries, grand chapels, twenty courts, 
eight state staircases, two hundred 
stairoases for ordinary use, several 
museums, the library, the archives 
and twelve thousands rooms. One 
single palace in Europe rivals the 
Vatican in grandeur, and few 
people know that that palace is in 
Portugal. It is the ooovent-palace 
of Marfa, one of the folliee of King 
John V., who waa a megalomaniac 

The Vatioao, taken as a whole, 
presents at first eight nothing regu­
lar or imposing. From that view­
point the Versailles palace is su­
perior to it. It was Celestine III 
who commenced the Vatican, and 
almost all the Popes since his time 
have ad(ied to it a building or some 
interior decoration. Each one left 
his matk. The frit was made by 
Leo. XIII. who li-iishtd the B-rg' 
apartments. On ententering tb<
Vatican the visitor becomes be. 
wildered by its splendors, and ae 
he advances he is puzzled by the 
obscurity in the order of the laby­
rinth. He is astonished at the ap­
parent irregularity of construction 
at that absence of harmony in the 
palace of a religion in which all h- 
unity, hierarchy and harmony. I 
presents, so to speak, the republic 
in architecture but a close study of 
the curious ensemble of build 
togs throws a clear light upen 
the chaos of Centuries ami 
the intelligence. All the greet 
artists of he Renaissance hate 
adorned the Vatican with their 
masterpieces while the museums 
were filing with the works of 
antique art. The moat oonspiouore 
are found in the Raphael galleries, 
the frescoes of Michelangelo, the 
antique frescoes and mosaics, the 
museum Pio Clementine, whore Wt 
see the Laoooon, the Appollo Belve­
dere, the Mercury, the Antinou., 
the Perseus, the Wrestlers and the 
Meleager. In regard to the last 
named there is an ^amusing little 
little story. When the Caar Nieh< - 
las I. visited the museum of the 
Vatican he was accompanied by 
Baron Visconti, whose erudition at 
last began to plague him.

Hon. W. S. Fielding. Minister 
of Finance in the Laurier Gov­

ernment arrived here from Pic- 
tou about ten o’clock on Monday 
evening, after a very rough pas­
sage. Certainly the Finance 
Ministers visit to our Province 
was coincident with cold weather 
and if all reports be true the 
weather was no more chilling' in 
its blasts than the Minister’s 
attitude towards the proposals 
laid before him for the removal 
of certain public grievances. 
Yesterday, the Minister was wait- 
ed on in the old Legislative 
Council Room, and tendered a 
cordial welcome to our city and 
Province. After the usual for­
malities, reprentatives of the 
Board of Trade, the City Council 
and the Federal and Provincial 
Parliaments placed before him 
strong resolutions previously 
passed relating to a new Railway 
Station ; the extension of the 
railway along our water front 
and an improvement in our tele- 
g aphic service. These resolu­
tions were backed up by urgent 
an 1 strong addresses on the part 
of the delegations present. In 
his reply the Finance Minister 
was very sympathie ; bnt terribly 
non committal. We can convey 
to our readers no better 
account of the Minister’s attitude 
towards these much needed pub 
lie improvements than that given 
in the editorial columns of the 
Guardian of this day’s date. 
Under the captain of “A Chilly 
Interview," our esteemed morn 
ing contemporary, among other 
things- has the following : The 
interview with Hon. Mr. Fielding 
in the Council Chamber yester 
day morning by the Board of 
Trade and prominent citizens 
was cordial enough as far as the 
preliminary greetings were con 
earned, but as to the reception 
accorded our urgent and reason 
able requests, it was as chilling 
a» the zero weather and the stiff 
December northwester howling 
outside.

Captain Charles A. Talbot, British

A Significant Consistory.

Allocntien on our Holy Father, Pius I, by 
Divine Providence Pope, at the Consis­

tory held on Hoy. 9,1913.

(Translation of New York Freeman’s 
Journal.)

It is strange, then, to find so many 
influenced by the passion for novelty 
so characteristic of our time, specu­
lating as to what will be the tenor of 
our Pontificate. As if there were 
any food for inquiry, and it were not 
plain that the way we intended to 
follow, and the only one possible for 
us, is that followed hitherto by our 
predecessors. We hsve already de­
clared that our aim shall be, to re­
store all things in Christ, and since 
Christ is the Truth, our first duly 
will be to illustrate and proclaim 
the truth. Hence, it will be our 
care that the word of Jesus Christ, 
simple, clear and efficacious, shsll 
ever flow from our lips and be 
deeply impressed on men’s 
minds to be sedulously kept. The 
keeping of His word He Himself 
has prescribed as the surest means 
of knowing the truth : “ If you con­
tinue in my word, you shall be my 
first disciples indeed, and you shall 
know the truth and the truth shall 
make you free.”—(John vii., 31, 
32.)

Venerable Brothers,—Speaking to 
you to day for the first time from 
this place we are impelled to refer to 
onr conduct recently in endeavoring 
by our en.r >t.ties to be allowed to de­
cline the supreme dignity of the 
Apostolate which your suffrages have 
conferred upon us. For we would 
not have you think that it was 
prompted for want of respect for the 
expression of your will and for the 
very honorable judgment you formed 
of us, or by unwillingness on our 
part to work in a more enlarged 
capacity for the Church to which 
our whole life and energy are given, 
Bat knowing intimately our own 
lack of force and slender abilities, 
and bearing in mind at the same 
time all that is justly expected of the 
Roman Pontiff, who will wonder that 
we should have considered ourself 
to be plainly unequal to such a great 
burden. To have the precepts of 
the Gospel commonly observed, and 
the evangelical counsel duly guard, 
ed ; to defend and maintain the 
rights of the Church, to give judg­
ment on the many important ques­
tions connected with domestic life» 
the training of youth, the principles 
regulating jurisprudence and prop 
arty ; to settle the disturbed oondi 
tiona of society according to Chris­
tian equity—in short by purging the 
earth to prepare oitisens for heaven 
—to perform worthily for these and 
the like offices appertaining to the 
Apostolic office seemed, we repeat, 
to be beyond our powers. More­
over, as we have recently stated 
our Encyclical Letter, the place was 
to be fi led of a Pontiff whose zeal in 
increasing religion and promoting 
in a great variety of ways the prao 
lice of piety, whose wisdom in dis 
polling the errors of our times and 
awakening men to a full sense 
Christian doctrine and life both in 
public and in private, whose solici­
tude in raising the fortunes of the 
lowly and the indigent, and in pro­
viding suitable remedies for the 
drawbacks which effect society, have 
been so brilliant as to win for him 
the admiration and the eternal favor 
of the human race. Who would not 
be alarmed at the thought of under 
taking a heritage of such magnitude 
and excellence ? We were oeartainly 
alarmed and greatly, when we re- 
flacted on our own slender capacity.

In the task of preserving the law 
of truth and Christianity, it will be 
necessary for ns to treat and pro­
claim just conceptions of great issues, 
whether derived from nature or 
divinely handed down, which aie 
now obeenred and erased every­
where ; to strengthen the founda­
tion of discipline, authority^ justice 
and equity, now undermined ; to 
direct all and several, not only those 
who obey, but those who command, 
as being all children of the same 
Father, to righteousness in public 
and private life and in social and 
political movements.

True, we are aware that some will 
be found to take umbrage when we 
say that it behooves us to concern 
ourself with political affairs also. 
But every impartial jadg#nust re­
cognize that the Pontiff cannot sep­
arate the treatment of political mat­
ters from his office as teacher of faith 
and morals. Moreover, since he is 
the head and ruler of a perfect so­
ciety such as the Church Is, made
