A Nover War Vessen.—The Board of
Admuralty bas received from Henry Culdwel)
Cwho, it 18 singular to state, has been for
many years engaged in agricultural pursuits)
the plun of an improved steam vessel which
he bas patented, after obtaining the opinion
of several eminent naval architects, who con-
sider that it possesses many excellent featu-
res, The chiefpoints dwelt upon by the
patentee are, that his vessel, fitted with a
serew and paddle wheels, would be 80 con
structed that no shot eould penetrate, and
the men working the guns would be secure
from the enemy’s fire. The sides of the ship
are merely a large number of bulsheads with
pariitions crossing from sde to side, and any
shot coming in the linve of the vessel passes
between them. but ou stiiking above it pusses
over, aod eilber case without doing auy

njury. Toe partitions have hatchways, and
are all earried down to the keel, excepiing
the engive room, and space for the paddle
wheels, which ave placed amidships and work
on each side of the keel, 1 perfect sccuity
fiom an enemy’s fire. The gunlock is pa-t-
Iy covered, and has slopin;s balwarks for shot
to pass over, and atsuituble distunces are cor

rugations for the guns, these being eovercd
across the ship from side to side with iron-
plated partitions to protect the men in cas:
ot a eliell faling on the vessel. The embra

sures bave a shatter, which is raised in the
corrogavon for firing the guu, anl which
closes on the gun being fired. Itis so cou-
trived that should an en2my fire a shot into
the embrasure it is sent adrift without doing
any harim. - The muzzle of the gun when run |
outto fire is the only availabie mark ; at all

other times it is utterly impossible for the

shot or shell of auy ciemy to peunctrate, the
men and guns being in a place of safety with
all they nced.  Foldinyg iren doors are placed
in all the paititions duwn the centre of the
ship for ingress and egress to the open deck.

and second, twenty, 1o be forwarded to Rev.
Juo. McMabon. 1 sent him the first remit-
tance, and the second I gave to the Sisters
of charity to help ihem in supplying him with
provisions. Since Rev. Mr, McMshon was
loeated in the old jail aud access to bim was
permitted, those good Sisters sent every day
cooked provisions and other comforts to hun,
In fact, for the last six mounths he ‘and his
two companions in the same ward were well
supplied with comfortable tood hy these good

isters, and now they ate supplying maiy of
the prisonors with flavnel shirts, which hey
very much need in this climate.

“Itis sad to think that those unfortunate
men are 80 utterly abandoned by their former
frieuds, it they had suy. ‘It is \rue, that relief
ceming offficially from the Feoian' Brother-
hood ‘would ouly compromise these men and
the-parties who carned the relief ; but private
frieuds waght do sowething.

*‘We do not judge those men yow, we only
~their—wants and miscries; and the
officials of she jail kiidly pzss to the
rigoners elothing and provisions. Futher
cMubon expressed himselt very grateful
ﬁ:’rm{our help,  All the prisoners enjoy
g health.
