To the Bulletin Tuesday Aider- 
man Twiggs gave an interesting sketch 
of the development of the Bristol 
docks and also told his impressions of 
Canada and .his people.

Reason of Trip.
The reason of his visit to Canaiia is 

largely because of the sefcction of the 
Bristol docks as the English terminus 
of the Canadian Northern Royal Line 
of steamships. The committee of the 
municipal council who have control of 
the docks asked him to represent them 
on the initial trip of the C.N. steam­
ship Royal Edward and take a trip 
over Canada on their behalf. He is 
also looking into the possibilities for 
commercial development between his 
home port and Canada.

"There is a sentimental reason for 
this, as well as a purely business 
one.” said the alderman to the Bulle­
tin. “for it was from Bristol 400 years 
ago that Cabot sailed on his voyage 
of discovery of the North American 
continent.

Now Big Trade.
“Bristol is already an important 

point for the freight steamers of the 
C.P.R. and the Dominion Steamship 
Company, but the C.N.R. Royal Line 
is the first to utilize the port for trans- 
Atlantie passenger business.”

The government yacht Lafleur, 
bound tor Winnipeg, dropped its moor­
ings at Walters’ mills Tuesday 
and started on its two thousand mile 
survey of the channel of the Saskatch­
ewan. The departure of the forty-foot 
stern-wheeler from the Strathcona side 
of the river was made quietly, with­
out the tooting of a whistle, but the 
voyage of the Lafleur, which will con­
tinue throughout the summer, may 
mark the beginning of an epoch in 
the history of the prairie provinces. Its 
mission is to convey to Winnipeg the 
engineers who will take the soundings 
and make all other observations ante­
cedent to the commencement of the 
actual work of opening up to the fleets 
of commerce, one of the great water­
ways of the world.

Z. Malhoit in Charge.
Z. Malhoit, resident engineer of the 

Dominion government at Calgary, is 
in charge of the work and with his 
assistant, J. Tippet, he embarked! in 
the yacht Tuesday. Soundings 
were commenced immediately. The 
first stretch of the river bed to be 
explored will be that up stream from 
Edmonton for a distance of about 140 
miles to Goose embankment, where a 
gvemment pile dame is being built 
across a channel of the river between 
an island1 and the mainland as a stor­
age boom. The trip to Goose embank­
ment will take about three days. The 
Lafleur will return immediately and 
continue past Edmonton on its way 
to Prince Albert.

First to Make Trip.
The distance by water Mom Edmon­

ton to Winnipeg is estimated' at 1,800 
miles. The Lafleur, so-called after the 
chief o 1 the engineering staff of the 
Dominion government, will be the 
first boat to make the trip from one 
city right through to the other. Some 
years ago a steamboat went through 
from Prince Albert to Winnipeg, but 
the I.aflepr will be the first from Ed­
monton.

Was Built Here.
The hull <xf the Lafleur was built 

last 1<J1 in Walter’s ship yards. The 
installation of the machinery was 
completed but a few days ago. The 
yacht is forty feet in length and has 
a beam of eight feet six inches, draw­
ing eighteen- inches of water. The 
motiv epower is supplied by a thirty 
horse-power oil engine, of the inter­
nal com-pustiible type. The yacht is 
unique in this respect, being the only 
boat in Western Canada relying on 
oil for its propelling power. In still 
water the Lafleur can make twelve or 
fifteen miles am hour. It is not an 
ornamental craft, -but looks, as it is 
designed, built for work- A. Soren­
sen, of the Mietz & Weiss Engine 
Company, of New York, has ciharge’of 
the engines of the boat-

A local man. will act as pilot as far 
as Prince Albert, and from this point 
on the piloting will 'be done by an 
Indian from St. Paul1, who knows 
the river well.

Snag boats, for the removal of ob­
stacles from the river bel, are being 
built at Prince Albert. Dredges are 
to ibe constructed shortly. The first 
dredging will be done in the Edmon­
ton district.

The swiftness of the current of the 
Saskatchewan, which proves at pre­
sent a serious obstacle to navigation, 
is to be overcome by the construc­
tion of a number of dams. These dams 
will change the rushing river into a 
gently flowing stream and will ensure 
a depth of ten or twelve feet of water 
at all times during the navigation 
season. It has been calcuated that 
power enough can be developed from 
the river dams to light the canals 
and the surrounding district.

There are 'between Winnipeg and 
Prince Albert about fifty rapid-s. The 
most formidable of these are the 
Grand Rapids, the last of the series, 
seven miles in length, and) having a 
drop of 180 feet in that distance,

SURVEYING WATER ROUTE.
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BRITAIN’S HAND IN EGYPT

Col. Roosevelt Speaks on Egyptian 
Question.

London, May 31.—Colonel Roose­
velt met with an enthusiastic recep­
tion at the Guild Hall today, when he 
received the freedom of the city. In 
acknowledging -the honor he spoke ex­
clusively of the British administra­
tion in the four protectorates in 
Africa. Respecting East Africa,
Uganada and the Soudan, he had the 
highest praise for British policy, off, 
rials and their work. Regarding 
the administration of the Canadian,
Colonel Girouàrd, Mr. Roosevelt said 
he Was a man admirably fitted to deal 
firmly end wisely with the many pro­
blème before him. He is cm the 
ground, knows the need' of the coun­
try ,ond is zealously devoted to its 
interests, so all that is necessary is to 
follow his lead and give him cordial 
support and backing.

Egypt a Grave Menace.
The Ex-President had grave words 

to utter about Egypt, where the pre­
sent condition of affairs is a grave 
menace both to the British Empire 
and civilization. Britain had pro­
bably given Egypt the best govern­
ment it had ever had, combining jus­
tice with mercy and! with a total ab­
sence of corruption or brutality in 
administration. She had made the 
error of doing too much and1 mot too 
little in the interests of the Egyp­
tians. It is well to remember, he 
said, that in such, situations as Bri­
tain’s in Egypt, weakness, timidity 
and sentimentality might cause more 
far-reaching harm than violence and 
injustice. When a people treat an 
assassination as the comer stone oi 
self-government it forfeit® all right 
to be treated as worthy of self-govern­
ment. ,

“You are in Egypt for several pur 
poses. Among them one of the great 
est is the benefit of the Egyptian peo 
pie. You saved them from ruin by- 
coming in. At the preesnt moment 
if they are not governed' from the out 
•side they will again sink into a wel­
ter of chaos. Some nation must 
govern Egypt. I hope and believe 

i you will decide it is your dhty to be 
• that nation.'’

ominous showers of sparks beneath 
volumes of black, rolling smoke, which 
attracted spectators from every sec­
tion of the city.

All that remains today of two oi the 
largest implement buildings in the 
northwest are smouldering heaps oi 
black ruins and piles of jumbled 
brick and twisted iron. Every build­
ing in the square, and several others 
hundreds of feet away from the main 
are, show damage from the intense 
heat and frequent showers of sparas 
which drove every inhabitant of the 
block to points of safety. The loss, 
estimated by Robert R. Frey, manager 
of the Rock Island Plow company, 
will run for buildings and contents in 
excess of half a million dollars, of 
which amount A large portion is known 
to be covered by insurance.

The three implement firms are com 
pletely wiped' out. Mr. Frey says the 
loss of his company will approximate 
$200,000 for stock alone, as the build­
ing is owned by A. W. Wright, Sagin­
aw, Mich. So far as could be learned, 
Chris Madison, 2718 Harriet avenue, 
who was occupying a room on the 
top floor of the Sixth avenue hotel 
was the only person injured. He fail, 
ed to esepae when he was first warned 
by the police, who went through every 
lodging house in thé neighborhood anil 
awakened the guests and when part oi 
the roof fell on him he was very badly- 
burned about the body. He probably 
will die.

The Sixth avenue hotel, a landmark 
on Sixth and Washington avenues, 
sustained the loss of the roof and top 
storey. The 'Frisco hotel, a three-storey 
frame structure on Seventh avenue 
and Washington and separated only by 
a narrow alley from the blazing Wat­
erbury building, also sustained blist­
ering damage from the intense heat 
and successive blaze of flame which 
followed the falling of each wall. Los­
ses were also suffered by the North 
wêât Thresher company, occupying the 
three storey brick building at 613 
Washington avenue, and by Reeves 
and company, a one-storey stone struc­
ture, 609-11 Washington avenue.

THE BRIDGE QUESTION.
It is very unfortunate that the S1Ï5, 

00l> provincial grant promised toward 
the cost of the high-level bridge, was 
rot included' in the estimates present­
ed to the Legislature before adjourn­
ment in the middle of March. I he 
vote might have been proposed last 
Thursday as a measure of pressing im­
portance, though the already anno rac­
ed retirement of the ministers per­
haps made it improper for them to 
then propose it. No private member 
ca , of course, bring in a mot-on to 
pass a money vote. But the rejue-st 
lor the grant was made and acceded 
to long before the House adjourned in 
March, and the item might have been 
included among those then presented 
to the Legislature. It may not, of 
course have been represented to the 
ministers that there was urgency i^i 
the matter, and this may explain why 
it was omitted from the list, though it 
seems scarcely probable the civic au­
thorities would neglect to remind them 
of the importance of enabling work to 
go on this summer. Be that as it 
may, the item was not included, and 
the company are now making the delay 
in the provincial grant the reason or 
excuse for their delay in beginning 
work on the bridge. It is in every 
way regrettable that the work should 
be delayed. The bargain having been 
accepted, the sooner it is fulfilled the 
Better. The adverse terms will ba 
quite as adverse a year hence as they 
are today, and the sooner the advant­
ages are received the "more the advant­
age will be. It will be recalled that 
one of the advantages most empha­
sised when the agreement was before 
the ratepayers last fall was that if 
it were accepted the company would 
begin work at once, and would through 
the winter and this summer be paying 
out a large amount of money weekly 
to workmen on the bridge. The chanc. 
seemed to offer to secure a large de­
mand for labor. It was represented as 
an absolute certainty that if the 
agreement carried this demand would 
be made,, and there can be no manner 
of doubt that the hope of creating this 
labor market was the hope which 
discounted the undesirable terms of 
t}ie agreement in the public mind and 
led to *its acceptance. The promise 
has not, however, been made good. 
Aside from testing the ground for 
foundation work the company have 
done nothing toward the enterprise 
It was announced soon after the vote 
that .they would not begin until as­
sured of the money promised by the 
dominion and the Province. Then the 
Dominion item was dropped from ttie 
assigned reason, for the delay, and 
now the only cause is declared to be 
the lack of the Provincial grant having 
passed the House. Wherever the blame 
lies the unfortunate fact is that the 
work is not going on, as the company 
say it would be going on if the money 
had been voted. It is quite probable 
that this is only an excuse offered 
by the company for delaying work un­
til the erection of the bridge is neces 
sary from their own point of view 
But had the vote been made, they 
would have been short that particular 
excuse, and would have been forced 
one step nearer the candid declaration 
that they would begin work when they 
got ready.

They admit that against the nation 
which lowers its tariff the nation with 
a high tariff is at a disadvantage in 
foreign trade, and that it must either 
cut down the tariff or drop behind in 
the race.

Let two countries get together 
and decide to trade with each other on 
a basis of lower tariff, and immedi­
ately their neighbors begin to clamor 
for the privilege of trading with them 
on the same terms. And the more 
the countries which reduce their tar­
iffs the more the hopelessness of pro­
tectionist countries impounding and 
regulating the commerce of the world 
by an artificial system of trade restric­
tion. Free trade advocates have long 
been told that it is foolish for one 
country to maintain free trade while 
its neighbors maintain high tariff. 
Those who have been saying this the 
loudest are now declaring by action 
that it is foolish for one country to 
maintain high tariff when its neighbor 
by a reduction of tariff secures easier 
access to a market both desire. Tariff" 
reduction is declared by protectionist 
France, protectionist Germany, pro­
tectionist United States to be the 
means of extending trade abroad, and 
by their undertakings with us they 
also declare the end to be worth the 
means. The nations of the world are 
travellings toward lower tariffs and 
freer trade and the more of them 
take this road the more must take it.

$532,992,100 !!
That’s the Value of Farm Prod­

ucts for Canadal909—
Isn’t It Great ?

OTTAWA, ONT.—An increase of $100.- 
000,000 in the value of Canadian crops is 
shown in the final estimates of the 1909 
production just issued by the Dominion 
Census Department. An area of 30,065,556 
acres of field crops has yielded a harvest 
which computed at local market prices, has 
a value of $532,992,100, as compared with 
$432,534,000 from 27,505,663 acres last year.

Canada’s principle grain crops are wheat, 
oats and barley. This year they aggregate in 
area 18,617,000 acres, and in value $263,710,- 
000, against 16,297,100 acres and $209,070,000 
in 1908. Hay and clover from 8,210,000.acrcs 
have a value of $132,287,700, against8,210,900 
acres and $121,884,000 in 1908.

Rye, peas, buckwheat, mixed grains and 
flax, grown on 1,487,311 acres have a value 
of $26,707,000, as compared with 1,525,700 
acres and $23,044,000 in 1908.

The total value of wheat harvested in the 
Northwest provinces is$121,560,000 and in the 
rest of the Dominion $19,760,000, ascompared 
with $72,424,000 and $18,804,000 last year.

It is a showing that every citizen is proud 
of, whether he had a hand in the production 
or not. The most gratifying story told by 
these figures is that they represent a gain 
over the previous year of $100,000,000.

We are going ahead—going ahead rapidly.

It was fait 
md reasonable as we thought that 
be province of Manitoba should be 
pven for that -purpose, for the civil 
idministration of -that territory added 
o its present territory, fair compensa- 
-ion. We were not prepared to say 
•vhat should be the amount of that 
•ompensation, but the resolution went 
m to say upon this point that the com­
pensation should be determined as fol- 
ows :
“That whereas notwithstanding the 

:xtension of territory above described 
‘he ungranted lands of the Crown in 
'.ne territory to be added to the said 
province will still continue to be ad- 
ninistered by the government of Can- 
.da for the purposes of the Dominion ; 
ind the said province will not have 
the public land as a source of revenue.

It is just and equitable to recognize 
he increased cost of civil government 
with such an extension of territory 
will occasion to the province, and in 
view of the premises, to make to the 
laid province an increased allowance 
by money payment, the amount oi 
which should be the subject of negotia­
tion between the government of Can­
ada and the government of Manitoba."

This resolution therefore affirms one 
thing, that for the civil administra­
tion of the new territory which was 
to be given to the province of Mani­
toba as an extension of Manitoba, 
and as the public lands in its terri­
tories did not belong to the province 
but to the Dominion, we should give 
it a money compensation and that 
this be determined as a principle 
that amount should be determined by 
negotiation between the two govern­
ments, that is to say the gavernment 
of the Dominion and the government 
or Manitoba.

I have only this to observe to mj 
hon. friend on this report: It is cus­
tomary—and everybody will agree 
that there is no necessity ior defend­
ing the practice—when a conference 
has taken place between two parties 
that a common report should be made 
so that, if there is a difference o! 
opinion, that difference of opinion can 
be settled then and there, and, if i1 
is not possible to agree upon an iden­
tical statement, each party^can state 
its own version. I never heard of th* 
report being made by Messrs. Rogers 
and Campbell until I saw it in print. 
Perhaps I shall not surprise my hon. 
iriend if I state that Messrs. Rogers 
ana Campbell had told us at the end 
of the conference that as we had not 
agreed, each should prepare a report 
tor our respective governments, 1 
would have agreed to that. WTe might, 
or we might not have agreed upon the 
report; we might or we might not have 
differed upon the facts; but, at al! 
events, I think it would have been 
only fair, since Messrs. Rogers and 
Campbell intended to make a report 
that they should ask us whether we 
thought it was advisable to make a 
report of not. In the report made by 
Messrs. Rogers and Campbell to their 
government, it was stated that I had 
offered, as compensation to the gov­
ernment of Manitoba, for adminis­
tering justice and th» civil require 
ments of that community, the sum 
oi $10,000. When my attention was 
drawn to this I refused to discuss thi 
statement; I refused to take it seri­
ously. Whatever may be the opinion 
of my views held by hon. members 
ou the other side, or by hon. members 
on this side, I think that all will give 
me credit for some common sense—I 
should expect that at all events. 
Messrs. Rogers and Campbell state 
ii the report, as read by my hon.

Uberta.

You further say that you cannot 
ak*‘ any action until an agreement >s 

reached between the government of 
Janata and the government of Mani- 
oba. In this you surely are misquot­
'd; because you cannot be unaware

if territory shall not take effect until 
inch terms and conditions have been 
îpproved by the legislature of Mani­
toba.

From this, therefore, yon will please, 
note that special provision has been 
made by the province of Manitoba, 
■nabling the parliament of Canada to 
enlarge the boundaries upon any 
terms and conditions that in there 
wisdom may appear just and proper; 
with the proviso that it shall not go 
nto effect until it has been approved 
by the legislature of Manitoba. There­
fore, you will see that you are at lib- 
iriy to pass any Bill with any terms 
md conditions that you choose, and 
then. it will be for the legislature of 
thi.* province to decide whether it will 
be accepted or otherwise.

If you are correctly reported, I 
would suggest that you correct the 
statement: because I presume 'he 
members from the other provinces 
who have not studied the question are 
not familiar with the statute (chapter 
12. Consolidated Statutes of Manitoba) 
which provides for parliament to make 
any extension of boundaries upon any 
terms and conditions they choose, 
subject to the approval of the legis­
lature of the province.

I think it well that the law and the 
facts should be placed fairly before 
parliament, and then there can be no 
ground for complaint from any of the 
parties to the negotiations.

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My reply to this lettfer was as fol­
lows :

Ottawa, 30th November, ,1909. 
Dear Mr. Roblin,—I have the honor 

to acknowledge the receipt of your 
letter of the 19th instant.

I am surprised that - you should 
think that the answer which I gave 
to the inquiry of Doctor Roche was 
not correctly transmitted in the press 
despatches. The report was finite 
accurate and indeed the existing con­
ditions of things did not admit of any 
other answer.

You assert that we have sufficient 
authority to legislate jn chapter 12 ot 
the revised statutes of Manitoba, 
wherein it is enacftiÜ that the legisla­
ture of Manitoba agree and consents 
that the bounds of the province may 
be increased and enlarged tq such an 
extent as shall be enacted by the par­
liament of Canada, and on such 
terms and conditions as to the effect, 
of such increase of territory with re­
gard to an increase of subsidy grant­
ed to the said prongnce and with re­
gard tq other piiryqses and subjects, 
as may be proyided,.hy the said par­
liament of Canada™

The authority'Wmild have been quite 
sufficient ior immediate action to be 
taken, if your statute had stopped 
there, but the enactment is mullified 
by the provision which immediately 
follows that such increase of territory 
shall not take effect until terms and 
conditions have been approved by the 
legislature of Manitoba.

In other words, y<ou tell us that we 
may ask parliament to legislate, but 
you reserve to yourself the right to 
object to such legislation.

I have only to observe that the 
above mentioned statute does not give 
us any power to deal with the ques­
tion that we had not before, and that 
does not by a single Step advance 
the solution.

I have further to observe that it can­
not be seriously contemplated to ask 
parliament to enact legislation which 
would not be final, and which mignt 
be thrown aside as unsatisfactory by 
til*3 province of Manitoba.

Everybody who will dispassionately 
review the situation must agree that, 
as I stated in answer to -the inquiry 
of Doctor Roche, we are not in a posi 
tion to act until the Dominion gov 
ernment and the provincial govern­
ment have come to an understanding.

In one respect your letter is quite 
satisfactory. You therein assert that 
ou conference with Messrs. Rogers 
and Campbell, ‘they agreed to the 
boundary extensions as proposed by 
us. My colleagues and I had not un­
derstood that they had so asserted 
We âre glad to learn that such indeed 
wa* their intention.

Dear Mr. Ro-blin,—-In reply to yours 
of the 9th instant, I have only to ob­
serve th,at I persist in believing that 
the report that we offered at a confer­
ence with Messrs. Rogers and Camp­
bell $10,000 for the financial terms to 
be granted to Manitoba, cannot be tak­
en aeriouüy.

You will pardon me if I will not take 
part in a discussion of the inference 
which you desire to be drawn from the 
fact that Senator Jaffray was in my 
office when Mr. Rogers and Mr. Camp­
bell came to the conference and was 
still there after the conference was ov­
er. The suggestion that there was a 
breach of confidence somewhere is one 
which might be averted between honor­
able men and, moreover, if inference is 
tb be drawn, it might be placed on oth­
er shoulders, for if you look at the 
newspapers at the same date as the 
‘‘Globe’ you will find that the item was 
in most of the eastern papers.

You suggest that we bring in a resolu­
tion in the House of. Commons fixing 
mch financial terms as to us may seem 
advisable, leaving them to be after­
wards accepted or rejected by the leg- 
slature of Manitoba. The same sugges­

tion was made by you in your previous 
'ommunication. I still believe that in 
uy answer 1 conclusively showed that 
•uch a course would be’ubwise and im­
practicable.

I have- only to add that we are 
ready to reopen negotiations, with the 
full assurance on our part that we are 
anxious to meet Manitoba in a fair and 
generous spirit.

The House is now in possession of all 
the facts. I shall resume them in a 
few words. In 1968 this House passed 
a resolution fixing the western boun­
dary, the northern boundary, and the 
eastern, boundary of Manitoba. By so 
doing we had to deal with the respective 
pretensions of Ontario on one side and 
Saskatchewan on the other side. The 
pretensions of the province» of Saskat­
chewan we ignored altogether, we conld 
not accept them. The pretensions of 
Ontario we ignored in part, but we had 
to take action and we believe that the 
boundaries which we proposed were fair 
to Manitoba, fair to Saskatchewan and 
fair to Ontario, and I am glad to say 
that at the present time the province 
of Manitoba at all events thinks them 
fair and is disposed to accept them.

Then there was the consideration of 
the financial terms to be granted to 
Manitoba. I was impressed a moment 
ago by the statement made by my hon. 
friend that the province of Manitoba 
came here asking simply for justice, 
I am disposed to treat Manitoba in no 
other spirit. Manitoba has a fair 
claim to make, and we are disposed to 
meet that claim. The question is what 
is fair in this matter. We disputed 
first of all with Manitoba as to the 
extent of the claim which she present­
ed, and which she wanted to have ac­
cepted. Now, J believe that my hon. 
friend himself ..who has presented this 
motion to the House must agree, must 
admit that the claim put forward by 
the province of Manitoba with regard 
to territory, when she wanted to in­
fringe upon the territory of Saskatche­
wan, was not fair. I. think he will ag­
ree also that when the claim of the 
province of Manitoba went so far as to 
seek to have its eastern boundary in the 
vicinity of the head of Lake Superior, 
tbÊt too was not fair. But we deter­
mined to do the best that could be done 
fot the province of Manitoba, and I 
think on the whole we can invite the 
judgment of friend or foe that the ter­
ritory which w© offered to Manitoba 
was as much as we could do for her.

tion. The terme c> the resolution that 
we have before us are that there should 
be a negotiation between Manitoba and 
tiie Dominion govemmnet. We had a
preliminary negotiation, but we did 
not agree. Then, I invited a new ne­
gotiation with the government of Mani­
toba. The government of Manitoba 
said to us : Pass a resolution ; we will 
accept it or reject it. Now, I place 
myself in the judgment of every man in 
this House, whether he sits on that 
side, or on this side, is it not more 
reasonable, before we pass a resolution 
of this kind, that we should follow the 
policy of the resolution passed in 1908, 
and have another conference with the 
government of Manitoba to see whether 
we can or can not agree? We had a 
conference in 1909 which lasted two 
days. On the first day, I am glad to 
sav that we discussed the boundaries <f 
Manitoba and the boundaries were ac­
cepted. That much was accomplished. 
But upon the second day we did not ag­
ree. Is it not possible that upon an­
other conference we can agree? Is it 
not more reasonable that we should 
have a conference and try to agree than 
to ask parliament to pass a resolution, 
which may be rejected by the legisla­
ture of Manitoba? Suppose we say 
that we offer $100,000, and euppoee the 
legislature of Manitoba say: We do 
not accept it, but we reject it. Then
Sir, it seems that it is not in con­
formity with the dignity of this parlia­
ment, it is not good business either that 
we should ask parliament to agree to 
certain terms unless we have before­
hand the satisfaction, of knowing, a 
perfect knowledge, that what we offer 
is satisfactory to Manitoba. I ask my 
hon. friend: Does he not believe that 
his friends would have been better ad­
vised if they had acted upon the sug­
gestion of my letter of the 21st Decem­
ber, in which I said to Mr. Roblin; 
Come again, let us have another con­
ference and try to come to an under­
standing rather than try to force this 
parliament to pass a resolution suggest­
ing that the federal parliament should 
contribute any amount, let it be $50,- 
000, $100,600, $150,000 or $200,000 with­
out knowing whether or not such a re- 
soution would be accepted ? I think, 
Mr. Speaker, that we are in a strong 
position when we say that we are ready 
to confer with Manitoba, that we are 
ready to discuss with them and see what 
we shall give to them and upon what 
we can agree. Now, my hon. friend 
says in this resolution, that Manitoba 
asks for two things.

First of all let us look at the two al­
ternations we have here. The province 
of Manitoba asaed that they should be 
given equality of treatment with On­
tario and Quebec; in other words, that 
the province of Manitoba ‘should be 
given the land. We have before us the 
memorial which was passed by the tog- 
is'ature of Manitoba on January 20: 
1908, and if in this memorial of the leg- 
is'ature of Manitoba the province was 
asking for the land in the new territory 
to be added to Manitoba there would be 
something to lie said in favor of it. 
But I want to eall the attention oi 
my hon. friend, and not only of my hon 
riend from Manitoba *■

friend from Winnipeg, but of all mj 
hen. friends from Manitoba, to the 
fact that what is asked for in this reso­
lution is that they be granted the lands, 
not only in the new territory which is 
to be given to Manitoba, but the lands 
in the whole province of Manitoba 
originally constituted in 1869.

I what is asked by our friends on the 
other side of the House is not only that 
they be given' an addition to their ter­
ritory, but that the financial terms up­
on which Manitoba was organized in 
1869 should be absolutely and complete­
ly revised and that new terms should 
be given to them altogether. They do 
not ask simply that they should have 
the lands in the new country, but that 
the whole terms of confederation, under 
which they have been in this Domin­
ion for forty years, should be revised 
and that new conditions altogether 
should be made.

If the pro­
vince of Manitoba is entitled to have 
the land of the whole province vested 
in. the government of Manitoba it if 
new territory. It must be done, wheth 
er the territory is extended or not, but 
I submit that it is simply absurd to 
pretend that as a consequence of the 
extension of the territory of Manitoba 
the land should be given to the pro­
vince, not in the new territory alone, 
but in the whole territory of the pro­
vince. " I can understand that the pro­
vince of Manitoba has a good case when 
it says: If you give us new territory" 
give us the means of administering it.

The last time they were 
revised was in 1907, by a resolution ad­
opted by this House oil the 25th rf 
March of that year, and since embodied 
in an imperial statute which was fixed 
for all time the terms and conditions 
and financial arrangements which are 
to exist between the government of the 
Dominion and the provincial govern- 
ments. The resolution which was pass­
ed in this House on the 25th of March, 
1967, was in the form of a petition to 
His Majesty the King, asking that the 
financial terms which had been fixed 
at confederation ‘for the provinces, 
should be revised for Manitoba as 
well as for all the other provinces; and 
revised they were. The petition went 
on to say:

We pray that your Majesty may be 
graciously pleased to cause a measure 
to be laid before the imperial parlia 
ment at its present seeesion, repealing 
the provisions of" section 118 of the 
British North America Act, 1867, afore 
said, and substituting therefor th 
scale of payments above set forth 
which shall be a final and unalterable 
settlement of the amounts to be paid 
yearly to the several provinces of the 
Dominion for their local purposes and 
the support of their governments and 
legislatures.

This House so determined in 1907 
and it is embodied in an imperial sta­
tute, and forms the law and the con 
stitution at the present time. As far 
as that goes, to me it is final. Bdt 
again, I repeat, as far as new territory 
is concerned which may be added 
the province of Manitoba, it is fair and 
reasonable that compensation should V 
made to the province, either in land oi 
money, to enable it to administer civi 
government for that territory, and that 
territory alone ; and if my hon. friend 
with his friends come to Ottawa and 
have a new conference with us on this 
question, we are ready to meet them; 
and it is our good fortune to come io 

satisfactory agreement, we shall be 
only too happy to introduce legislation 
to give effect to the result of the nego­
tiations which may take place between 
us. But, in the meantime, I do not 
see how my hon. friend can expect such 
a resolution as he has moved to be ad­
opted by parliament when the whole 
matter is still open and we are still 
waiting for the answer of the Manitoba 
government.

Russian Authorities Compel Them to 
Return to Places of Birth.

St. Petersburg, May 27—The exodus 
of Jewish families from Kiev has com­
menced. The departures from that city 
up to last night were 300 prescribed 
families belonging exclusively to the 
poorest classes.

The expulsion waSL. attended with 
harrowing sights. ,

The exodus is compulsory and in 
fulfilment Of the order of the Russian 
government that all Jews who cannot- 
establish a legal claim .to residence 
outside the pale return forthwith to 
the confines defined in the original 
Jewish segregation law. The pale was 
formed by the Polish provinces and 
the Ukraine,

The scenes in *he streets of Kiev 
yesterday were affecting. The evicted 
ones were veritable paupers, lacking 
ill means of sustenance. For the mo­
ment the Jewish families possessing 
some means were undisturbed.

Throughout the day a straggling 
train of wagons passed out of the city 
gates, carrying the miserable house­
hold effects of the banished. All was 
confusion. Sobbing women clinging 
to their little ones,and sad faced men.

pendent for over 100 years and had 
paid no taxes to any Sultan. Mr. 
Belton was engaged in fighting them 
from the middle of January to the end 
of February, by which time they had 
been brought entirely into subjection. 
About this time a party of French 
military officers entered the service 
of the new Sultan, they having been 
brought over by the French govern­
ment, and in the latter end of March 
the Sultan decided to send another < x- 
pedition against another mountainous 
tribe known as Beni-M-Teer. These 
French officers went in command <f 
the expedition with 7,000 men and on 
the 16th of April, 1909, they were al­
most completely annihilated, and lost 
all their camp equipment and 12 guns.

Mr. Belton was then sent out with 
another expedition to try and retrieve 
the loss, and taking with him 10,000 
men, on the 16th, 17th and 18th of Afây 
he fought and was successful in de 
feating the tribe, as well as recovering 
all the camp equipment and guns that 
had been lost.

DISCUSS IMMIGRATION 
IN THE OLD COUNTRY

Mr. H. F. Kenney, general secretary 
of the Alberta Sunday School associ­
ation, has been in attendance as the ca 
sole representative of Alberta, at the 
Wotid’s Sunday School oonvenltidn. 
held in Washington, DC., May 19th 
to 24th. He sends the following re­
port of what was undoubtedly the 
most cosmopolitan gathering ever 
held on the continent.

Unprecedented for its cosmopolitan­
ism, unequaled in the magnitude of 
its constituency, and unsurpassed as 
a spectacle, the World’s Sixth Sunday 
School convention in Washington, D.
C., May 19-24, marks an event in re­
ligious history.

President Taft was not alone in ex­
pressing amazement over the size and 
character of the convention. He look­
ed out over a sea of six thousand faces 
on the opening night, while outside 
the convention hall a stil-l ledger num­
ber of persons congregated, unable to 
enter. Nearly twenty-five hundred of 
the official delegates wore red ribbon 
badges with the legend ‘‘North Ameri­
ca.” Some five hundred others wore 
blue badges bearing the names of more 
than fifty different nations, as demote 
as China and South America, Turkey 
and Australia. In addition to these 
three thousand official and representa­
tive delegates from every State and 
province in the. United Slates and 
Canada and from foreign lands, there 
were about seven thousand unofficial 
delegates or visitors. Sometimes three 
and four simultaneous convention ses­
sions were inadequate to hold the 
throngs.

A Great Spectacle.
It was a spectacular convention 

The great Men's Bible Class parade 
on the afternoon of May 20 opened 
the eyes of Washington to the virility 
and masculinity of modem religion.
In order that some members of con­
gress might march in the parade, as 
they did, and that others might wit­
ness it, congress adjourned ejfrly on 
the day of the demonstration. Tor- 
rental rains immediately preceded 
and followed the parade, largely re­
ducing the ranks ; nevertheless five 
thousand men in a bannered proces­
sion a mile long marched down Pen­
nsylvania Avenue, and were reviewed

Various factors combined to make 
the convention a missioanary occasion 
Many distinctively missionary ad­
dresses were made. The presence of 
several hundred missionaries helped. 
So did the missionary and education­
al exhibit. The realization that the

World’s Sunday School day, in more 
than two hundred languages and dia­
lects, as reported to the convention by 
cables from various lands, was a real 
missionary factor. Literally thous­
ands of. sermons upon the religious 
training of youth seem to have been 
preached upon that day.
