THE WAR LOAN.

NEW YORK, Sept. 16.

The proposed billion dollar loan for
Britain and France, shrivelled to-day,
says.gossip of Wall Street, to half its
previous size. Five hundred million
dollars was the sum set as the amount
which American financiers would lend.
This figure seemed to be uniform in
half a dozen or more reports current
in the financial section. At least one
financier in close touch with the situa-
tion is quoted as saying this sum

self and its American financial agents
have nothing to say as to:this phase.
In some manner not understood the
situation to-night is different from
the situation of yesterday. There was
an almost unanimous opinion among
bankers whose views could be obtain-
ed that a billion dollars was not need-
ed, and that by nanfing this sum at
the outset the commission sought to
place itself in an advantageous trad-
ing position. Issuance of formal
statements were begun to-night by the
commission and .it is expected such
statements will be issued daily so
long as negotiations are in progress.

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, Sept. 16.
Stern battles are being fought all
along the eastern front from Riga to
Roumanian border. While the Ger-
mans continue to advance slowly
north and in the centre, the Russians
to the south are repeating their suc-
cesses against Austro-German armies,
which are now being driven back
across the river Stripa, in Galicia,
and have been forced to retire west-
ward and north of the Galician fron-
tier. While these Russian victories
are naturally welcomed in Russia
and allied countries as evidence of the
Russian armies still being able to take
the offensive when well supplied with
ammunition, there is no ipclination to
exaggerate their importance. 'ﬁhe en-
gagements, howevgr, keep the Austro-
Germans busy, afid make it impera-
tive to send reinforcements to the
southward, which_ could be used to
better advantage north, where. opera-
tions of much greater moment are be-
ing directed by Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg. This General who began
the offensive against the Vilna-
Dvinsk railway a week ago, has not
yet established himself on the line.
His cavalry which did reach it have
been driven baek. Nevertheless he
has driven the Russians across the
Dvina river, north of Dvinsk, placing
that city in rather a dangerous posi-
tion. He has also made some pro-
gress north of Vilna. Toward Grod-
no, the Russians are offering a stub-
born resistances# and have the Ger-
mans firmly held. Something of the
same kind has happened in the centre
as Prince Leopold has been delayed
in his advance. Field Marshal Mac-
Kenzen has passed forces through
the Pripet marshes, and is now in j
possession of Pinsk. From this point
southward the Russians are advanc-
ing, and have'reoccupied a number of
villages, but they are not likekly to
push their advantage much farther,
as to do so would make their northern
flanks vulnerable. A good deal of im-
portance is attached to the decision
of Russia to call to the colors the re-
serves of the. territorial army. Should |
the age limit be fixed at thirty-five
years, this fresh call would mean the
possible addition of eight million of
men for the Russian armies, including !
men who had passed through the first |
line of reserves, and those who here-
tofore have been éxempted as stu-
dents, or men who are not quite up
to physical standard. Naturally all
these could not be armed and equip-j
ped, but Russia could have the pick ;
of them. With Russia now well sup-'
plied with munitions, her allies, who
have been supplying her, are now |
able: to turn their attention to their |
own armies, and in consequence, there
is no cessation of artillery engage- |
ments, which have been so marked  in
the west for several weeks past. In
the Dardanelles the British losses ;
totalled 87,630 up to August 21. The
British submarine E 7, operating in!
these waters, which the Turks claim |
to have sunk, is admitted to have been
missing since September 4. The E 7
did a great deal of damage to Turkish
shipping in the Sea of Marmora, and
after blocking the railway line near
Kara Burnu by bombarding it from
the sea; shelled a troop train and blew
up three ammunition cars attached
to it, Lieut.-Commander Cochrane,
Commander of the E 7, only a few
days ago was awarded the D.S.O. for
this exploit.

The importance of guns, ammuni-
tion and aeroplanes is being shown by
passing events. The Royal Naval Air
Service is being so ‘expanded, in per-
sonnel and material, that a - Rear-
Admiral has been placed in charge,
in the person of Rear-Admiral C. L.
Vaughan-Lee, with the title of Direc-
tor of the Air Service, and the pre-

sent director, Commodore Sueter has |
been appointed as Superintendent of !
import- |

Aircraft Construction. The
ance -of gunnery against aircraft
may be realized by the appointment of
the famous gunnery expert, Admiral
Sir Percy Scott, to take charge of the
gunnery defences of London against
Sir Percy Scott was
one of the first naval gunnery ex-
perts to realize the importance. of
improved shooting in the Navy, and
he did much to inaugurate the train-
ing which has brought our naval
gunners to their high state of effi-
ciency. He gained much prominence
in the early part of the Boer war,
when he rapidly invented a gun-
carriage for the 4.7 guns on board
his flagship and transferred them to
Ladysmith, where they played a great
part in its defence. He was also
among the first to bring to public no-
tice the importance of the-submarine
in naval warfare. The greatest ob-
ject-lesson of all, however, in the im-
portance of gunnery and ammunition,
is the German drive in the east. After
the success of the Russians in Galicia
and their drives in East Prussia, it
seemed strange that the Russian_ of-
fensive should collapse and the tide
of war run against them constantly
for months. It was known that com-
munication of Russia with the out-
side world was meagre, and that in
winter she was almost cut off en-
tirely; it was, however, a mystery
how the supply from the Russian
munition works should suddenly be-
come so short that the Russian army
has had to give way over very con-
siderable territory,. and that she is
only now beginning to recover from
her shortage in ammaunition. The
mystery is now cleared up. The only
sreat arsenal Russia possessed was
blown up by the treachery of pro-
German Russians, some months ago.
Thousands of Russian workers in the
arsenal were killed, and the produc-
tion -of munitions in Russia was crip-
pled, and of this the German and Aus-
trian armies have been taking advan-
tage. Now, she is recovering from
this blow and she is directing her
new offensive to the south part of the
line, where her territory and Rou-
mania’s march with that of Austria,
in order that she may co-operate with
Roumania should the latter intervene.
The story of the warfare in the East

and of its cause is the most striking
object-lesson in the value of muni-
tions and should nerve every part of
the British Empire to speed up the
supply of these essentials of present-
day warfare.

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Anglo-French_
Commission Are
Seeking Huge Loan.

Five Hundred Million Dollars is the
Smallest Sum Which They Hope 'to
Borrow

New York, Sept. 10.—The Anglo-
French commission, seeking a way to
meet the huge bills of Great Britain
and France for American munitions
and other supplies, reached New York
to-day and was welcomed by J. P.
Morgan and met approximately 100
prominent bankers, insurance heads
and leaders in other lines of finance
late this afternoon at a reception in
Mr. Morgan’s library. To-night the
commissioners were dinner guests of
a party of New York financiers.
Actual negotiations as to the credit
they hope to establish here were not
begun, and will not be for several
days. During this period the com-
mission expects to meet many other
bankers and exporters and to become
familiar with. the situation. With
these preliminaries disposed of, the
commission will start on the actual
details of the proposed loan.
For publication, the commission
confined its comments to a statement
issued upon its arrival here on tlie
steamship Lapland. This statement
detailed the personnel of the body, and
Fecited its purpose. It was assumed
significant that in this statement re-
ference was made to the commission
as “the joint Anglo-French commis-
sion.” This was taken as an indica-
tion that the credit which it hopes to
establish here would be of a joint na-
ture, as previously reported unofii-
cially.
Although the commission comes as
the representative of the British and
French governments and importers
of both nations, it seemed likely to-
night that it might, before its depar-
ture, be called upon to adjust the
whole foreign exchange situation for
all the Entente Powers. To the pre-
vious report that the delegation prob-
ably would act for Russia, there was
added to-night the intimation, on good
authority, that Italy might, within a
few days find it expedient to request
the commission to act the Gov-
ernment as well.

From an authoritative source it
was learned to-night that not only had
Great Britain and France contempla-

necessities which® they cannot buy

elsewhere—but that it had been decid-
ed that such a reduction would be the
only alternative left them, should the
commission fail in its mission to the
United States.

Five hundred million dollars is the
smallest sum which the commission-
ers hope to borrow. They would
much rather have a round billion. In
view, however, of the many difficul-
ties which lie in the way of floating
a credit loan of such proportions in
America, it was thought that the Com-

mission’s task would be almost of
herculean proportions in borrowing
the smaller sum. The entire proceeds
of course, would be used in paying

for American supplies.

Chief of the obstacles, which the
commission faces is the nature of the
collateral. It is regarded as almost
imperative that American securities
be offered as collateral, if the loan is
to be financed largely by the Nation-
al Banks, as it would have to be, if
of the proportions indicated. So far
it was said, the holders of American
securities abroad have evinced a
strong tendency to cling to their
holdings as the best investment in the
world to-day.

“‘Since Newfoundland in 1869 refus-

Canada was then in no
position to take - on additional re-
sponsibility of this kind, since it had
only recently passed through a period
of business depression, and so the
matter was dropped.

“Not only sentiment and self-inter-
est, but patriotism of the highest or-
der are factors in the present situa-
tion. Oné€ need only glance casually
at the map of North America, and as
casually at the news that dominates
the press of the period, to see that
Newfoundland needs the Dominion
and that the Dominion needs New-
foundland.”

The Shell Industry

And the Newfoundland Shell Company

The shell industry is a very small
part of the great ‘‘munitions indus-
try”’ created by the war. It 1is a
phase of the .war, which we haven’t
thought much about ‘in Newfound-
land, and which, has really become
one of the most important. Every-
body -is more or less conversant with
the “Munitions Cry” and the appoint-
ment of Mr. Lloyd George as Minister
of Munitions, and the historic words
of Field-Marshal French: “Shells,
Shells, more Shells, and then more
Shells’’; but very few people realize
what it means, and that we should be
doing out part.

The appointment of the Minister of
Munitions was made necessary in or-
der to, ‘arouse the. British public to
their truly perilous position regard-
ing munitions. Germany and Aus-
tria had been the great munition pre-
ducers of the world, and in addition
to arsenals and munitions plants
commensurate with the demands of
seven million men, they also pos-
sessed munition plants producing the
greater part of the outside worlds’
supply. In addition to this they ac-
quired Belgium and a considerable
portion of industrial French Lor-
raine: Whilst Britain was quite able
to increase and maintain her Navy
through her ship-building supremacy
she only possessed arsenals com-
mensurate with the demands of about
300,000 men. A few months after war
broke out the reserve stocks were be-
ing exhausted and Great Britain and
her Allies began to realize their peril-
ous posifion regarding munitions.
The production of munitions requires
plant and machinery, and worst of all
months -of time to get ready. Great
Britain did not possess arsenals but
in every machine shop she possessed
the nucleus for a munition factory,
and instead of building Government
arsenals induced manufacturers all
over the country to engage in muni-
tion making by giving them an in-
itial order at a price sufficient to pay
for the outlay and-make a substantial
profit.

(‘anar'la having undertaken to equip
and maintain her own forces pro-
ceeded along the same Ilines. The
Canadian Shell Committee consisting
of prominent manufacturers in the
iron and steel trades of Canada, un-
der Imperial control through Mr. D.
A. Thomas, was created to organise
the industrial resources of Canada
and contribute in part to6 the Em-
pire’s demands. The Committee pos-
sess a very efficient staff under the
direction of Mr. Carnegie from Wool-
wich arsenal, London. Coupled with
the Shell Committee is the Canadian
Inspection Bureau which trains .in-
spectors for distribution throughout
the different munition plants of the
Dominion. s

They are also
considering the manufacture of gun-
carriage parts, machine guns, field
pieces, heavier shellls, etc. At the
headquarters of the Canadian Shell
(Committtee, at Ottawa, Mr. F. W.
\ngel, examined the various contracts
many of which cannot be undertaken
ere. Mr. Angel was first offered the

turers to take up the more difficult
contracts such as cartridge making,
ete. .

From association with the Imperial
Munitions Staff and the Canadian
Shell Committee one is impressed
with several important factors con-
nected with the war.. First thatQ 5
many possessed at the beginning a d

now manufacturing enormous
(uantities of munitions; second, that
Germany is depending on her artil-
lery and machine guns instead of the
infantry rifle; third, that the casual-
ities amongst the Germans on the
Western front owing to their em-
ployment of machinery is = lessening
all the time; fourth, that this war
will be a very long one and is largely
a question of munitions. Mr. Angel
was impressed with the general ad-
miration for Newfoundland regarding
her contributions in men and patrio-
tic subseriptions. It appears, how-
cver, that we have done more than
was expected of us in this direction,
and have neglected this practical
“ business side which will bring a lot
of money back to us and relieve the
acute industrial conditions 1In .
John’s which must continue until this
war is over. It is interesting to com-
pare Newfoundland and Nova Scotia
in  this connection. Whilst New-
foundland has beaten Nova Scotia in
recruiting and in aeroplane and ma-
chine gun subscription, Nova Scotia
has surpassed us altogether in her ef-
forts to -produce munitions, and the

5

industrial conditions of Nova Scotia
to-day are very healthy. There is
probably not an idle man in the iron
or steel trades in the whole of Nova
Scotia, and there is no reason why an
iron worker or handy resourceful man
should be idle in St. John’s.

This shell industry has greater
possibilities and with capital might
be enlarged. The contract secured by
Mr. Angel is a very small one from
the Imperial viewpoint, but is a very
large one from our viewpoint, as it
will distribute amongst us at least
$200,000 and employ about 80 men
working night and day.

When the first Canadian-Contingent
were about te leave England for
France the number of shells being
pr(fﬁu(-ed at the Government arsenal
in Quebec, was less than 100 per day.
Through the efforts of the Shell Com-
mittee this has been increased to 40,-
000 per day; 160 factories have en-
gaged in munition manufacture, and
some sections of the country have lit-
erally bgcome hives of industry.

In reply to a suggestion that Canada
suffered some- displeasure at so much
money being spent in the United
States, Mr. Thomas reminded his
hearers that we are living in a time
of war and not in a time of peace, and
that Great Britain had purchased and
would purchase munitions where she
got them quickest, and that was in
the United States. Continuing, he said
that the United States was neutral to-
day but might not be neutral to-mor-
row, and the desire of the Imperial
Government was to place in Canada
and the other parts of the Empire as
many orders as they could demon-
strate their ability to supply.

The Imperial Government, through
the Canadian Shell Committee, has no
desire that the investor should lose
his money and bear an unjust burden.
They offer prices which under the
most liberal calculation will pay for
the installation of plant and give a
substantial profit on the first order.
The second order is given at about 75
per cent. of the first and will return
a still greater profit.

The opinion amongst munition
manufacturers is that the war will
last a long time, and that permanent
peace may not be established until
a considerable time after the fighting
is over, and that munition making will
continue a considerable time after
peace is declared.

Mr. Angel visited about one dozen
shops in the Maritime Provinces and
Montreal, and through the assistance
of Mr. Cantly of the Nova Scotia Steel
Co., who is a member of the Shell
Committee, procured all the informa-
tion required re cost of manufacture
anid of plant. Up to date the shrapnel
shell is practically the only one that
is being manufactured in quantities.
The 4 point 5 is being turned out only
in a few shops. and in most cases
plants are simply being installed. The
manufacture of the 60 pounder or 5
inch shell is just being started.

The public impression seems to be
that shells and munitions are being
turned out in enormous quantities.
That is not the case, however, and the
work to date has been principally in
getting ready, and the maximum out-

‘put will not be reached for a long time

yet.
Before selecting the order Mr. Angel
had to guarantee an output, and after

estimating carefully our capacity, fig-
ured that we could readily undertake
to produce a thousand shells per week.
To do this a plant costing from 55 to
60 thousand dollars is required.

.The greatest difficulty will be in pro-
curing machinery; munition manufac-
turg~having developed at such an
amazing rate that the machine tools
markets of the United States and Can-
ada have been cleaned up. By the
adaptation of standard tools, how-
ever, and the use of Messrs. Reids’
machine shop, it is possible to equip
a factory and commence manufactur-
ing here about February.

This munition plant will bring grist
to the mill of many local industries.
The Reid Dock Shop and Consolidated
Foundry Co. will have work to keep
them busy for a few months. The
wood working plants, Ropewalk and
Nail manufacturing companies will
get considerable business. And me-
chanics who are feeling, and will feel
for some time, the dearth of work
will have plenty to do.

Mr. Angel has secured an erder for
20.000 shells, to be increased to 40,-
000 as soon as we demonstrate our
ability to turn them out.

The Newfoundland Government has
been good enough to guarantee the
investor against 105%, and has under-
taken to support this industry in ev-
ery way possible.

An arrangement has been effected
with Messrs. Reid whereby they- con-
struct all plant required: of them and
supply the building, power, heat and
light under contract and on favorable
terms.

A preliminary meeting was held in
the Board of Trade Rooms on Monday
and the share_list opened. Over half
the capital has already been subscrib-
ed. Intending subscribers should
communicate promptly with F. W.

Meigle’s Report.

(Western Star.)

The biggest kind of codfish are now
being taken all along the Labrador
side of the Straits of Belle Isle, and
the real old time “Labrador” herring
are numerous, such 1is the report
brought here by the s.s. Meigle, Capt.
Gaqobie, which ship reached Curling
yesterday morning from the Straits
of Belle Isle. Capt. Goobie reports a
good sign of cod from Cow Head to
Port au Choix, but bait is scarce. At
Forteau and other ports of the Lab-
rador side of the Straits trawlers get
from 1 to 2 qtls. of codfish a day, and
single-hand fishermen ‘at Forteau get
as high as three gtls. The fish are of
enormous size. The s.s. Beothic took
away from Blanc Sablon 8,400 qtls of
cod. She sailed for St. John’s on
Wednesday to finish loading for the
Mediterranean market, and the same
day Baine Johnston & Co.’s vessel,
with 4,000 qtls. of codfish, sailed from
Battle Hr. for Gibraltar; this is the
first cargo for the season. This firm
has another vessel partly loaded, and
expects to ship a third cargo. The
Meigle reports stormy  weather
and on her
trip. south found it impossible to han-
dle freight at several places along the
coast. A number of fishermen return-
Led by her.

Fifty Millions More
in War Orders

Will Soon Be Placed With Manufac-
turing Concerns in Canada.

Ottawa, Sept. 12.—A  conference
will be held between representatives
of the Canadian Manufacturers Asso-
ciation, the Canadian Bankers Asso-
ciation and the representatives of
Lloyd George, British Minister Muni-
tions, who .have been in Canada for
some time past, members of the Gov-
ernment, including the Prime Minis-
ter, will also be present. The con-
ference will consider the question of
the capacity of Canadian plants for
further munitions orders, and will al-
so discuss the financial problems con-
nected with such purchase by the
British Government.

R. D. Thomas, Lloyd George’s re-
presentative and his associates, have
visited at all the principal points and
have gone closely into the question of
Canada’s capacity, and the suitability
of Canadian plants to manufacture
shells economically.

It is understood that as a result of
their visit additional orders for mu-
nitions approximating $50,000,000 will
shortly be placed in the Dominion.

This, however, will be one of the
. main questions discussed to-morrow
by the conference. Sir Robert Bor-
‘ den who has discussed the whole mat-
| ter with the British authorities will no
i doubt be in a position to lend valuable
assistance in the solution of the ques-
tions which will arise.

Americans Increasing
Their Munition Orders.

Washington, Sept. 8.—American ex-
ports of war supplies are increasing
enormously now that converted muni-
tion plants are getting into full
swing. Figures made public to-night
by the Bureau of Foreign and Domes-
tic Commerce show that shipments
of horses, mules, automobiles, aero-
planes and explosives, all classed as
war supplies, aggregated nearly $50,-
000,000 in July.

The principal increase, compared
with June exports, was in the classi-
fication of ‘“all other explosives,” in-
cluding shells and other ammunition
of special manufacture, which jump-
ed from $5,911,929 to $9,329,303. Au-
tomobiles, the only item to show a
material decrease, dropped from
$14,600,000 to $11,000,000. Horses and
mules to the value of $12,600,000 were
exported in July as against $10,500,-
000; 138 aeroplanes valued at $880,836
were shipped, compared with 62 ma-
chines, worth $283,212 in June. July
exports of cartridges were valued at
$2,247,761, about the same as the pre-
ceding month; of dynamite $100,899 a
slight increase, and of gun powder
$4,567,929 compared with $3,234,549 in
June.

Chicago, Sept. 8.—Seventy-five Ger-
man and Austrian machinists em-
ployed by Torris, Wold and Company,
tool manufacturers, went on strike
to-day when they learned that the
company had taken a contract to
make tools to be used in manufactur-
ing shrapnel for Great Britain and her
allies.

The concern, until recently, has
been engaged in the manufacture of
canning tools. William Cameron,
President of the Company, said:

“The men have no reason that we
know of for striking. They made no
demand for higher wages, shorter
hours or changes in working condi-
tions. They just walked out and tied
up our plants.”

PETROGRAD, To-day.

The following official: South West
of Dvinsk we repulsed repeated Ger-
man attacks close to our entangle-
ments between Dvinsk Road and Lake
Samasa. Detachments of German
cavalry appeared in the ‘region of
Molodetchno Polotak rdilway, and
further Northwest of Vilna the enemy
succeeded in crossing to the left bank
of Viliya; Southeast of Orays the
Germans are attempting to cross the
River Versoka where it enters Lake
Tchenkas near the village of Eis-
monty. Our troops drove the enemy
back to the river. In the direction of
Pinsk our troops are falling back un-
der the enemy’s pressure. In the dis-
trict of Nijnistoshod we repulsed an
enemy attack against Ugrinitchi. The
enemy continues his counter attacks
in Deranne region and on different
parts of our front. In Galicia the bad-
ly shaken enemy is seeking by these
counter attacks to consolidate his
positions but these efforts even .in the
best circumstances are followed by
only small local successes and our
troops continued skilfully to fulfill
their task. West of the village of
Pendyki in Derazne region we took
410 prisoners and four machine guns.
By the capture of a distillery and
cemetery near Decrazno we took over
700 prisoners and four machine guns,
repulsing a desperate enemy counter
attack near the village of Nevo Alaxi-
niec, a town of Vicimevetz and on
the Stripa. West of the Tarnopol
Prembowla line we are engaged in
desperate actions, in many places
against the enemy who is clinging to
forts in the river. Sunday’s Vienna
official statement announced that we
were repulsed towards the Bridge-
head of Tarnepeol and suffered heavy
losses near Tatpeli, but the enemy
has no information from  which to
judge the extent of these losses for
the simple reason that in the. fight-
ing of the 10th and 11th we held
everything following these days in
spite of reinforcements which arriv-
ed the enemy was driven back still
further West of Tarpoli towards the
villages of Glisdi and Zebroff and even
part of the line of the River Stripa.

GERMAN SUBMARINE LOSSES

LONDON, To-day.

The Germans have lost twenty sub-
marines since the beginning of the
war, according to an editorial note
in Motor Ship and Motor Boat, while
British losses have been only seven,
including the E 7, the destruction of
which was announced to-day. When
the war commenced, the paper de-
clares, Germany had eleven sea-going
submarines and sixteen of smaller
type, while up to June 1st, ten new
boats had been added. The assertion
is made that the Germans have now
only fourteen sea-going underwater
boats, two of them are in the Medit-
erranean.

AMERICAN UNIVERSITIES—
WASHINGTON STATE.

By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Siwash.”

The State University of Washing-
ton is so new that most of the chairs
in the faculty still smell of varnish.

It was established over fifty years
ago when the State of Washington
was populated almost exclusively by
pine trees, and up to fiftéen Yyears
ago it was one of the 794 also-rans
in American college life.

It ranked with Millsaps, Occident-
al, Muskingdum and other quiet re-
treats of learning, and an Eastern
college man couldn’t have found it in
an Atlas eight feet wide. -

About that time, Seattle began to
leap lightly to the front in the cen-
sus returns and Washington .Univer-
sity leaped with it. Seafttle held an
exposition and gave it to the Univer-
sity when it closed. This provided a
large number of buildings and twenty
trainloads a day of incoming settlers
provided the necessary football ma-
terial.

The University of Washington now
has over 3,000 students and a faculty
of 200. It is growing so fast that by
the time a fine new marble hall is
finished to take the place of some
tumble-down wooden structure the at-
tendance has overflowed again and
the old shack has to be pinned to-
gether and pasted up for another
year.

The Cafateria is in an eld exposi-
tion building and the students eat un-
der umbrellas in rainy weather while
the reporters in the School of Jour-
nalism-work in an extinct gardener’s
cottage and hold up the roof with one
hand while writing. But every year
a fine new building goes up and if the
attendance will kindly hold back a
little the state will catch up with the
university.

Washington’s campus is a beauti-
fully landscaped hilltop with - the
Olympics on one ‘side and Mount
Rainier on the other. Its museum is
a Greek temple, whose columns’ are
trunks, four feet in diameter and its
pine flagpole is as high as the Bunk-
er Hill monument.

The University of Washington is
the second largest college on the
Pacific Coast and the third largest
west of the Missouri River. It has
more students than Yale, but has
never had a chance to row its crew
against Harvard, and consequently
suffers from a lack of high grade ad-
vertising. '

The Soldier
Atter the War.

London Times:—Many of our new
soldiers have come from the desk.
Theirs has been a sedentary life. War
has literally been an avenue of es-
cape for them. Their training has
taken them into the open air,’ has
.shown them the physical blessed-
ness of constant muscular activity,
has bred in them a distaste for the
confinement and boredom of a sedent-
ary existence, perched upon an office
stool. Thegp men will never willing-
1y go back to the life of the city, from
which they have been suddenly torn
—to realize as by a semi-miraculous
t revelation, its tiresomeness, its dam-
aging effects upon the health, its in-
‘adequacy for the needs of a sound
body. They will want to go on liv-
ing the life of the open air. Either
in the British Isles or .in the Domin-
ions they' should find - ample oppor-
tunities. But they will not find them
unless the way is properly prepared
before the war comes to an end. And
in any case we do not want to lose the
best of our population to the. Do-
minions. This is one of the main dif-
ficulties. But the great thing is that
the men who are in charge of Col-
onial and Agricultural affairs ‘in
Great Britain should realize the task
that will be laid on‘them when the
war ends, and should strive—in
close alliance with the Governments
of the Dominions—to find a satisfac-
tcry way of discharging it.

. MASSAGING AWAY WRINKLES.

Wrinkles, dry, ill nourished skin,
too much or too little fatty tissue sag-
ging muscles—all these belong in the
realm of massage, and can be cor-
rected either with the aid of a re-
liable, trained masseuse, or with your
own fingers if you are willing to take
the time. Every face, for that matter,
even if it bears no disfiguring marks
of time or worry, should have some
slight massage. It stimulates the
skin to do its full duty, makes it
glowing and healthy, The simplest
way of doing this is to use your fing-
ers instead of a wash cloth in giving
it its daily washing. Lather your
fingers well and begin at the fore-
head.

Put the first three fingers of each
hand on the forehead just.above the
space between the eyes, and with a
rotary movement massage out to-

{ wards the ears, giving the heaviest

pressure on each upward stroke. Be-
gin again in the middle of the fore-
head and, then again up near the roots
of the hair. This will smooth out your
forehead wrinkles in ho time.

The nose should be massaged down-
ward with the tips of the first two
fingers to keep it from spreading.
Rub the cheeks with either the palms
of the hands or the flats of the four
fingers, whichevér is easiest for -you.
Do this very lightly with a circular
movement. As you finish gradually
move up towards the temples, which
by its action on the. principal cheek
muscle will counteract any tendency
the cheek might have to sag, and
then back around the ears. Be sure
that you do not press too heavily; as
a too vigorous massdge will break
down the tissues, which, of course, is
only desirable -where there is an
overabundance. .

To massage the wrinkles which run
from the nose to the mouth place the
first two fingers of each hand on the
upper lip under the nose; then let
them follow the line of the mouth un-
til they meet just above the chin. Aft-
er your soap and water massage is
finished rinse” the face many times
over, first in hot water, then warm,
then cool and end by slapping the
cheeks vigorously with the flat of the
fingers.

New York, Sept. 10.—Although it
had been reported that the New York
of the American Line was only an

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Germans and
Irish Prisoners..

A sFrench Doctor’s Story.

Remarkable details of a German at-
tempt to induce Irish prisoners to
form an Irish DBrigade for service
‘against Great Britain, says the “Daily
Chronicle,” are supplied by a French
doctor, who has just returned after
over six months internment. He
writes:— Very peculiar were the
manoeuvres tried amongst the Irish.
German priests who knew English
well were introduced. Their activi-
ties were not confined to religious
ministrations; they were sent for a
different kind of work. When the re-
sult of their labor seemed sufficiently
advanced the following - remarkable
proclamation was issued to the pri-
soners.

€CAMP OF LIMBURG IRISHMEN.

Here is your chance for fighting for
Ireland. You have fought for Eng-
land, the hereditary enemy of your
country. You have fought for Bel-
gium and English interests, which
concern you no more than the Fiji Is-
lands. Now.make up your minds to
fight for your own land. With the
.view of assuring the independence of
Ireland with the moral and material
assistance of the German Government
an Irish Brigade is being formed. The
object of this Irish Brigade will be
to fight only for the cause of Ireland,
and Wwill not in any way serve any
German interests. The Irish Brigade
will be formed and will fight soleliy
under the Irish flag. The men will
wear an Irish uniform. The Irish
Brigade will be clothed, maintained,
and fully equipped with arms and am-
munition by the German Government.
It will be quartered near Berlin and
treated like the guests of the German
Government. At the conclusion of
{ the war the German Government un-
1 dertakes to send every member of the
Brigade who may desire it to the
United States at its cost and with the
necessary money to land. The Irish-

Dumba’s Letter
on Munition Strikes.

" New York, Aug. 20, 1915.

My Lord: .

Yesterday evening Consul General
Von Nuber received the inclosed aide
memoire from the chief editor of the
locally known paper Szabadsag, after
a previous conference with him, and
in pupsuance of his proposals to ar-
range for strikes in the Bethlehem
Schwab steel and munition war fac-
tory, and also in the Middle West.

Dr. Archibald, who is well known
to Your Lordship, leaves to-day at
twelve - o’clock on board the Rotter-
dam for Berlin and Vienna. I take
this rare and safe' opportunity to
warmly recommend the proposal to
Your Lordship’s favorable considera-
tion.

It is my impression that we can dis-
organize and hold up for months, if
not entirely prevent, the manufacture
of munitions in Bethlehem and the
Middle West, which, in the opinion of
the German Military Attache, is of
great .importance and amply out-
weighs the expenditure of money in-
volved.

But even if strikes don’t come off,
it is probable that we should extort,
under the pressure of the crisis, more
favorable conditions of labor for our
poor, downtrodden fellow
men. In Bethlehem these. white
slaves are now working for twelve
hours a day and seven days a week.
All weak persons succumb and be-

| come. consumptives.

So far as German workmen are
found among the skilled hands, a
means of living will be provided for
them.

Besides- this, a private German
registry office has been established,
which provide employment for: per-
sons who have voluntarily given up
their places, and is already working
well. They will also join, and the
widest support is assured me.

I beg Your Excellency to be so good
as to inform me with reference to
this letter by wireless telegraphy, re-
plying whether you agree.
