It was a most 
elaborate scientific treatise on the 
body vermin that so greatly trouble 
our troops ; and it was beautifully il­
lustrated. In addition to that tne pa­
per showed the willing endurance of 
personal suffering for practical pur­
poses that I for one should not have 
cared to undergo, for the sergeant had 
made himself thoroughly well ac­
quainted with the effects of the visita­
tion of the pests he described. I was 
so much impressed by the perform­
ance that I said to yie colonel, “Who 
is your sergeant?” and re replied, “Oh, 
he’s the Professor of Entomology in 
the University of ------------ .”

Doctor Grenfell
at the Front.

From “Toilers
(Concluded.)

•SOME EXPERIENCES OF AVAR.
' I was right round the trenches two 
weeks ago, and as that .was early in 
March and the winter has been cx- 

■ ceptionally bad, the conditions were 
intolerable. There is no anxiety, be­
cause everybody is sure that the line 
is strong; but the wet, mud and ex­
posure make you think thatythe men 
will get pneumonia and bronchitis; 
yet what mostly happens is trench- 
foot. I have seen a lot of that in Lab­
rador, where we call it frostbite. It 
is not, however, the same, though it 
appears to* be. I have travelled many 
times in Labrador in winter, when the 
thermometer has been twenty and 
thirty degrees below zero, and I have 
never had frost-bite except once in 
my life. That was when I was driving 
my dog-team over the ice. The ice 
broke and my dogs went into the sea. 
They shared a floe with me through­
out an awful night, and my life w'as 
saved at the sacrifice of theirs. I 
have told that story in detail else­
where, so I need not tell it now.

I saw 150 men from a Highland 
regiment with frost-bite; but that was 
quite exceptional and was due tc the 
phenomenal weather and the impos­
sibility of relieving the men when 
their relief was due, because they 
were fighting continuously for over 
forty-eight hours.

There is another direction in which 
immense strides have been made, and 
that is with respect to vermin. At one 
time, at the beginning of the war, 
there were as many as 4,000 men who 
had scabies or itch and were out of 
action for the time being; but you 
hardly see such a case now, because 
of the wonderful measures which are 
taken to keep the troops perfectly 
clean and fit.

Close behind the trenches immense 
tats have been placed to serve as 
baths for men, and the happiest fel­
lows I saw were those who were roll- 
lag and splashing in these hot baths, 
’chile their uniforms and clothing 
vcre being thoroughly cleansed in su- 
Per-heated steam-chests and finished 
off with heavy hot jrons.

Just as we got into one of those 
cleaning depots a Jack Johdson burst- 
’cry near us; but nobody took the 

'slightest notice of it, so accustomed 
Joes one become to the , happenings 
of war. Five or six men were in each 
hot bath, and something like 2,000 
baths a day are given. The men be­
come thoroughly clean personally 
sad their clothing also is perfectly 
freed from vermin and filth, and the 
froops look as happy as possible.

I was greatly struck • by the cool- 
aess and courage of all who worked in 
these laundries, women as well as

men, and I could not help thinking 
that if I stood one week of it I should 
be entitled to the D.S.O. Endless 
thousands of uniforms, socks and ar­
ticles of underclothing are constantly 
dealt with in the manner I have de­
scribed, and many of the workers are 
under artillery fire all the time.

In the treatment of bad wounds, too 
there has been a vpry great advance, 
and for such cases as broken femurs 
such an ingenious device has been 
hit upon that you might well say that 
instead of putting a man into bed you 
put the bed on to the man. The R.A. 
M.C. is really doing its very best, and 
I shall go back to America feeling 
perfectly satisfied that the British sol­
dier is getting all the attention that I 
could wish to have myself.
. When the war began the surgeons 
did not know where to put the wound­
ed, because of the varying fortunes of 
the fighting. Even Boulogne, Calais 
and Havre were not certain of safety, 
so that attending to the wounded and 
accommodating them was a precari­
ous thing; but the temporary hospit­
als have been gradually replaced by 
stationary hospitals, the mobile make­
shift has been succeeded by the per­
manent institution, and so splendid 
and complete are our resources now 
that in one day the enormous total of 
100,000 casualties could be dealt with 
by the R.M.A.C.

Casualty clearing-stations, field 
ambulances, advanced dressing-posts 
and fixed hospitals are about as per­
fect as they can be made; and so ad­
mirable are the arrangements that I 
saw one man who had been shot 
through the abdomen and was in hos­
pital in less than an hour from the 
time he was wounded—which is al-. 
most quicker than you would do it in 
London.

A great many of the less seriously 
sick and wounded do not have to go 
to the base at all; at times one rest 
camp was sending •80 per cent, 
straight back to the line, entirely new 
men; and, as they say in America, it 
would “tickle you to death” to see 
how things are done.

If you count up the men who have 
been wounded and invalided from all 
causes you will find that there are 
still twice as many sick people as 
there are wounded; and the strange 
thing is that as there are more 
wounds there is less sickness, be­
cause directly a “push” comes the 
men don’t think nearly as much about 
sickness as when there is nothing do­
ing. ,

If you take 1,000 persons in ordin­
ary civil life you will find that there 
will always be 3.3 sick per thousand ; 
but at the Front the rate is only a 
little over half as many—only 1.4 per 
thousand men. It is a very strange 
thing, but I have met with a number 
of men who were always more or less 
sick In civil life, yçt who got quite 
well again at the Front. The* trench­
es are the place for a change of air!

I am sure that after this war a very 
great many men will never go back 
to the civil life they were in before. 
They must have more life in the open 
air; and there can be no finer field for 
them than that glorious Canada which 
I know so well, with its boundless 
possibilities of harvests and material 
development j

It would not 
mean a great outlay to build it from 
Old Perlican, Workington or. Caplin 
Cove, and we trust the Government 
gl-aciously considered the petition pre­
sented during the session of Parlia­
ment, praying for the building of this 
extension of only a few miles. Per­
haps I should say the Government 
would have the thanks of all the tra­
velling public if they would spend a 
thousand or two dollars on the main 
road to Old Perlican which is unfit 
for travel and a disgrace to civiliza­
tion. The condition of this road has 
frequently been brought to the know­
ledge of the Government by Minister, 
Doctor, Magistrate, and other leading 
men but apparently of no service, and 
thus it goes from bad to worse all 
the time with a general howl of com­
plaints and sulphurous language pour­
ed out upon the Government because 
of its carelessness and inattention to 
it. Only a little time since Doctor Pick­
ard was called here on a serious case 
—which would quickly have had a 
fatal termination—and hé had to avail 
himself of the use of a motor boat, 
fearing, as it was evening, to travel 
over this road, and then owing to 
conditions had to remain all night, 
considerably longer than he other­
wise would have done.

In speaking of the petition reminds 
me ^>f that influentially signed peti­
tion for the appointment of Mr. J. W. 
Janes, Magistrate of Bonne Bay, to 
be transferred to this shore witS1 juris­
diction extending along the S, S. of 
Trinity Bay. We don’t know yet what 
steps the Govt, has taken, in the matter 
but they would do well to accede to 
the people’s requests, for they want 
to see Mr. Janes honoured in this re­
spect, and have the privilege of avail­
ing of his good office whenever need­
ed; no man along our shore is better 
fitted and more highly qualified after 
all his years of business among them. 
His knowledge of dealing with men in 
any case that he may have to adjudi­
cate upon will be balanced with good 
judgment. Mr. Janes has three sons 
fighting for King and Country. Two 
went with the first and second con­
tingents and the other enlisted in 
Canada ; all have seen active service 
in the Dardanelles and now in France. 
We hope the Government will not be 
tardy and have - no dilly-dallying in 
appointing their respected father to 
the position desired by the people 
otherwise they will indignantly resent 
It.

We have just had a visit from Mr.

Haig’s Despatch..

Gallipoli Hero Here.
Private Jas. Tobin is on Six Weeks 

Furlough.—Tells of Brother’s Hair- 
I Breadth Escape.
j By last night’s express there ar­
rived Private James Tobin, of the 
First Newfoundland Regiment, hav­
ing come across country second class. 
He is here on a six weeks’ sick fur­
lough and is staying with his uncle, 
Mr. William Cox, Duckworth Street.- 
Private Tobtn left here with the first 
contingent of volunteers in October, 
1914, and was attached to A Company. 
He went through the Dardanelles 
campaign and recounts some inter­
esting, though thrilling, episodes of 
historic Gallipoli, notably was the in- 

! cident where his younger brother, 
Walter, who left here with F Com­
pany of ‘ Ours’’ had a hair-breadth 

| escape. Walter was engaged bringing 
, provisions to the front and w as in 
I company with the Indian troops at the 
i time. He was fired at by a Turk. 
The bullet reached him, but shot 
through his clothes, without touch­
ing his flesh, shattered his haversack, 
thence striking an Indian soldier in 
the head and killing him outfight. 
Private Tobin also tells of the death 
of Capt. Wighton, who was killed in 
action, the latter part of last year. 
The remains of the deceased officer 
was interred by Pte. Tobin, assisted 
by Lance-Corporal Jno. Reardigan, 
another St. John’s East boy and son of 
Fire Cohstable J. Reardigan. Lc.-Corp. 
Reardigan has since gone to France, 
having come out of the Dardanelles 
without a feather out of him, and 
when last heard of “somewhere in 
France” was as fit as a fiddle after be­
ing in the firing line. Pte. Tobin took 
ill at Cape Helles and was in Hospit­
al under treatment for jaundice and 
dysentery. He last capae from Aber­
deen, Scotland, crossed on the “Ath- 
enia” from Glasgow to Quebec and 
thence to Halifax, where he took the 
I. C. R. train en route for St. John’s.

The first despatoii from 
General Haig, the Com- 

S^ljKS mander-in-Chief of "the 
SfllllSro British forces in France, 
1 is a modest document.

He pays in it two well-merited tri­
butes to others. He has nothing but 
the highest praise to bestow on the 
resolute gallantry which the French 
have displayed during the past three 
months in defending Verdun against 
the continuous and fierce onslaughts 
of the Germans. This brilliant de­
fence is one of the finest pages in 
French military history, and well de­
serves the praises which have been 
bestowed on it by the British Com- 
mander-in-Chief. It is by far the most 
notable military section on the West­
ern front during the past three 
months. General Haig states the 
British forces were called upon to aid 
only indirectly. The British took over 
part of the French trenches else­
where, and enabled the relieved sol­
diers to be utilized in the defence of 
Verdun. This transfer was very suc­
cessful owing to the way it was car­
ried on, and, particularly so, General 
Haig says, to the fact that the Ger­
mans were too much occupied else­
where to give attention to it. He 
speaks of it as a delicate action, which 
might have been seriously disturbed 
had the Germans shown themselves 
on the offensive when the changes 
were taking place. Outside of this 
the British forces since General 
Haig’s accession to the Chief Com­
mand have been engaged in a very 
large number of what would appear 
to be minor operations as compared 
with the mighty operations around 
Verdun, but whicli were large under­
takings as compared with battles of 
the past. Another well-merited tri­
bute is bestowed on Field Marshal 
French, who was General Haig’s 
superior in the earlier stages of the 
war, and to whose position General 
Haig succeeded. It is very pleasing 
to find that the General who is best 
fitted to judge of Field Marshal 
French’s work in France has nothing 
but praise to bestow on it. This tri­
bute will silence any detractions 
to which the recall of Field Marshal 
French to the home command might 
have given grounds.

A Birthday Cake.
How to Make One Which is n Real 

'Cake.
Weigh seven large eggs (fresh), 

take their weight in dry flour, and a 
little sugar. Break the eggs, separate 
the yolks from the whites. Beat the 
former in a bowl, add the sugar to 
them very graduallytogether with 
a little grated lemon rind, a "Spoonful 
of orange flower or rosewater or any 
other suitable flavoring. Add the flour 
a little at a time and continue' to beat 
the mixture for twenty minutes. But­
ter a mould, sprinkle powdered sugar 
upon the butter, and shake off all that 
will not adhere. Tie a strip of but­
tered paper round the top of the 
ttiould to keep the preparation from 
rolling down the sides While it is 
baked. Pour in the cake, 'three parts ; 
fill, the mould with it. When done 
enough let it stand a few minutes.

shake it well to loosen it, turn it out 
carefully, cut it in slices when cool 
one-quarter of an inch thick, spread 
some jam over these and place five er 
six or more slices together, one on 
top of the other. Whisk together tile 
whites of two or more, eggs, accord­
ing to size of cake; add half a pound 
of finely sifted sugar (to the eggs), a 
dessertspoonful of orange flower wat­
er. Whisk the mixture until quite 
smooth and spread it over the cake 
with the back of a spoon. Mark the 
shape of the piece into which it is af­
terward to be cut. Place the cake in a 
very cool oven to dry the icing. Time 
half an hour to prepare. Two or 
three drops of coloring will give it a 
rose tint. Send to table with lighted

REDUCING OUTPUT OF BEER.
LONDON, To -day.

The object of the Bill 
is to relieve the room in ships, re­
quired for importing foreign hops, 
unless the home-grown supply is in­
sufficient to meet the requirements, 
when licenses for importation will be 
granted.

FEEDING THE GERMANS.
BERLIN, To-day.

Feeding the masses of the popula- 
tion in large cities by means of cen­
tral kitchens under municipal aus­
pices, is the solution selected by the 
Government to meet the problem of 
food supply and the distribution dur­
ing the period of the war. The Pre­
sident of the Food Regulation Board, 
Adolph Von Batocki, announced the 
ways and means to a committee of 
the Reichstag yesterday. The appro­
priating bill for the funds to assist 
the municipalities to organize and on 
crate kitchens, would be immediatelv 
submitted to the Reichstag. The 
municipality of Schoeneberg. the sec­
ond largest in the Berlin suburb, has 
already arranged to feed 30,000 per­
sons by such institutions. Similar 
organizations for Berlin were called 
into life by a conference to-day, which 
was notable for the presence of two 
women, Frau Hedwig Hoyle, and 
Fraulein Landsberg, among the mem­
bers of the conference.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.
J LONDON, To-day.

The Verdun region of France and 
in Southern Tyrol continue the thea­
tres where the most sanguinary bat­
tles are taking place. While the Ital­
ians are holding back the Austrians 
from further advances and inflicting 
heavy losses on them in counter at­
tacks in Tyrol, their German Allies 
have been able to make another gain 
and capture of about three hundred 
metres of French trenches northwest 
of the village of Cumieres, on the left 
hank of the Meuse near Verdun. 
Fighting of great intensity has been 
in progress around Hill 304 between 
Le Mort Homme and Cumieres, but 
except near Cumieres the viqious 
German onslaughts have all been set 
at nought by the vigorous counter of­
fensive of the French. In the sectors 
east and west of Fort Douaumont and 
northeast, attacks were launched. 
Artillery on both sides have been busy 
along the remainder of the front in 
France and Belgium. In' Tyrol the 
Austrians in Largarina Valley, south 
of Posnia torrent, threw heavy as­
saults against the Italian positions, 
but the Italians stood their ground 
and repulsed the attackers with con­
siderable losses. On the Asiago Pla­
teau, the men of two batteries which 
were surrounded on Monte Moseiago, 
by the Austrians, were relieved by the 
Italian regiment and their guns 
brought safely away. Except for a 
report from Petrograd that the Ger­
mans repeatedly bombarded the rail­
way line east of Riga, no operation of 
moment has taken place on the Rus­
sian front. Minor successes have 
been obtained by the Russians over 
the Turks in Rivandou Sea region on 
the Caucasus front. Nothing new 
came through with regard to the man­
oeuvres of the Bulgars and Greeks in 
Macedonia, where important events

LONDON, To-day.
General Sir Douglas Haig, the Com­

mander of the British forces in France 
and Belgium, in a despatch covering 
the operations of the British army in 
that territory from December 19th 
last when he took over command, un­
til May 19th, pays a high tribute of 
praise to the French defence of Ver­
dun. He says the only offensive effort 
made by the enemy on a great scale, 
was directed against our French Al­
lies near Verdun. Fighting in, that 
area has been prolonged and severe.- 
The result has been worthy of the 
traditions of the French army and of 
their great service to the cause of the 
Allies. The efforts made by the ar­
my have caused him heavy losses both 
in men and prestige. He has made 
these sacrifices without gaining any 
advantage to counter balance them. 
During this struggle our troops have 
been in readiness tfa co-operate as 
they might be needed, but the only as­
sistance asked for by our Allies was 
of an indirect nature, namely the re­
lief of French troops on a portion of 
their defensive front. This relief I 
was glad to be able to afford. Its ex­
ecution on a considerable front, every­
where in close touch with the enemy, 
was a somewhat delicate operation, 
hut it was carried out with complete 
success, thanks to the cordial co­
operation and good-will of all ranks 
concerned, and lack of enterprise 
shown by the enemy during the re­
lief. .While no action comparable 
with that at Verdun has been fought 
on the British front, General Haig 
says the struggle has been continuous, 
that there have been many shares in 
the actions. There were sixty local 
actions during the period under re­
view-, at some of which, says General 
Haig, although individually insigni­
ficant in war on such an immense 
scale, would have been considered 
worthy of a separate despatch under 
different conditions. General Haig 
mentions the arrival of the Anzaos 
find South Africans and additional 
Canadian forces to France, and says 

(this made possible the taking over of 
a greater extra front. He then tells 
of improvement in different branches 
of the army in health. In the armies, 
he says, the sick rate has been con­
sistently low. There has been no seri­
ous epidemic. Enteric fever has al­
most entirely disappeared owing to 
the preventive tneasureâ and ener 
getically carried out. The despatch 
closes with a tribute to Field Marshal 
Viscount French, who, says General 
Haig, in starting the war with _ our. 
small Expeditionary Force, faced an 
army far superior in numbers and" 
fully prepared for this great cam­
paign. During the long anxious time 
needed for the improvisation of the 
comparatively large force now serv­
ing in this country, generally he over­
came all difficulties before laying 
down the responsibility. He had the 
satisfaction of seeing the balance of 
the advantage swing steadily in our 
favor and these who served under him 
appreciate the greatness of his 
achievement.

Army Gets Highest Class of Men — 
—Artists’ Rifles Contribute Officers 
Overnight — Millionaires Work as 
Common Soldiers — College Men 
Prominent,
London, April 24.—Lord Charles 

Beresford once informed me, with 
considerable certainty, that it takes 
eight years to train an officer. If he 

not already aware of the fact, I 
could now take him to a place where 
an efficient officer is created in four 
months.

There are several such establish­
ments scattered through England. 
The one I was privileged by the War 
Office to visit is situated within 30 
miles of London. Its official title is 
the Artists’ Rifles Cadet Unit. Before 
the war the Artists’ Rifles were one 
of the crack battalions of the terri­
torial army. The men were drawn 
from the upper middle class and their 
pride was their esprit de corps and 
their efficiency. Most of its members 
were fairly well to do. But money 
counted for nothing. Merely amateur 
and inefficient soldiers were not 
wanted.

A few months after the outbreak of 
war the Artists were sent to the front. 
They did their turn in the trenches, 
■njen came the battle of Ypres, when 
the British army suffered its heaviest 
losses. The 7th Division in particu­
lar had been almost cut to pieces. 
Some regiments had scarcely an offi­
cer left.

Artists Filled the Gap.
General French sent across to the 

Artists and asked the colonel if he 
could supply fifty officers from among 
his men. Without any trouble the 
colonel made his selection. In their 
''Tommies” uniforms the men went 
and took charge of the units assign­
ed them and they made good. The 
next week fifty more were asked for 
and sent. A week or two afterward 
the Artists were taken from the 
trenches and turned into an officers’ 
training corps for turning out trained 
officers in the shortest possible time.

At present one battalion of the Art­
ists trains men in France. There is 
a further detachment in London. An­
other battalion is stationed* near the 
capital. * The 1,500 stationed here have 
their headquarters in a hut camp. 
About 200 of them live in an old 
Elizabethan mansion. Others in groups 
of twenty occupy vacant new “art” 
houses in a new “Garden City.” They 

fed like fighting cocks and, on 
the whole, thqir quarters are enviable.

All join as privates. They are dress­
ed like the ordinary "recruit and large­
ly treated as such, whatever they may 
have formerly been used to. Discip­
line is of the strictest. For the first 
week or two it is probably irksome to 
the majority. But then this battalion 
is schooled on two principles. The 
first is that only the man who has 
learned to obey without thinking and 
without flinching can secure obedi­
ence from other men. The other is 
that the corps must be self-support­
ing. If a hut has to be built or some 
engineering work performed, it must 
be done by men of the regiment. This 
is not difficult, because every profes­
sion is represented. But just as an 
instance, I saw a lecture hall con­
structed at a cost of $600—the price 
of the material—which ordinarily 
would have cost three times as much.

The Battalion and the School.
For general training purposes the 

upit is divided into the “battalion” and 
the “school.” The former consists of 
four companies, each of some half 
dozen platoons graded according tb 
progress. The best platoon in each 
company is known as the “probation­
ary platoon” and consists of the best 
trained'1 men, who are put through 
nytsketry courses, machine gun in­
struction, range finding, etc.

Before a cadet can be admitted to 
the “school” he must pass through 
this probationary platoon and be fin­
ally approved and recommended by 
his company commander. He is then 
drafted to the school for the further

training that will benefit him for com­
mission. The usual time spent in the 
battalion is nine weeks and in the 
school six weeks.

In the school men are taught trench 
and open fighting, map making, topo­
graphy and the numberless small 
tilings that go nowadays toward the 
training of an officer. Naturally, in a 
course such as this, almost everything 
depends on the instructors. I found 
these of exceptional quality. This 
major in command of the school is a 
professional soldier who has seen ser­
vice in many parts of the world and 
made his profession his life’s study. 
Other officers mainly comprise those

who have seen fighting at the front, 
and on account of wounds or special 
fitness for teaching have been placed 
on this work. The musketry instruc­
tor, who trains the men on the “tri­
angle of error” theory in sighting be­
fore they ever fire a gun, is a director 
of the South Kensington Museum. 
The officer who lectures on map mak­
ing and observation is the professor 
of topography in one of England's 
greatest universities.

Millionaires as Privates.
Much could be w-ritten about the 

types that go to make up a corps of 
this kind. A private was working in 
a garden attached to one of his houses. 
An officer remarked that this soldier 
was worth nearly $5,000,000 in hard 
cash.* We were driven about all day 
in a very up-to-date automobile by an­
other orderly. Incidentially I discov­
ered the car was his own. Some dis­
cussion arose about the age of the 
Elizabethan mansion. “Ask Sergeant 
Mace to come,” said an officer. Ser­
geant Mace came and delivered a lit­
tle archaeological disquisition. Some 
one mentioned later (hat he held an 
important position at the Metropoli­
tan Museum until the war broke out

CITIZENS’ COMMITTEE MEET.

The ninth regular meting of the 
Citizens’ Committee was held in the 
Board of Trade Rooms last night. The 
minutes of the last meeting were read 

-and adopted.
A communication from the Colonial 

1 Secretary guaranteeing payment of 
bills accrued by the Citizens’ Commu­
te was read; also a letter from the 
Secretary of the Municipal Board for­
warding plans of the city as outlined 
in the new bill. Sub-committee on 
Sections 10 and 11 reported progress. 
Sub-committeq on legal advice deal­
ing with Section 1 reported progress.

Mr. Mews proposed that a memo, of 
the following be sent to the Truck­
man’s and Cabman’s Unions asking 
their opinion on same:—-

Section 8—Nuisances shall include: 
“Salt or any matter placed on any 
street which works an injury to norses 
or other animals, or which hinders 
anyone from pursuing his lawful oc­
cupation in a free and satisfactory 
manner.”

^Discussion on the new Bill was 
then taken up. Sections 24 to 30 was 
considered. After much diversity of 
opinion it was decided that the Citi­
zens’ Committee stands for paying 
Mayor and Councillors salaries, the 
Mayor to get $1,000 and the Council­
lors $500 per annum. It was also the 
opinion of the Citizens’ Committee 
that the matter of forfeiture of salar­
ies fôr being absent from Council 
meetings be left In the hands of the 
Councillors themselves.

The matter of allowing Councillors,

members of firms, to contract for 
work under the city’s control was de 
ferred.

The meeting closed at 10.30 to meet 
again Thursday evening.

- LONDON,.May 29. 
The Governor, Newfoundland:

Around Verdun there has been des­
perate fighting throughout the week, 
the enemy making little progress.

On the British front the enemy suc­
ceeded in entering our front line 
trenches at Vimy Ridge on a fifteen 
yard front.

In Italy there has been severe fight­
ing on the Adige front. The Italian 
line was somewhat withdrawn.

In the Soudan a hostile force under 
the Sultan of Darfur was completely 
defeated.

BONAR LAW.

McKENNA’S RESOLUTION.
LONDON, May 29.

In the Commons to-day, Reginald 
McKenna, Chancellor of the Excheq­
uer, moved a resolution of which he 
gave notice last week, the purpose of 
which is to compel the sale to the 
Government under the mobilization 
plan of American securities hitherto 
withheld by their owners. McKenna’s 
measure imposes an additional in­
come tax of two shillings to the pound 
on American securities, exempting 
those which are deposited with the 
Treasury. Harold J. Tennant, Parlia­
mentary Under Secretary for War, 
explained that as the balance of trade 
was against England, there was a lim­
it to the exportation of gold loans 
already having been raised in Amen- | 
ca, and the Government resorted to 
mobilization of securities to meet hai- j 
ance liabilities. This scheme, Ten- I 
nant said, had been carried out with 
great care and without any injury to 
the American market. The Govern- | 
ment has been able to pay its way and 
preserve a substantial balance in j 
New- York to enable it to meet char­
ges which might become due. Fdr j 
some months past, however, the sup- j 
ply of American securities offered 
the Government has dwindled from a ! 
■torrent to little more than a ‘trickle. ; 
It had been suggested that this was ) 
due to the natural exhaustion of the . 
supply, but he did not think this was 
the case. He said that a great many 
holders of American securities were 
shy, and while conscious of their du­
ty, had allowed that consciousness to 
remain inactive. They now required 
this spur in order to remind them of « 
their true duty to their country. After 
announcement of the plan last week, 
Tennant continued, the Treasury re­
ceived a much greater volume of 
American securities than had been 
the case for some time. He said he 
was in favor of a tax of ten shillings 
to the pound in the event that Mc­
Kenna’s proposal proved ineffective. 
Sir Edward Carson asked why there 
should not he enacted at once a mea­
sure compelling every holder of Am­
erican securities to give over this 
property to the Government. McKen­
na said the Government obtained se­
curities in a steady stream under the 
present system, and had never paid 
for them In advance before they were 
realized on in America, and had tak­
en them over without risk of loss. 
When they were required he believed j 
the pian would be sufficient for the 1 
purpose. The tax is to go into effect i 
on July 1st for a period of one year, j 
McKenna’s resolution met with con- < 
siderable hostile criticism, and the 
debate brought out the fact that the

resolution was applicable to any for­
eign securities, but that the Treas­
ury must be willing to buy a security 
before it could be affected by a tax. 
William Watson, Rutherford, Union­
ist, said that the tax was sheer rob­
bery, and he declared the tax not for 
revenue, but for punishment. He said 
the Government should be honest and 
bring in a bill compelling the sale ol’ 
securities. That would be coercive, 
but not mean. Sir Frederick Ban­
bury, Unionist, denounced the Chan­
cellor’s proposal, saying it Was going 
back to the days of Isaac of York. 
Spencer Churchill defended the reso­
lution and thought the Chancellor’s 
proposal a very modest one. These 
were times when it was not possible 
nor desirable to draw nice distinc­
tions about equality and sacrifice, 
unless the war was prosecuted vigor-, 
ously there would be equality of ruin 
for all.

South of Roye in Beauvraigues di; 
trict our artillery destroyed the first 
line German works. On the left bank 
of the Meuse both artilleries were 
very active during the night. Our 
curtain and infantry fires completely 
shattered a German attack debouch­
ing from Crows Wood at .7 p.m. yes­
terday. A second attack, launched in 
the sapie district at midnight, also 
failed. On the right bank of the 
Meuse it was relatively a quiet night, 
except in Vaux Fort 'district, where 
very sharp artillery action occurred 
In Lorraine we shattered a German 
strong reconnoitering party in Paroy 
forest. Yesterday our aviators en 
gaged German planes in fifteen at­
tacks. Two of the latter were brought 
down, one falling in flames near Mon- 
thois on the border of Argonue; the 
other fell in the region of Mifontaine, 
north of Berry au Bac. During an 
experimental flight one of our avia 
tors was attacked north of the Aisne 
by a German foltker, which fired at 
him over a thousand cartridges. Un­
der this rain of projectiles, and al­
though his machine was riddled with 
bullets, our pilot succeeded in reach 
ing our lines, chased by his adversary 
A French plane arriving at full speed 
opened fire at a distance of less than 
thirty metres on the German fokker, 
which fell in the vicinity of Bourgog­
ne, west of Rheims. On the left hank 
of the Meuse our armoured biplanes 
brought down two German machines. 
The first fell north of Avocourt and 
the second fell in the direction of 
Forges.

WILL TAKE PRECAUTIONARY 
MEASURES.

TOKIO, May 29.
It was officially announced to-night 

that Japan has instructed the Japan 
ese Minister at Peking to request the 
Chinese Government to take proper 
steps for safeguarding lives and in 
terests of Japanese residents at 
Shantung Province, which Japan ex 
presses the belief is endangered by 
revolutionary disorders.

The nuiçber of soldiers and j 
sailors killed is only comparatively I 
small, and but a fraction of the to­
tal.

GERMAN ASSAULTS FAIL.
PARIS, May 29.

Two attacks were made by German 
troops advancing last night from 
Corbeaux Wood, on the Verdun front. I 
The French War Office *eport of to- 1 
day says that these assaults resulted 
in failure. East of the Meuse the 
night was comparatively calm, except 
for heavy artillery action in the vie- j 
inity of Vaux. Fifteen aerial encoun­
ters occurred, and two German ma­
chines were brought down, one of 
them falling in flames.

Acuity of obtaining tonnage except at 
extremely high rates, the Directors 
recommend that no dividend be paid 
for the past year.

The management of the Gas Works 
by Mr. F. M. Ruggles had been very 
satisfactory, and, the results obtained 
as good as could have been expected, 
under adverse conditions. The use of 
Sydney coals during February and
March upset normal conditions, and
made it difficult to maintain a good 
supply of gas to the city.
