The business of the Bank has been 
well maintained during the year. In 
view of possible Government financing 
and the somewhat uncertain outlook at 
home and abroad, we have consistently 
set our faces against over-expansion, 
which is to be deprecated under exist­
ing conditions. While giving our cus­
tomers all reasonable accommodation 
required and taking up many new de­
sirable accounts, we have maintained 
a strong liquid position, continuing a 
well-considered policy of the Bank; a 
policy which, in the past as now, has

The esse with which financial Can­
ada has met the stress of war condi­
tions has been favourably commented 
upon abroad. At home one hears no 
expression of surprise at the stable 
financial conditions In the Dominion.

The real basis of that stability is a 
hanking system tha£ tias proved moat 
efficient in peace times and, with the 
facilities accorded by the Minister of 
Finance, has withstood the severe test 
of war times. The system as it stands 
Is, without doubt, adequate to meet 
any possible demands arising during 
the reconstruction period and -tor 
years thereafter.

The public, long accustomed to 
banking stability, now accept it as a 
matter of course. The strong liquid 
position of your own bank has been an 
important factor’ln the situation.

It is quite possible that the econ­
omic and financial problems of the 
next few years will be more difficult to 
Surmount than those we have faced of 
late.

The anticipftted disturbance in bank 
deposits resulting from domestic Gov­
ernment war loans has subsided, as 
was to be expected. Seeing that the 
proceeds of such loans remain in the 
country, the money, of necessity, 
finds its ultimate way back to the 
banks through one channel of an­
other; and, therefore, the loanable 
capital of the banks Is, in the long 
run, undiminished. On the other hand, 
the strength of a banker’s position 
lies largely in his command of numer­
ous small deposits.

Meanwhile, 
public pronouncements are made by 
those who have given the subject 
special study that, food prices, particu­
larly for meat, will remain extremely 
high for many months to come.

Our Valuable Fisheries.

The 
eapital expended by the different 

, countries—Great Britain, Norway, 
j Holland, Denmark, and Germany—in 
j this industry “might be estimated 
j roughly at £50,000,000,” says Mr. 
Green, “which is very inadequate in 

| vieiS of what might be done if the op- 
| portunities were fully exploited. In 
England there is remarkably little in- 

j vested in the shore industries. Tak- 
i ing the possible output of £90,000,000 
Î in this area of 300,000 square miles,
’ we get about £300 value of fish per 
square mile fished per annum, or 10s. 
an acre, whereas prior to the war this 
was only about £100 per square mile 
or a little over 3s. an acre,

“Taking an annual output of £90,- 
000,000," Mr. Green goes on to say, 
"as being not only possible but high­
ly probable as soon as peace comes, 
we get, if capitalized on a twenty 
years’ purchase value, the sum of £1,- 
800,000,000, or £9 7s. 6d. per acre, as 
being the capiptal value of the fisher­
ies in these northern seas.”

Bank of Montreal.
We print to-day the General Annual 

Statement, presented at the 101st an­
nual meeting of the Directors and 
Shareholders of the Bank of Montreal, 
the business year of which ended on 
October 31st. This meeting was held 
in the Board Room of the Bank Head­
quarters at Montreal. The address of 
the President, Sir Vineenr Meredith, in 
moving the adoption of the General 
Manager’s Report, declared that the 
Bank was well maintained during the 
year, and more especially so because 
of the somewhat uncertain financial 
outlook at home and abroad, but in 
view of these conditions the directors 
had not believed in a policy of over- 
expansion. Notwithstanding, all cus>- 
tomers have been given whatever 
reasonable accommodation they re­
quired, and with the addition of many 
new accounts the Institution has main­
tained a strong liquid position, and 
has added materially to its stability, 
as well as strengthening Canadian 
finance generally. An enlargement of 
business by the absorption of the 
Bank of British North America, which 
was completed on October 12th, has 
further strengthened the position of 
the Bank of Montreal; while the open 
ing of many new branches, one of 
them being established at Paris, 
France has contributed to the increase 
at business. The branch at Paris may 
be taken to mean that a bid will be 
made for considerable of the business 
srhich must follow the re-development 
if French trade, which the conclusion 
at the war will bring. An examination 
af the Profit and Loss account shows 
that after deducting charges pt man- 
igemeut, and making full provision 
tor all bad and doubtful debts, the 
profits for the current year, amounted 
;o the handsome sum of $2,662,720.14. 
\ War Tax of $160,000 was paid on 
he Bank Note circulation, and sub­
scriptions to Patriotic Funds, totalled 
in amount of $46,000. Dividends to 
stock holders $1,920,000. with a profit 
jalance of $1,905,613.22, carried for­
ward after a reservation for Bank 
Premises of $200,000 was taken off. A 
shange has been made in the distri- 
lution of profits, which will be more 
satisfactory to shareholders, and in 
uture, dividends will be calculated at 

l2 per cent, the 2 per cent, ‘bonus' 
laving been dropped entirely.

A package of 
cigarettes, instead, was the sole sign 
that their fellow men of Newfound­
land were grateful to them. Bunting 
around town was conspicuous by its 
absence. The only gun-firing was 
that of a few individual residents on 
the batteries. The war is over bow, 
and we no longer are grateful to the 
soldiers who may even be left to suf­
fer in indifference and neglect. A train 
of 100 of the men went out to-day, 
these to return after Christmas.

To point out the in­
consistence of these people, we have

from the press experienced the great­
est difficulty in gaining admittance, 
even when their cards were shown. 
Particularly was one regimental offi­
cer obnoxious in his churlishness. An 
old couple, whose son had been a 
prisoner of war in Germany, had re 
turned, and it can be imagined how 
anxious they were to see him after his 
long absence. Seeing the officer in 
question, the old man asked him 
about his son, wanting to make sure 
that he was aboard. The officer was 
most brutal in language and tone, 
telling him that his son was not 
aboard. When the old man remarked 
that his name had appeared in the 
papers, he callously informed him 
“that he had disappeared in thin air.1 
This is the treatment for people 
whose boy had fought for the country 
that had benefitted the officer, and 
who, it the truth were known, did 
more for the country than that officer. 
This same man, not being pleased 
with the speed with which the sol­
diers were coming from the ship, post­
ed himself at the bottom of the gang­
way, and for a while gave each sol 
dier a push as he went by, with a big 
kit bag on his shoulder, and in some 
cases a grip in his hand We must ad­
mit that the police, in the majority of 
cases ,are quite different, and their 
obliging manners have made them 
well liked by the whole town. One 
there was on the wharf Saturday, 
however, who was moat impolite to 
our representative, and if bis conduct 
is repeated, we shall with alacrity 
publish his name and the circumstan­
ces surrounding his action. Fortun­
ately, most people understand that, if 
newspapers are to be correct in re­
ports, their representatives must be 
granted every possible facility and 
privilege, and in most cases these are 
cheerfully given.

The following letter which has been 
received by Mrs. Carter explains it­
self. Interesting herself in the Silver 
Thimble Fund she succeeded in se­
curing quite a collection which Miss 
Harris very kindly took with her 
when she left to visit her mother in 
October. The accompanying letter 
tells of the presentation :

147 Victoria Street, 
Westminster, S.W. 1, London,

Nov. 30, 1918.
Dear Mrs. Carter,—On the 13th inst., 

I presented the Silver Thimble Fund 
Collection from St. John’s to the Prin­
cess Louise (Duchess of Argyll). She 
was very interested in the collection 
and very appreciative, especially of 
the gold dollar pieces and the old sil­
ver spoon belonging originally to the 
regiment. In the collection there was 
a tiny silver thimble that someone had 
sent, and, at the request of Miss 
Hope Clarke (Founder of the Silver 
Thimble Fund), I presented it to Her 
Royal Highness from Newfoundland, 
and she accepted it most graciously. 
Whoever it was who sent the little 
thimble will be Interested to know 
that the Princess kept it as a sou­
venir. The whole collection was val­
ued at about £100—five hundred dol­
lars. At the same time a cheque was 
presented from Guernsey to endow a 
bed in the “Silver Thimble Ward” of 
the Seamen's Hospital at Greenwich, 
and one of the English papers in de­
scribing the presentations, said: “On 
the occasion it was noted as a coinci­
dence that Newfoundland and Guern­
sey, between which islands there had 
once been very active commercial re­
lations, were present at the first pre­
sentation of gifts which had been 
gathered for the benefit of the Sea­
men ,to whom both were so deeply 
indebted for the maintenance of their 
supplies of food and materials during 
the war.”

To endow a Newfoundland Bed in 
the Seamen's Hospital would heed | 
five thousand dollars. It would be a 
splendid war memorial if, with the 
help of the outports, you could dolKct 
the balance.

He took 
part in all the big battles since that 
time, and came through without a 
scratch until he received the fatal 
blow in the final battle on October 
20th. He was known to be a brave 
and loyal soldier and well liked by his 
officers and comrades. All looked for­
ward to. the end of the war and the 
return of Ned^but fate decided other­
wise and to-day he is sleeping in his 
lonely grave "Somewhere in that 
sweet, beautiful France.” He has died 
for the cause that he fought bravely 
to uphold and has entered into that 
land of peace which is the home of 
the brave who die for their country 
and for the cause of right. Sergt. 
Monahan was the only surviving son of 
Margaret and the late Michael Mona­
han, of the Southside. He leaves to 
mourn five little orphan children, a 
broken-hearted widowed mother and 
one sister, his wife having predeceas­
ed him 16 months ago.

away to the London County Council.

On another occasion he was 
found on a farm at Redhill, then at a 
racing stable at Epsom; next he was 
found unconscious on Banstead-road, 
and later was in Tunbridge Wells 
workhouse. “He has a good home, 
but he is of a roving disposition,’’ said 
the boy’s father, a discharged soldier. 
“I had not the slightest knowledge 
where he was until I received a let­
ter written from the reformatory.” 
Recently Greenaway was convicted of 
theft at Wimborne. The Bench de­
termined that Battersea will be liable 
for the wanderer’s maintenance.

There were amazing scenes at a 
military auxiliary hospital at Liver­
pool, arising out of the refusal of cer­
tain colored troops to submit to disci­
pline.

An Armistice 
Account

What One Item Alone Means to Ger­
many.

The Germans have to give up, 
amongst other terms ot the armistice, 
6,000 railway engines and 150,000 rail­
way trucks.

During the course of the war we 
have been so accustomed to "talking 
in millions” that the significance of 
5,000 locomotives and 160,000 trucks is 
liable to be overlooked.

The cost of the engines and tenders 
alone, taking £3,000 each as a fair 
average pre-war price, amounts to 
£15,000,000. At the present time they 
would cost something like £6,000 
each, so that their value to-day is 
about £25,000,000.

Then add the value of the trucks at 
£50 each, and you have the formid­
able total of £32,600,000 for this one 
Item of rolling stock which the Ger­
mans have to disgorge!

If you coupled up the engines, they 
would form a line of 70 miles long; 
and the trucks, treated in the same 
way, would cover over 700 miles.

and back again! If you placed three 
abreast, they would reach from Lon­
don to Paris!

What the surrender of this rolling

The terrific battles in France before 
the Armistice was signed must have 
resulted in a total list Of casualties on 
both sides exceeding that of any bat­
tles in history.

Great Britain’s 
War Record.

Of all people the English are least 
concerned with praise for having, done 
what the conscience of the nation un­
derstood to be the right thing to do. 
They never seek applause, nor are they 
swerved from a course deemed right, 
for lack of it. It is a sterling quality, 
which has often been mistaken for 
mere stubbornness. Among some other 
things we have discovered during the 
war one is that the Huns have insidi­
ously and persistently, for years, 
sowed seeds of suspicion and hate of 
the English throughout the world. Be­
cause Germany was jealous of England 
she hated her; and hating her wanted 
all other countries to hate England 
also. And so around the world went 
an army of German spies whose mis­
sion was to spread a propaganda of 
hatred. Germany, ungrateful, had no 
cause for this. English ports the world 
over were open freely to German 
ships to come and go and trade at 
will. England herself bought from 
Germany annually millions of dollars’ 
worth of German-made goods In ex­
cess of what Germany bought from 
England. Germans in England were 
as free to work, travel, sell goods as 
any Englishman, while the English­
man In Germany was subject to con­
stant surveillance and in arriving at a 
German city must first of all file a 
lengthy report containing a personal 
history, the nature of his errand there, 
and how many days he intended to 
remain in thgt place.

On Saturday night a meeting took 

place in the Militia Building between 
the Civil Re-establishment Committee 
and representatives of the Great War 
Veterans’ Association and of the Nfld. 
Industrial Workers’ Association. This 
meeting was the sequel of a confer­
ence between the same organizations 
which took place in October.

The work of the G. R. Committee, 
which was appointed by the Govern­
ment last July is to endeavour to pro­
vide employment for Returned Sol- 
liers and Sailors and to give those of 
Ihem who were disabled sufficient 
training to earn their own living.

The N.I.W.A. and G.W.V.A. re­
presentatives had Jiad joint conferen­
ces on the matters discussed at the 
meeting in Octclier, and a memo of 
their suggestions was read by Mr. W. 
Smith. Briefly the recommendations 
are as follows:

1. The appointment of experts to 
advise the Prime Minister as to the 
ibtaining by Nfld. of its share of any 
Indemnity paid by tfte enemy.

2. That such part of this sum as 
may be necessary-shall be devoted to 
.raining Returned Veterans for civil 
life. In any case provision must, be 
made for this.

3. All vacancies in the Civil ser­
