GEDDES LEAVES FOR WASHING-
TON.

LIVERPOOL, April 11
Sir Auckland Geddes sailed yester-
day afternoon for the United States
to take up his post as British Am-
bassador. In a message to the press
he told of his appreciation of the man-
ner in which the British press had

helped him since his appointment.

SCOTLAND WANTS HOME RULE.

GLASGOW, April 11.

Under the auspices of the Scottish
Home Rule Association, a meeting was
held yesterday, at which a resolution
was adopted asking the Government
to pass a bill giving Scotland control
of purely Scottish affairs. The meet-
ing was non-partisan and speeches
were made by Alexander MacCallum
Scott and Neil MacLean, members of
the House of Commons for Glasgow.

FRENCH EXTEND THEIR LINE.

LONDON, April 10.

The French forces are extending
their zone of accupation in the Mainz
region, according to a despdtch to the
Exchange Telegraph Co. from Berlin,
quoting the Lokal Anzeiger. Stoek-
stadt, in Bavaria, and Bevenhausen
have already been occupied, and it is
understood French troops are march-
ing toward Aschaffenburg from Darm-
stadt.

LEAGUE OF NATIONS MEETS.

PARIS, April 11.

The fourth public sitting of the
Council of the League of Nations took
place this afternoon in the Luxem-
bourg Palace, Leon Bourgeoise, Pre-
sident of the French Association of
the Society of Nations, presiding. Her-
bert A. L. Fisher, British Minister of
Wducation, representing Great Brit-
ain, read a report on the Armenian sit-
vation, advocating the constitution of
a state of Armenia on a free and in-
dependent basis. The best means for
reaching such a solution, the report
said, was the acceptance for Armenia
by some state under the League of
Nations. Baron De Gaiffier D'Hestroy,
Belgian Minister, read a report on
minorities in Turkey affecting the fate
of two million non-Mussulmans. The
Council agreed to accept the request
of Earl Curzon of Kedleston, British
Foreign Secretary asking the Council
to consent to a guarantee clause in
the Turkish Treaty of Peace mow u=m-
der preparation comcerning the pro-
tection on minerities. As the guaran-
tee clauses have not yet been settled,
Rowever, it is announced that the
Council had found it impossible to
evolve a practical solution until the
Treaty is finished.

Missionary Service.

Yesterday was observed as Mission-

‘ary Sunday at Wesley Methodist

Church. The preacher at the morn-
ing service was Rev. C. R. Blount, of
Victoria. A very large congregation
was present to hear the preacher, who
took as his text, “And He said unto
them, go ye into all the world and
preach the Gospel to every creaturs.”
Mark 16-15. He emphasized the call
or work of the Church; even without
this command, Christ Himself and His
life impels mankind to spread the
Gospel. The preacher showed up in
language clear and pointed out that
Christianity had not failed as some
people would have us believe, but the
trouble was it had been tried very
little or not at all in the mnational
and international life of the worid.
Failure is not with Christianity, but
with the people of the Western
‘World who had not grasped the true
idea of brotherhood. Yet there was
& tendency in most cases to~ think
much of China and Japan and the
Eastern countries and not give suffi-
cient study to the problems that are
facing the peoples of the North Am-
erican Continent and even our own
land. The problems at home should
be and must be dealt with. It is no
sacrifice to be a missionary in this or
any other land; it is a pleasure. The
Church is doomed without the mis-
sionary spirit, as witness the im-
portance of the Protestant Church in
the 17th century. As soon as mis-
sionary zeal laid itself upon the
Church she started to grow and has
been growing ever since. An able
and practical discourse was closed
with an eloquent appeal to the people
to pray, work and give, and words of
congratulations on the sermon wera
freely expressed.

The 6.30 service took the form of a
platform meeting. Mr. A. C. Peters
was the chairman. Rev. Mr. Bugden
gave the report, and the speakers, Mr.
Arthur Mews, CM.G., and Rev. C. R.
Blount. Mr. Mews in a specially in-
te?estmg and instructive address, told
of the missionary activities of the
Church in China, Japan and in Can-
ada and Newfoundland. Mr. Mews

is the Newfoundland lay representa~
tive to the General Board of Missions,
and has been for a number of years,
thereby acquiring a knowledge of his
theme of last night which makes him
a real bureau of information on mis-
sionary work. His closing appeal,
which he gave with a burning zeal,
was for the Methodists to do their
duty and .thereby show their loyalty
to the Church of their choice.

Rev. Mr. Blount easily sustained
the reputation he had gained for hiin-
self at the morning service delivering
an able and telling address, outlin-
ing the Methodist National Campaign,
emphasizing the point that it was no
sectarian thing, but that Anglicans,
Methodists, Presbyterians, Congrega-
tionalists and Baptists had all united
with one great object in view, the
christianizing of the world. He ex-
pressed the hope that this united
action on the part of the churches
would continue as it was said by one
great divine that with this much to be
hoped for united action, the object
would be obtained in forty years.
Sacrifice was then dealt with in a
telling manner and its meaning ex-
plained very ably. A splendid ad-
dress was closed by an appeal to the
congregation to do not only their bit
but their best. Under the able chair-
manship of Mr. A. C. Peters and the
able address of the speaker, together
with the assistance given by the
choir under Organist Pratt and the
solos contributed by Mrs. A. Goobie
and Misses Abbott and Evans, the
meeting was easily one of the best
ever held at Wesley and the whole
day one in keeping with the great ob-
ject of this Missionary Church.

Some of our gentlemen at the head
of affairs are receiving their thous-
ands of dollars a year, and ARE
LOOKING FOR MORE, but does the
idea ever strike home that other ap-
plicants of the same common circle
are trying to live on a paltry sum not
sufficient to keep a decent table.

The ‘News’ correspondent “Old in
Harness,” speaks of keeping the
civil servant HONEST, and ’'tis wise-
ly written. The civil servant is hon-
est, and he must be kept honest, and
as human nature is but too liable to
err, he must be paid enough to live
on if he would be honest.

HYNES vs. JONES.

The case was continued on Satur-
day morning, when Messrs. Joseph
Tilley, Chas, Mercer, Abram Bishop,
Geo. Tilley and Richard Walsh were
cross-examined by Howley, K.C., and
Higgins, K.C. Arthur Clarke, Michael
Conran and Samuel Cluney were ex-
amined by Mr. Mews. During the
cross-examination of one of the wit-
nesses it came out that the petitioner
Chas. Hynes was now ' the Customs’
Officer at Kelligrews in place of
Frank Tilley. This appointment, it is
understood, was made since April 1st
and since the petition against Dr. W.
E. Jones by Mr. Hynes was filed.

KELLY vs. WOODFORD,

This morning, Arthur Clarke, of
Horse Cove, was the first witness
called to give evidence in this case.
His testimony was practically the
same as that given in the Jones case.
He stated Mr. Woodford gave him
$50 for work donme within the past 4
years. He brought Mr. Woodford up
to see the condition of the road.

Yes.

Michael Conran, of Chapel’s Cove,
who was next called and examined
by Mr. Mews, stated he saw the four
candidates but not at Chapel’s Cove;
got a promise of $30 from Woodford
in September. The amount was sug-
gested by himself for work on road to
his house. Road was used by both
Jews and Gentiles. He received the
cheque at the Board of Works Office
on October 3rd. Cross-examined by
Howley, he stated he got the cheque
with return sheets in an envelope at
the proper office. He took sick and
afterwards received a notice not to
work up the money within the period
between Nomination and Polling
Days. The weather was bad ever
since and he still had the return
sheet. Samuel Cluney, of Kelligrews,
the next witness, deposed to receiv-
ing cheque for $30 as a special grant
for work on Harvey Road. Asked if
it were better to repair the roads in
the fall or spring, he replied in the
spring. Asked why he did not walit
until spring before he asked for the
grant, he replied, “If I did it would be
like the spring’s and I would never
get it.” He saw the candidate, Wood-
ford, at Harbor Main on Nomination
Day. There were three or four hun-
dred horses and carriages there.
Cross-examined by Higgins, witness
sald he never speaks to Mr. Hibbs,
M.H.A. for Fogo, but if he was offer-
ed $100 for doing the road he would
take it, sure. He did not expend the
$30 on the road as in the bungling up
he did not know what was going to
happen, so he still has it. George
Jennings, Foxtrap, examined by Mr.
Mews, sald he asked Mr. Woodford
for $25 or $30 for work done during
the past two years, The further hear-
ing was discontinued till after recess.

We,
the people, are before the bar of the
world’s public opinion, and if we do
not take some means of publicly and
emphatically expressing our views,
the world will say by condoning the

Aye we
going to allow it to be trampled upon
and besmirched by venal politicians,
or will we take action to place on
record the views of all decent and
right-thinking people.

Our public men must wake up to

surroundings and broadening of
views, the mentality of our people has
undergone a great development dur-
ing the war, and knowing what large

somewhat our relative position in
world trade and affairs, we demand
that our public business must be
conducted by big strong men with
clean hands whose one idea and ob- !
jective is the advancement of the:

Terra Nova must either
advance or retreat, there is no half-
way course open to us. |

Most serious charges have been
made under oath, and for weeks, the
honor of three of our public men is
at stake; silence reigns, presumably
in the hope that things will “blow
over,” but they wen’t; the situation
must be cleaned up, and that which
is uneclean must be cast out from
amongst us. Since the start of this
discreditable affair we must appreci-
ate that it has been followed in the
U. S, Canadian and English Press,
and we as a people stand discredited.
Why should self-seeking politicians
be allowed to tarnish the reputation
of Newfoundland? We hold meetings
to arrange for the purchase of a site
on “Beaumont-Hamel” battlefield to
be held sacred to the memory of our
fallen boys. Suppose the dead who
went overseas to fight for Flag, New-
foundland and Empire, could be rais-
ed, and your editorial “Under a Cloud”
or any other fair statement of the
facts of this unsavory business could
be read to them, would they not
answer, “It was not for such as this
we fought and died, and we appeal to
our living comrades who proudly
wore the King’s uniform ashore and
aflcat and who faced death with us
for the sacred henor of our native
land, to see to it that honor remains
unsullied.”

This surely is a sacred trust, and it
is our duty to fulfil it to the letter so
that when the time comes to meet
our former comrades in the Great
Beyond, we can report that the
“mopping up party” did their work
effectively, and that public life _in
Newfoundland is on a higher,
straighter and cleaner plane than
ever before. The difficulties may be
great, as in all matters of public
scandal the “Ligher up” are hardest
to reach, and lawyers, as a close cor-
poration are banded together in an
offensive and mutually defensive alli-
ance, have an effective barbed wire
entanglement protection which can
only be broken down by the close
sweeping fire of public opinion.

My motives in writing this are en-
tirely divorced from politics, as I
voted at the election for the party in
power, but I also appreciate the fact
that unless we clean up and start
afresh as all other countries are do-l
ing, and effectively raise our stan-
dard of public life above the gutter-
snipe ward heelers level, we will lose
ground and lose population, as our
best men will not stay here but will
go elsewhere to carve out a home and
a career for themselves away from
such wretched, squalid, narrow, soul-
starving, ambition-choking surround-
ings as maintain at present. If all
else fail we can place ourselves on
record by drawing up and signing a
petition to King George, the head of
the Empire, and the soul of honor and
straight dealing, setting forth our
views as decent, clean-living citizens
of his empire.

This letter may not appeal to all
the members of our Government, or
the members of both Houses, but the
sooner they appreciate the fact that a
change has come over the ideas of the
people as to the public service of the
men in whom they have reposed con-
fidence by their support, the sooner
we will have clean, effective and
practical control of our affairs by
men whom we will not be ashamed
to honor and follow. ]

HISTORY REPEATING ITSELF.

'Tis said that truth is stranger
than fiction, and many events prove
the assertion to Le correct. The
truth that history repeats itself has
never been seriously challenged. In
view, however, of our vaunted pro-
gress the truth is very strange and
possibly calls for some explanation.
That history repeats itself absolutely
is not correct. r instance, we can
sever have the tragedy of the origin-

' 31 Good Friday repeated, mnor tke
sranscendent glory of the original
Easter Sunday. That is so becauso
there can never be a reduplication of
the supreme character in that tragedy
and in that glory. Yet the conditions
of the world morally and socially may
be just the same again, and again the
holiest and purest things and per-
sons may be stamped and trodden in
the mud and mire or hung in ridic-
ule and shame on a tree or on a
cross; following which there may
again be the gloriously resplendent
resurrection from the dead of the
“holiest” and “purest,” even to be
more glorious and resplendent. 1
think that something like this has
already happened on several occas-
jons. In this sense history repeats
itself.

FRENCH AND AMERICAN REVOILU-
TIONS.

We may never have another Franch
Revolution. France may never more
be burdened and hcund by an abso-
lute monarchy at once domineering
and wicked. The essential individual
charactirestics and characters may
never be repeated in history and pro-
bably will not, though one can never
be sure. But there is a Revolation
going on all over the world which
has been brought about by just such
conditions as produced the French
Revolution, and which will be follow-
ed by similar conditions as thoso
which have featured France in the
years since the Revolution.

Horace Greeley describing the Unit-
ed States after the Revolution in the
United States, and preceding it,
states:—“Industry was paralyzed by
the absence and uncertainty of mar-
kets. Idleness temped to dissipation,
of which the tumult and excitemeat
of Civil war had long been the school.

Unquestionably, the moral condition
of our people had sadly deteriorated
through the course of the Revolu-
tion. Intemperance had extended its
ravages; profanity and licentiousness
had overspread the land; a coarse
and scoffing infidelity had become
fashionable, even in high quarters;
and the letters of Washington and his
compatriots bear testimony to the
widespread prevalence of venality
and corruption, even while the great
fssue of independence or subjugation
was still undecided. . The
return of peace, though it arrested
the calamities, the miseries, and tne
desolations of war, was far trom
ushering in the halcyon state of “ani-
versal prosperity and happiness
which had been fondly and sanguine-
ly anticipated. Thousands were sud-
denly deprived by it of their ac-
customed employment and means of
substance, and were unable at onca
to replace them. Those accepted
though precarious avenues to fame
and fortune in which they had found,
at least, competence, were instanly
closed, and no new ones seemed to,
open up before them. In the absance
of aught that could be called (with
justice), a currency, trade and busi-
ness were even more depressed than
industry. Commerce and navigation,
unfettered by Tlegislative restriction,
ought to have been or ought soon to
have become, most flourishing, if the
dicta of the world’s accepted political
economists had been sound; but the
facts were deplorably at variance
with their inculcation. Trade,
emancipated from the vexatious tram-
mels of the Custom House marker
and gauger, fell tangled and prostrate
in the toils of the usurer and the
Sheriff. The commcn people, writh-
ing under the intolerable pressure of
debt for which no means for payment
existed, were continually prompting
their legislators to authorize and di-
rect those baseless issues of irredeem-
able paper money, by which a tem-
porary relief is achieved at the cost
of more pervading and less cureable
disorders. In the year 1786, the
Legislature of New Hampshire (then
sitting at Exeter) was surrounded,
evidently by preconcert, by a gather-
ing of angry and desperate men, in-
tent on overawing it into an author-

In 1786, the
famous Shay’s Insurrectign occurred
in Western Masschusetts, wherein
fifteen hundred men, stung to mad-
ness by the snow-shower of writs to
which they could not respond and
executions which they had no means
| of satisfying, undertook to relieve
themselves from infestation, and
save their families frcm being turned
out into the highways, by dispersing
the courts and arresting the enforce-
{ment of legal prccess altogether.
iAnd thus industrial paralysis, com-
mercial embarrassment, and a poli-
tical disorder combined to overbear
‘inveterate prejudics, sectional jeal-
|

ousy, and the ambiticn of local mag-
nates, in creating that more perfect
union whereof the foundations wera
llaid and pillars erected by Washinge
iton, Hamilton, Frapklin, Madison,
and their compeers in the convention
which framed the I'ederal Constita-
tion.”

THE MODERN REVOLUTION.

Greely’s words could be takeh
verbatim almost and applied to mod-
ern conditions. A study of the Na-
poleonic wars and their industrial,
religious and social consequences
would find practically the same con-
ditions. The years of famine are
bound to follow the years of plenty,
- and happy is the country which has a
Joseph as a Prime Minister and Na-
tional Director. There is always a
need for a Political Joseph, in times
of plenty to comserve the wealth, and
in times of famine, to secure equity
and justice for the common people.
A terrific revolution is proceeding to-
day following the Great War which
80 recently and so happily terminat-
ed not many moons ago. Nor is it
bloodless. Nemesis is hard after
Germany. Blood has yet to smear up
the streets of Berlin, as crime and
sin have, and still do, stalk about her
buildings, and avenues of life;
whether it be Ebert or Kapp or the
Kaiser-that-was, and his puppets in
the national drama, the law is fixed,
“He that lives by the sword shall also
perish by the sword.” Russia, poor
Russia, with its siruggle for a life;
she will yet live, but the demon of
anarchy has had a high day there
for the past two or three years. Her
reign of terror is still on. Vienna is
starving; Armenia is starving; Tur-
key is starving; England is torn oy
labour and political turmoil; Ireland,
sad Ireland; America, the U. S. A,
with its millionaires and her multi-
millionaires and her divided govern-
ment and unfortunate position in the
League of Nations; and her millions
of dissatisfied and clamouring poor,
ever crying. Labour; Capital;
wealth; poverty; these terms mean
more to-day than ever before. The
high cost of living, and the cost of
high lLiving are disastrous in their ef-
fects. Strikes, lockouts, etc., and so
on, are the order of the day. A wave
of mal-content; of yearning for more;
of strife and industrial and economic
war, has passed over and is passing
over the world. This is due to the
war; the world is unsettled. It has
always been so; war has ever reapad
such a harvest and ever will. But
just as other wars have been the birth
throes of a new and better nation-
hood, so will this cne; these condi-
tions are again the labourings of a
new and more beautiful life, the
world will even be brighter for the
darkness, as when the brightness of
silver for the momeut is hidden be-
neath the paste which cleans it. The
world’'s troubles of to-day, are the
purging cleansing flame. Phoenix
will again rise out of the ashes. Fair
as the noon-day, bright as the sunj
terrible as an army with banners.

DEMANDS OF THE TIMES—FAITH.

The nations are sick and sore. The
daily record of their life is a recital
of woe, and one tmrns with genuine
pity upon the leaders in State and
Church who have to guide the destin-
ies of Empire. It is fortunate for
the world that witain itself it has the
laws and powers of recuperation.

It
is a sign that it is God’s world and
that somehow kindness and sympathy
and goodness are at the heart of
things. Looking tco closely at tne
