In 
this case one is tempted to ask 
the question, would it be worth 
while? For if the Government is 
bent on pursuing the course laid 
Sown in the Budget Speech, 
nothing that the press could say 
would have the slightest effect 
bn the attitude of the acting 
Minister of Finance, who in this 
Instance is the Prime Minister. 
Such suggestions should prop­
erly come from the trade, and 
doubtless the petition presented1 
last week will have outlined a 
certain course of procedure in 
this direction. If not, then a 
change should be made in the 
language of the prayer, or a 
memorandum of the desired 
changes added. Be that as it 
may, a correspondent on Satur­
day—himself being a manufac­
