The curtain has again been raised on our fcoliticRl Stage anc}

; Act H. has begun. Several changes have been made in the inter­
nal, but to a great extent the personnel is the same. The late 
i Prime Minister is conspicuous by his absence, and the late Mip- 
ister of Agriculture and Mines is we know not where. It is 
earnestly to be hoped that the Ministry, several of whom are 
acting in an executive capacity for the first tiipe, will bring to 
bear on public? matters the knowledge gained by wide experience 
which many of them undoubtedly possess, and that however 
unfamiliar they may be with the detailed duties which pertain 
to their office, they will not forget that the most pressing need 
is for the strictest economy.

The retention of the Department of Justice by the Prime 
Minister will be taken as an earnest of his determination to con­
duct a public investigation, thorough apd complete, into $?e 
alleged scandals which resulted in the disorganization of the 
late Government. Unless this is undertaken immediately by an 
impartial court of enquiry, possessing the confidence of the 
public, the duration of the present administration will not be 
long.

One irregularity of the late - Government has already been 
■ rectified, namely the appointment to departmental offices of men 
who are not representative of the people. Another which we 
trust will also cease, is the practice, all too copimon of late, of 
abrogating the powers of the Legislature by Minufe of Council. 
Our forefathers struggled and persevered .until they secured fop 
us a rich heritage in the form of Responsible Government. The^ 
present generation arc equally determined tq maintain fhe 
privileges which they have inherited, and to resist any attempt 
on the part of an oligarchy to deprive them of their rights.

U 1 and Polities.
The Kenya Problem.

The brief reference in the cable despatch on Saturday to 
dissatisfaction in India over the methods adopted by the Home 

'Government in dealing with the problems that face them in 
Kenya, British East Africa, is but one instance of the paucity of 
information contained in these messages, and the absence of 
discrimination shown by the compiler. Many of the despatches 
are of a contradictory nature, or contain “news” of no interest 
whatever to the public, or deal in detail as they do to-day with 
such matters of moment as the love, affairs of Charlie Chaplin.

The item in question, although it does not concern us in par­
ticular, is' one that has a bearing on the many difficult situations 
that are constantly cropping up in our great Empire, and that 
call for the most careful handling on the part of Great Britain’s 
statesmen both at home and in those far-flung comers of the 
world over which the emblem of Right and Justice waves. The 
course of action decided upon by them must be well considered. 
What appears to meet the case in one locality may have a reper- 
cussive effect in another.

The settlement of East Africa by Europeans on the high 
table lands which extend over a great part of that territory be­
gan in the latter part of Queen Victoria’s reign, and the dis­
covery of its wonderful resources on an equable climate resulted 
in an influx of Europeans, mostly British, and in the building of 
the Uganda Railway. This work was performed by Indian 
coolies, but unfortunately when it was completed, they were not 
repatriated, and thousands of others of the lowest type were 
permitted to immigrate and settle down.

It was not long before the Kenya administration was faced, 
among other matters, with the racial problem. With the in­
crease of white settlers a form of representative government 
was established, ihe members of which, representing the different 
.1 actions, namely the coiomsts, the Indians, and the natives, were 
nominated by the Governor. As a result of the war, the Gover­
nor was faced with new difficulties. The number of casualties 
among the white population was greater than in any other part 
of the Empire. Of the- native population, 60,000 out of a total of 
600,000 who served in one capacity or another gave their lives. 
The Indian faction, in marked contrast to the loyal service ren­
dered by their compatriots in India, did nothing. In fact, not 
one single individual met his death at the hands of the enemy, 
but five of them received the full penàltyvfor acts of treachery.

They have been active in their agitation against certain 
regulations winch for obvious reag. l* have been enforced. 
These are—the reservation of certain parts of the plateau for 
Europeans, segregation, and the limitation of Indian representa­
tion on the Council to two members elected from and by them­
selves. They havè demanded—and to enforce their demands 
have induced fanatical agitators in India to support them__un­
restricted immigration, the right to equal representation with 
the European on a common franchise, equal rights in the civil 
and military services,.in addition to the abolition of the restric­
tions mentioned above.

There are so many aspects of such a problem from which 
it, and many others oi a like nature, must be viewed by those 
who >bave undertaken to rule this cosmopolitan Empire with im- 
par^jilit v, to better the conditions wThich exist, and to raise to 
the full status of citizenship these native races, that one cannot 
but realize how insignificant by comparison is the magnitude of 
our local troubles and how simple must be their solution if, as 
with these Empire builders, sincerity and justice are the guiding 
principles, and if neither political interests nor expediency are 
allowed to divert our leaders from the well defined path.

The make up of the new ministry 
completely dispels the idea that it 
was the Opposition members who 
were anxious for pay and power apd 
forced the resignation of the late 
Prime Minister as it will be seen that 
to a man despite a)I overtures they 
refused to have anything to dp with 
a Gfgyerpjpent that was a part and 
parcel of the many scandals since 
1919.

Following his declaration ip the 
Assembly on Tuesday last the Hon. 
Mr. Warren squght the co-operation 
of the Opposition in the formation of 
the new Government. Mr. Higgins 
as leader of the Opposition after a 
series of conferences submitted cer­
tain terms and conditions which 
would first have to be assented to be­
fore the Opposition would consider 
Hon. Mr. Warren’s invitation.

That these terms and conditions 
were not acceptable to the members 
of the Squires-Coaker factions, as 
well as to others who outside of the 
House are said to dominate the last 
mentioned, is quite evident, with the 
result the Opposition refused to ac­
cept any share in the responsibility 
which now rests with practically the 
party which received the endorsation 
of the electorate in the general elec­
tion three months ago.

When asked by Mr. Warren on 
Saturday if their terms and condi­
tions were final and if it were not 
possible to reconsider and waver 
somewhat in their just apd honour­
able demands, Mr. Higgins absolu­
tely replied in the affirmative.

Consequently Mr. Warren was com­
pelled to form a ministry out of the 
old Government and carry on the 
business of the House as heretofore.

The Opposition are firm in their 
demands for a thorough investiga­
tion into all the alleged scandals 
which have taken place in the various 
departments which have come to 
light since the Assembly opened the 
first week of June.

The promise of an - investigation 
that will amount to only an enquiry 
such as conducted by a committee of 
previlege will not be sufficient to 
meet with the expectations and re­
quirements of the public. An im­
partial tribunal that will enjoy the 
confidence of the people must be ap­
pointed and every facility possible 
must be granted same in an honest 
endeavour to vindicate the innocent 
and punish the guilty.

The new ministry teetotally dispels 
the Idea that it was the Opposition 
members who directly compelled Sir 
Richard Squires to resign inasmuch 
as that not one member gained any­
thing directly or Indirectly by the 
shuffle but that the same Government 
which was elected on the policy and 
Manifesto of Sir Richard Squires 
still retains power.

It ies/vnderstood that Hon. Mr. 
Warden will make a special announce­
ment in the Assembly to-morrow af­
ternoon, after which the House will 
adjourn for a few days before the 
regular business of the session is 
continued.

One pleasing feature worthy of 
passing notice is contained in the 
statement of Mr. Higgins, leader of 
the Opposition who in an interview 
made it known that he and his as­
sociates would from every aspect as­
sist the new administration in its 
arduous task. Mr. Warren as pre­
viously stated in this column has as­
sumed very heavy responsibilities 
and it is the. sincere wish of all in­
dependent of political prejudice that 
he will be successful In his mission 
and that the countrjy will benefit by 
the change which was brought about 
in a most unexpected manner.

Britain’s Reparation 
Policy Made Known 

To Commons
By Baldwin.

Announcement to this effect 
made by Prime Minister Baldwin In a 
statement to the House of Commons 
on Great Britain's reparation policy.

The British Government, he said, 
invites the sympathy et the Allies and 
of all interested states tor the propos­
al which alma solely at the pacifica­
tion of Europe and the recovery of 
the exhausted world.

Mr.- aid win failed to state what the 
British proposals will be in the note 
the Government intends framing, nor 
did he. say anything in regard to an 
International commission to examine 
Into Germany’s capacity to pay.

Premier Baldwin said it would not 
Be made toe dear, in the interests 
alike of the Powers concerned, and 
any who might help to profit by ex­
ploiting the differences between them 
that the sole ground of divergence, 
was the best effective means for realis 
Ing the ends which were vital to all. 
These ends were the payment of re­
parations and t^e recovery of the se­
curity of Europe. To secure these 
ends, he said, the Allies "have grud­
ged nothing in the past, nor will they 
grudge anything in the future.”

"This responsibility,’' he went on, 
" is acknowledged and shared in equal 
measure by the Allies, but devolves 
especially on the British and French 
nations. We are as determined as any 
St our Allias that Germany shall make

reparations for the damages done in 
the grea war to the fullest extent of 
her capacity. We have never wavered 
on that point. The Government is 
conscious that, as a business nation, 
if we ask Germany to pay in excess 
of her capacity, we shall not succeed.

Ruin of Germany.
"We are firmly convinced that the 

measures which would result in the 
ruin of Germany would be fatal to 
this country, our Allies and the whole 
of Europe. The Alltoe are obtaining 
less reparations than before the oc­
cupation of the Ruhr .and these have 
to be exacted at the price of disloca­
tion of the German economic system 
and probably the future collapse of 
that system. 1

‘Opinion throughout Europe end 
no: “ie least in Great Britain, la be­
coming more sensitive to these con­
ditions, with alarm at their continu­
ance. The recovery of the world is 
in danger. Peace is at stake Peace 
cannot be secured until three quest­
ions are settled : first, the payment of 
reparations; second, settlement of the 
in tor-Allied debts .and the third, the 
security of a pacified Europe.

"From the beginning we here made 
it clear that in our opinion the occu­
pation of the Ruhr was not calcula­
ted to produce the maximum amount 
of reparations payment Many of the 
consequences which were anticipated 
are in the course of fulfilment Ger­
many herself appears to be moving 
fast toward economic chaos.”

United Action.
Dealing with the present situation 

in the Ruhr, the Premier said in­
definite occupation by one country of 
the territory of another in time of 
peace was a phenomenon, rare and 
regrettable, to which an honorable 
end should be found as soon as pos­
sible.

The proposals set forth In the re­
cent German ne*e were Inadequate, 
he admitted, but they should be ex­
plored and examined, not Ignored.

“We shall submit a reply with the 
least possible delay to our Alltoe for 
their consideration and remarks,” he 
announced, "and we Indulge In the 
hope that we may be able to arrive at 
an agreement with them on the terms. 
What the exact nature of the reply

"In formulating these views, his 
Majesty’s Government are not without 
hope that they will be expressing the 
Allied sentiments as well as onr own. 
We do not believe-that in principle we 
are widely separated, it at all, from 
them. Divergence of method should 
net be incapable of resolution.”

In conclusion Mr. Baldwin said: **8o 
tar as united action Is possible we 
Shall continue to pursue ft We shall 
confidently invito the sympathetic 
consideration of the whole of our Al­
ites and all interested states to pro­
posals which will have no other aim 
than the pacification of Europe and 
the recovery of an exhausted world.”

Referring to the position of the Al­
lies. Mr. Baldwin said the exchange ot 
friendly conversation had not appear­
ed to lead to positive results and it 
was becoming evident that the atti­
tude of the principal parties must be 
more clearly defined. He held that the 
debtor should not merely be called 
upon to pay his debt, he should he 
placed In a position to do ao.

United States Copy. '
Replying to questions by Ramsay 

MacDonald, the Opposition leader, 
Premier Baldwin said the reply to 
Germany would he proceeded with 
forthwith. He would say later whether 
the reply was being communicated to 
the United States.

Commander Ken worthy, Liberal 
member for Hull, asked whether the 
Government had approached or had 
been approached by the United States 
in the matter of reparations. Mr. 
Baldwin’s reply was described by the 
reporters as inaudible, but belief was 
expressed by those near him that he 
had said “no.”

It has been a long time since any 
Ministerial utterance here was an­
xiously awaited. An extraordinary 
number of applications was received 
for admission to each chamber, but 
the limited accommodations, severely 
taxed the .seating capacities of both 
Houses. t

The Cabinet, which previously had 
agreed upon the general outline ot 
the Ministerial declaration, was un­
derstood to have reviewed the whole 
situation again before Parliament 
sembled. The official secrecy that 
has veiled the most recent difficul­
ties between Great Britain and France 
on the reparations question was well 
maintained to the last, as was in­
dicated by the varying forecasts of­
fered to the public by the political 
writers in the morning newspapers.

Last minute changes were made by 
the Cabinet in the Ministerial de­
claration on the reparations ques 
tions to be made to both houses of 
Parliament this afternoon but noth­
ing was divulged as to their nature.

It has been decided by the parlia­
mentary leaders that the debate on 
the statement in the House of Com­
mons will be deferred until next 
week, after the European countries 
and the United States have had an 
opportunity to recover their views on 
the pronouncement 

The British Government’s future 
course of action is expected to be in­
fluenced in no mean degree by the 
public opinion of the world, but es­
pecially by the expression of opinion 
on the part of the British Empire’s 
hundreds of millions of population.

The idea of an international com­
mission of experts to examine Ger­
many’s financial resources will not be 
advanced this afternoon, according to 
the best information, but will be 
presented some time later during the 
discussion.

First Crisis.
Although the afternoon developed 

into the hottest of the season, the 
House of Commons was crowded half 
an hour before the Speaker took the 
chair.

It was recognised that Premier 
Baldwin was to deal with the first 
international crisis of the Govern­
ment. No one expected the sensa­
tions which Mr. Lloyd George usually 
managed to provide on similar oc cas­
ons but there was the greatest cur­

iosity to learn what the Prime Minis­
ter’s policy was and to see how he 
would acquit himself.

The floor of the House did not pre­
sent the usual dreary array of black 
coats and silk hats, the majority of 
the members wearing light summer 
suits, while the galleries were gay 
with the bright-hued gowns of the 
women spectators. The rows of seats 
reserved for the diplomatic represen­
tatives were unusually full. Count de 
Saint Aulalre, the French Ambassador, 
who is said never to have attended a 
Session of the House before, was in 
the front row, with Baron Moncheur, 
the Belgian Ambassador, the Italian 
and German Ambassadors end Dr. 
Eduard Bones, Foreign Minister of 
Czechoslovakia.

Stockholm, July 27.—(A.P.)—Unus­
ual measures for preventing automo­
bile accidents, and an entirely original 
idea for keeping the speeding nuis­
ance in check are features in the new 
motor traffic 16ws which have just 
been passed by the Swedish Riksdag.

A striking paragraph in the new 
law is that which provides for the 
compulsory use of recording speedo­
meters on all motor vehicles. Such a 
device not only indicates the number 
of miles the car has run but also the 
rate of speed during any part of the 
run. Thus, on the one hand, the in­
nocent driver who may be wrongly 
accused of exceeding speed limits, 
has a mechanical record with which 
to prove his innocence, while officers 
of the law can use the automatic re­
cord as irrefutable evidence against 
the guilty speeder. Up to the prés­
ent, no recording speedometer for 
automobiles has been- perfected, but 
promising experiments with such an 
instrument are being conducted, and
