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London Letter

London, Oct. 25.—After 119 years,
Trafalgar Day is still faithfully kept
by the British Empire in London, the
heart of the Empire. Wreaths are laid
each 21ts of October, on Nelson’s tomb
in the crypt of 8t. Paul’s Cathedral,
and on his monument in the great
church above, but the Nelson Column
in Trafalgar Square is the real centre
of the celebration.

Probably no object in the whole of
London 1s so impossible for the vis-
itor to miss as is the column. In the
first place, it stands in “the finest site
in Europe;” in the second, it i8 the
third highest monument in London,
standing, (with the ‘statue on its
summit) 170 feet high, as. compared
with the Albert Memorial’s 1756 and
“The” memorial’s 202, England took
her time over the erection of this
tribute to her greatest sailor’s
memory; .the column itself was not
completed until 1843—38 years after
his death. The bronze reliefs, one on
each side of the base, were added be-
tween 1849 and 1852, and Landseer’s
bronze lions in 1867.

On October 21 this year the base
and plinth of the column were deco-
rated as usual with ropes of laurel,
and hung and piled with flowers from
all parts of Great Britain and the Em-
pire. There were wreaths among them
tied with the national colorz of France
and Spain, our friends of to-day and
chivalrous enemies  of 1805. Con-
spicuous among - the tributes were
wreaths from practically every big
ship of his Majesty’s Navy, in most of
which a cap-ribbon was a character-
istic feature; from the Dominiin Gov-
ernments, and from many branches,
here and elsewhere, of the Navy
League.

From “the government and people
of Canada” and from Newfoundland
came two 4-foot circles, the first of
single scarlet chrysanthemums, with
a great bunch of scarlet gladioli,
large white incurved chrysanthemums
and white heather; the second of
white trumpet lilies and incurved
chrysanthemums, with a bunch of
scarlet carnations at each side, and a
bar of smaller white flowers bearing
the word “Newfoundland” picked out
in violets. Sam Harris, president of
the Navy League of Canada, himself
brought a maple leaf of pink semi-
single dahlias with a centre of pink
roses and rubrum lilies.

A six-foot anchor of laurel leaves
came from the descendants of officers
who fought at Trafalgar. The Welling-
ton (N.Z.) branch-of the Navy Leagus
had sent a bouquet of 13 kinds of
flowers and berries (calla lilies pre-
dominating) gathered in New Zealand
in July, and frozen in a block of ice.

The following article taken
from the Trade Review, dealing
with the position of citizens of
St. John’s in relation to electric
power facilities, is reproduced,
not because our weekly contem-
porary has broken fresh ground,
but because it is timely to refer
again to a subject that has on
several occasions been comment-
ed upon by the Telegram, and
becausd the attitude of the pub-
lic in such matters is so ac-
curately defined.

We agree with the Trade Re-
view as to the tendency on the
part of the public to let matters
of this kind slide and {o reserve
their energy for an outery until
after the opportunity has passed,
whereas they might have safe-
guarded their interests by as-
serting their rights while mat-
ters were pending. At a recent
meeting held by the Munieipal
Couneil the question of light and

pawer rutes was raised, and it
was eratifying to learn that
they huve the matter under eon-
sideration, but if the diseussion |
had talen place before the pres-
ent sgreement was made by the

it & Power Co, and the
['nited Towns Eleetrie Co,, some
definite concessions might have

heen secured for householders.
At present it would seem that
we have to rely mainly upon the
generosity of the corporation.

A few days ago we clipped4

from a Canadian paper an ac-
count of the experiences of the
city of St. John, N.B., in this
connections Charged excessive
rates by a private corporation,

the Municipality decided to pro- |

vide power from a source which
it controlled. It was found pos-
sible to supply electrieity at a
surprisingly low cost compared
with the prices charged by the
private company, with the re-
sult that the latter were com-
pelled to make a slashing reduc-
tion in their rates in order to
compete.

All over the Island we have
been altogether too generous in
disposing of our water power to
the first bidder. At Mobile the
city has an asset which it is to
be hoped will never be allowed
to pass out of its control. The
suggestion made by the Trade
Review in this connection is well
worth considering, and from the
wealth which seems to be de-
rived everywhere by the de-
velopment of water power, there
seems to be no reason why this
should not become a valuable
source of revenue for the city.

The Trade Review article
reads :(—

ELECTRIC LIGHT CHARGES.

The public of St. John’s who use
electricity for power, lighting and
domestic purposes have about given
up the dream of cheaper light in-
dulged in a few years ago by the pro-
fessfons and proposals of the United
Towns Blectric Co. They were going
to cut our light bills in half on the
acquisition of certain franchises and
privileges from the Government; they
were going to extend their lines into
the city in competition with the Reid
Nfid. Co., and the expected competi-
tion would reduce the cost of lighting
from 15 cents to 6 cents a kilowatt.

Public sentiment ran so strong in
favor of the United Towns Electric
Co. that the Government and the City
Council dare not.put any obstacle in
their way; nothing was too good for
them for they were going to relieve
the over-taxed householders from the
eternal burden of fifteen cents a kilo-
watt and the monthly charge for the
meter, which, like Tennyson’s brook,

goes on forever under the old system. -

We were going to get our light as
cheap as the people of Conception
Bay.

The door is now closed and the
dream {is over. It is mainly so because
the people lie down and put up with
it. Nobody agitates for cheaper light,
but we all go quietly like sheep &nd
pay our monthly bills at 156 cents a
kilowatt, while next door in Harbour
| Grace the charge is about half this,
and in some United States and Cana-
dian cities the rate is as low as three
and a half cents.

In our case in St. John’s “what is

everybody’s business is nobody’s
business,” and no one thinks of call-
*ing a public meeting to discuss the
question of “why cannot we get
cheaper electric light?” The City
Council should lead in this and they
will be surprised at the way in which
| they will be backed by the disappoint-
ed public, who feel sore at the way
they were “fooled to the top of their
bent” when the United Towns people,
having used their sentiment and got
all the franchise they wanted, sold
out to the Electric Light Co. in St.
John’s, it is said, at halfsa cent a kilo-
watt, electric power for which the
people are now gompelled to pay 15
cents.
4 There is one dogr of relief open, but
an attempt was made also ta close
that. Fortunately a few years ago the
Ellis City Council, looking to the fu-
ture, secured the valuable water
power at Tor's Cove for the city in or-
der to have a weapon to protect the
people of St. John'’s from the unfair-
ness of such a condition as now exists,
and which will go on forever if the
citizens make no move to get cheaper
light.

Mayor Cook and his Council men
now have an opportunity to show that
they are working in the interest of the
public. Let them, without delay, set
their earnest attention to the prob-
lem of harnessing up the Southern
Shore water power to give light and
power to St. John's at reasonable
rates.

It will, we realize, require consid-
erable finances but the money, we be-
lieve, will be forthcoming for they
will have the stimulus of public sen-
| timent and publie nieed behind them
| to aceomplish the work. It is & good
| investment and peeple whe have
| motiey to spare will freely buy up any

iThe Position of
| City Employees

The eomments in the Daily
; News this morning on the strike
1 of the Municipal employees were
of somewhat the same tenor as
those which had already been
expressed by the Telegram, but
the suggestion that those en-
rolled in future on the sanitary
|staff should not be Union men
opens up another field which
| bristles with a new crop of dif-
| ficulties. ’

In the first place it would ne-
cessitate Union and non-Union
men working together in har-
mony, a state of affairs which,
| however desirable, seems alto-
| gether improbable under pres-
ent conditions. The real purpose
of a Union, as we understand it,
is not to organize strikes, but to
protect the interests of the
members and generally to render
assistance to them or their
families in emergencies. In other
words it acts as a benefit so-
ciety.

To say that a city official must
not belong to such an organiza-
tion would be an interference
with his personal liberty, and
might be the means of inflicting
a hardship upon him, particular-
ly in the case of a man applying
to the Council for a position af-
ter having been for years a paid
up member. It is doubtful if any
Munieipal Council would under-
take to make such a proposal,
but that body would be justified
in taking the attitude that
nothing must be permitted to in-
terfere with the work of keep-
ing the city clean, and that in
the event of the employees tak-
ing part in a strike, their places
would immediately be filled by
other men. Such a policy would
not interfere with the functions
of the Union or the privileges of
the men, and would at the same
time safeguard the rights of the
citizens.

(Before Mr. Justice Kent).

King vs. Leonard Gillisple Reid—Be-
fore a Speeial Jury.

The hearing of the above matter
began this morning, before the follow-
ing special jury:—W. K. Mercer, Jab-
ez Snooks, Wilfred Whiteway, Geo.
Adams, Jas. Rowe, Jas. Armstrong,
Roy Smith, Geo. W. Macklin, Noah
Ivany, Walter Vey, Thos. Ring, Victor
W. Hillier,

Howley K.C., and L. E. Emerson,
appeared for the accused. Mr. C. E.
Hunt and Gordon Bradley, appeared
for the Crown.

The agcused is charged with man-
slaughter arising out of the deaths
of Wm. King, Capt. Gerald Whitty,
Geo. Burrows. Clinton Duder, Geo.
Harrison. Lt-Com. O’Calliaghan, which
occurred on Sept. 15th last, near Don-
ovan’s.

Mr. Bradley gave a brief resume
of the tragedy and indicated to_ the
jury the various points on which
ey'dence would he given. He then
called Mr. Noel, first surveyor of the
Crown Lands Department.

Witness went to Donovan’s on Sept.
16th, at the request of the Inspector
and made a plan of the
scene of the accident (plan produced).
Witness, in reference to grades, said
the west of Donovan’s there was a
steep up grade and east there was a
slight upgrade coming to town. At
the cross road east of Donovan’s he
saw two Stumps. They were about
1,200 feet from the top of the hill to
the westward. The road varies from
22 to 26 feet from grass to grass.

Howley took the position that the
plan contained identifications which
should not be submitted.

Mr. Hunt replied that the plan was
only put in as the evidence of Mr.
Noel, and the Corwn was willing that
any marks made on it by others than
the witness be removed.

The marks were accordingly er-
ased.

Mr, Howley again objected that the
erasures were not complete enough
and asked that another plan be made.

Crown Cpunsel agreed to produce
another copy of the plan.

A second plan, showing road to top
of h:l, telegraph poles and stumps,
was produced. This plan, witness
said, did not show marks of blood or
wheel marks, as were on the first
plan.

Witness saild he saw automobile
marks for about 106 feet west of the
stumps. The witness was dispensed
with for a period to permit him to put
in all marks except the objectionable
ones made on the first plan.

Wi, Parsons, Withness i8 a photo-
grapher, and on the 16th and 17th of
Heptemher, he made photographs of
the seene of the aceident on an erder

from the Inspeeior General, (Phote-
graphs prodieed),
Howley ohjected that the photes

were seecondary evidenee and that the
jury sheuld have primary evidenee
of a8 view of the 1ocus,

Crewn Counsel gaid it was the in-
tention of the Crown to bring the jury
to the scene. The photo objected to
gave a view of the Topsail Road,
showing the bus. It was not allowed
as evidence. A second photograph
was submitted, but veh'cles figuring
in the accident were not shown in it.
A third photograuh submitted showed
some stumps of poles on the south-
side of the road. There was no cross-
examination.

Rebert G, Loveft, R-N. Examined
by Mr. Hunt, witness said that on the
16th Sept he, with a party of the G.
W. V. A, attended a dinner at Dono-
van's. There were 14 ig the party
and they went out by motor bus. The
dinner finished about 10 p.m. After
dinner the party engaged in singing
songs. When they came out the mot-
or bus was on the left-hand side of
the road, coming from St. John’s. The
car was about 60 yards east of Dono-
van's entrance.

Witness came to the bus with a
number of others., He did not know
if the lights were on or not. Himself,
King and Capt. Whtty ~ decided to
cross the road. No others of the party
crossed over. The three men went
at an angle of 45 degrees from the
head of the bus. Witness was on the
right, Whitty was in the centre, and
King was on the left. Witness was
on the right hand side of the road
coming to town. They were all fac-
ing St. John’s at the particular mo-
ment and it was dark. Witness heard
the sound of a motor car engine and
jumped to the right. He saw no
lights nor heard any horn. There
was no singing or shouting on the
road. After jumping he saw the mot-
or. It passed him and about 30 yards
beyond it overturned. Witness did
not see the car strike King or Whitty.
Fifteen minutes afterwards he saw
King’s body on the road about 15
yards from where they were standing
at the t'me the engine was heard. He
saw Captain Whitty’s body on the left
side of the road practically on a line
with that of King's. (Witness point-
ed out the spot on the plan to the
jury). Witness did not notice how
the car went. It was capsized off the
road on the right hand side. He
rushed r'ght on to-it and assisted in
getting the people from underneath.
Midshipman Mellor was the first to
be pulled out, then Mr. Burrows.
Witness worked to get life into Bur-
rows. He saw Harrison lying in the
woods with Capt. Long working on
his body. Witness reiterated that he
saw nothing or heard noth’ng beyond
the sound of the engine up to the time
the car passed him.

Cross-examined by Mr. Emerson.
Witness said there was no question
about the sobriety of himself or the
members of his party on the night of
the accident. He affirmed that he
was perfectly sober. Asked who went
out with him on the day following the
accident, witness said gome members
of the police and G.W.V.A. There was
a lot of trafic on the road that day.

‘He did not notice on the night of the
accident the telegraph pole stumps.
He remembered he was standing on
the corner of the main road and the
bye-road that runs from the Station.
_He did not pick out the position he
occupied on the night of the accident
because of the stumps or the lane. He
did not know at the time that the lane
was there. Witness did not realize that
the lights were on when the car pass-
ed but he saw them go out when the
engine stopped. He did not realize that
either King or Whitty had been hit. It
was after it found that he saw
Capt. Whitty’s body. It had then been
brought to the road side. The mem-
bers of the Reid motor car party as-

gisted in collecting the bodies.
Witness re-examined by Mr. Hunt

ohn McGrath examined by Mr.
Hunt. Witness said he went with
others to Donovan’s to give a farewall
party to John Murphy. They arrived
there about 9 p.m. and left at a quarter
to 12. When he came out of the hotel
the bus was in the yard. It was then
moved out to the left hand side of the
road and placed between the first and
second telegraph poles from Donovan’s
East. Witness followed the car down.
The lights were on the car. He got on
board the bus, four or five others were
on board. Witness sat on the right
hand side in line with the driver. He
remembered seeing King in front of
the bus in line with the headlight on
the right hand side. He was ahead of it
about 6 or 6 feet. Witness saw King
being hit by the motor car. He had not
moved from his position ahead of the
headlight. Witness got out of the bus
and went to the body of King. Deceased
was pitched some distance. Measure-
ments indicated by objects in Court
Room. Witness saw the car disappear-
ing in the woods. It was travelling at
a fair rate of speed—about 40 miles
per hour. Witness heard no horn nor
gsaw no lights as the motor car ap-
proached. He had no knowledge of its
coming.

Cross-examined by Mr. Howley.
Witness said King was stopped when
he saw him ahead of the bus head-
light. He was facing the bus.

Matthew Dudley examined by Mr.
‘Hunt said he was one of the G.W.V.A.
party that went to Donovan’s on the
night of the 16th inst. They went out
in Marshall’s bus. Witness saw the bus
in the yard after the dinner. He knew
it was moved on to the road shortly
before midnight. Witness pointed out

when it was moved to the road. It was
gateway at Donovan’s entrance.
egaeway at Dornovan’s entrance.
lights were on the bus. Witness was
standing by the bus and saw three
men, Capt. Whitty, Lt. King and a
naval man walking out the road. At
the time witness saw the lights of a
car about 800 yards distant, He did
not! see the car until after it passed.
Witness saw
was about 10 yards from the bus and
about in the centre of the road. As
soon as the car hit the deceased, wit-
ness ran to where he fell. It was about
7 or 8 yards distant. The motor car
was going fast and the impression the
witness gathered from the time he saw
the lights until the car passed, there
elapsed about twenty seconds. Witness
saw Lt. King's body in the air and
higher than the car’s radiator. Witness
thought the car had gone on out the
road and went back to the hotel to
telephone the police to have it stopped.
Witness heard only the usual singing
and sich noise usual to a dinner
party.

FOR BUSINESS SHOULD BE
ERECTED HERE,
Commissioner Given Data by Trade

Board. :
City Merchants Impress on Col. Brown

Brown left for Newfoundland and on

He 48 expected to arrive in Sydney on
his way to Ottawa on or about the
20th of this month, when he will meet
with a committee of the Board, who
are at present engaged on preparing
additional data in support of Sydney’s
claim for terminal facilities.

Yast Opportunities.

Mr. O. N. Mann reported the re-
ceipt of a letter from the C. N. R.

BELGIUM’S ATTITUDE MAY BE
RESENTED BY FRANCE.

BRUSSELS, Nov. 17.

Officials of
the fire department and an Erie Rail-
ro spokesman said it would be a
difficult task to ‘estimate to-day’s loss
off hand because of the value of the
freight destroyed, but declared it
will' probably reach, if not exceed,
$1,500,000.

NEW DEVICE ADOPTED TO MAKE

g LONDON, Nov. 17.
The Hamburg-American Steamship
Company is so convinced of the im-
portance. of Anton Flettner’s “rotor”
system which controls vessels with-
out crew or sails, that it has decided
to .build immediately ten freighters
of this type of 10,000 tons each, says
a Berlin despatch to Lloyd’s Shipping
Gagette.

The trial of James Whiteford Mc-
Neily on a series of charges of lar-
ceny of monies, the property of His
Majesty the King, and for falsification
of accounts, concluded Saturday
evening, when a verdict of not guilty
of larcemy, but guilty of falsification
of accounts on four counts was ren-
dered.

The examination of the witnesses
concluded before 3 p.m.

Mr. Hart, Accountant of the Depart-
ment, resumed his place on the stand
_after recess. He sald that he had
made a search of the office files and
found that the Deputy Minister as
well as the accused had made deposits
at the Bank and almost anybody in
the office might make up the deposit
slips. The deposits were not made at
regular periods,

Mr. D. Carmichael, examined by Mr.
Winter, said he was assistant ac-
countant at the Bank of Montreal.
He had prepared a list of the deposits
made by the department from 1916 to
1919, The list was put In evidence.
Cross-examined by Mr. Dunfield, wit-
ness said that it would be very diffi-
cult even for a Minister-to get a de-
partment cheque cashed. All such
cheques were invariably placed to
the credit of the Exchequer Account.

Mr. Dunfleld called no witness and
was directed by Mr. Justice Kent to
go to the jury. He asked the jury to
consider the circumstances surround-
ing the case, the accused did not come
before them as an angel, or one with
an unblemished reputation, but what-
ever he may have done, he was al-
ways punished. In this case whether
found guilty or not guilty, he had
lost his job and means of sustenance
of his family, They were not to try
the case on rumours or stories heard
outside, but only on the evidence, as
given before them in the Court. He
pointed out that the receipts, in evi-
dence did not count for much, as the
evidence had showed that it was not
necessary for the money to come in,
when the receipts were issued. The
custom of the Department was to
issue receipts formally the day the
payment was due and gsometimes the
receipts were made out days ahead.
As to the cheques, Mr. Carmichael
had showed that at the Bank cheques
payable to the Department could not
be cashed by even the Minister him-
self. They had to be credited to Ex-
chequer account owing to the condi-
tions get out in the Audit Act. The
evidence had showed that at times
the Deputy Minister of tho Depart-
ment had prepared the deposit slips
for the Bank, as well as the accused.
There were two charges against the
accused, and as for the falgification
of accounts; they were not asked to
say that Mr. McNeily did any act,
but that he omitted to do it, and on
this point there was no evidence, The
charges extended over @& period of
eight and a half years, and they
were asked to believe that in all that
time, Mr. Hart, one of the witnesses,
had never made a mistake. The Ac-
count submitted by - Mr. Carmichael
is a record of all money handled by
every person in the Department and
this he submitted, could not have 2a
material bearing on the case. The
real evidence against the accused
would be in the production of the
counterfoil books, and these were not
in court, What was here Wwas only
hazy circumstantial evidence of what
happened, Mr. Dunfield closed his
address with an appeal for consider-
ation of the case only on the facts
submitted, and, on these he felt con-
fident of what the result would be.

Mr. Emerson for the Crown, felt
the responsibility that rested on the
shoulders of the Crown, and was glad
that it would be shared by the jury.
All cases of this sort have a tinge of
sadness, but these things should be
considered by the accused before the
act was committed, if he was guilty.
The charges against the accused were
aot communicative, but alternative,
they must not consider two charges
only, but twelve. The accused was
aot charged with stealing the cheques

In evidence, but with money to the |

scuivalent of these cheques, and be-

cause no entry was made for the
cheques, Mr. McNeily was charged
with falsification of ‘accounts. Mr.
HArt had stated that all money re-
ceived by the Department for Crown
lands ig accounted for on pink slips
to which are attached counterfoils,
and on these all particulars appear.

The counterfoils in question werenot
available, but if documents are lost,
it is not proof of theé innocence of
the accused. Mr. Hart had stated
that all counterfoils flled in were ac-
counted for, and it would be curious
if Mr, Hart had made the same mis-
take three or four times. In the case
of the Hepburn cheques of $3,000, to
be correct $6,000 should be accounted
for, and Crown states that money was
taken from the cash and the cheques
put in to account for it. He is not
charged with taking the cheques,
but money to their value, either be-
fore or after the cheques were re-
ceived, It was not possible for the
Crown to examine the mind of the
accused in these transactions, but it
is beyond the bounds of possibility
that the acts were not done deliber-
ately, Mr. Emerson briefly reviewed
the evidence as it applied to the
charge, and asked Jor a consideration
of these facts, as they had been prov-
emn. -

Mr. Justice Kent then summed up
the case, which he said had been

| dealt with in all the brevity possible.

The charges must be considered only
on the evidence that had come before
The charges contained in
all, 24 counts and each of these must
be considered separately. The ac-
cused was not charged with taking
cheques, put in evidence, but was
charged with stealing money to their
value. It was, however, the duty of
the Crown to prove beyond all rea-
sonable doubt, that the charges were
sustained, As to the falsification of |
accounts, the Crown states that it |
was part of the scheme for obtaining |
money. Accidental or careless omis-
sion is not a criminal offence, it must
be done deliberately or fraudulently. |
To omit wilfully to make any entry
is an offence, and in this case it must
be remembered that the whole sys-
tem of book-keeping depended on
making these entries in the counter-
foil.

To omit to make these entries was
an offence on the part of whoever
was responsible and the jury must be
satisfied that it was the duty of the
accused to make these entries, and
secondly that he omitted to do so.
The accused had giyen -no explan-
ation in evidence as to the receipts
put in and he had the right to*do so.
The evidence wag reviewed and the
jury were instructed to consider sep-
arately every charge,

At 4.26 the jury retired and re-
turned to court at 5.56 bringing in a
verdict as above.

The prisoner being asked if he had
anything to say as to why sentence
should not be imposed, Mr. Dunfleld,
on his behalf, argued that the ver-
dict ought to be set aside and a ver-
dict of not guilty entered, upon the
grounds that the charge is falsifica-
tion with intent to defraud. As the
only ground on which it had been
shown that the prisoner could have
been guilty of such intention was
larceny as charged in the other
counts and as the jury had negatived
that charge, Counsel argued that the
jury could not reasonably find a ver-
dict as they did, there being no evi-
dence of intent to defraud in any other
way. As it was a complicated ques-
tion and a little difficut to argue,
Counsel asked for an adjournment in
order to consider it. Judge Kent
thought the case should go on; but
Mr. Winter, for the prosecution, stated
that the point came quite new to him,
and joined in the request for time.
The case was thereupon adjourned
until 2.30 on Wednesday. In' the
meantime accused was granted the
same bail.

Motor Car in a Brook

, Ocempants Killed in Their Seats—

Did Chaunffeur Collapse at the
Wheel?

(News of the World.)

To account for a motor tragedy in-
volving the loss of three lives a start-
ling theory was put forward. It was
suggested that the chauffeur had a
seigure at the wheel, thereby causing
the car, out of control, to crash over
an embankment on a steep hill into
a stream, with the loss of three
lives. The victims were:

John Hpmllton Walker, 49, con-
tractor, of Osk Cottage, Eccles, New-
road, Pendleton, Manchester.’

J. Thorley Smith, ‘52, architect, of
Gresvenor House, Edge-lane, Stret-
ford, Manchester.

Walter Downs, 20, chauffeur, of
Palmerston-road, Beswick, Manches-
ter. F 2 hw w3
The only survivor, Frank Joule,
butcher, of Belmont-avenue, Pendle-
ton, Lancashire, was treate@ for se-

vere Injuries. The party, in a motor |

car belonging to Mr. Walker, were
boumdl for Beaumaris, Anglesey, and
the accident occurred onm the Chol-
mondeley-Malpas road. At that spot
a turming leads to a steep and dirty
lane, beside which is a stream at the
bottom of a 12-foot embankment,
For some reason the driver turmed
down this road, and a skid sent the
car erashing through 2a fence. It
toppled down the embankment  and
fell into the stream wupside down.
The hood was up, and Walker, Smith
and Downs were imprisoned inside.
Joule was thrown clear, and scram-
bled up the bank. After making
fraptie efforts to -rescue._ his com-
panioms, and finding his own strength
unsvafling, he ran across some flelds
to a farm, crying, “For Heaven’s
sake, come and help us! Our car
is in the brook.” The farmer, Mr.
W. A. Robinson, with others, hurried
to the scene, and found the car so
tightly wedged that it had dammed
the lew of water in the brook, which
is 6 feet wide at this point. In the
ordimery way the stream is only
about & foot deep, but it had risen
to suchk an extent that the wvehicle
was almost covered. The rescuers
pulled open the car, but found those
inside dead. Curiously enough, de-
spite the overturning of the car, they
were in practieally .the same posi-
tion as they ordinarily occupied. The
chanffeur was at the driving wheel,
and his employer was seated by his
side. He had received severe injury

to the head through coming into con-
tact with the wind-screen. Mr. J. T.
Smith was on the rear seat. Horses
were unable to pull the car out, and
40 or 50 people hauled it om to its
! gide to liberate the occupants. On
Mr. Joule’s arrival home he was found
to be more seriously hurt than at
first anticipated. For some time he
lay in a semi-conscious state. He
was able to make a statement to the
| police, which the .coroner read at the
opening of the ingquest. According
to this narrative, Joule remembered
the car skidding when turning a cor-
ner close to Egerton Hall, beyond
Cholmondeley, and running down the
bank at the side of the road. He did
not remember it. turning over, but
recollected crawling from underneath
it. He tried to get his companions
. from beneath the car, but failed, and
then went to Egerton Hall, for as-
sistance. At the time of the accident
the speed would be from 25 _to 30
miles an hour. Dr. John Rowland,
of Malpas, stated Walker had sus-
tained. injuries to the head and face
sufficient to causé ~death. Smith’s
, Skull was fractured, but there was
:no marks on Downs. His condition
iwas consistent with death from
! drowning. Questioned by Mr. R. W.
Leach, for the executor of Mr. Walk-
er, ags to the possibility of Downs
having had a seizure just before the
accident, Dr. Rowland declared it
was impossible to say without a post
mortem examination. Even then it
was not certain that a post mortem
could establish anything definite.
In view of this suggestion, the cor-
oner intimated that he would adjourn
the proceedings for three weeks for
a post mortem examination and for
the attendance of the sole survivor.

Tears off Hood ™
Facing Guillotine
SWISS BURGLAR FIRST MAN EX-

ECUTED IN COUNTRY IN 22
YEARS.

BERNE, Switzerland, Oct. 30.—The
death penalty was inflicted yesterday
in Switzerland for the first time in
22 years at Altdorf, capital of the
Canton of Uri, when Clement Bernet
was guillotined for the murder of a
young girl who surprised him while
in the act of barglary.

When it Rains Ink

' Snow Used for
' Refrigeration

In some foreign countries, where
natural difficulties have stimulated
human inventiveness, it is quite usual
for snow to be collected during the
coldest part of the winter and buried,
well-pressed down in specially dug
pits. So intensely cold do these
blocks of compressed snow become
under this treatment that after a few
hours, they freeze into solid lumps of
ice, which keep almost indefinitely
and can be dug up when required.

Especially in very hot countries
these pits are frequently situated on
mountains. Macedonia is one of the
countries which adopted this method
of insuring an adequate supply of ice
dur‘ng the summer. It is a remark-
able fact that an ice supply laid down
in this way at the beginning of the
winter will last right up to the end of
a summer consisting of many months
of almost unbearable heat.

How Dynamite Explodes’

Big dynamite blasts are more and

What actually happens when
dynamite explodes? He continues:
“To answer this question it is nec-
essary to expain briefly what dyna-
mite 1s. Reduced to its essentials,
dynamite 1s a mixture of nitroglycerin
with wood meal and nitrate of soda
or nitrate of ammonia, or both. Nitro-
glycerin, in turn, is composed of sev-
eral different elements—namely, oar-
bon, hydrogen, and oxygen, the mole-
cules of which are grouped in such a
way as to form a heavy, olly, yellow
liquid. Now these same molecules
are oapable of arrangement in other
groups to form several different sub-
