were much pleased to recognize severnl
new exhibitors coming forward as con-
testants for the various prizes in different
classes, and we once more congratulate
our country Iriénds on so many, of their
numiber coming off victorious over their
town rivals in the eultivation of fruits,
flowers and vegetables. We have not
space to do more than briefly summarize
the principal features of the ‘S8how, and
beginning with green house plants Mr,
D. Allan again takes leading. place with
several plants previously exhibited, with
the addition of a very beautiful plant of
large déep green foliage and pure white
graceful flowers (something like a lily.)
In this class we hail the Messrs. Gil-
christ as new and formidable competi-
tors to Mr. Allan, and we heard good
judges scruple not to affirm that in their
judgment the award should have been re-
versed. Their eollection ‘consisted of the
following choice and rare specimens :—
Abutilon Thomp i, anerect fal
plant, of mottled leaves marked with
bright golden yellow, and retains. its
variegation during the hottest westher;
Amaranthus Tricolor Gigantus, a new
plant, and an improvement on the well-
gnown * Joseph’s Coat,” grows to the
height of 8 or 4 feet ; .a Golden Coleus,’ a
white flowering Begonia, and a scar-
let shade of crimson do wintering flower-
ing ; a large leafed Begonia of variegated
foliage.
The Messrs Gilchrist also exhibited acol-
lection of Foliage plants, . consisting of
(82 inall) a beantiful white and red
spotted caladinm; Lycapodeinms, two
varieties of pretty green masses, 3 varie-
ties of Achoranthes, of a dwarfish habit,
and of a deep blood-red colour ; Cen-
taurea Candid4; dawny white foliage
plants and Centaurea Gymnocarpa, &
graecful rounded bush of silvery gray,
with fern like leaves ; Panicum Variega-
tum a variegated procumbent grass, in-
troduced a few years ago from New Cale-
donia, of dark green, white and rose
(equally tinted) ; and a variety of fine
colors, also a Pelea which is very fine.
The fuschias call for no special remark,
except those of Messrs Allan and N.
Sunley, in the collection, which were
very fine. Mr, Allan was the exhibifor
of a very fine scarlet Geranium, which
was easily awarded first place: and Mr.
J. McNeil exhibited two exceedingly
beautiful and graceful Japan lillies of
different varities. The Floral Ornament
of Miss Parkinson must not be forgotten
as deserving of attention; also that
shown by Mrs. Mann, though the de-
gign was mot s0 good. The
Dianthius (single and double) of Mrs,
Hogge were deservedly awarded the first
prize in each class respectively ; whilst
r. D. Allan carries the highest
honours in Hand Bouquets (greenhouse)
although we heard complaintsthatin this
gentleman’s exhibits both in this class
and open air flowers, the size was some-
what large for ‘hand bouquets; in the
greemhouse class Mrs,Sorby follows witha
pretty graceful Bouquet as 2nd ; whilst
in open air flowers Mrs. A, Hogg occu-
pies the 2nd place and Mrs. Sorby the 3rd.
For Table Bouquets Mrs. A. Hogg
rei%?s ag Floral Queen, closely attended
by Mrs. Baker, with Mr, D, Allan as a
wall of separation from her sisterly com-
petitor, Mrs. Murton.”

—his periodical missionary tours to the
sparsely settled portions of it—his un-
flagging zeal inthe discharge of his sa-
cred duties—his venerable appearance—
his genial dispositi his 1 )l
and uniform kindness of heart—all these
things serve to keep his memory alive in
the hearts of those who fondly cherish it
for his self-denying labors, the earnest
religious spitit which pervaded his life,
and the noble labors which formed its
brightest ornaments. g
The present volame is the loving tri-
bute of a son to the memory of his fath-
er. It is, moreover, & carefully written
and waluable biography, in which the
outer and inner life of the man
are clearly set forth — his as-—
pirations, desires, sorrows, encourage-
ments—and through all and over all the
great purpose of his life, the work to
which he had dedicated his strength and
his talents, and to which all other pur-
suits were but subordinate, and only as
means to the great end view. We
have in the earlier chapters an interest-
ing, sccurate and pretty full autobio-
graphy, which all must regret was not
continued down to & later date. But the
editor and compiler has made the ‘most
of the very tull materials at his com-
mand, and has woven togesher the in-
cidents of an active life with great skill,
much diserimination and 1lent judg.
ment. Thus, this autobiography and bi-
ography combined make up alife of singu-
lar interest, which cannot fail to be pop-
ular in the best sense of the term. It is
aleo a valuable contribution towards the
history of Presbyterianism in Canada.
Dr. Burns was so closely identified with
this history that the story of his life is
also the story of the church, and the two
will ever be inseperably connected.
We cannot attémpt in this short notice
to give any idea of the contents of the
work, or to enter into any 18 reg-
pecting Dr. Burns' life. We must leava
our readers to nv.isf{mtheir own guriosity
by & perusal of the book, assuring them
that they will be amply repaid . for their
trouble. Wg are sure it have a very
large sale, for, apart from its value as an
ably written biography of a talented min-
ister, a worthy man, and & devout Chris-
tian, it deals with many events in the
history of the Church, at home and
abroad, the perusal of which cannot fail
to interest the gemeral It is
beantifully printed on toned paper, hand-
somely bound, and contains & like
picture of Dr. Burns, besides two or
three other illustrations.
