Immigration Report.

The Immigration Committee of the
House of Commons have presented
their report. They report that dur-
ing the. past eighteen months the
Department have circulated 1,850,000
copies of pamphlets on the subject
of immigration, besides about 1,000,
000- supplements of newspapers in
Germany, and a large number of pos.
ters in the United Kingdom. Six
thousand copies of a large map of
the Dominion had also been distri-
buted in Great Britain and the Con-
tinent of Europe ; and a copy on a
smaller scale is being republished in
England. The number of immigrants
who settled in the Dominion in 1872
was 36,578, showmng an increase of
8,805, or 35 per cent. over the pre-
ceding year. The increase promises
to be gréater this year. From
