Goderich Extension of the Ontario 
and Quebec Railway.

The following editorial remarks from 
the Huron Signal show what is thought 
of the O. <6 Q. project in Goderich and 
neighborhood :—

We are glad to see that this project is 
being heartily taken np by the press and 
people along the proposed line. When 
Mr Fowler left here he drove through 
Blythe to Brussels,where he held a meet- 
ing, and it was his intention to pass over 
the entire route so as to be able to speak 
from actual observation of the facilities 
which the country afford for the con 
atruction of a line of railway, and to get 
the people stirred up to take hold of the 
project. The meeting at Brussels was 
very enthusiastic, and a resolution similar 
to that passed here was adopted unani­
mously.

That the construction of the road will 
prove of incalculable benefit to Goderich, 
and with it to the whole County of 
Huron, cannot be denied. The strong­
est point made by Mr Fowler in favour of 
granting liberal bonuses is that the line 
will be able to accommodate local traffic in 
winter. We all know how much the 
country, and this section in particular, 
suffers by the difficulty in obtaining cars 
to ship grain. The Grand Trunk, owing 
to its Western connections and the pre­
ference it has always shown for through 
reight traffic, requv.es all its rolling 
stock in winter to accomodate its through 
business. Grain buyers are unable to 
give the farmers the same price for their 
produce when they are obliged to hold it 
for weeks before they can send it to 
market and realize on it. The new road 
will require a large amount of rolling 
stock to forward the freight brought by 
water to Goderich during the season of 
navigation, and having no Western con­
nections its care will be available in 
winter for local traffic, just at the time 
they are required. In this way alone the 
farmers will gain more in a few years 
than all they will be asked to grant in the 
way of bonuses, and we trust when the 
proper time comes they will be prepared 
to act liberally. Any sum they will be 
asked to give will be amply repaid in a 
short time by the benefits conferred.

Ontario and Quebec Railway.
LABOE MEETING AT OBANGEVILLK.

A large and influential meeting was 
held in the town hall at Orangeville on 
Wednesday night, to hear explanations 
from Mr. J. Fowler respecting the con­
struction of the Ontario aud Quebec 
Railway from Montreal to Goderich har­
bor. The Reeve Mr. McCarty presided a8 
chairman, and J. W. Shaw acted as Sec­
retary. Mr. Fowler, who was frequently 
applauded, spoke for over an hour, ex­
plaining the merits and advantages of 
the projected lino, after which the follow­
ing resolutions wore unanimously adopt­
ed :—Moved by Mr. J. Gilchrist, seconded 
by Mr. J. Flesher, " That after hearing 
the explanations of Mr. Fowler respecting 
the construction of the Ontano and 
Quebec Railway, from Montreal direct 
through Peterboro’, Lindsay, Uxbridge, 
Newmarket, Orangeville, and Arthur, to 
Goderich Harbor, with a branch from 
Orangeville to Guelph, this meeting is of 
tho opinion that it will be a great bene­
fit to the whole country, aud worthy of 
liberal assistance from the municipalities 
along the line, and from the Legislature 
of Ontario, and that this town and county 
will be justified in granting a bonus to­
wards its construction ; and the inhabi­
tants of this section pledge themselves to 
do all they can to promote aud secure the 
construction of ibis road.” Messrs. J. 
Foley, S. H. McKittrick, and W. Parsons 
spoke in favor of the project. Before the 
meeting was adjourned, Mr. J- Ketchum 
moved, seconded by Mr.S. H. McKittrick, 
“ That the thanks of this meeting are 
due to Mr. Fowler for bringing this 
scheme before them, and for the energy 
perseverance, and ability with which he 
advocates it ; and also for having first 
projected the present railway, which we 
should never probably have had bat for 
his early and energetic effurs for its con­
struction.” This resolution having been 
carried, the meeting, which was a most 
enthusiastic one, adjourned.

Went Gurafraxa.
The Council met at Bergin’s hotel on 

Saturday, the 13th Dec., inst. Members 
all present; Wra. Gibson, Esq., Reeve, 
presiding. The clerk read tbo minutes 
of la v. meetiug.which were approved. The 
Reeve reported that the matter of open 
ing a new road between lots 9 and 10 on 
2nd Con. is amicably settled. The load 
is to be opened on the original road 
allowance between lots 10 and 11, and 
part of tho work performed.
