The Gallian-Paullno Murder.
The proceedings of the Superior Court 

at Bathurst, N.B,,have during the last few 
days, attracted much interest, _owing to 
the trial of Gallian aud Angele Paulin, 
for the murder of the husband of the 
latter, in April last, Gallian and Paulin,s 
wife had for the last few years been 
living" in criminal ictercou/se. This 
woman frequently urged her paramour to 
kill her husband and to consummate the 
crime by marriage. The evidence showed 
that she had risen from her husband’s 
bed-side one night, and whispered to 
Gallian, who slept in the same room to 
choke her husband as he was asleep, and 
they could say he died in a fit. The 
husband, however, awoke, and her pur­
pose could not be carried into execution. 
They afterwards sharpened a knife on a 
grindstohe, and with it Gallian followed 
Paulin into the woojls on the following 
day, but returned saying his heart tailed 
him. After urgent and repeated solicita­
tions upon the part of this woman, he 
eventually murdered Paulino by following 
him into the woods beating him with a 
stick, his victim imploring bn his knees 
for mercy.

The prisoners confession before the 
Coroner was the principal evidence 
against him. He was found guilty, aud 
the woman was then put on trial as an 
accessory before the fact, q,nd Gallian 
was placed upon the stand. He was, 
however, persistently silent, refusing to 
answer any question, although in his 
former confession at the Coroner’s inquest 
he had stated that he was incited to the 
act by Angele Paulin, who made him do 
it. Sufficient evidence, however, was ad­
duced to enable the jury to find a verdict 
of guilty against her.

Sentence; of death was passed upon 
both prisoners. Gallian was condemned 
to ho hanged on the 29th October next, 
and the woman Paulin, who is enceinte 
by Gallian, on the 5th January next.

Both prisoners are very ignorant. Al­
though neither could speak English, the 
sentence of death was passed upon them' 
in that language, tho Court, strange to 
say, not affording them any interpreta­
tion of the proceedings. The sentence 
will no doubt,'bo put into execution.

A Suggestion for the Winter.—You 
know what a racket is caused, èven by 
the most careful band, ia supplying coals 
to a grate or stove, and how, when the 
performance is undertake bj the servant, 
it becomes almost distracting. If you 
don’t remember, take notice the first 
time you are ill. or you have a dear pa­
tient in your care, or the baby is in a 
quiet slumber. Let some one bring on 
the conl-souttle or shovel, and revive 
your recollection. Well, the remedy wo 
suggedl is to put the coals in little pape : 
bags, each boiling about a shovelful. 
These can be laid quietly on the fire, and, 
as the paper ignites, the coals will softly 
settle in place. You may fill a coal-scut­
tle or box with such parcels, ready for 
use. For a sick-room, a nursery at night, 
or even for a library, the plan ia admir­
able. Just try it. Besides, ,t is so clean­
ly. If you don’t choose rrovido your­
self with paper bags, you t- -n Wrap the 
coals in pieces of newsp tper at your 
leisure, and have them leady for use 
when occasion requires.

Unbolted Wheat as Food.—Wheat 
may be styled The King of Cereals, for 
no other grain enters so largely into the 
daily food of all civilized'nations. There 
are substantial reasons, too, why it should 
be preferred to most other grains. Its 
superior flavour is, no doubt, an import­
ant consideration ; but, perhaps, the true 
reason for the preference given to it, lies 
in tho fact that wheat contains more of 
all the elements required to keep the 
tem in a healthy condition than any 
other grain. By the ordinal^» method of 
preparing wheat for use—making it into 
fine flour—an important proportion of 
the nutriment departs with the bran.The 
chemical proportions of the gram, as ar­
ranged by nature, being thus destroyed, 
fine flour preparations are not healthy 
for a continuous diet. Thinking people 
are beginning to underst -nd this matter, 
and (he demand for «unb)lted preparv 
tions of wheat, such ns German flour, 
crunhed wheat, cracked v ' '-at, etc., is 
inci easing rapidly.

Toronto on Sunday.
Mr. Cook, tho great organizer of excur­

“ This Toronto, with its 60,000 to 
70,000 'inhabitants, astonishes me more 
than any place which recognises the 
authority of Queen Victoria. While I 
read of sharp conflicts in the British Par­
liament on the miserable question of an 
extra half-hour for getting drunk after 
midright, I found here, on Saturday 
evening last, every drink shop closed 
after seven o’clock, not to be re-opened 
until six on Monday morning, and at the 
very ht nr when the dram shops were 
shut tho Savings’Bank opened, and the 
peop e wore crowding in to pay their 
deposits. All through the Province of 
Ontario, not a drink shop, not a cigar 
shop—not even an ice-cream shop—is 
opened on Sunday. Tho public thorough­
fares are not half as beclouded with 
smoke or infested with little smoking 
puppies as are the public walks of the 
‘ mother country.’ Without a State 
Church, places of worship abound here 
in every street, and they are thronged 
with worshippers. There is scarcely a 
church or chapel in which the singing 
from a neighbouring house of prayer 
may not bo heard. At 11 a.m. and 7 
p.m. tho place seem to be redolent with 
hymns of praise, and better order in the 
streets I never witnessed. No wonder 
that in such a placo great numbers of 
working men own their habitations.

— The expecta­
tions of buyers that life would soon be­
come manifest in the Hamilton markets 
have been disappointed so far.

The crop 
is abundant, ami a considerable quantity 
comes in daily. Tim delivery in barley 
is poor, and prices remain as-they open­
ed at about 78c to 80c. Wheat is very 
poorly supplied ; the little that comes in 
brings 81 to §1.05, having opened at first 
at §1.10. A few'loads of ]3eas sold at 
56c to-day. The markets next week 
arc confidently expected to be much 
brisker.

Sept. 7.
THE HIGHWAY BOBBERY.

Alexander McGuire and David Tobin 
were brought up aud charged of highway 
robbery, on the night of Wednesday the 
2nd instant.

Mr; Watt appeared for McGuire, and 
Mr. Dunbar for Tobin.

James Brunnan was sworn, and said 
he was on his way home from Guelph on 
the night in question, between eight and 
nine o’clock. He met McGuire and Tobin 
at the Victoria Hotel, in town, who told 
him they were going up the road as far 
as the Junction. McGuire asked him if 
he would have a riae in the waggon. He 
said he would, and they all drove off. 
When they reached the road leading to 
Pipe’s Mill, tho waggon turned suddenly 
into it. Witness attempted to jump out, 
when McGuire caught him by the collar 
of the coat and dragged him in again. 
Witness caught the lines out of Tobin’s 
hands, and turned the horses into Cox’s 
place, when ho jumped out, McGuire 
following him, who caught ho'd of his 
hat. Witness -'anted to get his hat 
back, but they : sed to do it unless he 
paid for his ride. This he consented to 
do, giving McGuire 25 cents, which Mo 
Guire, when he got it, said was only a 
five cent piece, and that he (witness) had 
more money. He said he had, npon 
which McGuire tripped him and knocked 
him down. Mr. Pipe and his son hear­
ing the disturbance, came out, when the 
defendants let him go. Had two 84 bills 
and a 82 bill in his purse. One of the 
84 bills had the corner torn off. Felt 
McGuire’s left hand in his vest pocket, 
the one in which he had the money, im­
mediately after getting up, and said to 
those present that his money was gone. 
Returned to town at once, and informed 
Mr. Kelly of what had happened. Tobin 
was in the wagon all the time. Have no 
charge against him, except that he said
“ Hold the b----- r.” After the scuffle was
over, when Mr. Pipe came out McGuire 
jumped into the waggon, in which was 
Tobin and another person named Sutton. 
They drove off and went up by Hood’s 
farm. Went back the next day to the 
place to look if the money could be found, 
but did not find it. Never saw McGuire 
before that day. It was ho who rode in 
tho waggon, and knocked me down. 
Tobin is the man who drove the horses. 
McGuire was the only one who cime out 
of the waggon. When he put his bauds 
into my pockets I shouted “murder.”

Cross-examined by Mr. Watt— Had 
drank one glass of whiskey that day. Had 
several classes of beer and some einger 
beer. My boss went home at 4 o’clock, 
hut I was not able to go with him, as I 
had business to do in town. I had over 
83 in silver in my pants pocket, which 
was not taken. Did not see the 810 in 
bills in my pockets after ten o’clock. 
Wont back with the hat lent me by Mr. 
Pipe the following morning and looked 
for tira money as I went along.

Cross-examined by Mr. Dunbar—When 
I got into the waggon there were three in 
in the front seat. When I grabbed the 
lines Tobin said : “you have no business, 
with my lines.” Did not see anything 
that might lead me to infer that Tobin 
knew McGuire was robbing me.

Mr. Kelly, Chief of Police, produced a 
bat in court which witness recognized as 
the one he had lost that night, and which 
ho had never seen since then until now.

John Pipe deposed that on Wednesday

The Cornwall Election Case.
The examination of witnesses in 

the contested election case for Corn­
wall closed on Saturday. The par­
ties concerned in the case are Dr. 
Berg in and Mr. A. F. Macdonald, a 
brother of the late John Sandfield 
The . evidence shows that the most 
shameless bribery had been prac­
tised by Mr. Macdonald or his agents 
in order to secure his election. The 
following are a few cases in proof, 
which we find summarized in a con 
temporary :—
“A shoemaker had 820 left in the 

drawer of his work bench, according to a 
previous arrangement, as the price of his 
vote for Macdonald. As high as 870 was 
offered for a vote for the same gentleman. 
An elector had 820 duo him from ihe 
late John Sandfield MaciLnald which he 
had not been able to get, though duo for 

1 some twenty-five years. He was told he 
would get it if he voted for Mr. A. F. 
Macdonald, the present member, and he 
did so, though otherwise ho would have 
voted for Dr. Bergin. Another elector 
got Ç10 for refraining frein voting for Dr. 
Bergin. £ Another received 815 to vote for 
Macdonald, hut after its receipt went and 
voted for Bergin, thus satisfying both his 
pocket and his conscience. The wife of 
another was offered 820 to induce her 
husband to vote for Macdonald. Wood 
was paid for that was never delivered ; 
the carriage of ashes at ton dollars a load 
was contracted for ; rents were paid ; 
teams were hired i t falulous r t ;s/mon­
ey was loaned without interest, the wit­
ness naively adding that all the interest 
he paid was his vote. All this, be it re­
membered, was in the Macdonald interest, 
which, though polling only 471 votes, 
confessed to the actual cash expenditure 
of 81,500, or an average of three dollars 
per vote.”

But the most curious thing about 
this case is that such Tory papers as 
the Mail and Spectator are now charg­
ing the Reformers with the guilt of 
these practices, as if Mr. Macdonald 
had been their nominee, and had 
run in the Reform interest. He 
took the field as a sort of Indepen­
dent against Dr. Bergin, who came 
out as a Reformer, but it was well 
known that the former ran in the 
Conservative interest ; and it will 
also be remembered that such papers 
as the Mail were strongly opposed to 
Dr. Bergin’s election. Mr. Macdonald 
was taken up by the Tory papers 
alter the nomination, and they pre­
dicted and favored his election. It 
is not at all likely that they would 
have done so had lie been running 
in the Reform interest, and as an ad­
ditional proof of his connection 
with the Tories, it is a fact that on 
the day of the election a special 
train on the Gra'nd Trunk was 
engaged by the late John Sandfield 
Macdonald’s son to take the vo­
ters to Kingston, to vote first for 
Sir John Macdonald, tr.en to go to 
Prescott and vote f.,r Mr W. Shanty, 
and lastly to go to Cornwall and vote 
for Mr. Macdonald. i f this is .not a i 
good proof as anybody wants that 
tin latter was running in the Con­
servative interest, then wo should 
like to know id.
