Count, . appreciating
the noble character -of their amiable rela~-
tive, very soon became ‘reconciled with
what they had cousidered a mesalliance,
and the young Couutess grew quite. n
favorite in the family of the Governor.
Not so with her husband, who was of a
fickle, inconsiant na:ure, and of dissipated
habits. The difference of character - be-
tween the married couple became more
and wore apparent, and their incompati«
bility led very soon to a ‘separation.
That the Countess was oot the guilty
party, wenld appear from the fact that
the separated wife was received with open
arms in: the fawily of her husband.

When' Couct Chorinsky 'returned . from
the war (some’ reports say that he had
served under Maximilian in Mexico), theé
Countess wished to retire to Maunich,
which she was enabled to do through the
liberality of her father-in-law, who settled

upon her a pension. ' At Munich, the
Countess appears to have, under the name
of Baroness von Ledoke, led a very
secluded life, highly esteemed and respec~
ted by the small circle of acquaintances
in which she moved.

Ou the evening of November 21 the
feartal deed was done. A few days pre-
vious, a lady, who called herself Baroness
Matia von Vay, arrived from Vienna at
Munich, where she took lodgmg at the
hotel of “The Fonr Seasons.” She at
once, without even inquiring for the resi~
dence of the Conntess Chorinsky, called
upon the latter, to whom she introduced
herself nnder her assamed name, stating
that she was going to Paris, At the res
quest of the strauger, who appeared to be
a lady of the most refined aad aristocratie
mannoers, Ceuntess Choriosky, accom-
paunied her on a shopping tour, where the
Baroness quite lavisily spent money, of
which, she showed large amonnts. Iu the
evening she again made her appearance
at the residence of the Countess, where
she bad beer invited to tea. The two
ladies were sitting together on the sofa,
when the landlady eutered, saying that a
man was outside with the tickets for the
theatre. The. Baroness, stating that it
was a servant from the hotel where she
stopped, spoke a few words with this man
in_an undertooe, and then said aldad
that she would pay for the tickets with
ber hotel bill, and that she woald: not
leave-before Saturday. - This man seems
to have been a merchant, of the’ name! of
Unmlaaft, from Bruun, who, soon ‘after
