The question involved was whether the title 
to certain lands in that portion of Ontario 
which used to be known as the “ disputed 
territory " was vested in the Provincial Gov­
ernment, under the boundary award defining 
the limits of the Province, or whether it was 
vested in the Dominion Government, under 
certain treaties made with the Indians the 
original owners of the soit The decision is 
that the title r^sta with the province, which 
will have to assume the charge of the Indians.
