THE KINDERGARTENS WILL STAY,

But the School Board Will Cut Dewn the
Expenditure in Every Way- Compatible
With Eflicienoy.

A deputation from the City Council, con-
sisting of Ald. Thompson and Jolliffe, at-
tended by Clerk Somers, waited ona special
committee of the Public School Board yes-
terday for the purpose of placing before
them the resofution of the City Council re-

ing salary reduction. They said thas,
in asking the school board to reduce the
salaries of the teachers and also to reduce
expenditure in every other possible way,
they did not wish to create the impression
that they thought the teachers were over-
paid, but that they only asked them, in
common with the other civic employed, to
undergo this reduction for a year or o un
til the present financial depression is tided

over,

Me. H. A 8 Kent, chairman
of the committee, assured the
deputation that everythin possible is being
done to reduce the expenditure in connec:
tion with the-schools. A large reduction,
probably of $5000, is being made in the
supply department, and in all the other de-
partments strict economy is being practised,
with the result that a large saving is being
effected.” In reply to a question as to
whether the kindergarten department
could not be done away with Mr. Kent
pointed out that the law compels the board,
to furnish accommodation for all children
over 5 years of age, and that all but a few of
the kindergarten pupils are over that age,
go that if the kindergartens should be done
away with additional accommodation
would have to be supplied in the other de-
partments, which would entail an addition-
al cost, as the kindergarten teachers re-
ceive a salary of from %175 iper year for a
beginner to $100 per year as the maximum;
whereas a regular grade teacher receives &
salary of from §$32 for beginners to $636
for & maximum.

It was also pointed out to the deputation
that school teachers receive a much smaller
salary for the work they do than the other
civic employed, and that a large number of
them are teachers who have been induced
to come here by an offer of an increase o
$24 per year, and that it would hardly be

ICE AND FLOOD,

Legislation Agked For to Reduce Muni-
cipal Liability Owing to Accidents Due
to Ice and Flooding.

A bill introduced by Mr. Tait was yester-
day afternoon read for s first time, praying
for amendments to the Municipal Act pro-
viding that no maunicipal corporation shall
be liable for accidents arising from the fall-
ing of persons on icy sidewalks, and that no
claim arising from waut of repair of roads
and bridges can be enforced unless notice has
been given to the mayor or reeve or clerk of
the municipality within 48 hours after the
occurrence of the accident.

Also for such remuneration to aldermen in
cities as the council may determine upon.

Also for submitting matters to the people
for voting thereon, other than bylaws, pre-
sent rujes with regard to the submission of
bylaws to apply to such voting.

Also for refusing licenses to auctioneers in
case the applicaut is not of good character,
or the premises are not suitable, or a pervi-
tion signed by a majority of tbe personsre-
siding in the immediate neigbborhood of the
remises in question agalnst the license
being granted is presented to the coupecil.

Also in the case of cities having}sewers,
no claim can be enforced against suc muni-
cipality for the flooding of cellars ¢r other
premises where the rainfall, which olccasion-
ed such flooding, exceeds one inch per bour.

Finally the repeal is asked for of the sec-
tion introduced in the Munpicipal Act last
year, empowering corporations of towns
having & population of 100,000 and gver and
controlling systems of waterworks! to con-
traot with persons for the purpose jof im-
‘proving the water supply, aod ta confer
upon such persons various powers, such as
expropriating land, ete.

Equatity and Inequality,

Without encountering our serious op-
position, in fact, without most of us being
aware offits advance at all, legalized spolia-
tion of private property is being recognized
more and fore as one of the principles of
modern politics and of statesmanship. The
thin end of the wedge of the doctrine of
Inequality of the citizen has got an abid-
ing place in the log, and the tendency is
both to drive it in further and to permit of its
being driven. The principle upon which our
constitution is founded is that one man is as
good as another, and that all are equal. But
latterly we have begun to make some excep-
tions to this rule, and although these ex-
ceptions do not give us much concern to-
day, yet is quite possible that we are luy-
ing the foundation for no little tronble in
the future. The doctrine of equal rights in
the eyes of the law is a “principle of
such profound importance that it should
oot be trifled with. In the payment of our
civic taxes the 'principle of equality is vio-
lated. The man whose income is $600 a
year enjoys & privilege that the man who
receives $800 does not enjoy. | The two
men are not equal before the law. A most
glaring violation of the principle is the pro-
posol to ievy an. income tax in
the United States, in which levy
all salaries under $4000 will be
excepted. - In Toronto the principle has
been extended to the supplying of free
text-books in the schools, and there is an
agitation to have the principle further ex-
tended so as to include free blank books.
The T -wles and Labor Council are actively
def  ng the proposition as to tree blank
books in the Pablic schools, It behooves the
public to consider whither thiskind of legisla-
tion is tending, The object of the legislation
is to place on the shoulders of the wealthy
the burden of supporting public institu-
tions. In a country where equality is sup-
posed to prevail it is hard to see why one
man should be compelled to supply an-
other man’s children with writing materials
and school literature; at any rate if free
books and free schools are to be
defended on the ground of equality,
and as affecting all of us alike,
the  system 2Sof exemptiz  those
whose salaries are under §700 from con-
tributing equally with others towards the
support of these schools and books cer-
tainly cannot be defended on the ground of
equality, And while it may not be unrea-
able to compel a Vanderbilt to pay $100,000
a year to the State in the way of an income
tax, yet it is impossible to justify
the system which ~allows the man
whose income is $1000 to escape altogether.
Yesterday a bill was introduced in
the Local Legislature to abolish exemptions
on church property. This is a move in the
direction of making our laws thoroughly
equal and impartial. We are trying to
remedy an evil in one direction, but per-
mitting an extension of the same evil in
another direction.. It is not right that the
church should be privileged. And, al-
though. we have no complaint to make
against phy privileges that the poorer citi-
zen enjoys at the present time, yet we think
the violation of & great and essential
principle may work an evil ‘that will far
more than counterbalance any good that
may be supposed to result. In accepting
these privileges the free and independent
citizen is allowing himself to be pauperized
as it were. He
vantages that the state can confer
on the individual, but he shirks
his proportionate share of responsibilitv.
We fail to see how the Trades and Labor
Council, for instance, can consistently de-
mand the abolition of church exemptions
and at the same time support the exemption
of salaries under $700, It is the general
principle we are more concerned about than
the effect of its violation in regard to the
salaries exemption; and it is in respect of
future complications and anomalies that the

statesman should give his attention more

than to present inequalities. =~ We know
what the present conditions are, but we do
not know to what serious consequences
they may be leading us.

A Result of Tariff Ungertainty,

The Iron Age of New York, Feb. 8, has
an article on the Canadian iron industry.
In the course of the article it is pointed out
that Canada’s iron and steel needs repre-
sent a consumption of nearly. 600,000 tons
of pig iron per aspouin. The output of

Canadian furnaces in 1893 is estimated at |

60,000 tous, or one-tenth of our total con-
sumption. We quoted statistics the other
day to show that 2575 men were employed
in connection with our present output. If
Canada made all her own iron an army of
25,750 men would be employed in the in-
dustry. These workmen with their fami-
lies would figure up a population of 125;600,
which means the establishment of a city of
between 300,000 and 400,000 people. In
this estimate there have not been included
the extra men employed on our railways
and vessels consequeut upon collecting and
distributing the materials connected with
the industry. It will be seen of what
great importance the iron industry is to
Canada.

The Iron Age goes on tosay: “In 1891
the production of pig iron in the Dominion
was 23,801 net tons; in 1892 it was 42,443
tons, and reports to date indicate that 1893
will show another substantial increase in
the output. While this development of the
blast furnace industry is encouraging to the
producers and, under the fostering care of
the present Government, will doubtless
show yet greater progress in succeeding
years, still for a long time to come Canada
must rely on other countries for the larger

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part of the iton and steel articles which in
one form or snother she will need. A
great iron industry cannot be built up in &
day. Leaving out tin plates on each side
it will be found that invalue Canedsim-
ports three-fourths as much iron and steel
as the United States, although the latter
country has 13 times the greater population.
But then Canada’s protective tariff dates
only from 1887.” The greatest drawback

, | to the rapid development of iron-making in

Canada has been and is the uncertainty of
the tariff. This uncertainty has operated
more or less during the past few years,
but it is particularly disastrous to the
industry at the present time when
the Liberal party is threatening to smash
the tariff all to pieces. We who know the
feeling of the country do not believe the
people of Canada will give that party the
power to alter our tariff, but the capitalists
of other countries cannot be so easily con-
vinced. A leading iron importer of Mont-
real expresses the situation very well in
The Montreal Star. He protested against
the? agitation in behalf of protection for
iron.making. He was asked why he did
not manufacture iron in Canada instead of
importing it, *“Well,” he said in reply,
“it takes an immense amount of capital to
carry on the iron ipdustry and it cannot be
obtained in this ctglntry. 1t is necessary
to enlist British capital, and British capital-
ists are afraid to invest on account of the
uncertainty regarding the tariff. They say
if they could be positively assured that the
protective tariff would not be lowered for
ten years they would be quite ready to in-
vest. The whole trouble is that you never
can be certain that the tariff will be main-
tained, o it is utterly hopeless to think of
developing a Canadian iron industry.”

Canada should not fail to learn the lesson
that history has taught us in regard to iron
production. The first important fact for us
to bear in mind 1s this, that every country
which claims a leading place among the
nations of the world is an iron-producing
country; and secondly, the industry has
been developed in none of them except by &
judicious and prolonged use of -the protec-
tive system. * England’s great iron trade
was built up on the same principle that
Canada has adopted for secaring similar
results.

If the Opposition expect to succeed in
théir crusade against the tariff they must
show (1) that an iron industrygan be, and
has been, established in any country with-
out protection; or (2) that the industry is
not worth having in any event.

ABERDEEN AT THE PAVILION,

Fifteen Hundred People Attend Yester
day’s Meeting of the Toronto Women’s
Council—Words of Encoursgement
¥rom the Distinguished Fatroness—
Mensures Will Be Taken to Relleve
the Unemployed,

Women dearly love to gaze upon royalty,
and when the genuine article cannot be
procured viceregality makes a very good
substitate. Packed to the very doors was
the Pavilion yesterday afternoon when
Lady Aberdeen delivered an address to the
Toronto Council of Women,

Every seat from platform to.topmost gal-
lery was filled and ladies stood thickly in
every aisle. Fully 1500 of Toronto’s repre-
sentative women were there, On the plat-
form, besides: Lady Aberdeen and Mrs,
Grant Macdonald, presideat of the council,
were:

When Her Excellency, accompanied by
Mrs. Grant Macdonald, entered the vast
audience rose and sang ‘‘God Save the
Queen.” Asshe took her seat upon the
platform there was a gentle ripple of
applause from gloved hands.

'he secretary read a list of the Federated
societies. 'Then the Countess of Aberdeen
stepped forward to deliver her address.
She was dressed plainly in black with black
bonnet and pearl grey gloves.

In stirring words she told of the good
work ot the Women’s Councils and of the
progress that the movement has made all
over Canada. It was one which had taken
its initiative from the women of Canada
themselves and was one of which the
country might be proud. Councils have
been formed at Montreal, Hamilton, Ot-
tawa, London, Quebec and Winnipeg. The
workers in Toronto were congratulated
upon the work that had been
done. If the council is to be
any good it must be representative and
must include all creeds on an equal basis,
[Applause.] It is expected to “hold the
first annual meeting of the national council
at Ottawa in April next, and it is to be
hoped that all the councils will send dele-
gates. The subjects of discussion will be
many and interesting.

The necessity of taking up one subject at
a time and thoroughly discussing it was im-
pressed upon the meeting. The councils
were mot merelg an excuse for talk
[Laughter.] The objects and aims of each
local council vary with the district where
it is formed. But the great aim was to
band together all workers for the common
good. The days of the Lady Bountiful are
past. No longer can one pout and
give a little charity feeling that that is all
The spirit of scientific
research must be adopted and causes and
effects investigated.

“I have been asked to give some hints as
to the work that might be done by the To-
ronto council,” said Lady Aberdeen. *‘I
am afraid that that is hardly the
part of a stranger, so I shall
say what I do subject to correction.
There is one subject that I might men-
tion. I know that you have here one
police matron. But one woman cannot - be
on duty all the time, and there must be
occasions when woman prisoners must be
placed in the hands of and searched by men.
[his is merely a suggestion. If the local
council deem it of sufficient importance it
will be no doubt remedied.” [Applause.]

The debated question of servants and
mistresses was brought up and the neces-
sity of some solution of -the difficulty. A
training school for domestic servants was
spoken of. The evils of the sweating sys-
tem were spoken of and denounced. This
was a subject which was eminently fitted
for the investigation of the local council.
As examples of the starvation wages paid
were spoken of, there was a murmur of sur-
prised sympathy. “How can you expect
anything of morality or spiritual life among
women who have to exist on these
wages?’ continued Her  Excellency.
“But considering the temptations, how
wonderful it is that so many ‘remain in the
right path!”

The need of female factory inspectors was
enlarged upon. The prevailing distress was
spoken of. £t would be a grand opportunity
for the council to show what it can do.
Work should be provided, not charity.
[Algplause.] 7

r. Lelia Davis read a paper telling of
people out ot work in Toronto,

The following resolutions were
passed:

“Resolved, That we, the officers and
members of this local council of women of
Toronto, having heard with sorrow that
6000 persons are, from force of circum-
stances, at present out of employment in
this city, would desire to do what we can
to help in the matter, and with
this object in view would ask
the delegates of th» federated
and other societies to bring the case
formally before their members, asking them
to provide work if possible and to interest
themselves ih securing the same from their
friends.”

The letter
stated that at none of the places complain-
ed of had the company dug ditches across
the roadway to carry water onto the ad-
joining lands. 'Owing to the road being
unfinished the natural course of the surface
water flowing down Dufferin Hill is down
the centre of road, and on reaching the
level has washed out sundry passages to
escape. The company disclaimed any lia-
bility for the present condition of Daven-
port-road. ;

An account was presented from the City
Solicitor of Toronto amounting to "$883.55,
being one-sixth share of the cost of erection
and maintenance of level crossing gates, in
accordance with the recent order of the
Railway Committee of the Privy Council.

The case of the heirs ot John C. Austin
against the Mutual Reserve Fund for the
payment of $15,000, which sum Austin car-
ried on his life, was fought through the
courts here only a short time ago, resulting
in a verdict for the plaintiffs.

The locating of Austin, if the report of
his discovery proves to be true, will lead to
one of the most peculiar legal complications
that has occurred in the courts for years.
Under the decision of the jury Austin is
dead—judicially.

If a denision is held in a legal sense as

jncontrovertible then he is d —actually.

But now it appears that Austin has turned

up alive in Canada. How is he going to

prove he is not dead?

Col. E. C. James, who
the insurance company, was seen at his
officeat 31 Nassau-street to-day and asked
concerning the action of the-insurance com-
pany in case Austin should be brought back
to this city and proved to be alive, Col.
James said:

“‘Nobody ever thought Austin dead but
that jury. 1did my best to show them
that Anstin was alive, and that he ought to
be at home attending to his_pretty little
beys 1nstead of trotting around the country.

“They did not seem to appreciate the
evidence that was presented, and with one
fell swoop they killed Austin and rendered
his children orphans. It was sheer marder;
but they thought they were right. .

“You may have thought I was jesting
when I said that the jury killed Austin.
It is not that. Actually Austin is sot
~dead, as this revelation proves. There is

/o reason to doubt the truth of the report.
Then—Austin is declared dead by & jury.

«He is judicially dead in this country.
As long as he stays in Canada he is alive all
right. As soon as he crosses the border
into this country he drops dead—theoreti-
cally. :

As to the insurance company, 80 far as I
can see, there is absolutely no redress. The
jury has decided Austin dead, and the ver-
dict cannot be set aside.”

1t has been a great deal of mystery to the
pople connected with vhe; Mutual Reserve

and to know what madePalmer so zealous
in his work of running down Austin, as the
inducement held out by them was not so
very large. The mystery was solved late
to-day.

The United States Life Insurance Com-
pany is now on the verge of litigation with
the heirs of Austin relative to the dpsymenr
of & $10,000 policy that they hold on his
life. As the case now stands, and taking
the Mutual Reserve case as a preced ent,
they stand no possible show of winning their
case, It was then necessary for them to
secure further evidence before they could go
into a trial with any hope of success.
