Continuing, Dr. Aikins said’ that he
received a. telephone message from Dr.
King about 10 o'clock on the morning
of Jan. 16, 1898, and went down on a
street car. He made enquiries irom
one of the twins, but did not know
which one. He did not notice that the
man’s hands were bleeding. He had a
dim recollection that x, the express-
man, was there. “I went down into
the basement,” said the coromer, *“and
saw, a body there. - The y was lying
north and south, the head a foot or a
foot and,a half from the box contain-
ing the cage. There mas no weight
box in the basement. ‘he trunk of the
body was lying partly| on its left side
and partly on its back/ the right side of
the face being up.

The easterly sié)e piece of the weight
shaft wpng n ithe basement, but there was
no front on the box of the shaft. The
weight was lyingz on its long narrow
side close up -against the gage ' shaft.
The .head-looked as if it had: been. drawn
further from:the cage. -There.were two.
pools of bloid, ‘there being “friore - blood
whers the head lay.theyr-ifi the other.
He examined the head and found it very
much shattered, badly fractured, - the
scalp was broken more at the top and
possibly some at the back. ‘The sides
were crushed together as if had been
pressed by some side pressure. It was
congiderably flattened. The ®head was
soggy and resembled a bag of bones,
with soft material around it. . The'tem-
poral and parietal regions had been crush-
ed. Dr. Aikins swore that he did not see
the eyes, the eyelids must have been
covering them, otherwide he wpuld
have seen them.

He didn’t see any spectacles’ on. the
face or any gloves ou the body. If gither
spectacles or gloves had been there he
thinks he would have seen them. After
examining the body he went upstairs and
examined the top flat ard found the rope
and hook there. He could “mot
remember whether he had ex-
amined the first flat. He had gone
there in consequence of a request by Dr.
King that he should examine and ‘see
if he could hold an inguest. Under the
circumstances he could not take the ne-
cessary affidavit under the law. In cases
of death,  accident, mischance or na-
tural causes a coroner is not supposed
to hold an inquest. “ As it presented it-
self to me entirely as an accident from
enquiries and examination, I telephoned
Dr. King that I did not think I could
take the necessary affidavit.

Intercolonial Sheds and Wharves Burned '
Together With 60 Head of Tattle

Halifax, N.S., May 19.—Fire Sunday de-
sheds

the Intercolonial terminus was burned
last winter Richmond hes been the busy
centre. The fire started in the
shed, which ran the whole length of the
wharf, and which was used for the re-
ception of freight, cattle, immigrants,
etc. On each side of the shed were
tracks, upon which Wwere cars, some
loaded with lumber; which was being put
into the iron ship, Ancyra. Several
cars were burned. The vessel was with
diffieulty eaved. The fire epread like
lightning and soon the sheds were doom-
ed.

EARTHQUAKE IN FLORENCE.

e

3000 HOUSES DAMAGED — MANY
PEOPLE KILLED,

o

The Popolation Panic Stricken — Wild
Scomes in the Theatres—The Shocks so
Severe as to Overturn a Loaded Omnui~
bus—Florence’s 'ln‘nlﬂml Cathedral

Damaged.

Florehce, May 19.—The -population of
this city was thrown into a state
panic last night-by a series of earth-
quakes that did much damage here and
in other 'places. People who were in
their houses when the first shock came
ran terror-stricken into the streets, and
their wild cries could be heard every-
where. The shocks were so Violent that
houses swayed like ships in a seaway,
and in-a number of cases roofs fell, in,
injuring many persons: who had notl
 sought safety in flight. The wildest
scenes were at the theatres, where pr-
formances were going on. Amid shouts
of “earthquake,” the crowd, made wild,
rushed for the exits. Mad with terror,
no respect was shown for the women,
weak or aged, and in the erush many
were badly, hurt. Upon. reaching the
streets the crowds ‘Irom the. theatres
met those who hadfled from their dwell-
ings, and the excitement that ensued
made confusion worse cgnfounded.

At Grassian, a suburb of Florence, the
shocks ' were very violent. The extent
of the earth movement may.be judged
from the fact that a loaded omnibus was
overturned. .

The seismic disturbance was felt at
Lucca, Pontedera and generally through-
out Tuscany. The centre of the move-
jment was _at Florence, where for!very
many years nothing similar.has ‘occurred.

Around Florence a number of houses
were destroyed and four persons killed.

At Lappaggi, a village near Gassiam,
no less than 40 houses were thrown from
their foundations and completely wreck-
ed. “A sad feature of the disaster at this
place was the finding of the body of a
young mother with her infant’clasped
to her heart. She had evidently at-
tempted to flee, but, together with her
child, was crushed to death beneath the
falling walls of her home. J

An investigation was made by the mu-
incipal authorities iof Florence, who es-
timated that 3000 houses were damaged.
The Cathedral di Santa Maria del Fore,
an imposing example of Italian gothic
architecture and probably the most re-
markable building of its kind in Europe,
was damaged. ;

The seismic manifestation of last night
was the most violent that Florence has
known since 1445. The population of the
city are awed by the disaster. 3

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THE WROLE CASE IN BRIEF.

Thé. conversion ©f coal into electrie
light is a very eimple process. Al-
though electricity as a commercial pro-
dugt dates back hardly twenty years,
yet .its generation is thoroughly under-
stood. As far as its production - goes
we find the process less complicated than
that involved in the old-time boiler and
steam engine. The electric generator
'in as simplé a machine as we know of.
Among machines of old and well-estab-
lished reputation its nearest ally is the
grindstorie or the emery wheel. The
electric generator is only one remove
from the pulley itself. It consists merely
of a bundle of copper wires revolving in
the presence of a magnet.

Before the bylaw for the" establish-
ment of & civie clectric plant is voted
oh we wish to present a simple calcula-
tion, which ought to convince every
ratepayer, except those who are
directly or indirectly ° interested
in having @all the ecivic fran-
chises farmed out, that thousands of
doHars will be saved annually i the city
operate the plant itself. The under-
taking would involve the purchase by
the city of a plant andz'\he expense of
operating it. ¢ -

As to the purchase of the plant we
know that no-concern, private or public,
has ever received a hetter offer than
that made to the city last year. Build-
ing and plant will not exceed $275,000,
and it will probably cost_ less. These
figures, it should be remembered, are™
not hypothetical. The City Engineer
has considered the numerous tenders that
were sent to the Board of- Works, and
for the above sum he can install the most
modern plant and erect the necessary
building. So much for the capital ofit-
lay. <

The operating expenses may be de-
vided into (1) wages, (2) supplies,. (8)
interest on capital, (4) depreciation.
The Toronto Electric Light Company
has been good ,enough to sup-
ply the public with a circular
showing how, the operating expenses as
estimated by the City Engineer, McGow-,
ai an® Bertram are made up in detail.
What we intend doing here is to compare
the ‘rglative facilities of the city of To-
ronto and the Toronto Electric Light
Company for operating the plant. We
are in a° position to make certain posi-
tive deductions for this comparisor, de-
ductions that are absolute and conclu-
Jsive, i

1. Taking up each of the branches into
which we have divided the operating ex-
penses, we first ¢ome to wages. The City
Engineer figures' up the wages as fol-
lows: :

9. The next branch is supplies. We
have looked over the various items in
detail, and we find the supplies include
toal, carbon, oil and waste. The other
day The World challenged thg/ Electric
Light Company to give details to show
that it coull operate the plant as
cheaply as the city. Replying through
The News, the ‘company thought it
scored a point by stating that ‘it could
purchase coal just as advantageously as
the ‘city. And the same in regard to
carbons. We doubt _if the Light
Company. c¢an buy anthracite coal
at  $3.41, as the . gity did
the other day. It answers our purpose at
present, however, to publish their ad-
mission that they are not able to buy
coal and carbons cheaper than the city
of Toronto can. Oil and waste are
put down at $2000 by the City Engin-
eer. and $1200 by Mr. Bertram. It is
a small item, but whateveritis we can
take it for a certainty that the Elec-
tric Light Company cannot buy  them
cheaper th¥n the city. In the matter
of supplies, the Toronto Electric Light
Compény has no advantage over the
city. If there is any difference it will
be in favor of the city.
8. The next item of expense is in-
terest on capital. We have shown that
the capital will be $275,000. The in-

iE | terest the city will have to pay .on this

capital, reckoned at 4/ per cént., will
be $11,000. The Light Company has
been getting $109 per-light for several
years, and it tenders to do the work
for $75. A deduction from its own fi-
gures is that the company is ‘making
$50,000 a” year out of the city contract.
This is equal to 19 pen cent. on a capital
of $275,000. The ratepayers of Toron-
to are paying this 19 per cent,, and
they have paid it all along. We will
base our comparison on 10 per cent.,
however. Capitalists will not invest
their money in a venture subject to so
mueh risk as is the business of the To-
ronto Eleetric Light Company. At one
blow thy company is liable to be de-
prived of a contract that means $50,-
000 a year profit to them. They, there-
fore, demand an enormous profit while
the contrget lasts. Suppose then, the
city pays the shareholders only 10 per
cent. on the capital invested. The an-
nual charge for interest on capital will
be $27,500, or a difierence of .$16,500 in
favor of the city.

4. The last item is that of deprecia-
tion of plant. There will be no differ-
ence in. this item in favor of either side.
The plant will depreciate no faster wherd
working -for the city than for the ‘com-
pany. X

These figures prove -that whatever may

be the cost to the company the cost to
the city will be at least $12,000 less.
The company offer to furnish each light
for $74.82 on & 1800 light contract. The
812,000 saved by the city, distributed
over 1800 lights, means a saving of $9.23
per light. If the company can furnish
a light for $74.82 the city can do it
for that amount, less $9.23, or $656.69:
" If we assiime that the City Engineer
has the ability to engage labor as
¢heaply as the manager of the eleetric
light company and to take advantage
of the saving in labor that may be ef-
fected by reason of the waterworks
plant being operated under the same
superintendency as the light plant, then
we easily reduce the cost per light
to less than $60.

The World stakes its reputation on
this cajculation, and it is prepared to
stand or fall by it. It agrees with Mr.
Bertram’s statement that his firm would
tmake a profit from opefating the plant
at $68 per light, and it corroborates
his computation that the city can
operate the plant itsell for less than $60.

A saving of $14 per light on 1800
lights means §18,400 a year.

In additiof to this substantial saving
we receive other advantages from oper-
ating the plant ourselvegt We are sure
of getting the full canflle-power. K We
prevent the electric companies from rais-
ing their rates, which they are - likely
to do, and which they can do if they
desire. We will be in a position to light
our new civic buildings, our halls, schools,
ete.. Finally, we will give the Consum-
ers’ Gas Company a pain in the abdo-
men that will maké them equirm and
‘resort to alleviative medicine.

A QUESTION OF SUSPENDERS.

The Globe, referring to the fact that
$20,000 -duty was collected on suspend-
ers coming into the country, says - that
thie calculdtion does mot include the
fine' imposed on all the euspenders made
in Canada. We had occasion to “refer
 to the suspender industry some time ago,
wheit we proved that no ,courﬁdry in the
world makes <cheaper suspenders than
Canada. One of the , Canadian firms,
carrying on business at Niagara Falls,
has succeéded so well in the industry
that it crossed over to the United
States and'established a branch house
in. that country. Competition in sus-

as it is in the United States or in Eng-
land. Let The Globe investigate the
facts and it will learn;that our state-
ment is trie; The greater part of $20,-
000 collected in ‘the way of duty un-
" doubtedly represents fancy ‘articles of a
high price. Many so-called Canadians
will' wear mnothing but Iondon-made
clothes. One of our enterprising merch-
ant tailors is ' trying to wean them
‘from their disloyalty by offering guinea
trousers. The would-be purchaser of
these trousers can get English memey at
any of the lo¢al exchange brokers, and,
by a little stretch of the imagination,
when he pays this money aver the coun-
ter, easily believe himself buying the
genuine London article. - The man who
‘sends his measure to London for a suit
of clothes, orders his suspenders from
the same place, and even should they
cost a guinetu a pair, he will have them.
There is a line of dudes, we' understand,
who wear French suspenders, worked in
silk, that cost 15 fraucs the pair. It
is the duty en these articles that prin-
cipally make up the $20,000 collected
by the Government as duty. We: are
only sorry that the duty on these fancy
articles is not five times as much as it
is. In Germany every man has to spgnd
some of the best years of his manhood
in active service for his country. The
German Empire has a reputation to
maintain. It is ambitious to take a
leading place among the nations
in ménufactures, in agriculture, in mili-
tary equipment. To do so her citizens
are ready to make extraordinary sacri-
fices of their private interests. We ex-
perience nothing at all like it in Canada.
The gréatest sacrifice we demand of the
people is that dudes and Anglo-maniacs
pay a reasonable duty on their Bond-
street coats and Parisian suspenders.
Shall we take down our whole tariff wall
in order that a few lightweight Cana-
dians may air their peculiar fads ? €er-
tainly not. Let us tax this class of the
community up to the very handle and
inetill the principles of loyalty into them
by making ‘them use Canadian-made
articles. - Even then we are treating
them indulgently compared with  the
treatment Germans and other foreigners
are subjected to in the interegts of their
respective commonwealths. This aspect
of the case is altogethe® unknown to The
Globe. Like the whole Liberal outfit, it
neven riseg in its politics above: tHe dol-
lars and cents idea. The Globe’s idea of
'statesmanship i€ to incite the people to
scour the earth for suspenders in’ the
hope that they may geét them ‘a trifle
cheaper than the Canadian-made article.
Our |patriotism is not as pronounced
as that of the Germans, Still, if we were
a Kaiser or a Czar, we would. not hesi-
tate to make a law compelling . every
Canadian to wear Canadian suspenders.
