The Late Major D. B. Bentley
The late Dr. Bentley was a Lambton 

boy, having been born in the Township 
of Warwick. After completing his ed­
ucation at the Strathroy high school, he 
took up the study of medicine. After 
graduation he practiced first at Oil 
Springs, and afterwards at Watford, and 
in the year 1895 established himself in 
Sarnia, where he soon built up an exten­
sive practice. A Conservative in politics 
he occupied a prominent position in the 
ranks of the party in the county, and al­
so interested himself in municipal and 
educational affairs, serving usefully in the 
council at Sarnia, and also on the board 
of education. On the reorganization of 
the public health service, Dr. Bentley 
was appointed by the Ontario government 
as Provincial Health Inspector, for the 
counties comprised in the Western Dis­
trict, in which position he proved himself 
a judicious and efficient public officer. 
Always interested in military matters, 
Dr Bentley took a leading part in the 
organization of the 14th Field Ambulance 
Corps of this city. When the war broke 
out, Major Bentley was one of the first to 
offer his services, and he took the 14th 
Field Ambulance overseas with the first 
contingent. He served for some time in 
France, but was shortly appointed to the 
hospital transfer service in England, and 
was later given the important charge of 
the military hospital at Southampton, 
which position he held until failing 
health compelled him to desist from ac­
tive duty some time ago.

The late Dr. Bentley leaves a widow 
who for some time past has been with 
her husband in England, three sons, 
Othel, in the northwest, Albert and 
David, with the overseas forces, and one 
daughter, Margaret, with her mother in 
England.

War Service Badges

An order-in-council has been passed 
authorizing the issue of four classes of 
War Service Badges, viz :—

Class A-rFor men honourably dis­
charged after active service at the front.

Class B—For those honourably dis­
charged after six months’ service in 
the C. E. F., or after less than six 
months’ service provided the discharge 
was by reason of some disability due to 
Military Service. X

Class C—For those honourably dis­
charged after less than six months’ 
service in the C. E. F., or who have 
volunteered to enlist and have been
refused as medically unfit.

Class D—For those who have volun­
teered to enlist, but whose services have 
been refused on the ground that they 
would be more useful to the State in 
their actual occupation than if they 
enlisted.

Some time most elapse before the 
badges thus authorized are available 
for issue, but as soon as they are avail­
able they will be forwarded to the dis­
tricts together with complete instruc­
tions regarding their issue.

“Canada in Flanders”—Vol. II.

Beggar Women of Vigo, Spain, Sport 
Elaborate Gold Earrings.

Perhaps you labor Under the delusion 
that the principal vocation in life of a 
handkerchief la to attend at discreet 
intervals the nose when that necessary 
feature indulges in a little Marathon. 
Not so in Vigo, Spain. Yet handker­
chiefs are much more in evidence in 
this quaint Spanish seaport than in 
our nasal Yankee midst.

Here, however, they are raised to an 
exalted position far ahead of their 
plain usage of the western world. In 
Vigo they cover the head of every peas­
ant woman and even the infants in 
arms. What matter if the child lacks 
shoes, if even tt scanty slip is its sole 
sartorial effect? Always its head Is 
carefully muffled from any advances of 
the sun by a bright hued handkerchief 
carefully knotted under its tender in­
fantile chin.

A Paisley shawl and a pair of elabo­
rate filigree gold earrings are the two 
other necessary adjuncts of a typical 
Vigoesque toilet. In the earring fash­
ion as well as the handkerchief one 
the infants of Vigo invariably share. 
The toddlers not only have big ears, 
but they are also gold trimmed.

Even pauper women in filthy rags 
begging by the roadside have ears or­
nate with golden baubles flaunted in 
the face of poverty.

The tatters of these few beggars are 
the surprisingly few evidences of dirt 
you detect in this picturesque little fish­
ing village. With its steep, straggling 
cobble streets climbing up characteris­
tic Spanish steps to the top of its for­
tress topped mount it seems almost a 
spotless town after the unspeakable 
sights and smells of Bahia.

CALLED THEM INDIANS.

How the Red Men of This Country 
Came to Get That Name.

“But,” said the little girl who has 
now reached the dignity of owning a 
geography, “why did they call the peo­
ple they found in this country ‘Indi­
ans?’

Some Essentials.
First of all It Is essential that the 

vegetable garden, no matter how 
small, be planted according to some 
plan or rule. No one attempts to 
build a house or ^o set out a peren­
nial flower border without using 
some drawing or chart to go by. Why 
should the vegetable garden be treat­
ed differently ? Haphazard planting 
will prove a failure, and in order to 
overcome this It should be remem­
bered in laying out the garden that—

(1) Tall plants will be most effec­
tive if placed behind low ones, not 
Intermingled with them.

(2) All plants closely allied 
should be grown together, not In the 
same row, but in rows adjoining one 
another.

(3) The fences may be decorated 
with vine -crops which may be sup­
ported on the fences by means of 
strings or lattice work.

(4) All quickly maturing veget­
ables should be planted in a portion 
of the garden by themselves so that 
they may be harvested and the 
ground used for other crops later 
on.

The work of planning the garden 
to determine what vegetables and 
how much of each is to be grown 
will be influenced by one’s individ­
ual tastes. One should grow an 
abundance of such crops as one con­
sumes the most.
Secure Seed Now—But Plant Only 

When Soil is Beady.
The backyard gardener should de­

cide very early which crops are to 
be grown and should purchase his 
seed as soon as possible. It must be 
remembered, however, that much of 
this seed may be wasted it it is 
planted too early in the season. The 
soil must be warm to receive the 
seeds, and amateur gardeners must 
have patience until it is certain that 
good growing weather is really here. 
It is possible in ordinary seasons to 
plant some vegetables in April, and 
yet many backyard vegetable en­
thusiasts will be well advised to 
wait until the middle of May before 
doing very much In the garden.

The soil is the workshop In which 
Is found many of the constituents 
which go to make up plant food. 
These foods must be so treated that 
they will be In such a condition that 
they may be readily taken up by the 
slender rootlets of the plant so that 
the plant will thrive and mature.

If possible add some manure to 
your soil and work it up well before 
planting time. This manure may be 
obtained posslbl. from various 
sources close to your home; livery 
stables or firms dealing entirely with 
manure would be willing to supply 
it at a reasonable rate. On heavy 
soils It is particularly recommended 
that heavy applications be made In 

i order that the soil will be of a much 
finer condition so that it will retain 
a large quantity of plant food. Many 
of the garden soils will be benefited 
by the application of lime. This 
may be secured from various sources 
such as the contractor and builder, 
lime and cement dealers, and may be 
In the form of fresh lime or even 
slaked lime. This lime should be 
scattered over the surface of the soil 
after the digging has taken place, 
and a sufficient amount should be 
applied to make the surface of the 
ground fairly white. This should be 
gently raked Into the soil Just pre­
vious to the planting of the seed.

DIGGING. It is necessary in all 
gardens that the soil be turned over 
at one time or another during the 
early spring in order that it may be­
come dry and fined. We find that 
many of the troubles of the back­
yard gardens are caused by digging 
the soil too early In the spring. One 
of the easiest ways to tell when the 
soil Is ready for digging is to gather 
a handful and press the fingers o-ver 
it. If the soil in the hand sets in a 
somewhat compact mass the time Is 
not far enough advanced for com­
mencing digging. If, however, the 
soil falls apart into several small 
parts we may rest assured that it is 
perfectly safe to dig.

TOOLS. It Is unnecessary for the 
backyard gardener to purchase many 
tools for this first garden. Those who 
have been growing vegetables in 
their backyard for a number of years 
gradually add to their supply until 
after three or four years they have 
accumulated many special tools 
which are suited for particular oper­
ations in the garden. Complaints 
are sometimes heard that the expense 
necessary to commence a backyard 
garden Is very great. Many very 
good backyard gardens have been 
made and excellent harvests obtain­
ed with very few and comparatively 
inexpensive tools. A digging fork or 
spade, a rake, and a hoe are about 
all the tools essential at the outset, 
and these are inexpensive.

PLANTING OF SEEDS. When it 
has been determined that the soli is 
suitable for digging and the weather 
is nice and warm, it Is necessary that 
the seeds be planted in the garden. 
As fine a surface as possible should 
be secured, so that the little seeds 
will quickly germinate and grow. To 
sow the seeds quickly, evenly, and 
thinly requires considerable practice 
and care. The rt>w may be made 
straight by stretching fairly tight a 
piece of string from one portion of 
the garden to another and using this 
as a guide for making the trendhes or 
drills for placing the seeds in. After 
the seeds have been dropped in they 
should at once be coverêd with soil 
by gently drawing some of the loose 
surface soil in over the seeds with a 
piece of stick or with the hands. This 
soil should, however, not be heaped 
up over the row but should be placed 
evenly with the rest of the garden 
soil and packed down.

THINNING. Backyard gardeners 
should not attempt to grow immense 
quantities at first. It is, necessary 
to plant sufficient seed to secure a 
good crop of plants, the more slender 
plants being thinned out soon after 
they are above ground so as to assure 
reasonable room for a good crop of 
healthier plants. The thinning 
should be commenced when the 
plants are from one to two inches in 
height and should not be left until 
the plants have become long and 
slender, because if they are left one 
plant simply tries to smother another 
one out; whereas, if they are thin­
ned to the proper distance they will 
have room to grow to their required 
size of maturity.

TRANSPLANTING. The city 
dweller will find it almost impossible 
to grow plants of first-class quality 
of such vegetables as tomatoes, 
celery, or cabbages unless he has 
other appliances such as a hot-bed, 
which enables him to start the seeds 
very early in the spring and some 
time before they could have been 
planted out in the garden, in order 
that he may secure early crops. It is 
good practice for him to purchase 
plants which may be taken to the 
backyard garden and transplanted

A Crying Need For More Food
It is estimated that forty million men 

are bearing arms in the present titanic 
struggle, while twenty million men and 
women are producing munitions and 
clothing for soldiers. Many of these 
sixty million; were formerly producers of 
food. From that work they are with­
drawn, leaving vast regions idle. Ten 
nations are on rations, and six in dis­
tressing lack of food.

Canada is one of the countries that are 
expected to produce a surplus of food to 
help to make up the deficit in lands that 
are more severely affected. It is our duty 
to feed our soldiers and our allies. Our 
country is exceptionally well situated, for 
a vessel can make four trips from Can­
ada to England in the time occupied by 
one trip from Australia.

Uur present production falls far short 
of what ought to be done. The acreage 
of wheat, oats, barley, and potatoes was 
nearly 365,000 less in 1916 than ih 1915, 
and the yield declined by more than 73 
million bushels. Between 1914 and 1916 
the yield of potatoes fell from 26,717,567 
bushels to 7,408,429 bushels.

The Ontario Department of Agricul­
ture is proud of the many patriotic acts 
of the Ontario farmers and realizes to the 
full the difficulties the farmer is working 
under. Through the Ontario Govern­
ment Public Employment Bureaux a 
determined effort is being made to se­
cure a large amount ot farm-trained labor 
and it is hoped that the farmer will make 
full use of same and produce large crops 
this season, for every pound of which 
large prices are likely to be paid.
