Lower Price for Sugar

A marked reduction in the price of
sugar is anticipated by officials of the
Dominion Sugar Company at Chat-
ham..
The sugar market, it is pointed
out, is in a weakened condition at
the present time. ‘The Ontario beet
crop is unusually heavy. A tremen-
dous sugar beet crop has been has-
vested in Europe, and considerable
cane sugar is available in Cuba./
“With these conditions existing
the price of sugar is sure to be con-
siderably reduced,” said one official.
Asked if the condition of the mar-
ket would have any effect on the
price which the farmers will receive
for their sugar beets, the official
stated that the rate of pay would
not be as high as that of last year.

FIRE DESTROYS
ARKONA BLOCK

Snow on Roofs Saves Village When
Former Royal Hotel Burns

DAMAGE TOTALS $10,000

Fire Brigades of Thedford and Forest
and a Dozen 'Autoloads from

Watford: Lend Aid

Arkona, Nov. 19.—Snow on the
roof-tops saved the village from com-
plete destruction early today when
fire wiped out the old Royal Hotel
block with a loss' of about $10,000.
The blaze was a fierce one and the
fire-fighting apparatus was hopeless-
ly deficient. Brigades ana apparatus
from Forest and Thedford arrived
before the blaze had been long under
way, but even they would have been
powerless if the showers of flaming
brands and live sparks had not fall-
en on snow instead of dry shingles.

The Royal Block was occupied by
Orville Huntley, druggist; Henry
Rivers, grocer and confectioner; Dr.
R. G. Woods, dentist.

The fire started just before mid-
night in the third story, above the
Huntley apartments, in a storeroom.
It had quite a start when the Hunt-
ley’s and their family of small chil-
dren made their escape in the frosty
air. A stove pipe through the store-
room is blamed for the fire.

The loss is placed as follows:
W. H. Rivers, building, $5,000; stock
$1,200; Huntley stock, $1,000, house
hold goods, $5.00; Dr. Woods, $1000.

The -people of Arkona expressed
gratitude to the brigades from Thed-
ford and Forest, which responded
promptly and made good time to the
conflagration. Dozens of cars with
volunteer fire-fighters also made the
trip from Forest.

Watford Citizens Respond

Watford _citizens were aroused
from their beds shortly after mid-
night by the insistent fire alarm,
which was sounded on receiving a
call for help from Arkona. While
Watford has no adequate equipment

Huge Trust Under Organization Will
Heoeld Rich Reserves in Many Lands
—Company Will be a Fusion of
Royal Dutch and Shell Groups with
Anglc-Persian and Burma Oil
Comp?2nies.

Paris, November 17.—An oil trust
under British control rivalling the
Standard Oil in financial strength

| and world-wide scope is reported in
| French financial circles.

The Royal Dutch Company is to
pass entirely into the control of Brit-
ish financiers with Dutch consent,
according to my information, and the
British Government will relinquish
its share in the Anglo-Persian Com-

| pany.

The first steps toward formation of
the trust were commenced during

amsay MacDonald’s administration,
and ullder Premier Baldwin are ex-
pected to reach rapid completion.

The Trust will be a fusion of the
Royal Dutch and Shell Groups with
the Anglo-Persian and Burma Com-
panies. The Royal Dutch stockholders
will have a 46 per cent interest in the
new trust; the Shell 32 per cent., the
others, 22 per cent.

.The former Dutch control of the
Royal Dutch Company has already
been transferred to British hands,
according ‘to this information.

The new Trust will have rich oil
reserves in Persia, India, the Dutch
Indies, Venezuela,” Peru, Trinidad
and Roumania, as well as whatever
interest can be maintained in the
Mosuel oil fields, which lie in that
portion of Irak, the Arabian kingdom
Tigris and Euphrates
Rivers which is claimed by both Brit-
ist and Turks. The British hold a
League of Nations mandate over
Irak, formerly Mesopotamia, but the
northern houndary is in dispute. The
League of Nations is mediating.

The corn growers of Lambton
county. wiil be represented at the
international grain and hay show
{ held in connection with the Chicago
“international livestock  exposition
from November 29 to December 6.
This is the fisrt year Lambtoa Zrow-
ers will have exhibited in this com-
1 etition.

Because of climate and soil dif-
derences which are reflected in the
grain and forage crops the United
States and Canada have been divided
into regions of approximately similar
crops in order to conserve the inter-
ests of the exhibitors. Lambton coun-
ty falls in class 1. In the competition
they will meet all the counties in
Ontario with the exception of Essex
i and Kent together with the northern
part of the states of Michigan, Illin-
ois and Minnesota,

There are classes for ten ears of
Yellow Dent and White Dent (includ-
ling White Cap Yellow Dent), single
ears of Yellow Dent and White Dent
and ten ears of Flint.

What is Required

The American judges ecall for an
ear from 8% to 9% inches in
length. They pay more attention to
uniformity and quality than they do
to the ears. They require the kernels
to be uniform in size, shape and col-
or, strongly dented without chaffness,
shaped so as to touch from tip to
crown as deep as possible, but plump
bright, clean and with well developed
germs.

TOTAL ECLIPSE OF THE SUN l
NEXT JANUARY

On January 24th, of next year,

residents of Central Ontario will
have the opportunity of witnessing
one of the most interesting solar
events of the present generation. On
that date a total eclipse of the sun
will be visible from Ontario for the
first time for over two hundred years.
The path of the total eclipse lies
from the distriect surrounding the
Lake of the Woods, through Ontario
and New York state, out into the At-

oo~

lantic, the eclipse ending well to the
north of the British Isles. The act-

ual time of visibility, here will be at 1
seven minutes and nine seconds af- |

ter nine o’clock in the morning, and
will remain in its state of totality for
a period of one minute and twelve
seconds. During that time. the dis-
tricts Iying in the path of the eclipse
will be in total darkness, except for
the light of the stars. The last total
solar eclipse visihle from the North
American continent occurred on June
8, 1918. This passed across Mexico
and the Southwestern States, but was
