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PROVINCIAL LITERATURE.

Ours is a comparatively new coun-
try; and the struggles incidental to
men, whose chief employments neces.
sarily have been the removal of the “ for-
est primeval’’—the bringing of the sdil, |
by hard labor, into such a state of oul-|
ture as to render it remuneratively
productive—in the opening and im-
proving of roads—and in various ways
by which & necessitous population
have sought the means of livelihoot,
and of aocumulating the elements of
wealth ; and therefore the development
of - intellectual’ power has not in this
newly peopled land received such
active attention as have older countries,
over which the refining influences of
centuries have passed. . Milton’s # Pa-
radise’ Lost”™ could not have been
written in the time of the Plantage-
nets. At that period the English mind
was only in a state of opening dawn,
The shadow of the “dark ages” was
still resting upon it. . Language, as
well as national  thought, was then
rude and not adapted 'to the uses and
needs of 'literature. If, then, in the
land of our forefathers five or six cen-
turies ago, mental enterprise and lite-
rary pursuaits were mere embryotic
elements in national characteristiocs, it
could scarcely be hoped, much less
sanguinely expeocted, that young Nova
Sootia's contributions to belles letires
would be either abundant or brilliant.
Nevertheless, without sanguinely claim-
ing, or even hoping, for distinction, in
this elevated department of mental
activity, the merits of Bluenoses have
not been wholly unrecognized and un-
appreciated. Forty years ago Judge
Haliburton’s ** Clockmaker’ was one of
the most popular literary novelties in
Great Britain, and passed through
several London editions in a single
year, .

The above remarks have been evok-
ed by a matter, to which we slightly
referred last week, namely, “ Poems
and Essays by Joseph Howe'’—a gen-
tleman who attained a place of lofty
distinction'among our country’s * intel
lectual giants.”” "Although through his
long and eventful public life, the stal-
wart energies and incessant activity of
his mind were chiefly employed as a
politician (statesman is perhups the
more appropriate word) he occasion:
ally in his life.long business labors,
found it pleasant, as well as mentally
refining, to devote a leisure interval to
literary pastimes. In this way he threw
off quite'a number of little poems that
were indicative of genius. Some of
them aré humorous, witty or satirical —
others are rich in sentiment—and all
of them abounding with illustrative
imagery and sparklings of fancy.

The volume  before us also contains
some noble specimens of literary effort
in prose. The “lecture oun Shaks.
peare,”’ exhibits chastity in taste,
discrimination in thought, and readi.
ness in the choice of elegant language.
It'is'read with as much admiration and
pleasure as can be derived from Has:
litt’s * sketches’ of literary men and
their works, ' The “ Philadelphia Lock-
smith’’ is an interesting tale, pleasant-
ly told." There is a history connected
with this tale, which has been told us
by an old and intimate friend of Mr.
Howe.

In 1838, the year after the “ Clock-
maker"” made its debut on the stage of
London publicity, Judge Haliburton,
its author, in company with Mr. Howe,
visited England. The former at once
vecame a lion in literary circles. At
that time “ Bentley’s Miscellany” was
perhaps the most brilliant and popular
of London magazines, the colums of
which were enriched with the contri-
butions of some of the cleverest lite-
rati of ‘that day. Bentley called upon
the author of the “Clockmaker,”’ and
offered munificent remuneration for
the produects of his pen, to improve the
status and increase the interest of the
Miscellany.  Judge Haliburton declin-
ed the offer, and recommended Mr.
Howe to Bentley as a ready and fasci-
nating literary scribe. The ‘ Phila
delphia Locksmith,”’ with - which the
London publisher was _highly delight
ed, was the result; and the proffered re
ward was twenty-five guineas. This
sum for a single day’s exercise of brain
and pen, indicates an Englishman’s
estimation of Mr. Howe's literary;
merits.

As the energies of Mr. Howe's gi.
gantic mind were mostly expended on
Journalistic, legislative and . official
duties, of course it could not be ex-
pected that in the department of
polite literature he could reach astatus
of excellence, to which he might have
aspired and attained, had his genius
been exclusively devoted to the, belles
lettres. In 'this. Province, he had no
equal in newspaper discussion—in
parliamentary oratory, mo superior—
and in statesmanship he transcended
all his co-patriots. He was indeed a
giant among giants. It is a wonder,
then, as his poems were written in
hours of mental relaxation, that they
are so affluent in beauty, so rich in
imagery, so polished in rythm, so
scintillating in thought, and so charac-
terized by a bewitching playfulness of!
fancy. -

Great Britain’s People,

The recent General Election in Great
Britain has illustrated the power of its|
people, not only in the direction and
management of affairs within the Em-
pire, but also in the influencing of
statesmen - and diplomatists en the
continent of Europe. The iate electoral
struggle in Eugland, ireland and Scot-
land was as anxiously and as keenly
watched by governmental leaders in
Paris, Berlin, Vienna and St. Peters-
burgh as it was by those in ‘London.
The big eye of Europe was wide open
to seewhat the people of Great Britin
would do at the polls, because it was

“certaifi that the popular political senti-
ment was irresistible, and that thereby
the poliey at the Court of St: James,
both in relation to international and

¥

foreign atfairs, would be shaped and
practically directed. However much |
the strength of Great Britain's army|
and the supremacy of her navy may be
regarded as powers to be respected by
neighbouring nationalities, under her
system of government, theé  potency "of.
the people’s constitutionally announc-
ed expression of opinion, transcends
that which is based on mere physical
strength. Military forces may be de-
feated, navies may be wrecked, and
battlements shattered,but the eleetoral
power of the people still remans, It is
a moral adamantine rock, on which the
Throne itself is based, and it .is the
main source of the Empire’s stability.
Statesmen may rise and fall,administra.
tions may change, phases of national
policy may undergo marvellous modi-
fications,but the moral power of people
is perpetual.

There was a time in the history of
Great Britain when the people's wishes
were disregarded, and the power of
parliament defied by the favorites of
royalty. In 1688 a new and better
system of government was inaugurated,
which recognized popular rights.—
Since then our national aflairs, like the
machinery of a well-regulated clock,
runs smoothly. The people is the
fountainhead of all official and govern-
mental power. The Queen recognizes
it with profound respect, and the Peer
age yields to its  outspoken behests.
Public opinion, whether wisely or
unwisely formed and directed, must
predominate. Like all other earthly
things, it is subject to the laws of
mutation, and from time to time
undergoes important modifications.
Parties, like the moon, may wax and
wane; but the people's power, like
that- planetary orb, is a perpetual
gravitating influence.

These remarks have been induced by
the following telegraphic scrap :

‘,The Vienna corrcspondent of the
Times, discussing the eventuful relations
between Austria, Germany and Russia, in
view of the change of Government in
England, says: ¢ The vision of the defunct
Triple Alliance has been evoked, but it is
A spectre more likely to scare than at-
tract.’”

It may be said, however, that it is
not Gladstone personally that causes
these bugbear apprehensions on the
part of governmental European powers,
but it is the uttered voice of the Eng-
lish people that fill them with alarm.

ANNAPOLIS 00, TEACHER'S AESOCIATION,

In pursuance of a requisition of
Teachers, and in accordance with the
Regulation of the Couneil of Public
Inspection, a Teacher’s Association for
the County of Annapolis was convened
at Lawrencetown on the 26¢h of April.
The schools of the County, in the per-
son of their Teachers, were well repre-
sented, about ninety being in aitend.
ance. ¢

At the hour appointed the meeting
was called to order by L. S. Morse,E«q.,
M. A, Inspector for the District. Tle
following officers were then duly e

In the absence of the Sec. Mr.
MeGilf was appointed Sec. pro tem.

After enrolment of Teachers as mem-
bers, the President culied the Associa-
tion to order for work. The following
gentlemen were appointed as an audi-
ting committee: J. A. Banks, C. 8.
Marshall and R: Roberts.

The time and place of next annual
meeting having been introduced by the
President, upon motion of E. J. Lay,
seconded by G. B. McGill, it was Resolv-
ed that our next meeting be held at
Bridgetown. Upon motion of I. M.
Longley seconded by C. S. Marshall, it
was resolved that the time of next
meeting be the last two days of the
winter term. The President, then call
ed the roll, after which it was announe-
ed that the Question Box would be
passed around immediately upon the
opening of the afiernoon session.

Resolued that in the opinion of this Asso-
ciation the unequal number of teacling
days in our public schools seem a  discri-
minalion in favor of a class of Teachers,

Thersfore Resolved that steps be taken to
communicate this expression of opinion
with other Associations and seek the re-
moval-of the same,

C. 8. Phinney spoke to the effect that
this injustice may. be ‘more apparent
than real. There are a few schools out
of the city of Halifax where the same is
the case and they obtained the additi-
onal days by the asking. Parents,how-
ever, may regard it robbery to ask for
more holidays. E. J. Lay thought that
additional holidays could not be obtain-
ed.in the same way as in a city because
here are included the schools ofa whole
ecounty. He also thought thal the
¢hildren in, the ¢ity should have more
holidays than in the country. P. J.
Chuté thought that the number of
teaching days in rural districts should
be lessened especially on account of
the ehildreh, since the school houses
are small and very generally poorly
ventilated through‘the hot season. The
resolution was carried.

The remainder of the session was
employed in ‘the consideration of the
question of admission to the meetings
of the Association. - The -question was
discussed by E. J. Lay, A. B., Cornwell,
C. S. Phinney, I.+M. Longley, G. B.
McGill, S. C. Shafaer, M. L. Fields, and
A. D. Brown; whereupon, it was ipon
wmotion, Fesolped that the Association
sit with closed doors, that candidates
for license be admitted, and that res:-
dent clergymen and M. P.'s be honorary
members of the body.

A Tepnisre Wearon.—According to the
London papers, all the most terrible and
deadly weapons of war hitherto introduced
appear to have been thrown into the shade
by an improved 'Gatling gun, which was

a number of experts, at the offices of Sir
William Armstrong & Co. This weapon
is capable of firing 1,000 shiots per minute,
and killing a man or a horse at a mile
rauge. The gun had a compact appear-
auce, can be taken to pieces, apd easily
carried about, can be applied to military or

A quarter of a million dollars are said to
have been spent on experiments necessary
to perfect the gun, which is now regarded
by smilitary experts as a complete success.
