the most popular literary novelties in 
Great Britain, and passed through 
several London editions in a single 
year.

The above remarks have been evok­
ed by a matter, to which we slightly 
referred last week, namely, “ Poems 
and Essays by Joseph Howe”—a gen­
tleman who attained a place of lofty 
distinction among our country’s “ intel 
lectual giants.” Although through his 
long and eventful public lifp, the stal 
wart energies and incessant activity of 
his mind were chiefly employed 
politician (statesman is perhaps the 
more appropriate word) be occasion­
ally in his life long business labors, 
found it pleasant, as well as mentally 
refining, to devote a leisure interval to 
literary pastimes. In this way he threw 
off quite a number of little poems that 
were indicative of genius. Some of 
them are humorous, witty or satirical— 
others are rich in sentiment—and all 
of them abounding with illustrative 
imagery and sparkling» of fancy.

The volume before us also contains 
some noble specimens of literary effort 
in prose. The “ lecture on Shaks. 
peare," exhibits chastity in- taste, 
discrimination in thought, and readi­
ness in the choice of elegant language. 
It is read with as much admiration and 
pleasure as can be derived from Has 
litt’s “ sketches" of literary men and 
their works. The “ Philadelphia Lock 
smith” is an interesting tale, pleasant­
ly told. There is a history connected 
with this tale, which has been told us 
by an old and intimate friend of Mr. 
Howe.

In 1838, the year after tbe “ Clock- 
maker” made its debut on the stage of 
London publicity, Judge Haliburton. 
its author, in company with Mr. Howe, 
visited England. The former at once 
became a lion in literary circles. At 
that time ‘‘ Bentley’s Miscellany” was 
perhaps the most brilliant and popular 
of London magazines, tbe colums of 
which were enriched with the contri­
butions of some of the cleverest lite­
rati of that day. Bentley called upon 
the author of tbe “Clockmaker,” and 
offered munificent remuneration for 
the products of his pen, to improve tbe 
status and increase the interest of the 
Miscellany. Judge Haliburton declin­
ed the offer, and recommended Mr. 
Howe to Bentley as a ready and fasci­
nating literary scribe. The “ Phila­
delphia Locksmith,” with which the 
London publisher was highly delight 
ed,was the result; and the proffered re 
ward was twenty-five guineas. This 
sum for a single day's exercise of brain 
and pen, indicates an Englishman's 
estimation of Mr. Howe’s literary, 
merits.

As the energies of Mr. Howe’s gi­
gantic mind were mostly expended on 
journalistic, legislative and official 
duties, of course it could not be ex­
pected that in tbe department of 
polite literature he could reach a status 
of excellence, to which he might have 
aspired and attained, had his genius 
been exclusively devoted to the belles 
lettres. In this Province, he had 
equal in newspaper discussion—in 
parliamentary oratory, no superior— 
and in statesmanship he transcended 
all his co-patriots. He was indeed a 
giant among giants. It is a wonder, 
then, as his poems were written in 
hours of mental relaxation, that they 
are so affluent in beauty, so rich in 
imagery, so polished in rythm, so 
scintillating in thought, and so charac­
terized by a bewitching playfulness of 
fancy.

Bridgewater, May /.—The Lunenburg 
Municipal Council, at its semi-annual 
session here, passed a series of resolutions 
in re Nictaux and Atlantic Railway, affirm­
ing tbe liability of tbe couuty for the right 
of way, recommending the Legislature to 
make tbe liability legal on tbe completion 
of tbe road, and calling on the Government 
to concede the extension of time required 
by the company, on condition that the 
work will be resumed at an early date. 
Seventeen men, working at one of the 
lumber mills, were seriously poisoned by 
some noxious substances accidentally 
getting into their breakfast.... Bradford, 
Pa., May 7.—It is stated that about 800 oil 
wells were burned, together with hundreds 
of thousands of barrels ot petroleum. The 
loss is very great and falls on poor produ­
cers. Many men will be bankrupt, while 
others have lost their means of support. 
No estimate can be formed as to the actual 
loss, as the fires are still raging with 
unabated fury in different parts of the field. 
The losses will no doubt run into millions. 
.... Montreal, May 7.—Tbe Central Ver­
mont Railway Company are going to try 
the experiment of using Nova Scotia coal 
on their locomotives running to St. John’s.

.... London, May 7.—Mrs. Marian Evans

Denver, May 5.—-The Indians have 
suddenly appeared on tbe borders of Ari- 
sona and in New Mexico, where they have 
run off thousands of sheep and murdered 
and shockingly mangled a large number of 
shepherds. A party of volunteers left 
Silver City on Sunday and two more on 
Monday to aid the miners on Mineral 
Creek, near San. Francisco River, in driv­
ing off the Indians, who are reported as 
having killed three prospectors.

A Town In Fleuries.

Bradford, Pa., May 9.—This afternoon 
a gas explosion occurred in a stove in the 
hous of Justice Cline, at Reaford, a town 
11 miles southeast of Bradford, and set fire 
to the building. All the adjoining build­
ings being light fram ; structures, the fire 
spread rapidly, and before its fury was 
spent 80 buildings were burnt. The list 
embraces the principal stores and business 
places, including the Kendall and Ellered 
Railroad Depot. The fire also burned the 
pump station of the United Pipe lines. A 
tank containing 7,000 bbls. of oil was 
burned, and an iron tank containing 25,- 
000 bbls. is now m flames.

A short distance down the valley are 
located one other tank of 25,000 bbls. 
owned by United lines and two others of 
similar dimensions belonging to the Tide 
Water Pipe Line. These three tanks are 
all full and it is thought cannot escape 
destruction. A large force of men are 
building dams to check the burning oil 
jrora running down the valley, should the

ANNAPOLIS OO. TEACHKR's ASSOCIATION.

In pursuance of a requisition of 
Teachers, and in accordance with the 
Regulation of the Council of Public 
Inspection, a Teacher’s Association for 
the County of Annapolis was convened 
at Lawrence town on the 29 th of ApriL 
The schools of the County, in the per­
son of their Teachers, were well repre­
sented, about ninety beiug in attend 
ance.

At the hour appointed the meeting 
was called to order by L. S. Morse,Esq., 
M. A., Inspector for the District. The

The New York “ Herald” of 8'mday tells 
a wonderful story which outrivals some of 
the famous tales of “ Barnacle BUI.” It 
will be recollected that this year the whal­
ing steamers missed the seals, but that the 
latter by hundreds of thousands set in upon 
the southern shore of the Islands, and 
were slaughtered in great numbers. On 
the 4th inst., whilst the people were on 
shore engaged in killing seals, the wind 
parted the ice from the shore, and fully 
two hundred and fifty people “ were driven 
oft liite so many helpless 
broad Atlanitc.” Of course, boats and 
steamors went as fast as possible to pick 
up the sufferers, who become separated as 
the ice broke up. The Leopard picked up 
forty or fifty, and landed them at Cape 
Spear. One of the floes grounded at Logy 
Bay , and others at other points, and those 
on them got oft. The small boats brought 
off a few men whom they picked up ; but 
hundreds of famille* are still mourning 
absent ones. However, by the evening of 
o£ the 6th a great many had returned to 
their homes, and the absolute loss of life 
tiiough not given would seem to be com­
paratively small, though the accounts says 
that “ so far, and even wità what reliable 
information has been received, it is impos­
sible to fix even approximately the num­
ber oi the victims of one of the greatest 
disasters of this kind that has ever occurred 
on the coast of Newfoundland.” Several 
men weze found frozen to death ; and the 
“ Herald” prints a graphic description of 
the sufferings of John Hogan, the sole 
survivor of a crew of five men, who escap­
ed from the death which overtook his four 
companions.

A TBiLtiBLe Wbapoh.—According to the 

London papers, all the most terrible and 
deadly weapons of war hitherto introduced 
appear to have been thrown into the shade 
by an improved Gatling gun, which was 
exhibited recently by Dr. R. J. Gatling to 
a number of experts, at the offices of Sir 
William Armstrong k Co. This weapon 
is capable of firing 1,000 shots per minute, 
and killing a man or a horse at a mile 
rauge. The gun had a compact appear­
ance, can l>e taken to pieces, apd easily 
carried about, cau be applied to military or 
naval use, and the mechanism of it is 
simplicity itselL The revolving barrel 
has ten compartments, into which, as‘they 
whirl rotind| metal cartridges drop from a 
tall oblong case fixed over the centre of j 
the barrel. At each turn of the handle ; 
ten shots are fired, and their dispersion is 
accomplished by a sliding apparatus. 
size of shot in different calibre guns of 
this class ranges from musket balls to halt 
pouuders. By the use of this implement 
three men can do the work of 300 riflemen. 
A quarter of u million dollars are said to 
have been spent on experiments necessary 
to perfect the gun, which is now regarded 
by military experts as a complete success.
