Never lean with the back upon anything 
that is cold.

Never begin a journey nntil the break­
fast has been eaten.

Never take warm drinks and then imme­
diately go out into the cold.

Keep the back, especially between the 
shoulder blades, well covered ; also, the 
chest well protected. In sleeping in a 
cold room establish a habit of breathing 
through the nose, and never with the 
mouth open.

Never go to bed with cold or damp feet.
Never omit regular bathing, for unless 

the skin is In active condition, the cold 
will close the pores and favor congestion 
and other diseases.

After exercise of any kind, never ride 
In an open carriage or near the window of 
a car for a moment ; it Is dangerous to 
health or even life.

When hoarse, speak as little as possible 
until the hoarseness Is recovered from, else 
the voice may be permanently lost, or 
difficulties of the throat be produced.

SEVEN WRECKED AND FROZEN SAILORS WHO 
OWN THEIR LIVES TO A NEWFOUNDLAND 
DOG.

The furious gale and blizzard of Satur­
day morning swept down upon the lake 
just as the schooner Stampede, of Sleboy- 
gan, was off South Point, Milwaukee. It 
tore ihe sails out of tbe bolt ropes and 
broke both masts off. The captain rigged 
a stormsall on the stump of tbe mast .and 
managed to keep the vessel’s head before 
the wind. They had a narrow escape from 
striking the point, but sheered clear and 
went off down the lake.

The weather was Intensely cold and the 
spray that broke over the schooner from 
every wave covered the crew with ice. It 
was necessary to keep the men at tbe 
pumps all tbe time, for tbe vessel bad been 
•trained and was making water very fast. 
They stuck to the pumps all day and all 
night, the vessel being all the time in Im­
minent danger of foundering in the trem­
endous teas. The captain kept her scud­
ding under the etormsail.

At 3 o'clock Monday morning they drift­
ed past Chicago and made signals of dis­
tress. A teg was sent ont to help them, 
but could not find them in the enow and 
dark, and returned. At 8 o’clock the cap 
tain managvd to run the schooner aground 
at a d' suiairt place some distance below 
South Chicago, where the waves began to 
break Iter up. There were seven men on 
board, and with the exception of the cook 
and the captain they were almost insen­
sible with cold, having feet and hands bad 
ly frozen and covered with ice. Tho cap­
tain tied a rope about the cook and lower­
ed him overboard lashed to a big New­
foundland dog. The water was so inten­
sely cold that the man became insensible 
almost once. Tbe dog towed him ashore, 
however, and began to bark furiously for 
help A farmer going by in his wagon on 
a road a short distance off heard the bark­
ing, and going dowo to the beach found 
the insensible cook. He carried him 
farmhouse and summoned help for the 
vessel. A hawser was sent out by tbe 
Une, Iliât the cook had dragged ashore, 
and a boatswain’s chair was rigged on it.

Then the captain fastened one of tbe 
frozen seamen in the boatswain's chair and 
tbe people on shore began to pull him in. 
Half way from the vessel he stuck fast and 
could neither l>e hauled to shore nor back 
to tbe ship. Every time the vessel rolled 
he would be half submerged In the waves 
and then jerked into the keen air again. 
For nearly an hour be hung there in fear- 
ful agony. the people on shore being utter­
ly powerless to help, and the frozen sailors 
on the schooner in great danger of being 
thrown into the water by the breaking up 
of the vessel.

At last a life-saving crew came in a 
boat, rescued the poor fellow on the haw­
ser and took off the rest of the crew. They 
were all taken to the hospital at South 
Caicago. Several are likely to die. All 
will have to have frozen bands and feet 
amputated.

Sir Charles Tapper on the U. S. Tariff.

[From the Chicago Tribune. ]
Sir Charles Tupper of Nova Scotia, min­

ister of finances and her majesty's pleni­
potentiary representing Canada on the 
fisheries commission, arrived in Chicago 
yesterday morning. He gave to a report­
er for the Tribune a very pleasant talk on 
the affairs of tbe commission so far m it 
was becoming a diplomat to go, and he 
■poke of president Cleveland’s message. 
He is a very rapid talker and an agreeable 
tnan tq listen to. “ I am on my wav to 
Manitoba," he began, “ to meet f^ady 
Tupper, who returns with m© to Wa»biqg 
ton for t^e winter or as long as my duties 
on tbe commission keep me at the capital. 
The fisheries commission has adjourned 
qntil January 4th, at which time we renew 
our deliberations upon the question over 
which our several countries are so much 
interested."

“ At the time of Mr. Chamberlain’s ap­
pointment by the queen to represent Eng­
land on the commission it was said the 
Canadian people were much dissatisfied*"

“ There were reports in American news­
papers to that effect, I understand, hut all 
such statements are wrong in fact. I be­
lieve that Mr. Chamberlain and the entire 
commission will bring about a settle -lent 
that will satisfy all the powers that are to 
bo a p'irt to it. I am not at liberty to 
say what conclusion will be reached be­
cause the fact of our adjournment until 
January 4th, is an indication that we are 
not half through discussing the situa- 
tiou.”

4‘ How will reciprocity or commercial 
union with Canada effect the question now 
before your commission ?"

“ There is no doubt that there ought to be 
freer communication between Canada and 
tbe United States in the matter of trade, 
and it will undoubtedly be brought about. I 
don’t think that the steps now being taken 
to bring about it need be relaxed ol account 
of our deliberations. I am not free to say 
how far I would go in arranging 
mercial union between the two countries.”

" Do yon understand commercial union 
to be a step toward anqejçatiqn, as is some­
times said ?"

‘1 It looks to me as if President Cleve­
land intended to take the question of the 
tariff away from the parties as » party 
question, and have it acted upon as a busi. 
ness matter, having the welfare of the 
people in view. The attitude of tbe 
Chicago Tribune has created a great deal 
of comment, but I can’t see in a matter ol 
this kind why the fact that 
sustains President Cleveland in bis efforts 
to adjust tbe tariff should lead to surprise 
or accusations that it was not standing by 
iy party. It seems to me that the tariff 
question in America just at this juncture 
is not a party question at all. I have read 
the Tribune during my stay at Washington, 
and am pleased with its course. On this 
question of the surplus I told Secretary 
Fairchild the other day that it would not 
worry roe much. I told your secretary 
of the treasury that I would like to have 
half of his surplus to worry Canada.” Sir 
Charles left for Manitoba last night.

atmosphere ol preserving the chamber. 
Tbe patent was issued in March, 1861. 
Mr. Piper elate» that the most import­
ant application of hia invention i. for 
preservation of salmon, 
heretofore been preserved in a fresh 
state only by being packed in barrels 
with crushed ioe, which on melting bad 
moistened and injured the fish. The 
ice, It is said, could not keep tbe fi.b 
more than a month, whereas by tbe 
the new method they could be kept 
for years if need be. Tbe apparatus 
need ia described ee » box in which the 
fish are placed in small quantities on a 
nek.
