EOPLE IS THH SUPREME LAW.

At End of Century Population Will be T'wice as Large as That | $ AND TAR
of Great Britain aud Ireland Combined. -

Montreal, Que., Jan. 11.—Lord
Strathcona left this evening for New
York, whence he will sail on the Car-
mania for England. This afternoon his
lordship officiated at the formal open-
ing of the St. Lawrenre Curling Club’s
new rink. He was presented with an
address and also with an onyx curling
stone with a gold handle and with a
handsome curling broom. In a brief re-
ply Lord Strathcona said that he was
especially interested in curling, because
it was Scotland’s national game, He
wished that he could be free to join in
active participation with them, but he
was afraid that at the present he
would be a very lame curler,

Lord Strathcona spoke optimistically
of the future of the Dominion, which

he said would be greater than any one -

at present anticipated. At the end of
the prgsent century he estimated that
Canada would have a population twice
as large as the combined populations

of Great Britain and Irelend. The na-
tural conditions of the country could
hardly be improved upon. We had a
greater territory than the republic to
the south and a climate that was
equally good. Satisfactory it was to
know that the growth of Canada ir
the past and present was not the re-
sult of a boom, ~but due entirely to
natural conditions. He trusted that
whatever her prosperity Canada would
ever remain an integral part of the
great empire to which she now gave
her allegiance.

In conclusion his lordship said that
while he was proud of the title by
which he had been horored by the late
lamented Queen Victoria, he would ra-
ther be 'remembered by his friends ip
Montreal as Donald Smith. It was the
‘name by which be had been known to
| them in other days, and he would be
loath to change the relations whick
had existed between them then.

REASONS FOR THE MILD WINTER

The extraordinary warmth of the
winter up to the present iime is a sub.
ject of umiversal comment and consid-
erable wonderment.

Since nothing happens without a
cause, it .is but mnatural that all
thoughtful persons are inquiring:
“What is the source of this uncommon
winter temperature?”’

To say simply that warm periods
and cold periods of the weather recur
at certain intervals of years does not
answer the question or account for the
phenomena.

What is the cause of the periodicity?
Does it lie in the earth, or in the at-
mosphere, or somewhere in space out-
side the earth?

1t is clear that the changes do hot
arise from the rocky ball of the earth,
which T8 not a source of any percep-
tible quantity of heat except that
which had .been previously stored up
from the solar radiation.

Local peculiarities of weather may
be due to peculiar states of the atmos-
phere, but any universal rise or fall of
temperature affecting the whole planet,
of a whole hemisphere, must originate
from changes occurring in the one
great source of heat supply that we
P s—the suil,

Two or thres years ago Professor
Langley found evidence that the sun
had quite suddenly fallen off in its
radiation -to such a degree that the
whole northern hemisphere experienced
a summer of extraordinary coolness,
the temperature in America, Europe
and Asia averaging several degrees be-
low the normal.

If the sun can thus fall at times in
energy it can also at other times
rouse itself so to speak, to uncom-
mon activity, and that may very well
be what is happening at the present
time. Tt is now the period of maxfimum
sun-spottedness, and many observa-
tions have shown that such a period
corresponds with a general increase in
the output of solar radiation.

But when we have established the
fact that -the sun is responsible for
warm ainters and cold” summers
through . changes in its own energies,
we have not yet got to the bottom of
the subject, for another question im-
mediately arises: ‘“What cause underlies
the periodic’ changes in the sun?”’

A definite answer cannot yet be
given, but it is fir the sake of solving
just this ~ problem that such institu-
tions as the great new solar observa-
tory on Wilson’s Peak in California
have been cstablished.

We may find some satisfaction in the
reflection ‘that our present extraordin-
ary weather experiences indicate that
the sun may now be partially opening
up its secrets to the inspection of ob-
servers furnished with more powerful
means - of investigation than have
heretofore existed.

It is interesting for ~ those who ad-
mire the Winter heavens on these mild
January nights to know that one of
the brightest stars in view—the topaz
star Betelgeuse in  the shoulder of
Orion — exhibits ckanges indicating
that it undergoes a periodic increase
and decrease of rediation not unlike
that of which the sun is suspected, but
apparently conside:ably greater in
amount.

In a cycle’ of years, the length of
which has not yet been determined,

Betelgeuse becomes alternately slightly
{ brighter and ‘hen slightly fainter than
Riget, its great white rival in.Orion’s
foot.

Variable stars, which run through
immensely greater changes than Betel-
geuse exhibits, are common in the
heavens, but they are all comparative-
ly faint.

Betelgeuse may possible be regarded |

as an example of a sun which has
progressed a = little farther than our
sun in the direction of variableness,
without yet having reached a condi-

tion where the evidence of, habitable |

worlds in its neighborhood has been
rendered impossible

Teller Banwell Caught at Jamaica.

Detectives Successfully Followed the
Crown Bank Absconder on a
Long Chase.

Toronto, Jan. 11.—Edwin St. George
Banwell, the teller in the Crown Bank,
Toronto, who disappeared on December
9, with a large amount of bank notes,:
was arrested today in Kingston, Ja-
maica, by Detective Black, of the To-
ronto deteéctive department, after a
long chase. Although Banwell decamp-
ed in company with a young woman,
Nora Hector, whom he is known to
have subsequently married at Buffalo,
all trace of his movements appeared to
have been lost.

A Fisherman’s Complaint.

The following is taken from the
Halifax Herald.

To the Editor of the Herald:

Sir,—In looking over your paper I
see quite a number of letters from
people stating grievances, so I thought
it well to let the public know one that
the fishermen have. The last two or
three years there have been quite a
lgyge number of boats added to our
fishing fleet. These boats, if tonnaged,
would be from seven to twelve tons.
The decked boats are all tonnaged,
but the open boats are not tonnaged.
They all fit out in the spring for the
ofi-shore fishing grounds. The decked
boats and the open boats fish on the
same fishing ‘ground the whole season
through, and if any would suffer more
hardship than the other it would be
the open boat and crew.

Now let us see where the fishing
bounty comes in. The fishing officer
will come in the fall and take the
claims; in March he will come again
with the cheques. The decked boats
will get from ten dollars to fifteen dol-
lars (according to tonnage) and the
crew will get seven dollars and thirty
cents eash. The open boat will get the
magnificent sum of one dollar and the
crew $3.75. 3

Now if that is doing justice to that
class of boats and their crews I fail
to see it. Should there not be an
amendment to the' Jaw that all boats,
whether decked or open, from six or
seven tons and upward, that fish
three or four months on the off shore
grounds, should get the same bounty
as all other tonnaged fishing boats?

The British Elections.

Gerald Balfour and Walter H, Long
Go Down to Defeat.

London, Jan. 15.—The liberal land-
slide .continues. Out of 76 contests to-
day the liberals_and laborites together
secured 62 seats. The liberal gains to-
day sBow the surprising total of 42,
while the Unionists gained only one
seat, that of Hastings. Two former
cabinet officers went down before the
storm of liberal sentiment.

Gerald Balfour, president of the lo-
cal government board in the Balfour
cabinet, was defeated at Leeds by a
majority of 1,069, and Walter Hume
Long, former chi¢f secretary for Ire-
land, lost his seat for South Bristol,
while Augustine Birrell, president of
the board of education, defeated the
_unionist candidate at North Bristol.

Lord Hugh Cecil, leader of the con-
servative freetraders was defeated at
Greenwich, and T. Gibson Bowles, a
unionist free trader, lost at_Kings-
lynn, both being opposed by Chamber-
lainites.

Agide from the overwhelming gains
by the liberals throughout the coun-
try, the immense majorities secured in
‘the turn over are causes of surprise to
both sides.

The labor candidates are showing
remarkable strength, the total gains
of the labor party today being seven,
not ~ including one socialist—W. E.
Horn—who, at Westham, defeated the
unionist candidate, Sir J. G. Hatting,
by a majority of 5,000.

the following program was made up,

—(a) The propriety of increasing
the duty on fresh fish.

: (b) To place gasoline on the free
ist,

(c) To obtain, if possible, some
modification of the present operation
of the modus vivendi.

2—Manufactures: Under this head
there was only one subject for pre-
seniation, viz,, an application from

Diseased Canadian Apples.

Reports From South Africa Threatens
Prohibition of Our Fruit.
Ottawa, Jan. 15.—Mr. Kittson, the
Canadian agent at Capetown, reports
that the recent shipments of Canadian
apples to Cape Colony were upon ar-
rival found to be seriously infected by
scab, and also marked by coddling
moth, some of the barrels to the ex-
tent of sixty per cemnt. in the case of
the scab and forty per cent. by the
moth. Kittson calls attention to the
fact that apples so affecged are liable
to confiscation ' on arrival at their
destinatiou by the government with-
out any compensation to shippers or
consignees. It has lately been stated
authoritatively that unless the Cana-
dian shippers refrain from sending dis-
eased fruit to South Africa the im-
portation of fruit from Canada will be
entirely prohibited by the government
of the Cape of Good Hope. Mr. Ohara,
superintendent of commercial agencies,
has forwarded a_copy of the report to
the department of agriculture, as it is
clearly evident that some of the fruit
inspectors of the government have
heen remiss in their duties. This is the
second time that complaints have
reached the department of trade and
commerce regarding the qiiality of
Canadian fruits shipped to South

The statistics of the:Asylum will be
found in Superintendent Hiltz‘s report
which will be presented to you.
The general health of the inmates of

both Imstitutions has been good
throughout the year with hardly the
average amount of acute sickness.

The deaths at the Alms House were
less than the previous year and except
in one ‘instance, were all old people,
and due to chronic troubles. One pa-
tient, age 75, a woman, was killed by
jumping from an upper window in the
night. She had never been known to
leave her bed or room before, although
she had been mentally weak for some
time. It is hard to see how accidents
of this kind can be avoided unless the
windows be barred on the outside as
is done in the Asylum.

Mr. and Mrs. Lowe have continued
throughout the year to give every at-
tention to the comfort of the inmates
of the Alms House, and everything
has run along as ‘smoothly and nicely,
as could be desired with little com-
plaining. Although Mrs. Lowe has not
been as well as in former years, she
has not spared herself in the leas. to
oversee every detail of the routinas work |
of the house, and all parts are kept
equally neat and clean.

At the Asylum also the number of
deaths have been fewer than for scver-
al  years, there only being four
throughout the year.

We have admitted this year quite a
number of outside patients owing to
the crowded condition of the Nova
Scotia Hospital at Dartmouth, and we
believe many more could be had from
other counties if we could care for
them.

In most instances these cases from
outside the County are patients that
have been cared for by friends and
have become hard to manage and are
favorable cases for our institution, but
one or two have been admitted during
the year that have given more than an
average share of trouble and care, and
it seems that if we are to keep these
cases they should pay more than those
that give less trouble.

Mr. Hiltz has continued to give his
undivided emergy®to improve in every
way the comfort of the patients and
to make the Asylum as comfortable
and home like as possible, and the
several suggestions he makes in the’
way of improvements are well worthy
your careful consideration.

At both Imstitutions there has been
the same demand for more assistanoe,
and we again suggest that both places
should be given ample help in the way
of attendants, cooks, etc., so that the
matrons and superintendents can bet-
ter oversee the general welfare of their
respective houses,

throughout the building became loose
and had to be repaired.

Various parts of the building have
received a much needed coat of paint.

Locks have been placed on nearly all
the doors taking but ome key to wun-
lock all. Previously each lock had a
different key, causing a great deal of
delay in getting into the various
rooms. In case of an emergency serious
results might have resulted..

REQUIREMENTS,

There are many items under this
heading that might be mentioned,
though reference will be made to but a
few. If any deficiency exists the diffi-
culties can only be properly under-
stood by those who have to deal with
them daily.

The Imstitution, though second to
none in the province, could be made
more efficient by a little expenditure.
Very often we are obliged to hold sev-
eral destructive or violent patiznts for
a time. It is for these that sirong
dormitories are required. Guacds cun-
sisting of coarse wire should be placed
over the windows and some of the
present doors replaced by stronger
ones,

As this seems to be the only Institu-
tion other than the Nova Scotia Hos-
pital for the care of the harmless in-
sane and nervous cases, several coun-
ties have sent their patients to us as
well as private parties, several appli-
cations have been refused owing to
lack of room. ...

It is necessary that another building
or annex be erected if we wish to con-
time the admission of private patients
or in fact County patients.

I would suggest that a wooden build-
ing be erected near the present one,
' such building to be occupied by all the
| staff, and a few of the best patients.
The rooms mnow occupied by the staff
could be utilized for the patients,
which would acrommodate about four-
teen. The new building to have a hall
or room suitable for holding services
in for the patients amd for amuse-
ments, etc.; such would he ol grest
service as the present building has no
room large enough for that purpose.
The Institution is in need of a night
watch as various instances call for
such. Very often patients through S
ness must be watched at night by the
day stafi,” and as the duties of the day
call for their continual attention, it
becomes a very trying ordeal to them.
It is almost needless to mention other

facts why a night watch is needed.

The word asylum:seems to be in the
minds of the patient and relatives a
very desirable one, and it becomes cur
duty to moderate it. We can do s0 hy
converting the word asylum into
County Hospital. The paucats voud
feel more reconciled to their confine-
ment.

The supply of milk is insuflicient;
we should have at least four or five
cows when we have more barn room;
the present barn must soon be replac-
ed by a new one, the building under
that name is.in such a state of decay,
due first to its peculiar construction,
and second to its age, that it would
be a waste of time and money to at-
tempt on it even moderate repairs.

VISITORS.

The doors of the Hospital are open
to_all visitors who are anyways inter-
ested in the Imstitution. I regret that
there are a few who visit for mere
curosity, showing no sympathy for the
inmates, but make jest at their actions.
In future this class will be refused ad-
mission. Our patients are not on ex-
hibition, hence the refusal of curious
seekers.

A handsome gift in the way of an
organ was presented - to the Imstitu-
tion. Too much cannot be said of the
cheer it gives our inmates; of the lib-
erality and the sympathy shown to
our inmates by the domor. I regret
that the donor’s name camnnot be men-
tioned as the party wishes to remain
anonymous in the matter.

A handsome flag was presented to
the institution by S. W. W. Pickup,
M. P., while warden of the Council.
Mr. Pickup took a deep interest in the
welfare ol the patients in our institu-
tions and though he resigned his posi-
tion as Warden, to take up a more
responsible one he still continues to
give his liberal ~support to the best
interests of our patients.

Last year the friends were very lib-
eral in helping to make Christmas
pleasant for our inmates this year. We
wish to repeat the same and I have
the assurance that friends will come
to our assistance as freely as in pre-
vious years. The Warden, W. G. Clarke
has already come to our rescue by
giving a liberal amount.

The Late Captain Munro.

(Yarmouth Herald.}

On the evening of the 13th of last
month the sad intelligence was receiv-
ed at Bridgetown of the death of Cap-
tain N. V. Munro. Capt. Munro was in
charge of the ship Canada, which was
loading at Pemnsacola, Florida, at the
time of his death. After bringing his
ship into port he was attacked with
typhoid fever and after suffering for
some time passed away on the evening
of the 13th of December. His body was
embalmed and brought to his home in
Bridgetown, N. S., where it was inter-
red in the family * lot by the
other members of his family
Munro, who was Miss Deila Robbi
daughter of Captain S. B. Robb
formerly of Yarmouth, was with hm
husband at the time of his death.

Captain Salter, his brother- |

in-law, who was in port at New York,

was summoned to his bedside and

ministered to the sufferer until life

had ceased, and then accompanied

Mrs. Munro and the body to Nova t
Scotia. .

The Pensacola News says that the
death of Captain Munro caused great
sorrow among the shipping men of
that port, and that the crew of the
ship e commanded are said to have
regarded his death almost in the light
of that of a father. Besides being mas-
ter he was part owner of the fine ship
that he sailed, and is also said to be
interested in several other large ves-
sels, among which are the Kings
County and Cumeria. He built, whilel
home a couple of years ago, a num-
ber of small vessels, one of them at
least in the vicinity of Yarmouth.

Those who have been intimately as-
sociated with Captaip Munro in Nova
Scotia deeply deplore his death in the
prime of life. He was 48 years of age.
He was genial and generous in his dis-
position and highly spoken of by a
large circle of friends. He was a mem-
ber of the Baptist ¢hurch. Those who
were intimately associated with him
on his last trip state that the scrip-
tures were to him a source of conso-
lation, and that the cabin of his ves-
sel was often to him and to others a
Bethel. He felt in the last days of his
life that his future was bright.

CaptamMunro - was the son of the
late John Munro, of Bridgetown. He
leaves a. sorrowing wife and an agod
mother, with four sisters, and a niece,
Miss Lydia Munro, who was called
from the Conservatory of Music, Bos-
ton, to attend the funeral of one who
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had been to her as a loving father.

The funeral service was held at the
residence of Captain Salter, in Bridge-
town, and a large gathering of mourn-
ing relatives ‘and friends bore testi- |
mony to the high esteem in which
their friend was held.
