‘Two doctors, whose incomes are
given, actually draw as much from insurance examina-
tions as they arc credited with getting altogether. and
both have large practices and own insurance stock
besides, which, if the companies’ annual reports are to
be believed, pay them handsome dividends annually.

THE personal property of one of the largest manufac-
turers in the country, in his line, is given as $4,500,
while his machinery alone, to say nothing of stock on
hand, manufactured and otherwise, cost from $25,000 to
$30,000.
