The report stage of the great Home
Rule Bill has been reached, and at the
last momsnt the Conservatives wero
disappointed in presenting the last
amendment. Mr. Balfour was not at

hand to propose that Irish members ro-
tained in Parliament shall not have the
right to vote on any questions except
amendments to the Home Rule Bill.
Time was gained, aud the absentecs
hastily summoned to take part in the
debate upon clauses which were de.
feated one after another with an
average majority of forty. The Lib-
eral Unionists, with Chamberlain at
their head, are determined to give no
concession, but to fight to the end.
Last week, when the Premicr and Mr,
Gladstone had a friendly conversation
to arrive at an understanding upon
the subjeot of the redistribution of
Irish seats, nothing could be done on
account of the savage obstinacy of the
Liberal Unionists.

It is most gratifying to learn that
the possibility of any hitch n the third
reading has been removed by the
Parncllite members being determined
to vote for the third reading, notwith-
standing the resolution they passed at
their late Dublin convention, A fort-
night from to-morrow is the day upon
which Mr. Gladstone expects the Bill
to leave’ the Conimons, and September
4 the date when the measure will be
presented to the House of Lords.

The President puints out that the
action of the Government in striving
to fix the rati, between gold and silver

by the Sherman Law has had the
contrary effect.  Silver to the amount
of $1147,000,000 has been purchased
and notes issued, which are necessarily
redeemable in gold. This has not
spared the gold reserve of one hundred
millions of dollars set aside for the
redemption of other notes. and the
depletion of gold has been rendered
easy. ‘‘ Between July lst, 1890, and
July 15, 1898, the gold comm and
bullion in our Tressury decreased more
than one hundred ~ and thirty-two
millions of dollars, while during the
same period the silver com and
bullion has increased more than one
hundred and fortyseven millions.”
This would look as if silver were gomg
to take the place of gold us currency
in the United States. Such being
the case they could no longer claim a
place among nations of the first class.

There ia one impartant aspect of the sab.
jeet which especially shuuld nuver o over.
looked. At timea like the present, when
the evils of unsound finance threaten us, the
speculator may antivipatea harvest gathered
from the misfortune of others, the capitalist
may protect himself by hoarding or may
even find profit in the fluctustion uf vaiues,
but the wage-earner—tho firat to be iojured
by a depreciated currency and the last to
receive the benefit of ite correction—is
practically defenceless. He relies for work
upon the ventures of confident and con-
tented capital. This failing him, his con
dition is without alleviation for he can
neither prey on the misfortunes nor hoard
his labor. “One of the Rreatest statesmen
our country has known, speaking moro than

years ago, when a derangement of the
currency had caused commereial distress,
said :—** The very man of all others who
has the deepest interest in a sound currency
and who suffers most by mischiovous
legislation in money matters is the man who
caros his daily bread by his daily toil.”
These words are as pertinent now as on the
day thoy were uttered and ought to im.
greuivc y remind ua that a failure in the
ischarge of our duty at this time must es-
pecially injure thoss of oar countrymea who
labor and who, because of their namber and
condition, are entitled to the most watchinl
care of the Gorernment.

It is of the utmost importance that such
rolief as Congross cax afford in the oxisting
situaticn be afforded at once. The maxim,
‘Ho gives twice who gives quickly,’ is
direstly applicable. It may bo trus that the
embarrassmeuts from which the busicess of
the country is suffering arise as much from
evils appreheaded as from thoss actually
oxisting. Wo may hope, too, that salm
cogusels will provail, and that neither the
capitalists aor the wage-earnors will give
way to uareasoning panic and sacrifico their
Sroperty or their intercats under the in

uence of exaggerated ‘cars. Neverthe-
less, overy duy'’s delay in removing ouc of
the plain and principal causes of the present
state of things enlarges the mischiof alceady
dono aud iccreases the responsibility of the
Government for its existence, Whatever
clza tho people have a zight to expoct from
Con[i;cls. thoy may certainly demand that
legulation condemned by tho ordeal of three
years' disastrous oxpenonco shall be removed
frora tho statuto books as soon as their ro-
preseatatives can legitimately deal with it

bor, that wo might eater promptly upon the
work of tariff reform, which the true in
terests of tho country cloarly denand, swhich

The Summer School closed with
enthusiasm. Lecturers and students
of all clusses who attended it are to
be congratulat-1 upon its more than
satisfuctory success. Hopes are now
indulged that it will develop into what

its_arde~t supporters cail a summer
university, with a term of six or seven
weeks. We do not admire the word
university being applied to it. Ina
Catholic senge “ university *' is go
historic, 8o limited in its extension,
and so exalted in its purpose, that it
is drawing a high standard too low
down to denote by it those seances
which are as gocial as .hey are educa-
tional.  However, it is better to review
the last week of the Summer School
than criticize its future. The principal
actor wae Rev. Father Halpin, the
learned and zealous Jesuit Fathor
from St. Francis Xavier College, New
York. Seating himself at a table he
delivered an able lecture on the nature
of society, which he defined to be the
moral and stabie union of many
rational individuals conspinng towards
some common and honest end, by
concerted action, under authority.
Society requires three things—a com-
mon end, union of wills and community
of means. Authority, or some power
determining the mode for attaining
the end and efficaciously confining the
associates to that mode, 13 necessary
for every society. The following day
Father Halpin lectured upon Ethical
Problems ; while The Elements of
Civil Society was the title of a third
discourse. In his final lectu-e on the
Exerciso of Supreme Power, ho said :

Soclety has the right and the duty of
tonding to ita end, and civil authority, which
is the organ of all social action, ir justified
in propoxing as obligatory the means which
condace to that end, in applying the nece.
sary and just moans, and in putting them in
exocution. Hence arises the triple function
of wupreme authority. Houco, in over
state, power must be legislative, judicial
and oxecutive. Legislative POWer cannot
touch tho csaonce and already oxisting form
of government. Laws are a nocessity. They
shoiild bo just—snited to the people’s aa.
ture, gonerous, stablo, clear and dotermised.
Such laws oblige cither in conscience or
through the peaal sanction.

Public officials — those who hold the
supremo power ~mast be men of integrity,
On them depends tho welfare of the nation.
Religion, the mainatay of the individual, is
also the s»curest foundation of 2 people’s
prosperity Qur Amorica stands pre-eminent
among the nations for the largo liberty it
»CC0 to religionists of every kind, and
the whole land was doeply impressod when
Mr. Cleveland, in his inangural addross,
attested to the great confidence he had in
tho u%ﬁghmoas and patriotism of the citi.
zaos, bat, abovo all, in the conviction that
if wo appoaled for light and strength to the
great God, who had so manifestly watched
over tho destinics of thia poople, thero conld
be 1o doubt that omr studjss would be
toward the newer surprise of a grander and
wider and more abiding national prosperity,

FATHER PROUT.

Maost of the studemta of Inglish
litorature ean ensily roesll to mind the
narme of Father Prout. but few are
familinr with that of the Rev. Francis
Mahony. Yot both wero ono and the
same ; for Prout was the psoudonym
of tho Rov. Jitteratenr. ‘I'horo aro not
many, howover, cognizant of tho inot
that tlicre was at one time a real live
Fathor Prout in the diwocese of Cork,
who had been for yeara the pustor of
Watergrasshill, o parish in which the
famous Blarney-stono 15 located. Ho
was o simple-minded, unsoplhisticated
old man when Mahony kuew inm,
now some s1x decades ago. The know-
ledge of moral theology, winch the
P.P. had acquired, was sulliciont to
cnable him to take spiritual chargoe of
bis flock, but he was absolutoly
ignorant of literature, Mistory, and
other mundano subjects. Shortly after
the death of the vencrablo ecclesiastic,
Mahongy, who was then on the staff of
Frazer's Magaztne, m London, con-
tributed to that periodical a series of
nteresting and erudite papers entitled
“The Rehques of Fathor Prout.’ In
introducing them to the notice of s
teaders, Mahony, who coacealed him-
solf belund the pen-name of Uhver
Yorke, announced that Father Prout
had loft Inm all his valunble MSS.
which would now uppear in success:ve
numbers of Irazer. The essays, winch
astonished the hiterary world of that
day by their scholarly quahties, and
stately cloquence of style, were wnitten
on such themes as * An Apology for
Lent,” in whict the parish priest of
Blarney proved by quotations frem the
Fathers of the Church and other
authorities that fish was more nutri
tious and palatable than any kind of
meat; ** A Defense of the Jesmts,”
the logio of which dumbfounded every
light in the Protestant camp . a **Visit
of 8ir Walter Scott to Blarney,” on
which occasion the aged cure proved to
kan the orwental ongin of the stone
which the Scoteh bsrunet kissed at
great nisk to ufe and huwb, the " Ro

gueries of Tom Muyure,” sn winch the | ment.

eutod his eeolosinstical studios for
sovorn} yenrs. Tho vonernble nono-
enerinn, Dr. Kirby, Archbishop of
Gphesus. who is astill alive, was o
fnﬁow-uludom of Mnhony. 1 had an
interviow with tho dootor in 1880, at
a timp when ho had been for almost
half a contury tho roctor of that estab-
lishmeont. It was from tho lips of this
veteran ecolemnstio thnt 1 learned the
circumstances attendant on tho com-
sition of the * Bolls of 8handon™
y Mahony. Thego remarkabloe lines
wora pepeilled by their auther on tho
wall of bis cell one latiguid summer
afteruon when the collego was onjoy-
ing it stesta.  Tho dean of tho house
saw thom as he was making his dmly
rounds next mormng, and while be
complimented the youth zn his pootical
talent, reminded i vhiat lus mission
in Iifo just then was not to bocome a
poet, but a priest. Mabhor.y, who was
at the tiue a shy and twmd lad, took
tho muld rebuke mn good part, and
promged to sin no wmore. His curri-
culumat the Propaganda was a success
from sture to finish, and he was vory
poﬁulur with professurs and students
alike; but when the time came for
his taking Holy Orders, he decided
that he was unfit for the work of an
Inish county priest. He was teo fond
of books and study to dovote bimself
with sufiicient ardor to the many out.
door cares and responsibihities asssooi-
ated with parochial munstrations on a
bleak Inll-side, and among a people
wiio probably would never be able to
appreciate him. Heo accordingly ap-
plied for and was granted admission
into the Jesuit College of Amiens, and
a fow years subsequently was trans
ferred to a collego of tho same society
m Parns, where he read a profound
course of theology, and was in due
tune elevated to the priesthood. His
intimate and extensive koowledge of
languages and European literature
qualified hum for a professional chair
in the lastnamed college — a poat
which he held, however, only fora
very short period.
Heo bad up to this epoch in his life

matio ogro Oarlyle, with Thackerny
tho humoriat, and Maglose, the rollick-
g artist who illusirated the Prout
Reliquo, and who also hailed from the
banks of tho pleasant Leo, Al theso
wnters wero the learned luminarios of
I'razer in thooo days.

anoo of tho Corkonians in the editorial
sanotain of tho magazino onco drew
from Carlylo tho admission: * Wo
ahiould transfor our desks and I;riming
press ovor to tho olassis purlicus of
tho Coal quay, my friends; for it is
Oork and not London that illumines
tho pages of our monthly.”

His
contributions to that journal wero
matvols of stylo, and fcll of intorest
—Ins picturcs of Parisian life being
partioularly faithful to nature, and
winning for his nawspaper an im-
menega populdrity in London. Prout
—this was the name by which ho was
kuown in the French capital—ased to
rent 3 modest suite of rooms in the
Latin quarter oloso to tho Sorbonne.
81x times overy week ho would crogs the
8eino to tho reading-room of Galiy-
nant’s Messenger in tho Rue do Rivoli,
Hore fie would writo his daily letter,
and afterwards stroll out into the
Tuilerios gardens, opposito whers he
would spend many of his evenings in
reverie, At Galignani’s he mot ai
times such congenial Bohemian spirits
as the lato John Mitchel of *48 fame,
rebel and refugee, James Stephens,
the founder of the old Fenian organi-
zation, and tha late J. P. Leonard,
who enjoyed the unoflicial title of
Irish Ambassador in Paris. Politic-
ally Prout was o rank Tory; but he
managed to pull on very well socially
with theso compatriots of his, two of
whom professed very radical ideas on
the Irish question. On 8 certain
occasion, however, when an English-
man formed ono of tho company,
Prout’s Irish spirit cocld not restrain
itself.

These articles, particulacly the last,
caused tbe utmost sensation in liter-
ary cotenes all over the British isles.
Moore became as mad as a March hare
ovcr the unfounded accusation brought
against bim.

Other articles
which demonstrated Father Proat's

Mahony was born in Cork, 1n 1804,
of a presperous Kerry famuly that had
geftled in that city, a=d becamo the
originators and owners of tho celo-
brated Blammey twoed industry, whach,
1 behevs, 18 stin under ther conirol,
At an oarly age the young lad was
soent by the Bishop of Cork to the
Irish College of Rome. where he prose-

I had for the pen, and
the secular erudition in which I had
been steeped.” He proceeded to
London, where Lis first struggles for
existence were hard snd arduous
enough.

brilliancy 8s clear as erystal, and
quite &3 effervescent as the Veave Clic.
quot champagne which they quaffed
on such occasions, Theso wers what
Prout used to call the * nights and
suppers of the gods.” Magmnn called
them ** Nocdesdmbrusiana.” Hero the
young Irishman clinked glassos with
anothér famous Corkman, Sergeant
Murphy, with that dyspeptic and dog-

properly, Prout glared at him through
his epoctacles, and retorted: ¢ All
the same. sir, our forefathers were
saints and scholars when yours were
savages 1"

One summer's day Father Prout
and John Mitchel were taking a stroll

| through the woods of St. Cloud, a

Parisian suburb. The weather was
oppressively hot. Prout, who wore o
cotton shirt, opened his collar to give
himself more comfort—a circamstance
which revealed the sight of a scapalar
to the astonished gaze of the Imsh
Presbyterian. Leonard was of the
opinion that—disgmse 1t as he tried
to do—Prout was always s Catholto at
heart. In England he affected a
mild regard for Protestantism which
was not sincere, In Pang his Catho
licity secretly gained complete mastery
over him once more. I was assured
on good authority that ho used to be
often ssen going at night to Notre
Dame ocathedral, snd kneeling in
preyer beforo a side chapel dedicated
to the Madonna. These inner mani-
festations of picty had at last their
logical resuit. He abandoned the
and the world forover, and retired to
a monastery, where he passed several
years in penitential sorrow and suffer-
ing for any scandal he might have
caused by his dofection from the
Church. Here he died in tho early
portion of 1866. In the Alay of that
year his remains were transported to
Qork, Ire "nd, whero they were buried
in the churchyard of 8t. Anne, Shan.
don, under the shadow of the slecplo
whoso bells ke bed immorlalized in
tho heoydasy of his youth and the
springtide of his postical ambition.

Ho hiad a high intellootual
forcliend, bald on top, and two piere-
ingly oritical oyes, usvally vespootacl-
ed, whick geomed to anslyzo the
hidden soul of overybody with whom
be wans thrown i conlact, Despile
tho sovero expressicn of his face, ho
wag nevorthiclesa the wittiest of sohol.
arly wags, and a genial humoriat.

Thoro latoly passed nway, in tho ity
of Oampinns, Brazil, an Irishman, not
widoly known to fame, indoed, but still

Cn tho 7th of Juno, 1803, Richard
Gumbleton Daunt died at bis residonco
in Campinas, somowhat suddenly. His
ago was advanced, but there was noth-
ing in tho goucral condition of his
ealth to oxcite tho alar of his friends.
Ho was tho son of the late Captain
Richard Gumbleton Daunt, an officor
in the 60th Regimeat (Rifles), sod a
voar relativo of W, J. O'N., Daunt, of
Kilcascan, county Cork. He resigned
his position as staff surgeon in the
British army, and emigrated, from the
Capo of Good Hope, more than fifty
years ago, to Brazil, whera his porsonal
qualitics and the skill ho exhibited in
tho practico of his profession rendered
him so popular that, on having become

* My Dean Sin—Having at last o
littlo spare timo, I proposo to reply
moro fully to the ‘otter yor wom kind
enough to send mo m Ootobér last,
relating to your experionce n connie-
tion with Ireland. 1 bLave agair road
your account with much interos. 1t
18 on tho wholea brnighter pioture thun
any 1 have yot seen. You seem to
havo found a general absonco of any-
thing hiko painful poverty, and a hopo-
ful spirat with regard to tho future.
Av che samo timo you remark on the
avsenco of the bitterncss which pre-
voiled a fow years ago, so that alto-

other I might, wero I so inchned,
ound on your letier an argument as to
the complete success of recent logisla-
tion and the tnexpediency of attempt-
ing ony further changes. I imagine,
howover, that this would be a con.
clusion foreign to your intention, and
it does not eatisfy my own estimate of
the situation in spite of the great
improvemont that has taken place and
the advantages recontly obtained from
the English Parhoment. You have
convinced yourself that the large
msjority of tho peoplo are still Nation-
alists in their aspirations. 1 should
liko to know exactly what this would
mean and what the peoplo really want,
but befor: entering on that inquiry I
ought to say that the answer to 1t will
not necessarily be conclusive in any
mind. As to tho policy to bo adopted
I do not consider that wishes and
rights aro always identical, or that it
is sufficient to find out what the
majority of the Irish people desire in
order at once to grant their demands.

I can pever consent to regard Ire-
land ss o separate people with tho
inkerent rights of an absolutely inde-
pendent commutity. I would not do
this in the caso of Scotland or of
Wales or, to take still more extreme
instances, of Sussex or of Londun.
In overy case the rights of the country
or district must Le subordinsted to
the rights of the whole community of
which it forms only a portion. Iro

thom are tho Education question and
the Laud quostion, and 1 would not
hositato to transfor thoir consideration
and solution ontirely to an Irish
Board, altogother indopendont of the
English Governmont's influonce. Buch
o board might also deal with railwa
and other commumeations, and would,
of course, bo invested with powers of
toxation in Ireland for theso striotly
Irish purposces. .

I doubt if it would bo wige or pos-
sible to go any further, and I do not
know if public opinion at pregont sup.
ports so great a changoe, but if I wore
ontirely freco I should bo greatly
inclined to make a specch or two in
in Ireland submitting these proposals.
If this wore carrled out tho Irieh
peoplo would have entiro indcpendenco
as regards all local work and local
oxpenditure, Irish newspupers would
find ocoupation, I hope, moro congenial
than that of bullying English oflicials
and tho English Houss of Commona,
while the Imperial Parliament would
continue to regulete for tho common
good the national policy of the Three

Letnotany ono imagine that ,hestate
can abdicato ita right to imposo the
death ponalty. For the stato has full
power to act for its own gond, and this
fullness of  wor, which is measured
by thoso thu. 3 that neccssarily ocour
in a stato, is o constant quantity, itself
measuredor weighed by thoso necessary
ceourrences.

Thero are three classes of prin for
wrong doing.

One is curatite, and is applied in
cazos of light offences,  Its object is to
prevent the repetition of the fault io
the same person,

A gecond is deferrent to warn others
from tho path of criminality.

The third is erpiative. By tbis the
crimioal makes atonoment to violated
Justice.

Qorrespondingto each of these classes
of punishment is a clasgs of wrong
doing. A father chastisea bis son. Tue
offanse is slight and will presumably,
net be repeated if tho child is ad-
mosished.

The deterrent punishment is not so
much for the benefit of the crimiaal
as of those who might make the offense
o precedent, The imprisonment, to
which a robber is consigoed, doters
others from committing robberies. In
this case, the offunce and tho punish-
ment are greate: than those of the
delinquent boy.

Tho taking of lifo is the extreme
violation of justico aud demands the
oxtreme pensity of death, otherwise
the state wonld be unabloe either to
preserve tho order which justice re-
quires, or to maintain tho security of
its penple.

It must be rewmambered, that the
power of inflicting the death penalty
belongs to the state in its corporate
character, and cannoot be exercised by
a private individual. Death may be
inflicted « ¢ctly or indirectly. In the
former case, death 18 wished as an end,
in the latter it results from accident
and in self-defense, and attaches no
stain of capability. ‘The stato kills
directly, for the death of the criminal
is the end desired. But even here the
state does not act, until tho object to
bo panished has surrendered his con
nete right.to live, in other words until
he has ceased to be a person.—P.J.

The largest portions of theso
scttlements had trees planted at the north
sido of the hotses and barns in order that
thoy might be sheltored from the wind.
Tho effect was vory ploturesquo. They
visitod ceveral towns of a sizo and
found them hustling and buainess-like.
Thoy stopped at sevoral of them and talked
with the merchants and farmers, all of whoin
thoy found to be very hopeful and chsorful.
Thoy all said that if the frost would kewp
off for t0 or 16 days more the crop wuuld be
eafo. That time Kad about expired now, or
would be up next wook, Many of the ficlds
displayed grain that was tumicg very
uickly. Mr. Smith told many of the
armers that he thought thoy were sowin
their wheat too thickly on tho heavy land.
In his opinion the heads would be heavier if
the grain was more lightly zown. All that
tho country wanted was farmers £o mako it
rosperous in every sense, It wanted
armers badly, however. They did not
want any city riff-raff up thers at all
Every man who went up thero should go
with the intcation of scttling on a farm of
his own and sorkiog it for all it was worth,
and of he did this he would scon becoms
comfortablo and independent. The banks
up there wers sound as a dollar, acd were
well sutisied with their securitiea, When-
ever Mr, Smith got a chance to advise the
farmcrs he told them to

a0 IN YOR MINED FARMING,

and not to dopend too much on wheat  not
to put all their o, gn ia ono basket but to go
ip for ralaipg all kinds of stork and fow) as
woll. He saw while up there somaof tho
fineat fowl to be found auywhero. Tho
reason that now beginners up there did not

0 in for cattlo was because they required
food and attention during the winter, but as
thoy prospered thoy wore going more into
theso lines, much to their own profit. Ho
had scon meny herds of finu cattle during
bis visit. Ho had no idea that tho country
was a9 fino 83 it is, and if the people wero
not in too great a hurry many millions of
poople would be cnriched by it. AY that
was wanted was patience, persoverence and
courage. The farmers thero had a muoch
casior time than the carly scttier of Ontario
had in his time, 69 years ago.

Thoy were received by large numbers of
geatlemen at Winnipeg very warmly. His
only regrot was that ho conld not accopt tho
one-tenth part of their kindness snd hospi
tality. as time would not permit.

One uf tho moat mteresting mghts
in Plattaburgh during the sessions of
*hio Catholio SBummor Sohool was the
appearance of 8 Jowish gentloman,
s wife and famuly, al wearing con.

ummer School. consisting of a bow
made of tho Papal and American
colors entwined. This gentloman was
tho Rabbi Veld, tho pastor of the Tem.
plo Emmanuel, tho cldest, wealtlnest,
and most influentinl of tho Reformed
Jowish congregations in Montreal,
An Englishman ty birth, with a face
distinotly Hebraio 1n 1ts cast, tho rabbi
dresses very much in tho fashion of a
Catholic priest or an Lipiscopal nlergy-
man. Noto-book m hand, lio was a
daily attendant at the loctures, and
followed closely overy subject dis-
oussod.

Being questioned b{ 8 nowspapor
interviewer, Rabbi Vold spoke of the
Catholic Summor School as follows :

I havo been n lifolong student of
philosophy, mental und socinl. My
congregation is a body of progressivo
men wio have always encotnraged mo
to keop abreast of modern thought.
Last year I followed the courses of
{stychology and cthics in the McGill

niversity, Being an intimate friend
of ex-Mayor McShano, of Montreal,
my attention was called by Mr. Mo.
8hane to the priated syilabug of lec-
tures issued by the Catholic §:anmer
School. I was struck witk what
scomed o very ambitious course of
studies, and reaolved to run down to
Plattsburgh to lock in on tho school
for a day or so and seo for myself
whother the reality;corresponded with
tho prospectus. After listening to a
few of the well-considored and stnking
lectures of tho Rov. Father Doonan,
8.J., of Boston College, and of Father
Zabm, of Notre Dame University, 1
made up my mind that I and my
family would remain for the entiro
season. The favorable wolcomo ex-

{onded to mo by the authorities and

students of the schoul atrengthened
my resolution.

Although in its infancy, the Catho-
lic Summer School is doing work of a
distinotly bigher intellectual character
than 18 attempted n other institutions
of o similar nature. Here the work is
-entirely of o university type, and, as
vou gee, Plattsburgh has taken on for
this summer, at least, the appearsnce
of & university town. I found that
the lecturors, especially the Jesuits,
were profound tinnkers, who had made
a thorough study of theww ri.pecuve
subjects, and apparently were animat-
ed with thoa single purpose of enlight-
ening their hearers irrespective of their
creed. The subjects wore treated in a
clear, conversational, yet scholarly
manney, that proved immensely in-
teresting, and caused me often to
regret that the lectures could not
be extended. I was particularly
impressed with the very practoal
treatment of the difficalt, and, to my
mind, all-important subject of ethics
by Iather Halpin, ot St. Francs
Xavier's College, New York. Dis-
missing for thoe time being super-
natural rovelation, he established
-clearly ihat mau was created for
a specific purpose and that happiness
-on earth could only be obtained by
-compliance with the laws imposed by
the infinite will. Ho nover propounded
& diffioulty withont giving a logical
and conclusive sviution, and he was
always readyto consider and answer
the many knotty problems asked Inm
by the students. In many respects
he surpassed Prof. Clark Murrny, of
MoGill, whom previvusly I had con-
sidered the ablest expounder of philo-
rophy in the English language. In
listening to Father Zahm's exposition
of the rolation of scienco to revealed
roligion I frequently said to myzolf
that tho Meassianic period is not only
at hand, but we are almost in the
midst of it. I could seo how critically
Fathor Zakm kad oxamined many of

our old Hobrow authoritics, ospeoially
tho Talmudists, Bo deoply impressed
om I with Father Zahm's rescurches
that I am impelled to pay tnbuto to
his orudition by dolivering noxt Satur.
doy in the Plattsburg Bynagoguo o
sermon which 1 havoe called * Father
Zohm Endorsed.”

Everywhero I was treated as ono of
their own, and I recoived every oppor-
tunity of qcuing the information 1
sought., Although tho atmosphero of
tho soliool was intensely Catholic, tho
clorical lecturers always wearing their
cassocks nnd tho Sisters of tho religious
communitieg their various habits, yot
every ono was courteous and considor-
ato towards my family and myself.
While hore I had the pleasuro of meot-
ing Bishop Qabriole, a learned and
gonial gentleman. With the President
of tho swmmer school, tho Rev. Dr.
Laughlin, Chencellor of Philadelphia,
I bave had many friendly discussions
over tho Hebrow toxts of the Scrip-
tures. Ina word, I found the autho-
ritics and my Catholic follow studonts
far more liberal and tolorant than
thoso who travel on a platform of
avowed liboralism and professional
toloration. 1 was not surprised at my
treatmont, sinco Istorically thus is
whnt I should look for. In tho past
tho Roman Catholio Church hasalways
been the protector of tho Jows. Now-
adays it 18 Protestunt Germany and
Loly Russia that mob and persecute
my unfortunate eo-religionists.

With Father Halpin I have very
much in common. Death can never
be the end-all to me. Man 18 undor
the dominion of law, and the opera-
tions of that law are not confined to
the material things of this world, 1
do not beliove that there is any deach
in the spiritual order. \Vith the strong
endearing, and nover slumbering desire
for life, and tho irrepressible ropug-
nauce to death which all men foef. fo
say that the grave closes in forever
that magnificent thing that we call
the soul, intelligence, ming, is to utter
a sentiment that all that is best within
us repudiates. Thoory for never-onding
life is the ory of universal intulligent
nature, and springs from a desire that
is implanted in overy breast by the
Author of natare; and, in my judg-
ment, it is a longing which the Great
Framor of ecarth and sea and sky is
bound to satisfy.”

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THE RIGUHEST FORM OF LAUOR.

To a recont number of the Franciscan
Annals, Father Alphonens, 0.8.F.C.,
contributes the following cssay :

Somo months ago we were wander.
ing in o meditative mood imdst the
glories of an ancient Abbey church,
I'ho light, cboeated of iis garishness,
came through tho stained glass win-
dows in a subdued and softoned lustro ;
no sound was heard seve the distant
rumble of the ocity traflic which camo
to us like something monotonouely
Plnyud upon tho diapason of an organ.
Tho finer harmonics of life scomed
forover absent from it, and yot how
fine, how subtlo havo been the melo-
dics which tho lives of men have
evoked from the vast orgun of time;
what witching musio, for mstance,
had those men whoso dust waa benoath
our feot produced from that vast
instrument, winle the energy and
fratful lives of tho:ts who occasioned
the oity traffic were slecping awidst
tho possibilities of life. tece wo wero
faco to face with two orders of things.
The Abbey church took us back to the
time when tho psalmody of David
echood night sud day through its
lofty arches; and the city traffio took
our thoughts out to the temples of
comracrco, with its priests, and aso-
lytes, and congregations, us devoted to
therr own object as any that had ever
assembled within the walls whioh rose
liko a poem in stone all round us.
What is the verdict of the werld to-
day, ongaged in 1ts distractions and
external excitemewts, its publicity and
love of vain display, upon the lives
once spent in those hallowed precincts?
That the men whko thus spent thewr
lives wero idle—or, if among the cul
tured thia would be resented, their
lives conceived from the standpoint of
to day would still be called misspent.
Now, we know well the intimate con-
nection between philanthropy and
religion. About that we have nothing
to say bere. We wish to point out
the danger, which many professed
religiomsts unconsciously court, by
assumiag an attitude very similar to
that sbove indicated. There is a
danger, as Cardinal Newman says, of
living too much by sight,’ and the
tendency to day is to make the measure
of rohgion the devotion which man
pays to his fellow-man. Tho silent
and hidden forms of religion are
threatened with extinction in this age
of much serving and restlessness, and
prayer, which is the highest foim of
religion, is liable to be put at a discount
or misunderstood.

Religion is universal in its sym
pathy. It is & stranger to nothing
thet cow. .rns man ¢ - Las for its Shject
bis betterigent.  We may see it in the
acts of the reformer no less than in
those actions which minister i wedi
ately to msn's wants; but w . we
ask where the ccllective force o. reli-
gion displaya itself, there is but one
answer, and that is—in praycr ‘'rayer
18 the most exalted form of human
activity , for no one, we thiak, witn
the faintest notion or the proportion
of things, would say that digging,
buyping or selling, reformiug this.
amending tha!, even though every
form of self-interest be banished from
thege acts, cap in any way compare
with the sublime act of prayer. It
duopens our sense of personality, it
@i .8 us new and wore intense ideas
of social relationships, it places us face
to face with the Peing of beinzs, con-
verse with whom must ever widen the
faculties and expand the heart. This
is an age of labour, and the underlying
objection toall formsof personal prayer
is that they are nct forms of labour.
Many there are ecager end ready to
echo the phrase, lalorare est arcre.
Pity it is those enlightened leaders
cannot so adjust their mental vision
as to see that the converse proposi
tion i8 equally true, srare est ladirare.
1t1s only by realsing the latter pro
position that we can over hope to cateh

the aspiration wiaich makes the former

trwo, To labour i3 to exort one's
powore, whother of mind or body, for
the acquisition of an end. I put aside
the iden that tho only form of lnbor is
that which results in ministoring to
men's appetising needs. 1 tako tho
highest forin of labour which demanda
tho exorciso of tho ntellect, will, and
affections of tho heart. Prayer is then,
first of all tue lughest exerciso of tho
understanding. las that faculty no
object whereon to oxeroiso itsolf othor
than tho avolution of theories which
olevato man, to the degradation of the
idea of God ; has it no objoot outsido
the laboratory, nothing more dignified
than to concern itself with the econo-
tic arrangements of socioty ?  While
such subjects demand ovr considera-
tion, we should ever remomber thoir
subordinato position. From the naturo
of the case, thoy can naver allow tho
intelleot to reach the heights it is
caleulated to attain. when in prayer it
exoroises itself in tho consideration of
God and His attributes. Many men

ride themsolves on getting rid of
imagination in roligion ; they want to
base its exercise on hard facts and
reason. Those who mako such an
objection to prayer imply that it is an
exorcige in which the imaginative
pyrotechnics of weak intelleots can find
a fiold for ample display. But prayer
is no balf passive play of sentiment
which languidly drones itself into a
yawn. It is an exorcise of hard
reason in its highest form. To pray
well requires the highest effort of our
understanding. To ba real, it must
cxorcise itself on those things which
we individuuliy need. Hare, again, is
an exercise for the understanding to
comprehend well ourselves and car
petitions. To pray, again, is to put
the will in motion, It is not that
this will power is brought into play
merely in the first act of prayer. It
penetrates info the action sud essence
of prayer itself. It is this which
sustaing our infirmities, our impor-
tunities, and importunity is a necessity
of prayer. Again, it exercises the
affections To do anything well, a
man must love his work. The poet
lovea his world unseen by vulgar eyes,
and, Jike a new hierarch, he seizes its
inspirations to shape anew thogse
heaven born symbols, that eo with
fire stolen from the skies he may burn
them into the faculties of man. 'Tis
the same with the artist, sculptor, or
mechanic. To work well, we muat
love truly. But the object of prayer
i3 love itself. Herein we commune
with the Highest Object that can
move our love or admiration. In
prayer we canuot but feel ourselves in
the presence of an object which ex-
pands the facultiee and elevates the
| affoctions to degree unattainable
when evercised on any other object,
however noble and pure.

The human pro-
blem 18 8o great and vast that nothing
clge can appeal to one, is the senti-
wment of many. The more is the pity.
U oy It ghows that such minds,
with all their philanthropy and high-
soundizg philnsopby, have souls bhind-
ed in their bigher susceptibilities,
unable, if they would but reahze
1t, to grasp apnything outside the
bonnded purview of their contract-
ed earthly vision. Will it bo ssid
that other forms of work demtund
an cqual play of the faculties? OQur
own considerations on the subject lead
us to the conclusion that such is not
the case. In other forms of human
activity, one or more of the faculties
are used to the exclusion of the others ;
but in prayer they are all edmirably
balanced, centred and focussed, and
brought {5 their very highest develop-
ment, which makes it *ho noblest, as
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it is the most frutful oxercise of
human cnergy. Study, for instance,
may becomo—and wo have kuown it to
becomo—mero intolleotual habit. Tho
digger or inuchanio may descend into o
moro dredgo who nover makes a claim
u&)on his intelloot or will, save that
which the animals bring to bear upon
an anelogous power,

If labour, then, is tho oxortion of
ong's powers, whother of mind or
Yody, for the acquisition of an end,
herein have we thie very highest form
of labour. It were casy to show the
vast and far-reaching effoots of prayer
oven on the socinl body. It would, if
it could bo used, be an insurmountable
barrier to that decivilising process
which is going on amongst huge
mnsses of the population. To 3ay
thoy cannot understand prayer is no
oxcuse for not insisting on it as tho
highest form of human activityt The
gooner wo reslise that thera'is benoath
our gilded civilisation a vast aren of sin
nnd musery which can be rouched by
no economy save the sconomy of God's
graco, the more eoffectual will bo our
efforts to ameliorato the coudition of
the masses. We insist on this, not
because we underrate the necessity of
helping our fellow-mon as much as
lies in our power, but beoause, *¢ were
we not blind as buzzards,” we could
soo now with tho best intentions we
aro countenancing the efforts of those
who wish to make a divorce between
morality and spirituality. These two
elements are indispensable to one
another. Prayer is an altitude from
which we gaze upon the flecting
shadows for ever trooping across the
plains of time and the vast ocean of
oternity. It deepens our interest in
and gives us truer notions of the one
without closing our eyes to the en-
trancing vision reflected in varied hue
and lusfre fiom the other. It shows
us that men are not actors in a gphere
bounded by thres score years and ten,
it makes us sce that their sphere is
cternity.

A VYery Remarkable Fly.

This fly is perfoctly harmlesz to
human beings, but its effect on domes-
tic animals is of the wnost dizastrous
naturo—in fact, as far as mg knowledge
goes, all domestic animals, with the ex.
ception of goats and perbaps of the
gray donkey, when struck by this fiy
are bound, sooner or later, to die. I
do not believe that donkeys are im-
pervious to its bite, and [ think that
the wastiog disease which xills off so
many of them comes from the effect of
being bitten by these flies. I have
seen o bullock cut up after dying from
these wasting symptoms, whica 1 knew
to have been bitten by the tsetse
The whole of the juices of the body
wero turned into greenish yellow slime.

LEAGUE OF THE CROSS.
The following is President Duffy's
speech at the annual mcsting of the
League of the Cross:

To the Officers and Members of the League of
the Cross,

Genrnesex—1I congratulaw you on
the prosperous condition of our sodal-
ity at tlus the close of our first year.
If the past year is eny criterion for
the future, then the triumph of the
great cause of Temperance 18 assured
at least 1n i5t. Paul’'s parish.

Our sodality was organized on July
24th, 1892, by our first Spiritual
Director, Rev. Father Minchan,

At our first organized meeting our
numbers were about sixteen, ofticers
and members all told. Our member-
ship at the present time, according to
our Sceretary's book, 1s one hundred
and eighty. Our constitution pro-
vides that we ohiall Lold meestings unce
a month, with special meetings at the
wigh of the Rev. Direotor. Acting on
the advice our then Director, it was
decided to hold meetings once a woek.
During the year we have had fifty
meetings; our meetings wers held on
every Sunday, for the year, with the
oxception of two—those two exceptions
being Christmas Day and Easter
Sunday. I, as President of the
Society, have had the honor of presid-
ing at forty-eight of the fifty meetings.
We have attonded Holy Communion
in a body three different times, viz:
the last Sunday in October, tho last
Sunday in January. and the last
Sunday in April. We will also attend
on the first Sunday in August, thus
satisfying the requirements of the
Constiwution, which provides for at-
tending Holy Communion four times a
year. Medals were bestowed on mem-
bers twice during the year. On each
occasion the members attended St.
Paul's Church ina body. Tho Socicty
also turned out in a body on throe
other occasions, viz: the visit of the
Rev. Father Ryan, of his Grace the
Archbishop, and Rev. Dr. Barry of
London, England,

The members of the Sodality have

been untiring in their cfforts to deviso

moeang for the advancemont of the

-} good work in which wo are engaged.

Notably amongst theso was the forma-
tion o¥ a Zolitors Committee. Tho
parish has been divided into twelvo
distriots, and two Zolitors appointed
to each district. Tho object of this
committeo is to look after absent
mombors and induce new members to
join the Society. The committee has

oon produciive of muoch good, and wo
hopo to soo it resumo its good work
immediatoly aftor the warm weather.
Another good work was the formation
of a choir, to silg Litanies and other
snored musio. The choir, under the
able lendership of our Scoretary, has
made rapid progress during tho short
timo it has been organized. We hope
also to seo them resume practicy
immediately after tho warm weather.
Nothing can be more edifying than to
goo our young men spending their eve-
nings in suck Christian-like oxereises.

It is more in accordance with the
teachings of our roligion than loung-
ing in pool rooms or getting off the
latest slang on our streot corners.
Woe would therefore invite our young
men, as soon as the choir resumes
practice, to como forward and givo all
the assistance in their power.

Another good work was the forma.
tion of a labor bureau. A committco
wag appointed to have the names of
all members of the Society out of
cmployment rogistered, and to prosure
tho namos of all the employers of
labor in the city ; so that now we are
enabled to recommend to such em-
ployers sober and reliable men. All
these ways and means for promoting
our interests we sincerely hope will
bave a beneficial effect on our future.

On the 4th of June the Catholio
Temperance Union of America held a
convention in Chicago, to which they
kindly invited us to send a delegate.
The Boocioty elected W. H, Cahill to
be our delegate. That he ably at-
tended to the interests of the League
of the Cross is best attested by the
faot that, from being an obscure local
Society, our name has bacome well
known all over the United States and
Canada, wherever a Catholic Temper-
ance organication exisis. Mr. Cahill
also agreeably surprised us by bringing
with him to Toronto the learned Dr.
Barry of London, England, who deliv-
ered an nble lecture to the members
of the Society. e have also received
an invitatior to send a delegato to ihe
Catholic Temperance Convention to
bo held at Springfield, O., in August.
We have accepted the invitation, and
appointed our Rev. Director to be our
delogats.

We have also received a kind
invitation from Mr. Ray, Secretary of
the Royal Templars, to send speakers
to the Camp of the Royal Templars to
be held at Centre lslund in August.
We have accepted the invitation and
have appointed Mr, Cahill, Mr. Moran
and myself to represent the Lieague.

Buch is a brief and imperfect rosume
of the work done for the year. Now,
the great and all-important question
is: have our efforts been productive
of good? Have wo accomplished any-
thing ? for if not, then our efforts will
be unavailing,. We will have failed
to fulfill the aim for which we were
established. Bat I claim we have
done good, Our efforts bave not been
barren of fruit ; we have fully justified
the expectations of our founder, for it
18 not by numbers alone, or by publie
display, we can judge of the good
work we have done, If we have but
reclaimed one follow-being we bave
done a good work, If we have saved
ono soul from being eiernally lost wo
have dono a good work. If we have been
the means of making one home happy,
we have dono good work; and I think
there are those among us who wil
say that their homes are huppier, their
wives and olildren better fed and
better glad, since they became mem-
bers of the Sodality—and I ask of
guch to bo &s stendfast in the future

as they have been in tho past year.
Resiat the temptations that may come
in your way; pay no attention to
those whn, with oily tongues, would
turn you from tho path you have
marked . out for yourgolves. Some
their are who may scoff at you for
being total abstainers. but that is their
only argument ; they cannot deny but
that you aro right. Romember that
your own wolfare and that of your
family is moro to bo sought aftor than
the good opinion of any hotel or
galoon-keopor. A man's greatest hap-
iness consists in tho knowledgoe that
Eo has done his duty. If you continue
to do your duty as a membor of tho
Leaguo of tho Cross, hiving up to 1ty
rules, and fulfilling its obligations,
you will find that you will bo better
off in the years that are to come.

Before closing I raust not omit to
mention the kind interest taken in our
Sodality by our Rev, Direatos. I our
mombers ﬁnvo incrcaged .apidly it is
in a great measuro duo to the zeal he
hns displayed in bringing tho cause of
tomperance beforo his congregation,
ond impressing on them the advantages
of being members of the League of the
Cross.

1 am sure I but express the heart-
felt wish of ovory member present,
that ho may be long spared to guide
and direot us. e will always find
the members of the Sodality over
ready to aid him wm any work he may
undertako for the benefit of his people.

The Feast of the Assumption.

On Tuesday last the Church cole-
brated the Feast of the Assump.
tion of the Blessed Virgin, tho
golomnity of wbich is postponed
till Sunday. 1t bias ever been a pious
and well founded traditicn that the
pure, immaculate soul of Mary after
being separated from hor body by
death wag united shortly after to it,
and thut she was taken up to heaven
amidst the joy of angels, and placed
upon the throne by the right hand of
her Diving Son. Putting it in other
words her resurreoction was advaunced,
and what will happen to all the saints
at the end of time happened to the
Blessed Mother of God three days
after her death. It was like our Lord,
yet essentially different. With the
Bon it was a resurrection, a rising
from the grave and a mounting to
heaven by His own virtue and power ;
but with the Mother it was the omni-
potence of God which stooped and
united her soul and body, and took
them, assumed them, into heaven. It
was the sweetest answer in all religion
to that question of scripture, * Who
is this that cometh up from the desert
leaning upon her beloved, lovely as
the moor, beawutiful as the sup and
like an army in battle array ¢ This
is in very truth ** the queen who stood
on Thy right hand in gilded olothing
surrounded with variety.”

And it was most fitling, just and
proper that the Blessed Virgin should
thus be delivered from the tomb, that
the first and most beautful crown
should rest upon her the eldest and
fairest child of creation. The great
central truth of Christiamity 15 that
Jesus Christ was God and Man, that
the two nstures were complete n
Him, and that His pergonality was
divine. As man He was born of a
woman into this world like other men.
This woman who was His mother was
therefore Mother of God.  ‘That sacred
relation which knows no paraliel,
whith has its origin in the recesses
and secrets of the God who created
us, and which has its crown in the
affection and the confidence it estab-
lishes—this sacred relation of Son
and Mother existed between Jesus
Chirist and the Bleased Virgin, What-
ever honor and dignity a simple crea-
ture can reccive that wo would expect
to be conferred upon the Mother of
God. Nor shouid we say that she
ought not to have died. Since death
was the punisbment of gin it was not

coneeption, by her sinless Jife no stain
or oven mmperfection conld bo found in
her. But lier Son had died; had
offered himeelf becanse Ho willed it.
Bho would thereforo wish to die, that
she might bo like Him. And thus
baving lingered upon the earth for
gome fifteon years aflor our Lord's
death, yearning, lonoly, longing eho
slopt, or swconed away out of vory
love for Him who was all in all to her.
It waa not tho crucifixion again—that
had beon with her from the begin.
ning; 1t was the lauguishing of one
weary, the sicep of tho truly just.
The apostles were scattored at the
timo: and in & momoni, St. John
Dawmascene tells us, thoy were brought
to Jerusnlem, **whore a vision of
angels appeared to them and a sing-
ing of the angelioc powers was heard,
and thus many surrounded with the
glory of God gavo ber holy soul into
the hands of Cod.” With singing of
hymus tho Apostles and angels buried
her in Gothsemane where for threo
days the angols continued their chant,
and then ceased. St. Thomas who
hed heen absent arrived, and wishing
to pay his homage the Apostles open-
ed tho tomb. * They were unable to
find the body. as it was not in the
tomb, but the cloths remained in
which it had been wrapped. They
found also a sweet odor comiug from
the tomb, which they tben closed.
Astonislied at the wysterious miracle,
they came to the conclusion that He
who had been pleased to take fluah of
the Virgin Mary, and to become man,
and to be born of her, whoreas He
waa God the Word and tho Lord
of Glory who lad also presorved
incorrupt the virginity of His mother
in giving Him birth, had now been
pleased to preserve her pure body from
corruption afte: death, and had hon.
ored her by taking her to heaven
before the common and general resur.
rection.”

Thus was she who was most associ.
ated with our Lord’s life in suffering,
agsocinted witb Him also in the glory
and crowning of heaven. Thus was her
wonderful bumility exalted by dim
who had already ‘done great thiugs to
her ; and thus did her exceoding
great purity save her body from the
corruption of the grave.

If all this was most fitting that the
mother of the Emmanuel should be
first in glory as she was first in grace,
that her life should have a joyous
triumphant term as it had & triumph-
ant Dbeginning, what is befitting in
the children of such a 1nother ?
Joy at her exaltation ; imitate
her devotion, her simplicity, her
virtue. Go to ber in discouragement,
i temptation, in sorrow. ¢ Her
spirit is sweeter than honey, and her
beritage than the honeycomb.” *“8he
is ao infinite treasure of which they

that draw shall become thy friends of
God." *Whoso harkeneth to her
shall not be confounded, snd they that
work by her shall not sin.”

The Seoret of Confassion.

A decision in sn English court
of law is causing a good deal of talk
snd oxcitonent in High Church
ciroles, Bir Frederick Joune, Chief
Justico of the Court of Probate aud
Divorce, Intely rulod that o ministor
of tho gospel has no right to plead
privilege when asked to state in court
tho substance of o confidential com-
munication made to him in his sacred
capacity by ono of hig parishionora.
This moans that the seccots of the
confossional may bo revealed. And
as tho practico of auricular confession
is continually inoreasing amongat High
Church people it soriously affects tho
clergymon who practise it. In the
case in point the mimster did ropeat
whnt bad been told him rather than
incur the wrath of the unjust judge.
Hitherto it had beon an unwritton law
in England that a minister of the
gospel should not be asked to disolose
o slatement made to him under the
seal of the Sncrament of Penance.
No judge over demoaned himself so
lowas to ingist that this szcred bond
of confidence should be broken until
Sir Frodurick Jouns wandered from
the track of honor into the by-ways of
bigotry and petty porsecution. But
what i8 to bosaid of the minister who,
not wishingto get into trouble, bevayed
his poor penitent? It may be that
ministors with wives and children will
foel loath to incur imprisonment ; that
they will nct saorifice their sooial
standing to the requirements of their
office. But Catholic priests are not
much concerned how an English
judge decides such a point. Tho prieet
knows ho can never reveal the seoret
of the Confession. Thumbsorews,
racks and all the tortures aro not suffi-
oient to drag it out of him, Their
duty is plain, and countless examples
are on record in which devoted priests
have suffecred for years or died in
martyrdom rather than violate the
greatest confidence one individual can
ﬁivo another by opening ais heart to

im in the Sacrament of Penanco.

Assize Courts in Ireland.

—

The returns of the Summer Assizes
in Ireland have been very disappoint-
ing to the hopes of the Coernionist
opposition. It was expected that
sufficient proofs would be giver of the
increase in crime in that country to
Justify the English people in voting at
the coming eleotions for a continuation
of Coercion and Crimes Aotls; and,
although some of the judges, appointecs
of the Salisbury Governmant, attempt
ed to everlook the figures or exaggerate
the offences, the generel verdict is
that Ireland has not been, in fifty
years, 30 free from outrage and orime
of overy name es she is just now,
under a paternal Home Rule Govern-
ment. At the Kilkenny Aesizes Sir
Peter O'Brien, the Lord Ohief Justics,
whose zeal under the Balfour regime
entitled him to the soubriquet of Poter
the Packer, was forced to admit that
‘s ag far as relates to crime, there has
been a substantial—a most substantial
—decrease in the serions olass of
orimeg,” and even he was bound to
add, *‘a decrease in the minoroffenses.”
But here, says tho Dublin Freeman,
his Lordship's congratulations ceased,
for he immediately get himself to show,
with a gusto that was in marvelloas
contrast 1o the few words in which he

dismissed the important deorenso in
otimo, *“that the condition of tho
country was in & much worso condition
than the roturns proved.” Ho waxed
very wrothy ovor a couple of cases in
which the polico assumod that outmges
wore committed through hostility to
cortain prommont politicians, and
grow cloquent over the absoluto
necessity of showing * absoluto freo-
dom of specoh and abaoluto froedom
of action * to all of her Majesty s
subjer's.  Sir Peter, posing as the
champion of freedom of any kind, says
the Journal, is indeed o sight for gods
ond mon. hat freedom did 8ir
Potor cunfer, a fow years ago, on the
Catholics, who were oxcluded from
tho jury box by his own manipuiations
whilat Orange bigots wero exclusively
ompanelled to try Catholic prisondrs ?
It is o 2ity Sir Poter did not uphold
frecedom of spoech and action ab an
oarlior peried of his oareer. Had he
done 80, and aoted on such principles,
the memories of jury-packing in the
days of coeroion would not stand up
now “in acousing mockery of his
words."'

But Sir Peter, although in s bad
way ot Kilkenny, was more than
disappointed and mortifiedin Carlow.
At the Assizes in this county he had to
submit to the humiliation of being
presented with a pair of white gloves.
There was actually no criminal offenco
whatever to bo tried at tho Summer
Assize Court in Carlow.

The gentlomen of the Grand Jury
in Clare passed o resolution in which
sorious complaint was made of the
manvner in which crimes were claasified
in the official returns ; in faot, that
they wero cocked to suit the Gladstone
tegime. The Orange member for
Ulater, Mr. T. W. Ruasell, put a
question to the Chief Secratary in
Parlinment on the subject. Mr, Mor-
ley’s answer showed that Mr. Russoll
bad discovered a ** raere's nest.” He
merely stated that the vory gentlemen
“ho are now engaged in the work of
classification. are the samo who have
porformed that duty for the last ten or
twelve years.

At the Maryborough Assizes Judge
O'Brien uttered tho very sorious
complaint that there was only one
case of areon returned whilst there
wore nine olaims for ecompensation for
malicious burning before the Grand
Jury. Mr. Morley explained in Par-
liament that the police only returned
cases of arson which thoy honestly
believed to bo such, but an application
for compensation is no proof that an
outrage had been sommitted.

In North Tipperary the Lord Chief
Justico said: *“I am glad that the
general condition of your county, as I
am told by the County Inspector and
Crown Solicitor, is quite satisfactory."’

Tho 8troot Car Mooting,

A very domonatrative meoting took
ploce at the Horticultural Pavilion on
Friday night last. Tho audionco was
toa noiey to listen to argumont, and
the speakers were not eloquent enough
to hold them. The Mayor acted as
chairmoan, and was given a very un-
flattering reseption, which cortainly
must have had 1ta effect upon the first
speaker.

However strong his
arguments might be, they found a
watery grave in the turbulent sen of
lis mob-ike audience. Evon Dr.

His appeal to
British fair play, bis taunt that they
shuuld treat the question like men
and not children, that it should be
discussed upon 1ts morits, wore all
lost ; and we must fall back to the
Dootors letter the day bofore for his
plea, whose only forciblo point was
that: ¢ To ccnvert tho Lord's day
into a day of ordinary amusement is
to pervert its end.”

We wish the Protestont mimstars
to put a positive command upon their
peoplo of attending 8 morning religious
gorvice. .ot this bo done, and lot the
churches bring their power to have
tho positive sanctification of the Sun-
day, and then no abuse need be feared.
But ministers avo taking a part in this
Street Car question which augurs ill
for their influenco in the future.

The Manitoba BSohools.

A lotter published in tho Glule a
fow days ago desurves more attention
than nowspaper correspondence genor-
ally roceives. The lotter 1 question
is from tho pen of L. E. O. Payment,
formerly Sooretary of tho Southern
Tonchors’ Assooiation of Manitoba,
and treats of the character of the
Sohools of Manitoba. Dr. Bryce of
Manitoba Collegr  hed published s
lottor aaserting that tho schools thore
establishoed by law aro not sectarian in
oharacter. This, on account of the
gourco from which 1t sprang, not to
mention the desirable opinion it
asserted, carried great weight, as it
wans not tho light of a * benighted
easterner,” but of one who had hved
loug in Manitoba, and who, by his
position, ought to havo understood the
case, and might be oxpected, prima

facie, to bo just and honest. Wr.

Payment shows vory clearly that these
sohoolsareanything but non-sectarian:

I am not at p. sont a Manitoban, but
was such unti! Decomber, 1892, and, having
taught in tho prosent cstablished schools
for tho Inst two ycars, and in the Pro.
tostant Scparnte Bchool also for tho two

cara provious to \hedatoof their nbolition,

presumo that I am in a position to know
somothiug of the system of oducation of
that Province, and to call attention to a fow
facts which may changoe the light received
to quite a difforont color. I donot proposo
to ninko moro statements, but I shall rofer
you to one of the text-booka authorized for
use in the Publio Schools of Manitobn and
lot you judge for yourself whether it is
soctarian or not. But beforo proceading to
this, I wisk to call attention to a statement
reported by tho Globe, to have wven made
by the rospocted doctor, to tin effect that
*tho Advisory Board had Leen careful to
choose books suitablo to all, and had ex-
cluded sclections objectionable to Roman
Catholica.” Now, sir, that statement is not
borno out by the facts, asanyonoe who reads
Buckley's History of England will at onco
admit. And, morcover, when tho attention
of tho Advisory Board was called to tho
objoctionable parts of that bouk, and they
wero asked to chango it, or mako alterations
fn it by havicg it published excluding
certain parts of i, their reply to a letter
asking this change written by meo on the
advico of a mombor of the Advisory Bonrd.
who admitted that tho lianges shwuld o
made, was as followd:

Dzan 8in —~Your letter of October 10th re
orchorized toxt books at hand. This mat-
ter has been under cousideration, nnd wo
sce no reason for interfering with the book.

I havo the honor to bo, sir, your obedient
servant, B, A, Braxery, Chiof Clerk.

The teachers, ho tells us, with o fow
exceptions, refused to recommeond the
Government to change the book to
make it mwon-seclarian. At Brandon
a resolution to that efect was voted
down by 150. Again, by 120 at
Manitou, 8 similar resolution was loft
over. Thus, as the letter remarks:
« It is apparent that at prosent even
tho teachers of Manitoba are not will-
ing to deal justico to the mmority.”
In order to substantiate the sectarian
character of the book sevoral quota-
tions are given :

+* The worship of images and relics was
nbolished.” It ls almost needless to say

that thin oceuren In tho nocount of thereign
of Henry VI, in thocarly days of tle Ite.
formation, and has referenco to the vonera.
tien of Cathiolics for holy things, for pleturos
of aur Bavinur and thesaints, **The mottoof
the Catholiochurch o sompor idem." Theso
wordy then plainly accuso Jloman Cathollea
of wurchlppin;( {Protostant teachors give
tho meaniug of thir to bo adoring) retienand
images, & idoctrino which they abhor, and
whieh would nmount to nothing less than
folatry. This isan unfounded accusation,
besiddes boing Pla!nl‘\' a statemont againat
the ltoman Cathollo religion. Will Dr.
Bryco ray that this Is not objoctionablo to
Ruinau Catholien?  Will ho say that the
Advisory Board has left oot all selections
which would bo nbjoctionable to thom ¥

Further the nuthor of tho history
speaks of Protostantisio as *‘tho candlo
of truth”, and Mr, Payment vory
appropriotoly asks whother such re-
marks aro not sooctarian, and
whothier thoy suit all clneses. Other
quotations are given which aro equally
offensive, and yot 270 podagoguos,
with o professor at their head, claim
such & book to be non-scotarinn.
“What must the book be with such
wigeacres and fair-minded men to iu.
terprot and oxplainit! Wo quote in
full cho Lalanca of this oxcellent lotter :

In it just to attempt to forec ou o peoplo
schools whoso toxt-books calumulato their
religion, and declare it to be falso b{ ns.
serting that {ts rival is * the oandlo of
truth,” whoso text books sap out of thelr
children the love which thoy should have
for their falth ?

Dr. Br{co states that the aot of 1890
provides that tho echools shiall bo conducted
on non scctarian principles. That, sir, is of
very little lmportanco, unloas tho act
enforced, and it {s an obvious fact thut it s
uot enforced,

As for tho opinions of Senator Glirard
and Hon. A. A. C. Lariviere, I respect thom,
but at tho samo timoe 1 doubt very much if
they over examined toxt-books to sce
whother the act wore onforced or not,and 1
may oven assort that thoy have nover read
it as carcfully os one whoso duty it is to
teach it dally, aud they aso thereforo not in
as good a poeition to express an opinion on
the matter.

If tho Glole will examine tho questions
and facts given abovo I beliovo that {t will
comne to tho conclusion that tho schools of
Manitoba, as at presont establishod by law,
arc not non-scctarian, and will como to a
different conclusion from that arrived at
by the Advisory Board of Manitoba, of
which Dr. Bryce is o membeor.

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The Fatal Jacob's Ladder.

A sensational sudden death occurred
in Belfast lately owing to the risky
porformance of climbing blindfolded
tho * threo steps of Jacob's ladder.”
While making preparations for a very
grand demonstration on the 12th July,
the Orangemen of Sandy Row dis
trict did a great deal of canvaasing for
new mombers through the city. There
ware speocial ncetings beld every night
in the Orango bhall of that division,
and iavitations by the dozen or acore
at one sitting wore the order of the
day or tho night. On the evening of
the 7th July a cousiderable number
of members had assembled to wituoss
tho ceromony of initiating several
candidates into an Order called * the
threo steps of Jacob's ladder.” The
aspirants to promotion in this high
grade of Orangeism must walk up the
steps of an ordinary ladder having a
flat board on top, which the initiated
must reach, and stand upon, to pro-
claim his victory over all and every,one
opposed to Protesiant ascendanoy in
Ireland. Twelve persons had proceed-
od successfully through this difficult
and dangerous performance, when
David Hall, 82 years of sge, married
and living at 16 Great Northern street
— mounted the ladder blindfolded,
like thoss who preceded him ; but from
what cause it does mot appear, the
moment he reached tho third atep, he
foll backwards towards the ground.

Yo was corried out of the hall mw
tho anto-room--whoroe several of the
brothren tried to rouse him fromn a
kind of stupor of which ho was seized,
and others said ** he should pull lnm.
solf togothor and try it agnin,” Dr,
Blaok was sent for who crdered his
removal to tho (loraral Hospital,
where hodied on tho 18th as a resalt
of the injuries ho had received.

At tho Coroner's inguest it was
sworn to by soveral. that two nr throo
momboers caught him in their arms
boforo he touched the tloor, This
account of the accidont if correot
points to gomothing miraculous, as a
visitation, in tho man's vudden death.
Dr. Isnac A, Davidson dop~srd ¢ 1 am
o resident surgeon of tho Belfast Royul
Hospital—David Hall, aged 82 years,
was admitted into this institution on
Friday, 7th July, 1803 —suiTering from
parolysis of tho body and lower linbs,
the result of an injury to tho spins,
Tho samo David Hall romained in
the institute until his death, which
ocourred on Thureday morning July
18th, &s o result of injury to the spine.
Tho post mortem examination ro-
vealod dislocation of tho spino
betwoon tho sixth and seventh cer-
vical vortebrro.”  George C. Stephen-
gon doposed—David Hall came to
Sandy Row Orange Hall, on Friday
evoning to attend & specinl meeting at
9.80 p m. Ho was going through the
stop in advance for which Lo came
that night. We have an Ordor which
wo call ¢ Tur FIRST THRER STEPS OF
Jacon's rabpen.” At tho time ho
stopped on the third step or platform
he foll back suddenly without any
ono touching him—before ho reached
the floor he was caught by two or
three of the Orango brothren—wo
then took him into the unte-room, and
ashed if he was hurt—we left him in
charge of some of tho brethren, and
told him to pull M mselftogethor and go
on again.” To a juror—his eyes weze
closed when he reached the third stap.
How to reconcile tho Dr's evideace
of injury to the spine and the Orange
brother's evidence of his receiving no
injury is one of those mysteries that
time even docs mnot attempt to
unravel,

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DEATH OF A PRIEST-SCIENTIST.
Father Vinez, ono of the most dis-
tinguished scientigts of the Jesuit
Order, died at Havana, Ouba, last
week. It will be sufticiont to speak of
this learned and good man i the
words of the historiun, Froude, in a
work writton by him on his return to
England a fow years ago after an
vxtended tour of the West Indies.

*The afternoon was spent more
mstructively, perhaps more agreeably,
in a different scenc. The Marquis
M—— lind been a pupil of the Jesuits.
Ho had personal friends in the Jesuit
College at Huvauna, ospecislly one,
Father Vinez, whose name is fanuliar
to students of meteorological science
and who has supplanted and corrected
the accepted law of storms by careful
observation of West Indian hurricanes.
The Jesuits aro as well ,poken of in
Havana as the Moravians in Jamaica.
Every one had a good word for them.
They alone, as 1 have said, tock the
trouble to provide the good people
with a sermon on Sundays. They
alone among the Catholic clergy.
though they live poorly and have no
endowent, exert themselves to pro-
vide a tolerable education for the
middle and upper classes.

*¢ Tho Marquis undertook that if we
called we should be graciously receiv-
ed, and I was curious and interested.
Their college had been an enormous
monastery. The college had four
hundred lads and young men who pay
for their education ; some hundreds
more are taken out of charity. The
Jesuits conduct the whole and do it all
unaided, ou their own resources.
And this is far from all thrt they do.
They keep on a level witk the age,
they are men of learning, they are
men of science, they are the Royal
Socirty of Cuba.

«t They have an observatory in the
college, and the Father Vinez of whom
I have spoken is in charge of ii.
Father Vinez was our particular object.
The porter's lodge opened into a court-
yard like the quadrangle of a college
at Oxford. From the courtyard we
turped mto 8 narrow stawrcase, up
which we climbed unul we reached
the roof, on and under which the
Father had his lodgings and his
observatory machinery. We entered
a small room, plainly furnished with
a table and a few uncushioned chairs;
table and chairs all except the Father's
ittered with books and papers. Cases
stood round the wall, containing self-
registering instruments of the most
advanced modern type, each with its
paper barrel unrolling slowly under
clockwork, while a pencil noted upon
it the temperature of the atmospheric
pressure, the degree of moisture, the
ozone, the clectricity. In the middle,
surrounded by bis tools and his ticking
clocks, sat the Father.

 He received my companion with
a warm affectionate smile. The Mar-
quis told him that I was an English-
man who was curious about the work
in which ke was engaged, aud he
spoke to me at once with the polite-
ness of a man of sense. After a few
questions asked and answered, ho took
us out to a shed among the roof tiles,
where lie Lept his large telescope, his
equatorial and bis transit instrauments
—not on the great scale of State-sup-
ported abservatories, but with every-
thing which was really escential. He
had a laboratory, too, and a workshop,
with all the recent appliances. He
wmanzged and repaired his own ma-
chinery, otscrved, mado lis notes and
wrote hie repnrt to the socielies with
which he was in correspondence all by
himself. The ontfit of such an entab-
ment, even on a moderate scale, is
expensive. I sd Isupposed thut the
government gave him a grant. * So
far from it," he said, * that wo have to
poy o duty on every article we import.
* Who. then, pays for 1t all 2" I asked.
¢The Qrder,” bie answered quite simply.

* The house, I believe, was a gift,
though it cost the State nothing, hav-

ing been simply seized when the monks
ware expelled. The Order now main-
taing it, and more than repays tho
government for its gingle not of gonor.
osity. At my companion’s suggostion,
Father Vinez gave wo n copy of his
book on hurricanet. I{ contains a
rocord of the labori~ua journeys whioh
he made to the sceao of the dovasta-
tions of the Iast ten yencs. The
scientific value of the Fathor's work is
recognized by the highest authoritios,
though I cannot venture even to at

tempt to explain what ho has done,

** Ho then conducted us over tho
building and showed us tho libraries,
dormitories, play grounds and all the
other arrangements which were made
for the students. Of theso wo saw
none. They were all out, but the long
tables were laid out for afterncon tes.
There was n cup of milk for each lad,
with a plate of honey and a roll of
bread, aud supper would follow in the
ovening. The sleeping galleries were
divided intu cells, open at the top for
ventilation, with bed, table, chest of
drawers and washing apparatus, all
scrupulouely clean.

** So far as I could judgo the fathers
cared moro for the boys’ comfort than
for their own. Through an open door
our conductor faintly indicated the
apartment which belonged to himself.
Four baro walls, a bare tiled floor, a
pallet with a crucifix above the pillow
was all that it contained. There was
no parade of ecclesiasticism. The
libraries were well furnished, but the
books were chiefly secular and scienti-
fic. The chapel was unornamented ;
there were a few pictures, but they
ware simplo and inoffensive. Every-
thing was good of its kind down to
the gymnpastic court and swimming
bath. The holiness was kept in the
background. It was in the spirit and
not in the body. The cost of the
whole establishment was deirayed out
of the payments of the richer stu-
dents, managed economically for the
benefit of the rest, with cowmpleto 1n-
difference on the part of the .athers
to indulgence and pleasures of their
own. As we took leave the Marquis
kissed his old master’s brown hand.
I rather envied bim the privilege.”

Thoszo who allow themsclves to give way
to montal ferment and worry should not
look for health or comfort, fur both wait on
peaco of miad. Nor should they hops for a
pleasing face, called ** ever young,"” for
wrinkles aro sure to follow closo upon the
frotting, and tho features look * old before
their time.”

Sloth is the deadness of the intellect. in
a sense of indastry, in an ardent desire for
activity, in an beroic spirit of usefulacss,
thero is that kind of zest an animation, sat-
isfaction aod dclight, connected with so
much inward approbation and consciousncss
of rectitude, that it is tho greatest source on
earth of contentment and peace of mind.

Devotion to a friend does not consiat in
doing cverything for him, but simply that
which is agreeable, and of service to him,
and let it only bo revealed to him by acci-
dent. Wo all love freedom, and cling tona-
ciously to our little fancies ; we do not like
others to arrange what we have purposely
2§t in disorder; wo cven resent their over.
anxiety and care for us.

Thoy who aro naturally cool and of a qaiet
turn of mind, upon whom nothing can make
too powerful an impression, who are not
wont to be excited cither by great sorrow or

Solected Rocelpts.

Baxaza Suonrcake.—Ono pint of
flour, ono large teaspoonful of good
boking powder, one third cupful of
shorteniog mado moist with milk,
While baking stice bananas in the pro-
portion of three to ono arange; grato
the outside of the orangoe poel and mix
with one cupful of sugar. Split tho
freshly Laked cake, butter and fill with
fruit Four tablespoonfuls of sweet
cream, beaton stiff, nud added to the
fruir, is an improvement. This is a
delicious cake.

ScarLorep  Potatoks.—Butter the
bottom and sides of o dish. Putina
layor of cold boiled potatoes, sliced,
season with pepper, salt and small pic-
ces of batter, and duss with flour. Put
in another layer of potatoes in the same
way and when the dish is filled, cover
the top with cracker crumbs helf an
inch thick. Pour a cup of cream over
the whole and bake in a moderate oven
for balf an hour. This may be varied
by tho uso of a seasoning of finely
chopped celery or parsley.

Liver.—A very nice and tasty way
of cooking liver, ie to cut it in slices
about an eighth of an inch thick, andg,
to wake the dish look nicely, stawp the
liver in rounds with a pastry cutr |,
aud season it with pepper aud salt,
then entirely cover with egg and
bread crumbs, and fry in clean, hot
grease until a nice golden coior. Fry
some very thin slices of bacon, and ar-
rango them betweon the liver, and pour
a thick brown sauce round the dish,
and, unless you prefer the sauce plain,
you will find the addition of a little
chepped gherkin and capers will im-
prove it very much,

A Nick Dessent.—Have two sauce-
pans on the stove. Boil in cach a pint
of milk ; moisten in a cup a heapicg
tablospoonful of corn-starch with a lit-
tlo water; a pinch of salt and two
tablespoonfuls of sugar. Stir this
briskly to press out all the lumps.
Now stir this into the boiling milk.
Allow this to boil about five minates.
Set 1t nway from the stove and add one
teaspoonful vanilia. Have china or
glass saucers; put two tablespoonfulsg
in each, and spread it out. Now pre-
parethc other pint of milk. Takeagain
a heaping tablespoonful of corn-starch
and procred os above, with sugar and
salt, but add to this the yolks of two
eges, and the grated rind of a lemon.
Stir this also in the boiling milk, and
after boiling threo minates, take it off
the fire; thon placo on cach of the
plates a spoonful of this yellow blanc-
mange on the white, to make it Jook as
much as possiblo like fried eggs. The
whites of the eggs are to be besten
very light with powdered sugar, and
spread over the white part. Servo
cold.

Hoaschold Hints,

Oil cloth or linoleum will be bright-
ened by a thin coac of copal varnish.

A great convenicnco when cleaning
house, suggested by the Globe Llemo-
crat, is a stick with a notch 1n tho end
that will Jift the picture cords off from
tho hooks, without so much stopping
up and down.

It is not generslly koown that the
shine can be cnsily and quickly removed
from the shoulders and elbows of gowns
by o gentle friction with emory paper.
Don't rub too bard—jost enough to
raiso a little nap, and then, in the case

warmed silkc handkorchief.

For poiishing [{urniture, waxed or
stained floors or picturo framos, the
following proparation is good . DMelt
breswax, turpentine and sweot oil.
Rub this on with a soft cloth or pieco
of chamois.

To clenn tho most delicate laco,
spread tho lace out carefully on wrap
ping paper, then sprinkle it carofully
with caloined magnesia, place another
papor over it, and put it away between
tho leaves of a book for two or throe
days. All it needs is o skillful shake
to scatter the white powder, aud then
it is ready for wear again with slonder
threads intact, and as fresh as when
new.

Farm Notes.

Water supply and irrigation will
sooner or later be found worthy the
consideration of eastern farmers.

Bear in mind that in the culture of
your crops the manurial value and effect
upon your farms themselves is an im-
portant element to be taken into con-
sidera..on. I believe that the present
drift of science will lead our farmers to
adopt what I beliove to be u better sys-
tem, in which the legumes will form a
more important article of our cattle
foods.

Sage is a profitable crop. For
market purposes it is grown from seed,
the plants being set out on ground
tbat bas been occupied by peas or some
esrly crop, so as to secure a late crop
from the land. The rows are twenty
inches apart, the plants being twelve
inches apart in a row. Late in the
fall the crop is harvested, tied up in
bunches and sold.

It ia bard to tell how to got rid of
garlic, calamus and Canada thistles, for
whet one has tried with success an-
other claims to have tried faithfully
with no success or at least poor success.
Our own experience is, that nothing
equals keeping all weeds hoed down
close to tho ground, cutting them off
83 gsoon as they appear above the
ground. A plant cannot live long
without leaves with which to breathe.

No matter how brutally the horse
i8 punished, how excrucisting the pain
inflicted upon him, he suffers it all
mutely. He does not cry out, bellow
or yelp a8 any other animal does, man
included, but by reason of hig fine
orgunization he suffers even more acute-
ly. This charactsristic of the horse
should be romembered at e}l times, and
his unvoiced protest against abuse
should be to bis kceper the most
pathetic appeal for kind treatment and
humane consideration,

Gardening Notes.

It is sometimes advisablo to renow
old orchards, especially for small plant-
ers. The work must bs done carefully
end the land ennicbed and cultivated
thoroughly in order to secure good re-
sults.

A botanist reports that in the north.
ern part of Greenland 1he Arctic popoy
forms one of the most beantiful features
in the floral scenery. Tho flowers
grow in immense sheets, giving a golden
character to tho country that would, it
is said, scarcely be cqualed by o largoe
field of buttercaps or dandelions.
Pure  whire hlossoms aro not in-
frequent among the yollow ones.

A good authority on small fruix
culturo has said that in planting a ten.
tcro tract ho would divido it as follows ;
Threo acres of asparagus; two of
strawberrics ; two of blackberries and
one of raspberrics, lewving the othor
two for buildings, sheiter belts and
gurden.

the place, and toon succoeded in restoring
quiot.  The ringleaders were placed under
arrest.

Armagh.

Oz Saturday night, July 22d, a young
anilor named ‘T'bomas lfamilton. of the
briguntine  Huntress, moored at the City
quay, Dublin, was drowuned by falling into
tho Liffoy. Ho was about 20 years of age,
and a native of Killylezgh. The Coroner's
Jury returned a verdict of accidental drown-
ing.

Miss Gray's brilliant college
career, our readers will romember, brought
her name promineatly before the public a
few ycars ago. Dr. Moxley passed quietly
away on the morning of July 2lst (two
honrs after what should have been his
wedding day), after an illness that developed
serious symptoms very rapidly. Ib all he
was only a fortnight ill, during which time
Aiiss Gray, who had been seat for, was
unremitting in her attendance on  her
afiianced busband  Dr, Moxley was highly
esteemed and respected by all classes in
Gloucester, where he had attained a high
potition in his profession.

Theo past weeks have been busy ones
for the Redemptorist Fathers who
bave chargo of the far-famed shrine of
St Aunne do Beaupre, twepty-one miles
below Quebec. St. Anne's day, July
26th, is tho great day at Beaupre,
and the number of pilgrims to theshrine
on that day and the days immediately
preceding and following it is always
very large. This year, because of the
addition made to the relics of the
shrina last summer, when Mgr. Mar-
quis brought a larger relic to St. Anne
de Beaupre than the one that has been
there over two centuries, the attend-
ance was something extraordinary.

A member of the late English pil-
grimago to Rowe, in a letter addressed
to the Frauciecan Anbpals, tells of a
vigit paid to the church of the Capn-
chins, near the Piczza Barberini, which
containsg the incorrupt body of Brother
Crispin, a lay brother of the order,
who died in may, 1730. Says the
writer: “The peaceful countenance
with the lips and cheeks ruddy, the
teoth perfect, and the wholoe body
appearing as if in sleep, canuot fail to
mako a deep impression on every be-
holder.” Blessed Orispiu lived to the
ripe old age of 82. He was romarkable
for bis devotion to the Blessed Virgin,

Monsignor Satolli is demonstrating,
perbaps in the most striking manner,
his great qualifications for the import-
ant trusts hs holds by the admirable
discretion and silence which he main-
taios in tho midst of the many senseloss
and astute efforts that are being mede
to have him commit himself by an un-
guarded ntterance, The apostolic dele-
rato is ovidently a born diplomat, and
every day enhances the estvem in which
be is held by reverent Catholics and
by non-Catholics, samong which Iatter
class the number of his admirers is
growing greater. Leo XIII evidently
chose the best man when he selected
his “Perogian boy” for the delicate
and difficult mission of Papal represen-
tative to the Catholic church of the
United Stetes.

It is now authoritatively announced
that the archbishops of the church of
tho United States bave taken the mat-
ter in hand and a svitable dwelling for
the Papal legation will be erected in
Washingten. The dotails will b set-
tled at a meeting of tho archbishops in
Chicego. Dr. O'Gorman, professor at
the Catholic University at Washington,
is qooted agsaying: * It is nocessary
to build a house for Archbishop Satolli,
ag an_ private residenco that could be
boughbt is wholly unsuited to the needs
of those who will occupy a Papal
legato's bouse. Homes that bave been
intended for family uses havo not the
rrrangements necessary for & legation,
which requires offices, ete.” At pre-
sont Archbishop Satolli and his two
subordinates, Monsigoor Sbarretti and
Rav. Dr. Papi, occupy s suito of rooms
on tho seccud floor of tha divinity
building of tho university.

Book Notioes.

Of the differont books which have
been sent to us lately none is more

interesting or moro realistio than the
Memars of  Chaplan Life by Rev.
Father Corby of tho Congregation of
the Holy Cross, Notre Damo, Indiana.
Tins good priest spent threo years lur.
ing tho great civil war of the United
States as ohaplain, and now tells the
story of the battles, sieges he passed
through, and the ministerinl expori-
oncy he goined upon the field and in
the camp. Tho two hundred pages
bring out in bold relief the chivalry
and devotedness of the Irish Brigade,
which formed the centre of Father
Corby’s services. Itis a war history
such as has not yet appeared, 1n which
battles are not fully deseribed or
strategies discussed. But the reader
can see the patniotism and religious
spirit of the man who gave bimsulf up
go earnestly to Ins work, and wlho now
draws a pen picture uf the many fear-
ful scenes with a modesty which exalts
him still wore in our estimation.

There is one good eftect which this
bouk ought to Lave smongst Ameri-
cuns at this parucular time, and it is
to remind a younger generation that
Catholics dared death for the Ropublic
from which many would now expel
them as aliens.

The August number of The Canadian
Magasine opens with & very well
written article upon Sir Jobn Thomp-
son and his critics by J. L. P. O'Hanly.
He starts off with what looks like a
truism, but which has not been
accepted by Dr. Douglas et al, viz:

that conversion to Catholicity among
English-speaking communities, as a
means to an end, has no place in the
shifta and expedients of genius. An
examination .of the circumstances
proves the truth and leads up to Sir
John Thompson, whose ability all
admit, and who, were he still Protes-
tant, would be & very Joshua to
Canada. Mr. (O'Hanly proceeds to
review in masterly style several objec-
tions to the Premier.

The article upon the Political
Lessons from the Times of Qicero did
not strike us very forcibly. Its
opening sentence leads the reader to
think that Cicero lived 1n the time of
the Roman Empire  +* The political
sitvation of the Roman Empire in the
ume of Cicoro afforde many lessons
which apply with striking force to the
political condition of the common-
wealths existing at the preseni day.”
The body of the article treats of events
with more historical accuracy. But
Cicero was not the leading apint in the
tremendons changes of that period.
Cicero was a great orator, no mean
philosopher; ho was, however, a
vacillating and unsuccessiul states-
man. He hardly deserves to give his
name to & period in the political
history of Rome.

In the article upon the North-West
Rebellion Mr. G. R. ‘Brocks psys a
high comphment to Father Legoff and
the other Catholic missionaries of this
vast distnics which should be repeated
in full:

Rev. Father Legoff descrves something
more than a passing Dotice. A tall, than,
spare man, I mistook him for an Tudian
when I first snw him. Ris fare was tanned
tho color «f leather. his clerical garb was
frayod aud worn, his shoes would have
