lost i stenatiers Pacifie & Northern Belle by fire, and with
its sister company, the North Shore Navigation Comnpany,
siltered several more or less serlous accidents during the
season. For 1899, $100 will cover any injuries the steamers
of the Northerni Navigation Co. have sustained during the
entire season. The C.P.R. fleet bas also coule throughi
without serious mnislaps. With the exception of the dam-
agde resulting from the conflagration of the Athabasca, in

August, iothing worth menioning lias iappenled. The
ycar IS99 will certainly be reiembered as one of exception-
al freedom from disaster."

But little of the grain lias been nir-
keted yet, for want of sleiglin- and the farners' clemand
for higher prices. Fur lis begun to arrive froin the
North in smnall quantities aînd commands good prices. The
larger shipmnents Vill not reach here before the opening
of navigation on the iorthern rivers. Weather so minld
lately that water is on the streets and most of the snow
lias disappeared from the exposed side nills. There have
been no business failures here of late, and by the hopeful
and satisfied tone of the inerchants generally do not antici-
pate any.

of the proerty' stored therein. Tiey hold the elevator re-
ceipts and bave thli whent sold let us say, for December
deliîvery. Suîddenly, wiule trade is in an apparently healthy
condi:tion, and'hefore the time for delivery comes, weak-
ness develops in tle inairket and the price begins to drop.
The elevator ien are pulting ealh wheat upon the market.
Tt is the wheat of whiel th0y are only the custodians;
wheat whach they iave already sold for future delivery; it
is 3vheat owned by those to whom it has been sold. Down
ges the price, one, twc, tirce, four, five cents a bushel, or
more if necessary. No one is able to assign any commer-
cinl reason for the decline. The owners are discouraged,
tlen denioralized, at last "paicky," and they "jump ont"
of ivhat fhey had bouglt for December. They sell to
wloni? To the custodians of their property who "take
it in for a turi." That's liquidation as the elevator com-
bine anderstcnd if. Do yon see nothing criminal in this?

One of the evils of the party system of government is
seen if, the practice of making Budgets, which ought to
be stfictly business documents, instruments of party
warîfaf, for defenîce or attack. The Hnble. Mr. Mar-
chand stated in presenting bis Budget that his predeces-
sor' afer claiming to foresee a surplus in 1896-7 of $160,-
864. ca1e ont at the endi of the year with a deficit of
$81.0.,84, whicb shows bis predecessor to have been out
of bis caliculation by $971,348 in one year. Mr. Marchand
assertcd that the preseut Provincial Governnent in their
first year bad reduced this deficit of $810,484 to one of
oli $187,030, the saving having been $623,453. In
their second yeir he. claimed, that they had not only
wiped out the leficit but had come out with a surplus of
$33,615.' which result was claimed to have been achieved
bv economy and by increasing receipts without increas-
ing the taxation.

Among the reductions and savings effected he particu-
larizcd the following: Putblio clebt. $32,854; legislation,
$20,82 (naking in all in this item a reduction of $5,522
on its cost in 1895-6, of $98,506 on its cost in 1896-97,
and of $20.882 on its cost in 1897-98); civil government,
$12.934; administration of justice. $9,248; public works
ami biuilciigs, $4.514 .(ordinary). $39,624, (extraordin-
an lnnas, forests and fisheries, $4,636; explorations,
surreV and n ines, $7,057; agriculture, $21,808. These
jogetiler amount to $192.557. Assuming these economies
to have been effcted the record is highly creditable to
the Quebec administration. We should, however, have
better understood how a saving of $834.099 had been ae.

Tihe returns are aiomalous. The Manlufaetures grouped
uider tlie heading "Tron" wcre certainly higily prosper-
us last year, far more o Ilian in 1898 and 1897, yet the

insolvents i'n 1S99 liad liabilities four tiiies theiafùiit

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of these in two previous years. Although last year w'as
so much' more favourable for business than its inmnediate
predecessors the liabilities of insolvents engaged in manu
facturing were, $4,594,153, against $2,229,083 in 1898,
and $3,659,135 for the sane class of failuyes. Those of a
trading class show a marked decline last ycar, the total
liabilities being $1,459,102 less than in 1898, and $3,978,-
668 below those of 1897. General stores and dry goods
insolvents alone had $2,30,000 less lia bilitis than 1897,
and grocers $423,000. Traders in liquors, stores, and
drugs, however, were more unfortunate last year as their
total liabilities were greater than in 1897. . The .trans-
portation business inakes a good shewiLg Lu this respect
in 1899.

IIPORTED SAMPLES.
ln Our issue of 29th September last, wre narrated the

experience of a Sheffield manufacturer ivho came to this
city with a snall hand satehel containing patterns of his
geods which, being of solid silvar and highly artistie,
were costly, No two pieces were alike, as his object was
to show as mnany samples as canid. possibly be packed in
a hand bag. Before being allowed to remove these
goods fro the Uustoin Ouse lie 1had ta pay duty amount-
ing to $15.75, equal ta 30 per cent., yet, althougli next
day after releasing thaem they were taken out of Canada,
en route to the staLes, no rebate was 'allowed. For the
opportunity of showing these articles to a few of our
storekeepers he was charged $15.75I We condemuned
this as an exorbitant charge, which wias wbolly contrary
to the spirit of the preferential tariir. On the 10th. Noi-
veniber we stated anotier case of an English manufac-
turer bavilg lad to pay $369.36 duty on saimples Iost
of which were taken out of Canada in a. day or two.

In speaking of the latter case we pointed out the diili-
culty Of distniguishing between sauple goods brought in
and taken back intact and those of 'wbich sone are in-
tended for sale. While recognizing the necessity for
protecting the Customs froi goods.alleged to be samuples
being inported without paying duty, we presssed on the
Government the urgency of some arrangement being
made to allow samples being admitted free. We have
nuch pleasure in reporting that our plea and remo-
strance have induccd the Government to change the rule
as to imported samples. They are now to be allowed a fult
rebate on being taken Out of the country when they are
identifted by tise Customs as having been entered as sain-
ples. We sec a difficulty in working such a regulation,
but doubtless the ingenuity of the Custons officiais will
overncome it, as we believe the Governmsent is sincere in
desiring to facilitate and develop the move ent for larger
trade with Great Britain.

THE COTTON INDUSTRY, 1899.
Althougli the prices ef raw cotton advanced steadily

throughout the past ycar, the denand was so liie ly to
enable manufacturers in Great Britain to clear botter pro-
lits than they 1had reaped for mnany years. Not Oly
those who make their own yarn, but others wliose cloth
is produced from bought yarn had oed results out of
the ade of 1899. The r'aw material frem tle States ad-
vanced 45 per cent. last year, and the gyptiasi about 82
per cent. As the time drew near for itlering the
Ameican cotton crop, the usual speculatios arose sto
it yicld. One authority placed it at 11,000,000 bales

which was so generally relied on in Lancashire as toe. keep
purchasers from buying freely. Another estiiàte put
the coming crop at 9,000,000 only. A growing beliet
in the lower figures being nearer correct sprang up as
deliveries began, This gave rise to a bull inovenent
which was maintained to the close of the year. Early
in August, 1899, "middling Aimerican" was quoted ab 3
12-32d; at the close of that month the price -was 3
15-32d; a month later -'-d was reached; in another ionth,
December 1st,. - 11-32d, and the price advanced until
the close of the year. In "32's Twist," the-rise froin Au-
gust to October was frot 5îd to 6-d. and to Deceiber 1,
6.13-16d. Iu "40's Wcft," the -advance froin early Au-
gust to 1st Deceiber was froi 5 14-16d to 9 15-16d,
with further inserease later. At the close of the year,
"spot niddling" stood at 4kId, the mnaxinuun for 1899,
the confidence in the crop reaching 11 million bales liav-
ing givei way to a belief that about .10 millions. would
be'the limuit. The average price of 'middlinsg" is gvei
by the London "Economist" 'fron whose article our data
are derived, as 3 9-164 against 3 5-16d in 1898. The
aerage of "good fair Eigyptian" being 5-d as compared
with 4 5-16d in previous ycar.

.Earlv in last year the orders for yarn nmade froin Ame
ricsin cotton were moderate, a condition which was di-
minishing the margin between the cost of raw .material
auid the yield of yarn produced. Trouble over a threat-
ened strike amongst the weavers disturbed the trade for
awhile until it was averted by wsages being advanaced 2-1
percent. Thius settlemîent gave the required confidence,
so that productioîn greatly iiiereased. Tie Indiin mar-
ket absorbed large quantities, in view of rising prices.
Yarui was largely in dens and, andi throughosut the year.its
production only kept pace with the activity of the loomns.
Althougli ianiúf'ciuring went ou so briskly 11ercie was
no accumulation of stocks at tue imills. 'Llie home
market for yarn semis to lsav made ui for a slackseei
demand for export, the continental cotton manufacturers
requiring less of British made yarns, owing, we believe,
to the ilcrease in spinning mnachinery operated by foreign
manufacturers. Bolton spinnings, liowever, in the lat-
ter part of the year were very active as "quite a boom set
in, and producers of the finer numbers in coarse and
carded descriptions were, perhaps, never so deeply niider
contract as at the present time.

To manufacturers of cotton cloths business has been
encouraging. Orders are on' land from lcading custons-
ers which will keep producers active for a leigth of time.
India has been taling close upon half of the total ex-
ports of cotton clotihs, and shipinents to China have been
large. The present famine in India wil lo'wer con-
sumption, but in spite of this drawrbaak, tIe trade with
lndia will be active for some months. Our contempor-
ary gives the following table of shipmeonts of cotton geods
iroin Lancashire:

000. The decreases last year of cotton goods shipmnents
from England were: Brazil, 76,000,000 yards; Turkey,
57,000,000; Japan, 11,000,000; Cermnany, 9,200,000;
Rolland, 4,600,000; Gibraltar, 2,500,000; Malta, 1,400,-
000; Uruguay, 2,500,000.

These enormous Jigures give a mnost striking exhibit of
tie vast production of the Lancashire cotton inills. The
eight markets above named took 164,200,000 of yards less
last year, yeL tie aggregate shipments were enormnously
increase(1, as, to other markets, the exports iii 1899 were
388,6097,700 yards iii excess of tiose in 1898.

The average profit for the year on the share capital
engaged in the Lancasliire spiinning imills vas 10J per
cent., but, allowing for the iiitrest on loans, the return
vas about 8 per cent. Although considered satisfac-

tory we do not regard a yield of 8 per cent. on capital
suk in a manufacturing industry as an adequate return,
for iL is subject to very serious vicissitudes and capital
lokked up in iachinery and other plant is practically ir-
recoverable save at an enormous sacrifice. The coin-
panies numîîber 77, they enploy 6,025,990 spincles, and
tlheir Capital amounts L $28,730,000. Tcre are now
beng crected 12 niew mills to run 880,000 spindles. Al-
thouglh large orders are booked ahead, it is deemed like-
ly thaL the current year, 1900, will not resuIt as favour-
ably Lo the cottontrade as 1899. In 1898 England
imîpo.ted 19,004,896 cwts. of cotton, and iii 1899 only
14,52,0,391 cwts., the quauUtiy last year being 253.59 less
while the total value was only 18.79 less. This shows
ihat the raw miaterial uscd in the larger part of last year
cost less Lian wlat is now being worked up, so that un-
JOes prices are maintained the profits of current year
vill decline below those of 1899, as stocks are low and

the prices of cotton are now very high.

THE ERl1E CANAL AND THE GRAIN TRADE OF
TUE FUTURE.

The full reports on the condition of the Erie Canal,
the condition of vhich iad leaked out in advance, wcre
alluded to in this Journal on the 12th Jaauary, have
now been made public along with Governor loosevelt's
message transmitting them to the New York Legislature.
The mnateriai facts are not changed to any extent fron
what Iwas given out by the leakage, but the details are of
interest to other people than those of the State of New
York, and especially to Canadians who are designated in
all the reports as being most formidable conmpetitors for
connercial' supremacy.

The report of the Canal Commission appointed by
Gov. Rhoosevelt, he report of the coîniuiittee appoilited
by the New York Cliamber of Commerce, on the relative
decliie of Neiw York as the conunercial centre of the
continent, and the message of the Governor to the Lcgis-
lature, all agrec that meicasures, aluost of an .heroic char-
acter, iust bc adopted if Lthe inîterests of New York are
to maintain thcir suprenacy. With unanimity the threc
documents all agree, primarily in blaming therailroads
for the unfair discrimination against New York in favour
of other Atlantic ports. The New York Central is spe-
cially pointed out as the chief of sinners in this respect,
because tiat road lias been the recipient of so many ad-
vantages from the State and the old story of ingratitude
for past fa-vours has again to be recorded.

Two schemes for the enlargencnt of the Erie Canal
are submitted. One is to make it so that boats 125 feet

long and 8 feet draught, capable of carrylng 43 tons, the
estimated cost of which will bc over $21,000,000. The
second scienie is a more ambitious one, ià provides for au
enlargeinent of the greater part of the present canal with
portions of the line cntirely new. It is calculated for
boats 150 feet long, 25 feet wide and 10 feet draugh,
with a cargo capacity of 1,000 tons. The estîîiated cost
of which is placed at over $62,000,000. It is stated
that the larger plan ean be completed in live years and it
is the one urgently pressed for adoption in ail the docu-
iîents ve have mnentiouned above. The ieasure lias yet
Lo pass the Legislature and then submitted to a popular
vote of the whole State. It is proposed that 60 per
cent. of the whole cost shall be borne by tie city of Ne:wýî.
Yorlk and 40 per cent. by the towns ail along the line of
the cantal. Governor Rioosevelt is strenuous in his ad-
vocacy of the larger scheme. le says that $62,000,000
is not too large a suni for the great State of New York
to pay for a work that will secure the commercial supre-
mîacy it now possesses for the future. He is of opinion
that with a canal of the proposedt dimensions New York
will have nothing to fear from the conpetition of the 14
feet deep Canadian canais.

This question is one that is stuc to give rise to long
debates before it reachcs the popular vote. It will be
interesting to watch its progress. It appears certain
that the neasure will be opposed by ail the railroad in-
terests as well as by that large class of econoimists who
will object to being taxed for its cost. Doubtless, how-
ever, it is sure to pass. Speaksing for the New York
Central Railway, one of 'its principal officials, in reply
to the charges brougit against that road, said, the spend-
ing of ail those millions vould doubtless be a good thing
for the politicians, but that it will not reverse the present
conditions under which trade is done, which are entirely
different to those of ten years ago.

THIE QUEEN'S SPEECH.

The Imperial Parliament was opened on 30tLh inst.,
vhen the Qucen's Speech, as it is termed, was read by the

Lord High Chancellor. . The address consists alnost
wholly of eulogies of the heroistu of the soldiers engaged
in resisting the invasion of the British colonies in Souti
Africa, accompanied by expressions of deep regret that
so mîany valuable lives have been sacrificed. One passage
in the Speech vill be historie as it lias no precedent and
marks an era in the work of consolidating the Empire,
the Queen says:

"The brilliant courage and soldier-like qualities of the
colonial forces engaged in South Africa have already
earned high admiration, and patriotic off ers of assistance,
whiclh it was not possible to accept, have come fron inany
other colonies, with populations of various races. I have
received fron the ruling dhiefs of native states of India
numecrous offers to place their troops and the resources of
their states at my disposal for service in South Africa
These proofs of tleir loyalty to myself and devotion to
the cause of my Empire have afforded me inuch grati-
fication."

It seemns unfortunate that the offers of Indian troops
were not accepted as ien from the hill tribes are pecu-
liraly suitable for the operations being carried on against
against the Boers. Indian troops were introduced into
Europe by Disraeli, when it was'deemed well to caution
eussia by this display of Imuperial resources, and this
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precedent might well have been followed in the present

war. The determination is expressed to bring the strug
gle to a victorious conclusion. Tlie need of more ex-

tensive defences is dw'elt upon in musL eniphatic lan-

guage. The federation of Australasia is spoken of as

certain CO prove "advantageous not to the colonies niere-

ly but to the Empire at large." The debate on the

Queeu's speech was hardly worthy. of the distinguislhed

statesmen who took part in it.
The disposition shown to make the conduet of the

war a party question was rebuked by Lord Salisbury who
said: "3lany a country has coninenced a war with the

difßiculties of the kind we es.perience. We have only to
look ut what the Northern States of America went

through at the begining of the civil war to see how easy
it would be to draw a mistaken inference from the re-

verses we have met at the oitset. We have every ground

to think that if we set ourselves heartily to work and ex-

ert all the undoubLed instruments of the power we pos-
sess, we shall bring the war to a satisfactory conclusion.
We have work which appeals to us as subjects of the

Queen and it must throw in the shade all thoughts of
party expediency. The only place where movement to

bring this great issue into party controversy, would meet
with sympathy was Pretoria. Our ellort must be to re-
trieve the present situation which cannot be allowed to
last. This Empire is a valuable and splendid, but re-
sponsible possession,. We must, concentrate our efforts.
If we do not Came ail the smaller passions into one great
duty we run the danger of convulsions ywhich will tarnish
the Empire's lustre and perhaps menace iLs integrity."
The London papers all condemn the eagerness of party
leaders to use the war for party.purposes. It is evidenf
Chat a big political storm is brewing which will put the
Government in danger of sharing the fate which sudden-
ly befell the one whose bad management of the Crimean
war led to its downfall.

TRE WAR SITUATION.

The abandonnient of Spion Kop, or hill, by a British
force almost immediately after its capture, has cast a
dark cloud over the war situation. Between gloom and
despair there is, however, a deep gulf fixed. The dark-
est hour is the one nearest the dawn. The Spion hill,
seens to have been regarded as an eminence conmanding
the Boer position. It was taken by a gallant assauh,
it was held for a short time until the lamentable discov-
ery was made that its strategie value had been over-rated
and the power of the British force to hold it entirely
mistaken. The topographical features of. the upper
part of the hill were evidently unknown to the British
General, as aiso were the strength and positions.of the
eneny. They had the range to an inch, they knew each
point on the hill, and had it covered by cannon and rifles.
To hold such an exposed position with a smaller force
without, cann6n was impossible, so the only course was to
abandon a heiglit so dearly won, so biaVely held for a
tinie, but which was found, even if kept, not to have the
advantages it was supposed tO possess.

In censuring the movenient to seize Spion liill it is
overlooked that our generals are flghting afoe who knows
every spot of the ground, and who has entrenched him-
self on rocky eminences that are more difficuilt te take by
assault than the strongest fortifications. Sebastopol
resisted the attacks of the combined armies of England

and France from September, 1854,to Septeiber, 18a5,
an entire year. But the defenders of that famous for-
tress held a weaker position Ltian Lhat occupied by the
_Goers. To run trench parallels gradually converging
upon a line cf forts, as w as doue at Sebastopol, until their
base is reaclied, is a strategie mioveinent quite -impossible
when the enemy occupies precipitous eminences extenid-
ig for several niileswhereon he lias ranges of cannon and
iortars that comand ail the avenues of approach,which
are aiso exposed to the lire of rifles held by sheltered
troops. The Boers, practically, are defendiug a line ut
fortiiications extending for nine or mure miles. A suc-
cessfut front attack on such positions is ucclared by mili-
tary experts to be impossible, if those w%,ho hold tîheim are
ordinarily brave and veil supplied with ammunition.
le only chance of success for the attacking troops is Lo

outilank the enemy, but, while this is so Obvious as to
have been suggested by every critic, it is a nost diflicult
operation in a country which is "a sea of imouLtains,'
or group of hills through which there is no adequate
opening for the transport of troops intended Lo execute
a ilank movement.

Nature indeed scems to have arranged lier works in
Natal for the defence of the Transvaal. The placing of
the British camp ut Ladysmith, in the very heurt of a
mountainous region from and to which the retreat or ap-
proach of troops is well nigh impossible, when the sur-
rounding hils swarm with eneinies, was, no doubt, a very
grave mistake. But, England never anticipated war in
that region, or she would have had troops enough on the
ground to deter an invasion of Natal, and forts placed on
a number of the hills that are now dominated by Boers.
England's unpreparedness for war with the Transvaal is
an overwhelming answer to the calumnies of those who
accuse lier of originating the conflict for sordid objects.
Htappily they are a very small body on this continent,
consisting of cranks, whose hatred of England, is a form
of lunacy. As for the opinion of the Anglophobes in
Europe, England cares not a cent, lier "splendid isola-
tion' excites in her no alarm, but rather contemptuous
indifference.

The British Empire has undertaken to subdue oeinies
who threatened to dislodge lier froin South Africa. As
the "Times" says: "Rteavy or liglt, the thing lias tO bc
done. We have at stake not only the immnediate object
of the.war, but the prestige and position of thc Empirc
in the eyes of the world." Athlotes retire a pace it or-
der to acquire monentum for a spring forward. That
symbolizes the war situation. Reverses, disasters, worse
than any yet experienced, nmay cone to our aris, but,
-whatever may be the sacrifice, the British filag will ulti-
mately float over tUe whole of South Africa.

NEW MINING COMPANIES LAWS.

The Qu'ebe Legislature is being urged to alter the
Provincial )aws relating to the formation of nining con-
panies. If the proposcd legislation cornes into force
there is every probability of a number of schenies being
organized that will cause the Province to be over-run
with wild-cats. Facility .vill bc afforded for the forma-
tion of mining companies, as has been done in Ontario,
solely to put stock on the market by spoculators who
have no property, nor any serious intention of acquiring
any, nor any bona fide enterprise in view. There have
been numbers of such concerns floated whose sole basis
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was a prospectus. The shares wcre put at the nominal
figure of $1 eaci upon. whicli a few cents were paid up.
For the price oa a pair of pants a person could go about
in all the pride of being tic owner of several thousand
shares in a iining comîpany. As we said before the
scrip of such shares werc and are withoub any intriisie
value, they are nothing miorc Llian "chips" or "counters"
to bc used for giunbling purposes. 'TJhe issuing of such
scrip, or share certilicales, involves no imore CxpCnditures
than a printer's bill, and the partial rent of a dcsk in an
obscure office. Whatever calls are paid by Lte'gulled
investor in suchi soheies aire con]sequently nearly all clear
profit. Thousands of young clerks, even doanestics, and
artisans have put tlicir savings into the iouths or these
wild-cats fromt whcnce no portion has ever been, or ever
wvill returni.

The effect af such iproceedings on legitiliate inininilg
enterprise is Imost imischievous. The very naiec Of a nii-

ing company lias comle in tlie public miiids to bc associat-
ed with gaimbliig and fraud. Coniseqtuntly "cter-
prises of great pith and inomaîent," which are souind busi-
niess scieinies prouisinig to bc of great service to the
coiuiitry, are handicapd by suspicion, and capital is
withheld froin legitiiiiate imininîg scheies for dcveloping
our natural resources.

No joint stock mininlg comîpany should bu given the
status of incorporation uintil suilicientt capiiil hlas c beei
paid up to evidence Éhe good fai th and homnial slmding
of the proimoters. This is practically assured as the law
now stands in this Province. We regret to sec the pro-
posed new laws defended an the grouill tant they are
simiilar to those of Ontario. Tiis piecedent, to tiose
who know how' tie ining laws of Ontario have bean
worked is only a warning. \Vc trust tie Quebec Legis-
lature will reject auy proposals calculated to facilitate the
forniation of bogus, speculative, gambling colupanies
which act like a liard frost in keeping capital from flow-
ing into legitimate clainels.

ThlE VILLE MARIEM DEPOSITOR1ýS.

Rarely, if ever, has the failure of a bank caused sucli
severe suliering to depositors as that occasioned by the
collapse of the Ville Marie Bauk. They were nearly al
persons of humble rank who were saving snall suis to
provide for old acge, for the education of children, or to
provide for some doniestie contingency. One case known
to us is really tragie in the distress caused by takiug away
froin an aîged couple the ioncy saved to support a erip-
pied son. We arc not surprised, then, at efforts being

iade to secure ielp for tiese uniortunate people froli
the Governiment. Those who have interviewed the Pre-
iier and Finance Minister to plead for aid being given

to the Ville Marie depositors urged that, as the Govern-
ment lad neglected its undeflied duty by not closing
the baunk ycars ago, the creditors of this bank had a
strong moral claii for help. licir appeal *ould be
stronger if put on the ground of charity.

There is nothing iii the Bank Act which requires tlie
Government to close a bank, or to take action tlat.woubi
involve its suspension. The only clause, No. 671, au-

lorising intefereice by the Goverinmeni, reads as fol-
lows:

"In addition to the returns specified in the preeqding
section; the Minister of Finance and Receivqr-General·
nay call for returns fronm any particular banik, whencever,

in his judgment, the same are necessery to afford a full
and conpietle knowledge of its condition."

The continuous appearance, year after year, in the
mllonthly return of the Ville Marie Bank of the item
'eOther Assets," which averaged $2$0,000, might well
have suggested the desirability of an enquiry into what
this mysterious anount represented, as it exceeded the
actual paid-up capital. It appears, tlat muany years ago
the bank was warned against issuing notes to the full
extent ai its paid-up capital, as stated in' its monthly re-
turn. It is ijuch to be regretted thjat the further step
was not taken of insisting that the actual paid-up capital
leld by bona lide shareholders be tiat given in the
montlly statement, as this was overstited by 50 per cent.
Suppose a trader vere asked by his banker for a state-
ient of his affairs and lie were to insert a large amount
under the lcad "Other Assets," le w'ould be promptly
askei to give particulars. Had tle Ville Marie officials
becn asked for such details they wouid have had to state
that the $280,000 consisted ehielly of the ban k's shares,

h'liclh hadi no value whatever in the imarket. A baik
camIiiot lie its own stockliolder, salvei nomuinally. Such
a situation is contrary to coiion sei]sc, it mighut lead to

gýross fra ,uds, iim'd any statemnit whichi is baised uipon this

beinlg thie caseq is certain.ly not correct., it is indeed mis-
Leading to the baiks creditors. Part of the resources
of a bank for paying its creditors consists of the double
liability of its stockholders, but, if a banlk owns its owi
stock, pray low is this double ]iability to be realized by
tlie creditors? Clearly in such a case this double liabili-
ty reource is noni-ekisteut, and to tlat extent, the sol-
veney i tie bank is iipaired and its monthly state-
ients iireliable. Judging by the recent painful expo-

surcs it is qiitc evident tliat w-hen tiie Ville Marie circu-
luition vruas ordercd ta lie reluced bv tie Finance Minis-
ter to the anount of bona fide paid-up stock in the
hands of shareholders, the circulation was not really re-
duced, although it was shown to have been in the ionth-

ly statemepts subsequently issued.

\Ve note that the Bankers' section of the Board of
Trade favours an amendment being made in the Bank
Act by which, it is thouglit, over-issues of notes could be

prevented. by sonie form of govermient inspection of the
circulation account. In the case oS lionourable bankers
this would be needless, and in that of wilfully dishonour-
able ones it would be useliess. If a bunker dtermined'to
issue notes beyond his limit lie would do so in sueh a way
way as to conceal the truc state of his circulation ac-

count fromu the government inspector. We do not re-
gard such a egulation as either caged for, or likely to be

of any service beyond giving further assurance to the

public that each banker was obeyi#g the raw, which as-

surance would be decèptive in the only cases where it was

af any value.

The position of the government in regard to bank
statements is imisuniderstood. Those returns are reluired

to be sent to the FinancQ Departilielit not for endorse-
tuent, but solely for publication. The Finance Depart-
ient acts only as.the intermediary between all the banlzs

and the public as the publisher of 1ie monthly statement
sent to it by each bank. We feiar the Ville Marie de-

positors can only claim help froiam the government as
an act of benevoleuce. If a government is justified in
giving aid to tlie unfortunate creditors of one insolvent
business company, it is open to appeals from all who have
lost nohey by misplaced conifidence in their debtors.

Flor slipmei lino New York in 1.893 were 4-S
931 barrels, and in 1899 only 4,741,035, a decrease of 26

per cent. 1In corn exports New York made a gain of
only 196 per cent. between 1893 and 1899, as conmpared<
with 218 per cent. at Boston, 620 per cent. Philadelphli,
513 per cent. Baltiiore, and 238 per cent. New Orleans.
In wheat shlipnents New Yoik iii 1899 fell behindl 1893
hy 26 per cent., while Boston and Galveston made very
large advances. The boasted impregnability of New
Yorkç as thc great outlet for grain fron this continent is
manifestly not justified by the record of the past seven
years. The outflow of grain has found better channels
or the changes above stated would not have occurred.
Montreal his been told New Yorkers, with all the hold-
ness of self-conficence. tliat she has no chance of cap-
turing any large addition to lier grain exports because
lier general foreign trade is so mich snialler thian that of
New York. The above record, however, tells a different
tale. it shows what we sid lis truc, that if this port is
foiund to be the more econoicael route grain will coie
this way in preference to New York or any other port.

SOME SOURCERS OF LOSS.

Business mnethlods and lhabits are beina eaci year
brought to a finer basis. No improvement is success-
fully placed upon the narkzet which shows extravagance.
whereas any new idea wiii bases its claim for favor up-
on economical lines is given consileration and adopted
if otherwise feasible. The rev~olving îvrappin.paper
racks, now almost in'universal use.by ill retailers. were
first introduced on the groundo e ceenomyr. It was
proven' tiat the rack savei paper, because fhec desirèd
size could le readily detacled, wiere otherwise it was
not alwavs feasible to tear the doubled flat sheets into
the size needed, thereby causing daily waste, and yearly
loss of an amnount scarcely crediible at first thought. Tt
has been claimed this rack is a vliabe teacher for the
large proportion of store assistants who are either natu-
rally careless or indifferent to the interests of their em.-
ployg. The most reckless wilL be coned i om

. THE DECADENCE OF NEW YORK.

we ccently denied the claim made 'by New York

journals, that the enormous expert and import trade of

that port were a guargantee of its keeping an inipregiiable

supremacy in the grain trade. We have statistics now

before us that show the suprenacy of New York in this

respect is in a state of decadence. Between 1893 aid

1S99 the okports of corn from different Aimerican ports,

with the percentage of increase in that terni, were as

below:

no other motive than mere curiosity, in trying to see how
close the paper ,can be eut off to insure. a. safe, yet neat
parcel. But thc ' aste of time is still IL problei, and
will continue a vexatious one to mnany until some in-
ventive mind perfects a twine holder containing an as-
sortment of sizes and a simple tic, which, to bc success-
fully worked, nmust encircle the parcel but once eaci
way.

These it-ems of expense are seldon considered by the
average merchant, yet the amount paid for paper and
twine yearly reduces to sein extent the profit on al
sales. ln a large departmental store in Chicago recently
the superintendent of the wrapping room., who was re-
COIvinug à sairy ol oe hundrcd and fifty a mnonth, was
peremiptorily dîsclhrgec on being detected allowing a
package -contaiimg twelve cents worth of lauildry soap
to pass out with twine placetd twice aroundi. Tie sub-
orclinate who wrapped the package Vas given another
chance to avoid wilful waste mi order to retain ber posi-
tion. Another recognized source of much loss is care-
lCss weighing. It iight be expected that the butcher,
who is supposed to talee good cave Of the profitable side
of his business, w'ould look fer favour by giving what is
termed "good weight.'' Yet the Montreal retailer of
înentu s gives but balance weight. lis dexterous finger
stops the bean which 1nay have a generous inclination to
go slowly up. biy the wcigl being sent forward sufficient
to add a few cents, however odd, to the price.

In nany grocery stores wbere sugars are sold et cost
uch lg öss is experienced through careless weighing.

Ii large stores, where several bands are required in the
gro'eery department, there is always some changing
about, éaused chiefly by inability to avoid. errors. , New
lands being taken on are, as a rule, put te work in the
order roon, and if not carefully watched, are sure to
cause mnucli léss in weighing. A young lady assistant
inthe grocery department of a Western store recently
wasbeing s nysteriously favored by custoners that shle
was fast becoining the envy of her associate workers. It
was spreading so fast that the attention of thei manager
wa called, whereupon it was discovereci this favored
clerk-was unknowingly giving extra:weight to an extent
which -caused a weekly loss of more than four times lier
salary. In this case tle manager of the groery depart-
ment was disclharged for neglect, but that did net repay
the loss. Those -wlo inake thousands each year on street
railway earnings know that the imoney comes in in flie
cent pieces. The enormous anount of capital repre-
sented by the yearly estimates of the Post Office stamp
department is male up largely of one and two cent sales.
It is only li. the aggregate petty amounts constantly..
handled show for much loss if carelessly managed or for,
large savings if properly alnd economically governed.

In a recent issue of a paper devoted to the dry goods
trade, it was 'pointed ont that much loss is incurred
through the commen practice of giving about an inch
beyond the measurement in selling a few yards. Thé
writer was evidently not aware that no real loss is her.e
sustained froin the fact that in narking a web of gbqds,'.
for retail an allowance is made for a loss of one-half a
yard, this being expected to result at the end of the piece
as e remnant rather than in liberal measurement before.
lBut the goods are likely to côme out-nearly even bëdause
there are f or chances on the recognized -}-yard mensure.
It is only in the case of a haggling customer that sale-
abie remnants are liable to suffer. Waste in weight is
never made up. It stands as a constant drain on the
stoc It can- only. be avoided -by strict watch on the
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part of the owner and management. Even then it will
creep out, but [o stop the leak is the ,duty of the superin-
tendent. Waste of paper ana twine are next in imnport-
ance. 'le person who receives a package of any kind,
fron whatever source, and secs from two to five w'ind-
ings of twine placed to hold it, wlien one would have
served, concludes therc is carclessiess ait some pointand
canot but harbor the feeling that neglect and loss are
constantly witiin sueh cireles. 'Tlhe person wtho is care-
less in wrapping a parcel is careless in speech and care-
less il dress, and only hides tie latter throigh fear of
censure.

Montreal real estate agents gend abroad advertising
cards bea ring this annoîunecmntit: "Can you save five
cents aci day? If so,we wiil makc yoi owner of your own
house and lot." Pe tenant who recalls daily expendi-
tures ofi many i imes that sum doubtiess regrets that lie
had not secn such an annoiucenent iu earlier days.
Smîall saviigs conslntly appliecl will soon aimount to a
large sui. and ii a like imlainier smiall losses at the coin-
ter wvill aiect Ilie ycir's profits.

THE, PIG IRON OUTLOOK.

Most viluable information concerning the iron trade,
its prospective continuance and the probable muelting for
1900, compared with 1899, lias been collected by Rogers,
Browin & Co., through the sending out, to all engaged in
the trade, of a letter of inquiry as to the points naned.
They received in reply 833 reports, covering all parts of
the country, which are summiarisedl in the "Daily Finan-
cial News."

As to the duration of the present volume of business
232 reported thiat bîusiiess would continue six months;
345 that it would continue twelve mnonths, based on con-
tracts in hand and in prospect; 42 expected indefinite
continuance of present activity; 35 answerecl "About the
same as iow"'' eight reported '"Will not continue"; two,
"Will continue if prices of iron arc rcduced." The rest
of the answers were scattering as to the time, the esti-
mates ranging fron two iontis to ten.

As to iielt and supply compared with last year, 293 out
of 890 estimated sane as 1S99; 114 estimiated 10 per
cent. increase; 103, 20 per cent. increase; 123, 25 per
cent. increase; 63, 50 per cent, increase; 12, 75 per cent.
increase; anld 25, 100 per cent. increase. Remainder
scattering, averages ranging bctwceen 15 and 600 per
cent.

On tlie third point, naimely, how long the supply on
iand woiild last, ther'e were 898 reports: - 16 would ba
out of iron in February; 78 in arch, 102 in April, 86
in Muiay, 80 in Jhoîîe, 225 in Juîîly, 73 rn. Auigust, 59 in
Septemîber, 34 in October, '17 in No'ivember, 10 in De-
ceilber. and 49 were covered to fanuiairy' 1, 1,901.

'hlie conclusion drawn froim the reports is "that the
imeit of 1900 will cerainly exceed that of 1S99, and to an
extent somewhere between 1.2 and 20 per cent. As the
country conisumned last year's make, 13.600,000 tons, and
about 600.000 tons more fron stocks, it will be! seen
that even a 10 ler cent. iiercase in demand will call for
il outputt of pig ironl of considerably more than 15,000,-
