AN ELEV! A.'DO]\ SCANDAL.

A circular has been issued on behalf of o number of mem-
‘bers of the Chiecago Board of Trade demanding changes in
its rules'to put a_check upon combines amongst the owners
of elevators to manipulate the prices or gruin. It is al-

- leged that, eriminal practices are protected by the present
- methods of business that wonld land the perpetrators in

the, penitentiary if attempted in nnother sphere. The men
who 0wn, lease and manage the public elevators in Chicago
‘in their own interest are, in law and in-fact, the custodians
of the property stored therein. ' They hold the elevator re-
ceipts and ‘have ‘the whent sold, let us say, for December
delivery. . Suddenly, while trade'is in an apparently henlthy
dondition, :dind hefore the time for delivery comes, weak-
ness develops in the market and the price begins to drop.
The ¢levator men are putting cdsh wheat upon the market.
Tt is the wheat of which thoy are only the custodians;
wheat which they have already sold for future delivery; it
is wheat owned by those to whom it has been sold, Down
goes the price, one, two, three, four, five cents a bushel, or
more if necessary. - No one is able to assign any commer-
cinl reason for the decline. The owners are discouraged,

- then demoralized, at last “pamniclky,” and they “jump out”

of iwhat they - had bought for December.

They -sell to
whom?

To the cusiodians of their property who “take -
‘it in for a turh.” That’s liquidation as the elevator com-
bine understand it. Do you see nothing’ criminal in this?
Tiet us look -into it. Suppose that instead of '100,000 bush-
els of wheat the property consisted of 1,000 shares of
Nothwestern railway stock in the custody of theofficers of
the Tirst National bank, from whom the owner of the stock
had borrowed money upon it, and which they held for him,
just as the wheat i$ héld, on margin. Suppose, now, that
the cashier of the bank should sell out this stock, and so
weaken the market and break down the price; . what then?
The bank is péerfectly good and eould buv back: the stock
.md -return it o thie 6vwner any time he W'mted it; but that
would not prevent proceedings being taken qgamst the offi-
cers of ‘the bank criminally and sending the guilty one to
the penitentiary, perhaps.” What is the difference in the
two eases? Only this: that the system of the Board of
Trade permits the thanager of an elevator to do an act

- ecommercially, and, after a fashion, legally,'wh.ich is a crime

outside ol that institution.

storekeepers he was charged $15.751  We condemned
this us an exorbitant «,lhufre, which was wholly contml)
to the spirit of the prelerential tariff.

_ protecting the Customs from goods, alleged to be samples
being imported without paying duty, we presssed on the
Government the urgeney ‘of some arrangement being
made to allow samples being admitted free. We have
much pleasure in reporting that our plea and remon-
stmnce have induced the Government to change the rule
as fo imported samples. They are now to be allowed a full
rebate on being taken out of the country when they are
identified by the Customs as having been entered as sam-

He is of opinion
that with a canal of the proposed dimensions New York
will have nothing to fear from the competition of the 14
feet deep Canadian canals.

This question is one that is sure to give rise to long
debates before it reaches the popular vote. It will be
interesting to wateh its progress. It appears certain
that the measure will be opposed by all the railroad in-
terests as well as by that large class of economists who
will object to being taxed for its cost.  Doubtless, how-
ever, it is sure to pass. Speaking for the New York
Central Railway, one of its prineipal officials, in reply
to the charges brought against that road, said, the spend-
ing of all those millions would doubtless be a good thing

the Boer position. It was taken by a gallant assault,
it was held for a short time until the lamentable discov-
ery was made that its strategic value had been over-rated
and the power of the British foree to hold it entirely
mistaken.  The topographical features of the upper
part of the hill were evidently unknown to the British
General, as also were the strength and- positions. of the
enemy. They had the range to an inch, they knew each
point on the hill, and had it covered by cannon and rifles.

To hold such an exposed position with.a smaller force,
without cannon was impossible, so the only course-was to -

abandon a height so dearly won, so” bravely held for a
time, but which was found, even nf kept, not to have the
advantages it was supposed to possess.

The Quebee Legislatute is being urged to alter the -
Provincial laws relating to the formatlon of mining com-
If the proposed legislation comes into force
there is every probability of a number of schemes being
orgamzed that will cause the Province to be.over-run
with wild-cats. ~ Tacility will be afforded for the forma-
tion of mining companies, as has been done in Ontario, -
solely to put stock on the market by speculators who
have no property, nor any serious intention of acquiring
any, nor any-hona fide enterprise in view. ' There haye
been’ num'bers of such concerns ﬂoated whose sole basw
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was a prospectus. ’l‘he shares were put at the nominal
hgme of $1 euch upon wluch a few ccnts were pmd up.

For the price of a pair of pants a person could go about
inall the pnde of being the owner of soveml thousand
shares in a mining company.  As we said hefore the
serip of such shares were and are without any mtuuqc
value, they are uotlung more than “chips” or* “counters”

to be used for gambling purposes. 'I'he issuing of such
serip, or share certificales, involves no more (.\pcndmuca
than a printer’s bill, and the partial rent of a desk in an
obscure oflice.  Whalever calls are paid by the gulled
investor in such schemes are consequently nearly all clear
profil.  Thousands of young clerks, even domestics, and
arlisans have put their savings into the mouths of these
wild-cats from whence no 1)01 tion has ever been, or ever
will return. -

"The elleci of such proeeedings vn legitimate mining
enterprise is most mischievous.  'L'he very name of u min- -
ing company has come in the public minds to be associat-
ed with gambling and fraud.  Congequently ““enter-
prises of great pith and moment,” which are sound busi-
ness sclienies promising to be ol great service to the
couniry, ave handicapped by suspicion, and capital is
withheld Irom Jegitimale mining schemes for developing
our natural resources, '

No joint stock mining company should be given  the
status of incorporation unti} suflicient eapital s been
puid up to evidence the good Laith and finaneial standing
of the promoters.  This js practically assured as the law
now stands in this Yrovinee. We regrel to see the pro-
posed new laws defended on the ground that they are
similar to those of Ontario. This precedent, to those
who know liow the mining laws ol Ontario have been
worked is only a warning,  We trust the Quebee Legis-
lature will reject any proposals calculated to facilitate the
formation of bogus, speculaiive, gambling companies
which act like a hard frost in kecping capital from flow-
ing into legitimate channels.

'HE VILLE MARLE DEPOSITORS.

" Rarely, if ever, hus the failure of a bank caused such’
severe sullering to depositors as that occasioned by the
collapse of the Ville Marie Bauk. ~They were neaily all
‘persons of humble rank who -were saving small sums to
provide for old age, for the education of children, or to
provide for some domestic contingency.

Most valuable information concerning the iron trade,
its prospective continuance and the probable melting for
1900, compared with 1899, has been colleeted by Rogers,
Brown & Co., through the sending out, to all engaged in
the trade, of a letter of inquiry as to the points named.
They received in reply 833 reports, covering all parts of
the country, which are sunmarised in the “Daily Finan-
cial News,”

As to the duration of the present volume of husiness

2 reported that husiness would continue six months;
345 that it would continue twelve months, hased on con-
tracts in hand and in prospect; 42 expected indefinite
continuance of present activity; 85 answered “About the
same as now”; eight reported “Will not continue”; two,
“Will continue if prices of iron are reduced.” The rest
of the answers were scattering as to the time, the esti-
mates ranging from two months to ten.

As to melt and supply compared with last year, 293 out
of 890 estimated same as 1899; 114 estimated 10 per
cent. increase; 103, 20 per cent. increase; 123, 25 -per
cent. increase; 63, 50 per cent. increase; 12, 75 per cent.

A GAS COMPANY SCHEMNE BLOCKED.

The State of Massachuseits has a body of Gas Com-
missioners whose powers appear to be very large, for the
conirol of {he gas companies in that State. Their recent
action in vegard fo the proceedings of the Haverhill Com-
pany are exiremely inferesting and suggestive. Taving
eongidered a pelition from the Mayor of that eity the
Conmmissioners have ordered the local gas company to put
down the price of gas from $1 per 1,000 feet to SO cents.
"The directors hiad heen playing an old game, with a varia-
tion of a partieularly eunning character.  The company
after paying regular annual dividends -of . 10 per cent.,
found a large surplus cach year which was, or was alleged
{0 be, invesled .in plant, The plan is quite old of, taking
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surplus profits to enlarge capital by using them fo extend
the works and the plant for which, otherwise, further
stock would have had to be raised and dividends paid on
it. The Haverhill Company became embarrassed by
their riches, for, the Springficld “Republican® informs
us, under the laws of Massachusetts this surplus could
not be capitalized to the stockhoders in a stock dividend
" or-otherwise distributed. In a word no direct way was
'-.ope"n under the law to turn the surplus profitz over to the
stockholders except through a large increase in the divi-
dend i‘ate; which would attmct'.ltteution and avouse agi-
tation ini favor of réducing the price of g In England

A gas seeurities company
was incorporated undel Massachusetts' law, empowered
to buy, hold, mortgage and sell the securitics of any

Massachusetts cmpmfltlou—-omethmu which an outzide

corporation-has been prohibited from doing in that state
since its monopoly possibilitics were demonstrated. This
sceurities compfm\ composed of persons in and outside
the Haverhill gas coimpany. issued $500,000 of capital
stock and hought the stock of the gas company. Tt then
put up the 1)1[1'(,11‘1%(1 stock, together with a mortgage on
the company’s plani, and issued and sold against this
eurity $500,000 of 5 per eent. bonds.  Thus the gas se-
_curities Ting held its stock of $500,000 for whatever it
may he worth together with control of the gas company,
as clear gain from the transaction.  And if the Haverhill

gas consumers could he squeezed into paying a dividend
on the stock as well as 5 per cent. on the honds. the pro-
fits of the manipulation would be enormous. Moreover.
a way was opened for exploiting in like manner ung mon-
opoly in the state of any, value, and knocking the Mazz-
chuetts policy of restriction into a cocked hat.
