APOSTOLIC CHURCH
JEWISH WORSHIL.
The indications of the history of the Apostolic

Church go to show that, while they sustained their
own exceptional and yet unestablisbed form of

worship, the Apostles and their disciples continued, .
in addition, to ubserve the older and yet unabrogated |

worship of both the Temple and the synagogue.
They taught daily in the Temple (Acts v., 42).
But had they contemped the Temple Service, would
they have been tolerated within its precincts ? The
decivive charge against St. Stepnen, of having as
sailed the Mosaic institutions, had to be pressed by
means of false witnesses (Acts vi,, 11), Had the
disciples estranged themsclves noticeably from the
Jewish worship, such a resort for evidence would
have been unpecessary. They did not urge any-
thing against those institutions or that worship in
their public addresses (Acts x., 40 43). On the
contrary, while pleading for Christianity,they do it
as a something additional and of saving benefit to
the old system ; they speak of the old with a sort
of pride ; some were even disposed to go too far
in maintaining it (Acts xv., 1); and even in the
Apestolic College, there was much douht as to tak
ing anm antagonistic position (Acts xv., 6-7); and
the decision of the Council 1 Acts xv., 19-21) was
such as to disturb no Jewish Christian in his obser-
vance of the old with thenew. Verse 21st is tanta-
mount to saying—as for you who are Jews, you
will find the synagogue worship sustained in every
city, so that you can avail yourselves of it, without
carrying its peculiar regulations into your Christian
assemblies of Gentile worshippers, Finally, St.
Paul babitually attended the synagogue worship
(Acts xiii,, 14-18, at Antioch; xiv,, 8, at Tconium;
xviii., 4, at Corinth; xix., 8, at Ephesus) and also
participated in the Temple services when he had
opoortunity (Acts xxi. 26). It is not true, as
‘many suppose, that he went to the synagogue only
to dispute with the Jews about Christ, and wholly
apart from their worship. He tock part in their
worship ; exhorted only at the proper moment in
the Service (Acts xiii., 15-16); and then evidently
as a part of the Service- Had he pursued a con-
trary course, repudiating the older worship, how
long would he have found Jewish listeners ¢

The truth is, there was as yet no necessary au-
tagonism between the old worship and the new.

The bloody sacrifice had of course become super- |
fluous ; but Gob had not yet formally removed it.:

It was necessary for His people first to be educated

into the comprehension of the virtue of the new -
Sacrifice, and of the sufficiency of Fuchuristic

There is a doctrine
respecting the state of departed souls, and there
are prayers for these, founded on that doctrine,
which are distinctly Roman—namely, the doctrive
that the souls of the faithful departed pass through
the cleansing fires of purgatory, and that remission
of these pains may be obtained for them by
masses and prayers offered on tieir bebalf by the
faithful on earth. This our Church distinctly con-
derans in her Articles. On the other hand, there

parted, and there are prayers for them founded on
that doctrine, which are not Roman but primitive,
and which our Church hes never condemned.
The belief was undoubtedly general in the early
Church that the souis of the faithful, though free
from all suffering, were capanvle, while awaiting
their final consummation and bliss, of a progress
in holiness and happiness; and that prayer for
such progress might therefore Jawfully be made on
their behalf by the Church on earth. According-
ly, prayers for the ‘rest and refreshmznt of the de-
parted’ abound in the early Iiturgies of the Church,
and especially in connection with the celebration
of the Moly Communion. To say, therefore, tuat
such prayers imply a belief in Roman doctrine,
and that 2 clergyman who invites his congregation
to offer them must therefore be *a member of the
Church of Rome,’ is not only unjust and un-
charitable as regards him, but also—as regards our
controversy with Rome—extremely rash aad un-
wise. We cannot afford to make a present to the
Church of Rome of nearly all the carly fathers, nor
of the ages of the Church which they represent.
Nor can we safely give her so great a help in her
controversy with us as to identify her doctrine of
purgatory and masses for the dead with the doc-
trine of the early Church asto the intermediate

state, and the primitive commemerations in the
Eucharist of the faiihful departed.

INDIVIDUALISM.
| Whatever there may be in the profounder phi-
i losophy of this subject there are some truths which
lie on the surface and ought to be seen-by all. It ig
the fashion for certain stamp of Churchmen to
decry individualism. So far this is to condemn
the settling up of oneself as the criterion of truth
in doctrine and practice, such condemnation is
just. No man wan stand in place of the Church;
no man may preach himself rather than “Jesus
Christ and Him crucified,” and the Church as
His body. But grace works in, and upon, individ-
ual souls. It is useless to try converiing men 8
companies. “Reaching the masses” is, practically,
an impossibility. One's power and influence goes
out not from the body with which be is nominally
connected, or from his conformity to convention-
alities, and even to what is truth for other men.
The sinner was redeemed as a single soul, and as
such must be reached. The way to reach him,
therefore, as far as our power oxtends, is through a
fellow-man into whose being the truth has heen
wrought by the Spirit of Gop. The Church may
gather in the Masses. Sooner or later she must do
s0. But the multitudes. like those in the wilder-
ness of old, will receive the broken bread into their
own hands and from the hauds of individuals, who
themselves have taken it from the Lord. Thank-
ful are we for union with the Body of Christ, and
for the untold blessings which flow from that
union. But the twigs of the vine have an indi-
vidual, though not a separate life. The leaves
{ grow each from a single bud. and, when their mis-
sion is ended, every one of them falls and flutters
down to its own particular place. We need, then,
the sense of individual responsibility and privilege,
and an appreciation of the immense power for good
there is in one human life acting on other lives
under the control of the Divine Spirit. The col

Tre Bishop of Nova Scotia reminds tho Clergy
that the Synod last year added to the regulations
of the W.& O. Fund, that “Every Clergyman
holding a Certificate shall, st least once a year,
make a collection on behalf of this fund.' He
hopes that all the Clergy of his Diocese, whether
holding Certificates or mnot, will scrupuleusly per-
form this duty, and he recommends either Whitsun-
day or Trinity Sunday for its perfurmance. It is
not creditable to us that there is any congregation
doing nothing towards providing for the destitute
Widows and Orpbans of the Clergy:

John ihe Baptist, North
Sydney, and in the eveving of the same day into
the Rectary of Holy Tririty, Sydney Mives. The
services were conducted by the Revds. D. Smith
and 8 Giblons, and appropriate sermons preached
by the former at North Sydney and the latter at
Sydney Mines.

Cow Bay.—This Mission is now vacant. A few
weeks ago the ludies of Christ Church congregation,
South Mead, had a tea meeting, which realized
about eighty-five dollars.

Bavprok.—The Rev. S, Gibbons, who has lately
returned from Eogland, intends to proceed with
the erection of a church in this town in the spring,
and hopes to have it ready for consecration on the
occasion of the Bishop’s visit in July or Augnat
next.

SuxxERSIDE.—The united parishes of St. Elean-:
or'a and St. Mary’s, Summerside, are at prasent

without a elergyman, owing to the resignation of
Mr. Richey, und the fact that the new Rector can-
not come into residence until the first Sunday after
Easter. The Services of the two Churches have
been supplied for the last few Sundays by the
kindness of the neighboring clergy. Under these
circumstances the Churoh Wardens, and many of
the principal parishioners, hearing that Father
Osborne, S. 8. J. E., who has recently conducied
two Missions in Charlottetown was still in ths
Island, wrote and invited him to undertake a simi-
lar work on their behalf. Father Osborne was sble
to grant their request, and arranged for a series of
Special Services from Feb. 20th to Feb. 27th, in-
clusive. A first Service was held in St. Eleanor’s

on the afternoon of Tuesday, the 20th, and another
Service on Sunday morning, the 25th, but all the
other Services in St. Mary’s Church, Summerside,
as boing the more convenient for the greater num-
ber of the people. The Services were oxceedingly
simple, and of the same genisl character a8 those
of the Mission of St. Poter’s Church, Charlotietown,
described in our columns two weeks since, In-
structions on Prayer were given at mid-day to
some 40 or 50 attentive listeners. The afternoon
addresses were on “Partners for Life,” “Husbands
snd Wives,” “Parents,” “Children,” “Huppy
Homes.” These were all well attended, the Church
being quite full on the afterncon for “‘Husbands
and Wives,’t and about 150 children gathering on
Suturday, with many adults, to hear the address to
children. 7The children also remained in again for
another address on Sundsy afternoon. Af the
night’s Services, the Church, after the first night,
was densely crowded, many going away also, and
the marked interest tuken by all was a cause of
great thankfulness to those who had invited the
Missioner, On Saturday night every seat in the
Chureh (330) was filled with men only, and again
on Sunday st 4 p.m., an almost equal number of
men was present. The Missioner gave himself, on
this occasicn, more particularly to win the hearts of
the young men, inviting them to stay after the gene-
ral nights congregation had withdrawn. The
numbers who stuyed increased from thirty-five the
first might to over one hundrad on the last. They
wero bricfly addressed on “Church-going,” “Selt
Respect,” and similer topics, and left each night
with a hearty shake of the hand. On tha last
night 51 took a pledge of Total Abstincnce for one
yeur, 55 signed a paper, pledging themseives to
attend Church at least once on every Lord’s Day,
and about an equal nunber stood up, and promised
to abstain {rom und discourage the wuse of profanc
language. Forty-nine persons received the Holy
Cowmunion together at 8 2 m., on the last morning,
some returning after years of neglect. Amongst
the attendants at the Mission were lurge numbers
from the Roman Catholie, Presbyterian, and other
denominations around besides the regular Charch
people, and many, who being Church people, have
for years given up Church-going altogether. Th's
last was a most encouragii g vne, and gives hope for
u Lrighter luture fur the Church in Summnerville as
well us for the individuals themselves. The Mis-
sion was a happy une for thowe who love the

Church in their hittle town. It was indeed « joy
i 1o see their House of Gob so full with souls eager-
. ly listening to the never old Gospel of the Love of
: Gop for the sous of men. Of the work of Gop in
 individual souls we cannot hero speak, but many a
oue grasped ibe Missioner's hand with “1 thank
Gop you eame.” It is certain that the incoting
Rector will find the way prepared for him, a hear
ty welcome awaiting for him, and the work of Gon
lying ready to his hand.

The Mission of Arthur and West Luther comprises
parts of five townships—West Luther, Garatrasca,
_Pael, Maryborough, and Arthur. Though extend-
ing inte so muny townships, yel the Mission is
compact—cirele having a radius of nine miles wil)
enclose almost all the parishioners. ‘The latc Rev.
J. Rixon was a very successful Missionary, and
brought his Mission to a very satisfactory stute. [t

is meedless to say, ot so earncst and hardworking al
pastor, that he was greatly beloved. 1In the village

of Arthur, about 700 inhabitants, a substaniial
Built Church has been erected, scating accommoda-
tion 200. In this building there is a debt of $600,
which it is confidently expected will be cancelled
in the course of a year from date. The outstations
at present are at & hamlet named Parker, where the
Services were held about two years since by Rev.
P. L. Spencer, now of Elora. There is no Church
building, the Services being at present held fort-
nightly in a Methodist meeting housc.

The missionary considers that there is a good
prospect for the Church in this comparatively new
field. The Methodists have refused the use of
their building for a weekly service, so only fort-
nightly visits are now paid by Mr. Belt. He has
hiopes of commencing a new church at Parker next
fall. The Roman Catholies have a very large
parish chureh at Arthur. Ou alternate Sunday
afternoons services are given at another out-station
at West Luther, As most of the parishioners hare
are able to drive in to Arthur, should a church be
erected nt Parker, the West Luther station will be
abandoned. There are 75 scholare on tha roll of
the Arthur Sunday School, with a stail of 7 teachers.
Mr, Belt hopes that ere Jeng his mission will
become self-supporting, which ay it please Goo
to grani.

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

OTTAWA.—S2. Alban's.— French Church Mission
in Quebec—On Sunday, 11Lh February, the Rev-
J. J- Roy, of L’Eglise de ]a Redemption, in Mon-
treal, delivered an address at evening service, at
which he described the work of the Sabrevois Mis-
sion in the Province of Quebec.  This mission has
been in operation for scveral years and has been
often advocated in this Province by the zealous
French Canadian Missionaries and their brethren
of the Church of England here. Two years ago
M. Roy advocated the cause of Missions-to the
French in Quebec very eloguently in St. Alban’s.
On this occasion he spoke more plainly than before
of their difficulties and needs. T'he socicty which
M. Roy represents so ably has undertaken a work
the importance of which it is impossible to esti-
mate. It ramifies by means of clergy, mostly con-
verts from Romani-m, school teachers, who are
also lay-readers, Bible-women and colporteurs,
wherever in the French portion of the lurge Pro-
vince of Quebec are found persons who are not
Romanists, or who, having been bred up in that
way, have been led from various causes to doubt
the doctrines of Romanism;: and while most of
these are of French origin there are scautered
amoogst them by twos and threes families of
through living exclusively
amongst French Canadians, have entirely lost the
use of the English language and undersiand only
French. Many of these have lapsed into Roman-
isni, but suany more only need teachers well in-

" structed in Catholic doctrine and who can speak
- Freneh to remain faithful members of the Church
" of England. The oppressions,political and religious,
“which these people and their I'rench brethren have

suffered from the authorities of the privileged
Church of Ron:e were graphically described by the
speaker, He pointed out that the great object at
the present time of the Mission of Sabrevos is to
establish a French speaking branch of the Church
of ngland in the Province of Quebec, and that in
view of this they had built and enlarged a college
for the education of bis countrymen in the princi-
v
ples of the Church, specially, but not exclusively,
in preparation for the Priesthood, and had success-
rully started day-schools in varlous parts of the
Province, but that they had of late years taken a
new and most important advance in their work.
For a long time they had been laboring mostiy in
country places, the villages and small towns, but
some six years agzo M. Roy was invited by the Jate
Metropolitan (Bishop Oxeuden) to open a Mission
for French Canadians in the city of Montreal, and
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his success has been so great that now he has a
well-filled church which contains 300 sittings, and
last year he presented to the Bishop for Confirma-
tion no less than 42 candidates. It is impossible
in a report from memory to do justice to M. Roy’s
forcible address on this subject, but I will mention
that he stated that the determination of the author-
ities of the college was to give their students an
education inferior to none given in Roman Catho-
lic colleges anywhere in Canada, and corcluded by
appealing to the large congregation to contribute
freely to help to lessen the load of debt which now
rests upon the Society, and to form an endowment
for the college.  He will remain in Ottawa for a
thorough canvass of the members of the Church in
this behalf.

TuE service at this church has been greatly im-
proved since the arrival from Epgland of the now
popular organist C. E. A. Harriss, Esq., who
undertook his duties just before Christmas. He
has not only devoted much time and skill to the
training of the choit—boys and men—but he has
composed services for the Magnificat and Nune
Dimettis, which, though simple and melodious, are
thoroughly scientific and effective. He hapes the
choir may be able to sing them well at Easter, and
it his hopes are fulfilled I am sure everyone will
like them. The new organ is being improved by
the addition of two sets of pipes, eormnopean on the
swell and an ogen diapason on the pedals. The
want of some such addition has been felt from the
first, but it was not till Mr. Harriss had thoroughly
proved the instrument that the way of supplying it
was known, and it will be, I believe, mainly thro’
his personal exertions that the defect will be reme-
died. He hopes to have it completed beforc
Kaster, and the new pipes will be handsomely en-
cased on the north side of the choir, opposite to
the position occupied by the organ as originally
set up.

SiLvErR VaLLey.—This place has been an oul-
post of St. Matthew’s Church, South Stukely, of
very little apparent importance for several years, A
change is now taking place. A large business in
tiie lumber trade has sprung up, and a congrega-
iion is gathered on Sundays and a service conduct-
ed that speak well for the place and the efforts
made on the part of the clergyman.  Within the
past year 2 Dorcas Society was organized, which
has done a good work. At Christmas a tree was
presented tu the Sunday Scliool scholars, loaded
with gifts, among which were also many kind re-
membrances of the clergyman and his family.
Many old people in this place never before saw a
Christmas-tree. 1t was to them a novel and plea-
sant gift.  During the past year, too, a nice Sun-
day School library has been purchased, with
Ribles, Prayer Books, Hymn Books for the congre-
gation. A good choir of young voices is also help
to render the services in an acceptable manner.

SovrE StukeLy.—7The experiment of elecling
a sclect vestry to take the responsibility of the fin-
ances of the parish has been beeu attended with
good results. It ia a good plan, and seews to suit

2 country parish well. It gives au interest to every ' on the conversion of St. Paul. The offeriory was

member of the select vestry, as well as wardens, in
seoing that the clergyman’s salary is paid, as woll
as the other matters that need prompt altention.
Tue Diocese of Montreal has lost an eminent
servaut of Gov—one whose eminence was that
obtainable more in the cyes of Gobp than that of

the world, by “walking in all the commandments
and ordinances of the Lord blameless”—in the
death.of M. H. Sanborn, for a long period (28
years), and up to his death Deputy Sheriff of Mon-
treal. For many years he has been a member of
the Synods, Diocesan and Provincial. His
Churchmanship was of a decided stawp, quiet,
however, and with a deep reverence for holy
things. -His death, on Feb. zsth, was of a more
sudden characler than was looked for. He was
one who took a deep interest in religious and edu-
cational societies  Of the Natural History Society
he was a most efficient and ardent member. Asa
member of Synod his services were always freely
open to demand, and were always appreciated.
During the unpleasant troubles in the Synods after
Bishop Fulford's death, his views of the mauters in
debate, which he had printed and published, were
very telling and given with a clearness and force
that did good. His place in the office under the
Crown or his place in the Church, will, perhaps,
not find his like again in any very short time. His
remains were interred in the cemetery of the
Parish of I'religsburgh on the 27th inst.

DIOCESE OF HURON.

GLENCOE, \WarbnsviLLe Axp NEwBURY are three
villages, two of which are on the Grand Trunk
uilway, midway between Lerdon and Chatham.
Wardsville, three miles off the yailway, is an old
place, that, from want of railway communication,
has decreased in size tather thanm grown. The par-
sonage is situated here.  The natural advantages of
the place are many ; good soil, capitul water, pretty
country. The church is a fine brick huilding.
Gluptus has been steadily growing for some years.
The soil is excellent. A capital business is done
here. A large foundry for making all kinds of
farm implements has just been built. Here there
is a neat brick church. Nowbhury does a large
busivess in lumber; like Wardsville, it is other-
wise at a standstill. Here, too, there is a very neat
brick church. Each church possesses a goed bell.
‘There are efficient Sunday Schools in each pait of
the Parish.  During the season of Lent, in addition
to the three Swnday services, there have Dbeen
special gervices every Tuaesday in Newbury, Wed-
nesday in Glencoe, Thursday in Wardsville, A
Bible Toeachers' Preparation Class is held every
Friday cvening in the parsouage, and is well
attended. Missionary sermons will be preached by
the Rev, W. F. Campbell, the mlssionary agent, on
Sunday, March 18th. Shortly after Lent Confir-
wation Classes will be formed in each place. The
holy crusade against the vice of intemperance has
been prayerfully eptered npoun. Sermons upon
this subject, as well as upon the twin vice of infi-
Jdelity, were preached during Advent. Temperance
socicties have been formed in Wardsville and New-
bary, mectings being held every three weeks. At
the mext gathering the Incumbent, Rev. W. J.
Taylor, lectures upon “Iiabit.”

Goverici.—Rev. Mr. Walters, formerly of the
Diocese of Quebee, has been appointed assistunt
minister of $t. George's Chureh.

Loxpos.—The Annual Missionery Meetings of
the several city Churches have just been held, and
have passed off very successfully. On Sunday,
the 8th February, the Rt. Rev. The Bishop of
Algoma preached in the Cronyn Memorial Church
in the morning from the text “ The Kingdom of
Gob cometh not with observation.” In the after-
noon he addressed the children of the several
Sunday Schools, about 1,200 in number, ab St.
Pawl’s Chureh. For over onc hour he held the
child cen spellbound as he related the mission work
among the Indians of his Diocese. The collection
was in aid of the Bishop’s steam yacht. In the

This committee is of opinion thatits usefulness has
ceased, and recommends tihat the Church Music
Committee be no longer a standing committes of
the Synod.”

Trinity CorLEGE.—The Rev. R. IL. Starr, B. D,
late of Kincardine, has undertaken the task of can-
vassing in aid of the Supplemental Endowment
Fund of the College. It is proposed to raise
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$200,000 for the enlargoment of the College, the
foundation of Chairs in English Literature, Moral
and Mental Philosophy, History and Modern
Languages, and also to build the much-needed
College Chapel. Of this sum $45,000 have been
secured, heanded by the munificent donation of
$10,000 by the Henderson family. Mr. Starris
likely to meet with encouragement in his work.

Wno Was Hel—A recent number of Church
Bells gave an interesting account of she setting up
of 19 bells by the cetebrated firm of Warner &
Sons, London, England, in the Cathedral Church:
of San Francisco, Madrid. The paragraph stated
that befure the bells were lifted in position, a aumn-.

HISTORY OF THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND
IN RUPERT'S LAND.

"Ly toe VENERsBLE ARCHDEACON Pinkuady, B.D.

CHAPTER 1L

EArLy in the spring of 1833, and with the carc
of the congregation at Grand Rapid now known
a3 St. Aadrew’s) still upon him, Mr. Cochran be-
wan missior work at the Indian settlement.
1he conditivn of things at the time was as dreary
a3 possible. Herw, as at the Rapids, the Christian
minister had not only to teach the principles of
tae Christian religion, but also tho elements of
civilization. This, tfrum the character and habits
of the Indians, was no easy matter. But Mr.
Cochran was a man of a most resolute spirit. He
had, after much thought, made up his mind as to
what was best for the Indians, and this he set
Limselt to bring about with an energy and detor-
mination which nething could daunt, and his labor
was not in vain. In OQectober, 18..0—after two
and a-half years of incessant toil—he was able to
say: * * * “Twenty-three little white-washed
cottages are shining through the trees, each with
its column of smake curling to the skies, and each
with its stacks of wheat and barley. Aroundthem
lis various patches of cultivated ground ; hereand
there pigs are seen busily seeking for their food,
cows are lowing for their calves, while in the cen-
tre stands the school house where sixty merry
children ““just let loose from school,” are leaping,
running or wrestling, and all is life and cheorful-
ness. It is but a speck in the wilderness, and the
stranger might despise it, but we who know the
difficulties that have attended the work can truly
say that Gop has done great things, were it only
that these sheaves of corn have been raised hy
hands that hitherto had only been exercised in
deeds of blood and cruelty to man and beast,”

For the mastership of his schoel Mr. Cochran
was fortunate in securing the services of a most
faithful and capable man, Mr. Thumas Cock (now
incumbent of Westbourna). Mr. Cochran’s first
public services here were held on a week day even-
ing After a time he held an afternoon service
every Sunday—retaining his morning and evening
sorvices at St. Andrews,

In 1836 the attendance had increased to one
hundred, and the building of a church began te be
thought of. In Jume of that year Mr. Cochran
began its ercction with his own hands, and before
the end of the year it was completed. The open-
ing took place on tho 4th of the June following.
In February, 1838, Mr. Cochran had the satisfac-
tion of baptising IPeguis, the Indian Chief, who,
although he had all along been the missivnary’s
iriend, and had used his influence to induce mem-
bers of his own family and others to become Chris-
tians, could not himself be persuaded hitherto to
take this step.

In August of that year the Rev. David Jones,
Just before his departure to England, visited the
Indian sottlement to conduct divine service and
On this occasion from
two to three hundred Indians were present. At

. sincerely hope they will find it

aisle and said: “You bave spoken as you always
do, as a futher to his children, and I wish all would
listen to you. Isend by youa letter tothe mission-
ary men in Ingland. Tell them not to forget me.
| want the Word of Life to be always spuken in
my land.” When Pecgius had finished, auother
Indian, a chief of the Muscaigoes, came forward
and spoke to the same effect, adding with ,reat
encrgy ; “Tell them to muke haste, time is short
and death is spatching away our friends very fast;
tell them to make huste.”

The following is the letter sent to the Church
Missionary Society, aceompanied by a red stone
calumet, or pipe of peace :— .

August 1st, 1838,

My Friexps,—It has never been my custom te
leave ofl in the midst of my work, but to finsh it
oifhand, and what [ said to you in my former
letter 1 intend to adhere to to the end of my life.
My friends, my heart is sore to see our praying-
master (Mr. Cochran) driven about like a slave to
teach all the people here. You cannot know how
far he has to go ; I think you are killing our friend :
you should send another 1o veach us. My friends,
what are you about? There is not a summer but
sowe of the French praying masters arrive, but |
do not wish to go to them. 1 wish you alone to
teach me the word of Gop. Iam getting very old,
my friends, but there are young people growing up
who are instructed to seck everlasting life, and I
1 do nov now
luuk so wmuch to my body as to my soul, and | in-
rend, thorelure, 1o hold fast to your instructions.
[t was fully my inteation that my son, whose hand
wrote to you for me last year, should bave been
ussful to you, but he is now no more ; he has left
me for ever; he sleeps by your church, and L hope
1o sleep there, too. I hope, therefore, you will
more particularly consider iy case. You Imay,
perhaps, be discouraged as you hear that many of
wy young men do not wish to follow your doc-
irine ; but you kunow perseverance goes & groat
way, and I think in time many will be brought in,

(Signed) WiLLian King,
Chief of the Red River Indians.

Mr. Jones having taken his departure, Mr.
Cochran, who now became chaplain of the Hudson
Bay Company, was, like each of the two mission.
aries whose arrival preceded his own, for a time
alone, but his position was more trying than that
of either Mr. West or Mr. Jones, for during the
next fourteen months the care of the four churches
and their congregations, extending thirty miles
along the Red River, lay on him. And he did his
duty nobly and well.

In the autumn of 1839 the Rev. W. Smithurst
arrived and took up his residence at the Indian
settiomont. At this time the congregation was
serious and devout, the school was regularly
attended, and the pupils, who now numbered
ninety-eight, were quiet and orderly.

T'rom this time onwards tu the present there has
always been o resident clergyman at the~Indian
settlement who has heen supported by the Church
Missionary Suciety. The samz noble Svciety has
spent a great deal of money in the promotion of
education amungst the Indians, while its friends
have in many ways helped civilization. Visitors
to the Indian settlemon: have been agrecably sur-
prised to tind the progress which has met the eye
on every hand. During the most trying and eriti-
cal times the Indians have heen loyal to the
Dritish throne. Mr. Cochran and his successors
for almost fifty years have heen carrying on the
good work of Christianizing and civilizing the
[ndians. They paved the way for the work of
education which the Dominion GGovernment solemn-
ly pledged itself by successive treaties to perform.
The public are little aware how, while an enormous
sum is spent by the Indian Department, these
pledges, the carrying out of which are of such vital
importance both to the Indians and the country,
are almost totally unfulfilled. The education that
is even now going on is mainly by the continued
aid, in one form or other, of Christian missionaries,
who are systematicly ignored by the government
and its agents, except in so far as they take advan-
tage of aid without which, with their present
allowanc . for teachers, they would be utterly

To the Editor of The Mail.

Si1r,—The extremists against thm I am new
arguing assume that the I_?nble recognizes two gorts
of wine—the one alcoholie, which is always meant
where wine is spoken against, the other unfermen-
ted, which alone comes in for any commeondation.
And this assumption 38 justified by any number of
additional sssumptions, and the most wonderful
interpretations of authorities o_ld a_nd new. Lat
plain unprejudiced readers decide for themselves,
after seeing what the Scripture says in the exam-
ples which I adduce of what is said under each
word for wine. ‘I must perforce be very brief, but
not therofore insufficient. I begin with the more
usual word for wine in the Old Testament, yayin,
cccurring about 140 times. A temperance writer
says,“In some texts it meant an intoxicating drink.”
Well, yes it does; e. g, Prov. xxiii., 29, where
woe, sorTow, contentions, babbling, wounds with-
out cause, and redness of eyes are the results of
“tarrying long at the wine ;" and in Jer. xxiii, 9,1
am like a drunken man, and like 2 man whom wine
hath overcome :”_while in Gen. xlix., 11-13, it is
part of the blessing of Judah, “he washed his gar-
ments in wine, and his clothes in the blood of
grapes ; his eyes shall bo red with wine"—a result
not ascribable to boiled syrup. DBut such proofs
count for nothing with some. as y«yin is sometimes
clearly spoken of as a good thing, as in Isa. li, 1,
“Come, buy yayin and milk without money and
without price.” Their conclusion is, “Yayin is
thus clearly a generic word for all sorts of wine,
fermented and unfermented.” “Thus clear I and
very logical. But is it the non-stimulating syrup
we are to understand in the comparison, Cant. i,
2, “Thy love is beiter than wine” 1 if so, it would
he very small pruise. But again, we are solemnly
assured that such wine is used this day in Syria—
assured, but not made sure. 'Asis, the new wine
“trodden out,” 18 alro represented as intoxicating
in Job i, 5., “Awake, yo drunkards, and weep;
and howl, ail ye drinkers of wine, becausc of new
wine ; for it is cui off from your mouth ;” and in
Isa. xhx., 26, “They shall be drunken with their
own blood, as with ’gsis, sweet (or new) wine.”
(Vid. Margin.) DBut because the effect of drunken-
ness is not ¢cverywhere in terms set down, therefore
there must bo a second innocent sort ! Zireskh, as
at any rate all my six Hebrow lexicons agree, is 8o
called from its getiing pussession of a man's head ;
yot Dr Kerr can say “There is & very general con-
sensus of intelligent opinion that it was unfer-
mented and unintoxicating ” e will allow Hos
iv, 11, to he “tho only apparent exception.” Let
anyone judge ; “Whoredom and yayin and tirosh
take away the heart.” Is the innocent syrup to be
clpssed with whoredom in its immoral oflects?
Stkechar, the “strong drink” of our Bible. is most
cleatly an intoxicant ; but teetotal learniny thinks
this “ap insccurate, & particularly unforiunate
translation.” They would have it “sweet drink,”
because shechar is so manifestly the same as our
sugar ! forgetting Max DMMiller's warning, that
“sound etymology has nothing to do with sound.”
Skeat’s Dictionary, a good authority, will help
them to a betier conelusion. Kaemer, Dout. xxxii.
14, in the authorized version is the very citadel of
ignorant fanatisism, but the more knowing are
aware that it is a dangerous trap rather, and so
they ignore it. “Thou didst drink the pure blood
of the grape.” What can be clearer against fermen
tation ' But the Hebrow is open to no miscon-
struction. “Thou didst drink the blood of the
grape— Kbemor,” 7. ¢., wino fermented, as Gosen-
ius and Fuerst explain. Sc Rosenmueller, “pure
wine, which has formented, and has been jurified
by fermentation.” And so the Septuagint of old :
“and he drank the blood of the cluster—wine.”
Ps. lxxv., 8, leaves no doubt as to the force of the
word . “In the hands ot the Lord there is a cup,
and the wine is red— Khamar; the dregs thereof,
all the wicked of the earth shall w ipg them owt,
and drink them.” They are foreed to drink deep
of a maddening draught. And such God's best
gifts can become when they are used wickedly.
“] will eurse your hlessings.” &Sove, which, ety-

mologically, is the same as our general term
*drink,” ‘“soak," like our term aleo implies intoxi-
cation : a8 in Nah 1i., 10, “While they are drunken
as drunkards” (or rather as their drink, sove) “thay
shall be devoured asstubble fully dvy ” Dr. Kerr
is only “inclined to think" an intoxicant is referred
to bere : though to deny 15 would be to disregard
what profape history tells us of the soldiery of
Nineveh in the hour of its capture. In Dent. xxi.,
20, the participle is used for a “drunkard,” and

also in Prov. xxiii, 21, “The glutton and the
drunkard shall come te poverty.” And yet “sove’?
must be an innocent unintoxicant ! Now I have
gone through all the words in the Hebrew Bible
which we ever transiate “wine.” They all clearly
represent drinks which had intoxicating proper-
ties, and howevor beneficial were capahle of being
abused to man's great injury. And yet everybody
must see who does not choose to shut his eycs that
they were all the gifts of Gop, intended for our
good, capable of furthering our good, were
frequently the images of divinest spiritual
blessings, and Christians beliove that wine
was consecrated by the Savieur of the world to
a most venerable use and an enduring place in His
Church. I have said enough to clear the way as to
the Old Testament.

It issaid to cont:in 10,000 studeunts, all
of whom are in training to teach the doetrines of
Islam in any part of the world. Mohammedanism
is not dead yet,

The Ch nese American, the fivst Chiness paper
issued in America appeared week before last. It
is edited by Wong Chin oo, a young Christian
Chinaman educated in the United States. He:
issued an edition of 50,000 copies.

It has been estimated that there have heen vears
in which the benevolence of the late W, K.
Dodge of New York, reached $1,000 a day, whije
frequently the sum given away amounted to $250,-
000, nd in no time did he give less than $200,000
a year.

Bishop Coxe, in the Aalendar, says “One hint
to communicants may be very useful here: howare
how .ou leave the Church before the Eucharistic
feast ends with the Blessing. It was a remark of
the late exemplary Mrs, Shelton—1 fear that those
who leave before the Blessing, go away witlout a
blessing.’

In England and Wales there are at the present
time 186 religious sects, amongst the most receut
hoing the Alethians, the Army of the King's Own,
Calvinistic Independents, Christian Evangulists,
Christian Pioneers, Christian Army, Gospel Tem-
perance Blue Ribbon Army, Holiness Army,
Hosannah Army, Redeemed Army, Royal Gospel
Army, and Salvation.

The Bishop of Lichfield has issued a pastoral
letter, in which ho says he is sometimes surprised
and pained to hear elergymen stata that they never
ask their young people to bo confirmed, but allow
them to otier themselves of their own free will.
This o grave misconception of duty, rt variance
with their ordination vow and Christ’s own teach-
ing and example. The young should be taught to
regard confirmation not only as a duty to be done
but as a blessing to be desired, and enjoyed.

The ompire of Japan has risen from the low
plane of feudalism to its present height of civiliza-
tion almost as rapidly as its sacred mountain Fuji-
san is said to have risen from the level of the sda
—in a single night. In twenty-five years Japan
has abolished the feudal system ; disarmed a he-
reditary nobility, with six hundred thousand re-
tainers ; organized its army, navy, postoffice and
common school systems, on the most approved
Wesiern models ; taken the practical ownership of

into the hands of the people; founded univers-
ities ; and instituted s system of compulsory
education, under which saventy-one per cent, of
the children are new undergoing instruction,

In ad-
dition to this, the Central Committee in London
have received about 35001. for the same object,
and have pramised a grant of 500/. from the general
fund for the increase of the Home Episcopate.
About 30,000%, more is reguired to complete the
endowment.

Dy, Schliemann lives in princely style in Athens
in an imposing marble palace which bhear on its
front, above the door, the inscription in fetters of
gold : “Hall of Ilium.” Hero every other Thurs-
day evening during the winter, he ontertains a
handred or more Professors, Journalists, and
Statesmen- The spacious parlors afford room for
more than three hundred guests. All the decora-
tions of the house commemorate Dr. Schliemann’s
great researches. The floors are paved with [talian
mosaics, the walls covered with Pompeiian frescoes
and patterns of ohjocts found at Troy and Mycenss,
and Homeric mottoes and inscriptions abound.
At the family table classic Greek alone is spoken,
and even the servants have classic names ; the
gardener is Priam, the porter Bellerophon, and the
two nurses Hocuba and Polyxena.

Bishop Austin is the oldest member of the Co-
lonial Episcopate. Though the climate of Guisna
is tropical, ho has administrated his diocese for

Doty vears, and sl pussesses much  physieal

strength.  Tast year he visiied the most distant
Mission stations, travelling sometimes for whole
days corped up in a tent-boat, and sleeping in a
hammock at night with no hettor proctection than
that allorded by an indian hat.  His episcopacy
has seen great changes.  After the Negro Emanci-
pation of 1838 an importation began of Coolies
from Indix, and then from China—an element of
population now over 82,000. Zealous efforts for
their conversion have been greatly successful—
among the Chinese especially, who have now two
Christian Churches of their own.  LEvangelistic
work among the native Red Indians has also made
rowarkable progress under such missionaries as
Bernan, Yond, Brett, and now the Rev. W, Heard
—whole tribes in the remote interior having been
gathered into the Church’s fold. The Bishop is
now in England for a while, engaged with consid-
erable sucess, in secking aid for several objects,
particularly the erection of a cathedral.

The Crown advisers have a difficult pnst to fill
up ai St. Peter’s, Laton Square. Canon Wilkinson
speedily metamorphosed both the material and
spiritual condition of the Church in that parish.
Mr. Alfred Blomfield, working with ample funds,
with great skill changed a dull, cheerless building,
into & devout and well-arranged c¢hurch, which
was quickly fitled by overflowing congregations,
held together by the Vicar’s earnest piety, the
fearless preaching, and manifold parochial organi-
zations. At the end of twelve years' devoted work
amongst rich and poor Canon Wilkinson leaves a
niche which it will be difficult, if not impossiblo,
to fill. Rumour has spoken of Mr, Randall David-
son. Chaplaiu to the late Primate, and Scott Hol-
land, student of Christ Church, Oxford, as pos-
sible successors, and both have eminent qualifi-
cations. Among other names mentioned in
connexion with the appointment is that of the
Earl of Mulgrave, vicar of Worsley, who is widely
known as a miseion preacher of marked earnestnoess
and ability, whiie his social position as heir to the
Marquis of Normanby would give him a special
fitness for the post from another point of view.
The recent appointments gives us good ground to
believe that pains will be taken to find the best
man for a post of great difficulty and of immense
influence and importance,
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Quite o number of petitions have been pre-
sented. to the House of Comwons during the past
week from Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, and
other parts of the Dominion, for abolishing the
running of trains on the Intercolonial on Sundays.
‘There are really no good and sufficient reasons for
the continuance of the objectionable practise,
while the reasons against it are numerous and
obvious. If the Government of our {couniry
actively and openly violate the Sunday Laws,
what can be expected from private corporations
and the irreligious masses? 1t may seein a smali
matter to some minds, but viewed from the Chris-
tian standpoint itis of the greatest and gravest
importance to the future of our country and its
people. We are laying foundations; let us lay
them broad and deep on the seternal principles
which Gobp has revealed to us.

The London T¥mes speaking of penal servitude
says, “The improved objects of punishment are
deterrent and reformatory; to deter the offender
himself from repeating his offence and others from
imitating it, and to efiect an amelioration of his
character and habits.” It procceds to describe the
present management of convict prisons and shows
how the modern systemn has proved most suceess-
ful in reforming bad characters.  After reading the
article we were glad to find that all the good fea
tures enumeorated are in successful operation in
the Dorchester Penitentiary, as we learned from
personal observation, and from the very full and
clear statements of Warden Botstord, who seems
thoroughly to understand his duties, and whose
wise and beneficent rule has done and is caleulated
to do a grand work in the reformation and recla-
mation of criminals. Wa were rather fearful at
first that perhaps the system was not sufficiently
severe, but on s fuller knowledge of the treatment
we were struck with the remarkable effect it was
having in raising the moral tore of the prisoners,
and in preparing them by the acquisition of a
trade and otherwise to occupy useful aund honor-
able positions in life when their terin of sentence
shall have expired.

A gouple of brewers of Prince Edward Island
have petitioned the Dominion Parliament against
the Scott Act. The Toronto Globe says, “On
Saturday a petition was presented to the Ilouse,
at Ottawa, from Thos, Merris and C. Il. Hyndman,
brewers, of Charlottetown, P. IL. L, representing
that the Scott Act is now in force all over Princs
Edward Island, and under it they are prevented
from making and selling boer. The petitioners
further represent that through the operation ot the
Act thoy are the losers by 828,200, and they pray
for indemnity for the loss sustained.” All of
which goes to show that the Act is not so in-
oporative as some of its opponents arc so anxious
to have the public genorally beliove, although
these petitioners after making their claim, have
the hardihood to say that as much beer as ever is
sold on the Island.

The following eircular, emanating from the
Chief Superintendent’s offico of the Intercalonial
Railway, is being sent to employos :—*It is of the
utmost importance that only men of known sober
habits shall he employed in any position affecting
the movements of trains: it is therefore ordered
that any person belonging to any of the following
named classes of employes who is known {o he
intoxicated, whethor on duty or mnot, shall he
peremptorily dismissed from the service. The
clsses of employes referred to are 'Frain De-
spatchers, Station Masters, Assistant Station Mas-
ters, Conductors, Telegraph Opcrators, Engine
Drivers, Firemen, DBrakesmen and Switchmen.
All officers and employes are required to aid in
carrying out this order, and they will be held
respousible for any mneglect or concealment.”
This is a move in the right direction as far as it
goes. We would like however to suggest that as
an ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure,
might it not be a wise step for the Dapartment to
prohibit the sa/e of liquors in or near any Station
or Depot, and in that simple but effective way save

the men from what is often a very terrible and
overpewering temptation.

The agricultural resources of the North-West
and British Columbia have been attracting the
emigrant and settier, but now its mineral wealth is
zoing to make it the attractive spot of the world.
A Victoria, British Columbia, despateh of Thurs-
day last says .—“A prospector has just returned
from the Koutenay district, who brings a specimen
of lead and silver ore of marvellous richness and
nearly pure. IHe says the mines are of vast extent,
and that in one locaticn there are two hundred
and fifty thousand tons of o:e in sight, and that
the value of the mines at present discovered is
fitty millions of dollars. ‘The glories of Leadville
pale hofore this prospector's reports. One seam is
vne hundred feot thick. He tells of veins of pure
copper visible in the rock. The mines are within
sixty miles of the route selected by the Canadian
Pacific Railway via Kicking Horse Pass,

There seems to be a growing intention on the
part of the authorities to interfere in the numerous
jutteries which are advertised all over the Domin-
ion. A Torento paper of Wednesday last says:—
“A crusade against lotteries has been begun in
Toronto. Thirty-nine citizens were before the
pulice court to-day charged with buying and selling
lottery tickets. A portion of thew are in connec-
tion with the late Musonic lottery in Lundon,
Ont., but the majority of them are charged with
complicity in the transactions of the proposed
Orauge lottery in Ottawa. Two churges on 1his
ground have been entered against the Mai/ and
cight against proprietors of the Orauge Sentivel
for publishing lottery advertisements. Owing to
the failure of the city police to have anything to
do with the matter, the service of county con:
stables had to be vresorted to in serving the defend-
ants, The Crown Attorney, however, asserted
his determination to proseente the matter to the
end. The trial has been set down for Monday
next.”

As evidencing the present unhappy unsettled
condition of France, and the tendency of recent
legislation to encourage lawlessness and vagrancy
in the cities and towns, we clip the following from
the letter of a Paris correspondent of a London
paper. Ile says: The number of begging children
in the streets of Paris has hecome so great that
the Procureur de la Republique has issued a cir-
cular to the comnissaries of police of the different
quarters of the lown to use energetic measures to
put a stop to the abuse. But it is not enly chil-
dron who now beg in Paris.  Professional beggars,
male and female, swarm to an extent never before
known, unless it were during the Commune; while
street tobberies, attended with acts of violence,
are unusually frequent. It is scarcely too much
to say that ne female seen coming out of a bank
or change olfice is safe. She isliable to be watched
and followed until passing through some out-of-
the-way street, when she is set upon and plun-
dered. The conduct of the Municipal Council is
greatly to Dlame for this state of things. They
have done all in their power to undermine the
authority of the police, and take awny the fear of
it from the very classes whom it is intended fo
overawe,

‘and the district adjacent.

In speaking of the dangerous results attending
the use of alcoholic drinks we must not confuse
ourselves and others by classifying them under the
title of -*Wine,” nor allow the opponents of the
Temperance movement to charge its promoters with
opposing simply the use of the juice of the grape.
It is a tact pretty wall understood, but not so fixed
in people’s minds as it should be, that but little of
the drink used is wine, and that but extremely lit-
tle of the small quantity of the wine drunk is the
pure juice of the grape. The following will remove
another fallacy which has deluded a great many
people : The United States Consul at T.a Rochelle,
in his report on I'rench brandies, points out the
fact that no pure brandy is now mado in Cognac
Ho says that German
alcohol, distilled from potatoes, is imported, doec-
tored and sold for brandy. and that the French arti-
sans and peasants, who formeily used light wines,

have of late years used much of this so-called

brandy, He says: *“Its characteristic effect is to
produce an intoxication in which the patient
i» especinlly inclined to rage and physical violence,
while hopeless insanity is the inavitable conse-
quence of persisting in its use, even fur a relatively
short perind of time.” * It is at least worth the phy-
sician’s while to know that there is no such thing
as pure Cognac now, and that the vile concee-
tione which pass for wine and brandy now-a days
are poisonous substances, slarmingly dangerous in
their potent effeets upon the human systein.

The Toronto GYebe thinks the navigation of
Huodson Bay is practicable, and is urging upon
the Dominion Goverument the importance of test-
ing the matter this coming summer. The Glube
says there is a conflict of opinion among the
ufficials of the Hudson Bay Co. upon the subject,
some maintaining that it is quite impassable in the
spring and fall as well as in the winter months,
while others declare it to be navigable for six
mgnths of the year. Fven if navigation should
be open for but three months in the year, and the
wheat of the North-West can be shipped direct
1o Liverpool, it would be of immense advantage to
the country, as well as greatly increasing its value
to Canada,

It is not only claimed for Xnsilage that it will
add very largely to the quantity of cattlo food,
but, as the following demonstrates, that the quality
of the fuoed is greatly improved, a feature in it-
self of the utmost importance to stock raisers. A
isgturer upon the subject in England recently gave
the result of an analysis which had been supplied
by Mr. Sutton, chemist to the Norfolk Chamber
of Agrieulture, of two ssmples of ensilage and as
many of hay, made in each case of the same
arasses.  Mr Sution said :—“The two samples of
hay cousisted of a variety of grasses, many of
them of a coarse deseription and of poor quality,
and were destitute of the sweet smell and taste
which always accompanies well-made meadow hay
of good quality. Both specimens of ensilage were,
on the contrary, highly odoriferous from the de-
velopment of the essential oils peculiar to the
various grasses, and had also & vinous smell ac-
companied with a slight but pleasant acidity, If
the effects of the silo were only to convert what
would otherwise be n tastcless dry forage into a
fragrant, appetising, and succulent foed, it would
he a decided step in advance, but the analysis will
show that much greater changes of a beneficial
nature oceur during the process. These changes
are especially shown in the large proportions of
soluble Hesh-formers and fat-producers as com-
pared with the hay. The change induced by the
silo is in fact u partial digestion or limited for-
‘mentation, and nndoubtedly such feod will prove
much easier of digestion and assimilation than
erude hay. It is abundantly evident, so far as
thesc analyses can show, that the silo has pro-
duced a succulent, easily digestible food, full of
aroma and nutrition, from & very poor quality of
grass,”

Advices from London say that Mr. George Ste-
phen, of the Cansdian Pacific Syndicate,has made a
suggestion in the London press for relieving distress
in Ireland by assisting the immigration of 70,000
agriculturists to the Canadian North-West Terri-
tories. e offers to provide capital for starting the
scheme by way of a loan. The condition of the
English agriculturist is quite as bad, and we may
losk for an enormous emigration from Kngland the
coming spring.

2esolutions abrogating the Washington Treaty
made in 1871 botween the United States and Eng-
land, so far as it relates to the Fisheries, have
been discussed and adopted by the United States
Senate,  The termination of these articles will
take oflect at the cxpiration of the two years re-
quired by the treaty, which will end in July, 1885.
Of course our neighbours think they will benefit
therselves by this decision, while we of Canada
whno are chiefly interested on the other side, are
quite content to see the Treaty come to an end.
The time has long since gone by when for the

sake of reciprocity in certain things we are w:lling

to make sacrifices most damaging to our general in-
terests, Like every other husiness wrrangement,
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we must have what is fair to both sides, and when
our neighbors feel so disposed sn i .approach us in
such a spirit, and we find it beneficial to our coun-
try's interests as a nation, there is no question but
what the enlightened public opinien of Canada will
agree to a rencwal of these trade relations, and not

before.

An English paper says: The rains and floods
which have been prevailing in all parts of the coun-
try have now assumed the proportions of a national
calamity. Large tracts of land are totully submerg-
ed.” By this time of the year & considerable area of
wheat should have been sown, but scireely an acre
has yet besn seceded down in all Eugland. The
land is literally & movass, and the winter wheat is
rottivg in the soggy ground, \Whatever may hap-
pen now there canuot be a great harvest this year,
aven it it does not turn out one of the worst that
Englaud has ever known, To add to the misfor
tunes of our sorely tri-d agricultural population
dixense has broken out among the cattle and the
sheep.

Another gigantic failure has overtaken a financial
scheme of some Romizh ecclesinstics in the United
States. The Augustinian TFathers, of Lawrence,
Mass., induced their foolish people (nlmost all of
whom are operatives iv the mills) to depusit with
them their hard earnings, premising a much larger
rate of interest than the banks allow. Not warned
by Bishop Purcell’s financial crash which ruined
thousands a year or two ago to the extent of over
two wnillions of dollars, these priests of lawrence
Liave been equally reckless with the money of their
dupes, and at last being compelled to make a finan-
cial statement, show their liabilities 1o he a large
sum—over half a million of dollars. The money
has been spent in building churches and in sustain-
ing religious institutions, und mnot in the way in
which the depositors supposed. The assets are
placed high, but it is very doubtful whether any-
thing more than a few thousand dollars will he
recavered from the wreck. Romanists are a guile-
less and long suffering people, it vemains to be
secen how far they will be coutent to lose the earn-
ings of years, which constitute their ail, in this
way.

Letter from lL.ondon.

(FFrom a valued correspondent.)

Loxpox, Feb. 15th, 1883,

That tender plant which appaared of late to ba
sending forth vigorous shools—internal harmony
i our Church—has been blighted by a killing
frost. Omnce more those who love the triumph of
their party more than the welfare of the Church
lrave filled the air with ecclesiastical strife and
scandal.  How much itis to be regretted that
clergymen who are really doing Gon’s work in
their parishes should dsem the safety and tran-
quility of the Church of less importance than the
wearing of a certain vestment. The Miles-Plat-
ling case i3 to be fought out to the bitter end.
Should the courts decide that the Bishop of Man-
chester has exceeded his powers in refusing to
institute the clergyman presented, if will be neces-
sary for him {o resign. Dishop Iraser maintains
that for him to institute to o benefice a clergyman
who would continue the same illegal ceremonial
acts for which the former incumbent was deprived
would be a stultification of the law which the
common sense of the country would not tolerate.

On the other side, though it is conceded that
the nominee (Rov. H. Cowgill) would probably
disregard the laws and fundamental doctrines of
the Church of lngland, it is urged that a man is
1ot to he punished for a hypothetical offence : and
that the only course compatible with law was to
institute Mr. Cowgill : afterwards, illegal practices
would reuder him liable to deprivation by ecclesi-
astical law. The settlement of the point will
involve much tedious and expensive litigation in
the common law courts, and whoever wivs will
Jose more than victory is worth,

The Bishop of Manchester is too much identified
with a section of the Chureh to command wuniver-
sal svmpathy. Outside the pale of the Church he
is widely honored for his active interest in the
practical burning questions of the day, and his

vation of the masses, The Spectator complains
that the English Bishops whils exercising full
authority in cases of mornl seandal have inade-

iquate powers for dealing with questions of ritual

and heresy.

It is said that the complete revised edition of the
Bible is to be ready by the end of the year. The
revigors are sithing at Westminster engaged in the
second revision. " One of the questions causing
grave and careful discussion is whether the sacred
name of Gop in the Old Testament should be
rendered “Jehovah” or “Lord.” No verses are to
be omitted from the toxt of the 0ld Testament aa
was the case with the Nuw. There is no doubt
that the march of time is gradually giving the New
Version an advantage overthe Old. Ivery clergy-
man consults it ; some preach from it It is in-
variably referred to in controversy; very fre-
quently in exposition. Familiarity will give
additional weight.

The enthronement of the new Archbishop will
present a spectacle of ecelosiastical pomrp not often
surpassed in modern times. The religious cere-
wony in the Cathedral will be followed by a grand
banquet, and in the evening thare will be a special
service, at which Mendelsohn’s “Hymn of Praise”
will be rendezed by a combination of choirs,
accompanied by a full band. The patriarchid
chiir in which the Kings of Kent were crowned
will be used, and removed from its present to its
ancient site.  The Mayor and Corpor.tien of Lon-
don will weleome his Grace in state.

The latd Archbishop Twmt has left a wonderful
impression on his times.  Men of all types have
combined to pay homage to the Christian sim-
plicity that aderned his private life, and the
carnest work and lolerant exercise of power that
marked his publie carcer. 1lis momory is to be
preserved by n moenument at Canterbury, West-
minster and St Panl’s, a restoration of the Avchi-

episcopal Chapel at  Lambeth, « scholarship al,

Ttugby and a mission fund.

Mr. Gladstone is to be asked for a quarter of a
million to restoro the broken and smoke-eaten walls
of Westminster Abbey. This must give satisfac-
iton to all Amerieans as well as Englishmen, for is
net the venerable Abbey a common inheritance

Never in the history of the total abstinence
movement has o move marked success been scored
than at the present time in Great Britain.  Public
opinion is being eompletely revolutionized in its
favor. In many towns there are large numbers of
public houses to lot or for sale, whereas a year ago
it was very difficult to obtain one. The annual
revenue derived from the traftic has hitherto
amounted to £30,000,000 levied on a total expen-
diture for strong drink of £152,000,000. It is
oxpected that during the current year the revenue
will diminish between £3,000,000 and £1,000,000,
though the figures will still be terrible.  The mar-
vellous progress of this great moral refaim is partly
due to the general spread of intelligonce and
education; partly to the eflorts of the Salvation
and Dlue Ribbon Armies and the numerous tee-
total societies, whose advocacy, howover, has often
been injudicious and injurious ; and partly to the
weight lent to the movement hy such wen as John
Bright, Herbert Gladstone, Samuel Plimsoll, Lord
Wollesley and Canon Farrar. A deputation of the
Blue Ribbon Army recently presented an address
to Lord Woallesley, who, in his reply, bore testi-
mony to the advantages of total abstinence to tho
soldiers under his command in the Red River and
Fyyptian Lxpeditions, and stated that his hody
guard in South Africa were almost exclusively
temperance men. He Dbelieved strong drink
entailed on the country evils greater than war,
famine and pestilence combined ; that it was the
chief cause of all crime in the army and in eivil
life ; that it was the chief curse of the nation : and
that the tota]l abstinence movement would remove
this disastrous eflect by removiug the cause.

Thres hundred extra policemen have heen
envolle.l in the East Iind of Londun for preserving
peace hetween the Salvation Army and the se-
called “Skeleton Army,” organized cut of sheer
spite and haired, with the avowed object of fight-
ing the Salvationists. 1t will, perhaps, lead to a
stop being put to all religious processions. The
Salvation Army bas got into trouble in Switzer-

The police did not interfere to protect
them in the attacks they invariably provoke, and
now the Council of State have prohibited their
meetings as tending to disturb the public peace.
The new Church Army is moking progress in cer-
1ain quariers.

A London clergyman is said to have iold his
vongregation the other day that there was still
many & onoe who, while engaged in singing ap-
parently with all his heart the lines—-

“Were the whole realm of nature mine,

That were an offering far too smal),”
was diligently engaged with one hand in his pocket
seraping the edge of a three-penny piece to make
sure it wus not a four-penny piece.

Much eoxcitement is being aroused by the slow
but aure development of secret rources of the dark
erimes that have so long stained Ireland. It now
seemns certain that the strong hand of the law is
laid on & well organized gany of nssassins, spread
like network over the land, who are responsible
for the foul murders of Mr. Burke and lord
Cavendish and similar outrages. Their arrest is a

“PRAYLERS FOR TUL DEAD."

Sir,—In the sermon preached at St. Luke's
Church this mornine by the assistani minister the
above subject was veforred 1o at some length and
the benefits which are supposed to result hoth to
the living and the dead were attempted to be
explained.

As the doctrine is one which 1 cousider to bo
contrary tv the Scriptures and the teaching of the
Chureh it would be interesting to see Mr. Peters’
reasons for the views he advocates,

In my present state of darkness T cannot recon-
eile his teaching with such passages as the fol-
lowing—

“So man lieth down, and riseth not; till the
heavens be no more, they shall not awake, nor be
raised out of their sleep.”

Froa the just wrath of Gop against sin, and
from the despair we must naturally feel when con-

templating the Jong roll of our transgressions, how |

shall we escape 7 Is there no deliverance from the
guilt and the tyranny of sin ? *“WhatwustIdoto be
saved ?” The Answer of Gop's Word 18 “Believe on
the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved.” A
simple answer, truly, and yet not simple. The
difficulty is to know when we have Delieved, what
constitutes belief. It is very clear that a mere
formal assent of the mind to the great Facts ot
Chirist’s Life and Doath will nat be suflicient. Thou-

sands thus bejieve on the Lord Jesus Christ, and |

yet have no peace in believing.
must be interpreted by others.  Let us take one,
and interpret by its means, “Repent and be con-
verted that your sins may be blotted out.”

I.—WHAT 1S REPENTANCE?

Utter misery and
unhappiness follow. [s that rcpemance? Nay,
Judas feit thus. It was Remorse, not Repentance.
And it drove him to suicide,

2. Another finds he has made a mistake. Hon-
esty is, after all, the best policy. Fraud and distion
esty do not thrive. Raebbery of the pubuc purse
or of widiws and orphans does not pay. T.¢
world fiuds out these things, and the respectable
world, guilty itself, is very hard on discovered sin.
This sinner, then, is angry and vexed at himscu
for having been so foolish and blind. He sufiers a
good deal of humiliation, and his exposure causcs
him severe pain. 1s this Repentance? Nay, it i
nothing more than disappointment aud annoyanc®
at buing found out. It was the feeling of Simon
Magus ; mere vexation at being detected.

3. Upon a third comes some heavy chastisement
of Gop. Not upun others but upon himself,
Men can generally bear with forutude an accumu
lation of wues, as long as others are the sufferers
But now Gup touches the sitner l.msel. A
fever eprives him of ail strength, or au incurable

“disease, involving long and distressing suffering’
He feels, too, that his own sin and folly has caused
it. GoD's broken laws have avenged thercselves. |
He thinks of his folly, and bewails his lost pleasures, ;
and regrets his wasted health, and he says “I
would go on in reckless wickedness, and now I
have lost everything that makes life endurable.”
Is that Repentance ? Nay, that is the sorrow of
Esau, who *found no place of rei:entance, thougn
he sought it carefully with tears.”

4. These feelings all have their foundation in
self.  The object of true repentance is not self but
Gop. There may be sorrow and dissatisfaction
with self ; but repentance comes from sorrow at
having offended Gop. Sin grieves a just and
holy Gop. No matter whether it is known or not.
No matter whether it is punished or not. Many
sins the world does net account sins ; many sins it
never knows. The question is not whether magis-
trates have cognizance of it, or the law punishes it, or
society turns up its eyes and hands in holy horror
of it ; it is whether the sin has offended against the
purity and holiness of Gon, who so loved the worlu
that He gave His only begotten Son. Do 1 feel
that I have sinned against the yearning love ol
! Gop? Dous He who longs for my saivation, who
lias don. all that Owmnipotence can do tu save me,
{ turn IHis face from me because He is of purer eyes
tthan to behoid iniqQuity ? Does my heart sink
i within nie when I reflect how I have grieved a lov-
i ing Gop, sacrificed my Saviour afresh and put Him

to an opep shame ? I see i dying a shameful

The man of the world goes through life enjoying
it as much as he can. To him the peniicnual
language of the Church is simply a mader of tol-
cration.. He may go to an Ash Wednesday service
and conde-cend to join in the responses and to
kindly listen to the plaintive hymn,  Sin to him is
an evil—in the abstract.  But does he realize his
share in it? Has he done anything to get rid of

it?> There his sins are— sins of boyhoud, youth-

hood, school life, college life, married life. But he
has no grief, no sorrow. He is happy and jovial,
He will allow that the poor have vices, but for his
own he has no thought. He would not deny the
truths of the Gospel, or despise religion. But he
thinks that his gentlemanly assent to the state-
ments of the Bible and the Church is sufficient for
him. But there is not 2 shred of Repentance in
this. For there is nc Love for Gop. The only
love he is capable of is love for self. The heart-
less woman of fashion, the votary of worldliness,
lives and dies in the same cold, stony, well-bred
listlessness to divine things, with no higher aspira-
tion than the fit of a dress or the cut of a bonnet;
for to feel deeply about religion or to shew an
anxiety about the soul would be vulgar. Oh when
will dying souls look to the Cross of Christ?

“But bow can I love Gopo, when I eannot feel
thus?’ Ah! kneel in self-abasement before the
scene of His Death WHAT MaADE HIM SUFFER
so? Love for you! You were one of His lost
souls, whom He loved s0 much that He sacrificed
Himself to save yon! Go through His agony and

THE GROWTH OF THE CHURCH.

Tuis is a subject which, it must be admitted,
does not receive the attention that it deserves.
Indeed, so neglectful or forgetful have been
those whose duty it has been to make Church peo-
ple and others acquainted with the progress
and condition of the Church, that but very few
are aware of her altogether remarkable advance
within the last twenty or thirty years, both in Eng-
land and the Colonies, as well as the United States.
It we go back as a starting point 10 the year 1850,
and look at what has been accomplished since, the
figures will indeed surprise those who have perhaps
been led astray by the small results of the work in
their own immediate neighbourbhood, or who have
contrasted what they know of their own Church
with the enthusiastic utterances of the rehgious
press and pulpit of other religious bodies respecting
their work and progress. It may safely be affirm-
¢d that no religious budy 1s makicg the progress
which the Church of Ingland and the budics 1o
communion with her are snowing, both in num-
bers, influence and Spiritual Iue at the present
time ; and that no Christian body can at all ap-
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proach her in the amount of her yearly contribn-
tions to religious objects. In England, within the
last thirty years, over 2,000 new parishes have been
created. The Bishops and clergy have increased
from less than 14,000 to nearly z4,000. Over two
hundred and fifty millions of dollars have been
expended in Church buildings. About five hun-
dred millions of dollars have been contributed for
Church Endowments. In the last 12 years, more
than thirty millions of dollars have been subscribed
voluntarily for the Day Schools under Church con-
trol, and the net increase of accommodation in
these Schools during the same period has exceeded
one million and a-half.

The Official Year Book of the Church of Eng-
land says:—*It is estimated that one million
pounds sterling was spent in the nine years pre-
ceding 1881, upon Church building and restora-
tion in the diocese of Manchester ; £660,000 in
the diocese of Lincoln; £607,718 in the diocese
of Ripon ; £473,596 in the diocese of Winchester,
and so on. Besides this, there was contributed to
the augmentation and endowment of benefices in
the Church of England during the five years pre-
ceding November, 1881, by private benefacuons,
£724,117 135. 4d., besides a capital sum of £103,-
808 10s. 3d., from the Ecclesiastical Commissioners.
The largest amount of private benefactions was in
the diocese of Manchester, Lincoln, Ripon, and
York. Strange to say, the wealthy diocese of Lon-
don, and its neighbour of South London, misnamed
Rochester, are amongst the smaller contributors
through the Commissioners, who claim to have in-
creased the incomes of 4,700 bencfices in the for-

_ty years preceding October 3rst, 1880, from
augmentation and endowment to the extent of
£23,000,000.

The number of philanthropic and charitable
organizations in connection with the Church is
enormous. In every diocese Hospitals, Infirma-
ries, Sisterhoods, and kindred Institutions and
Assaciations are to be found, and many milliens of
dollars have been contributed for their erection
and support. The number of services among the
poorer ciasses, and the efforts put forth to make
them attractive and successful, have been striking
features of the work of recent years, the whole pre-
senting a picture of earnest zeal, Jarge-hearted
generosity, and selfsacrificing devotion, before
unknown in the world’s bistory.

The growth of the Church in the United States
has been no less remarkable. In the last thirty
years, about which we have been speaking, the
Church in that Jand has advanced from the position
of being a small, and if not obscure, at least every-
where spoken against, scct, to that of a large and
progressive Church, in many ways being recognized
as the most powerful and influenuial religious or-
ganization in the country. Thirty years ago, there
were fewer than thirty Bishops, now there are
sixty-eight.  Of Clergy, there were about 1300,
while they now number 3600, sud the Cumpun-
cants which then numbered less than 100,000 have
increased to upwards of 350,000,

In the Colonies the change has been even
grester. A handful of Bishops aund a2 few hundred
Clergy bave increascd to 73 Bishops, between
3,000 and 4,000 gther Clergy, while the Communi-
cants have mujuplied 1p a marvellous manner.,

GIRLS' FRIENDLY SOCIETY,

SHoRTLY after the articles on this subject appear- ] to thc

ed in the CuurcH GUARDIAN, a meeting was held ;
in Toronto, under the presidency of the Bishop of
the Diocese, when a provisional Society was form-
ed, and mucy interesting information on the bene-
fits to be derived fiom such an Association was
elicited. The particulars were duly forwarded to
us by our Toronto Correspondent, but unhappily
wenl astray. We are now able to give an account
of the meetlng which was held in St. George's
School [louse, on the 8th ult. Among those pre-
sent were—the Bishop of Toronto, anid Revs, P’ro-
vost Budy, J. D. Cayley, A. Baldwin, J. Langtry,
AL J. Broughall, J. F. Sweeney, J. M. Carroll, and
Canon Dumoulin, together witha number of ladies.
A letter was read from the Rev.Charles Darling,
stating that there were thirty young women in his
parish waiting to join the Girls'’ Friendly Society,
and regrotting that he was unable to attend the
meeting. Brief Addresses were delivered by the
Eishop and others, explaining the work of the
Society. Capada 1s now so intimatcly connccted
with Great Britain, and there are such numbers of
young girls emigrating who have been members of
the G. I'. S. at home, that great assistance might be
rendered to the Church by a similar organization
here. By such a Society members and associates
would be able to assist and encourage strangers,
and thus prevent them straying from the pa hs of
rectitude, as many have done in the past. The
clergymen present offered their hearty support m
establishing the Society in their parishes, and it was

subsequently decided to adopt the three central

rules of the G.I. 5. and thus form a provisional
Society for the Diocese of Toronto, under the
patronage of Mrs. Sweaunan. These rules are as
