THE PSALTER.

A Paper Read by the Rev. Canon Norman, M A.,
D.C.L., before the Sunday school Associa-
tion of the Diocese of Montreal,

It ia obviously impossible to treat adequatoly
go vast and important & subject as the Psalter
within the limits of a short paper. The oxe-
getical and othor commentaries on the Psalms
are in themselves a library, and the subject can
be approached from many sides. All that I
can hope to do, is to meation a few facts con-
nected with the Psalms, and suggest o few
thoughts which may lead to higher plegsure
and more thorough edification from theirstudy.

First let us consider the name, The Psalter
is called in the Hebrew “The Book of Praise.”
The word “Pealter” is of Greek origin, and is
taken from the Alexandrian MS of the Septua-
gint version. It meang, strictly speaking, a
mugical insirument and then a collection of
hymns recited or sung to & musical accompani-
ment of stringed instruments. According to
the arrangement of the Old Testament Canon by
Ezra, the Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes and
Song of Solomon were included under this
one head. In ancient limes the terms “Psalm

and hymn" were practicelly identical. The
hymn sung at the lust Supper was a selection
of Paalms, aad we can gather from the writings
of St. Paul and St. James that the early believ-
ers were in the habit of singing Psalms. In
fact we may state that the morning and even-
ing hymns of the early Christinns were taken
from the Pealter, St. Paul in Ephes, v, 19 and

Col. iii, 16 alludes to “Psalms, hymns and spiri-
tualsongs.” The hymns referred to were prob-
ably, according to Augustine’s later definition,
songs of praise addvessed to God, whilo the
spiritual songs were perhaps (as Archbiskop
French observes in his Greek synonyms, vol.
ii, p. 133) sacred poems, which could not ba
classed us either Psalms or hymns, resombling
in character Herbert's “Temple” or Keble's
Christian year.

II. As to their authorship. It was the cus-
tom in our Lord's time to assign the author-
ship to David, inasmuch as ho had s0 large a
share in their composition, and many oarly
Christians, such as Augustine and Chrysostom,
assigned them to him, without hesitation. In
fact, such was the view of Calvin. But careful
criticism has proved that there wero otbor
hands at work besides David's, and that the
chronology of the Psalter extends almost from
the Egyptian servitude to the relurn from the
Assyrian captivity. It would bo an endless
tnsk even to meation tho divers, and in some
cases conflicting, views respecting the aunthor-
ship of individual Psalms. Wea may, it ig prob-
nble, safely infer that the titles assigned to the
Psalms in the Hebrew, and as we have thom
in the Old Testament, are authentic in the
main and wore perhaps affixed by themselves.
There are, howover, many Psalms without any
title, and groat caution must be applied in de-
termining the authorship in such cases. Bat
first, the Psnlter hag been divided into five
parts or books corresponding in number to the
tive books of the Law. This division is of great
antiquity. Xach of these five parts end with a
Doxology. The first extends from Psalmito
Psalm xli inclusive. Of this divisivn about
thirty-seven or thirty-eight can most likoly
claim David as their author, and it is probable
that he arranged them in the order in which
they stand. The firat Psalm ie very likely the
work of Ezra and was sometimes considered as
an introduction to the Psalter generally., The
second, tenth and thirty-third have no supor-
scription. The second may have been written
by David, though some ascribe it to Solomon,
some to Ieaiah, some to Hezekiah. It is cor-
tainly Messianic, and is quoted thrice in tho
New Testament, viz,, Acts iv, 25; Acts xiii,
33, and Hob. i, 5. In thesecond of these pas-
sages it is likely that the true reading should
be first, not second Psalm. It is appointed to
be used on the morning of Easter day.

The second and third books were probably
collected and arranged at different periods in
the reign of Hezezfah, and contain the Psalms
of Asaph and of the Korhites, with the addition
of some written by David himself, which "are
chiefly found in the second book., These Kor-
hites, I may mention, wero Levites, and were
descended from Korash, who perished during
the gojourn in the wilderness, Asaph was one
of David's three chief musicians, tho other two
being Jeduthan or Ethan and Heman. There
seoms t0 have been another musician named
Asaph Iater on in the history, about the reign
of Hezekiah, a descendant of the one who lived
in David's time., The second book extonds
from Psalm Ixii to Ixxii inclusive, and the
third book from Psalm lxzxiii to Psalm lxxxix
inclusive, The Psalms in the fourth division
were collected in the reign of Josish, and con-
ta:n those of Heman, of Moses and others of
high antiquity, but chiefly without titles., This
book extends from Psalm x¢ to cvi inclusive.
The fifth and Iast division containg the Psalms
composed daring and afler the captivity with
the addition of those Psalms of David previ-
ously known, but not ag yet collected. 1t ex-
tends from Psalm evii to the oud of the Psalter.
I should add that, according to tho best au-
thorities, the Psalms never axceeded in number
150; but in some instances the divisions and
arrangements have varied. The additional
Psalms found in some Syrian MSS are consi-
dered spurious. It is supposed that the 14th

verse of the 140th Psalm has been dropped out

by a transeriber. Some think that the words
“from the tree” origiually ended the 10th verse
of the 96th Psalm, but were deliberately -
omitted by Jewish Scribes on account of the al-
lusion to crucifixion. Our authorised version.
follows the Hebrew arrangement, with this ex-
ception, that the Jews considered the . super-
scription to be the first vorso of each Paalm,
It is probable that of the 15¢ Pealms, David:
wag the author of 74 Pealms. (The Septuagint-
by tho way atiribates a largor number to him.)
The 88th Psalm was written by Heman, tho
Eurahite or sojournor. Dr. Lightfoot and some
othors are of opinion that this is the oldest of
the Psalms, and that it was composed during
the bondage in Egypt. Heman, however, as
wo Liava seen, was one of David’s sacrad musi-
cians, and tho Psalm in question was most likely
written in the timo of Solomon, The 90th
Panlmjis the work of Moses, and the 91st may
perhaps also claim him as its author, The 72d
and 127th were probably written by Solomon.
Some few Psalms may have been composed
during the timo of tho Judges and Samuel, The
two Asaphs appenr to have written twelve
Psulms, which are of & solemn and somewhat
storn charactor, Tho descondants of Korah,
boforo roferred to, wore the authors of elaven-
Panlms, which are composed in tho interval be- -
tweon David’s roign and the Babylonish captiv-
ity. The 89th Psalm was the work of Ethan
tho Hzrahite. Hzra, as we have noticed, may
have boen the author of the 1st and the 119th
Psalm, whilo tho 102nd Psalm was probably
composed by Josiah or Daniol. The Septuagint
also givea tho namos of Jeremiah, Haggni and
Zechariah ns Psalmists, and this is quite possi-
blo; but tho Septuagint iz not ec trustworthy
o witness as the original Hebrew. Some of the
German School have conceived that several
Paalms belong to the Maccabean period. This -
is very improbable. [t is more likely that Ju-
das Maceabeus compiled the Psalms, as we have
them, but did not add to their number, Thosa
Psnlms written by tho Korhites are eminently -
pootical and grand. They are not so personal
in their charactor, or so pathetic as those of
David, and perhaps on that account they do not
appeal with the sume force to individual souls, -
but many competont critics are of opinion that
Psalmody atiained its higheat perfaction, as ex-
hibited in the songa of the Korhites, The seven -
penitontial Psalms rank among those that are
most highiy prized by Christian people, Of
these, one, tho blst, occurs in our office for the
visitation of the sick ; the Gth, 320d and 38th
aro said in the Morning service for Ash Wed-
nesday, and the 102nd, 130th and 143rd are se-
lected for the Evening sorvice on that day—of
tho whole number, David is the author of five,
viz.: tha 32nd, S8th, 51st and the 143vd. The
51st speaks from the very depths of true re-
pentance, and will always be nssociated with
Duavid, the greatest of penitonts. The 102nd,
a8 we have seon, was in ail likelibood written
by Josiah or Daniel, and the 130th was perhaps
coraposed during the captivity, Some of the
Panlms, viz.: from the 120th to 134th inclusive
ave ealled in the headings “Songs of degrees,”
or in more modern phrascology, the gradual
Psalms, The meuning of this title is doubtful.
Some have thought that a terrace of fifteen
stops led from the comrt of the women to the .
court of Israel, and that tho choir said or sung
one of theso I’svims whilo pausing at overy
stop. Another theory is that the name arose
from the structure of the Paalms, becrase the
ond of one verse helps in the cemposition to.
form tho beginning of the noxt verse. Yot
another oxplanation as based on supposed .
changer or stages in the melody. The most
probable solution is, that these Psalms were
sung by the foreign Jews. when from time to
time they travelled to Jerusalem, eapscially at
the great festivals. As rogards commentators
on the Psalms, the most eminent in ancient
times wore Hilary, Athanasius and Jernme, and
of these threo Jeromo was undoubtedly the
first, because he was acquainted with Hebrew,
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" He published two versions of the Psalms, One
"of them was. based on the old Italic version, it-
golf translated from the Septuagint, and the
later, by far the more accurate work, which is
found in the Vulgate of to-day, Then we have
Augusiine’s immorial work, characterized by
his personal piety and richness of interpreta-
tion. Of German commentators the name is
legion. Many diffor among themselves, but
gome are excellent as eg.,, Hougstenberg.
~Among English sterling writers, each occupy-
ing, a niche of his own, we have Perowne,
. Kaye, Wordsworth, Phillips, Jebb, Hawkins,
Hammond, Horsley, Thrupp, Faussett, and the
very accurate though unpretonding ' Plain
Commentary " published by Parker, of Oxford.
T would commend also the Introduction 'to the
Psalms in the Spesker's Commen. > g, tho arti-
cle in Smith's Dictionary, and the beautiful
chapter, which no one else could have written,
in Stanley’s Jowish Chnrch on ‘“ the Vsalter.”
The Psalter in our Prayor-book is taken from
the Bible printed in 1539, under the authority
of Cranmer and Coverdale. It wascalled “The
Groat Bible.” Tha Psulme are numbered as
they are in the Hebrew. This vorsion of the
Psalter is not quite 5o accarate as that of the
Authorized or Revised Bible, but it is very
grand in its musical flow. The four noblest
versions of the Psalms may be said to bo Je-
rome's 2nd Latin Version; Duther's German
Version, and thoe Knglish rendering as found in
our Bibles and Prayer-books vespectively. The

nexl point 1o consider is tho interprotation of

the Pealms. Thore may bo said to be four
mennings belonging to them. The firat of these
is obviously the signification, which in many
instances is somewhat hard to discover, owing
to the character of Hobrow and Bastern poetry,
which often enwraps in mystery the moaning
of & pussago,

velling missionary. Mr. Wright is specially
adapted for such work, The grant of $480
from the C. and C.C.S, the Archdeacon stated,
would as far as he could promise it, be continued
to the two parishes for two years, after which
they would be expected to become self-suppor-
ting, and he asked them to pledge 1,020, and
to raise the stipend to $1,500; over $600
was raised at once. The parishioners were
then informed that if they knew of any one
they would like to have, he would be appointed.
The choice fell on Rov. Geo. Forneret, of Ham-
ilton. 1f he does not accept, the choice is to be
left with the Bishop-designate,

On Sunday he held three services, two at
Prince Albert and one at St. Catharines, some
six miles out of the town. The next day he
visited anIndizn settlement about sixteen miles
from Prince Albert, and there for the flrst time
he heaid the Indiae sing such hymns ay *Jesus
Lover of my soul,” etc., in the Cree tongue.
The lesson was read by Archdeacon McKay,
from an English Bible and he translated it into
Cree tongue as he went along. Mr. Pinkham
then preached s short sermon on the resurrec-
iion, Archdeacon MuKuy interpreting it. Tues-
day he took u different direction, visiting St.
Andrews on the south branch, Here a very in-
toresting service was held. At all of these
places ho met many old friends, who expressed
their pleasuro «t mecting him, and who con-
gratulated him upon his elevation. The warm.
est co-operation on the purt of the clergy and
laity was pledged to him, so that he found the
visit in every respect a most satisfactory and
beneficial one,

At the close of the present term at Bmma-

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Churchman (N.Y.) says :—

The quiet wceks which fail between "Easter-
Duy and Ascension are fraught with special
lesson which ought not to be forgotten amidst
the glories of the greater feasts, Fragments
only of Christ's sayings during these forty days
are recorded, but we know that He was illum-
inating and instructing His disciples, laying
broad and deep the foundations of that Church
which should witness to Him till the end of
time; and the Charch berself stands as record
of the substance of this His teaching. First of
all we must surely be humbled as we cousider
tho limitations of our knowiedge, even in the
realm of matter. which the history of the
Risen Christ reveals. Jesus walked on
earth again with body of flesh and bones,
for He eat and drank with His disciples, and
bade St. Thomas test the reality of His pre-
sence by palpable physical proof. Yet the
Risen Body was not subject to those very laws
which we commonly regard as inseparable
from all material existence. Bolted doors were
no barrier to its entrance; it could at will veil
itself from gight; it rose from the Mount of As-
cension to the right hand of the throne of
God. Verily it becomes us to walk softly in
this world of mystery; that which lies closest,
the very body of flesh which we are sometimes
tempted to esteem so lightly, has within it
copabilities and powers which no science of
earth can fathom or define. And if the body
of Jesus Christ has been thus glorified, taken
up in its entirety to the throne of God, how
sacred and dignified matter even has become;
to belittle it by any faise contrast with epirit is
to contradict the revelation of the Gospel. Our
creed of ‘““the resurrection of the bedy” is
grounded in no thecry but in a fact, the one
fact of the resurrection body of our Lord. If
we are pressed for definition, our knowledge

,consists . alone in the life of Christ during the
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forty days before His Ascension; we shall be
like Him, this is our sole confidence and hope.

The Church (Phila.,, Pa.) in an article in ref-
erence to the setting apart of women for dea-
conesses ov sisters, says:—

Tt is » recognised fact that women are do-
ing the larger part of tho work that is done in
our parishes, Sunday-schools, hospirals, homoes
and ipstitutions of varions kinds, and the feel-
ing has grown to be that, if they wisk to be
formally and publicly set apart, either as dea-
conesses or sisters, it accords with the fitness
of things and is in agreement with the earlior
usages of the Chuich, Without doubt, there is
a strong conviction that the appointment of &
sister or denconoss should not carry with it the
imposition of vows which assume a Roman
form, and involve restraints from which even
the Apostolate in the Church was free, accord-
ing to tho Gospel. The sphere of woman has
greatly widened; her relative power in gocial
life has steadily risen for centuries; and now by
the advance of civilisation and Christianity,
the time has~fully come, wheh an abandoned
office of the primitive Church can be restored
to the Church of the ninetecenth century, and
when, in the language of the Apostolic Consti-
tutions, we can thus invoke the blessing of God
upon each and every woman secking au office,
ancient, honorable and adapted to the improv-
ed socinl conditions of our own day.

“Thou who didst fill with Thy Spirit Miriam,
Deborah, Hannah and Huldah, look down also
upon this Thy handmaid, and boestow on her
the Holy Ghost, that she may worthily perform
the work committed to her, to Thy honor and
1o the glory of Christ,”

Ileve,
tharefore, we find a clearly outlined distinciion,
Wo pass : 2, To tho 35th article, ** Of the Hom-
ilies,” and we would fear that somebody's Rec-
1or bas been derelict iu informing the minds of
his people, That article says thut those several
Homilies * contain godly and wholesome doc-
trine, and necessary for these times,” We turn
to Homily 9 *of Common Prayer and Sacra-
ments,” aud we find the following quoted, godly
and wholegome doctrine regarding the Sacra-
monis of tho Church of England znd of the
Church in all ages: ** And a8 for the numbor of

night. They, go from city to city: ;ellin% it
They go to the world’s end telling it.- They
gpend their lives telling it. They die at the
stake rather than take it back. before they de-
part they write it all down. "Their writings
were known 1o Le their writings by men living
ot the same time. Those who had heard the
story told by these twelve men now see it writ-
ten. They know that itis the same story, to a
letter, for they conld compare what was writ-
ten with what had been said. They know per-
gonally all the men who do this—had known
them, some of them, all their lives. These con-
temporaries of the Apostles now treasure up
the writings ; they teach them to others; they
band thom down to their children ; they revere
these histories and teach their children to re-
vere them, because they themselves had known
these brave, good men, and bad known them
to be eye-witnesses of the faots @t forth by
them. From that day to this the testimony of
the original witnesses has been creditéd. It was
not testimony to what they believed, but to
what they knew; because to what they had
verily seon—yea, one of them, with an over-
caution of faith, had also handled; not to &
docirine, but to a Facr. Tne Charch cares
vory little about the doctrine of the resurrec-
Yion—i. ¢, what the fact of the resurrection
toaches about the how, the when, or the why
of a bodily rising again; but she does care, and
she cares greatly, about the fact of a bodily
rising again, and points back, with a grand and
majestic confidence, which the infidelity of all
tho eighteen centuries behind us has not shaken,
and which all that of the centuries yot to come
never will shake, to the unimpeachable contem-
porary testimony which the Gospels and
Epistles afford to the great Facr of the Easter
morn.—Church Messenger.

CHURCH PRINCIPLES AND THE
CHRISTIAN CONVENTION,

Wo suppose that every right-minded person
has an ardent desire for Christian nnion, or
rather re-union, for, after all, the Church from
which sections or sects have split off from timo
to time presents the unit. The Church is the
symbol of unity, and the return must thaere-
fore be to the Church if ever a real union is to
be brought about.

Now, o statement like this may be charged
with the appearance of bigotry and narrow-
ness—that we cannot go over to the various
gectaries or denominations which contribute
botweon them to break up Christendom and are
the scandal and reproach of our modern Chris-
tianity, but that if there is to be union they
must come back to us. This is not bigotry;
it is common sense. It may be narrowness,
but it is the narrowness that is begotten of de-
fined priseiples, of settled landmarks. These
ave duys we know, whon whittling down the
distinetive doctrines of the Church, or explain-
ing them away altogether, passes with many
among us for *liberality.” ‘

Now, we say that Churchmen, while they

None have spoken more
kindly of Dissentsrs and worked more thor-
oughly with them where they could do so than

| eame™) is.applied to every driblet of ‘People,

~any and every incongruous. collection of
worshippers, Christian . or antj-Christian, who
may meet tdgether in public. Thus we hear
of the Church of the Baptists, the Church of
the Swedenborgians, the Church of the Irvin-
gites, the Church of the Latter Day Saints, and
(save the mark!) the Mormon Church; and
reading the othor day in the “Life of George
Eliot” we came on the senience—She sub-
scribed to the Comtist fund, but never, so far
as I am aware, more divectly associated herself
with the members of the Positivist Church.”
Could there possibly be a greater profanation
of a grand and holy word—s word associated
with all that is sacred and venerable—than
this, to speak of the “ Church™ of the Agnos-
tics and the Atheists ? Bat this is what the
bandying about of the term has brought us to!

Now, what has been the practical effect upon

ourgelves? It is this: that there are multi-
tudes of nominally Church people whe see no
difference betweon the Church and Dissent,
and who will just a8 readily go to a Methodist,
Quaker, Baptist, or Plymouth Brethren meet-
ing as to the services of the Church; and what
is more, and worse, there are clergymen who
have taken the orders of the Church upon
them, with all their solemn responsibilities
and pledges, who encourage their flocks to do
this, and do the same themselves. [Should
any of our clerical readers object to this latter
statement, as those who frequent the Christian
Convention may do, we can only point out
that by so doing they stultify themselves and
render their position unintelligible and absurd.]
This is what is called being *liberal.” This
is the kind of liberality which is popular; and
goes down with badly-instructed people; but
this is a liberality which, we venture to eay,
is not to bo. found in the pages of the New
Testament. :
On the contrary, when we open the Now
Testament, we are presented with the Church
ag a grand unify, a distinet body, an organized
whole. We read—* There is one body, even
as yo are called in one hope of your calling,
one Lord, one faith, one baptism.” .

Look at the Acts of the Aposties. What is
the picture we get of the Church there?
“They continued steadfastly in the Apostles’
doetrine and fellowship, in the breaking of the
bread, and in the prayers.” It is not Method-
ism, nor Quakerism, nor Presbyterianism, nor
Anabaptism, nor Plymouth Brethrenism we
meet with in the Acts of the Apostles, but an
Apostolic community, the kingdom of Christ
on earth, a visible organization founded by
Himself, with its three-fold ministry of Divine
appointment, and its two Sacraments. This
ig the “Church,” and the only Church we
meet with in the New Testament. This ia the
“one Catbolic and Apostolic Chureh” of the
Nicene Creed, and therefore of wundivided
Christendom ; and this is the Church which
ust, soorer or later, gather back all divisions
into itself, and manifest its divine original once
moroe.

There ave those who gcoff at the sin of
schism ; people who say there can be no such
thing, and that it is wrong to speak of sects
we must now, forsooth, speak of the “Chur-
ches”); and that, aithough in the Litany we
pray that the Good Lord may deliver us “from
all false doctrine, heresy, and schism;” and
though the Church has pat the mark of its
condemnaution on the various sectaries, by
making it unlawfal for her officers to invite
any of the teachers of these sects to minister
openly in their churches, and does not permit
them so to minister without being first regul-
arly ordained, because she does not recognise
their call to an irregular minis*ry to be a valid
call. Now, St. Paul in his.day believed there
was such an evil as schism, for he says ‘“Hold
forth the form of sound words;’ * Mark them
which cause divisions among yon, and avoid

them.” And another inepired writer of the New
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Pestament -speaks of those. “ who make separ-

ations” (or .divisions). 'as_ixa_'eri'spa], having not{ -

" the Bpirit." . -+ . T
There is one other way of looking at this
question, which seems to be important. All
who value the principles of the Reformation,
sincerely desire to see our Roman Catholie

- follow-countrymen won over to the profession
of a purer form of Christianity. Bat let us
copsider the tremendous stumbling block
thrown in their way wheén they see the Church
that claims to be ‘the Church of Ireland” and
the Church of St. Patrick throwing aside dis-
tinctive Church principles, and making itself
one with a moffey collection of Dissenters,

When we ask the Roman Catholics to forsake
tho Church of their baptism, they may well
ask us what Churck do we propose that they
ghall join, .

At the bottora of all we have said lies the
conviction that you the Reformed Church of
Ireland is committed in the providence of God
the conservation and propagation (in this Is-
land) of “the frith once delivered to the
gaints,” and that there is posecurity for the
perpetuity of this deposit in the land if the
Charch cobsents to sink its integrity in the
sects, and sacrifice for a hollow and artificial
union the principles which alone give it
strength and permanence.

1—1It is the Neglect of the Highest Act of
Worship. :

The Holy Communion is not a mere ceremony
or spectacle. It is an ordinance of the deepost
spiritual significance, eud speaks of the great.
est blessing God has conferred upon man. It
ig the most expressive and emphatic declara-
tion of the reception of Christ into the roul.
To tarn away from it is to refuse a solemn act
of worship by which the Father, Son and Holy
Spirit are honored.
2.~Tt is the Neglect of a Special Command of

Christ.

He said to His disciples, “Do this in remem-
brance of Me.” It was among the last and
most important words that the Divine Tencher
loft for the guidance of His people. The value
which the Lord's Supper has, was placed
upon it by the Saviour Himself. To keep
alive the procious memories of His death He
instituted this Holy Feast, To partske of it is
to manifest our obedience to & command in it-
gelf loving and right. To approach it occa-
sionally, 88 on the festivals of Christmas and
Easter, is to admitthat we empharise the sacri-
ficial love of Christ at any long intervals. To
remain away altogether is 2 personal slight to
Him who has prepured the bunguet and invites
us to come. What would be thought of usif we
treated an earthly friend in this way ?

3.—1t the Negleet of the Duty of Renewed Per-
sonal Consecration.

* The Holy Communion is a blessed opportun-
ity for the renewal of our vows., We in this
sacramental rite affirm and re-affirm our loy-
alty to Christ. Before receiving the conse-
crated elements we humbly declare, throngh
the officiating minister, that, “Here we offer
and present unto Thee, O Lord, ourselves, our
souls and bodies, fo be a reasonable, holy and
living sacrifice unto Thee.” If our hesrts are
right we shall gladly comply with this duty of
rencwing onr personal consecration to Christ,
Not to do it, is to imply that our devotion to
Him is partial and reserved,

‘4;—-'11'."-' is the Neglect of ffz 'Rvit_e that is Comforting
" and Encouraging to the Soul.

- The Holy Sacrament was designed for “our
great and endless cemfort.” We are not re-
quired to wait until we become perfected saints
before we can receive it. It is intended for
sinners who can devoutly say, “We acknow-
ledge and bewail our manifold sins and wicked-
ness, which we, from time fo time, most griev-
ously have committed, by thought, word, and
deed, against Thy Divine M: jesty. Coming in
this spirit, we shall rightly discern the Lord's
body and blood, and be nourished, comforted,
and encouraged. Notto come will be the loss
to os of substantial good.

5.—1It is the Neglect nf an Important Means of
Spiritual Growth.

We are 2ll creatures of habit. One of the
most hurtful of habits is that of neglecting
crdinances that minister to our growth in the
spiritual life. There is no surer way of getting
into a weak and sickly state, But every time
we approach the Lord Supper with the right
spirit we are the better and stronger for it. It
becomes indeed meat and drink to us, and o
means of positive growth. On the other hand,
the neglect that begina with compuuctions of
conscience may develop into indifference and
finally end in a cold and hardened heart.

6.— It is the Neglect of an Opportunity to De-
clare our Faith and Repentance.

The reception of salvation is conditioned
upon faith and repentance. Without these
our efforts are useless. If, through the aid of
the Holy Spirit, we have been brought to feel
oui dependence upon God, we shall be led to
show our distrust of sin and to seek every op-
portunity whereby our faith and repentance
are deepened. The Supper of our Lord is a
fresh avowal of our master over sin and our
reliance. upon God. It brings us a bless'ng
when we receive it with a “‘true, penitent heart
and lively faith,” It haips us to be more peni-
tont and more faithful. To abstain from it is to
indirectly admit that we do not have the faith
and repentance that are ossential to a happy
Christian life. 8

7.—1It is the Neglect of a Special Privilege in
Testifying for Christ.

To participate in the divinely appointed
Feast is to throw the weight of our infleence on
the side of truth. We honor the atonement
and rebuke error. We witness for Christ and
help to sustain revealed religion. We show
sceptice and rationalists where we stand and
what our hopes are, We protest against
worldliness and oppose sin in all its forms,
Most of all we exert the power of a personal
example. Qur neglect to take this position
counts against us and hinders the truth, for
there can be no neutral ground,

8.—It is the Neglect of a Special Service of
 Thanksgiving.

The Holy Communion is particularly a trib-
ute of joy and thanksgiving. In it we express
our gratitnde for the gift of Christ, and for all
the benefits of His “precions death nnd pas-
sion.” It is the grandest theme{hat can awaken
our praise. It is quickeningand inspiring, It
cap 1ill us with true gladness of hears, and put
into our mouth a song of holy exultation. To
turn away from this sacrament of thanksgiving
and not to join in its “Gloria in Excelsis," is
to deprive ourselves of a glad servico and to
withhold a tribute of praise duc to the blessed
Trinity,
9.—1It is the Neglect of a Rite Expressive of

Love and Fellowship.

The Holy Supper is a pledge of the
Saviour's love. We are brought through it
into union and communjon with Chriat, so that
‘'wwo may evermore dwell in Him and He in
vs,” Here we express our love for Him, and

rejoice in His love forus, Here we declare by .
our presence that we are in love and charity:
with our neighbor, Here also we realise the
blessedness of fellowship with our brethren, and
illustrate the doctrine of the Creed, our belief
in the communion of Saints,” To neglect such
seasons of fellowship ia to lessen our love for
Christ, and widen the distance between us and
our brethron in the faith,

10.—1It is a Negleet of a Happy Reminder of
the Joys of Heaven.

The Holy Bucharist is a foretaste of the
gpiritusl enjoyments of the heavenly state, and
o part of the glory that shall be revenled when
Christ shall appear, It is at this Feast that
the true sanctified heart has jts most earnest
longings for the “life immortal.” It is at this
time wo have comforting thoughis of our dead
in Christ who are in “joy and felisity.” We
are brought in the Spirit to the threshold of
Heaven. To heed not the invitation to the
Banquet; of Christ, and to turn our backs upon
the Sacred Embleras, i8 to woaken our heav-
enly desires and to wed our afflictions more
closely to the world that porishes.

THE FULFILMENT OF PRAYER.

———

In his very interesting autobiography, Mr.
Ruskin tells us many things which we had
longed to know—and, of course, his words that
‘‘what a child cannot understand of Christianity
no one need try to,” will always ring in our’
ears—but it is with genuine surprise that we
read of his being taught to pray in time of af.
fliction. He was taken ill at Padua by a sharp -
fit of nervous fever, but was soon able to con-
tinue his journey. Nearing Paris, “I opened
my Jnglish letters, which told me that my
eldest Croydon cousin, John, in whose pros-
perity and upward rounding of fortune’s whoel
all of us had beon confident, was dead in Aus.
tralia. So much stronger than I, and 8o much
more dutiful, working for his people in the
little valley of Wandel, out in the great oppo-
gite desolate country; and now the dust of it
laid oun him, a& on his brother the beach-sand
on this side the sean. There was no grief for
me in his loss, so littlo bad I known, and less
romembered him; but much awe, and wonder,
when all the best and kindest of us were thus
gtruck dewn, what my own selfish life was to
come to, or end in, With these thoughts and
fenrs fusteniug on me, as I lost sight firat of
Mout Blane, and then of the lines of Jura, and
gaw the level road with its aisles of poplers in
perspective vista of the five days between Dijon
and Cnlais, the fever roturned slightly with a
curious tingling, and yet partly, it seemed to
me, deadness of sensation in the throat, which
would not move, for better or worse, through
the long days, and mostly wakeful nights. I
do not know if diphtheria hud been, in thoze
epochs, known or {alked of, but I extremely
disliked the feeling in the throaf, and passed
from dislike into sorrowful alarm (having no
Couttet now to give me tisane), and wonder if

‘1 should ever get homo to Denmark hill again.

Although the poetical states of religious feoling

 taught me by George Herbert's rhymes, snd the

reading of formal petition, whether in Psalter
or Litany, at morning and ovening and on
Sunday forenoon, were sincore enough in their
fanciful or formal ways, no occasion of life had
yet put me to any serious trial of direct prayer.
I never knew of Jeesie’s or my aunt's sick-
nesses, or now of my cousin John's, until too
late for prayer; in our own housshold thore had
been no instanily dungerous illness since my
own in 1835, and during the long threatening
of 1841 I was throughout more suilen and ro-
bellious than frightened, Bnt now betwoon the
Campo Santo and Santo Maria Novells, I had
been brought into somg knowledge of the rela.
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tions that might truly exiét betwéen God:and|

- His- oreatures, -and thinking what my father
- and mother would feel if I did not get home to
them through those poplar avenues, I fell gra-
dnally inte the temper, and more or less_tacit
offering, of very veal prayer, which lasted
patiently through two long days, and what 1
knew of the nights, on the road home. On the
third day as I was about coming in-sight of
Paris, what people who are in the habit of
praying know as the conciousness of answer
came 10 me, and a certainty that the illness,
which had all this while increased, if anything,
would be taken away. Certainiy in mind,
which remained unshuken, throngh unabated
. discomfort of hody, for anothor night and day,
and thon the evil symptoms vanished in an
hour or two on the road beyond Paris, and I
found myself in the inn at Beanvais entirely
well, with a thrill of conscious bappiness alto-
gether new to me, which if T had been able to
keep! Another ‘had been’ this, tho gravest of
all I lost; the last with which I shall trouble
the reader. That happy sense of direct rela-
tion with Heuaven is known evidontly to multi-
indes of buman souls of all fuiths, and in all
lands ; evidently often a dream—demonstrably,
as I conceive, ofien a reality ; in all cases, de-
pendent on resolution. patienco, seif-denial,
prudence, chediance, of which soma pure hearts
ure capublo without offort, and sowme by con-
stancy.”
