or a p'roof oaunded on abstration, ane conse-
quently little better than mere assertions.
To remove ail ddubt on the matter, and to. be
convinced of the truth of:wnat.we have aid,.
they need but take .a glance at the monu-
ment of living evidence leit by the historian's
pen ;. ,monuments whfjh, thronghont ail
ages, will refloatl n their frightful, but true

oi( ra, the deplorable consequenoes. cf the,
theosophical rule of faith.

We begin:wlth its birth or Gnostiolsm, of
whloh Simon, -the magiclan,-le regarded-. »
the father by &anient historians. Accord-
Ing to St. Ireneus, 8imon proclaimed himself
to- h the sublime -virtue:of God, or, as Mas.
suet would have 14. subatantially united wlth
God.- : Belonsa, one of is co=rtisan, was the
conception of his mind. The object of his
mission on earth was ta manifest the glory oi
God, who, till then, was ignored by men. He
regarded the Bible as being dangerous to
fàith and morals, and should be discarded.
The doctrine of difference between good and
evil was, according to hlm, erroneous. Plea.
sure sbould be the motive of aIl our actions.
The knowledge of God, wlthout good works,
sufficed for salvation. Such were the funda.
mental princIples of the lnspired Simon. Hlsm
followers were numerous. Historians who
witnessed their crimes and follies are unni.
mous lu their soconut of the corruption that
regnad ln their midEt. SB. Ireneus,
iLusebluosand Theodoret confine theimselves ta
generalities in their descriptions of Gnostic
orgies, so as not ta shock the modesty of their
readers. But St. Epiphanes, for speciai rea-
sons, was comielled ta present the horrible
tableau lu all its frightfln deformity. The
Menandrians, Corinthians, Ebonites, Valen-
tinians and Marcoeials, alse of the inspired
school, produced fruits Aimilar ta those of
their predecessors. Tertullien wrote the hli-
tory of the Montanists, followers of Montan,
who declared himelf ta be the Pareclete, and
consequently infallible, that his doctrine was
superior te that of Christ, and; as a proof of
this doctrine, cited the following teit :-I
have yet many things ta aay to you; but yon
caunot bear then now, but when the spirit cf
trnth la come Be will teach you all truth."-
John xvi., 12, 13. It la easy ta surmîse what
wers the deplorable effects of this doctrine,
and thoie wbo wiah it, may peruse the
frightful account given by Tertullien ln bis
hIstory of Montantsm.

The numerous swarmas of religions enthu.
sinets, fronzled fanatics, which appeared dur-
Ing the middle ages, and whose work of zeal
was ta aestroy the Catholic Ohurch, differed
ia nothing from the Montanists, rave in
name. A full description of their heresies
may heobtained from Puquet's DIctionary of
Hercales. Tanchelin, one of their leaders,
maintained that he wus as much Gad as
Christ was, who was Gd only inuasmuch es
He had recelved the Holy Ghost ln His
plenitude. and consequently was equalu all
things ta the Man God. We are onliged to
pass in silence over the Immoral and brutal
deeds which they comrnmitted ln the name of
the religion which they professed, founded
on privais inspiration.

The modern prophets of the Pro.
testant reformation - are by no Means
ias notorione than their predeces.
sors for generating and producing the
same bitter fruit of private Inspiration.
leiden, la his account of the reformers, do-

seribab the conduot af man>' of the leaders,
and John Blockand,known as the talor of
Leydeu, will serve as an example
of what they were. Thais wicked
Man, under the Infüuence of private
inspiration, placed himself et the head of the
Anabaptist sect, proc:aimed himseif King of
Blon, took possession of Munster, where, ln
obedience toprivais Inspitation,he had eleven
wives at v time, whom ha murdered with
many of hie hesters In obedience to the same
private in3plratIon. Tho historian Brandt
mentions, amorg others, Hermann, another
Anabaptist leader, who, ln obadience ta pri.
vate inspiration, declared himself ta be the
true Messiah. His doctrine was received and
preached ln the following term: Murdet the
priests, murder the magistrates, nang them,
your redemption lesat band.

We find ln Mosteiu'a ator> of the times
and praceedinge ef the Reformersau accournt
of thriliug events, ln which, wlth many
othere, David George acted a conepicuons
part. He mantained that ho was the true
Son of God, that the Bible was very imperfect
and liable ta lead Chrstlans into error, while
bis doctrine alone was perfect. His disciple,
Nicholas, passed into Great Britain, where h
propagated the same doctrine In alother form,
b> which he maintaluedi that in made grace
abound, wherof:are ho gloried ln perevering ln
sin, since the abundance of divine grace was
mesured to hlin ln proportion to the number
and gravity of hie ins. This rule of faith
wasexclusivly private inFpiration ; the great-
est victory that ha gained was unquestlonably
the perversion of George Fox, a ehoo.
maker of Leicester, who proved him.
self an expert lu propagatine the new
doctrine. He founded the Quakar sect,
many' af whomi, especially Wm. Simipson snd
James Naylor, obtainedl great notoriety' for
the extravagant abuseasuad faollies ta which
they gava existence. Naylor proclalmed
himseef ta be the true Messah sud entered
Bristol an horseback amîdst the cheers and
hosannas af his followers, who sproe their
galmatits lu the way beforcr tam dh bing
gletons, Labbadit sd n eh s, îcriba
in Maclaine's history', wererdupes cf th rkame
doctrine, and committed crimes an B fls
imilar to thoseo0 their predecesors Barruel
