lection of Irish gold ornaments was brought before
the meetiog by Dr. Wilde, Vice-President of tbe A ca-
demy, on which that distinguished aatiquary made
the following intereating remarks —* One of the
most remarkable specimers was, he said, a bollow
zlobular bead, three and a half inches ia dismeter,
formed of two lemispheres, soldered tcgether, and
weighing two oz., seven dwig, ten grains, It formed
a portion (and was probadly one of the largest
beads) of the great gold necklace tound near Cear-
rick-on.Sbhanoon in 1829, and deacribed in the Dub-
lin Penny Journal, and also in the catalogue of "the
gold articles in the Royal Irish Acadewy, Part Ili,,
pay 35. [t furma the seventhin the academy’s col-
lection, of tie eleven "beads originally found, and
was for many yeara in the po3session of the late Sir
Fraocis Hopkias, in the county of Westmeath.

A short time subsequenily some children playing
about the mouth of the quarry observed sometiing
bright in the frce of the diteh, and drew out, in a
very perfect siate, o Gne torque of remarkably yel-
lew gotd, and whici then must bave weasured 28
inches in circumference, and probably weighed 14
oz. 1t consizted of a selid quadraogular bar of gold,
twizted like No. 190 in the ncademy’s coileciion,
The hooked extremities were rouaded, and the dia-
meter of the article was seven and a-half inches; so
thae iv was evidently a muia, or geck torque of every

-elegant proportions, ‘The poor men to whom Lbe

children breuzght home 1bis valuable antiquity
brought it to_ s pevson in Gorey, who pronounced
upon the nature of the metal, and, it is said, advized
the owoer ¢o eur it ap in onder to eoncen! it from his
landlorg or the crown, and for the greaier facility
of disposing of it, It was accordiagly chopped into
nine fragments, eight of which averaged sbout three
inches loog, nad the ninth' was a small fragmeat cut
off the ead of one of the ecircular hooks, weighing
pot more thag « few dwis, and which, I have reason
to believe, iz 5till in existence.

ceived the full value of the article, both intringically
snd aceording to its state of preservation, as an ar-
ticle of antiguarian interes:, and the acadewmy would
bave had one of the most beautiful article of its kind
which has yet been dizcovered. 1 sincerely hope
thuat this notice of the Gorey torgue may be wudely

Or taka Dublin, in which,
48 ihe meiropolis, the State Church i{s sure to pos-
8ess mrore than her average share of social aud poli-
tical influenee. . In the Dablin papers of this week
we ficd reports of » public meeting, held inaid of
building & Roman Caiholic chapel in 8 destitute lo-
cality, at whbick in the presence of the Attorney-
General, the {ollowing statement was madeus the
gubstance of the last religions censu3 of ihe city of
Dnblin : ¢ There are 250,000 people, of whom 200,-
000 sre Osibelicz; aboui 30,000 Episcopalinn Pro-
teziants ; half that number of Preshyterians ; and the
remuinder of other sects. The 30,000 Pratesiants
have ot least thirty cburches, some of them very
large—a great deal toolarge; and the 200,060 Ca-
tholics have only seventeen churches Ixn other
words, in the Irish cnpital there is a cLapel for ouly
eack 8,000 of the poor population, snd a chapel for
each 1,000 of ibe rich micoritly ; and the chapels aud
clergy for the rich are eupplied by the Sinte, those
for the poor by themselves. It seems never to strike
thoze people who seck toshow thnt the Irish Pro-
testant Esiablishment is no larger than the needs of
the [rish Episcopalianz, that they thereby make out
s case for o Romsan Catbolic establishient eight
timea larger.

that we could say nething more in Congress than we
bave alreedy said in despatches. *The Mipisters of
& constitutiona: country do not feel thernselves justi-
fied in ndvising their Sovereign 1o send their repre-
sentatives tp a meeting which they regacd as Utopi-
nn. We canoot blame them for thiz, Itisa grent
responsibility to assent Lo n Congress which might
only become the beginning of discord. And we wust
admit that though such & meeting, a3 in days gone
oy. may be necessary safter a great couvalsion, it1s
difficult in peaceful times to constitute any other tri-
bunal than that which holds its seat in the general
conscience, and {inds its exponeat in public opinion.

Ty Evropcay Cospess.—The Guzetfc pnblishes
the correspondence between the French and Eoglish
Governments oo this subjeet. The firat documeunt i3
a letter from the Emperor Napoleon sddressed to her
Majests, on the 4th Nor.  On 12th Nov. Earl Russell
agles for explanations, which were giren on Novem-
ber the 23rd by the French Secreiary for Foreign
Affairs, Ear! Russel}, on Nov. 23, finally uotifies to
the Trench Government that England declines to
enter the propozed Congress, principally oo the
zround that a generel Jongress of Europzan States
is not likely to{urnish n peacefol solution of the
;ntters in dispute.  Barl Russell says—Indeed, it i3
to he apprebended that guestions aresrising from day
to day, coloured by the varying events of the hour,
which would give occasion rather for uselass debate
tharn for practical and useful delibeyation in & Con-
gress of 20 or 30 represeniatives not acknowledging
any supreme authority, and npot guided by apy fixed
rules of proceeding. The concludizg passages of
Earl Ruasell’s despateh are as folowa—Were all theae
questions—those of Poland, [taly, Denmazk, «nd the
Danubian Principalities to be decided by the mere
utterence of opinicns, the views of her Majesty’s Go-
vernment upop mesi of them might, perhapa. be
found not materially to differ from these of :ha Fm-
peror of the French; but if the mere expression af
opinion and wishes would accomplisk no positive re-
sults, it appears certain that tho deliberations of &
Congress would congist of demnuda and pretensions
put forward by some and resisied by others; and
there being no supreme authority in sueh an nssem-
bly to entorce the decision of the majority, the Con.
gress would probably separate, leaving many of the
members on worse terms with ¢ach other than whea

they met. But if this would be the probable
result, it follows that no decrease of armoa-
ments is likely to bke eflected by the pro-
posed Cougress. Not being able, therefore, to

discerr the likelihood of those beneficial consequences
which the Empzror of the French promised nimself
when proposing & Coungrees, her Majests’s Gorvern-
ment, following their own convictions, after mature
deliberation feel themaelves upable to accept his lin-
verinl Majesty’s invitation.

towa continued until midnight, when the rabble
thought it time to retire to rest, baviog a3 they sup-
posed, done ecough for that night to maiotain their
character, as true Protestunt Britoss, and to vindi-
cate their right as freemen to do as they pleased and
trample upoan all laws buman and Divine. Next day
with extraordinary pusillacimicy, the ayor with-
drew his proclamation, and the impostor lectured,
and the leciure was tke prejude to unother scene of
outrage and viclence far more scandalous than that
of the preceding night. This time the threats which
resounded through the air on the previons eveaing
were carried into effect, and the Catholic Chapel,

Whitehead’s bouge, the Bull’s Head Inn, succeeled
in keeping the spacein froat of Mr. Kemp’s regideace
clear of the mob. In this space several of the Ma.
gistrates kept watch, amongst whom we npoticed Mr.
G. G. Sampson, Mr, E. Grimwade, Mr. C I'. Gower,
&c. These gentlemen kept their post until after
midpight,when the crowd which had been gradually |
getting thinger, left; and no furtker disturbance took
place.

Wuailse this distorbance was going on in Crwell-
place, n second mob formed, guite uzkoown to the
police, and proceeded up Great Colemsn-st., Wood-
bridge-roud, 10 the Catholic Chapel. From the As-
3etnbly-rooms to the Chapel,there is not & single lamp
but tke glass of which is completely smashed. Some
of the lighis were exiinguished by tke force with
which the siones were thrown,and many of the lamp
irons bent and otherwise injured. Tho same mis-
chief was also affected in St. Helen's-street. On
reachieg the Catholic Chapel on the hill, the mob,
uocheckad by the presence of a zingle policeman,
commenced their work of demolition npon the wiz-
dows of the little chapel, and the school and resi-
dence attached, As miglt be expected, the poorin-
mat=s, consistiog chiefly or entirely of females, weze
fearfully alarmed, more especially whez now and
then cries were heard of * break open the doors ' and
other terrifyiog shouts.

During sll this time, the magistrates took no ef-
feciual steps to suppress the wmult which the May-
or's well-méaning Proclamation bad caused ; but al-
lowed & savage mob to indulge 1o the top of their
bent in all their brutal propensities  But on Saiur-
day. when the miscreant Camin had disembogued all
his filth in the Temperance-ball, pnd when the mob
had dowe their worst und growa tired of rioting, and
shouting, nnd window-emashing, and assauliing po-
licemen sand peaceable citizens, the Maror and Mn.

Of course it was. A bruta]l mob does not generally
play itz prank3 in the teeth of ecergetic mugistrates
and an adequate militery force. The cowards know
bester than that. They ure valiant ip flinging stones,
and brenking window, and wreekivg their brutal fury
upon the weak, the helpless, and the noprotected ;
but when energetic mapgistrates at the head of brave
soldiers confront them, they rre wonder/ully discreet
and docile. At Ipawich.the military and magisirases
were cheered on Saturdny by the miscreants who
were wost active in the unchecsed riots of the two

The Municipa-
lity had conceived an unfortunate ides, which was to
poat on ali the walls immenso placards bearing these
wards, ‘Beavenuto, il Re d'[talin’ The result wag
that on all sides one heard that Vietor Emmnanuel
wag dethroned, that the Municipality had annonnced
it everywhere, and that Benvenuto was ing in his
stead.

They sang a cantata of Verdi's in honor of
England, - und having nothing whatever to do with
the King's'arrival at Naples. [¢ seemed aaif the
gpectacle were in honor of Mr, Eiliot, the British
Minister. Auvropos of Mr. Elljot, you must know
that the jelte/uro has pursued the Ministers who ac-
sompanied tbe King, a3 well ag the Xing himaelf,
The Prussian, Turkisk, Russian, aad Eoglish Minis-
ters, ag well a3 the First Secretary of the French
Legation, bave followed Victor Emmanuel every-
where. At Hovino the diplomatic equipsge was
overturned. The Turkish Minister sprained his
wrist, but Mr. Elliott, whose mind i3 greatly pze-oc-
cupied about brigands, immediately suspecied an
ambuscnde, aad drawing his revolver, fired at the
postilions. No one was wounded, bui it was very
difficult to calm Mr. Elliot. Tbhe bad siate of the
roads was the sole canse of the nccident; in fact, the
Engineers dare not work where the brigands reign.

In addition, immepse wax tor-
ches wero lighted in each balecony, and the crowd
were presently bathed in 3howers of Lot wax. It
was A compensation for the ducking of the mornng.
Briefly, it was not pretty, but then it was very fune-
real. At half-past nine the attendazts charged with
the mapagement of this illumination zfter the fa-
shion of Pere La Chaise, cume, and ecoromicslly
extinpuished the candles, Thea the crowd hissed,
yelled, sereamed, and hurled exeeratiozs at these ua-
happy creatures who hereby exceeded the orders shey
had received nnd whoretired amid a shower of abuse.
At cleven o'clock a torrent of raia estinguished the
lamjis which still zealously burped. Toe object of
Victor Emmanuel's voyage was to review the fleet,
Itis the same case, at present, with the review as with
the marching past. On Thursday, at 9 in the morn-
ing, the Admiral ordered the fleer, then anchored at
Baja, 1o proceerd to Naples. Lnrge placards bad in-
vited tae whole populativn to witness the review
woich was ebout to take place. A1 ooe o'clock half
the fleet arrived. The weather was 3o bed it had
been found imposzible for the smaller ships to leave
the Gulf of Bajs. No matter, the review must be
held. The admiral ordered the ships o be got into
line of battle. The whole population bad assem-
bled on the abore. At half-past one, a furious gale
gwept over the Gulf of Nap.es, the raio came on
again, the sea was terrible 1o bebold. The ships
drove from their anchors, and the review became im-
possible. The public cried out that all this wus
very mysterious.
