The presecutors bad called at various periods ex-
tendiog over four or five years,and during that time
bad paid out large sumg of money. Tbe prisoners
were always talkiog about a policy, and said
they required the said sums as o preminm thercon,
aad to pay the purrognte court expenses for proving
the last will and testameat of one Hincks, now po-
litically defunct. They had also made large prom-
iges about the Federal Union and tho Hudsoun's Bay,
but a8 the jury would see, the prosecutor had got
notbing for the movey he had paid. Mr, Buulion
finiched in an eloquent peroration and went off in

Toronto may now be said to bo withoat a single
public reading room. The Exchange reading room,
long tottering on its lean shanks, oy be snid to
bave died of starvation The Mechanics’ Institute
reuding room, miserable, musty, aod wengre 09 it
is, oannot bo snid to live much less thrive. The
most that can Le said of it is, that it still cumbers
the carth. There is little use in dwelliog on the
causes which bave led to this disgraceful state of
things. Ot course nobody is to blunie in the matter,
neither the Commities of tho Mechanics’ Institule,
nor the Board of Trade at tho Exchargs, nor indi-
vidual officers, nor the public ut lurge, are charge-
able with the dantbs of those [nstitutes, Theéy died,
ag we all know, by the visi:ation of ITeaven, and
Bo ono i3 accountable.

Taeymen enableto form opin-
iong of their own; and who will venture to assert
that the mass of wenkind are uot much the worse
for baving any opinions of their own. They acquaint
one with the news of the world; but of what ads
cantage is it to any man to know what passes in
Timbuctoo or Kamskatce. They keep many men
from indulging in vicious habite, but is it not far
better that vicious babits should be allowed to work
out their own cure by the killing off of those
wretches who indulge in them. They check jdle-
ness, and ars incentives to industry; but let the
idie starve, and thus becomo txamples to mankind
generally.

Wowill not dwell oa the Lopelessness of
finding any inform:tion withia its walle; or ou the
absurdity of expecting to find & thousand ¢ommon
place booky in its librany. We will not, in any
way, allude to thoce things, as De. Connor saye,
while brivgiog np the subjeet in debato for the five
bundredth time. Nor will we draw an invidious
comparison botween our dirty, miserable excuscs

for reading rooms, gng tho comforteble, pleasant,

spacious, well-stocked reading rooms of Hamilton,
Loudon, aod other villages of less note. We will
not say that Toronto ought to be asbamed of itself;
and that sbe is in the hunds of men who do notcare
three shakes of & dd1d lamb's tale about the readiog
population, Wo will 81y vone of these things, But
simply repeat, that the officers set over our readiog
rooms degetve the undying gratitude of the reading
commuaity. A rope should, we think, be presented
to each of them, with an address praying them to
mako uso of it with all possible epeed.
