MCGILL UWNIVERSITY.

OF THE GOVERNORS.

3 i The number of Trustees, Members of the Royal
Institution for the Advancement of Learning, Governors of McGill
College and University, shall not be more than twenty iive in
all, of whm the Principal of the University shall ex ctficio be
one, and of this number three shall be elected by the Gradustes’
Society of McGill University, one each year, and shali hold
office for a period of three years from the date of such alecetion,
provided always that before such electiontokes place the uames
of those nominated for election shall be first approved hy the
Board.

2. Should the total number ofaGovernors at any time
fall below fifteen, and sc remain for as long as three months,
the Vigitor may name in his diseretion Such one or more
qualified persons as may be requisite to bring the total number
of the Governors up to fifteen, and every ncmination co by him
made being transmitted to the Board in writing, under his hand
and seal, shall be entered on the records of the Board, and
shall teke effect to all intents as though the sams Led bcen in
ordinary course made by the Board and confirmed by the Visitor.

5 No person shall be eligible for appointment cr 2lection
€ a member of the Board unless he be a British subject and a
leymon of some Protestant denomination.

4. Tlie resident of the Royal Institution for ihe
fdvancement of Learning shall be elected from time to time by
the Board of Governors and shall, when so elected, if mno?% 8
& member, become ipso facto a member of the Board; unless cother-
wise decided by the Board, however, he shall not uporn c2asing
subsequently to be President cease z2lso to be a regular membar
of the Board. The President shall also bear the titie and
discharge the functions of Chancellor of the University.

5. Meetings of the Governors shall be held whenever
convoked by order of the President or Vice-Chancellor or any two
Governors at such »lace and hour as may be named in the notice
calling the same. At least three days written motice of all such
meetings shall be given by the Secretary to each Covernor,except
in the case of weetings to fill vacancies as provided by Charter.
Seven members of the Board shall constitute 2 guorum for the
transaction of business and B8ll meetings may be adjourned from
time to time when necessary.




6. Vacancies on the Board (exespt vacancies amon% those
members who have been elected by the Graduates' Society)
whether caused by death, disqualification, resignation or
otherwise, shall be filled by the Board in the menner provided
by Charter as soon after their occurrence as the Roard may

see Iit.

Te The Board shall have full power to fix and determine
all fees to be paid for instruction given in the University,

or which may be given anywhere under the auspices and direction
of the University, and for all other University privileges

and to determine the time and mode of payment thereof.

8. The powers of the Board are those conferred upon and
vested in the Board by the Royal Charter of 1821 and the
amended Charter of 1852 and by all other subsequent legislative
Acts in relation to MeGill College or University and.in
relation to the Royal Institution for the Advancement of
Learning. All powers not so conferred upon or vested in the
Board are vested in Corporation.

CHAPTER II.

OF CCRPORATION,

1. The Corporation of the University is by Charter
composed of the Governors, Principal and Fellows of the
University. The following shall be Fellows:-

(a) The Vice-Principal and Deans or Acting-Desns of
the several Faculties, the Principal of Macdonald College,
the Head of the Teachers' Training Department of Macdonald
College, the Warden of the Royal Victoria College, the
Assistant Dean of the Faculty of Medicine, the Director of
the Department of Physical BEducation and the University
Librarian.

(b) One member of the Faculty of law, two members of
the Faculty of Arts, two members of the Faculty of Medicine,
two members of the Faculty of Applied Science and one member
of the Faculty of Agriculture, to be elected as such from
time to time by The Faculty of

théJDepértmént of éommérce until such t
shall become a separate University Faculty.

(c) The several representatives of the Affiliated
Colleges connected with the University, as provided for in
Chapter XIII., and a reprasentative of the Provincial
sssociation of Irotestant Teachers.




(d) Nine members of Convocation, graduates of the Univers-
ity of not less than three years' standing, namely two in law,
two in Medicine, two in Arts, two in Applied Seience, and one
in Agriculture, to be elected by the Graduate members of
Convocation from time to time, as hereinafter provided.
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Four members of Convocation, graduates of the
of not less than three years 'standing, to be styled
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Representative Fellows", viz
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One such member of Convocation, resident in New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia, Prince Bdward Island or Newfoundland, to be
8lected from time to time, in the manner hereinafter provided,
by the Graduate members of Convocation resident in the said
Provinces and Newfoundland

One such member of Convocation resident in the Province
of Ontario, to be elected from time to time, in the manner
hereinafter provided, by the Graduate members of Convocation
resident therein.

One such member of Convocation resident in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, Alberta, British Columbia, or the North-West
Territories, to be elected from time to time in the manner
hereinafter provided by the Graduate members of Convocation
resident in the said Provinces and Territories.

One such member of Convocation resident outside of
Canada and Newfoundland, to be elected from time to time, in
the manner hereinafter provided, by the Graduate members of
Convocation resident therein.

(£) Such other members of Convocation, not more than
seven in number, as the Governors may so appoint.

2. Except in the case of filling a vacancy all
members appointed, or elected, in pursuance of clauses 53
(3), (4), (5), and (6), of the next preceding section,

shall hold office for a term of three years, comnencing on
the 1lst. day of October in the year in which such appointment
or election is made, one~thrid (as nearly as possible)
retiring annually.

3. Except in the case of the representation of the
graduates a vacamey may be filled at any time by its proper
electoral body, but only for the unexpired residue of the
term of the previous holder of the seat vscated.

4, A vacancy in the representation of the grade tes—
may be filled at the time appointed for the next ensugng
election in pursuance of clauses (4) and (5) of Section 1, but
only for the unexpired residue of the term of the previous
holder of the seat vacated.

5. Except in the case of filling s vaecancy (which
shall be reported to Ccrporation at its next meeting) 21l
appointments and elections, other than representatives of the
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graduates and the representative of the Provincial
Association of Protestant Teschers, shall be reported to
Corporation at its regular meeting in the month of April,
Previous to the commencement of their term of office.

6. The electidn of the Representatives of graduates
provided for in Clauses (4) and (5) of Section 1, shall be
conducted by the Graduastes® Society of MeGill University,
according to the rotation already established ( the ele ction
of a graduate to represent the graduates in Agriculture being
elected for the first time in 1922)., The election shall be by
ballot, and every graduate is enttiled to vote. At least
twice as meny candidates as there are plsces to fill shall be
nominated by the Nominating Committee of the Gradustes'
Rociety, and two mBnths must elapse between the date of
sending out the ballots and that set for receiving the same.
1t is further provided that twenty five gradustes qualified

to vote in the electi®n shall have the Priviggge of nominating
any qualified graduate, or graduates, for the office, and the
name, Or names, of the person, or persoms, so nominated, shall,
if sent to the Secretary of the Graduates® Society before

July 10th, be placed on the ballot paper along with those
nominated by the Nominating Committee regularly elected umnder
the Constitution and By-Laws of the Society.

The result of the election shall be reporter to the
Registrar before the 5th. October eaeh year, and the graduates
‘declared by such report to have been elected to represent the
graduates shall, from and after that date, become mebers of the Co
Corporation of the University, and shall be received into and be
members thereof for a term of three years, except that in the
cese of filling a vamancy, the graduate declared elected shall
be received into and be & member of the Corporation for the

unexpired residue of the term of the pregidus holder of the
seal vacated.

election to Corporation by the Graduates.

1% Corporation as the corporate University body created
by Charter has the following powers and shall perform the
following duties:-

(a) To promote sympathetic co-operation between the
Board of Governors and the various scsdemic bodies within the
University organization.

(b) To determine all matters of policy affecting the
e 88tcational Iifeomd work of the "University and of all
extension lectures and courses of study and of all other
Public service University undertakings of an educational
character.

(c) To create and constitute, subject to the approval
of the Boerd of Governdrs, all Facultiasg, Deperiments and
other academic bodsi~e within ths niversity and tc determine
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and define their resmective powers and the extent and
composition of their membership.

(d) To make such representstions to the !
Governors as may from time to time become necessary
desirable touching the claims and needs of all departm
and branches of University teaching, study and resesarch.

(e) To make rules amdl regulations for the soo0d
government management snd conduct of the U:iversity Library
or Libraries and of all archives and museums subject to
corporate University control.

(f) To provide for affiliation with the University
of any college or colleges or other institutions of learning or
research and for the dissolution of such affilistions or the
amendment or alteration of the terms thereof.

(g) To fix all qualifications and requirements for
entrance or matriculation into the several University Faculties
and departments of study upon due consultation with the
respective faculties interested or concerned,

(h) To consider and advise upon all reports of the
Several University faculties as to the courses of study
offered in these Faculties, and to prescribe and supervise
8ll courses of study not conmected with any existing Facul ty.

(i) Po consider determine and edvise unon all
reports of the several Foculties as to the appointment of
University examiners and proectors notmembers of the
University teaching staff, and to appoint examiners and
proctors in all subjects not covered by any existing Baculty.

(j) To meke all necessary statutes rules and
regulations in relation to all matters affecting the wlace
order and good government of the University, including the
grading, classification, attendance, conduet and discipline
0f the student body, and to imvose all penalties and
punishments for breach of such statutes rules and regulations.

(k) To hear and adjudge all representations and
memorials brought before it by members of the staff, the
student body or the Graduates Society, and generally to act as
a court of appeal on all matters of University education,
government and disclinine.

(1) The decide upon and fix the academic dress
and a1l University insignia to be worn by students or graduates
and to organize—direvi—and control aii-formui procesaings at
meetings of Convocation for the conferering of degrees and at
all other University meetings of a formal academic character.

(m) To establish all degrees conferred by the
University and to fix all qualifications and requirements for
the same, including honorary degrees, and feor 317 ciplomas and
cextificates conferred or granted by ihe University, aud t0 make
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(») To make 211 necessary rules and regulations
in relation to gll matters not specifically allotted to any
Other University body or bodies by the terms of its Charter
Constitution and Statutes.

(q) To create and constitute all committees, bosrds
Or other bodies, which may from time to time he thought
necessary or desirable for the effective performance of the
above enumerated pPowers and duties.

8. Nothing contained in this Statute shall prevent

Corporattion from taking the initiative in determining as to any

course of study or any change therein, but before passing any

regulation providing therefor, Corporat-ion shall refer the

Eroposition to the appropriate Faculty for enguiry and report
hereon.

9. The Corporation of the University shall hold its
regular meetings at such pPlace and hour as from time to time
may be ordained on the Second Tednesday of October, December,
February, April end June, provided alweys thet if any such
Wednesday shall fall upon a holiday the meeting shall be
deferred until the day following. Any regular meeting may be
ad jouzned when necessary.

OF CONVOCATION.

1. Convocation shall consist of the the
Vice=Chancellor, and the other Governors, e members of
Corporation, the Professor and other Imstructing Officers
the Instructing Officers of federated o: iliated colleges,
being graduvates of any university, the Secretary, the
Registrar and the Bursar, and the graduvuates of this
University.

2. Convocation shall meet twice a year on the day or
days fixed by Corporation for the conferring of degrees, and
special meetings may alsc be held by order of Corporation for
the conferring of any degrees which may have previously been
granted, or for any public University exercises.

Be At such meetings, the Chancellor, or in his absence
the Vice-Chancellor, or in his absence the Vice~Principal,or
in the absence of all three, such officer or officers of the
University as by Corporation have been specially deputed
thereto, shall preside, and the Vice-Chancellor, or in his
absence the Viece-Principal,or in his absence such other
person as may have been specially designated for this purpose,
shall confer such degrees as may have been previously granted
by Corporation.

4. There shall be prepared and kept by the University
a directory of all living members of Convocation and of the
calling, residence and Post Office address of each, so far as
can be ascertained.

CEAPTER 1IV.

OF THE FACULTIES.

; SR The memwbership of each Faculty shall be composed of
the Irincipal of the University, the Dea.. of the Faculty, and
Qf all the Professors and Agssociste Professors giving aEtual
instruction on its teaching staff. Any Faculty so éonstituted
may by ma jority vote at any meeting thereof specially convoked

2. Where under the terms of the next Preceding section
hereof any Department is represented in more than one Faculty
of the University—it shall be—lefi-to-and become Hhe auty of
the Department so concerned to distribute its representation
amongst the several Paculties so interested in pQOportjon.

(a) To make all rules and regulations and pass gl1l
resolutions specially affecting the scademic or educgtional
work of the Faculty.

(b) To make a1l rules and regulations for the
Organization, government, management and direction of the
Faculty and the officers affairs and business thereof.

(ec) To make a11 rules governing proceedings at its
meetings including th quorum necessary for the transaction
of business.

(d) To fix and determine, subject to the approval
of Corporation, all courses of study and the correletion of
studies within the Faculty.

(e) To appoint the exeminers for and to conduct the
examinations held within the Faculty and to determine the
results of such examinations.

(£f) To deal with and to decide upon all
and memorials presented to it by members of its te
or student body.

(g) To consider,discuss and report to Corporation

upon all matters on which it may wish to report or upon whiceh
Corporation may eall for 8 report.

{h) To make regulations for the discipline of ite i
student body provided that no student shall be expelled and
that no punishment more severe than a reprimend, a fine not
exceeding $25., or Suspension for not longer than one week,
shall be imposed without the consent of Corporation.

(i) To create and constitute all committees necessary
Or desirable for the effective performance of the above
enumerated powers and dnties.

4. Nothing in this chapter shall take away from
Corporation the powers conferred upon it by Charter or by
these Statutes or the right of Corporation by special leave
to hear all appeals from faculty decisions.

5. Meetings of the several Faculties may be held as
often as occasion may require and may be called by the
Principal, the Dean, or any three members thereof, and in
the absence of the Principal and the Dean, the senior member
2resent shall preside.

OF THE PRIBCIPAL and VICE-CHANCELLOR.

1. The Trincipal shall be the chief executive officer
of the University and shall have general supervision over and
direction of the University and the teaching staff thereof,
and the cificers employed in connection with such work,
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4. He shall have power tc suspend any member of the
teaching staff of the University and any officer and servant
connected therewith. When he shall exercise such power he
shall forthwith report his aection to the Board with a state-
ment of his reasons therefor.

5. He shall make recommendations to the Board as
all appointments to, and 211 promotions in, and removals
the staff of the University and of any officer thereof.

8. He shall report annually to the Board and to
Corporation upon the programme and efficiency of the academic
work of the University, and as to its requirements,and make
such recommendations thereon as he may deem necessary.

CHAPYER V.

in his reports. The Secretary and Bursar shall further enter
into Bonds towards the Corporation, with security to the
Governors, in such sum not less than two thousand five hun-
dred dollars, as they may from time to time ordain, for the
faithful accounting of all moneysccollected or received by

him and the correct performance of his duties generally.

work of the University.

CHAPTER X.

07 MACDONALD COLLIGR.

1. The Governors shall constitute the Prinecinal of lacdonald
College together with such other members of the staff of lacdonald
College and such other persons as the Governors may see fit to
apnoint from their own nmumber or otherwise, into a Committee which
shall be known as the liacdonald College Committee, of which the
Principal of Macdonald College shall, exoofficio, be Chairman; and
the Governors mav at any time alter the composition of such Commit-
tee as they may see fit, Save as hereafter provided in Section 4

and 5, the Committee shall direct the educational poliey and curricu-
lum of the said College, shall from time to time frame regulations,
88 occasion may require touching the details o* the courses of study
and teaching therein, - the number, times and mode of all examinationa
thereto appertaining, - the admission of students, - the amount and
mode of payment of fees therein, and the disciplinc and internal
government thereof, and shall duly enforce such regulations: and RER
alter or repeal the same or any of them; and shall hear and determine
all comnlaints as to the violation thereof; and shall on all matters
entrusted to their charge renort to the Governors and at least once

a year to the Corporation of the University.

2e The Governors shall appoint the Principal of lacdonald College.
He shall, gubject to the provisions of Chapter II, of the Statutes,
have general superintendence of the affairs of Macdonald College nnédex
such regulations as may he in force for the time being; shall provide
when present at the meetings of the liacdonald College Committee; shal.
keep its records or canse them to he dAnly kept by some other member

0f the staff of the College; shall undertake the care and maintenancs
in good order of the lands, buildings and other pronerty anpertaining
to the said College, and renort promptly to the Governors the.cati—
mates of all necessary renairs and exnenditures thereon, and superin-
tend, under their direction, the execution of such repairs or expendi-
ture: and shall also perform snch other duties as may from time to
time be assigned to him by the Governors.

8. The powers of the Board are those conferred upon and
vested in the Board by the Royal Charter of 1821 and the
amended Charter of 1852 and by all other subsequent legislative
Aets in relation to MeGill College or University and in
relation to the Royal Institution for the Advancement of
Learning. All powers not so conferred upon or vested in the
Board are vested in Corporation.

CHAPTER II.

OF CORPORATION.

1. The Corporation of the University is by Charter
composed of the Governors, Principal and Fellows of the
University. The following shall be Fellows:-

(a) The Vice-Principal and Deans or Acting-Deans of
the several Faculties, the Principal of Macdonald College,
the Head of the Teachers' Training Department of Macdonald
College, the Warden of the Royal Victoria College, the
Assistant Dean of the Faculty of Medicine, the Director of
the Department of Physical Zducation and the University
Librarian.

(b) One member of the Faculty of Law, two members of
the Faculty of Arts, two members of the Faculty of Medicine,
two members of the Faculty of Applied Science and one member
of the Faculty of Agriculture, toO be elected as such from
_time to time by their respective YFaculties. The Faculty of
Arts shall also elect s third member designated to represent
the Department of Commerce until such time as this Department
shall become a separate University Faculty.

(c) The several representatives of the Affiliated ;
Colleges connected with the Univgrsity, as prov;de@ for in
Chapter XIII., and a reprcsentative of the Provincial
association of Frotestant Teachers.
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(d) "Nine members of Convocation, graduates of the Univers-
ity of not less than three years' standing, namely two in Iaw,
two in Medicine, two in Arts, two in Applied Science, and one
in Agriculture, to be elected by the Graduate members of
Convocation from time to time, as hereinafter provided.

(e) Four members of Convocation, graduates of the
University, of not less than three years’'standing, to be styled
"Non-resident Representative Fellows", viz.,

One such member of Convocation, resident in New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia, Prince Bdward Islend or Newfoundlend, to be
€lected from time to time, in the manner hereinafter provided,

One such member of Convocation resident in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, Alberta, British Columbia, or the North-West
Territories, to be elected from time to time in the manner
hereinafter provided by the Graduate members of Convocation
resident in the said Provinces and Territories.

One such member of Convocation resident outside of
Canada and Newfoundland, to be elected from time to time, in
the manner hereinafter provided, by the Graduste members of
Convocation resident therein.

(£) Such other members of Convocation, not more than
seven in number, 2s the Governors may so appoint.

2. Except in the case of filling a vacancy all
members appointed, or elected, in pursuance of clauses (£),

shall hold office for a term of three years, commencing on
the 1lst. day of October in the year in which such appointment
or election is made, one~thrid (as nearly as possible)
retiring annvally.

(£f) To provide for affiliation with the University
of any college or colleges or other institutions of learning or
research and for the dissolution of such affiliations or the
amendment or alteration of the terms thereof,

(g) To fix all qualificetions and requirements for
entrance or matriculation into the several University Faculties
and departments of study upon due consultation with the
respective faculties interested or eoncerned.,

(h) To consider and advise upon all reports of the
Several University faculties as to the courses of study
offered in these Faculties, and to prescribe and supervise
all courses of study not connected with any existing Facul ty.

(i) To consider determine and sdvise upon all
reports of the several Fseculties as to the appointment of
University examiners and proctors notmembers of the
University teaching staff, and to appoint examiners and
proctors in all subjects not covered by any existing PBaculty.

(j) To meke all necessary statutes rules and
regulations in relation to all matters affecting the vlace
order and good government of the University, including the
grading, classification, attendance, conduet and discipline
of the student body, and to impose all penalties and
punishments for breach of such statutes rules and regulations.,

(k) To hear and adjudge all representations and
memorigls brought before it by members of the staff, the
student body or the Graduates Society, and generally to sct as
a court of appeal on all matters of University education,
government and disclinine.

(1) The decide upon and fix the academic dress
and z11 University insignia-to-—be worn by students or graduates
and to organize direct and control all formal Proceedings at
meetings of Convocation for the conferring of degrees and at
all other University meetings of a formal academic character.

(m) To establish all degrees conferred by the
University and to fix all qualifications and requirements for
the same, including honorary degrees, and for 317 ¢iplomas and
certificates conferred or grented by the University, and to make
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all arrangements for the conierring and pre
and the subsequent cancellation or suspens
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(0) To fix the dates for the beginning and ending of
the academic University year and to fix and sett all other days
and dates in the Annus y it due consulta-
tion with t Lous lies a ed in the same.

(») To make all necessary rules and regulations
in relation to all matters not specifically allotted to any
other University body or bodies by the terms of its Charter
Constitution and Statutes.

(q) To create and constitute all committees, boards
Oor other bodies, which may from time to time be thought
necessary or desirable for the effective performance of the
above enumerated powers and duties.

8. Nothing contained in this Statute shall prevent
Corporation from taking the initistive in determining as to any
course of study or any change therein, but before Passing any
regulation providing therefor, Corporat-on shall refer the
proposition to the appropriate Faculty for enguiry and report
thereon.

McGirr UNIVERSITY.

CHAPTER I.
OF THE GOVERNORS.

1.—The Number of the Trustees, Members of the Royal
Institution for the Advancement of Learning, Governors of
McGill College and University, shall not be more than fif-
teen in the whole, of whom the Principal of the University
shall, ex officio, be one.

2—They shall be laymen of some Protestant denomina-
tion, selected with a view to the representation at the Board
(so far as may be found practicable) of the several Protes-
tant denominations in Lower Canada, and (at the time of
their nomination) resident in Lower Canada; and none of
them, except the Principal of the University, shall derive
emolument from the College, or hold any appointment, or
exercise any functions connected with the College, other-
wise than as hereby provided, and incidentally to their
charge as Governors.
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3—Resignations of the office of Governor shall be
addressed to the Board, and by it accepted or otherwise
acted on in its discretion.

4—Vacancies on the Board, whether by death, disqualifi-
cation, resignation or otherwise, shall be filled by the Board,
as soon after their occurrence as it may see fit. Provided
always, that no such vacancy shall |

charge the functions, of Chancellor of the University.

8 —Meetings of the Governors shall be held whenever
convened by order of the President, or of any two Govern-
ors, at such place and hour as from time to time may be
fixed; and may be adjourned when necessary.

9.—At least three days’ written notice of all such meet-
ings shall be given by the Secretary to every Governor.

CHAPTER II.
OF THE PRINCIPAL AND VICE-CHANCELLOR.

1.—The Principal shall have general superintendence of
all affairs of the College and University, under such regula-
tions as may be in force for the time being, and shall pre-
side, when present, at the meetings of the several Faculties.
He shall also perform such duties in the instruction of
students, and otherwise, as may from time to time be
assigned to him by the Governors.

2—He shall also bear the title, and discharge the func-
tions, of Vice-Chancellor of the University.




CHAPTER III.

OF THE FELLOWS.
1.—The Fellows of the University shall he—

(1) The Deans of the respective Faculties, the Prin-
cipal of Macdonald College, and the Chairman of the Com-
mittee on Graduate Studies, if not otherwise a Fellow.

(2) Any Acting or Vice-Dean of Faculty, or any
Registrar of the Faculty of Law or Medicine, whom the
Governors may find it requisite to appoint as such Fel-
lows,—not more than one such appointment, however, to
subsist at any time for any Faculty.

(3) One member of the Faculty of Law, two mem-
bers of the Faculty of Medicine, four members of the
Faculty of Arts, two members of the Faculty of Applied
Science, one member of the Faculty of Agriculture, [and
one member of the Faculty of Comparative Medicine and
Veterinary Science],* to be elected as such from time to
time by their respective Faculties.

(4) The Head of the Teachers’ Training Department
of Macdonald College and the Rector of the Montreal High
School.

(5) The several representatives of the Affiliated
Colleges in connection with the University, to be named as
hereinafter provided.

(6) Nine members of Convocation, graduates of the
University, of not less than three years’ standing, viz.: two
in Law, two in Medicine, two in Arts, two in Applied
Science, [and one in Comparative Medicine and Veterinary
Science],* to be elected by the graduate members of Convo-
cation from time to time, as hereinafter provided

* Work in this Faculty has been discontinued for the present,
by resolution of the Board of Governors, 17th April, 1903.
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(7) Four members of Convocation, graduates of the
University, of not less than three years’ standing, to be
styled “ Non-resident Representative Fellows,” viz.:

One such member of Convocation, resident in New

Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island or New-
foundland, to be elected from time to time, in the manner
hereinafter provided, by the graduate members of Convoca-
tion resident in the said Provinces and Newfoundland.
} One such member of Convocation, resident in the
Province of Ontario, to be elected from time to time, in the
manner hereinafter provided, by the graduate members of
Convocation resident therein.

One such member of Convocation, resident in Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan, Alberta, British Columbia, or the
North-West Territories, to be elected from time to time, in
the manner hereinafter provided, by the graduate members
of Convocation resident in the said Provinces and Terri-
tories.

One such member of Convocation, resident outside
of Canada and Newfoundland, to be elected from time to
time, in the manner hereinafter provided, by the graduate
members of Convocation resident therein.

(8) Such other members of Convocation, not more
than seven in number, as the Governors may so appoint.

(9) The Chairman of the Protestant Board of
School Commissioners for the City of Montreal, if so
appointed by the Governors, but not otherwise.

2.—Except in the case of filling a vacancy, all Fellows
appointed or elected in pursuance of clauses (3), (5), (6),
(7), and (8) of the next preceding Section, shall hold office
for a term of three years, commencing on the first day of
Sebtember in the year in which such appointment or elec-
tion is made; one-third (as nearly as possible) of such
Fellows retiring annually.

3—Except in the case of the representation of the-
graduates, a vacancy may be filled, at any time, but only
for the unexpired residue of the term of the previous holder
of the seat vacated.
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4—A vacancy in the representation of the graduates
may be filled at the time appointed for the next ensuing
election of Fellows in pursuance of clauses (6) or (7) of
section 1, but only for the unexpired residue of the term of
the previous holder of the seat vacated : provided, however,
that if any period of more than two months shall intervene
between the occurrence of such a vacancy and such ensuing
election, the remaining Graduates’ Representative Fellows
may elect a duly qualified graduate to fill the vacancy for
such intervening period: and a meeting for such purpose
shall be called by the Principal or the Registrar, by posting
in the Montreal Post Office, at least one week before the
date fixed therefor, a notice thereof, addressed to each of
such Graduates’ Representative Fellows.

11.—When the election is in the ordinary course, the
graduates indicated by such report or by lot (as the case
may be) shall, from and after the 1st of September follow-
ing, become Fellows of the University, and shall be received
into and be members of Corporation for the term of three
years. But in case of filling a vacancy, the graduate indic-
ated by such report or by lot (as the case may be) shall
immediately become a Fellow of the University, and shall
be received into and be a member of Corporation for the
unexpired term of the previous holder of the seat vacated.

12.—The Governors may make such regulations as they
may deem expedient for giving effect in any wise to the
fordgoing provisions, and all such regulations shall have the
same effect as if they were set forth herein.
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CHAPTER 1IV.
OF THE CORPORATION OF THE UNIVERSITY.

1.—The Corporation of the University shall hold its
regular meetings at such place and hour as from time to
time may be ordained, on the second Wednesday of Octo-
ber, December, February, April and June. Provided always,
that if any such Wednesday shall fall upon a holiday, the
meeting shall be deferred till the day following. The Cor-
poration shall have power at such meetings to grant
Degrees, deciding to that end upon such representations as
may have been made by the various Faculties; to fix the
day for the conferring of such Degrees, and for the public
exercises to be performed by candidates for the same; and
to transact all other business; and any regular meeting
may be adjourned when necessary. Provided always, that
at the June meeting of Corpcration, or any adjournment
thereof, such matters and business only shall be considered
and transacted as Corporation shall have previously
appointed for consideration and transaction thereat.

2—Special meetings of the Corporation may be sum-
moned at any time by order of the Chancellor, or of any
two Governors, or of the Vice-Chancellor, for the transac-
tion of any business other than that of granting Degrees or
fixing the day for the conferring thereof; not less than three
days’ written notice being given, through the Secretary, to
every member of the Corporation resident in Montreal. No
business at all affecting any Affiliated College shall be
transacted at any such Special Meeting, unless at the
instance of such Affiliated College, or with the written con-
sent of the Fellow or Fellows representing such Affiliated
College.

2.—Convocation shall meet annually, on the day or day
fixed by the Corporation for the conferring of Degrees; anc
due notice of such mcctmcr shall be given, by advertisemen
in at least one new xpaper published in the City of Montreal.

6.—There shall be prepared and kept by such officer or
officers, and in such form as the Governors by regulation
shall direct, a register of all living members of Convocation,

their charge, report to the Governors and at least once a
year to Corporation.

2—The Governors shall appoint the Principal of Mac-
donald College. He shall, subject to the provisions of
Chapter II of the Statutes, have general superintendence of
the affairs of Macdonald College under such regulations as
may be in force for the time being; shall preside, when
present, at the meetings of the Macdonald College Com-
mittee ; shall keep its records, or cause them to be duly kept,
by some other member of the staff of the College; shall
undertake the care and maintenance in good order of the
lands, buildings, and other property appertaining to the said
College, and report promptly to the Governors the estimates
of all necessary repairs and expenditures thereon, and
superintend, under their direction, the execution of such
repairs or expenditure; and shall also perform such other
duties as may from time to time be assigned to him by the
Governors.

3.—The Governors may also constitute in such manner
as they may from time to time determine, from the Mac-
donald College Committee, an Executive Committee, whose
duties shall be such as the Governors may from time to
time determine, or as the Macdonald College Committee
may entrust to it; and the Governors may in such manner
and as often as they see fit alter the composition of such
Executive Committee.

4.—All University courses given in the said Coll , the

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The several Professors and other officers of the University
shall have such titles of office, and discharge such duties, as
may from time to time be assigned to them by the
Governors.

2—The Governors shall constitute such of the Profes-
sors, Lecturers, and Tutors, or other Instructing Officers of
the University, as they may see fit, into the several Facul-
ties of Law, Medicine, Arts, Applied Science, and Agricul-
ture; and whenever they shall see fit, may also, in like
manner, constitute other Faculties; and may, at any time,
alter the composition of such Faculties, as they may see fit.
Three members of each Faculty shall be a quorum thereof
for the transaction of business.

3—The Governors shall appoint one of the Professors
of the Faculty of Arts, to be Vice-Principal of the College
and University and Dean of the Faculty of Arts.  Such
Vice-Principal shall preside at all meetings of the Faculty
of Arts, in the absence of the Principal; shall keep its
records, or cause them to be duly kept by some other mem-
ber of the Faculty, and (under the Principal) take general
superintendence of its affairs; and, in the absence of the
Principal, shall discharge his duties.

4—The Governors shall appeint a Professor in each of
the other Faculties to be Dean of such Faculty. Such Deans
shall preside at all meetings of their respective Faculties, in
the absence of the Principal; shall keep the records of-such
Faculties, or cause them to be duly kept by some other
member of the Faculty, and (under the Principal) shall take
general superintendence of the affairs of such Faculties
respectively. In the case of the Faculty of Agriculture, the
duties hereinabove imposed upon the Deans of the respect-
ive Faculties shall be undertaken by the Principal of Mac-
donald College.

5—The several Faculties shall from time to time frame
regulations, as occasion may require, touching the details of
the course of study and teaching in their respective Depart-
ments of the University,—the number, times and mode of
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all examinations thereto appertaining—the admission of
students, whether to the regular course of study thereof or
to any special course of study connected therewith, or to
instruction in any particular branch of such study,—the
amount and mode of payment of al] fees therein,—and the
discipline and internal government thereof; and shall duly
enforce such regulations; and may alter or repeal the same
or any of them ; and shall hear and determine all complaints
as to the violation thereof. Provided always, that such
regulations, or such alteration or repeal thereof, be first
approved by the Corporation; that such regulations shall
be further subject to alteration or repeal by the Corpora-
tion; and that no student shall be expelled without the con-
sent of the Corporation.

6.—Meetings of the Faculty of Arts shall be held at least
once in every two weeks during the academical year, at
such time and place as by such ‘aculty may be appointed :
and, in the absence of the Principal and Vice-Principal, the
Senior Professor present shall preside,

7—Meetings of the other Faculties shall be held as often
as occasion may require, and at such time and place as by
each Faculty may be appointed; and, in the absence of the
Principal and Dean of the Faculty (or, in the case of the
Faculty of Agriculture, the Principal of Macdonald College),
the Senior Member present shall preside.

8 —It shall be the duty of the Registrar of the Univer-
sity to act as Secretary of Corporation and Convocation,
and of the Matriculation and Academic Boards, to summon
all meetings thereof, and to record, and (when necessary)
carry into effect their respective proceedings; to take
charge of the general Matricula or Register of the members
of the University; to edit the University Calendar, and all
University educational announcements, reports and publica-
tions; to keep the general register of students and the
records of their standing; to see to the printing of the
examination papers; and generally to perform the various
administrative and business duties connected with the edu-
cational work of the University.
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t).—ﬁt shall be the duty of the Secretary and Bursar of
the L'li'i’i'\'crsir};lm act as Secretary to the Governors, to
summon all meetings thereof, and to record, and (when
necessary) carry into effect their proceedings; to take

charge of the Corporate Seal of the University, and of all
its Charters and Muniments; to keep accurate Books of
Account in such form as from time to time shall be ordered
by the Governors, of all revenues, receipts and expenditure
of the University, with all requisite vouchers; to collect
and receive all moneys, rents and revenues of the Univers-
ity, from whatever sources derivable, except only (as here-
inafter provided) those peculiar to Macdonald College,
and forthwith to lodge the same to the credit of the “Royal
Institution for the Advancement of Learning” in such
Chartered Bank in this City as may be designated by the
(i()\'(‘l‘ﬂOl‘S'.E) pay all outstanding claims against the Uni-
versity, when ordered by the Governors, by his cheque
countersigned always by at least one Governor, being of
the Committee of Finance for the time being, save only with
respect to cheques for amounts not exceeding $50.00 and
to cheques for salaries, which may be signed and coun-
tersigned by such persons as the Finance Committee
of the Governors may from time to time by resolution
direct Jto inspect all lands, buildings and other property of
the University, and report promptly to the Governors all
necessary repairs and expenditure thereon, and superintend,
under their direction, the execution of such repairs or
expenditure ; to present a statement of his accounts, exhibit-
ing all revenues, receipts and disbursements of the Univer-
sity, to the Corporation at its Regular Meeting in October,
yearly, or as soon thereafter as possible, as also to the Gov-
ernors, at all such periods as they shall direct; and gener-
ally to obey and carry out all instructions of the Governors.
Provided, always, that it shall be competent to the Govern-
ors from time to time to appoint a separate Bursar for Mac-
donald College, under such regulations as they, the Gov-
ernors, may direct or allow, and such Bursar shall report in

writing, fully and in detail, as to all matters falling under
his charge, to the Secretary and Bursar of the University,
when and as the Governors may direct,—and the Books,
Accounts and Vouchers of the Bursar of Macdonald College
shall be open at all times to the inspection and audit of the
Secretary and Bursar of the University and sufficient
abstracts and statements therefrom shall always by him be
kept of record in his General Books of Account, and exhib-
ited in his Reports. The Secretary and Bursar shall further
enter into bonds towards the Corporation, with security to
the Governors, in such sum not less than two thousand five
hundred dollars, as they may from time to time ordain, for
the faithful accounting of all moneys collected or received
by him and the correct performance of his duties generally,

CHAPTER IX.
OF MATRICULATION, COURSES OF STUDY, SPECIAL FEES, ETC.

1.—No person shall matriculate as a student in any
Faculty, unless after such examination as the regulations of
the Corporation may require.

2.—The Dean of each Faculty shall keep, or cause to be
kept, a register of all students of such Faculty; wherein
shall be inscribed the Christian names and surnames of all
such students, with their ages and places of birth and edu-
cation, and the names, places of residence and profession or
calling of their parents or guardians, and whereon each stu-
dent shall subscribe his name to a declaration that he will
faithfully observe the statutes, rules, and ordinances, of the
University; and the contents of such registers shall be
fairly entered in the general matricula or register, to be kept
by the Registrar of the University. 1In the case of Mac-
donald College, the duty hereinabove imposed upon the
Deans of the Faculties shall be undertaken by the Principal
of the College.
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3.—The fees for Matriculation and for the Library or
Libraries and the Museum of the University, shall be such
as from time to time, by the regulations of the Corporation,
may be ordained; and shall be payable as thereby required.
4—The academical year for the several Faculties shall
commence on the sixth day of September, and shall end on
the first day of May, or such other day as may be fixed by
the Corporation for the conferring of Degrees. There shall
be a Christmas Vacation of not more than two weeks,
which shall include Christmas day and New Year’s day.
Provided, however, that it shall be competent to any
Faculty by regulation or order (subject always to approval
or amendment by the Corporation) to provide for the open-
ing either for its regular course of study, or of any special
course of study connected with such Faculty, on any con-
venient day other than that of the commencement of the
academical year,—and also for the prolonging of any such
course, whether regular or special, beyond the close of the
academical year, or for the delivery of any course or courses
of lectures or instruction between the close of the academ-
ical year and the time of the opening of such course of
study, regular or special.
5.—The regular course of study of the Faculty of Law
shall extend over three years; that of the Faculty of Medi-
cine over five years; that of the Faculty of Arts over four
years; that of the Faculty of Applied Science over four
years; [that of the Faculty of Comparative Medicine and
Veterinary Science over three years]*; that of the Faculty
of Agriculture over four years; and that of any other Facul-
ties respectively, when established, over such number of
years as by statute in that behalf shall hereafter be
ordained. In each Faculty, the details of the Course shall
be such as from time to time shall be prescribed by its regu-

6—Special courses of study may be established and
maintained in connection with any Faculty or Faculties,
under such designations, and on such terms as, by regula-
tions of such Faculty or Faculties (duly approved by the
Corporation), may be from time to time ordained

CHAPTER X.
OF DEGREES,

I.—Students who shall have completed the regular course
of study in Arts, shall have passed the prescribed examina-
tions during the course, and also the special examinations
for graduation, and shall have performed such exercises as
may be prescribed to that end,—the whole to the satisfac-
tion of the Faculty of Arts, and also of any other examiners
whom the Corporation may associate with such Faculty,—
shall be entitled to the Degree of Bachelor of Arts,

2.—Students who shal] have completed the prescribed
course of study in the Faculty of Arts for the Degree of
Bachelor of Science, shall have passed the prescribed exam-
inations during the course. and also the special examina-
tions for graduation, and sha]] have performed such exer.
cises as may be prescribed to that end,—the whole to the
satisfaction of the Faculty of Arts, and also of any other
examiners whom the Corporation Mmay associate with that
Faculty,—shall be entitled to the Degree of Bachelor of
Science. The diploma and the records of the Univcrsity
shall indicate, in special terms, that the Degree is conferred
after a course of study within the Faculty of Arts.

3-—Students who shall have completed the regular
course of study in the Faculty of Applied Science, shall
have passed the prescribed examinations during the course,
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and also the special examinations for graduation, and shall
have performed such exercises as may be prescribed to that
end,—the whole to the satisfaction of the Faculty of
Applied Science, and also of any other examiners whom the
Corporation may associate with that Faculty,—shall be
cntitled to the Degree of Bachelor of Science. The diploma
and the records of the University shall indicate, in special
terms, that the Degree is conferred after a course of study
within the Faculty of Applied Science and the particular
branch or branches of Applied Science in which the examin-
ation has been passed.

4—Students who shall have completed the regular
course of study in Agriculture, shall have passed the pre-
scribed examinations during the course, and also the special
examinations for graduation, and shall have performed such
exercises as may be prescribed to that end—the whole to
the satisfaction of the Faculty of Agriculture, and also of
any other examiners whom the Corporation may associate
with that Faculty,—shall be entitled to the Degree of
[ Bachelor of Science in Agriculture].*

5—Students who shall have completed the regular
course of study in Law, shall have passed the prescribed
examinations during the course, and also the special exam-
inations for graduation, and shall have performed such
exercises as may be prescribed to that end,—the whole to
the satisfaction of the Faculty of Law, and also of any other
examiners whom the Corporation may associate with that
Faculty,—shall be entitled to the Degree of Bachelor of
Civil Law. T

passed a special examination for the Degree, and shall have

11.—Students who shall have completed the regular
course of study in Medicine, and shall have passed the pre-
scribed examinations during the course, and also the special
examinations for graduation, and shall have performed such
exercises as may be prescribed to that end,—the whole to
the satisfaction of the Faculty of Medicine, and also of any
other examiners whom the Corporation may associate with
that Faculty,—shall be entitled to the Degree of Doctor of
Medicine and Master of Surgery.

12—Students who shall have completed the regular
course of study in [Comparative Medicine and Veterinary
Science],* shall have passed the prescribed examinations
during the course, and also the special examinations for
graduation, and shall have performed such exercises as may
be prescribed to that end,—the whole to the satisfaction of
the Faculty of Comparative Medicine and Veterinary
Science, and also of any other examiners whom the Corpor-
ation may associate with that Faculty,—shall be entitled to
the Degree of Doctor of Veterinary Science.

13.—Masters of Dental Surgery who have either pres-
ented, at any time later than one year after graduation, a
satisfactory thesis, embodying original research, upon some
branch of Dental Science; or have, at the completion of
three years, passed satisfactorily an examination in Ad-
vanced Dentistry, the scope of which shall be determined
by the Faculty of Medicine, shall be entitled to the Degree
of Doctor in Dental Science.

change shall rank as Bachelor of Science from the date of
the Degree so exchanged by him.

21.—The Degree of Master of Applied Science or the
Degree of Master of Engineering, heretofore granted by this
University, may, on application, be exchanged by the Cor-
poration for that of Master of Science, and every graduate
holding that Degree so given in exchange shall rank as
such Master of Science from the date of the Degree so
exchanged by him.

22—The Corporation may, in accordance with and sub-
ject to the Statutes and the Regulations of the Corporation
in force on the 31st day of January, 1899, grant to any
person who shall have matriculated and attended lectures in
any Faculty before that date any Degree which might have
been granted to him in pursuance of such Statutes and |

Regulations.

23.—Upon the organization of any other Faculty or
Faculties, there shall be granted therein such Degrees as by
Statute in that behalf shall hereafter be ordained.

24.—Graduates of other Universities, desirous of admis-
sion to the like Degree in this University, may be so
admitted by the Corporation; due inquiry being first made
as to their moral character and sound learning, and oppor-
tunity given to the several Faculties, or the Committee on
Graduate Studies, as may be required, to make such repre-
sentations in the premises as they may see fit. Provided
always, that (except in the case of candidates proceeding to
a higher Degree), such admission shall not be put to vote
until after three months’ notice, unless by unanimous con-
sent, and shall not be ordered, if as many as five members
of the Corporation shall vote against it.

25.—Honorary Degrees may be granted by the Corpora-
tion to any persons who may be considered worthy of such
distinction ; due enquiry being first made, and opportunity
given to the several Faculties to make such representations
in the premises as they may see fit. Provided always, that,
unless by unanimous consent, the motion to grant such
Degree shall not be put to vote until after three months’
notice, and shall not be ordered, if as many as five members
of the Corporation shall vote against it, ;

26.—The fees for all Degrees shall be such as from time
to time shall be fixed by the regulations of the Corporation.
Such fees shall always be deposited with the proper officer
before a Degree is conferred; and no diploma shall be
given until the Degree shall have been conferred.

27.—Degrees in Course may always be refused, if the
conduct or character of the candidate be open to objection.
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CHAPTER XI.
OF SCHOLARSHIPS, ETC.

1.—There shall be maintained such and so many Schol-
arships for students in Arts as the Governors from time to
time shall authorize ; and on such terms, as regards appoint-
ment, tenure, and emolument, as by the regulations of the
Governors and Corporation in that behalf shall from time
to time be prescribed.
, 2—It shall be competent to the Governors, if they shall
see fit, to create and maintain Scholarships for students in
any other Faculty or Department of the University, and,
with concurrence of the Corporation, to make all needful
regulations from time to time touching the same.

3.—Donations for the endowment of Scholarships, Bur-
saries, Prizes or Medals may be held by the Governors
under such conditions as may be agreed on with the donors
thereof; and, subject to such conditions, shall be applied as
by the regulations in that behalf of the Governors and Cor-
poration. shall from time to time be prescribed.

CHAPTER XII.
OF MORAL CONDUGT AND DISCIPLINE.

1.—Every exertion shall be made by all members of the
University for the maintaining of good morals, and the due
observance of all statutes and regulations of the University.

2.—No member of the University shall promulgate any
principles adverse to good morals.

3.—No member of the University shall break, deface, or
injure any buildings, walls, doors, fences, or other property
of the University.

4—Due respect and courtesy will at all times be re-
quired of all students and pupils.

5.—Immorality or impropriety of conduct, of whatever
kind, on the part of any student or pupil, will at all times
subject the offender to such measure of discipline as may
be requisite.
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CHAPTER XIII.

4.—The remaining Governors, in order of appointment.
5.—The Vice-Principal.
6.—The Deans of the several Faculties, in order of
appointment.
7—The remaining Fellows, in order of appointment,
8 —The Professors of the University, in order of appoint-
ment.
9.—Those of Affiliated Colleges, members of Convoca-
tion, in like order.
10— The Secretary, Registrar and Bursar. being members
of Convocation.
11.—The Lecturers, Tutors and other Instructing Offi-
cers of the College and University, members of Convoca-
tion, in like order. i
12—Those of Affiliated Colleges, members of Convoca-
tion, in like order.
13.—Doctors of Divinity.
14—Doctors of Laws or of Civil Law.,
,15.—Doctors of Literature,.
16.—Doctors of Science.
17.—Doctors of Philosophy.
18 —Doctors of Medicine.
19.—Doctors in Dental Science and Doctors of Veterinary
Science. i
20.—Bachelors of Divinity.
21.—Masters of Arts.
22.—Masters of Science, Masters of Engineering, Mas-

ters of Applied Science and Masters of Dental Surgery,
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23.—Bachelors of Civil Law.

24.—Bachelors of Arts.

25.—Bachelors of Science, Bachelors of Applied Science,
Graduates in Civil Engineering and Bachelors of Architec-
ture.

26.—Graduates in any Special Course of Study.

27.—Instructing Officers of the College (if any), not mem-
bers of Convocation, in order of appointment.

28 —Those of Affiliated Colleges (if any), not members
of Convocation, in like order.

29.—Students in Law.

30.—Students in Medicine.

31.—Students in Arts.

32.—Students in Applied Science.

33.—Students in Veterinary Science.

34.—Students in Agriculture.

Graduates in Medicine, Law, or Applied Science who
have previously obtained another Degree shall take pre-
cedence of graduates in these Faculties holding one Degree
only. '

CHAPTER XIV.

OF THE TEACHERS’ TRAINING DEPARTMENT, OR SCHOOL OF
EDUCATION, OF MACDONALD COLLEGE.

The Teachers’ Training Department, or School of Edu-
cation of Macdonald College, being incorporated with Mec-
Gill University, the pupil teachers thereof shall enjoy such
facilities in respect of study and Degrees in the University
as the Corporation, from time to time, may find it practi-
cable and expedient by regulation to grant them.
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CHAPTER XV.
OF AFFILIATED COLLEGES.

1.—Any incorporated Collegiate Institution, having such
staff of Instructing Officers, and prov iding for such course
of tuition thereat, as by the Corporation may be deemed
sufficient to enable it to carry its students to the Degree of
Bachelor of Arts, may be admitted as an Affiliated College
of the First Class in connection with the University,

2—Any such Institution, having a staff of Instructing
Officers, and providing for a course of tuition thereat, suf-
ficient, in the opinion of the Corporation, to enable it to
carry its students up to the examination at the end of the
second year, or up to the end of the first year of the under-
graduate course in Arts, may be admitted as an Affiliated
College of the Second Class, in connection with the Uni-
versity.

3.—Any incorporated School of Theology in this Pro-
vince, having a staff of Instructing Officers, such as by the
Corporation may be deemed sufficient, and desiring to
obtain for its students the advantage, in whole or part, of
the course of study in Arts of the University, may be ad-
mitted as an Affiliated Theological College, in connection
with the University.

4—No such Institution or School shall be admitted to
affiliation, unless by a two-thirds vote of the members of
the Corporation present at a regular meeting thereof, and
also by a two-thirds vote of the Governors present at a
meeting of the Governors specially called to consider there-
of. Nor shall the question of such admission be put to vote
at either of such meetings until after opportunity given to
the several Faculties to make such representations in the
premises as they may see fit; nor yet, unless by unanimous
consent, until after three months’ notice first given.

5—Students of any Affiliated College, desiring to gra-
duate in Arts in the University, may matriculate therein,
upon passing such examination as the regulations of the
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Corporation in that behalf may require, and otherwise con-
forming to such regulations; and having so matriculated,
shall be borne on the books of the University, as matricul-
ated students thereof,—may pursue their studies, either
wholly or (within such limits as the regulations of the Cor-
poration may prescribe) in part in such Affiliated College,
—shall be allowed, within like limits, if desired, to pursue
their studies in part under the Faculty of Arts,—and shall
be admitted to the examinations for graduation in Arts, and
also to Degrees in Arts, on the same footing with students
matriculated directly under the Faculty of Arts.

6.—The Corporation may, at any time, by regulation in
that behalf, grant such further facilities as may be deemed
expedient for the admission of the students of any Affiliated
College, or of any particular classes of such students, to the
whole or to any part of the course of tuition of any Faculty,
or to the whole or to any part of the tuition provided for
any established special course of study; and may from
time to time, by like regulation, modify or withdraw such
facilities.

7—Any Affiliated College of the First Class, having
regularly established therein any other Faculty or Facul-
ties, besides that of Arts, mav apply for and obtain from
the University its recognition of such Faculty or Facilties.

8 —Such recognition shall only be accorded by the like
votes of the Corporation and Governors, and under the like
restrictions, as are above prescribed, for admission of a Col-
lege to affiliation.

9—Students under such recognized Faculties shall have
such facilities granted them, in respect of the course of tui-
tion and Degrees of the corresponding Faculties in the Uni-
versity, as the Corporation, by its regulations in that behalf,
may from time to time allow.

10.—Every Affiliated College shall be entitled to be rep-
resented in the Corporation by one or more of its Officers,
to be from time to time elected or otherwise designated, as
the Corporation and Governors by their vote shall have
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prescribed or authorized; that is to say, each such College
of the First Class, by two Representative Fellows, and also
by one additional Representative Fellow for each Faculty
therein, besides that of Arts, which may have been recog-
nized by the University as above provided; and each Affi-
liated Theological College, and each Affiliated College of
the Second Class, by one Representative Fellow,

11.—Any Affiliated College may be raised from the
Second to the First Class, or vice versa; but only by the
like votes of the Corporation and Governors, and under the
like restrictions as are above prescribed for the admission
of a College to affiliation.

12—Every Affiliated College shall be held to report
from time to time to the Corporation, as to the regulations
and affairs thereof, to the satisfaction of the Corporation, at
such times and in such form as the Corporation, by its
regulations, or otherwise, may require.

13—Any Affiliated College may at any time, by duly
notifying the Corporation to that effect, withdraw from its
connection with the University.

14— The Corporation and Governors may also, at any
time, by the like votes, and under the like restrictions, as
.are above prescribed for the admission of a College to affi-
liation, terminate the connection of any Affiliated College
with the University.

CHAPTER XVI.
OF AFFILIATED SCHOOLS,

1.—Any School providing for such course of fuition
thereat as by the Corporation may be deemed sufficient to
enable it to carry its pupils up to the examination pre-
scribed for Matriculation in the Faculty of Arts of the Uni-
versity, may, by vote of the Corporation duly passed at a
regular meeting thereof, after opportunity given to the
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Faculty of Arts to make such representation in the pre-
mises as it may see ﬁt: be admitted as an Affiliated School
in connection with the University.

2—Every such School, while so affiliated, will be held
to maintain such course of tuition thereat, to make such
periodical returns to the Corporation, and otherwise to be
subject to such visitation, on the part of the Corporation, as
the Corporation, by regulation or vote in that behalf, shall
from time to time ordain.

3.—Every such School, while so affiliated, shall enjoy
such privileges, in respect of Scholarships for its more dis-
tinguished pupils, and otherwise, as the Corporation, by
regulation or vote in that behalf, approved by the Govern-
ors, shall from time to time ordain.

4—Any such Affiliated School may at any time, by duly
notifying the Corporation to that effect, withdraw from its
connection with the University.

5.—The Corporation also may at any time, by a vote
duly passed at a regular meeting thereof, terminate the con-
nection of any such Affiliated School with the University.

CHAPTER XVII.
OF SCHOOL EXAMINATIONS.

The Corporation may from time to time, by regulation
in that behalf, provide for the periodical examination of all
pupils presenting themselves, from whatever school or in-
structor, as candidates for a certificate of proficiency in the
various branches of school education, or in any thereof; and
for the granting of certificates at such examinations; and
also (but subject to the approval of the Governors), for the
according of Scholarships, or other special distinctions or
rewards, to the more distinguished of such successful can-
didates.
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CHAPTER XVIII.
OF REPEAL OR AMENDMENT OF STATUTES,

No motion for the repeal or amendment of any Statute,
or for the passing of any new Statute, shall be finally put
to the vote at any meeting of the Governors, unless in
virtue of an order to that effect made at 2 previous meeting
of the Governors, after opportunity given to the Corpora-
tion to consider the same at a regular meeting*thereof; and
to make such representations in the premises as it may see
fit; and whenever such order shall have been made, the
Secretary shall embody the terms of such motion in the
notice to be given to each Governor, convening the meeting
whereat the same may have been ordered for final vote;
and at such meeting no amendment of such motion shall be
allowed.

CHAPER XIX.
OF REPEAL OF FORMER STATUTES,

All Statutes of the University heretofore in force are
hereby repealed.

[Enacted and passed the eighteenth day of February, in
the year of Our. Lord one thousand eight hundred and
sixty-four; amended the thirteenth day of March, 1870;
further amended the sixteenth day of February, 1871 fur-
ther amended the twenty-sixth day of March, 1872; further
amended the twenty-third day of October, 1880; reprinted,
with the amendments made in the interval, October I5th,
1903; and again reprinted with amendments to date on
January 1st, 1908.]
