They do
no work that could not be done just as '/
easily and efficiently by separate de-
partments of the rallways and on a
straight basis of equitable payment for
the actual services rendered to the pub-
lic. Again, as experience has' shown
that it is impossible to get a universal
service fromm private companies on fair’
térms, the only préver remedy is for
the Dominion-Government to-establish
a parecel post system in connection with
the postoffice. As matter of fact, such
a service is already in operation un-
der international agreements

Just the same troubles and difficul-
ties were faced in the United Kingdom
before the inauguration of the parcel
post system in combvetition with the
express service given by the British |
railroads.
