Paris, April 28.—The revised cove-
nant of the league of nations was
adopted by the -plenary session. of, the
peace conference this afternoon with-
out division and without amendment.
The covenant had - beéen moved by
President Wilson.

‘"Regarding the composition of the
executive couneil, the president said
that Belgium, Brazil, Greece and Spain
would be represented on the council,
in addition to the flve great powers,
until a permanent chdice had been
made, ;

‘While the conference was sitting,
a sleet storm was raging, and the
ice particles beat a tattoo om the win-
dows of the conference room thruout
the sessian.

President Wilson was the first of the
delegates to arrive. David Lloyd
George, the British prime minister,
was absent at the commencement of
the proceedings, but entefed the
‘chamber during.

that Sir Eric Drummond of Great Brit-
ain had been named as “he first secre-
tary-general of the league,

Sir Eric Drummond has been private
secretary to A. J. Balfour, the British
foreign secretary, since December,
1916. Previously he had served Sir Ed-
ward (now Visccunt) Grey in the same
capacity while Sir Edward was foreign
gecretary. From March, 1912, to June,
1915 he was private secreta.ry to Her-
bert H. Asquith, then the British
prem’er. &

Sir Eric 'was born on ‘Aug. 17, 1876, a
son of the” eighth = Visscount
Strathallen, and is a half bro-
thér of and heir presumptive
to the Earl of Perth. He became a
clerk in the foreign office in 1800 and
from 1906, to 1908 was private secretary
to Lord Fitzmaurice, parliamentary un-
der secretary for foreign affairs and
cont'nued under various secretaries un-
til 1912, when he became private secre-
tary to Premier Asquith. ;

Sir Eric accompanied Foreign Minis-
ter Balfour to the U.S. in 1917 as a
membsr of a British high commission.
In 1904 Sir Eric was married to An-

Of all
the matters that came up, thé only
one¢: which was worthy- of anything
like the attention devoted was the re-
commendation regarding civic eon-
iracts, which precipitated a debate on
fiee trade versus protection lines, The
remalinder of the sitting was occupled
with a kind of hyllabaloo about a pro-
posed- §5000. grant for park band con-
certs, which was defeated by lack of a
two-thirds majority required for an
overdraft. . Quite a lively discussion
arose regarding the increase in rates
for private drains gnd water services,
until Commissioner R. C. Harris ap-
peared, and, in a ‘business-like state-
ment, supplied:the information which
ended the talk; some little criticism
by Ald.

Sewerage and Water,

if Forced.

“It is very evident that the civic
authorities want to drive the town-
ship of York into the city from their
attitude with regard to the sewage
situation; the price charged for water
to the township, and their general
unsympathetic  manner, to the town-
ship and residents generally,” said a
prominent York township councillor
to The World yesterday. "“The town-
‘ship of York has now a population
of almost 40,000 people, -88 per cent,
of whom are practically citizens of
Toronto. The®health of this large
community is one of paramount im-
portance and the matter will be laid
before the provincial board of health,
if a more reasonable attitude is not
adopted by the city of Toronto to the
claims’ of its next door neighbor.

there are 23 miles of railway track-
age with three rallroads, and:already
factories are being established within
its area, to whom fixed assessments,
water power and every . other con-
venience has been given, every én-
couragement is +being held out :to
companies wishing to establish fac-
tories ‘and the inducement is one
which cannot be' duplicated because
the taxation in York township is the
cheapest on the American continent.
There are many imiles of concrete
sidewalks and the installation. of the
Hydro-Electric * will shortfly be com-
pleted thruout its entire area which
‘is greater than the city or Toronto.
“An elaborate system of water mains
is now well under way and several
schemes are already perfected where-
by the township authorities ean act
independently of the city in securing
its own water supply direct from
Lake Ontario from both ends of the

But for them there
might have beem no Inland Elpire Rall-
road Company or Trustee Company 'to
“safeguard” the widow's mite as effec-
tually and everlastingly as if it had been
thrown down the bottomless pit.

We know of a case that will point our
moral. Many years ago, about eight we
believe,  a’popular chief of police was.!
foully murdered in thid§ city. He left al

widow and child in dire distress, A gen-
erous public subscribed the sum of $10,-

handed iover to local bankers for invest-
ment. The aforesaid bankers met sol-
emnly and ‘canvassed the situation pro
and con. Mining stocks were taboo, as
they should have been, dbut the widow's
funds were finally invested in Trustee
units, in\which if our information is
correct, one of the bankers was more
than slightly interested. Last year the
widow received the munificent sum of
$180 as interest upon $6,000 invested.in
the security, and has now been <om-
pelled to hire out at.a day's pay to keep|
the wolf from her door.
Bankers Not Infallible.

That is an old, old story, of course,
but nevertheless it proves that bankers
are not infallible.  In this case the widow
would have been far better off had she
handed her funds to somethonest mining
broker and told him to do with it as best
he could. Tlrat broker might have in-
vested in Hecla, for instance, at 25 cents
a share and sold the widow out at a
profit of thirty-six hundred per cent. after
she had received dividends of several
hundred per cent. to keep the wolf from
the door meanwhile.. Even if he had not
been so lucky in his choice, he would be
compelled to “go some’’ to garner as bad
a lemon as these bankers, with all their |
safety and 'sanity, picked from the tree of:
