_ Under the most dlscouraélng weather
conditions that Toronto's citizen sol-
dilers have had to face in years, the
spring .church parade of the Toronto

garrison took place on Sunday after-
noon. Almost every variety of weather,
except sunshine and warmth, was on
the program of the forecaster in
Queen’s Park. Snow and hail were dais-
pensed at intervals, and these distress-
ing elements were blown into the faces
of she men in scarlét, green and aki.

Tho the day could scarcely have been
worse, spectators were as numerous as
on any previous.occasion. All along the
route thousands of citizens stood in the
gtorm and admired the splendid march-
ing and military bearing of the em-
pire’s defenders, The start was made
in a howling blizzard of soft snow,
and the return march was accompanied
by an able-bodied hall storm.

As if-ghie elements were not enough,
the fire brigade came to the attack
nobly and charged the garrison with
steamers, reels and water tower. /

Just as the line was moving down

Victoria-street, some of the apparatus’

from the Lombard-street station, re-
sponding to a false alarm sent in from
tne Slater Shoe Store on Yonge-street,
swung around the corner, while other
sections dashed west on Adelaide as
the Queen’'s Qwr turned nto that
thorofare. It was an unusual spectacle,
and the danger of a cylligion between
the fire fighters and the \King's defend-
ers was imminent. Police, however,
were statloned at every corner, and
they directed .the militia to the
side of the road and opened up a pass-
agé thru the crowd of spectators for
the fire apparatus. The parade was
split into four divisions and halted till
the wagons passed.

The reviewing stand was in front of
the new fire stgticm on West Adelalde-
street, When the alarm was turned in
the reviewing officers beat a. hasty re-
treat to another vantage point.

1t was one of the best parades on re-
cord, 2787 men of all ranks being in line,

Gen, Cotton, commanding ‘the west-

ern Ontario district, was in command
of the garrison, and on the staff were:

VICTORIA, B.C., May 2.—Lord Fred
Hamlilton, son of the Duke of Abercorn,
and a prominent British diplomat and
traveler, has arrived here, returning
from India where he attended his son’s
wedding to the daughter of the Gover-
nor-General Earl Minto.

THE NEW DREADADLGHT
OF 1 MAMMTH TP

Britain Has Decided on the Most
Magnificent Fighting Vessels
Yet Devised.

NEW YORK, May- 2.—The Herald's
London correspondent ocables:

While the long looked for revival is
still probably as far off as ever, a
marked change for the befter has come
over the shipbuilding industry during
the last few days. :

1 understand that Sir Philp Watts
and the constructional staff at the ad-
miralty are now engaged ‘in evolving
a type of battleship whichs will mark
an immense advancement on the pre-
sent Dreadnoughts. I believe these new
ships will have a displacement of from
twenty-six thousand tons to twenty-
eight thousand tons, being from eight
to ten thousand tons heavier than the
original Dreadnoyght. They will also
mount an extra pair of 12<inch guns
to those carried- by all the British
Dreadnoughts yet built, thus increasing
their br de fire by thirty-five hun-
dred pounds.

It is not" likely, however,
ships of this year's program will be
on this scale of construetion, but it
is certain that the four conditional
battleships will be on these dimensions
when they are laid down next year.

Future Battleships Will Be
Mastless and Smokeless.

NEW YORK, May 2.—The World
says: ILewls Nixon, naval architect,
had before him yesterday the plans
of the new battleships Delaware and
North Dakota, which are to be fitted
with the smallest possible amount of
superstructure and with wire masts,
an Innovation in naval architecture.
Commenting on the determination of
the administration to apply the mini-
mum superstructure plan - and new
idea masts to all battléeships now in
construction, Mr. Nixon sadid:

“The future battleship will be mast-
less, will havé very low funnels or
none at all, will be smokeless and
sparkless, and nothing much will be
seen above deck except the turrets

German Inventor to Pemolish Navy by
Magnet,

BERLIN, May 2.—Hollman,’ a Ger-
man naval engineer, has come forward
with a tremendously powerful device
which, he sahys, will destroy-any _fleet
that approaches closely or tries to
blockade the German coast., He has
taken out a patent on it. Hollman in-
tends to establish stations, preferably
at the mouth of rivers, equipped with
enormous dynamo-magnets capable of
being charged up to 20,000 volts, With
these, he says, he can attract by mag-
net power any Invading fleet to | the
coast and draw it into shallow water,
where they will run aground and be
at the mercy of heavy artillery ashore.

The schooner St. Lcuis, owned by
Sylvester Bros, of Church-street, went
ashore on the island off f,)-lbral}ar
Point yesterday morning. Her crew
of seven, 'includfng one woman, were
taken " off by Ward's' " life sav-
ing crew, and Jerry Snider, city
editor of The Evening Telegram. The
St. Louis is resting casy,and unless the
wind blows strong from the south,
which seems unlikely, she can be light-
ered and got off without much trouble
when the lake calms down.

The St. Louis, which is one of the old
Welland Canal type of thrze-masted
timber boats of about 700 tons, came
up the lake from Oswego in the big
east b'ow on Thursday with a cargo
of 500 tons-cf coal for Bronte, and
cast: anchor under the shelter of Gib-
ralter Point.

FER
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PUBLIC HALLS AND EXITS. -

Nearing the end of the ;hetulctl
mnd concert season tho it be, it is by
no means too late to call attention to
‘the point raised by a correspondent
regarding the exits at Massey Hall,
which the management have shown to
be In conformity with the city regula-
tions. Mere conformity with the city
regulations is not all that is required.
1f emergency exits fre in frequent
and familiar use by audiences, when
a time of panic or danger occurs they
might as well not exist.

1t is the custom In Great Britain in
g)l places of public amusement to open
the emergency doors at the close of
every performance, when they are as
freely used for the discharge of the
audience as thé ordinary exits. In this
way frequenters of places of amuse-
ment are tralned and accustomed to
make for the nearest exit and very
large audiences are dispersed In ex-

is not ultimately and largely increas-
ed. Were ti results in the way of
time saving and the provision of bet-
ter transportation facilities likely to
compensate for the cost, the expendi-
ture could be justified, But unless it
can be clearly shown that sufficient
advantage will ensue no other reason
exists for embarking on so vast an
undertaking, especially when there is
an alternative which without doubt
could -cheapen grain transportation at
much less expense to the country.
While the Georgian -Bay Canal on
paper shows a saving of 282 miles for
points between Duluth and Fort Wil-
llam over the present route to Mont-
real, the Canadian who reported on
the complete survey stated that at the
best there would only be a slight sav-
ing in the time of transportation, at
least iIf the St. Lawrence —m,ver navi-

ceedingly short time. Massey Hall has.fgation was improved., But they doubt-

put this plan in practice for some time
past, with the result ﬂyt the emer-
gency entrances are freely used at ev-
ery performance. The Royal Alexan-
dra is another honorable exceptipon to
the custom of placing red lights over
what are practically “dummy” exits,
which no one has ever an opportunity
to use,

City regulations that do not“insist
on the constant use of all practicable
exits at every performance fail In
the most important respect. The police
should have instructions to report ev-
ery instance in which emergency exits
are not opened wide and madde avall-
able at the cloge of every entertain-
ment, and penalties should be inflicted
for non-obsgervance of this necessary
practice, ,A great deal has yet to be
done to render many of the public halls
in the city reasonably safe. The long,
steep, narrow, funnel stairs that lead
to several largely used and much fre-
_quented halls would be frightful death-
traps in case of fire or panic, Every
thoughtful person shudders as he as-
cends these defiles at the vision of such
& contingency.

In one of these halls there is or was |

recently a door near the platform
$abeled “emergency exit.” It was lock-
ed and no one had a key. What use
I suoh a provision? The automatic
locks aad bolts which are in use in
some emusement places should be more
general. They yield at a touch. from
w4thin, but are immovable from out-
side. Periodically this question-arises
$n Toronto, especially when  tragedies
Jike the Iroquois horror stir the popu-
lar imagination, but the city officials
who are responsible for the prevention
©of some similar gruesome occurrences
in Toronto should bestir themselves
¢to put such a thing as far as may be
outside possibility.

THE BRITISH BUDGET AND AFTER.

Certain sections of public opinion in
Britain appear to have succumbed to
as remarkable an attack of hysterics
over Mr. Lloyd-George’s budget as they
did over the naval scare. Yet with the
exception of the proposal to tax land
values an dmineral royalties, the bud-
get simply extends principles already
recognizéd in British finance. The
grading 6f income tax and the death
duties, stamp duties on stock exghange
contract notes and transfers, excise and
customs duties on spirits and tobacco

all figure now in the balance sheet. |

No doubt the new scales mean material
increases, but to call the schedules re-
* volutionary is to misuse the word,

The ¢hancellor of the exchequer has
evidently proceeded on the conviction
that taxation should be heaviest on the
classes best able to bear it. There is
nothing new about that either. The
principle of éxempting small incomes,
of granting abatements to incomes of
moderate amount and distinguishing
l'etwee}x incomes derived from property
and those coming from personal exer-
tion, has been previously sanctioned by
the house of commons, It is traditiona)
in British Liberal finance too, that the
current expenditure should be met from

income, tho suspensions of the sinking

fund have not been unknown,

The real struggle arises from the al-
ternative policy of tariff reform, which
will become the leading issue of the
general election should the house of
lords force the government’s hand by
rejecting the budget. Again the ques-
tion of what the lords will do becomes
the centre of public interest, for there
iz not much doubt the budget will pass
the commons substantially as framed,
with the possible exception of the in-
creases in the spirit and tobacco impost,
which, if Mr, Redmond is to be accept-
ed, will be resisted strenuously by the
Irish Nationalists, Should a general
election be compelled, the mix-up of
jssues“will be phenomenal and with the
Irish vote hostile, the result may be
surprising. But will the lords take the
risk?

ALTERNATIVE CANAL ROUTES.
Sir Wilfrid Laurler has intimated
that financial conditions will not per-
mit of the projected Georgian Bay
Canal! being commenced this year, but
held on to the expectation that next
vear would see It under way. This de-
lay should be utilized in subjecting
the proposal to’ further and exhaustive
examination. The canal is estimated to
in round figures, one hun-
millions, and it widl be

cost,
dred

whether as matter of fact any saving
in time could be looked for. This re-
port is sufficient of itself to invite fur-
ther consideration of 'the scheme, more
particularly when the Welland Canal
can be enlarged and deepened at an
estimated cost of twenty million dol-
lars.

The Georglan Bay Canal again will
take, in the opinion of the éngineers,
ten years to construct, whereas the
Welland can be improved in a much
shorter time. Then the matter of re-
turn cargoes is of vital importance to
ship owners. These can be got on the
lower lakes, but ecannot on .the Geor-
gian Bay route, and a steamer using
it would have to return light or lose
several days by a deviation to Lake
Erie for a shipload of coal. Then there
are other considerations, such as the
difficulty of handling large steamers
in a canal with such a series of locks
as will be necessary on the Georgian
}Bay route in order to overcome the
hejght of land. Again, the requirements
of ocean grain shipments appear to be
better and rore cheaply met by a
developme_nt of present conditions.

FOR ORDERLY PROCEDURS,

It has been suggested by some of the
counsel engaged in behalf of witnesses
gubpoenaed in the Hamilton murder
case that the sitting of the coroners
inquest should be in camera, and that
even the press should be excluded. As
proceedings were quashed in England
by Lord Alverstone in a certain case
on the ground that the court had sat
in camera, the crown is not likely to
accede to the suggestion,

The limited space in the court ought
to be considered ho}vever, in thesissue
of tickets, if that method of diserimin-
ation s to be adopted. There is barely
room for] the representatiyes of the
press, the court officlals, and those hav-
ing business in the court room. The
court room is crowded with young men
who happen to know the policeman on
the door or have some other- *pull.”
A conflict of - authority between the
coroner and the chief of police over
the issue of tickets has also led to
much Iinconvenience. fhe attorney-
general’s department might make some
suggestions to remedy the disorder
about which erown counsel complained
g0 bitterlv,

U. 8. TARIFF MANOEUVRES.,

Tariff revision in the United States
is just as. likely—or -more likely—to be
upwards as downwards. According to
an official comparigson = between the
Payne tariff bill, as framed, and the
-Dingley schedules, made by the assis-
{ant clerk ‘of the ways and means com-
mittee, the average ad valorem rate
under the Dingley law. is placed at
44,16 per cent., while that of the Payne
bill is 45.72 per cent., or 1.5 per cent.
greater.. Now that the finance commit-
tee's bill is under way in  the senate
all talk of scientific revigion has van-
ished, Log-rolling is in full swing and
what the final issue may be no one
can tell, Few senators give evidence
that they genuinely favor the revision
President Taft desires.

The new tariff, when it
adjusted at a conference between re-
presentatives of the two houses, will
probably be the first test of President
Taft’'s calibre. He, at least, there is
every reason to Dbelieve, heartily
desires to gee the pledges given during
the Republican campaign made good.
During this peried of individual bar-
gaining for special support he has
maihtained silence, and has
tempted to influence the senatorial de-
liberations. The situation is not relieved
by the fact that the Democratic party
in the senate is itself divided, not a
few having openly repudiated the party
prograny. Were the Democrats golid for
genuine revision, there might be more
prospect of securing it. President Taft
did not give any  encouragement to

the deputation which recently waited
upon him to urge reciprocity with
Canada, redlizing possibly that the
United States situation must first ke
cleared. But Canada can afford to view
the struggle with equanimity.

defendants, and as to relinquishing pipes,
etc., laid and pald for hy them, and sg as
to sewer’ accommodation; and declaring
that plaintiff Barnes was entitled to
sewer connection, etc. The defendants
thus succeeded at the trial in regard to
water supply, and the plaintiffs as to
sewers. The defendants now contended
that the plaintiffs were not entitled to
judgment as to sewers, and that at all
events the defendants should not haved
been ordered to pay all the costs of the
action.

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Pastor Russel’s Sermon

The Helpfulness of Prop-
er Vows to the Lord
— Who Should Make

. Vows—The Responsi-
bility Attached.

BROOKLYN, N.Y., May 2.—Pastor
C. 7. Ruseell preached at the Brooklyn
Tabernacle to-day, taking as his text
the words, “I will pay my vows unto
the Lord now- in the presence of all
Hdis people. I will take the cup of
salvation, and call npon the name of
the Lord” (Psalm cxvi, 14, 18), He
said:

No less than ten times does the
Prophet David refer to His vows to the
Lord: the propriety of so doing and
his appreciation of the responsibilities
thus incurred and his determination
to fulfill his vows. -The word vow is
rarely used to-day except in respect
to clerical vows, baptismal -vows, mar=
riage vows, The word vow has 10
considerable extent been superseded by
the word promise and other words
which signify an obligation to the
Lord, a covenant or agreement, as, for
instance, we speak of our covenanis
with the Lord, meéaning our vows Or
obligations. The word consecration is
frequently used to express this thought
of avowed obedience and sacrifice to
the Lord: and His ‘cause. Thus when
St. Paul writes: ‘Il beseech you there-
fore, brethren, by the mercies.of God,

- that ye present your bodies a living

sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God,
which is your reasonable service,” he
is exhorting us to consecration—to an
avowal of fidelity to the Lord, to the
extent of death. Much is said in the
Scriptures respecting the making of
such consecration vows to the Lord.

The Scriptures contain severe warn-
irgs agsainst the making of vows to
the Lord carelessly, assuring us that it
wionld be better fo°’make no vow at all
than to vow and to fail to perform to
the extent of our ability. It is in har-
mony with this, that our Lord fore-
warns us to sit down first and count
the cost of discipleship, so that there
may be no falling back or even look-
ing back subsequently. He declares,
He that puts his hand to the plow and
then looks back, regretting his coven-
ant” or vow of sacrifice, will not be
accounted worthy of a share in the
kingdom. The Scriptures abound with
exhortations that we take heed to pro-
mise the Lord nothing that we will
not fulfil to the best of our ability.
Permit me to quote you some of these
in instances.

“When thou shalt vow a vow . unto
the Lord, thy God, thou shalt mot
slack to pay it; for the Lord thy God
will surely require it of thee -(Iit will
be sin.in thee to ignore it) * * * That
which is gone out of thy lips thou
shalt keep and perform, even a free-
will offering unto the Lord thy God”
(Deuteronomy xxiif, 21-23).

“When thou vowest a vow unto God,
defer not to pay it; for He hath no
pleasure in fools; pay that which thou
hast vowed. Better is it that thou
shouldst not vow than that thou
shouldst vow and not pay (the vow)”
(Eccleslastes v, 4, 5).

“Praise waiteth’' for thee, O God, In
Sion: and unto thee shall the vow be
performed. O thou that -hearest pray-
er, unto thee sghall all flesh come”
(Pl Izv, 1, 2).

“Vow, and pay unto the Lord- your
God; let all that be round about him
bring presents unto him that cught to
be feared” (Psalm Ixxvi, 11).

“My praise shall be of thee in
great congregation: 1 will pay
veews before them that fear
(Psalm xxii, 22-25).

“Offer unto God thanksgiving: and
pay thy vows unto the Most High: and
(then) call upon me in the day of
trouble; I will deliver thee, and thou
shalt glorify me. - But unto the wicked
(covenant breakers, vow bhreakers)
God saith, What has thou to do to de-
clare my statutes, or that thou shouldst
take my covenant into thy mouth?
Seeing that thou hatest Instruction,
and castest my words behind the
(Psalm 1, 14-17).

“I will abide in thy tabernacle for-
ever; [ willi trust in the covert of thy
wings., For thou, O God, hast hear
my vows; thou hast given me the her-
itage of those that fear thy name, * * *
So will T sing praise unto thy nhame
forever, that 1 may dally perform my
vows.” Psalms Ixi, 4-8).

“Iwill pay thee_ my vows, which my
1ips Tave uttered, and my mouth hath
spoken, when I was in trouble” (Psalm
Ixvi, 13-14).

upon me,

As we have sgeen from the foregoing
illustrations a vow represents a pro-
mise or covenant with God, respecting
some matter not strictly called for by
Divine L.aw. That is to say, whatever

is demanded of us by justice is an
obligation, and could not properly be
ccnsidered a sacrifice or consecration,
guch as the word vow would imply.
It is for this reason that specific vows
are mot outlined and commanded in
the Scriptures. The entire decalogue
is commanded; love for God and for
our neighbor to the fullest extent is
commanded; but the vow is merely
suggested as a possibility to those de-
sirous of making an offering or sacri-
fice to the Lord, Similarly the divine
law, which commands that the human
nature be restrained from sin and be
obedient to every. law of righteous-
ness, does not command that we shall
consecrate our lives to the extent of
sacrificing them, even in the divine
service,

A thing demanded and commandzsd
cannot be a sacrifice, Thus the apos-
tle, when urging upon all believers
consecration, does not command it, nor
even hint a penalty upon those who
do mot consecrate. He merely urges,
saying, “I Dbeseech: you, therefore,
brethren, by the merties of God, that
ye present your bodies a living sacri-
fice, holy, acceptable-unto God, which
is your meéasonable -service.” Who-
ever accepts the apdstie’'s suggestion
sacrifices his human- rights to the
Lord and his cause and the expression
of -such a sacrifice or consecration is
a vow—an avowal, -

‘While it is true that those who'make
a vow of consecration and who fail to

perform it ‘in splrit will be less es-

teemed of the Lord than -those’ who
never made this vow, nevertheless
there is a great blessing connected
with such an avowal of loyalty to God,
to the extent of selfssacrifice. Those
who never make this e¢onsecration, this
vow, will in no sense de sharers of the
heavenly Kingdom and its high spirit-
ual reward. This does not mean that
God has no other portion, no other
blessing, for those who, refrain to vow,
for those who refrain to come into con-
secration, ‘We have previously shown
that in the Divine purpose there is an
age of restitution just in advance of
us, the blessings of which the scrip-
tures assureg us will be for all the fam-
illes of the earth (Acts {ii. 19-21),
But we remind you that the high call-
ing, the ‘election of this Gospel Age,
guarantees to those who make the
vow of consecration to the Lord, and
who perform it faithfully, a still great-
er blessing than earthly restitution—
and heavenly spiritual nature with
glory, honor and immortality and par-
ticipation in the divine nature, God
is now justifying bellevers thru faith,
in order to give them an opportunity
to consecrate themselves, to make their
vows unto the Lord and to show their
love and loyalty by keeping these vows.
In view of this who will say that God
has not attached a great blessing to
this vow of consecration—to all those
who present themselveés in sacrifice to
Him?

The will is the proper ruler of hu-
man life; but the fact is that a great
many people are without this ruler
and guide as respects the-higher things
of life, Early in life the will usually
decides for name and honor and
wealth, to be secured as‘honestly and
as easily as possible, The will repre-
sents the sentiment of our strongest
or preponderating characteristics or
mental qualities, In a majority of
people these are not the highest qual-
ities of the mind, but rather the low-
est:  Selfishness, acquisitiveness, com-
bativeness, destructiveness and animal
passion lie at the base of the brain and
are; usually persistently cultivated, en-
couraged and gratified, with merely
certain limitations of decency, honesty,
respectability, associating with them
as a veneer,

A. phrenological examination of the
head shows other higher and nobler
qualities of the mind.in every case, but
with many the- upper storeys of the
mind ‘are comparatively unfurnished
and unoccupied.; The owner ‘of the
frame lives almost continually in the
cellar. Why is this s0? Because the
lower organs have to do with the
necessities of every day life.’ And the
owner of the brain often finds it incon-
venient to consult the higher ‘elements
of his organism, because these usually
thru conscience would be inclined to
reprove his course of life, His justice
would. frequently = forbid commercial
transactions which his lower nature
desires to put thru. His benevolence,
hig spirituality, his veneration for God
and His Word, if allowed to speak,
would thwart his selfish plans and re-
solutions.

‘What such a man needs to do is to
make a vow to himself that he will
seek "to live in harmony with his own
convictions—that he will not allow the
baser qualities of| his nature to rule
him, but will regulate those qualities
by the noblest and best sentiments of
which he is possessed. We suggest
that thts vow be to himself, because it
could not be a vow to God. God’'s law
commands his best, and in living ac-
cording to any other standard he s
living in violation to the divine law

He will find that to will may be pre-
sent with him, but to perform the will
of his nobler mind will be an impossi-
bility; because thru heredity, and thru
commercial customs,-and thru his own
habits of life, his lower organs are fully
developed and stronger in their com-
bination, while the organs respecting
his mnobler sentiments are relatively
weak, inexperienced and out of accord
with the sin and death conditions
which prevailon every hand.

would still further illustrate the length
and breadth and height and depth of
His justice, wisdom, love and power.

It is to
these, after they have belleved, that
the Lord makes known His gracious
purposes, . Such of them as respond
with zeal ‘have the Apostle's exhorta-
tion to take upon them a vow of full
consecration to the Lord unto death,
and then to live up to the terms of
that vow to the best of their ablility
until the close of life.

In conclusion, then, let us not vow
hastily, but soberly, wisely. Let us
bring ourselves under all reasonahle
restraint of thought and word and
action—restraints to God and not to
men or creeds.
