tion heartily approving the plan: of
improving the main roadways leading
to the city, on the basis as above given.
The resolution had for its mover,
Reeve W. H. Pugsley of Richmond Hill,
a foremost advocate of bettering the
roadways of the province, and as its
seconder, Controller Church, whose
- movement in council last year for the
creating of a metropolitan area of roads
round ‘about Toronto, had not u little
to do with ‘launching , the campaign
which now promises brilliant success.
The next step is to be a meeting of
York County Council to receive the
recommendation of its delegates, and a
conference on Tuesday, Aug. 9, of the
city and county authorities. It is hop-
ed to have Hon. Dr. Reaume, provin-

cial. minister of public works, in at-

tendance as. well as his deputy, W. A.
McLean, and -that negotiations will be
brought to a point which will enable
application to be made to the legisla-
ture next session for power to issue de-
bentures for the work. The cost has
yet to be estimated, but Lionel H.
Clarke, chairman of the board of trade’s
good roads committee, believes that
$500,000 will be sufficient for present
purposes.

The Ontario Government’s share is
fixed under the good roads act, where-
by the government undertakes to
contribute one-third of the cost of any
plan  of roadway improvement ‘decid-
ed upon by municipalities.

‘Than It Should: Be Doing.

. Last night's meeting of the strikers
at St. Andrew’s Hall was cheerful
and enthusiastic. Despite -Superin-

\tendent Brownlee’s statement that the

company is now handling 50 per cent.
of its normal freight traffic, Vice-
President Berry of the O. R. C. sald
that it was not handling 5 per cenmt.

“I know there is very little, if any,
freight moving,” he added. “Prac-
tically ‘speaking, there is nothing do-
ing. I am surprised myself that the
head-
way in the length of time they have
had, and the fact that they haven’t
is conclusive evidence that they. will
mot be able to.” i

The only freight -movement into To-
ronto that ‘was observed by watchers
yesterday, outside of fourteen cars of
ice,” from Lake Simcoe, was a train
which steamed in from Brockville-
way and landed in Mimico. Only
twenty truckers were observed at
work in the Simcoe-street freight
sheds, and a shipper was outspoken in
his annoyance. He said that the com-
bpany were only accepting a limited
amount of freight from certain, if not
all, large shippers. Every day  they
were promising to be able to handle
everything “to-morrow.”

“The company advised a week ago
to-day that everything was normal
in applie pie order,” said Mr.
Berry. ‘“Mr. Hays wrote an article
for The Montreal Gazette Monday
morning stating he was sorry for the
misled employes, but they could sit
on the fence now and watch the trains
80 by. Well, in the last twenty-four
hours the superintendents have been
trying to persuade the men to g0 back
to work. That is a week after they
had all the men they wanted.”

“There . hasn't been a freight car
moved on the 8th, 9th and 10th dis-
tricts since the strike went into effect,
and a great percentage of passengcer
trains have been canceled. To-day
they moved 14 cars/of ice from the
northern division. hat is the first
movement there. The conductor was
a loedmotive fireman .and the brak:-
man was an office boy about 15 years
old.”

that no reference’ to" tfe “‘ChufeH 'of.
‘England as by law established,” should
appear in the new declaration.

Premier - Asquith, in moving the sec-
old -reading, ‘said that no. government
.having regard only to party:interests,
would .interfere with such a-question
as that involved. Their only object
was to reliéve the new sovereign from
the obligation of making public decla-
ration, ~which gave legitimate offence
to millions of loyal subjects in all
parts of the _dominions. Any such
proposal must inevtably give rise to
a considerable: amount of misunder-
standing and active hostility. But he
drew a broad distinction between hos-
tility. which sprang from belief that
the present form of declaration could
not be modified in any way without
impairing the safeguards of the Pro-
testant succession and the criticisms
put forward by those who agreed in
kcondemning the present form, but who
were not satisfled with the formula
proposed to be substituted.

Not a Safeguard.

Thoce who maintained the former
position were for most part ignorant
of the state of the law on the subject.
At present the declaration was not
only not “the’” safeguard, but was not
even a safeguard for the Pritestant
succession. The Protestant succession
to the throne was amply secured bv
the express terms of the bill of rights.
What more adequate - specific safe-
guard ‘of the Protestant succession
could there be than that Mr. Asquith
asked.

He was going to make a suggestion,
in order to see how it was received.
It was that the declaration should read
as follows: “I do solemnly, sincerely
and ip the presende of God profess,
testify and declare that I am a faithful
Protestant; that I will, according to
the true intent in this enactment, be
secured to the Protestant. succession
to the throne of my realm, hold to and
maintain the said enactments to the
best of my power.” He believed tlrat
Protestants would not object to that
simpler form. (Ministerial cheers.)
Amendment for Rejection Defeated.

Agar Robartes, in ‘'moving the rejec-
tlon of theabill, protested against the
government’s attempt to rush it thru
in three days and declared that its
drafting was an insult to the intelli-
gence of those who .valued the existing
formula, which expresses repudiation
of the Roman Catholic faith in a nut.
shell. Mr. Thomson seconded. the
amendment for the rejection of the
bill, which was defeated by 410 to 84.
Second reading was then agreed to
without division.

The Declaration Bill Lord Hugh Ce-
cll said. as it modified the declaration,
would be of great advantage to the
whole world. Ivor Herbert also wel-
comed the alteration. Walter Long
complained of the speed wherewith the
government was attempting to rush the
measure thru the house. The proposed
declaration made the position of him
self and those who thought with him,
impossible. Had more time been given,
some satisfactory phraseology might
have been attained. ;

Mr. Balfour’s Views.

Mr. Balfour said he had been over-
whelmed by letters on the question, but
he felt bound to express the opinion
that some change was desirable. He,

The Retail Merchants’ Assoclation of

‘Canada, thru E. M. Trowern, Domin-

fon secretary, has written President
Hays of. the Grand Trunk, saying:
““As you are aware, your employes

are our customers, and when their in-
come is cut off it affects our =ales.
and those of them to whom we yive
cradit-are mot able to pay their ac-
counts, and also those who require
credit and who have dealt with ns
for years, we feel under a ‘morai ob-
ligation to assist, especially when they
have families. We are also th: larg-
est ocustomers you aave, as mosi of
your freight and express is directly
forwarded to retail merchanis all over
Canada, and we, therefore, pay.you
a very large sum of moiney every yvear.
The majority of the commefcial irave
elers, who also travel on your road,
travel over it to visit us, and if our
business is injured,. your business is
also injured, as well as tha travelers
and everyone in conne:tion with ve.

*Now, our object in writing to you
is to endeavor to see if something
cannot be done to arrive at a fair end
‘honorable settlement #f this unfor-
tunate affair. Judging tne situation
from our standpoint, we understand
that the employes have asked for an
increase in salary, and you have made
a plain ' statement to the men, ex-
plaining to them that your company
cannot afford to give them wnat they
ask at the present time, as your pro-
fits do not warrant you in giving it.
On the other hand, they eithar Jdo n+t
believe your statement or they do not
care whether you are making profiit
or not. ‘This seems to be the situa-
tion as far as we can see, and i we
are right from our viewpoin: it seems
to us that, for your benefit, as weil
as for ours and the employes,
this matter should® be clearsd up in
a businesslike way. If you are not
making sufficient profit to run your
road right, why should you be om-
pelled to work and operate your road
at a loss, any more than any other
business should be conducted at a
16ss? Or why should the men work
for less than it costs them.to live? In
our opinion, iif your employes’ de-
mands are reasonable ,and your claim
is true that you are not receiving pro-
fit enough, 1 am certain that the-en-
tire retail commercial community will
support you if you require more profit
and if you put it on the cost. This
‘seems to us to be the business way
of settling this matter.

*Unfortunately, at the present tim®
we do not think that either you or
your employes- are approaching this
matter in the right spirit or from the
right standpoint. If you and your em-
ployes were the only persons who
were suffering ;in thisdnfortunate re-
bellion, perhaps it would be better to
let you finish it between you, but so-
clety is so constituted amd so- inter-
related that the conflict has reached
over to us and'we are being badly in-
jured.- g

“We ,therefore, as your best custom-
ers, and as a body of business men,
ask you if you will receive some sug-
gestions from us that may result in
settling this unfortunate disturbance
in a fair and honorable manner, and
which will‘be creditable both to your-
selves, your employes and to your best
customers.”

Say, rather, at the
caprice of one man, and you have the
railway strike situation in Ontario to-
day. o
Mr. Charles M. Hays has introduced
an element of Caesarism into the dem-
ocracy of Canada which may do for
the United States, but which will not
do for the people of a constitutionally
governed Dominion.

The Grand Trunk Rallway exists
upon the patronage and custom of theé
Canadian people. To judge by Mr.
Hays' attitude in the present crisis,
the people should have nothing to
say in a matter which concerns not
only their convenience, but their
ri;hts under the agreement of the
Grand Trunk to provide service in re-
turn for the franchise it holds.

Mr. Hays disregards any rights he
has undertaken to cherish for the two
million people of Ontario. They may
go to the C.P.R. or the C.N.R. or the
gteamships or anywhere else they can
get accommodation, and if they can-
not get accommodation, it is po con-
cern of his.

He refuses to pay the wages that
are paid by other companies in the
same’ business, and that is no concern
of the public either, he tacitly” inti-
mates to the aggrieved multitude.

Mr. Hays must begin to undgerstand
fhat in running a public ytllity he is
not .running a private business. Thf
railway, that carries the malils is not
confined to that public service. The
business of citizens carried on thru z
common carrieriis just as public and {
just as important as the business car?
ried on thru the postoffice,

When Mr: Hays insists on upsetting
the whole organization of social“and
commercial intercourse® thruout the
land he is taking upon: himself thé
role of a Caesar, and not of a publlq
gervant. The days of Caesarism are
past in Canada, and this strike has
taught the people a lesson of the in-
“tolerableness of any
permits its display when a' Mr. Hays
feelg urged to put his personal views

before the well-being of two millions
of his fellow-citizens. : »

Had Mr. Hays exhausted the means
of negotiation it would be time enough
then to think of>going back to the
dark ages. But while civilization re-
mains, the - principle of arbitration
stands for the wise and honest to set-
tle their disputes by. Mr. Hays is
not superior to civilization and .his
m‘ethods are not superior to the meth-
ods which have settled more important
istues than that which he has permit-
ted to derange the internal economy
of Eastern Canada. :

Hays. Perhaps he can be convinced
that there is g third party to the quar-
rel, whose interests are fully as im-
portant as those of the other two.

A FALSE ALARM

No Exodus of American Settiers as
Reported in the States,

WINNIPEG, July 2T.—Immigration
officials here issue vigorous denijalg of
reports that settlers lare returning to
the United States in large numbers,

JOEN EWAN £5 DEAD
NOTED NEWSPAPERMAN
el

Well-Known Editorial Writer of
The Globs—Was War Corres-
pondent in South Africa,

After months of suffering, John
Alexander Ewan, assoclate editor of
The Globe, died at 1.40 this morning
at his home, 10 Vietor-avenue.

Born in Aberdeen, Scotland, in 1854,
he came to Toronto when a béy and
learned the typographical art in The
Globe office. In 1879 he went on .the
réporting staff and later reported. for
The Mail and Empire at-Ottawa. Then
for a time he was editorial writer on
The World, returning to Thé Globe in
1892. In 1894 he became widely known
as a writér of a series of articlés on
lifé and conditions in Quebec, achiev-
ing a national reputation as war eor-
respondént for The Globe in Cuba, and
later 'in South Africa with the
Canadian Troops. He also ‘‘covered”
the big Pennsylvania coal strike
for his proper score years ago, and
his last series of special.articles were
on the Esplanade viaduct, “gleaned
from a trip to the United States. He
was well known at the Ottawa parlia-
ment buildings.

Mr. Ewan was president of the Civic
Guild, a member of the Canadian, Na-
tional and Ontarie Clubs, an ex-presi-
dent 6f the Ward One Liberal Asso-
cifation and a member of St. Mat-
thew's Church. He is survived by a
widow and one daughtér, @ | brother
and two sisters, all in Toronto.

The Globé this morning says of him!:
“No one was so beloved by his cal-
leagues of The Globe or by the other
newspapermen thruout the Dominion,
as well as an extraordinarily large
¢ircle of friends outside of newspaper
work, as the late Mr. Ewan. Every
newspaper man who visited Toronto
in fhe course of his work or on Dleq-
sure bent, looked in on The Globe's
associate editor fora friéndly chat or
exchange of opinions.

I am only sorry
that the public is made to suffer by our
demands for justice. If we c¢puld satisfy
the public’s conveénience and necessity, I
c¢ould not careée so much how the railway
fared in the fight, for they have delibe-
rately chosen a‘course of opposition. But
the company does not accurately gauge
our strength.

‘“We could wreck this propérty without
straining a nérve. There are but 23000
trainmen on strike, and 110,000 fellow-
members in the International Trainmen’s
Brotherhood. Even after our immense
reserve fund was consumed, we can as-
sess every member $10 a Ymonth. But
when that ecrisis arrives -where will the
Grand Trunk be?

They were consider-
ing .appointing~a commission og three
to undertake the care of the roads, as
being more satisfactory tHan having
them A looked after solely by the
county.

The Way to Start.

W. G. Trethewey, owner of the Wes-
ton Model Farm, thought the best way
to start would be spending $20,000 or
20,000 in mending the worst places
on the roads. Such a step would
hearten everybody in the good roads
cause.. It cost him $500 a year more
than it should to get his produce to
the city, and, as he sent in only two
per. cent. of the pr(duce of the¢ neigh-
borhood, the gain Was readily seen.

Electric Road May Be a Possibility by
End of Year,

‘cupine country may have a railway.

Ontario Cabinet to go ahead with the
building of an electric road from Ma-
theson thru to Metagami distric)

The new railway will act as a feeder

The road fs to be run by electricity,
but if there is delay in securing the
necessary power, permission will Dbe
given them to operate the road by gas
or steam engines for a time. The line
will start at or near Matheson.

old, may homestead a quarter section of
available Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appiicant
must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the district. Entry by proxy may be
madeé at any agency, om certain .condi-
tiqus, by father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister of intending homestead-

er. y

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres solely qwned and .occi-
pled by him or by his father, mother,
son daughter, brother or sister.

In -certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt -a - quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Dutles—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of six years from date of home-
'stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent) and cultivate
fifty acres extra. i .

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain 4 cts.
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate fifty acres
and erect a house worth $300.00.

The prospect of gov-
ernment aid and of furthér assistance
from the public is the only ray of hope
for the disheartened townspéople. As
the exc¢itement wears off the péople
are feeling more apd more discourag-
ed, as-the people of Canada do not
séem to be aware of the miséry they
are called upon to relieve.

The first session of the, Campbellton
police court sincé the fire was hald
yesterday in a large tent, with Judge
Mathewson sitting on a rough plank
- supported on a c¢ouple of flour barrels.

No assignments among. the ruined
meréhants of the town have yet béan
reported. This is perhaps éwing to the
general consideration shoéwn by out-
side c¢reditors, many of whom have
sent in accounts marked “paid.”

In the meantime the business men
are evidently walting for some defi-
nite assurance from the.government
before preparing te start life over
again on the site of the town. “It is
a matter of life and death for the Peos
ple, if $200,000 at least is not rais
quickly,” says €halrman McKenzie
of the relief committee, : :

Mayor Murray has replied to the
enquiries of the Winnipeg City Coua-
eil, stating what the ruined town
needs in the way of money and goods.
