“wWe will not take up time by repeat-
ing to the commission the statements
made on behalf of the Electrical De-
velopment Company by the counsel
who on Oct. 11, namely D.
L. McCarthy, H. J. Scott and Arthur
W. Anglin, but we again wish to pro-
test against the commission passing
upon matters which can only be de-
cided in a binding way by the court,
and we again refer to theé fact that
two actions now pending in court
in which the questions essential to any
finding by the commission must and
will be decided.

“The opinion of the commissioners
whether right or wrong cannot be
final and bFding upon the company,
and it is unfair and unjust to the
company that the matters in question
should not be inquired into and pass-
ed upon by the commission.

Withdraw From Hearing.

“In view of the foregoing we have
advised the company to take no part
in these proceedings, and beg to with-
draw therefrom and to protest against
the statement in the notice given by
the commission that the company will
be bound by such proceedings or by
the action of the commission.”

Henry G. Acres, hydraulic engineer
in the employ of the hydro, was ex-
amined by Mr. Kilmer and stated that
it was possiblé to determine  the
amount of water consumed in the
generation of certain horsepower.

Whether all bank charters should not be issued by
the federal government is a question worthy of
thought. In Canada we do not allow the provinces to
charter banks. In the United States banks were char-
tered by the states even before the revolution, and
the power to establish banks has been exercised by the
states ever since. These state banks for years issued
notes which passed as money, just as our chartered
banks in Canada do at present. That power was
never taken from them by express enactment, but it
was taken from them in fact by a prohibitive tax on
circulation. It may be tbat sooner or later the state
banks will altogether cease to exist, but in the mean-
time their entrance into the federal reserve system is
of the greatest importance. But no less important
will be the entrance into the system of the great trust
companies, which control more ready money and have
greater financial strength than the majority of the
banks. ;

Electric Power.

Sir Adam Beck las once more given expression to
the pressing needs of Ontario for electric power. In
addressing the executive of the Ontario Municipal
Electric Association he made it clear that the power

- whieh is being sent to the United States was enormous-
ly in ‘excess of the amouat authorized by treaty. In
fact the conditions laid- down by the treaty are re-
versed in practice, the United States getting- the quan-
tity of power properly belonging to Canada, while
Canada gets the smaller quantity to which the United
States is entitled.

For four years past the Ontario Hydro-Electric
Commission has been giving notice .to all concerned
among the authorities of the growing demagd for
power, so that when required it could be. switched off
the United States contracts and applied tor Can'a.dvian
industry. After four years Sir Adam finds "himself
just about where he started, @as far as any chance of
getting power is concerned. ;

The gox"e-rrnment has apparently been more inter-
ested in private parties than in the people, and no-
thing has been done to jmprove the situation.

In fact the situnation is worse in some respects. In
spite of the warnings oft repeated that Ontario re-
quired every ounce of energy derivable from her water
powers the importaanf power af High Falls, midway
between Ottawa and eterboro, was recently trans-
ferred to Mr. M. J. O’'Brien, of Renfrew.

There has never been any certainty that either po-
litical party was tavorable to the public owmership of
electri¢ power.

1f both parties do think more of the people than of |
the corporations, now is the time when they can agrese,
along with other things, to establish the principle that
not another lrorsepower of electric energy shall be
alienated from the people of Canada, and_that what
. has been taken away shall be restored as speedily as
possible. ;

Ontario is short 100,000 horsepower. It will be
w long time before the Chippawa development is ready.
The power going across the border should be recalled
at once; and if the corporations decline to supply the
power in Canada that they have been notified is ne-
cessary, taen the plants should be taken over for the
benefit of the people as a war measures act.

Coal Before Cold.

There is much mystery still about the coal situa-
tion. We are assured in the morning that all is well,
and that if we wait till the first blizzard comes we
shall have coal and to spare. In the afternoon we
are assured with apparently equal reliability that there
is no coal to be had anywhere. By next morning the
reassurances are being circulated once more; and so
we have been carried on since the melting of the last
snow till the snow is ready to fly again.

The average citizen who is begging and beseeching
his coal dealer for delivery of the coal he paid for last
summer, and the less fortunate citizen who has to buy
by the ton and get it when he can, are aware whether
there is plenty of coal in the city. A short time ago
we were told there was 49 per cent. of the city supply
right here. Last week it had risen to 68 per cent.
Yesterday there were assurances that 75 per cent. of
the winter’s supply was delivered. Who, then, is get-
ting it? What favored individuals are stowing it
away? There are thousands of households apparent-
ly without a ton, or even a bucketful. The mayor has
taken a great deal of interest in the coal situation. It

would be a fine thing if he could get the households
tabulated that have no coal at all. If all those who%
have no coal would send the mayor a postcard wit.h!
their-name and address, and the note, ‘“No coal,” it |
might help to péersuade him to get a fair allocation of
the coal that comes into the city. Certainly any citi-
zen with four or five tons in his cellar, much less those
with ten or fifteen, have no right to clamor for coal |
until those with none get enough to take the sting out |
of a zero temperature. Perhaps the mayor will open
{he city hall corridors and attics for those who have
no coal to warm them when the cold spell arrives.

According to the statement there will be coal when
navigation closes. That means that the cold weathér
must first come and close navigation and then coa.l?

Are You Wounded?

It was the feeling about town yesterday that the
Red Cross fund was not receiving the spontaneous sup-
port which it has bad in other campaigns. This, if
true, would be intelligible, but ‘it is scarcely. excusable.
There is too much money being spent on things that
are non-essential, not to say wasteful, on things that
can eagily and ‘well be done without, on amusements,
on costly luxuries, to justify any diminution in the
contributions being made to the Red Cross. But for
the men for whom the Red Cross has been organized,
the men at the front, the men who have made it pos-
gible for three years past for those with a taste for
luxuries and, the soft things of life to indulge them
—but for oul¥soldier-boys there would be mo such op-
portunity as the organizers of the fund have given
us. They have protected us by their lives and their
wounds. It is but a little thing for us to protect and
care for them in such ways as are open to us.

Toronto has made a record on former occasions,
and should not fall behind' this time. Half a million
is a small sum for Toronto to subscribe. There are
thousamds in Toronto who-have mever made any extra
effort for such a cause. They have given their sur-
plus change, or the superfluity of the week, but they
have never pinched themselves. They have ndver gone
without in order to give. Until Toronto feels what it
is to do without, the war will not have come home to
us. A young officer lately here on furlough, speaking
of Toronto when he got back to London, said: “Itlis
terrible. I am glad to be going to the front again.”
Our sons and our brothers are ashamed of us. We
are a terrible spectacle to them. .Can we excuse our-
selves? We do not think about it, and the callousness
of our attitude does mot grip us sufficiently. They
suffer hunger and cold, discomfort beyond our knowl-
edge, danger always, death often, wounds without
number. Why should we shrink from wounding our
bauk accounts? Have we the courage to take-a bayo-
net tharust in the pocket?

Asquith, too, who threw . in Britain's lot with the allies,
and who conduected her ‘ffairs so ably in the first two
years of the war, is a dawyer. In'France, M. Viviani,
the prime minister at’ the beginning of the war; M.
Briand, whose dauntless courage saved Vendun to France
when the military authorities advised its:abandonment
‘in the face of the unexampled German onslaught; and M.
Ribot, who is now guiding the destinies of the country,
are «ll lawyers; and apparently it is the young lawyer,
Kerensky, minister of war and marine, who is to s‘ave
Russia from anarchy, if she is to be saved at all. In
Italy, their strong man, Sonnino, is a lawyer; and even

{ tyrannical Germany has in Bethmann-Hollwe? a lawyer
| for its chancellor.”

After the
explosion the warship made for the
ccast and its ultimate fate is not
known. -

The text of the statement reads:
“On tne Baitic, pronting by the
calm, bkright weather, the enemy has
engaged in, aerial
scouting, principatly in the region ot
the Baltic' lslands. Our aviators as-
cended to méet the enemy. In an
aerial engagement our aviator, Safo-
noff, brougnt down, an enemy macilune,
which fell in our lines. A zeppelin
flew over Moon Sound.

was all the more impressive. It put
the campaigners upon their mettle
and they went out upon their after-
noon sortie feeling that, when they
represented the condition to the peo-
ple upon whom- they depend for sub-
port, Toronto Ccitizens would not al-
low the campaign and the appeal of
the motherland to fall short f\r lack
of response on their part.

Toronto's Great Task.

ant-governor then introduced Hon. N.
W. Rowell, vice.president of the re.
gources committee, and a win-the.war
ininister, who was at his first public
luncheon since wreceiving his new
honor. The mame of Mr. Rowell as
the “win-the.war minister,” brought
forth a perfect hurricane of applause,
and it was some time before he could
get a hearing.

“To Win the War.”

After thanking the meeting for the
reception given him, Mr. Rowell said:
“T am in the government of Canada
for the same reason that you are gath.
ering contributions. To help to win
the war and the cause to which we
are pledged” In 1816, the speaker
said, He had the privilege of taking
part in the campaign.

Tom Connolly, the dean of the Ameri-
can League staff, is one of the ablest
arbiters in America, yet he is a violation
of every qualification that goes to make
a capable official.

If the Bos-
ton Club bought a young player from the
minor leagues, I could reel off his whole
history,

“This won me a certaln reputation,
and the Y.M.C.A, team of Natick asked
me to become its manager. But I had
bought a Guide and read the rules, and
decided that I could go farther and make
more money umpiring than managing.

*“When I declined to manage the Y. M,
C. A., people didn’t like it. T asked them
to let me umpire their games, but they
refused, and I had to start in with other
teams, made a success from the
start, The small teams liked my work
and always sent for me.

WAS NOT INSPECTOR

Such is the Argument for the Appel-
lants in the Don Valley Brick
Yards Appeal.

The contest over the Don valley
brick yards and other property, said to
be worth now nearl ya million dollars,
was yesterday continued in the divi-
gional court at Osgoode Hall before
Chief Justice, Sir William Meredith
and his four colleagues, Maclaren, Ma-
gee, Hodgins and F‘ergusﬁi. I. F. Hell-
muth, XK.C., counsel for the appellayts.
was agnin on the floor and stated that
the late Robert Davies, at the time he
took the Don valley brick vards for
$45,000 to satisfy a mortgage for $100,-
000, was not an inspector of the Taylor
estate, and that he did not possess any
knowledge with regard to the property
that was not available to all the other
ectors.

Abcording to 'the argument of the
counsel, Mr. Davies was not a pur-
chaser, but that his richts were af-
firmed by the craditors at a meeting
June 18, 1902.- He also declared that
any attitude of the trial judge that
Davies had forced loans upon - his
brothers-in-law and waited from 1894
for them to get deeper in the mire,
when he could take it over, was an
extravagant view, but if their lord-
ships take the view that he was help-
ing his brothers-in-law it was only
natural that he should get something
in return for his security. 4

The chief justice wanted tc know if
Mr. Davies, éven if he was a creditor,
has not a duty to perform as inspector
by advising thé othars as-to the nature
of the property, but the counsel said
no. The case is proceeding.

TORONTO TEACHERS’ .

But
the question now disturbing the minds
of ali concermed is how to wind up
the old fund in all fairness to every-
body.

A qwetlng was held on Wednesday
morning by the representatives of the
boand of education and the board of
oonvthgl to try to settle the difficulty.

Balance in hand $ 83,728
There are two choices now: to amal-
gamate the civic and provincial sechemes
or to do as the teachers asked, and
refund them what they hawve paid in.

40’ years before you get-a pension!”
The matter was finally left to City
Solicitor Johnston and Finance Com.

10 MINING COSTS

Tale of What Befell a Dead
Pig Conveys a
Moral. -

Kirkland Lake, Ont, Oct, 15—The
fate of a dead pig, of which I have
just heard, is cerfainly very suggestive.
This animal; when dressed, weighed 120
Ibs. It got into the commissariat of the
Kirkland Lake mine some weeks ago.
The hams and shoulders were roasted for
dinner and the rest of the carcass was
converted into chops for breakfast. Fifty-
six miners, muckers and other employes
of the company sat down to' each of these
meals and consumed the entire pig, ex-
cept the bones. In other words, 113 men
ms‘posedl of 120 lbs, of pork at a single
meal. :

I havé these facts from a former cook
at the mine. Cooks are generally close
observers of the gustatory nabits of those
whom they serve. Generaily they dislike
gluttons and they are quick to motice the
over-eating or the efficiency of
the men, We all know  that
when the carnivorous animals are gorged
with flesh they retire to rest .&nd sleep,
and there is a sound physiological reason
for such a practice. The process of di-
gesting and assimilating an enormous
meal requires all the reserve strength of
either man or beast. Excessive eating is
gross extravagance,. because it implies.
waste and a direct loss of efficiency, and
mine owners, lumbermen and other em-
ployers of labor should ration their em-
ployes on a scale something similar to
that of the Canadian army in Flanders.

Prescribed Ration.

Over a pound of meat per mean per meal
at each of the three meals per day, ac-
cording to the statement of my in¢
formant, was the normal consumption at
the Kirkland Lake mine. Surely there is
room here for the conservation of ,
and of energy'and man power as well
Some foreign laborers have, perhaps, little
knowledge of food hygiene or the evils
of over-eating, and they usually consume
enough to meke them sluggish and life-
less for some hours after eating.

Brazilian and To’ron’td Railway
Are Other Weak Spots
in Dull Market.

Trading on the Toronto exchange
dwindled further yesterday, empha-
sizing the fact that semi-stagnation
is bound to continue until the banks
are willing and in a position to ad-
vance funds more freely -on call loans.

Scientific Expedition Makes
First Trip Across Arctic
Peninsula,

Pittsburg, Pa., Oct. 17.—The Penin-
sula of Labrador has been crossed

‘from the south to the north for the

first time by a scientific exploring
party, according to an announcement
tonight by Dr. W. J. Holland, director
of  the Carnegie museum, following the
receipt of a telegram from St. John's,
Newfoundland, announcing the arrival
at that point of the expedition which
last April undertook ¥to cross the
peninsula from the Bay of Seven Is-
lands on the Gulf of St. Lawrence: to
Ungava, on Davis Strait.
