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PUBLIC MEETING.K.
The first annual meeting of the lady managers and friends 

of the Home was held on Saturday, April 28th, at the Home, 
Davenport Road.

In the absence of the Mayor, Aid. McMillan occupied the 
chair, and the meeting was opened with prayer by the Rev. 
Dr. Thomas, after which Rev. D. J. Macdonnell read the first 
report, as follows :

V.

SECRETARY’S REPORT.
In presenting the first annual report of the Convalescent 

Home, the Board of Managers rejoice tnat they are able to give 
so favorable and so encouraging a statement to the public. During 
the year just ended 130 patients have shared in the benefits of the 
Home. This, for the first year, with all its difficulties, is a large 
number, and is an assurance to its friends, and to those who pre­
dicted failure, that Hillcrest is already a success.

The public are, perhaps, already familiar 
nected with the building of the Home. In 1885 Miss Evans, of 
Liverpool, England, who had been visiting here, gave $6,775 for 
the erection of a Convalescent Home in Toronto. She gener­
ously placed no restrictions on her gift, leaving the Trustees 
appointed free to choose whether the Home should follow the 
cottage system so well known in England, or should take its pre­
sent form.

The money being given, the next most important consider­
ation was the selection of a site. Mr. Wm. Gooderham, with his 
wonted liberality, here came to the assistance of the Trustees and 
gave an acre of land on the crest of Wells’ Hill, where the Dav­
enport Road meets the Vaughan Plank Road. All who are with

'b with the facts con-
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The Home, as its name implies, is for the benefit of those who 
are recovering from illness in their own homes or at the hospital. 
Such an institution must be a necessity in any city the size of To­
ronto. When once the convalescent stage is reached, the hospital 
has done its part, and the patient, still weak, ill, and unfit for work, 
must make way for others who are in a worse case than himself! 
But this is often just the critical period, when a week or two may 
decide whether they will regain their wonted strength and vigor, 
or slowly sink into confirmed ill-health. Their imperative need is 
not medicine, but fresh air, wholesome, nourishing food, comfort 
and freedom from care. These they often cannot possibly obtain 
in their crowded, ill-ventilated homes, and some even sadder cases 
have nowhere to go, and after a few weeks of hopeless struggle, 
drift back to the hospital in a far worse state than they were be­
fore. For all these, as well as for tired mothers and over-worked 
toilers, to whom a fortnight’s rest might prove a prolongation of 
life and usefulness, Hillcrest was designed.

In compliance with the plans of the donors and Trustees, a 
small weekly fee is charged. This is put at $2.40 per week, which 
is 40 cents less than the rate charged in the public wards of the 
General Hospital, viz., $2.So. But with this small rate of payment 
Hillcrest is not, nor will it ever be, entirely self-supporting, if we 
are to maintain a high standard of excellence. Recognizing this 
fact, it has been proposed to endeavor to secure a small sum as an 
endowment fund, the interest of which could be used every year. 
Miss Evans, our kind friend, has promised if it is raised to start it 
with a donation of £100 sterling. But this fund is as yet a long way 
off in the future, and for some years the utmost that we hope for 
is that with the kind assistance of our friends we may be able to 
pay our way.

During the year 130 patients have been received at Hillcrest 
A few ot these were chronic cases for whom no permanent re- 
establishment of health could be expected, but even in these, 
except in two cases, the general improvement has been very 
marked. Of the other class all without exception have gone away 
much benefitted by their stay, the gain in health and strength be­
ing sometimes almost marvellously rapid. Most of the patients 
have come on City orders from the General Hospital, the rest from 
their own homes, where they either pay for themselves or are 
maintained by private charity, or by the church to which they be­
long. The managers hope that this second class will be much 
larger in the future than it has been in the past ; for many a weary 
toiler among our poorer brothers and sisters might be saved months 
of pain and weakness by a little timely rest and change. The 
charge for maintenance is so small that we feel sure many would
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gladly spend the money that they set aside for charitable purposes 
in a way that would be so beneficial to the poor. y

During the year the Home has been very highly favored in 
having Miss Scoble, who has generously given her services as 
Lady Superintendent. She has put her whole heart into the v/ork 
of making the Home a success, and to her the opening prosperity 
of this, the first year, is mainly due. It was indeed with great re­
gret that we learned that she was obliged to leave us. We would 
most heartily thank her for all that she has done for Hillcrest and 
we wish her a pleasant journey and a safe return to her 
Toronto friends.

After Miss Scoble left Miss Fox most kindly offered her 
vices to the Home, and remained with us until July, when the 
Matron took charge.

Our new Lady Superintendent is Miss Law. We hope and 
believe that she will carry forward with true success the work be­
gun by her predecessors.

Our thanks are due to Dr. Spencer, who has chief medical 
charge of the Home ; to Dr. O’Reilly, of the General Hospital and 
to the other doctors who may have visited their patients at Hill 
crest ; to the students of Wycliff ;, Knox and Trinity Colleges and 
McMaster Hall, who have by turns held services on Sunday after­
noon in the Home, and also to all the kind friends who have helped 
us in various ways, especially those who at Christmas or through 
the year have sent donations of provisions or goods. 6

In conclusion, we hope for the future to be able t preserve 
the home-like aspect and features of Hillcrest, so that may be 
according to the aspirations of its foundress, less an institution 
than a home—a quiet, happy resting-place, where the sick and the 
weary may gather new courage and strength before they go out 
again to the battle of life. May the time never come when rules 
as rules, or dollars and cents shall be co sidered before the com­
fort and well-being of those for whom th Home was founded.

ARTICLE IX.

Unmarried women with infants cannot be admitted, nor any woman 
known to be leading an immoral life.

ARTICLE X.
A small quantity of alcoholic liquor for use in extreme cases or by 

medical order, may be kept in the Home, but must be in charge of the 
matron under lock and key, and only administered by the matron, and 
if under medical order, in quantities to be prescribed by the medical 
attendant ordering same.

ARTICLE XI.
The Ladies composing the Board of Managers shall visit the Home 

weekly in rotation, and enter a report personally or in writing at the 
weekly meeting.

ARTICLE XII.
The Managers may appoint from time to time Committees from 

among themselves to attend to any special duties. As a rule such 
Committees shall consist of not less than three, and not less than two 
shall be considered a quorum to act. These Committees, for the sake 
of regularity and for future reference, shall as a rule report to the 
Board in writing.
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
