POPE DOES NOT
SPEAK OF WAR
AT CONGTORY

Rome, March 28—For the first time
since the world war began, Pope Bene-

dict, in addrcssmg the private consistory
yesterday made ho reference to interna-
tional affairs. Cardinal Bourne, Arch-
bishop of Westminster, who left for
France immediately after the consistory,
said: “The Vatican continues its atti-
tude of absolute impartiality toward all -
belligerents, but I must .{r&nﬂy confess
that I have seen no sign™of lack of in-
terest on the part of the Pope for the
allies. He has always displayed the
greatest desire to lessen the horrors of
war and ameliorate the conditions of
prisoners as well as to obtain favorable
treatment for Belgium. :

“The Pope conducts negotiations for
the provisioning of Belgium, obtaining
German guarantees not to torpedo
steamers taking supplies there, as Eng-
land required. He obtained the intern-
ment, in Switzerland, of those who had
been prisoners for eighteen months and
parents of at least three children. He
obtained the exchange of prisoners of
war by England, France and Turkey.
Latest reports caused the Vatican to
hope that its insistence against Belgian
deportations will be accepted by Ger-
many and all Belgians will return te
their homes.

“The Vatican is arranging io supply,
Syria and Lebanon, where the popula-
tion is dying of 'starvation, with provis-
ions conveyed in neutral steamers, most-
ly Spanish.”

London, March 22—The food ques-

tion is pressing daily with increasing|Books

stringency on the British public, and ac-
cording to authoritative reports a few
days will see new and drastic steps on
the part of the food controller, Lord
Devonport, to meet the situation and
prevent exploitation of the public by
traders.

The controller announced in the house
of lords today that although voluntary
rations had brought about excéllent re-
sults, much more in this direction was
required; otherwise, it might be neces-
sary to resort, to compulsory ntioni;xf,
which would be a national calamity, He
 was very desirous of avoiding this, owing
to the tremendous machinery needed.

This machinery, however, was ready,
he declared, if required, and .a great res
duction in bread and sugar was still
imperative. The controller also intended,

he said, to introduce a strong measure,

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THE WAR. SITUATION..

Whether the Germans ; wil ‘make a
stand on what is called the: Hindenburg
lire, which extends from Arras through
st Quentin, La Fere and Laon, to which
they have now practically retired, ot
whether they will be compelled to aban-
don much more territory is not yet clear.
There is at least a possibility thet the
vexy rapid advance of the French army,
under General Nivelle, may have made it
possible to drive a wedge through the
Ipe near Leon, and thus lmperil the
whole German positfon. The next few
days will show whether “or not the en-
emy is able to check the combined
French and British advance. The latest
reports indicate that the resistance of
the Germans is now more vigorous, gnd
lend color to the belief that they had
planned to make a stand from Arras to
Laon. All the reports indicate a heavier
resistancs now than had been en-
countered since the German retirement
began. Major-General Maurice said
geterday, however, that it was by ne
means certain that the Germans would
offer battle on the Cambrai-Laon line.
He said. further that the extent of the
German retirement was Do surprise to
the British, A Paris report adds that
the French were fully aware of the in-
tended retirement, and hed everything
g readiness for a forward rush on the
heels of the retreating enemy.

“The savagery of the Germans ig illus-
trsted by the devastation which has
marked their retrest. They have gone
ont of their way to destroy everything,
including very much that might well
have been spared. But that is not the
worst of their crimes. Last night’s re-
port told of the forced deportation of &
large number of young girls from one
of the abandoned towns. It is suggested
that the continuation of the policy of
frightfulness is the German way of at-
tempting to force peace negotiations. It
g0, it is amother illustration of German
stupidity. In the early .suges of the
war, when the army of von Kluf:k was
thrown back from the vicinity of Parls,
apd the ‘British army advanced, it came
on the very first day’s march to a fine
residence which had been the headquart-
ers of German staff officers the day be-
fore. The whole place Was found in
such a filthy condition that it could not
be occupied by the British officers. The
whole record -of ' the Germans reveals -
p;m: wantoness of defilement and de-
struction which is a blighting comient-
ary upon their boasted kultur.

The American people have been cn-
tertained by a rumor that a neuiral na-
tion might offer mediation to prevent
open war with Germany. Since Germun
gubmarines are still sinking American
vessels, having added another to the list
yesterday, it is nof surprising that there
is no halt In the work of preparation for
& war that is now practically inevit-
able. Recruiting for the navy. is being
reshed and, the national defence council
has been summoned to consider meas-)
wres of preparedness. War meetings are
being held, and the people are glving ex-
pression more generally and more vig-
orously to the demand for such action on
the part of the government a3 the out-
y8ges perpetrated by Germany require
at the hands of the rulers of a self-re-
sﬁecﬁng nation. Today’s cables contain
the comments of the London press on the
prospect of the United States entering
the war, and it is pointed out that even
though it went no farther than the pro-
géction of American and neutral inter-
ests on the scas and financially assisting
the Allies, it would be help of the most
welcome and the most useful kind.
8o far as the submarine warfare is

concerned, while each day’s reports tell

of the destruction of some vessels, it
grows more and more élear as the
weeks pass that the submarine campaign
will utterly fail to achieve its purpose.
Yor example, during the week ending
March 18, of 920 merchantmen entering
French ports, and as many more depart-
ing, only six were sunk. The proport-
ion of vessels sunk while entering or dc-
parting from British ports is also small,
and in view of the great cfforts put
forth in all British shipyards to provide
new tonnage it is perfectly clear that the
attempt to blockade Britain must con-
tinue to fail,

There is one aspect of the situation,
however, which ought to appeal very
strongly to Canadians. It is the in-
creasing extent to which the English
people are compelled. to make sacrifices
in order to carry on the war. Not only.
nre more and more women and girls tak-
ing the places of men, in order that the
latter may be released to join the ranks
of the fighting forces, but there is even

« suggestion that it may be necessary to

resort to compulsory rationing. Already

drastic measures have been taken to
conserve the food supply, to prevent
waste, and to limit distribution; but it
is suggested that it may be necessary to
adopt even more severe measures. What
is Canada doing. to compare with the
tremendous sacrifices of the English peo-
ple? Canada hes as much at stake in
the war, but Canada has utterly failed to
appreciate to the full extent the re-
sponsibility which rests upon her equal-
iy. with the mother country, to make
_ whatever sacrifice honor and safety de-

y

mand in this great crisis in the history
of the Empire. Even in regard to the
enlistment of men the Canadian gov-
ernment is marking time, while the!
ranks wait for the men so urgently.
needed. The latest device of inviting
50,060 men to: join the militia for home
{ service is simply another method of
marking time, while we are yet more
than 100,000 short of the half million
mhen Sir Robert Borden pledged to the!
Imperial government so long ago. We
certainly need a Win-the-War Conven-
tion in Canada. Meanwhile'it is com-
forting to know that the people ‘of Eng-
land, France and Russia are not un-
mindful of thelr duty ‘and responsibility.

SOLDIERS AND . THE LAND
An Exchange says: “The Khaki qul,‘
published at Toronto in the interests
of returned soldiers; outlines the plan of
the Ontario government to aid returned
soldiers by placing them on the land and

training them to become farmers so that
they may be sble to play an lmportant'
part in the development of the agricul-
tural industry of the province. - In pur-
suance of this policy,. Hon. G. Howard
Ferguson, minister of lands, forests and
mines, has written Sergt.-Major Crigh-
ton, the military official at Toronto city
hall, asking him for 10. returned sol-
diers willing to take a course of instruc-
tion. The men will be required to go
north and to work under ‘an instructor;
they will be provided with food, shelter
and wages while the land is being clear-
ed.”

Canadian Finance, discussing this sub--
Ject, says:
