Washington, Dec. 4—Immediate de-
‘laration of war against Austria-Hun-
gary was recommended to congress to-
day by President Wilson. .

The president did not, however, re-
commend a declaration of war against
'I‘urke); and Bulgaria at this time.

Immediate war against Austria, the
president told congress, was necessary
to meet the anomalous situation the
United States faces in its war with Ger-
many, even though Austria was not her
own mistress and merely a vassal of
Germany.

The same logic, he said, would lead to
war against Turkey and Bulgaria, but
they do not yet, he said, stand in the
path of the United States in its war
against Prussian autocracy. s

In definite terms the president de-
clared that nothing shall turn the Unit-
er@tates aside until the war is won
and Germany is -beaten. All talk of
peace, he pronounced out of the ques-
Peace, the presideﬁt declared, could

come only when the German people
make it through rulers the world can
trust; when they make reparation for
the destruction the present rulers have

wrought, end when Germany recedes
from all the territory acquired by armed

conquest.

SWEDEN NOT TO
ACT AS INTERMEDIARY.

Stockholm, Dec. 3—The British for-
eign office authorizes the Associated
Press to deny a report published in
Paris and elsewhere to the effect that
the Swedish legation in Petrograd of-
fered or is about to offer its services as
intermediary between the Bolsheviki and
Germany.

The Swedish minister to Russia, it is

explained, joined with other neutral dip-|
lomatic representatives in acknowledging

the receipt of Trotzky’s note regarding
armistice and peace negotiations, but this
was merely an act of courtesy, in no
wise involving recognition of the Lenin-
jtes. The foreign office refuses to dis-
cuss the academic  question whether
Sweden is likely to recognize the Bol-
sheviki at some future time. It is
learned in well informed circles, how-
ever, that there is no likelihood of such
recognition unless the Entente Powers
should take the lead.

thrown from a train and killed as the
result of lynch law, after Ensign Kry-
lenko, Boisheviki commander in chief,
had captured Mohile. This was offic-
jally announced by the Russian war of-
fice today.

THE RIVER ICE.

Reports from up the St. John and
Kennebeccasis rivers this morning are
that men have already begun to cross
the ice on foot. It is not thick enough
to bear the weight of a horse and sled.

Lull In West Is
British Report

Big Guns Active But No Infantry At-
tacks; Washington Sees German Ef-

forts to Bring on

London, Dec. 4—A lull in the battle on
the Cambrai front last night after the
terrific fighting of the last few days is
reported by the war office. The state-
ment reads: :

“The enemy’s artillery was active dur-
ing the night on the Cambrai battle
front, in the neighborhood of Bourlon
and Moeuvres. There was no further
infantry operations.

“On the remainder of the front noth-
ing of special interest has reported.”

Washington, Dec. 4—An effort by the
Germans to bring on a decisive engage-
ment on the western front. is suggested
in the war departments review of mili-
tary operations for the week ended De-
cember 1, issued last night by Secretary
of War Baker.

French Front,

Paris, Dec. 4—On the Verdun front
west of the Meuse the Germans last
night attempted to approach French
positions, but were thrown back. On
the Champagne front heavy artillery
fighting is in progress.

Two German airplanes were brought
down on Sunday by French pilots.
Three other enemy machines fell with-
in the German lines.

With the Airmen,

London, Dec. 4—An official statement

on aviation activities, issued last night,
reads:—

“In spite of a very strong northwest
wind on Sunday, our airplanes were ac-
tive in reconnoitering the enemy’s new
positions and observing for artillery.
Many bombs were dropped and ma-
chine guns were fired from low heights
on villages occupied by enemy reserve
troops north’ of Bourlon. The enemy’s
active batteries on the Ypres battle
front also were engaged with machine
gun fire and bombs. Hostile aircraft
fighting was slight. One German ma-
chine was brought down. Five of our
machines are missing.” «

T0 THEIR DESIRUGTION

San Francisco, Dec. 4—What a ship
captain- believed to be a German raider
operating on the Pacific, and trying
through flares in imitation of a burning
vessel to attract its intended victims, has
been reported by him in a letter to
friends here.

He says: “We were warned by wire-
less to look out for a raider that migitt
employ strange methods. About 100
miles south of Acacapulco at night we
saw a flare in the sky and soon noticed
what looked like a ship on fire.

“But, being warned, I kept on our
course and watched the fire carefully.

|Soon I noticed that the fire was too

steady and that there were other lights

blinking around it. I made full report,

when I arrived in our next port.”

HUTS FOR WORSHIP OF
JEWISH SOLDIERS

be used for worship for Jewish soldiers.

10 CUT DOWN BREAD PRIGE

Washington, Dec. 4—Immediate re-
duction. in bread prices wherever pos-
sible has been recommended to bakers
throughout the country by the war emer-
gency council of the baking industry.
Bakers will go under government license
on Dec. 10, using a set formula and pro-
ducing a standardized loaf required by
the food administration.

Ottawa, Dec. 3—The order-in-council
passed upon the recommendation of the
food controller prohibiting the use in
Canada, for the distillation of potable
liquors, of grain of any kind or any sub-
stance that can be used for food, be-
came effective on Dec. 1. It applies to
sugar and molasses as to other food ma-
terials.

F00D PRODUCTION
URGED IN SPEECH

Opening of The Quebec Legisla-
ture This Afternoon — The
War — Canadians And The

Americans

Quebec, Dec. 4—Urging an ever in-
creasing production on the farm, in the
dairies,_in every branch of agriculture
that the Allies may be fed, urging every
unit in the man power of Quebec prov-
ince to produce to the utmost of the ca-
pacity to help win the war,. the speech
from the throne was read this afternoon
at the opening of the session of the Que-
bee provincial legislature, presided over
by Sir Pierre Evariste LeBlanc, lieuten-
ant-governor. The ceremony of opening
was a plain war-time ceremony.

The protection of the timber lands
against fire also comes in for a part of
the speech, as do the important ques-
tions of making new and many high-
ways and damming the water powers of
the many rivers in the province. There
is also a paragraph. concerning the crea-
tion of a department of municipal af-
fairs. ‘

The opening paragraphs read:

“The war in Europe has now been
raging for forty months. If the Allies
have not yet won a decisive victory, they
are as heroic and as eager as at the out-
set. Our Canadian volunteers continue

e struggle, and we are happy to see
‘that  the . battles: they have pymcenﬂy 1
fought at Vimy, Lens and Passchendaele
have added still greater lustre to the
enviable reputation they had already
won. - We must alse rejoice that” our
powerful neighbors have thrown them-
selves into the fight side by side with
the Allies. The immense resources
which the United States places at the
disposal of the Entente cannot fail to
ensure the success of the cause we have
so much at heart.”

WILL AROUSE THE
INDIGNATION OF
THE WHOLE WORLD

Stockholm, Dec. 4—Camille Huysman,
secretary of the Socialist Internationale,
who is now in Gothenburg, deplores
events in Russia as’ making the peace
outlook darker. Even if Germany could
withdraw all her troops from the east-
ern front, he says, she would still lack
the material superiority necessary to
overcome the resistance of the allies.
Therefore, he concludes, the war is like-
ly to be prolonged for months because
of the recent happenings in Russia.

WILSON RECOMMENDS
THAT WAR BE
DECLARED ON AUSTRIA

(Continued from page 1.)

Eight months have elapsed since I last
had the honor of addressing you. They
have been months crowded with events
of immense and grave significance for
us. I shall not undertake to detail or
even to summarize these events. The
practical particulars of the part we have
played in them will be laid before you
in the reports of the executive depart-
ments. I shall discuss only our present
outlook upon these vast affaifs, our pres-
ent duties and the immediate means of
accomplishing the objects we shall hold
always in view. :

I shall not go back to debate the
causes of the war. The intolerable

wrongs done and planned against us by
the sinister masters of ‘Germany have
long since become too grossly obvious
and odious to every true American to
need to be rehearsed. But I shall ask
you to consider again and with a very

.measvres by which we mean to attain
them; for the purpose of discussion here
in this place is action and our action
must move sbraight towards definite
ends.

Our object is, of course, to win the
war, and we shall not slacken or suffer
ourselves to be diverted until it is won.
But it is worth while asking and ans-
wering the questions. when shall we
consider the war won?

From one point ot view it is net neces-
sary to broach this fundamental matter.
I do not doubt that the American peo-
ple know what the war is about, and
what sort of an outcome they will re-
gard as a realization of.their purpose in
it. As a nation we are united in _spirit
and intention. I pay little heed to'those
who tell me otherwise) ' I hear the
voices of dissent—who dées not? I hear
the . criticism and the clamor of the
noisy, thoughtless and troublesome. I
also see men here and there fling them-
selves in impotent disloyalty against the
calm, indomitable power of ‘the nation.
I hear men debate peace who under-
stand neither its nature nor the way in
which we may attain it, with uplifted
eyes and unbroken spirits. But I know
that none of these speaks of the nation.
They do not touch the heart of anything.
They may safely be left to strut their
uneasy hour and be forgotten.

But from another point of view, I be-
lieve that it is necessary to say plainly
avhat we here at the seat of action con-
_sider the war to be for, and what part
| we mean to play in the settlements of
| its searching issues. We are the spokes-
men of the American people and they
have a right to know whether their pur-
pose is ours. They desire peace by the
overcoming of evil, by the defeat once
and for all of the sinister forces that in-
terrupt peace and render it impossible,
. and they wish to know how closely .our
thought runs with theirs, and what ac-
tion we propose. They are impatient
| with those who desire peace by any sort
of compromise—deeply and indignantly
impatient—but they will be equally im-
patient with us if we do not make it
plain to them what our objectives are
and what we are planning for in seek-
ing to take conquest of peace by arms.

. I believe that I speak for them when
'I say two things:

First, that this intolerable- thing of
which the masters of Germany have
shown us the ugly face, this menace of
combined intrigue and force, which we
now see so clearly as the German power,
a Thing without conscience or honor or
capacity for covenanted peace, must be

{ crushed, and if it be not utterly brought
to an end, at least shut out from the
friendly intercourse of the nations; and,
second, that when this Thing and its
power are indeed defeated and the time
comes that we can discuss peace—when
the German -people have spokesmen
whose word we can believe and when these
spokesmen are ready in the name of
their people to accept the common judg-
ment of the nations as to what shall
henceforth be the basis of law and of
covenant for the life of the world—we
shall be willing and glad to pay the full
price for peace and pay it ungrudgingly.
{ We know what that price will be. It will
" be full impartial justice—justice done at
every point and to every nation that the
final settlement must affect, our enemies
as well as our friends.

Paris, Dec. 4—The cabinet has ap-

proved of measures of Victor Boret, min-]
ister of provisions, regulating the dis-
tribution of bread. Closer restrictions |
have become necessary because of insuf-
ficient harvests and the limitations of
tonnage for—importations.. The basic
principle- of the new rationing is that
none except agriculturists consuming
their own crops may have a greater ra-
tion than the soldiers at the front. In-
dividual bread cards will be established |
for towns of more than 20,000 popula-
tion, and the state requisitions all cer-
eals, Breads will continue to be sold
by weight, but the form and weight
may vary. Fancy bread may be sold
by the piece, but it must be made of the
same flour as the ordinary article and
differ only in form and the manner of
baking. ;

Pastry shops will continue to close!
during two days of each week 4nd must
not use bread flopyr. Pastry cooks and
confectioners are forbidden to sell any-
thing for consumption in their shops and
bakers are forbidden to bake or sell;
pastry. i

Restaurants, hotels, tea houses and
similar ‘establishments are forbidden to
make or sell pastries or cakes. Restau-
rants where meals cost. more than four
francs must not serve a customer with
more than 100 grammes, about one-fifth ;

of a pound, at each meal. The cheaper

restgurants may serve 800 grammes. |

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YESTERDAY’S MEETINGS.

The one compelling issue in. the
present political campaign was presented
with grave earnestness in St. John yes- |
terday by Sir Robert Borden and Hon.
F. B. Carvell. The Canadian divisions
at the front must be reinforced. Flowi
can it be done? There are not at present
available enough reserves to keep the
ranks filled beyond the end of March.
If we do our very best under the mili-
tary service act -there is likely to be a
period when there will not be enough
men to keep the divisions up to full

- strength. They must nevertheless hold

their portion of the line. We know what
that means. There will be no rest, but
constant fighting without the relief a
proper reserve would make possible. The
mother who votes against union gov-
ernment will be voting to make her son’s
lot harder at the front. If we wait for
& referendum no men will be available
for at least a year, and our divisions
at the front will be abandoned—left to
sée their ranks thinned from day to day
and no relief from home,

That is the burden of the very solemn
message given to three great audiences
in this city by the prime minister and
Hon. Mr. Carvell yesterday. Mr. Car-
vell would not say that Canada will
provide the hundred thousand men who
will finally turn the scale, but some hun-
dred thousand will do it; and how will
Canada face her sons who return if she
fails them now? And if for the lack of a
hundred thousand men we should lose
the war, those who voted against send-
ing reinforcements would have to_bear
the awful responsibility. .

It was necessary to hold meetings in
both the Imperial and the Opera House
last evening to accommodate the crowds
that desired to hear Sir Robert Borden
'and Mr. Carvell. Not an unpleasant in-
cident of any sort marred these great
meetings. The people were profoundly
impressed by the gravity of the message
brought to them, and the great number
of returned soldlers who sat behind the
speakers on the Imperial s were a
constant remipder of those other men in
khaki who today are asking each other
in the trenches in France and Flanders
whethertheir country will rally to their
aid or desert them in their hour-of need.

“These were not ordinary political
meetings. There were no attempts to
make a point against an adversary such
as mark the average campaign. An is-
sue of transcendant importance con-
fronts the Canadian people, and in its
presence the cry of the partisan falls on
unreceptive ears, 'In the midst of a life
and death struggle the people must be
serlous, and must give their best thought
to the sblution of thelr problems. That
was the feeling in St. John last night,
and speakers and hearers alike were con-
scious’ of the fact that yonder in- the
trenches are men looking to Canada and

- asking that faith be kept with them.

Does their spirit dominate the folks at
home? Ddes it? The seventeenth of De-
cember will give the answer.

THE UNION GOVERNMENT.

The union government is less than two
months old, and its members have of
necessity been scattered over the coun-
try. Not until the electiops are over
anfl they are free to get together at Ot-
tawa for continuous work will they be
able to deal fully with the problems con-

" fromting Canada at this moment.

But they have already accomplished
things which would be impossible under
party government, ag the abolition of
patronage. They have put an-end to ap-
pointnients to the civil service for poli-
tical reasons and made merit the test
in every case. That is a great gain to
the country, for as a result of political
appointments under former governments
the public services are badly manned
and far more expensive than is neces-
sary. Reform in this direction did not
come too soon. But the hew govern-
ment has also provided for taxation of
incomes, and will make it more effective.
It has ordered that no grain, sugar or

° molasses be used in Canada for the pro-

duction of liquor. ;

These are great and far-reaching re-
forms, and are only a part of the work
already done. When the elections are
over and the men representing both of
the great political parties are free to act
with the full mandate of the people,
there is no reason to doubt that they
will effect further great reforms. But,
most of all, they will not abandon the
men at the front, and that must be the
first consideration of the Canadian peo-
ple at a time when the Germans are
hurling great armies against the British
on the western front in a determined ef-
fort to break through to Calafs.

The union government and its candi-
dates, Messrs. Elkin and Wigmore, ought
‘to win handsomely in St. John and
Albert.

The withdrawal of Hon. Mr. Cam
well’s opponent is a fine tribute to him
and to the union government. He is
now free to give to the cause in other
eonstituencies the force and vigor of his
advocacy of the cause of the men at the
£ront, »

Desperate Fighting as Germans ‘.A’t';ack‘ In

Great Force; Nature

of Gun Fire Shown in

. Statement That One British ‘Machine Gun
- Battery Fired 70,000 Rounds in Day

With the British Army in France,

Germans foday were making their sec-|
ond great attempt to break through the|
'British defences in the Gonnelcu sector
and pinch off the salient which General!
Byng recently drove into the enemy ter—'
ritoxy a little further to the north. The
German assault was launched against
La Vacyuerie a little before 9 o’clock
in the morning and spread rapidly.
Within two hours a heavy battle was in
progress over a considerable front from
La Vaequerie southward towards Vend-
hulle. The enemy was employing great
force of infantry, which were sent for-
ward undér terrific artillery bombard-
mients from a concentration of guns
which the-Germans had perfected since
the-smashing of the Hindenburg line.
By noon there were indications that
the German onslaught might equal if |
: their drive
which carried them through the British
front south of Gonnelcu on last Fri-

day. B

The British infantry and artillery had’
met the shock brilliantly and were hold- |
ing their own strongly through the first
grim hours of fizhting. The Germans |
approached La Vacquerie from the east
and southeast and at the outset it ap- |
peared that the attack was eomparative- |
ly local. In their initial charge the
enemy came up against a stone wall and
‘they were forced to fall back. They
kept coming in waves, however, and
finally secured a footing in the town, but
immediately were éjected.

Intense fighting at close quarters fol-
lowed, and as this progressed the Ger-
mans developed an offensive operation
farther down the line. By 11 o’clock
their artillery was maintaining a drum
fire against the whole front involved.

. The British gunners replied with a de-
structive filre. The duel between guns

(of all calibres reached terrifying pro-

| portions.

l The battle which raged about Gon-

nelcu yesterday took on renewed bitter-
| ness this morning.
The British line at Masnieres today

| was much stronger as a result of the
| withdrawal from the town on Saturday
night. General Byng’s troops had held
this place against repeated heavy enemy
counter-attacks, but because of the
sharpness of the salient which bulged
about the town, the British position here
was a difficult one in view of the dom-
inating high ground to the south and
. southeast held by the enemy.
! The evacuation of Masnieres was ac-
complished in a masterly manner, It
came at the end of a day of sanguinary:
fighting in which nine German attacks
had been repulsed with unprecedented
| losses to the enemy. During the fight-
ing the suburb of Les Rouesvertes to the
south 'had been captured by the Ger-
mans, but late in the day they were
oustéd from this place. It was under
cover of this enemy defeat that the Brit-
i ish carried out their withdrawal, the
