New York,.Sept. 27—A cable to the
Tribune from Paris says:—The effect
) fall of Combles will have on Hinden-
ghurg’s prestige is causing some specula-
‘¥on here, for the failure to withdraw
the troops and the guns concentrated
there ‘are due chiefly to the obstinacy
of the new chief of staff..

Practically all the supplies the Ger-
mans had accumplated at ComBles re-
mained there when the town fell. Dur-
ing the three days of preparatory bom-
bardment—which, according to the offi-
cial German statements, was the most
demoralizing yet known—and while the
Germans still held Fregicourt ahd Mor-
val, with the two roads leading into
Combles, no attempt was made to save
cither the men or material in the fortress,

But the mament the allied bombard-
ment lifted from the trenches and the
attack started, the Germans began the
effort to evacuate Combles. Then it was
too late, for the powerful Franco-Brit-
ish advance had surrounded the strong-
hold and German attempts to clear out
*“ﬁ put to an end in short order.

At one time it was preaicted that up-
wards of 600,000 trade unionists would
stop work, but today the leaders esti-
mated that about 200,000' men -and
women would respond to their call.

Attempts to estimate the number of
strikérs were complicated by the fact
that thousands of Jewish workers will
remain idle over Thursday and Friday
in celebration of the beginning of - the
Jewish new year. Of the 200,000 ex-
peeted by the leaders to strike, 148,000
afe members affiliated with the United
Hibrew Trades who stop work each
year at this time for the Jewish holi-
days.

At the last moment it became known
that T, V. O’Connor, national president
of the' ’Lsngshoremen’s Union, had de-
cided not to call out the 45,000 members
of that organization today. It was said
there was serious doubt whether he
would ask them to take part in the
strike at any time.

SUDDEN CHANGE IN
GREEK SITUATION

Question of D.ys Before Entry
Into War?

REVOLUTION SPREADS

Troops in Canea, 4000 in Num-
ber, Join Revolutionists— A Tor-
pedo Boat Destroyer Also Said
to Have Deserted the Fleet

Athens, Sept. 25—(Via London, Se‘pt
27.)—The French press of ‘Athens which
for the last month has been sharply
assailing King Constantine and .flouting
every suggestion that he¢ could honest-
ly be desirous of Greece joining the En-
tente Allies, is silent this morning. The
entire Greco-Entente situation  has
changed over night and it is reported
that the entry of Greece into the war
has suddenly become a mere question
of days on the terms King Constantine
indicated to the Associated Press on
August 81—a guarantee of the integ-
rity of Greece and a loan sufficient to
equip the army and cover the cost of
remobilization. .

The Associated Press learns thdt the
coldness of the diplomats, the indiffer-
ence of their governments and the bit-
terness of the press of the Entente Pow-
ers was due to a suspicion of the sin-

: cerity of King Constanfine’s desire to

enter the war, which was based on a
private conversation between the king
and an Entente diplomat almost a
month ago and which ‘the Entente gov-
ernments are’ gaid to have insisted on
regarding as revealing the true attitude
of the monarch, despite repeated offi-
cial and unofficial assurances to the
contrary.

The publication of the king's deelara-
tion to the Associated Press:first open-
ed the eyes of the Entente representa-
tives to the possibility tl..t they might
be 'misjudgifig “King: Constontiné  and'
finally led to franker explanations which
cleared up the whole situation. -

The reiterated offers of the present
cabinet to reorganize ‘itself to meet the
desires .of ‘the Entente by dropping any
unaccepted members who might be in-

dicated, to which the Entente govern-

ments merely failed to reply, are said at
last to be considered as an earnest of
the sincerity of the Greek government’s
intentions and that “the silénce” which
fall of the Zaimis ministry is to .end
fall ‘of the Ztimis ministry is to - end
immediately.

CanadianWomen Prove Great
Help in The Munitions Work

Making From $2 to $4.50 a Day and in Some
Branches Are Better Than Men

Montreal, Sept. 27.—An inspection of
some of the big munition plants here by
several Ontario manufacturers under the

uidance of the Imperial Munitions

ard, proved a revelation, especially in
reference to the great work being done
by women. That Canadian manufac-
turers are able to do as much as they
are doing is due in no small measure to
the manner in which the women have
taken up work which ordinarily would
be considered: unsuitable for female la-
bor. Not only have they come forward
in a large number in a patriotic desire to
assist in the great cause, but their work
has proved amazingly efficient, so much
80, that in certain operations their labor
§s admittedly superior to that of the

en,
%It'is believed that the output of many
of the big plants would be materially in-
creased if it was only realized to what
an extent it is possible to utilize female
labor. The work is not nearly so labo-
rious as might be supposed owing to the
introduction of the most modern labor-
saving machinery, and the remuneration
is particularly good. The lowest wages
paid any of the women is $2 a day and
many of them make as much as $4.60
a day. After a certain figure is reached
the manufacturers pay a bonus which

stimulates the workers to put forth their|

best efforts.

At one plant visited yesterday some
200 women are engaged in various ope-
rations on the heaviest shells now being
made in Canada. Care has been taken
in the classification of the women for
the difierent operations, with the result
that the large plant is running without
friction and the output is already going
up. So much for the heavy work.

At another plant there are more than
600 women and girls engaged upon
lighter and more intricate work. Here.
where the operations are more delicate
and intricate, the more sensitive touch
of the women makes them admittedly
superior to men, . and their reliabilty
from day to day is leading to good re-
sults. It was declared by several mem-
bers of the party that wonien could eas-
ily be utilized in munitions work if an
adequate supply were forthcoming,
Time would have to be spent in organ-
izing and in making the factory suitable
for them to work in, as well as the train-
ing that would make them efficient not
only in the handling of any particular
machine or operation but in making
themselves familiar with shop conditions
so that . they would know the proper
thing to do under all circumstances,

British anid French forces which reached
its climax in the capture of Gueude-
court and Thiepval.

All night long bitter fighting had been
in progress at various points on the
front and with dawn the battle broaden-
ed to include the whole British left.
Combles fell as the sun rose on a perfect
summer day. Sitting in the midst of
a heap of hills, ‘the town was isolated
yesterday by the seizing of the high
ground on either side by the French and
British. In the early hours of the morn-
ing the British took an orchard in the
northern outskirts and then, after a
heavy preliminary shelling, they charg-
ed the trenches on the edge of the vil-
lage. The trenches were empty when
they reached them.

At the same time the French, dash-
.ing forward on the other side of the vil-
lage, pushed victoriously forward into
the heart of the village. In the main
street the soldiers of the two nations
met and joyously shook hands, calling
out to each other “parlez vous” and “how
d’ye do.”

Defense ‘Collapsed

Combles had a labrynth of dugouts
and well fortified cellars but at the last
practically no defense was made. Those
Germans who had not managed to es-
cape when the town was hopelessly sur-
Froun&eq were taken prisoners. One ot
of .Gerinans. who were endeayoring to
find a way out through the encirgling al-
lied infantry walked into the British
iskirmishing line.. - The cellars and dug-
outs of the village were full of wound-
ed who found security there from the
furious fighting on the slopes of the
-ridges. .

Hoving cleared Combles of any stray
Germans, the British and French mov-
ed on side by side to further attacks,

One of the most striking features of
the fighting last night and today was
the surprisingly slight resistance offer-
ed at Morval and Combles by the Ger-
mans, according to all reports made by
the British officers. The Germans made
the usual counter-attacks against the
British new positions last night but the -
reports of tg: allied- officers to head-
quarters agtree that they lacked spirit.

Some German trenches taken yester-
day were lightly occupied or not at all.
In other instances the allied command-
ers said that considerable bodies of Ger-
mans threw down their rifles promptly
S0 soon as the attackers approached their
trenches, although it was known that
they had orders to stand to the last,
Batches of prisoners have been coming
in from all parts of the front through-
out the day.

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NOTHING COULD HALT
THE BRITISH GUARDS

Hot German Fire and Strong Ob-

structions [ailed

Swept Beyend Objective—Then The&
Dug in and Held Their Ground
Against Severe Counter-attacks

'(By Philip Gibbs in the New York
Times.)

With the British Army in the Field,
Scpt 21—(Dispatch to the London Daily
Chronicle.)-—Some most noble fighting
qualities in the battle of Friday were
shown by troops, who were responsible
for the centre of the attack directed
against Flers and the country immediate-
ly to the right of that village.

Those who had the task of assaulting
Flers itself were mostly recruited from
the London area. They had not seen
much fighting before going into the
great fire of the Somme battle. Their
general, who raised and trained them,
was sure of them, and had taught each
man the task expected of him, so that
whatever ﬁmght befall, their officers
and men should not be mere sheep with-

ut sense of direction when they formed

in' the line to the north of Delville
‘with awkward bits of a German
trench thrust down upon their - right

flank.

‘They: had three lines in front of them
over a distance of about 2,500 yards, bar-
ring their way to Flers. It was a long
way and a hard way to go, but they
leaped forward in solid waves of eager
men following a short and violent bar-
rage from the heavy guns.

dn a few minutes from the start the
firs. two waves dropped into the Ger-
man trench line, running diagonally
from the real Flers line. They found
it'choked with German dead, killed by
gun fire, and among them only a rem-

ant of Iiving men,

#The first two waves stayed in the

mch to hold it. The others swept

4 and smashed through the Flers line
_and forced their way over .the shell
" craters under machine gun and shrapnel
fire to the outskirts of Flers, which
they reached between 9 and 10 o’clock
in the morning.

Some of the London men were held
up by barbed wire, protecting a hidden
trench, which had not been previously
observed, and a call was made for one
of .the tanks, which had come rolling up
behind. It crawled forward, walking
the shell craters, and smashed the whole
length of barbed wire in front, firing
rapidly upon the German bombers in the
trench and putting them out of action.
This enabled the whole line to advance
into Flers village at the tail of another
tank, now famous for its adventures

Te.

The victorious troops found little op-
position in the village. Curiously enough
it 'was not strongly defended or forti-
fled, were few of the tunnels and dug-
outs which make many of these places
hard to capture and the Germans were
utterly demoralized by the motor mon-

story. of the guards in this battle. Thej
guards® had their full share of fightin
and of difficult ground with strong for-
ces against: them, ., They knew that
would be so before they went into the
battle and yet they awaited the hour of
attack with strong hearts, quite sure of
their courage, proud of'their name, full
of trust in their officers, and eager to
give a smashing blow at the Germans.
They went away as one might imagine
the knights and yeoman of England at
Agincourt, For the first time in his-
tory the Coldstreamers, threc battalions
of them, charged in line, solid waves
of men. Behind them were the grena-
diers and again behind those men the
Irish.

They had gone not more than 200

filade fire of massed machine guns.. The
noise of this fire was so loud and sav-
age ' that although hundreds of  guns
were firing not a shot could be heard,
it was just a stabbing, staccato ham~
fmering of German Maxims.

' 'Men fell, but the lines: were:not broken.
Gaps were made in the ranks, but they
closed up. The wounded did not call
for help, but cheered on those who swept
past and on, shouting “Go on, Lily
Whites”. (which is the old name for the
Coldstreamers); “Get at ’em, Lily
‘Whites.”

They went on at a hot pace with their
bayonettes lowered. Out of the crum-
pled earth, all pits and holes and hil-
locks, torn up by the great gunfire, gray
figures rose and fled. They were Ger-
man soldiers terrorstricken by this rush-
ing tide of -men.

The guards went on. Then they were
checked by two lines of trenches, wired
and defended by machine guns and
bombers. They came up on them quicker
than they expected. Some of the officers
were puzzled. Could these be trenches,
marked out for attack or other and un-
known trenches. Anyhow they must be
taken and the guards took them by fron-
tal assault in the face of the continual
blasts of machine gun bullets,

There was hard and desperate fighting.
The Germans defended themselves to
the death. They bombed the British,
who attacked them with the  bayonet,
served their machine guns umtil they
were . killed, and would only surrender
when the British were on top of them.
It was bloody work for an hour or more.
By that time the Irish Guards had join-
ed the others. All the guards were to-
gether, and together they passed the
trenches, swinging left inevitably under
a machine ¢un fire which poured upon
them from their right, but going stead-
ily deeper into the German lines until
they were 2,000 yards from their starting
place.

Then it was necessary to call a halt.
Many officers and men had fallen. To
go further would be absolute death. The
troops en the right had been neld up.
The guards were up in the air, with
their flank ¢pen to all the fire that was
flung upon them from the German lines.

The temptation to go farther was
great. The German infantry was on the
run. They were dragging their guns
away. There was a great panic among
the¢ men who had been hiding in the
trenches, but the German machine gun-
ners kept to their posts to prevent a
rout, and the guards had gone far
enough through the scourging bullets.
They decided wisely to hold the line they
had gained and to dig in where they
stood and make forward posts with
strong points. They had killed a great
number of Germans and taken 200 pris-
oners. So they ‘halted and dug and took
cover as best they could in the shell
craters and broken ground under a
fierce fire from the Germans.

The night was a dreadful one for the
wounded and for the men, who did their
best for the wounded, trying to be deaf
to agonizing sounds. Many of them
had hairbreadth escapes from death.

DESCRIPTION OF THE PARIS

The New York agents of the French
Line have received a description of the
quadruple turbine liner Paris which was
launched at St, Nazaire on Sept. 12 for
the New York trade. The new liner is
750 feet long, 85 feet on the beam, and
her hold is 59 feet deep. She will be
registered at 25,600 gross tons.

The Paris will "have three big fun-
nels, two masts, double bottoms, and
watertight compartments running
through the entire length of the vessel..
Her hull is divided by fourteen bulk-
heads. She has nine decks, including
a shelter deck, and two promenade
decks, which run the full length of the
wessel Her hull is divided by fourteen
bulkheads. She has nine decks, includ-
ing a shelter deck, and two promenade
decks, which run the full length of the
ship. She will have accommodation for
485 first, 476 second, 920 third-class, and
1,118 steerage passengers.. The cabins
and saloons are decorated on the ‘same
lines as the France, which came from
Havre to New York in 1912: It is not
expected that the Paris will be ready
before next year.

THE PATRIOTIC FUND

If every man and woman in New
Brunswick could have heard the address
of Sir Herbert Ames at the Cliff Club
last evening, presenting the whole case
for the Patriotic Fund, there would very
quickly be no deficit in the fund in
this province. As an exposition of the
whole case it left nothing to be desired.
Sir Herbert took up every criticism that
has been offered, and there was not a
man of the forty or fifty business men
who heard him but agreed with him that
the fund is an obligation those who stay
at home owc to those who enlist, and
that in the administration of the fund
there is not a dollar of unnecessary cx-
pense; nor in the distribution is there
any unfairness. Ouf of every $100 sub-
scribed not less than $99.40 goes to the
soldiers’ dependents.

It was a gracious and generous act on
the part of Senator Thorne to invite so
many business men to be his guests last
evening and to mecet Sir Herbert Ames
in a delightfully informal way at the
Cliff Club, and to have the whole na-
tion-wide situation in relation to the Pat-
riotic Fund placed before them by the
man best qualifiedgto speak on that im-
portant sul:ject. /

Sir Herbert does“not mince matters
$o far as the obligation 'of thc people
is concerned. Any man in khaki, bound
for the front, is in_his view doing more
than any man can do at home; and the
sacrifice wives and mothers and sisters
are making outclass any mere cash
contribution, however large it may be.
Hence he has no hesitation in proclaim-
ing the obligation. But he is also able
to say that the people are not unmind-
fuL He says he can never, in his most
pessimistic mood, lose faith in the peo-
ple of Canada, after having witnessed
the response made to the appeal of the
Patriotic Fund. Nevertheless, we are
face to face with a call of about amil-
lion a month for 191%, and of this New
Brunswick must provide at' least half
a million; and even at that the
province will not be paying .the av-
erage of the per capita tax for the whole
Dominion. He favors the voluntary plan,
and hopes it will take care of at least a
considerable portmn of the amount re-
qulred
. People of wealth will hardly be able to
flatter themselves with . one temark
made by Sir Herbert, to the effect that
(i. very great deal of the Fund comes in
small regular contributions from work-
ing 'men, who cannot but feel the sacri-
fice, especially as they are also provid-
ing the great mass of the men who go
to the front. If some method could be
devised to quicken the conscience of
persons of wealth who are giving little,
there would be no deficit.

Sir Herbert answered very fully the
eriticism that! §otine families have more
money than ever before. He pointed out
that if a man who had been shiftless and
whose family had been in extreme pov-
erty enlisted and took the course of
special training, he had become a skilled
workman in the work ,most needing to
be done, and his family deserved to have
more and live better, just as they would
if he had reformed and become a skilled
workman at home. This statement of
the case is unanswerable. And as fo
what may happen when the man returns,
whether wounded or well, that, as Judge
Armstrong observed last evening, is a
matter for consideration in regard to our
further duty toward him and his fumily
when the war is over. For the present
he is a skilled workman, fighting for us,
and we cannot evade the debt we owe to
his family.

Sir Herbert cited the case of an On-
tario farmer who said he could get
ditches dug for forty dollars per month
and board—and trench digging was
worth no more. To Sir Herbert’s ques-
tion, as to whether, if the men in the
ditch were all that stood between his
home and a German regiment that would
destroy his buildings and assault his wo-
men-folk he woula consider the forty
dollars per month enough, the farmer
veplied that he had/not looked at it in
that light: There is a lot of force in a
remark made by Mr. C. B. Allan that
most of the criticism of the Fund and its
gdminisiration is made for personal rea-
sons or through lack of knowledge.

Attorney General Baxter was entirely
right in his remark last evening that
the Patriotic Fund is above and beyond
any thought of partisanship, and that
all the people will stand behind the gov-
ernment in whatever action it may take.
It would ‘be more pleasing if the Fund
could be raised by the voluntary
method, but it must be raised. So far
as St. John is concerned the Fund has
more influential friends than ever before,
as a result of the lucid exposition of the
case last evening by Sir Herbert Ames.

THE BETTER OUTLOOK

After the Carleton county campaign
was over, Mr. E. S. Carter, opposition
organizer, and the chairmen of districts
n Woodstock and one or two other im-
portant centres, made affidavit that they
had no knowledge of any expenditure of
money by the opposition for other than
purely legitimate purposes.

‘This action on their part greatly amus-
td the St. John Standard, and that, per-
haps, is not surprising. That journal cir-
tulated the shameful falsehood that the
ypposition had an immense bribery fund,

0 which Ontario liquor dealers had

wontributed. It is mot enough that the

L]
government party should pay for votes,
but its press must seek fo convey the
impression that the buying was really
donc by its opposition. This is part of
the game as it is understood by Mr.
Flemming and his followers. ;

If it were true that the opposition
bought or attempted to purchase votes,
then it deserved defeat; for it would be
better in the long run to conduct a clean
campaign and lose than to win by cor-
rupt means. In his speech at Hampton
some time ago, Mr. E. S. Carter, speak-
ing for the opposition party, declared
that they would rather lose than to win
by dishonest methods. If the party
should depart from that declaration of
purpose it would be placing itsel? in the
same category with those who took
money .from contractors and held up the
lumbermen and liquor dealers; and evi-
dence that they did (S0 would condemn
them in the minds of the people, who
want a party honest enough and reso-
lute enough to cut out not only graft,
but bribery, and all improper influences
in elections, i j

It pleases the Standard to refuse to be-
lieve that there is any sincerity behind
the opposition professions, and it is evi-
dently still unmoved by the spirit which
has been aroused in the country at
large since the people were brought face
to fare with the grim realities of the
great war, It is still a partisan paper,
ignoring the public demand for a mani-
festation at home of the spirit that ac-
tuates the sons of Canada who have gone
abroad to offer their lives for their coun-
try. What it is plcased to describe as
“the old gang” is a steadily growing
number of people in this province who
realize that they are living in a changed
world, and that there is a challenge to
them and to all men and women to a
higher patriotism in which those who
stand for graft and dishonor in public
life can have no part. The county of
Westmorland gave voice to the new
spirit. Carleton county, as the Monc-
ton Transcript has observed, prefers to
stay a little longer with the flesh pots
of Egypt, but it will be awakened pres-
ently to observe that it is in a hopeléss
minority and out: of step with the rest
of the province,

A GREAT RURAL NEED

The following article on social life in] .

the country, which appears in the To-
ronté Star Weekly, reveals’ a condifion
and a tendency which are worthy of
more consideration tl‘mn they receive in
the province of New Brunswick:.

“A Farm Bureau was recently orga-
nized in a Massachusetts county. The
organizers asked the farmers what they
wanted. They were surprised to find
that only fourteen out of a hundred
hankered after agricultural education.
They wanted better schbols for thcir
children, more co-operation among the
churches, better roads, neighborhood re-
creation grounds for adults as well as
children, swimming pools, and public
halls. In fact, they seemed to have a
strong desire for such things as city peo-
ple crave. A similar tendency was shown
in the replies to inquiries sent out by the
United States Department of Agricul-
ture. The people wanted recreation;
they wanted some place to go. They
suffered from social starvation. To sat-
isfy these needs a little country theatre
was established in the administration
building at the North Dakota - Agricul-
tural College. The object of the move-
ment, says the’ American Review of Re-
views, is to stimulate ah interest in
good, clean drama among the people liv-
mg in the open country and in villages.
It’ is to use the drama 8s a means for
getting the people together. In Canada,
too, we are confronted with the problem
of keeping the people on the land or get-
ting them back to the land. Scientific
instruction in agriculture is, of course,
of the highest impertance. But it is
loneliness and dullness that drive farm-
ers’ sons and daughters inmto the city.
There is no reason why the country
should not have many of the amuse-
ments and social enjoyments of the city,
as well as its convenience.”

NOT A CARPENTER'S 10B

It is More Like a Watchmaker's,
Putting Soldiers Into Repair

In a pioneer western town, about
twenty years ago—writes a correspon-
dent—my watch stopped. Neither wind-
ing nor shaking would make it go on
again. Seeing “Watch-maker and Jew-
eler” .over a store I went in.

The man opened my watch, turned his
head first on one side and then on the
other, and said he; thought he could put
it all right. When I got it back, it went
for half an hour, then stopped again. He
had done it more harm than good. It
cost twice as much to repair, in the end,
as if he had never touched it.

That man, I found, ‘was a carpenter by
trade. He had done his . best—but a
carpenter’s “best” for a disabled watch
is not quite so curative as his best for
a rickety chair,. It was not a carpen-
ter’s job.

When a soldiér'.comes home “out of
repair,” we-have got to remember that
{ a man is a more delicate and complicated
| piece of mechanism than even a watch.
Also, he is infinitely more valuable to his
country than the most marvellous chron-
ometer ever invented.

The country naturally insists that the

most skilful surgeons and physicians
shall be employed to heal the soldier’s
physical ills. But that is omy the first
stage of the disabled soldier’s treatment.
Equal skill and thoroughness must be
employed to equip him educationally—
with technical knowledge and practice
for regaining the ranks of industry. Even
then we cannot turn him adrift. We
must exert continued and = systematic
care to see that he gets work suited to
him, or trouble is. sure to follow.
. The Military Hospitals Commissjon of
the dominion government, and the pro-
vincial commigsions and ‘local committees
in co-operation with it, are trying to do
this. If’ any:one can help,;them, either
with practical: suggestions or offers of
steady work, it is' his duty to do go.

No two leaves on a tree have precise-
ly the same shape, and no two men are
exactly alike, Each man’s capabilities
have to be carefully studied, to avoid
putting round pegs into square holes.

On the care we take now, depends the
answer o the question whether our re-
turning soldiérs are to be a burden or a
i help to themselves and their fellow-
; citizens. - Mere quacks and theoretical
i cure-alls nre mischevious enough at any
time, and especially at times of great
emergency like ours. This is no carpen-
ter's job—and not even a watchmaker’s.

MaJorlty of Borden Government

Are In Favor

of Conscrlptmn

Meighen, White, Rogers, Rocl\e,
and Burrell Believed to Want
Men of Military Age,
Date—Prime Minister Opposed

Perley, Reid, Hazen, Cochrane,
Immediate Registration of All|

Followed by Compnlslon After Fixed

(From a Staff Correspondent of The To-
ronto Star Weekly.)

Ottawa, Sept. 21.—Sir Robert Borden
and his cabinet are debating the possi-
bility of conscription. Six months ago
it is doubtful if a single member of the
government could have been induced to
admit that compulsory service was even
a remote probability of the future. T'o-
day it is an open secret in Ottawa that
the advisability of conscpiption has been
the chief topic of discussion at more
than one recrpt cabinet council, and that
a majority in the administration are
strongly convinced of its ultimate ne-
cessity.

The recent changes in recruiting meth-
ods which, if it did not embrace the full
principle of compulsory national - regis-
tration was at least a step in that direc-
tion, was the result of a compromise be-
tween those in the cabinet who bclieve
that Canada is Aoing well enough as
things are, and those who insist that if
the Dominion is to fulfil its pledge of
half a million men in time to make the
contributién #n éWective factor in defeat-
ing Germany, some kind of compulsinn
is advisable,

The members of the government who
favor immediate registration of all men
of military age to be followed by con-
scription of unmarried men, if after a
reasonable date a certain number. of re-
cruits are not forthcoming, are under-
stood to be: Hon: Arthur Meighen, Hon.
W. T. White, Hon. Robert. Rogers, Hon.
Dr. Roche, Sir George Perley, Hon. Dr.
Reid, Hon. J. D. Hazen, Hon. Frank
(‘ochrane, and-.-Heon. = Martin Burrell.
Those who favor standing by the vol-
untary system are: Sir Robert Borden,
Hon. C. J. Doherty, Sir George Foster,
Hon. ' T. W Crothers, Hon. T. Chase
Casgrain, Hon. P. E. Blondin' and Hon.
E.' L. Patenaude. The prime" minister
and the French-Canadian ministers are
said_to oppose steps toward compulsion
on the ground that conscription would
be politically inexpedient in Quebec, and
that any measvre ~xcluding Quebec
would be fiercely 1csented by the rest
of Canado. Messrs. Casgrain, Blondin
and Patenaude are understood to be
particularly antagonistic to any depar-
ture from voluntaryism.

Would Recetve Oveswhelming Support.

On the other hand it is argued by the
conscriptionists that national registra-
tion followed by conditional compulsion
would receive overwhelming support in
English- %p(‘aklng Canuda, and would not
be so unpopular ‘in Quebec as is gen-
erally feared. 1in support of this con-
tention they point to ccuntless letters
and memoria’s from all over Ontario,
the west and the maritime provinces,
demanding compulsory service, and to
stateménts of men high in church and
state in Quebec, that French-Canadians,
notwithstanding-all, that has been said to
the contrary, are prepared to make equal
sacrifices for the empire with their Eng-
lish-speaking fellow-countrymen. It is
further argued by advocates of compul-
sion that at the present rate of enlist-
ment, Canada is lagging behind the rest
of the emyire inits war effort, and that
if the war. layes' more than another year,
and the present haphazard system of re-

cruiting continues, Canadian industries
will be largely crippled, with possible
serious results to the financial and econ-
omic position of the country. They con-
tend that with the best informed opin-
ion in the old country holding that an-
other two years of war is likely, the Brit-
ish government is considering the advis-
abxhty of raising the age of military ser-
vice to 45, and Austrelia and New Zea-
land adopting, or abou. to adopt, con-
scription, it is inconsistent with Can-
adian professions of patriotism and with
our stake 'in the war, to continue the
present hit-and-miss system of enlisting
recruits.

Nobody in the government seeks to
disguise the fact that the recent step to
place recruiting on a better organized
and more effective basis has vrot met
with public approval. The fact that reg-
istration was not made compulsory,
leaves the system pretty mueh where it
was before. Thus, while the opnonents
of registration were displeased, its aa-
vocates were more than ever disgruntled.
This has undoubtedly ‘strengthened the

hands of the' compulsion group in the
cabinet, and with the increasing demand
for a change from preient methods in
the press, it is 'well witnin the:realin of
probability that. the next few months
will see an out-and-out measure of na-
tional registration to which will be at-
tached a time limit to be followed by
compulsory service,

But
they already form a part of the archives
on the war and they may play a:part in
the settlement after the war.

tion, and I am vermitted to give them |
simultaneous publication " through the |
New York Times to the neutral world.
As the man who handed them to me
said: “In their ugliness—with their blis-
tering terror and truth—the neutral
world. may finally recogmzc; how great
a lie is every Berlin promise and how
Germany has wilfully added a final in-
famy to her l'st greater than all her
others.”

The French governmen: -has accepted
the verity of these docruments, which are
' prefaced with thc following state-
ment:

“This new crime is not like that di-
rected against the women of “Belgiifm.
It differs from the murder of the Lusi-
‘tania children. It is unlike the forcible
removal of the civil population of Lille.
! It is entirely apart from the destruction’
' of monuments. It is a deliberate thrust |
' below the belt by a fo: when he knows
he is beaten. It is generated from the
criminal idea that f Germany falls shc
will try to drag the world down with
her. For this crime is not only against
Frenchmen, Russians and Britons, but
against every living man. It is perpe-
trated against the world.

! liberately ‘infecting her prisoners with
tuberculosis. When *he white scourge
"has sufficiently grippea them she casts
i them from her borders vack to their
own people or e neutral nations to breed
| contagion and to die. It is a gigantic

! already has 50,000 Frenchmen well inocu-

lated, besides thousands or hundreds of
tlmusunds of men of other nations.

“Some time ago Germany promlsul to

reform her method of treating prisoners.

i This followed@ 2 public outery in neutral

countries. She cstablished ‘show camps’

where she now admits American and

other neutral inspections. Tuberculosis
manufacturz is carried on in other
camps, secret camps—hundreds of them

. —known as labor camps, tucked away in

4 ®

every corner of her empire: Not one of
them—despite any pious expostulation
she may make—has ever been inspected

by a single American or other neutral
representative. All access-to them is ab-
solutely forbidden. Their very existence
has not been suspected by American in-
vestigators. In one of these secret camps
a German doctor, efter mixing tubercu-
lars with convalescents from other dis-
eases so .that these, too, might become
tubercular, voiced the manufacturer’s
idea: “Thus do I wuge war in my own
fashion.

Sent ‘Into Switzerland to Die

“It is through the finished product of
Germany’s labor camps—ruined men
t‘ient home and to neutrals—that the

proof of her infamy has been ‘established.

,[‘here are now 13,000 French and a
thousand British consumptives in Swit-
zerland, recently aumped out of Ger-
many, in such an advanced stage of the
disease that they no longer were useful
as prisoners.

All this work was done with-
out in anyway impeding the system or
causing the striking of one blow on the
bells.

With these facts before them, the citi- |
zens will be in a better position than be-
fore to judge the commissioner’s explan-
ation in deciding to give a contract for
work in the West Side sheds without
asking another city firm to tender for it.

Comments

OnThe Leasehold System

Conditions in St. John Present Peculiar
Assessment Problems — Recommenda-
tions Providle Way to Surmount the

Difficulties

The following on'the lease system
in St. John is from' the report of
the civic assessment commission. It
ought to be carefully'read: .

A factor accounting in part for the
inder-valuation of real estate, particu-
larly the land, is the leasehold system as
it prevails in the city and the methods
of assessment -adopted on its account.
Many witnesses have asserted that the
total value of the property held under
the lease system is less than it ‘would: be
if the same property were a freehold be-
longing to one owner. '‘If the ‘leasehold
system has restricted materially the con-
struction of adequate buildings it has by
that fact lowered the value of the land,
and, of course, in a more marked degree
of the real estate below what it would
be if the building sites ‘were adequately
used. Even if the actual land values
have not been lowered the peculiar form
of many of these leases has led to the
under-assessment of considerable leased
lands in comparison with freeholds and
as the methods - of assessing leaseholds
have influencéd the assessment of other
lands they .have tended to their under-
valuation as well. According to the as-
sessors’ estimates: there are nearly two
millions of land yalues under leasehold.

Your commissioners recognize that
they were not appointed to revise the
method of holding land. At the same
time they are satisfied that it is so bound
up with the subject referred to them for
their consideration that they cannot for-
bear to set forth their opiinon. They
believe that in general it is better for a
person to own in freehold the land upon
which his improvements rest; neverthe-
less they recognize that the leasehold sys-
tem has a wide application in many
countries of the world and that it af-
fords an opportunity for people to own
homes who could not undér a freehold
system. The value of the system de-
" pends in a large measure upon the char-
acter and terms of the lease. As to the
advisability of a temant owning both
land and buildings, Roland E. Prothers,
of the Bedford estate office, London,
England, writes this commission as fol-
lows: “Apart from aany considerations
of public policy, it seems to me that the
easiest method of dealing with tenancies
is to give.the tenant the option to pur-
chase the land outright. I think that in
this case'it is more likely that the tenant
would erect substantial buildings, and
that his interest in the upkeep would be
greater, and that he would acquire what
all of us would like to see, a direct and
permanent interest in the land and build-
ings which he occupies.” !

Perhaps for the benefit of those read-
ers of this report who have not had their
attention called to ‘the nature of the so-
called renewable leases in use in the city
a word of explanation may not come
amiss; these leases, which are made for
periods varying from seven to twenty-
one years at ground rents of say 50
cents per foot of frontage upwards (ex-
cept in the case of city leases wherf.: the
. ground - rents are .nominal) contain a
clause whereby - the landlord covenants
- 'with the tenant that at the expiration of
the lease he (the landlord) will either
pay for the improvements on the prem-
jses at a valuation to be arrived at by
valuers ‘or.selse at his (the landlord’s)
option grant a new lease at the same
rent and upon-precisely the same terms
and conditions including the covenant
for renewal or payment for imprqvé-
ments as are contained in the original
lease. It may be added that these leases
' are almost peculiar to ‘this city and to
come extent the province. They hqve
for many years been issued by the city
corporation and by the larger l.and own-
ers, smaller land owners, and indeed by
owners of individual lots. In the case of
ihe . city from early times the rent re-
served as above mentioned has been al-
most invariably of a nominal character
running from 50 cents to $10 per lot. Tn
the cases of leases issued by other land-
" Jords, they have been issued  at reason-

able rates.
Assessment of Leased Lands.

In regard to the method of assessing
leased lands your commissioners were in-
formed that it has been the _custom_of
the assessors extending over a long period
of years and adopted from the practice
of the old town of Portland to arrive at
the capital value of a lot, subject to a
rent at a fair rate, by capitalizing the
rent at six per cent.

The question would then naturally
arise how to assess a lot of land leased
at a nominal rent. If the above rule
were followed and its contract rent capi-
talized at the rate therein indicated the
lot would be absurdly under-valued in
contrast with an adjoining lot leased at
a reasonable ground rent. If on the
other hand the assessor taxed the ground
owned on an assessed value equal to that
of the adjoining lot then he would take
the major par: of the income and prac-
tically confiscate the property. The as-
sessors adopted the practice of assessing

"the tenant on what they call his “interest
in the land” or his “equity in the lease,”
that is on his interest over and above his
improvements, for an amount which, in
addition to the amount assessed against
the landlord, would bring up the value of
the lot to that of the adjoining lot leased
at a rent equal to its full market value.
This procedure was adopted especially
with tenants of city property since, as al-
ready indicated, their rents were nominal
and as the land was tax exempt the city
secured otherwise practically no revenue
and in many cases the tenant was in a
much better position than if/ the city
gave him the land outright and then
taxed him on its full value. This method
of taxing leasehold interests has been
followed in a few cases of tenants of pri-
vate landlords when the ground rent was
clearly below the market value.

Your commissioners have ‘already ad-
vised that all lands be assessed at their

_ full market value, but they recognize that
this division of the tax between the
landlord and the tenant on the basis ‘of
their respective interests in the land is
not an unreasonable or unfair method of
dealing with the situation, but they are
of the opinion that its adoption and use
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are not provided for in the present as-
sessment act.

Recommendations.

This leads your commissioners to make
the following recommendation, one
which they have embodiéd ‘in ‘the pro-
posed. act, and which has been approved
by a number of witnesses in whose ‘judg-
;nent they place.great confidence, name-

(a) That:every .tenant ‘now holding
land under a léase gontaining a cove-
nant by-his:landlord to rehew the same
or pay for improvements ‘shall be rated
and assessed ‘on his. interest in the land,
if any, over and above his improvements
thereon, until the, expiry of. the current
term of the lease, and.thereafter that'the
landlord shall be taxed on the full value
of the land unless he grant to'the tenant
an option to buy the freehold at a capi-
talization of the ground rent to be
agreed upon between = them, or failing
&uch an agreement; at_ a capitalization of
the ground rent:at five per cent., such
option to be exercised only in ‘case the
landlord refuses to.exer¢ise his option to
purchase the improvements;.and . %

(b) In every case of land newly leased
hereafter, under a ledse containing a
covenant to renew .or pay for improve-
ments the landlord shall be assessed and
taxed on the full value of the land unless
the lease contain the option above stated
upon the terms above stated, provided
that in the case of the renewal, without
this option to the tenant being inserted,
either party to the renewal of the lease
or other lease shall have the right upon
request to have the said lease reformed
and the said option to the tenant 'in-
cluded therein. i

In addition to this recommendation
embodied in the act herewith submitted
your commissioners, recommend the eity
to ask for legislation which shall re-
quire that every existing lease containing
a covenant by the landlord to renew the
same or pay for improvements shall upon
renewal contain the option allowing the
tenant to buy the freehold at a capital-
ization of the ground rent to be agreed
upon between them, or failing such
agreemeht at a capitalization of the
ground rent at five per cent., such option
only to be exercised in case the landlord
refuses to exercise his option to purchase
the improvements, and that in every case
of land hercafter leased to a tenant under
a lease containing a covenant to renew
or pay for improvements the said lease
shall contain the said option above stated
upon the terms above stated, and in case
of any lease containing the option to re-
new or pay for improvements hereinafter
fssued without said tenant’s option,
whether #hid lease be a renéwal of an
existing lease or other or new lease, the
said lease shall be construéed and inter-
preted, as if the said option were con-
tained within it and be one of-the cove-
nants between the parties of the said

lease.

| Methods of Real Estate Valuation,

Within recent years the increase and
inequalities of taxation have .led to the
development and application of more
accurate methods of valuation. One
essential for correct valuation of real
estate is a system of maps. As the Hon.
Lawson Purdy has said, “accurate maps
are the foundation of a good system of
assessing real estate” Such maps are
described in the instructions to assessors
sent out by the New York state tax
commission as .follows:

“Block and lot maps are easily pre-
pared at no great cost, and will repay
the outlay many fold. The eity should
be divided into blocks, showing the ex-
act boundaries of every ° separate . as-
sessed parcel of real estate in the city.
Number blocks consecutively from 1 up;
separate lots, or parcel$ of land in each
block should also be numbered consecu-
tively from 1 up, for as many lots as
are contained within each, block. The
city shquld then be divided into sections,
numbered consecutively from 1 up. The
length of all boundary lines should' be
shown on the maps in feet and inches;
on valuable lots of irregular shape ‘the
area should be shown in square feet,
and on larger parcels the area should be
shown in acres.

The other type of map is known as
the land value map, and differs from a
block and lot map in that it shows the
area which it covers;

First, of street and water front sec-
tions, the section, block and lot lines
used in block and lot maps not being
indicated.

Second, by figures written opposite
each side of the four -sides of ' every
square the  value per front foot .of
average inside lot, and having a depth
previously ascertained representing the
average depth.” These land value or
equalization maps ‘enable the assessor to
have under his eye for comparison the
values of different sections and streets of
the city. In making such maps for St.
John present numbers of lots so far as
they go can be retained. :

A method of land valuation much
used by many assessors is that known
as the unit system. 7This method seeks
to establish in the centre of each street
a standard lot 25 ft. x 100 ft. (or a piece
of land of one foot  frontage by one
hundred in depth, or some other size
may be chosen) as a unit of value and
the value of other lots which may be
more or less advantageous in location,
size and character is computed as a per-
centage of that of the standard unit. In
order to fix the value of the unit in each
street, this system must make use of
what is-known as the “opinion method”
or the “sales method.” The former fixes
the value of the chosen unit by “hear-
ings” of citizens and real estate dealers,
and ih the Somers system this is called
“community valuation.”

Sales Method.

The ‘“sales method” is simply a way
of determining values by a “systematic
collection and comparison of all data re-
lating to the transfers of real estate”
and may be ixscd in connection with a
“unit system” or independently as is the
case very largely in Montreal and To-
ronto. It would help this method ma-
terially if the law compelled the actual
sale price to be recorded in'each trans-
fer, but even without this legislation
an acute assessor can frequently get
such information. ‘Toronto keeps a
record by a card system where the his-
tory of each lot is recorded.,

Another method of land valuation uses
the gross rentals.as a basis. When the
building is adequate to the site the as-

sessor subtracts from the gross rental,
the interest on the building, and . the
amount for taxes, depreciation and other
expenses of maintenance and cabitalizes
what is left at about five per cent. to
get the increase rapidly, or in the cnse‘
of a property where the site is not ade-!
quately ' used, is liable.to give too low =
value to the land.

- A meéthod of valuation used largely in
this city because of the leasehold syStem
is the capitalization of ‘the ground rent}
on the basis of six per cent. Its danger
is that at this rate the valuation is li-
able to be low. Mr. Forman of Toronto
writes that lands of this character in
Toronto are assessed at  values that
would not equal a three per cent. capita-
lization of the ground rent.” The assess-
ors should use care in the application of
this method. In some sections of the
city lands are rented more often than
sold and ground rents can be secured
where sale prices cannot. The rate of
capitalization of ground rents is a mat-
ter.for careful investigation in each sec-
tion, or industry for which lands are
used, and is to be determined by a com-
parison between ground rents and sale
prices and whatever other da;h the as-
sessor can secure and without regard to
the nature of ownership, since the pro-
posed division of the tax in the case of
leasehold will relieve any danger of over-
taxation by a full assessment.

.In determining the value of buildings
your commission has already indicated
that the method usually employed by
many assessment departments is to sub-
tract from the value of the whole prop-
erty, considered as an indivisible unity,
the value of land. alone, and to regard
the difference as the value of the im-
provements. The value of the whole
propérty when the structure is adequate
to the site will be in the vicinity of ten
times the gross rental; or such value is
generally found by the “sales method.”
For most structures the value can be
determined by the cost of construction
or reconstruction, less the depreciation,
and any manual on this subject gives the
rules for such valuation by square ‘or
cubic feet methods. But the safest
method in most cases is that already in-
dicated, namely, that the value of the
bailding is the difference ‘between the
value of the whole property and that of
the land. The method followed, & at
times, in this city’ of arriving at’ the
value of buildings by substracting ‘from
the gross rental, the ground rent and the
full expenses of maintenance, and then
capitalizing the net income at the ordin-
ary rate of interest, gives invariably too
high a value to that property. in com-
parison with- the land on which it rests.
Where ground rents were low this
method was not an unfair way of divid-
ing the taxes on the whole property ac-
cording to the income from it, but by
over-assessing improvements and under-
valuing the land it tended to discourage
the construction of the better buildings

proposed by this commission for ~the
taxing of leaseholds should, help in se-
curing a proper valuation of these classes
of properties. -

The commission recommends that the
assessors be supplied with maps, . and
‘with manuals of instruction in the valu-
ation of properties; that a more modern
system of evaluating' real estate he
adopted; and that for this purpose . the
services of the assistant assessor. of _the
Toronto assessment department be fem-
porarily secured. sl g
Personal Property Tax, ' imnin”

The present act calls for this assess-
ment of all forms of personal ' ‘property
at the general rate. About twen =
seven per cent. of the' taxable revenue of
the city is secured by a tax on this pro-
perty.” -This shows a more efficient en-
forcement of the act in regard to the
valuation of personalty anda larger rey-.
enue therefrom than is sécured else-
where either in Canada or the. United
States. The general property tax which
attempts to assess the modern hetero-
geneous-classes of property, real and per-
sonal, tangible and intangible, .at the
same rate is ‘unjust in theory and inefi-
glent in practice and is being rapidly
discarded by the countries' where it has
been used: The St. Joha act has been
made workable only through the wis-
dom and discretion which the assessors
have exercised in the manner of its en-
forcement.

The commissioners appointed by ‘the
legislature of Ontario to frame a new
asscssment act pointed out in their re-
port the failure of the personal property
tax in that province and in the new act
the personalty tax was abandoned and
a business and inconie' tax substituted.
Commissions appointed by - states: and
provinces are unanimous in- demanding
a substitute for this tax. The commit-
tee appointed by the National Tax ~As-
sociation (an organization composed of
the leading theorists and practical tax
experts on this continent) to investigate
this method of taxation, reported in the
year 1910 as follows:

“That the general property tax sys-
tem has broken down. That it has not
been more successful under strict ad-
ministration than where the administra-
tion is lax. That where its administra-
tion 'has been the most stringent the
tendency of public opinion and legisla-
tion is not towards still more stringent
administration, but towards a modifica-!
tion of the system. That the same
tendency is evident in the States where
the administration has been more lax.
That the States which have modified or
abandoned the general property tax
show no intention of returning to it-

property tax is required by constitution-
al provisions, there is”a growing demand
for the repeal of such provisions. We
conclude, therefore, that the failure of
the general property tax is due to the
inherent defects of the theory; that even
measurably fair and effective agministra-
'tion is unattainable; and that all at-
tempts to strengthen such administra-
tion serve simply to accentuate and to

It would be easy to multiply author-
ities and to give examples of the failure
of this tax, but the fact is so universal-
ly conceded by all competent .experts
that any further discussion -is useless.

In regard to' tangible personal proper-
ty your commissioriers. recommend that
household effects be exempted from tax-
ation. The chief assessor estimates that
the approximate valué of such assessed
property in St. Jol;n is nearly $500,000
and although this is ‘probably an under-
estimation the’tax lost by its exemption
will not be large. This tax is petty and

'vexatious; it is generally levied without

any inventory, with & minimum assess-
ment when itis Jevied at all, and often-
times without very much increase in a
number of yedars so that the small own-
ers are liable t6:be more heavily assessed
than the more wealthy -citizens. Its re-
peal ean work no hardship. Taxes in
the last analysis ‘must come out of the
pockets of ‘tlie taxpayers and" the main
conglition is'to/get the tax with as much

.convenience, with as little . disturbance

to the processes of industry and. with
as much equity andjustice in relation
to different individuals as possible.

In’ reference to live stock and vehicles
your commissioners recommend a vig-
orous enforcement of the law. Since
this property is to be assessed on one-
half its value the assessors should  use
every effort to locate it and to value it
accurately. The commissioners are pre-
paring schedules to aid the assessors,
and the proposed act requires declara-
tions.

The total distribution mounted
up rapidly during last winter and spring
but the requirements did not increase so
rapidly during the summer. We are now
spendjng- $975,000 a month and expect
that it will inerease to $1,000,000 a month
and we are estimating on that basis for
1917,
| “The national fund is now aiding in
the care of 60,000 families and Manitoba
is assisting 10,000 more, This means
that 70,000 men have enlisted believing
that the patriotic fund will help their
! families. A like number of women have
consented to their men going on |the
same understanding. We feel that those
who stay at home and go on with life
as usual should make good their promise
to these men who have gone overseas to
fight their battles for them.”

WAR TIME THRIFT

(Canadian Finance)

A report just issued by the Depart-
ment of Labor at Ottawa shows that
the index number of wholesale prices
(covering 272 commoditiesy at the close
of 1915 was 20 per cen?. higher than
Jjust before the war; and this rise in
price has continued during the present
year. A weekly family budget of food
costing $7.42 in July, 1914, had risen to
$8.18 at the close of 1915, while by the
end of August, 1916, it had soared to
$8.63—an advance of more than'16 per
cent. While wage earners’ rents in
western cities decreased sharply, their
average decline thronghout Canada for
1915 was only about 11 per cent.—and
in many centres the present trend is
again upwards.

Compared, however, with increased liv-
ing costs in some other countries Can-
adians are having an easy time of it.
The rise in retail food prices from the
beginning of the war to the end of 1915
was 113 ver cent. in Austria, 88 per cent.
in Germany, more than 30 per cent. in
Netherlands, Norway and Italy, and 44
per cent. in Great Britain.

WILL THERE BE BIG ROW AT
- OTTAWA WHEN SAM RETURNS?

His Colleagues Wished Him on the
Army, But War Office Dida't Fall in
With Their Desires—Will he go Back
to His Department ?

(From a Staff Correspondent of the To-
ronto Star. Weekly)

Ottawa, Sept. 21.—News that Sir Sam
Hughes is returning to Canada has giv-
en rise to a crop of particularly interést«
ing .rumors. One of these, probably  un-
true, though plausibie “enough, is ‘that
Gen, Sam’s return toithe Dominion’ js
hastened by his inability to see eye'to
eye with the British: War Office in re-
gard to the advisability of his filling a
certain high commandiin the: field. ‘It {is
whispered that Sir Sam had really ¢on?
templated going: to:the front in a véry
prominent - capacity,rthat-‘all  arrange-
ments had been madéi for his departure,
including the. sanctivh' ¥nd good wishes
of his colleagues in thg cabinet, but that;
owing to some hitch in the arrangements
made by the British ¢commander-in-chief
in France, the decision had to be indefi-
nitely postponed. Amnother story, pos-
sibly equally incorrect, though credited
in well-informed g ers, is to the ef-
fect that Sir Sani’s return is the result
of displeasure on the part of Premier
Borden at certain of the gemeral’s words
While the char-
acter of these is not disclosed, it is al-
leged that they were of a nature not cal-
culated to improve Sir Sam’ influence
and standing with his political friends
in Ottawa. Still another report has to
do with an alleged propaganda carvied
on in Anglo-Canadian circles in London,
and supported, it is said, by Bonar Law,
to land Sir Max Aitken into the vosi-
tion' of - Dominion high commissioner—
a propositien furiously opposed by ihe
majority: of the cabinet at Ottawa as
politically unwise.

Almost surpassing these rumors in
interest ‘are speculations as to’ what will
happen when the general returns. Ever
since Sir Sam was relieved of his duties
as minister of militia, following the &p-
pointment of the Meredith-Duff ccm-
mission to probe the Kyte charges,-Sir
Robert Borden has been the virtual ad-
ministrator of the department. As a
matter of fact, Sir Sam was never pub-
licly s reinstated into office, and previous
to his.going overseas the prime mninister
was regarded by everybody’ as the real
minister of militia. He initiated all
matters of policy, authorized regitients,
and even supervised matters of routine.
On the eve of Sir Sam’s departure for
London Sir Robert discarded the Ross
rifle and appointed F. B. MeCurdy,:a
close friend and a fellow Nova Scotian,
as parliamentary secretary of the dcpart-
ment to keep tab on its rougine adminis-
tration. These steps were taken to in-
dicate the gradual ousting of the gen-
eral from his position as minister, and
little or no attempt was made by prom-
inent Conservaiives to disguise their sat-
isfaction that such was the case. The
truth of the matter appeared to be that
the minister’s colleagues and his party
leaders had sufficient faith’in his mili-
tary ability and insufficient confidence
in his political judgment to ’hope that he
would take a command in.
