Referring to the meeting of the
Railway Commission held at Halifax, the
other day, Mr. Mullins said that to them
the one most gratifying feature was a

declaration by the chairman,'Mr. Caryell,
that the board had no jurisdiction over.
rail rates on the I C. R. east or Mont-|

real, This declaration was made in an-
swer to questions put by Mr. Hance J.
Logan, M.P,and Mr. E. P. McDonald,

M. P. Mr. Carvell, in supplementing his |

declaration, stated that while the Cana-
d%n National management, now operat-
ing the L. C. R. accepted the rulings of
the board, an appeal could be taken to
the minister of railways. ‘

That meant, said Mr. Mullins, that the
government must assume the duty of
dealing with the grievances of the mari-
time provinces respecting rail rates.
“That is something new. It is more
than that, It js something upon which
we can base the re-opening of the whole
question of freight rates. Formerly when
we took the matter up with the federal
government we were led to understand
that they had no further jurisdiction in
the matter.

It would appear from Mr. Carvell’s
declaration .that they have everything
“to do with it” The Railway Commis-
sion had said that could only deal
with petitions for reductions in"
rates on a business basis, and that if
they were not presented on 'that |asis
they could not be considered at all.
Apparently there was no way out for
the maritime grievances, but now at a
meeting of the board in Halifax Mr.
Carvell had stated 'in snswer to ques-
tions that there was a way out in-
dicating that the status of the I. C. R.

was the same ag it had always-been. Mr,
e et apon B P 3, Veal
‘@give his views on the matter.

* ‘Hon, Mr. Veniot said he was in Hali-
fax at the time of the meeting, and as
he knew that the guestion of freight
rates was coming up at the meeting
he stayed over he said. One thing that
was amazing to him was the presence
there of representatives of an organi-
gation known as the Canadian Railway
Association. He had been unable to
find out how this association came into
existence, or how it was created. How-
ever it was there with able lawyers ‘rep-
resenting it, and every manufacturer
who gave testimony was examined with
as much care and thoroughness as if he
had been under oath. Every attempt

was made to trap the witnesses. He!
believed they were really representing|

the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion and that they were ther€ tp pre-
vent the government from going back
to the old preferential rate.

It was quite true, he said, that the
I. C. R. did not come under the juris-
diction of the Railway Commission.
That statement was given out by Mr.
Carvell: They only dealt with the 1. C.
R. rates when they were requested to
do so and they could only be made ef-
fective if they were accepted by the

Mr, Veniot contended, therefore, that
the status of the 1.

The biggest seizure of liquor ever
made in the province of New Bruns-
wick was accomplished by Inspector
Smith at Campbellton, when, on Thurs-
day of this week, he took into custody
‘three boxcars loaded to the roof with
whiskey, ‘estimated in value at some
$180,000. Announcement of the seizure
was made -here this morning by Chief
Inspector J. B. Hawthorne on his arrival
from Fredericton.

The chief inspector said that.word of
the seizure reached him in ‘Fredericton
on Thursday evening in a telephone mes-
sage from Inspector Smith. He said
that the liquor was supposed to have
originated in St. John and was consigned
to the province of Quebee, but had been
side-tracked at Campbellton. !

Inspector Smith informed = the chief
that the three cars were filled. He put
them under the guard of two men and
will forward théem to Fredericton under
guard as n as possible. i

Mr. Hawthorne said this morning that
if the cars were filled to capacity they
would hold more than 1,500 cases each.
At $40-a case this would make the value
of the shipment about $180,000. .

COSTS OF NEW
DISTRIBUTION
SYSTEM HERE

Hardware Clerks Estimate it
at $600,000—What'is Be-
ing Done by Toronto and
London Commission.

(Contributed by Hardware Clerks’ Asso-
ciation.)

Practically every engineer in the city
of St. John has declared that through
municipal distribution, and through
municipal distribution alone, can 'the
citizens reap the full benefits of the
Musquash development. H. Philips, M.
E. I. C., has very clearly shown it in his
letters and addresses; Sir Adam Beck
has expressed the same opinion, and all
available information leads to. that econ-
clusion. It is, therefore, important that
some estimate be available of the cost of
a new distribution system. Engineer
Jefferys of the Ontario Hydro Commis-
sion was asked by the city of Halifax to
estimate the cost of a new distribution
system for that city. After thoroughly
investigating the matter, he named the
sum of $850,000. Since St. John has a
population of twenty per cent. less than
Halifax, the cost to St. John could be
placed at $660,000, but as Halifax covers
a much greater area, a further reduction
of ten per cent. might easily be made,
leaving ‘the cost to St. John about $600,-
000. This would give to the city a most
up-to-date system, with a distribution
loss of less than twelve per cent. instead
of the present one of thirty-two per
cent., and also provide for future expan-
sion. As St. John has the lowest bonded
debt per capita of practically any city
in the Dominion of Canada, no difficulty-
would be met 'in raising this sum, and
any further amounts necessary for the
suecessful ‘carrying out of the project.

“One of the most important features in
connection. with municipal ownership of
a distribution swstem is the fact that by
means of a sinking fund, the entire cost
can be eliminated in a fairly |short
space of time, but under private owner~
ship the consumer must forever pay. 'the
interest on capitalization.

As the question of taxes has been
raised, it might be -well to state that
according to the Kensit
ent distributors. of

the most conservative estimate places a
saving of fifty per cent. on present
rates, the city would save from street
lighting alone the sum of $19,000 per
year. It is quite evident that the city
could well afford to pass up $8,989 for a
saving of $19,000. y
The policy of the Toronto commission
will he of interest to the-citizens of St.
John, and is as follows: “The policy of

the comiaission is t0 cheapen and diguse,

the comfarts of life among the citizens,
and enable. the industries 'of Toronto to

Jreduce the cost of production; to main-

tain & higher class of service than be-
fore at relatively less cost, and to im-
prove the social conditions of the em-
plqyes; to show that municipal owner-
ship can be successfully applied to great
public utilities, and finally to prove that
while lessening the cost of other munici-
pal services these important results can
be accomplished withdut laying a dollar
of taxation upon the -ratepayers at
large.”

“How well they have carried out this
policy is now a matter of history. A
very t}ne example of the benefits of
municipal ownership is that of London,
Ontario, which started with an outlay
of §$750,000, which was increased by
further ‘additions and improvements to
$1,200,000. However, one-third of this
has. now been paid, and is subject to
maintenance and operating charges only.
Now (and the citizens should keep this
in mind) a private corporation most
likely would have issued new stock for
$1,000,000 or $1.500,000. and the people
whose earnings were the sole source of
this surplus would find their own assets
turned into a liability, ,and funded
against themselves. No further argu-
ment will be necessary to convince the
majority of the readers of the advan-
tages of municipal ownership.

Toronto, Jan. 28.—The Toronto Star
says that leaders of the Conservafive
party in Ontario have decided to come
out in the open, it is said, and wage a
vigorous campaign to have the rigors
of the O. T. A. ameliorated by the
wholesale granting of beer and wine
licenses. Rumor further states that if
they discover- that this proposal meets
with any considerable measure of public
favor, they will then press for a system
of government control of liquor similar
to that in force in British Columbia.

STOLE §270,000 FOR
 KIN TO SPECULATE

$8,500 Secretary Plea ds
Guilty, but Says He Will
Make Restitution in Full—
Would Aid Prosecution.

New York, Jan. 28—Harry P. Gibney
34 years old, who lives at the Hotei
Touraine, in Brooklyn, pleaded guilty
in-the Court of General Sessions to two
indictments charging bim with grand
larceny in the theft of $270,0.V from his
former employer, Sidney Mitctiell, Presi-
dent of the Electric Bond & Share Com-
pany, 71 Broadway. Gibney was em-.
ployed as Mitchell’s personal secrecary
from May, 1911, to February, 1921, end
is charged with stealing money belong-
ing to Mitchell himself, not the company.

Gibney received a salary of $3,000 a
year from Mitchell. He was married
and owned his own home at 73 Fenimore
street, Brooklyn. He also owned an
automobile, In a signed confession,
which was made part of the ourt rec-
ord, he said that a man who was a rela-
tive by marriage was responsible fur bis
thefts. He said this man induced him
to turn over money to him for specula-
tion and'lost.

“] have at all times been ready and
willing to do everything in my own
power to help Mr. Mitchell' recover ke
money by prosecuting this celative and
have offered my services to go before
the grand jury,” said- Gibney in his
confessiop. “I am still willing to do
everything in that connection or in any
otter matter I can to aid in the recovery
of the money for Mutchell.”

If he has the chance, Gibney says, he
will make restitution in full. He has
turned over this house and automobile to
Mitchell. Samuel Furstenberg of 112
Centre street, attorney for Gibney, ad-

| mitted that his client was guilty of ihe |
? charges,

but said he expected to make
-$100,000 in two years, which he would
turn over to Mitchell in partial restitu-
tion.

Gibney has been employed recently
as ‘assistant toS. J. Florentine, Presi-
dent of the United Barber Shops, Inc,
of 160 Pearl street.

ritten a long letter appealing on Gib-

The republican deputies became inter-
ested in the question when they learned
‘that President de Nicola, of the cham- |
ber, in accord with the government’s
i policy, intended to pronounce a eulogy
for the late Pontjt,, when the chamber
reconvenes on Feb. 2, which is also the
date of which the Sacred College will
convene to choose the new Pope.

Semi official newspapers yesterday
published a statement that Signpr de
Nicola and President Tittoni, of the sen-
ate, weré officially announce from the
tribunes of their respective houses the
death of Benedict and pronounce a
eulogy, as is the custom following the
death of foreign potentates. Immediate-

Preinier Bonomi having taken the
stand that he would associate himself
. and ‘the name of the government with
the declaration, Signor de Nicola hoped
that “no orator nor any group will take
the responsibility of marring the demon-
stration of sympathy, which must be
unanimous.”

The Catholic party, commanding 110
votes and holding the balance of power
among the widely divergent elements
' composing the majority of the Italian
chamber, is unanimous in its desire that
the eulogy be pronounced.

Name for Next Pope.

Rome, Jan. 28—What name will the
next Pope choose is a question which is
causing . disctission in Rome. The “ir-
reconcilables,” led by Cardinal Merry del
Val, if they.succeed in electing their
candidate are understood to be in faver
of Leo XIV, as successor to Leo XIII,
who was always strongly opposed to the
Quirinal. Should Cardinal Gasparri’s
peace party elect its candidate, it is be-
lieved that Benedict XVI will be the
name of the next Pope, on acccunt of
the late Pontiff’s policy of closer rela-
tions with the Quirinal

If a compromise is reached, it is ex-
pected that the neutral Pope elected will
adopt the name of Pius XI, following the
npn-extremist policy of Pius X. The
ohly eventuality not provided for in the
general speculation is the electicn of a
foreign cardinal, who, it is pointed out,
by some, perhaps would prefer a name
not chosen heretofore.

To Sail Together.

New York, Jan. 28—Cardinal Begin of
Canada, went aboard the S. S. Le Lor-
raine this morning, to await the arrival
of Cardinal Dennis J. Dougherty of
Philadelphia, who will accompany him to
Rome. They hope to arrive before the
Sacred College has announced the elec-
tion of a new Pontiff. ;

Cardinal Dougherty arrived last night
'after a holiday voyage to the West In-
dies on the steamer Fort St. George, and
hastened immediately to his home in
Philadelphia. Father Jos Whittaker,
chancellor of the Philadelphia diocese,
was to accompany the two princes of
the church.

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PREMIER DISCUSSES METHODS
FOR INCREASING THE REVENUES|

Speaking at Annual Banquet of Engineering Insti-
tute, Hon. Mr. Foster Intimates That Income,
Land and Corporation Taxes Have Been Elimi-
pated From the List—Hydro Electric Problems
Dealt With by Other Speakers. '

{

The necessity for raising new revenue
for provincial purposes was stressed by
Premier W. E. Foster at a large and
representative gathering of professional
engineers, from the city and from other
parts of the province, who attended the
banquet in the La Tour Hotel last even-
ing given by the St. John branch of the
Engineering Institute of Canada. The
programme, which was appropriately
contained on a blueprint form, included
speeches by Premier W. E. Foster, S.
R. Weston, C. C. Kirby, Commissioner
Frink, Commissioner Jones, Commis-
sioner Bullock and others. The gath-
ering was to have been addressed by
B. M. Hill, B, Sc, M..E. L C,, provincial
road engineer for New Brunswick, on
the subject, “Roads of New Brunswick,”
but a telegram was read from Mr, Hill,
regretting his inability to be present on
account of sickness, A letter of regret
was also read from His Honor the Lieu-
tenant Governor. S. R. Weston spoke
on hydro-electric matters in the absence
of Mr. Hill. During the evening, an or-
chestra played well-known pieces, with
the company joining in the choruses.
Frank P. Vaughan, president of the lo-
cal branch, was in the chair. ’

Toast to City.

After the toast to the king had been
honored, the toast to the city was pro-
posed by the chairman and replied to
by Commissjoners Jones, Bullock and
Frink, Mayor Schofield being confined
to his home. All the commissioners
spoke in a happy vein. Commissioner
Jones took the opportunity to say that
just so soon as he was convinced that
‘hydro-electric would benefit the city, he
would be the first to move the motion
that a contract be signed.

An Important Issue.

S. R. Weston, an engineer in the em-
ploy of the Hydro-Electric Commission,
addressed the gathering on; hydro-elec-
tric matters. He termed it an important
issue but said no one regretted more
than himself that Mr. Hill’s sickness

* had robbed the members present from
listening to a most interesting talker.

“Because we have no Niagara Falls

Mr. Weston said he would not enter
into any discussion regarding the dis-
tribution of the power, as he did not
feel this matter lay within the province
of an engineer. “There is no question,
however,” he said, “of the great advan-
tages to be derived from hydro devel-
opment. If it succeeds in reducing the
price of electricity in those towns al-
ready served and if it can carry electric-
ity to those towns that are without it,

‘then it is good policy.”

Plans For Provincial Development.

The speaker said that the Commis-
sion’s policy was a development of three
sections, first, St. John district, at Mus-
quash, Lepreau, and Magaguadavic;
second, the Pokiok, in York, Carleton,
and Sunbury counties; and thirdly, on
the north shore, at Grand Falls on' the
Nepisiguit river.,

This latter already was being Je-
velcped by the Bathurst Lumber Com-
pany. He quoted figures from a federal
government report on the costs per horse-
power installed capacity. In Ontario, at
Eugenia Falls, it was $218 per h. p.; at
Chippewa, it was $300; at Bathurst (N.
B.), it was $225. At Musquash, it was
$190. (Applause). There figures were
not made up by the provincial commis-
sion but by the federal government. In
conclusion, Mr. Weston said that many
people, following' a line of reasoning
peculiar o themselves, cast a slur on
hydro-electric development because of the
large initial cost. *“But 1.2 cents per
K.w.h. is cheap power, gentlemen, and if
this power from Musquash costs the
citizens an exorbitant price, then it will
not be the fault of the commission,” Le
said.

C. C. Kirby, following Mr. Weston,
said that every organization should thor-
oughly discuss this hydro question, *“nor
should we be afraid to drag politics into
our discussions,” he added warmly. It
was a duty that the engineers owed to
the public to throw additional light on
this mattel by discussion and he, for onc,
was prepared to stand by any statement

Foss for his energetic and painstaking
work and also to Hon. Dr. E. A. Smith
and Hon. L. A. Dugal, the other mem-
bers of the commission.

The speaker also was anxious to sec
the road improvement scheme completed
before his retirement. The sum of
$3,450,000 had so far been spent on roads
which would be a lasting benefit to the
people and attract tourists to the
province.

Other policies to be carried out were
those of vocational educatiom and the
provision of additional money for the
schools of the province. f

The speaker had mentioned monu-
ments to the engineers in various parts
of Canada, but there were plenty in New
Brunswick. The expenditure for steel
bridges in the province had amounted to
$6,215,607.54 and the premier mentioned
in particular the highway bridge at the
falls, the Fredericton bridge and that
across the Miramichi river.

Public works of a national character
were required in St. John, Hon. Mr.
Foster continued. The people demanded
that Canadian traffic should pass through
Canadian ports, There were not suffici-
ent facilities here for that traffic and the
C. N. R. wharves at Courtenay Bay
should be completed. The government,
on the west side, also should carry out
the 1911 agreement. ;

The premier thanked the chairman for
the opportunity of speaking and pro-
posed a toast to the president and past
president of the association-

S. B.. Wass.,

S. B. Wass, of Moncton, the newly
elected president of the provincial associ-
tion, in a short and appropriate speech,
expressed the gratitude of the visiting
members for the able manner in which
they had been entertained by the St
‘John branch.

C G Kirby,

C. C. Kirby, who also responded ta the
toast, said that the institute was the only
one of its kind in the world as it was
the only body that carried all classes of
engineers under one organization.

He told of the annual meeting of the
dominion institute at Montreal and .also
of the dinner there and of some of the
proposals made.

The speaker said that it was necessary
to develop the soul of the engineer so as
to bring out the best that was in him
and make him a better man in serving
his fellow man. - He thanked the pre-
mier for the legislation given the organis-
ation which gave it a legal status. The}
value of organization and the aims of
the institute were dealt with by the
speaker. It had succeeded in getting
recognition by legal enactment, but that
was not the end. It led on to something
higher and better which could be de-
scribed as character and service. They |
had to develop that spirit of brother-
hood which was: the foundation of true‘
progress. In doing that they would de-
velop character. The spirit of brother-
hood would increase and make the or-
ganization of service to the community.
They were under a moral obligation to
live to the privileges of the organization |
that had been granted by the public. !

After three cheers had been given for:
the chairman and Premier Foster, the
meeting was brought to a close.

MAKES. PROTEST

Exception Taken to Remarks
Credited to Kings County
Council Members Concern-
ing Nurses and Teachers.

The St. John Council of Women, at
its meeting yestefday afternoon, took
exception to the language used by two
of the King's county councillors at the

m micipal council meeting in Hampton
and expressed disapproval in a strongly
worded resolution, moved by Mrs. R. J.
Hooper, seconded by Mrs. T. H. Som-
merville, and carried unanimously. The
resolution was as follows:

“Whereas, the profession of nursing
and the profession of teaching are two
professions held in great esteem by all
right thinking women; and

“Whereas, such women look to and
trust professional nurses and teachers to
make for them a better nation by work-
ing for and among .its best asset—the
child; therefore, :

“Be it resolved, that we,-the St. John
Local Council of Women, representing
thirty-four societies and almost 8,000
women, place ourselves on record as pro-
testing against the language used by two
councillors of King’s county (N. B.), in
speaking of child welfare work at the
meeting of the municipal council at
Hampton (N. B.) on January 24, 1922.”

Fredericton, Jan. 27—The financial
stifement of the province for the fiscal
yéar ending Oct. 81 last must be viewed
in the light of the estimates of receipis
and expenditures, forseen and submitted
to the legisiature when the budget was
brought ?own in March last.

While the expenditures have exceeded
the receipts by over a quarter of a mil
lion dollars on ordinary account, this
does not include the financial millstone
around the provincial neck in the shape
of Valley Railway bond intergst which,
after earnings are deducted, damounts to
nearly another quarter million dollars.

The ordinary revenues were more than
$100,000 gredter than the government ex-
pected, but this satisfactory increase was
wiped out by a wholly unforeseen event,
the expense of fighting forest fires—an
act of Providence that cost far more in
the value of lumber gnd property de-
stroyed than the ordinary cash amount
required of the province.

Education was estimated to cost $361,-

200 and the expenditure was $392,555.
This important public service cost $318,-
000 in 1920 and in previous years under
$300,000. The additional expenditure is
accounted for by increased grants to
school teachers.

The largest spending department, that
of public works, could not make the
amount of estimates, $562,294, cover the
expenditures required. For the first
time the amount required upon ordinary
roads and ordinary bridges has been di-
vided and many will be surprised to

s

g

learn that ft cost $50,000 more for the|-

maintenance of the bridges than the
roads and with $166,000 for ordinary
work upon and upkeep of the public
buildings of the, province, the total cx-
penditure exceeded the estimate by a
quarter of a million dollars—and the
deficit was $265,792.

There are some encouraging features
to the adverse financial statement, that
while expected, must always be a dis-
appointing one so long as expenditures
exceed receipts. The collections of the
revenues and the excess of the esti-
mates in very many cases shows that the
government’s judgment was not too op-
timistic. The very substantial sinking
funds set aside for the redemption of
the bonded indebtedness will appeal to
_the thinking® man ‘as splendid business.
er $167,500 was paid out of the ordi-

retire the permanent road bonds ard
other bonds which are charged against
the” province. ! :

There are a number of provincial ex-
penditures which are almost beyond
control. Those fixed by statute cannot
be varied and those authorized by the
legislature vary according to circum-
stances, some of which are under the
control of the ministers and officials but

ance in fighting fires.

The minister of public works, too, de-
pends upon his bridge engineer, A. R.
Wetmore, and his capable assistants in
the office and fleld to inform him what
bridges are actually in need of repair
and what can be depended upon for safe-
ty for a while longer.

.ond the minister do the best they can
and still there is more money reguired
than was estimated.

The province received some $30,000
more from prohibition than it spent for
enforcement, and the first profit from the
New Brunswick Board of Liquor Ven-
dors was $46,980, which arises from
sales from July to October 31.

ern provinces. There are provincial in-
come and land taxes in addition to the
dominion income tax. Last' year the
federal tax on incomes in New Bruns-
wick amounted to over one and a half
millions. Manitoba in order to raise
money for provincial needs proposes to
tax the people there half as much as
the federal tax. If the government of
New Brunswick followed suit, there
would be probably three-quarters of a
million more collected from the people
here and deficits would be a thing of
the past.” But such a tax would be a
great burden that would naturally be
much resented and opposed. How and
where to raise the revenue necessary to
provide for the public business without
imposing impossible burdens of taxation
upon the people is the problem that must
be thought out by the government. The
same difficulty is facing other provinces.

BLUE LOBSTER

FROM BEAVER |
HARBOR WATERS

(Fisheries Department Bulletin.)
Specimens of strange fishes are fre-|
quently received by the Fisheries De-'
partment at Ottawa. For the most part
they are submitted by members of the
Fisheries staff who are instructed to
report any matters out of the ordinary.
Occasionally they lead to exceedingly in-,
teresting scientific discoveries, but very |
often the specimens prove to be more or
less well known species which have wan-
dered into strange quarters.

Only a few months ago, James d’En-!
Middle |

tremont, fishery overseer at
West Pubnico, N. S., submitted a speci-
men of fish captured in April in a gas-
pereau net in the Tusket River, near
Tusket. Fishermen reported that smalk
quantities ascend the river about Octo-
ber 1 and descend in the early spring.
Dr. A. G. Huntsman of the Biological
Board of Canada, declared the specimen
to be a true whitefish, and virtually the
same as the important species of the
Great Lakes. Two. whitefish had been
taken by a seine at the mouth of the
Sissiboo River, N. S., in 1919, but there
is no previous knowledge of the presence
of whitefish in salt water along the
Atlantic coast, though it occurs regular-
lv in the salt water of James Bay and
Hudson Bay.

About the same period another over-
seer, H. K. Stoddart, reported the catch
of a monster lobster off Bear Point,
Shelburne connty. N. S. It measured
three feet 1 3-4 inches overall, one foot
6 3-4 inches from nose to tail, one foot
fonr inches around the bodv, 1 foot 31-2
inches around the claw. The spread of
claws from tip to tip was three feet 1
inch. The crustacean weighed thirteen
pounds.

Dr. E. F. Prince. who examined the
report, ctated that the lobster was un-
douhtedly a fine specimen, but much
smaller in size and weight than many
which have been taken in the same Nova
Scotin wraters. Several have been cap-
tured in the last two or three years
weighing more than twenty pounds. Im
the report of the Lobster Commission
71898) credit is given to Eben Crosby of
Chehogne for capturing a giant which
tipped the scales at twenty-five nounde

A Nov; ‘Scotia paper describing this
Goliath stated that it measured three
feet in length and the spread of the claws

 from tip to tip was nearly seven feet.

This is the largest specimen recorded on
these shores and unfortunately it was
shipped to a commercial house in the
United States before it could be ac-
quired for preservation. It is difficult to
state the limit to which the lobster may
grow if allowed. That they do grow for
a number of years is proved by these oc-
casional gigantic specimens.

Probably the most interesting speci-
men of all arrived some months ago/from
Charles T. Conley, -overseer at Beaver
Harbor, N. B, in the form of a blue lob-
ster. It is regarded as a beautiful speci-
men and has been preserved. Lobsters

of peculiar color, reddish, pale yellow,

blue spotted or variegated, and other
freak colorizations are well known to
scientific authorities, but the blue lobster
has been regarded as one of the rarest.
Indeed, Dr. Herrick in his famous report
on the “American Lobster,” published
by the United States Fish Commission,
states that he has never seen a blue lob-
ster, although he has had reports of
them. The cause of the strange color
is attributed by scientists to some defect
in the, nervous system which controls
the pigment supplied to the integument.
The defect has been compared to jaun-

dice in man, which colors the skin yel-

low when it should be white.

This theory, however, is somewhat
weakened by the fact that more than a
dozen blue lobsters were caught in the
area about Beaver Harbor during 1919
and 1920. Authorities consider this as

. evidence of the possible establishment of
la special variety.

The overseer at Beaver Harbor has
been experimenting to est4blish whether
the freak colorization is due to a pecu-
liar condition under which the lobster
lives, some disease or is merely a little
prank of nature. He studied the crea-
ture for six months after transferring to
a small pond and found no change in
color, which seems to upset the first
theory. He has evidence that blue lob-
sters spawned and there is doubt that
they would do so if diseased. Observa-
tions so far would seem to indicate thal
the peculiar color is a natural attribute.

The Natural History Museum at Si.
John, N. B., has acquired a blue speci-
men. To preserve the color, a specimen
must be immersed in a specially pre-

pared solution as alcohol, the ususual,
