ASK REDUCTION IN
THEIR SHARE OF COST
FOR HIGHWAYS WORK

Quebec, March 4.—A substantial re-
duction in the contributions paid by
municipalities for the maintenance of
provincial and other highways is being
contemplated by the Quebec govern-
ment, according to a statement made
here yesterday by Premier Taschereau
to a delegation of rural members.

The delegates said that municipalities
were at present called upon to pay fifty
per cent. of the cost of maintenance and
asked that their share be reduced to
twenty-five per cent.

EGGS STILL CHEAPER
IN MONTREAL MARKET

Montreal, March 4. — Eggs yesterday
registered a further drop on the market,
two cents a dozen, special, and three
cents, new laid, making present prices
fifty-eight and fifty-four cents respec-
tively. A month ago $1.20 was asked,
and the soft weather is considered re-
sponsible for the fall in price and the
greatly augmented supply.

Eouse to become a private citizen of the
Whited |States,and President {Harding
took the helm of state. The new presi-
dent is as yet an unknown quantity, ex-
cept that he has made solemn profes-
sions and appears to have gathered
around him a cabinet of strong men. The
wrorld at large is deeply interested in the
attitude of the new administration to-
ward two great questions. One relates
%o the League of Nations and disarma-
ment, and the other to the tariff. The
Wondon Sunday ‘Times helieves Mr.
Harding will take his country into the
League of Nations. It says:

“My. Harding's entry into the W
House will symbolize the whole-hearte
entry of the United States into the world
family.  President Wilson placed his
foot on the doorstep, but for domestic
reasons the American people declined to
follow his across the threshold. The
President-elect has, however, acknowl-
edged that his country can no longer
maintain a position of splendid isolation.
He has publicly recognized that the des-
tinfes of the United States are insep-
arable from those of the human family.
#He has chosen as his chief adviser, his
Secrotary of State, Charles E. Hughes.
The appointment is full of happy augury
for the world’s future. The peace, even
more than the war, has taught us that
no nation can suffice for itself. The re-
tiring president dreamed of a League
of Nations which he was _unable to
translate into reality. It rests with his
successor to accomplish that feat. The
need for the reality becomes daily more
apparent, and the world can welcome in
the new American president a statesman
who will not shirk his share of the
task.”

the capitol as a guard of homor and for.
the presence of the United States Marine
Band—*the President’s Own”—which
played “The Star Spangled Banner” im-
mediately after Mr. Harding had taken
the oath of office.

The very simplicity of the ceremonies
on the east portico of the capitol add-
ed to their impressiveness. Simple and
impressive also were those in the senate
chamber, where Calvin Coolidge was
sworn in by Vice-President Marshall
and where Mr. Coolidge in turn swore
into office the new senators elected last
November.

The day’s ceremonies began with ihe
formal calls on the president-elest and
vice-president-elect at the New Willard
Hotel by the Congressional Committee,
headed by Senator Knox of Pennsyl-
vania. The presidential party and the
Congressional Committee then left the
hotel for the capitol.

Pennsylvania avenue from the White
House to the capitol, a distance of one
mile, was thronged with people from ail
parts of the United States, anxious to
catch a glimpse of the new and retiring
presidents. There were no reviewing
stands as in former years, and most of
the spectators were forced to stand along
lthe sidewalks. The more fortunate had
tseats in windows facing the avenue for
which high prices were the rule,

At the cappitol the east plaza, with its
standing room for thousands, was pack-
ed with a dense throng of people and
the crowds overflowed out over the park
spaces and awenues which converge
'thereon. Most of these thousands of peo-
ple were able to hear the inaugural ad-
dress as Mr. Harding’s veice was car-
ried out by means of sound-amplifying
devices installed over the platform
whereon he stood.

When the official party arrived at the
capitol it was cscorted to a room off
the senate chamber and the vice-presid-
ent and Mrs. Coolidge went:to the vice-
president’s room to await the beginning
of the ceremonies in the senate chamber,
iPresident Wilson was in his room at the
capitol signing biils which had been
passed during the closing hours of the
Sixty-sixth Congress.
| Senate galleries were filled long be-
fore this hour. Invited guests of the

new president, vice-president, speaker
and justices of the supreme court of the

United States supplied with coveted
cards of admission, were assigned to the
_east galleries, while other galleries were
| set aside for guests of senators and con-
‘gressmen. In the diplomatic gallery, fac-
ing the vice-president’s chair, the famil-
jes of the diplomatic corps, representing
some forty odd nations, were seated.

While the senate was assembling for
its special session, the first of the Sixty-
seventh Congress, the diplomatic corps
was assembling in the marble room, to
be escorted into the senate chamber

President-clect Harding, escorted by
the committee on arrangements, entered
the chamber at the main door and was
escorted to a seat on the right of the
main aisle facing the rostrum. Vice-
President Coolidge was seated on the
presiding officers platform.

After a prayer by the chaplain, Vice
President Marshall called the session of
the senate to order. As silence settled
over the chamber, Vice President Cool-
idge stood beside Mr. Marshall. Both
men faised their right hands, Mr, Mar-
shall slowly spoke the vice president’s
oath, the new vice president repeating his
words, and aftéerward delivering his ad-
dress.

While the new senators were being
sworn in the remainder of the party be-
gan moving out of the chamber toward
the east portico of the capitol. All of
the party on the senate floor and the
guests in the galleries, by pre-arranged
directions, moved along the rotunda in
lines which converged at the main en-
trance and then out to the portico and |
steps. The guests were in their places
before Mr. Harding appeared on the
speaker’s stand, a small structure thirty
feet square, built with iron girders and
with a covered canopy above housing the
sound-amplifying instruments. The
whole was profusely decorated with flags
| and bunting,

Mr. Harding emerged from the capitol
entrance accompanied by the Chiel
Justice of the Supreme Court, Edward |
Douglas White, and the Congressional
Committee. They all were geated on the
platform,

Then, before a great sea of humanity,
official and unofficial, invited and unia-
vited, Mr, Harding took his place at the
left of Chief Justice White. With Bible
in hand the Chief Justice stepped to thef
front of the platform and Mr, Harding,
with upraised right hand, slowly and
solemnly repeated after the Chief Just- |
ice the oath of office as president{ pre-|
seribed in the constitution. At the con-'
clusion of the oath President Harding
kissed the open Bible and the ceremony
was over save for the delivery of the in-|
augural address of the new president. I

Stepping toward the vast throng Mr.
Harding then began his carefully pre-'
pared address outlining the policies of
his administration.

At the conclusion of the address the
senate returned to its chamber to re-
sume its “special session, while the new
president, to the cheers of the throng,
entered his automobile and with a cav-
alry escort moved through the capitol
grounds and slowly slong Pennsylvania
avenue. Fverywhere along this thor-
oughfare the masses of people on the
sidewalks cheered themselves hoarse, The
simple procession along the famous av-
enue moved slowly, the president bowing
and raising his hat almost constantly
through the mile ride.

GET LONG TERMS

Within 72 Hours After Arrest
Are Sentenced on Five
Charges

»

Carry in Wounded Leader—
Instigator of Auto and
Trolley Robberies Pleads
Guilty by Raising His
Hand. .

(New York Times)

* Less than seventy-two hours after they
had been arrested at Kenilworth, N. J.,
in connection with twenty-one holdups
and two shootings with intent to kill,
John and Charles Krebs, brothers, and
Martin Shannon were arraigned, yester-
day morning, before Judge Pierce in
the Court of Common Pleas, Elizabeth,
N. J, pleaded guilty to five of the
charges and were sentenced to fifty to
seventy-five years in the State Prison at
Trenton.

The men were arraigned on in specific
charges, but at the request of Prosecutor
Walter L. ‘Hetfield, Jr., of Union County
sentences on four charges were deferred,
and two fo the men were whisked off
to prison by deputy sheriffs within an
hour after they had heard the sentence.

That the authorities were determined
to lose no time in sentencing the three
baudits, who, were captured at 5 o’clock
Saturday morning after Charles. Krebs
had been shot in the face by Carl E.
Schmidlen, physical instrutor in the
Summit High School, when they held up
a trolley car at Townley, two miles from
Elizabeth, was evidenced by the fact
®iat the wounded man was carried to
the courtman in a stretcher to receive
his sentence, He was declared in con-
fessions made by his brother and Shan-
non to be the man who conceived the
idea of holding up automobile parties
in Union County and was also alleged
to have fired the shots which wounded
Robert 8. Huse of Elizabeth on . the
night of Feb. 5 last, during the hold-up
by the trio of three automobiles contain-
ing seventeen men and women return-
ing from a reception at the Bathusrol
Golf Clubhouse in Clark Township.

The bandit leader signified his will-
ingness to plead guilty to the charges
by reising hLis right hand as he sat
propped in a chair in the centre of the
courtroom. He was unable to talk be-
cause the bullet fired by young Schmid-
len, who engaged in a lone pictod fight
with the bandits, had plowed through
his jaw and lodged in the head.

Several thovsand residents of Union
County tried to crowd into the court-
room before the bandit trio were ar-
raigned, but Judge Pierce ordered all
spectators excluded. About 150 county
ufficials, however, were in the court-
room when the three robbers were ar-
raigned. They commented on the sto-
icism of John Krebs and Shannon as
they stood before the court, and the
apparent indifference of Charles Krebs,
who devoted most of his time to rubbing
his wounded jaw_ with both hands.

Shannon, who was a soldier in the
World War, and was gassed in the Anr
gonne, stood rigidly at attention as the
Court imposed sentence on him and his
confederates in the hold-ups which kept
Unlon County in a state of terror for
three months. The men displayed no
emotion, even when Judge Pierce an-
nounced he would impose the extreme
peralty on the five charges on which
the men were arraigned.

Beside the hold-up of the party
returning from the Baltusrol Golf Club
reception,. the men were sentenced for
the hold-up of a one-man trolley car
near Springfield, on Dec. 17, the hold-up
of two cars on the same line and mear
tae same place on the night of Jan. 25
last, the hold-up of six motorists in
Clark Township on the night of Jan. 29,
and the hold-up of two automobile par-
ties at Sast Rahway on Feb. 15.

“You have gone back into history 100
years to commit your crimes,” said
Judge Pierce in sentencing the men.
The days of highwaymen have passed
in these times of quick communication.
Early arrest is certain. The wonder
is that you escaped so long. It was
foolish of you not to see that you were
bound to be apprehended. Others will
be foolish if they fail to see the lesson
of your arrest.
